Columbia 
Natural Re~ources and Columbia 
Gas of Kentuck) arc experiencing a 
work ~toppage that affects about 27 
percent of the companies' total 
workforce. including about 530 
hourly employees in Kentucky and 
West Virginia. according to a press 
release by the company. 

Workers were on strike on

building. 

''This is not about money, it's 
about our benefits," said Randy 
Davis, a su-iking worker. 

According to the striking work­
ers, the company would not agree 
to a proposal by the Paper, Allied­

sion about health care and retire­
ment benefits. 

"We worked for six months 

wtthout a contract. This was ns far 
ns we could go." Davis said. 

The contract with the PACE 
unions expired at midnight on feb. 
28. 

The companies and the union 
continued discussion for six 
months before union leaders 
informed Columbia late Tuesday 
that they were terminating negotia­
tions and that members would 
strike.

Floyd County 
Commonwealth's Attorney 
Brent Turner. however, said that 
it is not unusual to conduct plea 
negotiations in light of the 
strength of evidence. but that his 
office had never prosecuted a 
case or attempted to have some­
one plead guilty unless they 
belie\'ed the person was guilty. 

"There is an old saying 
among prosecutors," said 
Turner. "There is a difference 
between 'what you know' and 
'what you can prove' and some­
times a case has to be handled 
accordingly." 

Turner was that if Johnson is 
trying to suggest that the com­
monwealth would try to convict 
someone of something they did­
n't do, that is totally untrue and 
"he knows it." 

Turner also accused Johnson 
of changing his tunc about the 
case. He said that when Johnson 
was informed that the case was 
going to be dismissed, he had 
nothing but good things to say to 
his face and agreed that even 
though the case was going to be 
dismissed for reasons set forth in 
the motion, that there was clear­
ly probable cause for the grand 
jury to indict his client.

Kentucky lost nearly 54,000 
World War II vets during '90s

FRANKFORT- The num­
ber of World War II veterans in 
Kentucky decreased by nearly 
54,000 during the 1990s, accord­
ing to new census figures . 

The total was 74,457. a 42 
percent decline from a decade 
earlier. when the total was near­
ly 128,000. 

"We' re losing them and los­
ing them fast," said Marty 
Pinkston, an exccuttve staff 
adviser in the Kentucky 
Department of Veterans Affairs. 

The department calculates 
that. on an average day. 
Kentucky loses 22 military vet­
erans, of whom 17 were in 
World War ll. The federal gov­
ernment estimates that World 
War 11 veterans nationwide are 
dying at the rate of about 
300,000 per year. The decline 
has been noticeable. 

At American Legion Post 7 in 
Frankfort, World War II veterans 
accounted for about three­
fourths of the membership when 
BiJly Smith joined 26 years ago. 
Smith, now the post commander, 
said Post 7 currently is down to 
about 100 World War U vets out 

of a total membership of 700. 
"Through the years, it wa!t 

gradual at first," said Smith, 52. 
who was an Army infantryman 
in Vietnam. "Then in the last 
three to four years - one after 
the other." 

Farther west, it's a similar 
story at Post 1913 of the 
Veterans of Foreign Wars in 
Hopkinsville. 

''They've been going pretty 
fast," said Ray Barnes. an Army 
retiree who is the post's quaner­
master. "We had five in July that 
passed away." 

Not that it's much of a con­
versation topic. "Some of the 
feJlows who were World War Il 
vets will say, 'Well, our ranks arc 
decreasing,"' Barnes said. "But 
they don't have too much to say 
about it." 

It has been a busy period for 
World War II veteran Len 
Shirrell and his mates m a VFW 
honor guard that renders military 
burial honors for veterans 10 the 
Frankfort area. The honor guard 
has worked 62 funerals so far 
this year, eight more than in all 
of last year. 

"It's amazing the number of 
Vietnam and Korea veterans 
we're now burying,'' said 

Shirrell, a retired veterinarian. 
"But the majority - · I'd say 70 
percent are World War II.'' 

Kentucky has just two 
remaining veterans from World 
War I, according to records of 
the Kentucky Department of 
Veteran~ Affairs. The state had 
684 in 1990, when the Census 
Bureau last counted them sepa­
rately. 

More than 4,000 of 
Kentucky' ... World War II veter­
ans were still in the military dur­
ing the Korean Conflict and 
nearly 1.900 stayed into the 
Vietnam era, which began in 
1965. Forty-lleven thousand had 
military service in the Korean 
erc1 alone, a decline of 5.000 
from 1990. 

Veterans of U1e Vietnam era 
to the present totaled nearly 
180.000. down from 195,000 a 
decade carlior, the census 
showed. 

As for current military, the 
census showed that 3.2 percent 
of black men were on active 
duty, a rate four times that of 
white men . The rate was 6.7 per­
cent among men who identified 
themselves as Hispamc or 
Latino. The rate for women \\as 
less than I percent in all groups.

War at home should 
be waged with care 

America's courts arc telling Congress and the public to begin 
paying attention to the Ju. tice Department, the war on terrorism 
and the challenge to civil liberties that clearly has emerged since 
Sept. 11. 

In five separate rulings- including the super-secret Foreign 
Intelligence Surveillance Court's recent opinion -federal courts 
checked what they saw a-; the executive branch's curtailing of 
First, Fourth, Sixth and Eighth Amendment rights of both 
American citizens and l'oreigners detained in the war on terrorism. 

The most recent ruling, hy a three-judge panel of the Sixth U.S. 
Circuit Court of Appeal, rejected the Justice Department's argu­
ments that the government could close deportation hearings for 
those arrested in connection with the war on terrorism. The gov­
ernment had further argued it could keep the very existence of 
these hearings secret on national security grounds. But the court 
rightly disagreed. 

In earlier rulings. trial courts in Newark. N.J .. and Washington, 
D.C.. objected to executive branch actions in which the govern­
ment wao; attempting to keep secret information on arrests and 
investigations related to the war on terrorism. 

''Democracies die behind closed doors," Judge Damon J. Keith 
wrote in his unanimous appellate decision this week in Cincinnati. 
'The First Amendment. through a free press, protects the people's 
right to know that their government acts fairly. lawfully and accu­
rately ... " he continued. That decision is binding only in federal 
courts in the Sixth Circuit (Kentucky. Michigan, Ohio and 
Tennessee), but it likely will be cited in other cases as the govern­
ment deals with those held in secret detention since Sept. 11. 

Indeed, the nearly 12 months since Sept. II have been unusual 
times. The executive branch, through the White House, Pentagon 
and Justice Department, bl.!ars the major responsibility for protect­
ing Americans from terrorist attacks, and Americans expect the 
executive branch to do its best toward that end. 

All the courts that have ruled on civil liberties issues have 
prominently acknowledged this executive branch responsibility. 
Further, a poll released earlier this week b) the Colonial 
Williamsburg Foundation as part of a first anniversary look at 
events after Sept. ll shows that 49 percent of Americans are will­
ing to curtail their basic freedoms to protect the country. 

Also, 53 percent of Americans think the FBl should be given 
additional monitoring powers. 

But a look around the world should tell all Americans that once 
freedoms arc surrendered to governments. they are not always 
retumed. Many of the safeguards put in place to establish a wall 
between information gathered in government surveillance activi­
ties and <.:riminal prosecutions resulted from Nixon-era govern­
ment excesses. 

TI1e U.S.A. Patriot Act gave the government more power to 
watch foreigners and Americans. But we would be wise to closely 
monitor how the executive branch uses this power. That is exactly 
what the Foreign Intelligence Surveillance Court was doing in its 
rare release of its findings concerning FBI excesses.

QMy doctor told me my knee pain is 
from a Baker's cyst. What is this and 
what can be done for it besides the 

"waiting and watching• he suggested? 

AThc knee joint is subjected to 
substantial forces. When stand­
ing sull each one suppons about 

one-half the body's weight. When run-

of the knee joint. 
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Baker's cyst may heal itself or 
require surgery, time will tell 
ing that produces fluid to help nourish 
and lubricate the joint. This lining -
the synovium or synovial membrane­
produces lubricating fluid with the 
unimaginative name of "synovial 
fluid." Under some conditions the syn­
ovial membrane pushes through the 
tough supporting joint capsule and 
forms a balloon like sack. This sack is 
the Baker's cyst, and it is ft.lled with 
synovial fluid. 

sis can be reached. This can include 
one or more of the following: an X-ray, 
ultrasound or MRl. The most common 
disorders that cause a Baker's cyst -
osteoarthritis and rheumatoid disease 
- can often be discovered through this 
imaging process. A tom meniscus or 
other knee disorders can also produce a 
Baker's cyst. 

techniques to address the underling 
knee problems such as knee instability 
or a tom meniscus. This approach is 
often quite successful. Unfortunately, 
though, the majority of sufferers who 
have arthritis as the underlying problem 
don't get lasting improvement from 
surgical treatment because the underly­
ing arthritis condition continues 
unabated. 

• ning is the method of travel. the body 
weight is alternatively supported by 
one leg then by the other, but because 
of the forces involved in accelerauon 
and deceleration while runrung. the 
knee can actually be stressed by sever­
al l1mes the weight of the body. All this 
is to dramatize the typical robust nature 

Because of the forces it must endure, 
it is not surprising that knee problems 
arc common. and many of these disor­
ders cause pain. A Baker's cyst typi­
cally causes pain behind the knee in the 
area we doctors call the "popliteal 
space." In addition to pain. there is 
usuaiJy a bump or swelling that can be 
felt where none previously existed. 
Typically this is behind the knee on the 
medial side - the surface that's nearer 
to the other leg. The pain of a Baker's 
cyst can start suddenly. although most 
of my patients have had the discomfort 
for weeks before they finally come in to 
be examined. 

The knee. like most joints, has a lin-

A Baker's cyst usually occurs 
because of some other underlying knee 
problem. Determining the nature of 
that primary disorder requires a "hands 
on'' examination of the knee. Your doc­
tor will then ask you to carefully retell 
the saga of your knee problem. This 
will include answering such questions 
such as: How did your knee pain 
begin? What makes it better? What 
makes it worse? And, how it has the 
problem changed since it first began? 

Often. some type of imaging tech­
nology is needed before a final diagno-

Removing the fluid from a Baker's 
cyst with a syringe is often sufficient 
treatment. This deflates it and, thereby, 
reduces the pain. Unfortunately, more 
synovial fluid can be produced to reftll 
the cyst, although this doesn't always 
happen. In fact, cysts sometimes rup­
ture on 

their own and "go away" without 
any treatment. This is what your doctor 
is hoping will happen to you. 

A Baker's cyst that is causing pain 
and refills after being drained may need 
to be surgically removed. The orthope­
dic surgeon, while roaming about 
inside your knee, will also use surgical 

Talk to your family doctor again if 
your cyst doesn't resolve itself in a rea­
sonable period of time. At that point, 
I'd recommend asking for a consulta­
tion with an orthopedic surgeon to 
determine the best treatment for your 
Baker's cyst.

Burnout 

ficult. Burned out individuals 
often feel as if there is no hope. 
The fatigue and despair associ­
ated with burnout makes it hard 
to explore solutions. Burnout 
often leads to isolation, leaving 
someone feeling alone in their 
predicament. 

The difficulty of dealing 
with full blown job burnout is 
why it is important to recog­
nize early signs and take action 
before things become too seri­
ous. One starling point is to 
recognize the stresses and fac­
tors that may be leading to job 
burnout. Theories about job 
burnout say tedious and boring 
jobs appear to be one source. 
Another is facing a job that's 
beyond your ability to do it 
well. Lack of recognition for 
the work you do can be another 
serious source of job stress. 

In today's world of down­
sizing and mergers. feelings of 
hopelessness and anger often 
grow from the anxiety workers 
face about the future of their 
jobs. Changes in many corpo­
rations have left employees 
feeling powerless, frustrated 
and angry over their inability to 
control their careers. 

If an individual is experi­
encing burnout. the first step is 
to address the causes of work 
dissatisfaction. These can be 
seen as the "what," "when" and 
"why'' of burnout. 

• What? Have you faced 
changes in the organization, the 
demands of the job, your super­
visor, or the industry? 

• When? Was there a piv­
otal occurrence that changed 
the way you viewed your job i'l 
a new boss, coworkers, or 
respon~ibil ities? 

• Why? Have you 
changed? Are your interests or 
values pertaining to work now 
different than they were? Has 
the company's mtss1on 
changed? Are your abilities and

skills not being utilized'? 

Identifying the what.. when 
and why of burnout can help 
start you on the process of 
exploring options to change the .f/6 
sources of your stress. 
Sometimes simple things. such 
as talking to a superv1sor about 
changing your job responsibili­
ties, can make a difference. 
Sometimes more serious mea­
sures may be necessary. such as 
changing jobs or even chang· 
ing your career field. 

Most importantly, job 
burnout is a reaction to work 
stress. Methods of handling 
stress can be identified and 
encouraged. Career counselors 
specialize in helping people t 
gain control over their work 
life. They can assist individuals 
in identifying their interests, 
values and skills in relation to 
work and can help in the career 
and life planning process. 

You'll find career coun­
selors listed in the yellow 
pages. or call your local mental 
health center for a recommen­
dation. The National Career 
Development Association's 
online site. www.ncda.org.
