State not out 
of the woods yet 

Here's a bit of good news: Receipts to 
Kentm:ky's General Fund rose in August, reversing 
a trend of declining revenue that had existed for 
several months. Indeed, during the fiscal year that 
ended June 30, Kentucky for the first time ever 
actually took in less money than it did the previous 
year. 

But lest one think the state's revenue problems 
have ended. the J J .7 percent increase in August is 
not enough to balance the spending plan Gov. Paul 
Patton imposed on July 1 in the absence of a budget 
approved by the General Assembly. Receipts must 
grow by 5.8 percent for the entire year for the state 
to meet budget needs~ for the first two months of 
the fiscal year, it has grown by 4.2 percent. 

Budget director James Ramsey said the August 
gro'' th was due in large measure to a one-time 
sales and use tax payment. It also included receipts 
from the state's tax amnesty program. which report­
ed an $820.000 settlement of an outstanding sales 
tax bill. Both are revenue sources that will not con­
tinue throughout the year. 

Regular sources of state revenue continued to 
decline in August. Individual income tax receipts 
were off by l. 1 percent in July and August, and cor­
porate tax receipts were off by nearly two-thirds 
from a year ago. The coal severance tax, a portion 
of which goes to area coal-impacted counties for 
e<.:onomic development. also continued its decline. 

The flip side of the state's revenue picture is in 
the Road Fund. which grew by 13.2 percent in 
August and is up 9.2 percent early in the fiscal year. 
The Road Fund is funded by the motor fuels gaso­
line tax and the tax on automobiles. That money is 
earmarked by law for highway-related projects and 
does not go into the General Fund. 

J t's bad enough that state government is continu­
ing to operate without a budget; the fact that the 
spending fund imposed in lieu of a budget is not 
balanced only compounds the problem. Meanwhile, 
the leaders of the General Assembly continue to 
play political games, while ignoring the revenue 
problems.

failings, these were men who, for the 
mo!>t part. desired to create a system of 
gO\'emmcnt unlike an) other.

The result of these deliberations was 
Article 1, Section 8, of the U.S.

As President Bush rushes the nation 
headlong into another foreign war. an 
imponant question should be final!) and 
unambiguously answered: What exactly 
were those old gentlemen talking about 
in I 787 when they wrote that Congress. 
not the president, held the power to 
declare war? 

Perhap.., the mo~t imponam limitation 
on the president was the requirement 
that he ~ecurc a congre~sional declara­
tion of war. not some type of resolution. 
before leading the nation to war. 
America's Founders were deeply inter­
ested in "dogging rather than facilitat­
ing" the president's ability to wage war. 
Thomas Jefferson himself spoke of a 
"check" on the "dog of war by transfer­
ring the power of letting him loose" out 
of the president's hands. James Wilson, a 
member of the Constitutional 
Convention. said that requiring Congress 
to approve an act of war meant that it 
v.ould '"not l1c 111 the power of a single 
man ... to im oh e u.., in such distress.'" 

But the last 50 years reflect 
Congress's terrible track record in hold­
ing presidents to their oaths and uphold­
ing the constitutional order. The Korean 
"police action"; the use of American 
"advisors" and later combat troops in 
Vietnam; the invasions of Grenada.

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CDC: West Nile virus can survive in blood, , 

probablv can be spread bv transfusion

ATLANTA - West Nile 
virus can survive tn donated 
blood and can probably be 
spread by transfusion. federal 
health officials said Thursday. 

The Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention released 
information on "e\en transfu­
sion cases a~sociated with the 
virus and concluded that in at 
least one case West ~ile in u 
donor's blood stayed viable 
after the donation. 

CDC doctors called that case 
"highly susptcious'' and \HOle 
that West Nilc2' "probably can be 
spread by transfusion." 

Previously. doctors wcren 't 
sure whether it was possible to 
spread West Nile through blood, 

although a Georgia case m 
which donated organs spread 
West Nile to four recipients in 
August raised the question. 

Most West Nile victims con­
tract the \ irus from an infected 
mosquito. So far this year, the 
CDC has reported more than 
1,640 human cases of West Nile 
virus. including 80 deaths. 

CDC researchers found that 
even if West ~ile victims can 
spread the disease through blood 
donations, not all patients who 
receive tainted blood will 
become infected with West Nile. 
Doctors pointed to a July case in 
which a 55-year-old woman 
received contaminated blood 
after an orthopedic procedure 
but never tested positive for the 
virus.

Time for flu shots -
and this year babies are 
urged to get them, too

WASHINGTON- Flu-shot 
season begins next week, and 
this year marks the first time 
parems arc being urged to get 
babies and toddlers vaccinated 
because tntluenza sends its tini­
est patients to the hospital as 
often as it does the elderly. 

There's a catch: Unlike the 
one yearly shot most people 
need. the lirst-ever inoculation 
for young children requires two 
doses a month apart. So experts 
are urging parents not to delay 
that pediatrician visit, to be sure 
their kids get both shots in time. 

There's plenty of flu vaccine 
this year, say federal health offi­
cials who estimate 94 million 
doses will be shipped. 

Still, it takes a while to send 
vaccine to every doctor's office 
and vaccination clinic. The gov­
ernment is calling for people at 
the highest risk of severe illness 
during flu season to be first in 
line in October - and urging 
healthy people to wait until 
November to get their shots. 

High-risk people include: 
• Everyone over age 50. 

November offers plenty of 
time for healthy people to avoid 
flu's misery, reassures vaccine 
specialist Dr. Walter Orenstein 
of tbe Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention. It takes 
only two weeks after vaccina­
tion to reap full protection, and 
influenza typically doesn't start 
causing outbreaks until late 
December or January. But the 
schedule ensures that if influen­
za strikes abnormally early, 
those most at risk of dying will 
be protected. 

Don't feel it's OK to ~kip the 
vaccine just because recent flu 
seasons have been mild, 
Orenstein cautions. Even in u 
mild season, up to 20 percent of 
the U.S. population gets the flu, 
114,000 people are hospitalized 
and 20,000 die. Despite that toll, 
only about a third of people with 
asthma or other flu-worsening 
conditions get vaccinated each 
year. 

"If I were rolling the dice, I 
would err on the side of getting 
vaccinated because the likeli-

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Kentucky Getaways: Kentucky Caspers

So where in Kentucky do 
you stand more than a ghost of 
a chance of having a haunted 
encounter? A number of the 
Bluegrass State's spookier 
spots are also popular tourism 
attractions. If goose bumps and 
ghost stories are tops on your 
list of travel musts. consider 
taking a fall trip to one of these 
Kentucky destinations. 

Spirited 
Superlative 

When it comes to spectral 
sightings. a Kentucky bed and 
breakfast has some unique 
bragging rights. The Jailer's 
Inn in Bardstown has been 
named one of the "Top Ten 
Spookiest Places" by the 
Travel Channel. 

Even without the hauntings. 
Jailer's Inn would be consid­
ered distinctive - the B&B is 
the former Nelson County jail. 
These days. the 30-inch thick 
stone walls, iron barred win­
dows and a courtyard that used 
to house the gallows "capti­
vate" visitors in a different 
way. The popular overnight 
destination offers six rooms. 
including several wtth haunted 
histories. 

Giving new meaning to the 
phrase "shiver me timbers," the 
1819 Room. which features 
hand hewn timbers along the 
walls and ceiling, is home to 
one of the Inn's ghosts. The 
story goes like this: an employ­
ee who was cleaning the room 
saw a man's reflection in a mir­
ror. After returning to the room 
convinced she was mistaken, 
the employee saw the image 
again. She quit a week later. 

Owner Paul McCoy says 
another ghost prefers the 
Library Room. Guests have 
awoken to the sight of an elder­
ly woman standing peacefully 
by the bed. The spirit is 
believed to be Maxie McKay, a 
jailer in the 1950s who lived 
there for almost 30 years. 

Making the Travel 
Channel's Top Ten has been 
good for business. McCoy 
reports receiving a number of 
calls after the story aired. 
Jailer's Inn is at Ill West 
Stephen Foster Avenue in 
Bardstown (800-948-5551 or 
502-348-5551 ). 

The Gray Lady & 
Company 

Talk about your travel val­
ues! At the Liberty Hall 
Historic Site in Frankfort, you 
get two historic homes and (at 
least) three ghosts for the price 
of one. 

The Liberty Hall Historic 
Site is on the banks of the 
Kentucky River and its 
grounds mclude two homes. 
Liberty Hall and the Orlando 
Brown House. Over the years 
the site has been home to a 
bevy of living notables. includ­
ing two U.S. senators. a vice 
presidential candidate and an 
ambassador to France. In the 
late 20th century however. 
Liberty Hall gained some 
national notoriety for a 
deceased resident. 

In the 1990s, the National 
Enquirer destgnated Liberty 
Hall as one of America's Five 
Most Haunted Houses. 
Accompanying the article was 
a photograph taken more than 
20 years earlier, reportedly of a 
ghost called the Gray Lady. 
The Gray Lady has haunted 
Liberty Hall for centuries; over 
the years people have reported 
chairs rocking. doors opening 
and closing, all without human 
assistance. In life. the Gray 
Lady was Margaretta Van

tions out of usc. 
There is no suitable West Nile 

~ screening test for blood donations. 

• 

The Food and Drug 
Administration. which regulates 
the nation's blood supply. says it is 
studying whether such a test is 
necessary. 

The CDC also warned doctors 
Thursday that West Nile can cause 
acute polio-like paralysis in some 
cases. Physicians were urged to 
test patients for West Nile if they 
report acute. painless paralysis but 
don't appear to have had a stroke. 

West Nile. which emerged in 
the United States just three years 
ago. ha" struck outer countries for 
decades . 

Varrick. Van Varrick was the 
aunt of Margaretta Bro\\ n. wife 
of Liberty Hall's fir~t owner 
John Brown. 

Margaretta Van Varrick 
came to Liberty Hall in 1817 to 
assist her niece who was 
mourning the loss of a child. 
Van Yarrick 's tnp to Liberty 
Hall was too much for her and 
she herself died shonly after 
arriving. Not long after her 
passing a ghostly image of a 
small woman dressed in gray 
began appearing around the 
house, especially on the stair­
case (where her picture was 
snapped). The Gray Lady is a 
decidedly friendly ghost, 
reportedly credited with per­
forming small chores. 

Perhaps it's the Gray Lady's 
friendliness that has attracted 
other spims to the htstoric site. 
One ts the ghost of a Spanish 
opera singer who once attended 
a party at Liberty Hall but did­
n't live to tell about it. Spirit 
number three is believed to be 
a Civil War soldier in search of 
a former sweetheart. 

Liberty Hall Historic Site, 
located at 218 Wilkmson 
Street, is open for tours March 
I through mid-December. 
Liberty Hall Historic Site is 
free and open to the public, 
however. donations are accept­
ed. Admission is charged for 
the special "Ghosts of 

frankfort'' tours. offered 
Octoh~r 25 and 26 (502-227-
2560). 

The Woman With 
Two Red Shoes 

The Hunt-Morgan House in 
Lexington is a federal period 
home that was built by John 
Wesley Hunt whose claim to 
fame: was being the ftrst mil­
lionaire west of the 
Alleghenies. Pamc didn't end 
with llunt; among celebrated 
Jescendent5 who also lived in 
the house were General John 
Hunt Morgan, the 
''Thunderbolt of the 
Confederacy." and 1933 Nobel 
Pnzc-winner Thomas Hunt 
Morgan. 

The Hunt-Morgan House's 
spirit is reportedly a Creole 
nurse named Bouviette James 
who lived in the home during 
Gen. Morgan's days. Family 
legend has it that Bouviette's 
red shoes, given to her by the 
general. were her most prized 
possession. Since her death. 
Bouvictte's spirit. resplendent 
in the red shoes, has put in 
appearances at both the family 
plot at Lexington Cemetery and 
the Hunt-Morgan House. 

The Hunt Morgan House, 
which also features a Civil War 
Museum. is at 20 I North Mill 
Street in Lexington (859-233-
3290). 

Colorful Clay at 
White Hall 

Cassius Clay was a colorful 
character in Kentucky's history. 
Clay. a friend of Abe (Lincoln), 
was an abolitionist. newspaper 
publisher and minister to 
Russia. During his 80s. Clay 
divorced his wife of 45 years 
and married a 14-year-old girl. 

Clay's home, White Hall in 
Richmond, is a state historic 
site and reported ghost magnet. 
Visitors to the ltalianate man­
sion have reported three differ­
ent apparitions. A middle-aged 
female appears in the parlor, a 
young boy at the parlor fire­
place and a shadowy man in the 
basement. 

The woman is believed to be 
Clay's rrrst wife Mary Jane who 
continued to act as hostess at 
White Hall evetl aM the 
divorce. The boy may be one of 
Clay's two sons who died as 
young boys but no one seems to 
know who the man in the base­
ment is - maybe Clay him­
self'?

rate was 5.6 percent.

Wholesale inflation unchanged in 
August despite big rise in energv prices

WASHINGTON - Inflation 
at the wholesale level was a no­
<:.how again las1 month despi te a 
big jump in energy prices, while 
retail sales rose a surprisingly 
strong 0.8 percent, powered by a 
big gain in auto sales. the gov­
ernment reported Friday. 

The Labor Department said 
its Producer Price Index was 
unchru1gcd in August after hav­
ing fallen by 0.2 percent in July. 

The Commerce Department 
... aid retail ~aiel! rose a strong 0.8 
percent in August following a 
re' ised 1.1 percent July 
inerea<;e. ~luch of the August 
gain was drio,:en by a big jump in 
auto sales. reflecting cut-rate 
financing offers. but even out­
side of autos sales posted a solid 
0.4 percent rise. 

The solid showing in sales 
should help to ease concerns 
that the big plunge in stock 
prices in June and July, by shak­
ing consumer confidence, was 
putting the fledgling economic 
recovery at risk. 

Retail sales have been bol­
~tered by the Fed's decision to 

keep interest rates at a four­
decade low, which has boosted 
sales of big-ticket items such as 
car~ and houses. 

Energy prices did take a big 
jump upward in August, rising 
by 1 percent, reflecting upward 
pressure on global oil prices as 
concerns increase over what a 
possible U.S. war in Iraq could 
do to world supplies. 

The rise in energy prices was 
offset by a 0.4 percent drop in 
food costs as well as declining 
prices for new cars and trucks 
and computers. 

Inflation has been well 
behaved at both the wholesale 
and retail levels as last year's 
recession and this year's falter­
ing recovery have kept a lid on 
prices. Through the first eight 
months of thts year. wholesale 
prices have risen at an annual 
rate of just 0.8 percent. 

The absence of inflation 
pressures has been a primary 
reason that the Federal Reserve 
has been able to leave interest 
rates at a 40-year low through­
out this year in an effort to boost 
what so far has been an anemic 
recovery from the country's first 
recession in a decade. 

Federal Reserve Chairman 
Alan Greenspan, testifying 
before the House Budget 
Committee, said that the terror­
ist attacks of a year ago and the 
recent steep drop in the stock 
market were continuing to exert 
"depressing effects'' on the 
economy. But he gave no hint 
whether the Fed might cut inter­
est rate~ when policy-makers 
next meet on Sept. 24. 

A nationwide Fed survey pre­
pared for that meeting found 
that busines~es in e\ery region 
of the countf) were experienc­
ing "slow and uneven growth" 
in late J uly and August. 
However, most analysts believe 
that the Fed will not cut rates but 
instead ""ill be content to leave 
the overnight bank lending rate 
at 1.75 percent. 

The report on inflation found 
that outside of the volatile food 
and energy o;ectors. inflation was 
also non-existent last month 
with the so-called core rate of 
inflation actually falling by 0.1 
percent after having droppl;d an 
even larger 0.3 percent in July. 

So far thts year, this core 
1nflation rate is dropping at an 
annual rate of 0.5 percent.

servtces. Since August 200 I. 
services sector positions huve 
risen by 12.900. 

In August, employment in the 
construction sector grew by 
I ,400. Special trade contractors 
involved in concrete work, elec­
trical work and the installalion of 
drywall. insulation and roofing 
added 1.100 jobs to the sector. 
Another 300 position' were 
added in general building con­
tractors. 

"Some 3.500 new jobs have 
been added to this sector over the 
past three months,·· Cr.tcraft said. 

In the government sector. 
employment gains were posted 
in local government including 
local educauon resulting in an 
overall increase of 1,200 in 
August 2002. The sector is 4,500 
jobs ahead of Ja<;t August. The 
tinance, insurance and real estate 
sector went up by 200 positions 
in August. 

Kentucky's trade sector 
remained at 428.400 jobs from 
July to August Growth reported 
in eating and drinking establish­
ments (600). apparel and acces­
sory stores (300) and miscella­
neous retail stores (200) were 
balanced by drops in general 
merchandise stores (-4001. and 
automoti' e dealer~; and sen ice 
stations (-1 00). Since August 
2001. the trade sector bas grov. n 
by 5.800 jobs. 

Jobs in the transportation, 
conununication and public utili­
ties sector stayed at I 06.100 jobs 
in July and August. The sector 
has declmed by 1,800 jobs since 
August 2001 with 1,400 of those 
losses occurring in the air trans­
portation industry. 

The mining and quarrying 
sector had 200 fewer jobs in 
August 2002. 

The U.S. Bureau of Labor 
Statistics monthly estimate of the 
number of employed 
Kentuckians for August 2002 
was 1.888.458 on a seasonally 
adjusted basis. This figure i» 
down 482 from the 1.888.940 
employed in July 2002. but up 
36.571 from the 1.851.887 
Kentuckians employed in Augu'>t 
2001.
