PRESTONSBURG — The Floyd
County Education Association was
represented at Monday evening's
meeting of the Floyd County Board
of Education by spokesperson,
William *Bud” Reynolds.

Reynolds addressed the board 10
ask for consistency in the handling
of paperwork by school principals
and to once again offer concemns
revolving around county transporta-
tion issues.

Board seeks
to rein in
homework

PRESTONSBURG — The Floyd County Board of
Education presented the first draft of a new homework
policy for county schools Monday.

As set out by the newly drafted policy, homework
may not be used as a source of disciplinary action, and
all homework assignments shall be of “reasonable™
amounts, “have meaning for the student,” be “clear and
specific,” and be ‘“grade-level appropriate.”
Additionally, homework, the policy states, “should be of
an amount and type that may be accomplished in a rea-
sonable period of time.”

Perhaps of greatest significance to Floyd County fam-
ilies is the portion of the draft that reads, “No teacher or
administrator may specify that students possess a partic-
ular set of encyclopedias or any other research material
in order to complete outside assignments,” as well as,
“Homework and/or outside assignments shall be based
on students’ access to attainable classroom, school or
outside sources to comiplete such assignments.”

The homework policy, as stated before, is still in draft

Count us among those who are disappointed to see the
apparent floundering death of band classes in a growing
number of Floyd County schools.

Supporters of band — who have recently become critics
of several schools’ decisions to stop offering band as a class
— are correct when they point out the many benefits music
instruction provides. Study after study has pointed out, quite
simply, that children who study music are children who tend
to do better in school.

But school administrators also have a point when they
note that band was in decline long before schools started
removing it from their budgets. Just a surface comparison of
band rosters in the 1980s and today proves that point.

The debate, then, takes on a chicken-and-egg quality,
making it difficult to resolve — except for one flaw in the
arguments.

Bands are expensive for schools to maintain, and it is per-
haps understandable for administrators to question spending
that money on a program in which fewer and fewer students
seem willing to participate.

And that’s the flaw — allowing children to decide what
should and should not be offered in school.

We are quite sure that, if left up to the students, algebra
classes would be a thing of the past. Does that mean they
should be?

Of course not, because we, as adults and taxpayers, real-
ize the importance to society of teaching children advanced
mathematics. The same can be said for band.

But the one consideration which has probably been most
responsible for the decision to move away from offering
band is the fact that no one has ever been asked to bang a
drum or blow a flute during CATS testing. And if that is
indeed the case, it is a perfect example of misplaced priori-
ties.

[t is true that Floyd County schools must improve CATS
scores, but not at the expense of their first priority to edu-
cate the children. The current status of band in Floyd
County schools is perhaps the best argument against “teach-
ing the test” rather than teaching the children.

If our schools do a good job of teaching our children to
think critically and of filling them with knowledge of a wide
variety of subjects, those students will score well on the test,
but more importantly they will have greater contributions to
offer society. Teaching the test, however, will do little more
than raise a generation of test-takers.

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Experts, senator criticize ephedra; FDA
cracks down on illegally promoted product

WASHINGTON — A sena-
tor chided the Food and Drug
Administration for not taking
some action 1o block the sales of
diet supplements containing
ephedra, an herb that has been
linked in many reports with
heart attacks, high blood pres-
sure and even death.

Sen, Richard Durbin, D-IlL,,
chairing & Senate subcommittee
hearing, said Tuesday that even
though there have been thou-
sands of reports linking ephedra
with serious medical complica-

tions, companies continue to sel
it to children and the FDA has
taken little action.

*We have mountains of evi-
dence that this drug is not safe
and these manufacturers are
being irresponsible about their
marketing  practices,” said
Durbin. “Ephedra is not safe and
should be taken off the marker.”

But a lawyer representing
Metabolife International Inc., an
ephedra supplement maker, dis-
puted the criticism, saying his
company’s product is safe and
effective when used by adults
who follow the dosage direc-
tions.

The renovated dental clinic
was named after Whitehead 1n
honor of his contributions.

And an FDA official, Lester
M. Crawford, said his agency
this week blocked the sale of
one ephedra product, Yellow
Jackets, which has been adver-
tised as a substitute for street
drugs. He said the agency also is
pressing to inspect a New Jersey
plant where Yellow Jackets are
made.

Durbin said one of his con-
stituents — 16-year-old Sean
Riggins, a football player in
Lincoln, I, — died of a heart
attack last month after taking
Yellow Jackets, a caffeine-rich
combination of ephedra and
kola bean extract. Durbin said
the death came a month after he
had written a letter to Health and
Human Services secretary
Tommy Thompson asking that
the FDA take action against the
sale of ephedra products.

“When I sent that letter, Sean
Riggins was still alive,” Durbin
told Crawford. "Why hasn’t
there been a good faith effort to
order suspension (of sales of the
supplement)? The clear and pru-
dent thing 1s to take this off the
shelf. This is a killer.”

“The burden is on us,”
replied Crawford, a deputy FDA
commissioner. “Once we take
an action, we have to be able to
sustain it."”

He said the agency has
“stepped up our efforts,” but it
needs to complete a study before
it can take action that might lead
to & suspension of ephedra prod-
ucts

Crawford said the FDA on
Monday did stop imports of
Yellow Jackets, which are
blamed for Riggins’ death,
because a Dutch firm was tout-
ing the pills on a Web site as a
substitute for street drugs. He
said FDA took the action based
on illegal marketing, not
ephedra safety.

Under a 1994 federal law, the
FDA cannot regulate dietary
supplements the same way it
does pharmaceuticals. The
agency requires drug manufac-
turers to prove their products are
safe and effective. But the bur-
den of proof is reversed for
dietary supplements, Before a
dietary supplement can removed
from the market, the FDA must
prove it is not safe.

Crawford said the FDA is
still working on rules that would
regulate the diet supplement
industry, but they have gone
through extensive changes over

State guardianship
program lacks
financial controls,
auditor says

FRANKFORT — The state
program for safeguarding peo-
ple who cannot care for them-
selves does not have adequate
financial controls and suffers
from mismanagement, accord-
ing to a state audit.

The Cabinet for Families and
Children, responsible for over-
seeing the affairs of incapacitat-
ed people, “does not effectively
safeguard, monitor or manage
the assets of its wards,” accord-
ing to the report, which details
improper spending of client
money and poor and improper
checks and balances thal
increase the chance of fraud.

The cabinet could not
account for a $265,000 shortfall
in a master bank account that
held clients' assets, said the
report from Auditor Ed
Hatchett's office. The state's
computer system reported a 55
million balance in the master
account, but the bank showed
$265,000 less.

The cabinet also “blatantly
violated duty to clients by pay-
ing some people’s bills with the
money of other people,” said
Hatchett.

Hatchett's office looked for
possible fraud during the four-
month investigation and didn’t
find any. But he did not rule it
oul.

After the initial draft of the
audit was forwarded to the cabi-
net, Secretary Viola Miller said
immediate steps were taken to
tighten controls. The report con-
tains the cabinet’s response to
28 separate recommendations,

The cabinet said it would
consult with the state’s own
Finance Cabinet for assistance
in managing people’s financial
affairs to the state’s Finance
Cabinet. The cabinet also plans
to contract with an outside
agency to manage client assets,
That would effectively replace
the state's present fiduciary sec-
tion, which has a staff of eight

managing clients” financial
resources.

These problems *were not on
our radar screen,” said Dietra
Paris, commissioner of the cabi-
net’s Community Based
Services Department, which
oversees the affairs of 2,500
people mostly elderly
through its Fiduciary and
Guardianship Sections.

Hatchett said the question-

Fate of ACHS pool
still in question

PRESTONSBURG — Once
again, the Allen Central High
School swimming pool was a
point of discussion at Monday
evening's meeting of the Floyd
County Board of Education,
held at Adams Middle School.

The most recently issued
board report on the matter rec-
ommended consideration of the
“perspectives of the principals™
before coming to a final decision
on whether or not to ¢lose the
pool or to opt to keep it open.

According to the report, pre-
pared by Supt. Paul Fanning and
state manager Glenn Hendrix, it
would require the expenditure of
approximately $20,000 in main-
tenance funds to bring the pool
up to current standards of opera-
tion, while requiring an addi-
tional $18,000 to 20,000 in

annual maintenance expenses.

Additionally, approximately
another $37.000 would be
required yearly in order to con-
tract with certified staff that
would be required (o supervise
use of the pool and provide
instructional training.

However, projected expenses
incurred in closing the pool
entirely varies from $80,000 to
$400.000, depending on chosen
method — filling pool in with
concrete as opposed to installing
retractable flooring,

Lorena “Sis" Hall, principal
of Allen Central High School,
appeared at the meeting to com-
ment that she feels that neither
the students nor the immediate
community seem to support the
notion of keeping the pool open.

“Maybe, in the future, if a
middle school is ever built, the
middle school kids would use
the pool, but the high school stu-

nation of the evenis that had
actually transpired at the school,
leading to the game forfeinture.

PIKEVILLE — The state
attorney general's office is
investigating allegations by a
former Pike County trial com-
missioner that she had a five-
year affair with a circuit judge in
exchange for favorable treatmen!
in an adoption case,

Debbi Hylton-Mullins, 41, of

Pikeville said in a letter to the
state Judicial Conduct
Commission last month that the
alleged affair was with Pike
Circuit Judge Charles E. Lowe
JIr.

“1 was Judge Lowe's ‘on-the-
side’ for five years, approximate-
Iy the time it took for the case to
reach its fipality,” Hylton-
Mullins wrote in the complaint,

a copy of which was obtained by
the Lexington Herald-Leader
this week.

Citing the confidentiality of
judicial complaints, Lowe
declined on Friday to comment
on the allegations.

Barbara Hadley Smith, a
spokeswoman for the attorney
general’s office, said her agency
received a copy of Hylton-

Mullins® letter about two weeks
ago.

“We are opening an investi-
gation,” Smith said, “but I can't
speak to any specifics.”

In the letter, which she
labeled “ethical misconduct in
Pike County,” Hylton-Mullins
said she and her former husband,
James H. Hylton, adopted a child
in 1990, but that the biological
mother decided to revoke the
adoption and asked the court to
return the 18-month-old child.

Hylton-Mullins, a crime-vic-
tims' advocate in the Pike
County  attorney’s  office
between 1991 and 1998, said she
was afraid several factors might
cause her to lose custody when
the case reached circuit court,

“My cousin worked for
(Lowe) and told him that I would
do anything for my baby,” she
wrote. “Judge Lowe took (my
cousin) up on the invitation.”

Hylton-Mullins said she
“went through hell” for five
years to obtain custody of her
daughter, now 13,

The  Judicial Conduct
Commission, which disciplines
Kentucky judges, cannot con-
firm any complaint about a judge
unless the panel files a formal
charge, executive secretary
James Lawson of Lexington said
this week.

Lowe, who is Pike County's
senior circuit judge, said he had
seen a copy.

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Political scandal ended in murder

LOUISVILLE - A
Louisville newspaper shocks the
state with a juicy story about a
sex scandal involving a popular
and powerful Eastern Kentucky
politician,

“It's big news nationwide,”
says Frankfort historian Ron
Bryant,

Purportedly, the public ser-
vant is caught “in a compromis-
ing way" with his mistress, “a
litle daisy.” The young woman
is said to be “bright as a sun-
beam and saucy as a bowl of
jelly; petite of figure but plump
as a partridge.”

His political career wrecked,
the alleged adulterer angrily
confronts the reporter who
wrote the story. He pulls the
reporter’s ear, The reporter pulls
a pistol.

On Feb. 28, 1890, Charles E.
Kincaid of the Louisville Times
shot ex-Congressman William
Preston Taulbee, a Salyersville
Democrat, at the U.S. Capitol.
According to legend, the law-
maker’s blood stained the shiny
marble steps where he fell, fatal-
ly wounded. Taulbee died on
March 11, 1890, after the
Washington Star reported he had
“expressed mno resentment”
toward his assailant, But the
congressman “thought the man-
ner of the shooting was coward-
Iy.”

Kincaid confessed to killing
the unarmed Taulbee. Charged
with first-degree murder, the
reporter was hauled into court
where two witnesses swore they
saw him shoot the ex-congress-

man. In yet another strange twist
to the tale, the jury found
Kincaid innocent, suling it a
case of self-defense,

The Taulbee tryst made the
history books. The sex scandal

swirling around Gov. Paul
Patton probably will, too.
“Political scandals have

rocked the administrations of
other governors,” said Bryant,
Kentucky history specialist at
the state historical society. “This
is apparently the first sex scan-
dal involving a (Kentucky) goy-
ernor, or at least the first one that
made it into print."”

Patton, a Democrat from
Pikeville, confessed that he
committed adultery.

“Taulbee blamed Kincaid for
ruining his career and his per-
sonal life, but he evidently did
not confirm or deny the charge
of infidelity in Kincaid's story,”
Bryant said.

The historian added that
Kincaid even promised Taulbee,
a former Methodist minister,
ample space in the Times to
refute his account of the affair.
“Apparently, Taulbee never took
Kincaid up on his offer,” Bryant
said.

After Kincaid’s story ran in
the Times in |888, Taulbee,
dubbed “the mountain orator,”
decided against a third term in
the House of Representatives
and became a Washington lob-
byist. He and his wife of 17
years also separated, according
to James C. Klotter, Kentucky
state historian.

Taulbee became the swom
enemy of Kincaid, who had
been private secretary to Gov.
Proctor Knott, a Democrat.
They scuffled once before the
reporter said he decided to steer

W Continued from p6
finances.

The state also has been
charging inconsistent or exces-
sive fees and, at times, has failed
to notify benefit providers of
client. deaths, In one case, the
state continued to receive more
than $35.000, including Social
Security payments, nearly two
years after a death, On the other
hand, $114,000 belonging to the
estates of those who died as long
ago as 1997, still had not been
distributed, the report said.

In addition 1o the missing
$265,000, many of the other
problems are being caused by a
poor computer system, state
officials said.

Specifically, they blamed the
instances where one person’s
expenses were being paid with
others' money on the computer
program that ran the master
bank account.

In addition, Jennings said
guardians were handling jobs,
such as initiating and approving
check requests that supervisors
should have handled.

“Some of this work calls for
the experience of a hard-nosed
accountant,” said Jennings.

Officials also said the 54
guardians were trying (o manage
the affairs of 2,500 people.

In addition to contracting out
the financial work, the cabinet
will put tighter controls on dis-
bursements, such as funeral
costs, set up a three-level system
to approve checks written from
a client’s account, and put
clients’ valuables in safe-deposit
boxes.

Hatchett promised a future
audit to evaluate the changes.

about the adverse health events are
based on “unverified telephone
calls,” Scientific studies show that
“when used as directed by adults,”
the Metabolife ephedra supplement
is “safe and effective,” he said.

Davis denied repeatedly that
there is scientific proof of ephedra
causing harm, noting, “We need
science, not junk science,”

He said Metabolife favors FDA
regulations that would ban promot-
ing ephedra products as “street
drug” alternatives, limit sales to
adults, mandate warning labels and
require reporting of adverse health
events.

Witnesses testified that young
people, particularly athletes, buy
the ephedra supplements because
the products are promoted to
improve performance or (o control
weight, Ephedra is known to con-
strict blood vessels, raising blood
pressure and pulse rates. Among
some young people, the drug is
used to stay alent after long study
sessions or to sharpen reflexes on
the ball field, witnesses said.

Now, Las Vegas-area airports
have staked out eight of the first
1,745 addresses in a new “dot-
aero” domain that opened earli-
er this year to aviation and aero-
space-related interests world-
wide.

*Having dot-aero is like hav-
ing a brand new street map
where none of the street names
are taken yet," Martin Gaskell,
Geneva-based director for
SITA, a2 company managing
access to the dot-aero domain.

Ventures eligible for dot-aero
addresses are airports, air freight
and logistics companies, airlines
and commercial operators, avia-
tion industry associations, busi-
ness aircraft operators. recre-
ational aviators, commercial
pilots and government organiza-
tions linked to aviation.

Gaskell said that by the end
of August, 1,745 dot-aero
addresses had registered since
the domain category opened in
March. He said aircraft opera-
tors worldwide have taken 459
dot-aero domains, while airports
secured 318.

John Pawlicki, SITA's direc-
tor of e-business and alliances,
said dot-aero could one day
serve as a distinctive aviation e-
commerce conduil, separate
from the crowded dot-com mar-
ketplace.

W TALLAHASSEE, Fla. —
If you've seen a skunk - or
smelled one - in the last five
years, Florida wants to know.

“] haven't seen a dead skunk
on the road for a while,” said
Henry Cabbage, spokesman for
the Florida Fish and Wildlife
Conservation Commission.

Neither have the agency's
biologists.  They  wonder
whether the skunk population is
taking a plunge, so they are ask-
ing the public for help.

Skunks aren't protected by
state law. The black and white
animal, about the size of a house
cat, is sometimes killed for its
shiny fur.

But if the numbers don't look
good for the skunk, the state

could decide to protect the
species.

Wildlife commission biolo-
gist Kristen Nelson, wha is col-
lecting the information, said last
week that she’s been taking
some kidding for the skunk
search.

With their stinky spray,
which they can shoot up to 15
feet, skunks have an image
problem. She doubts anybody
will form a “Save the Skunk”
Society.

But Nelson isn't fazed,

“Every creature has some
sort of importance in the ecosys-
tem, even if we don’t know what
that importance is,” she said.

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Tax amnesty receipts exceed $79 million;
Collections surpass 1988 amnesty program

Frankfort - The Kentucky
Revenue Cabinet today
announced that it has received
more than $79,870,000 in unpaid
back taxes as a result of the Tax
Amnesty program. The program
ran August | through September
30 and was projected to raise $20
million.

“We are delighted with results
of the Tax Amnesty program,”
Governor Paul E. Patton said.
“These funds are badly needed 1o
maintain vital state government
services without making signifi-
cant cuts, When taxes go unpaid,
everyone suffers. Kentuckians
recognized that amnesty was a
great

opportunity for a fresh start,”
said Governor Patton.

In a press conference held
Friday in the state’s Capitol,
Govemor Patton also expressed
thanks to the General Assembly
for the passage of the legislation
establishing the program and to

Revenue Cabinet Secretary Dana
Mayton and her staff for their
commitment and hard work in
ensuring the

success of the Amnesty pro-
gram. *“To exceed the $61.1 mil-
lion collected during the 1988
Amnesty program is 4 real tribute
to the owtstanding work of the
Revenue Cabinet.,” Governor
Patton said.

More than 16,800 individuals
and businesses have participated
in the Tax Amnesty program:
8,950 individuals and 7,891 busi-
nesses. More than $69,868,000
or 87% has come from businesses
and more than $10.000000 or
13% has come from individuals.
More than 38,000 tax bills have
been resolved.

“The majority of the dollars
have been counted, however, a
final total will not be available for
several months due to the addi-
tional Amnesty applications that
remain to be processed and any

associated refund adjustments,”
said Revenue Secretary Dana B.
Mayton,

Payments have come from
taxpayers in 49 states. the District
of Columbia, and 6 foreign coun-
tries. Payments from taxpayers
putside Kentucky total more than
$45,000,000 or 56% of receipts o
date. "Most of the out-of-state
payments have come from multi-
state corporations doing business

in Kentucky,” Mayton said.
The largest single payvment was
more than $6 million while the
smallest was $0.01,

Certain property taxes, eligible
for Amnesty for the first time,
have brought in more than
$6,705.000 of which approxi-
mately $2,699,000 will be
returned to local taxing junisdic-
tions including school districts.

FRANKFORT — The first
thing Kentucky needs to do to
get its fiscal house in order after
enacting a balanced budget is to
replenish its reserve rainy day
account, Gov, Paul Patton said
Tuesday.

The first $50 million of any
additional spending should be
set aside for a budget reserve,
plus any surplus should be desig-
nated for the savings account. An
annual appropriation should con-
tinue until the fund reaches 4
percent or 5 percent of total
General Fund revenues, Patton
said.

In recent years, the state’s
rainy day fund reached as much
as $268 million. But it was
drained in the last two fiscal
years to help balance the budget
as revenue receipts declined.

To that end, Patton said the
reserve fund did what it was
designed to do - help tide the
state over during tough times.

But emptying it has had some
other consequences. Rating
agencies have recently down-
graded Kentucky's long-term
debt, in part because there 18 no
more cash in the reserve account.

A reserve of 5 percent would
be about $350 million.

Before the budget discussions
can get to that point, though,
Patton said the issue of partial
public financing of gubernatorial
elections must be resolved.

A disagreement over cam-
paign finance prevented the
General Assembly from enacting
a budget during its regular ses-
sion that ended in April and dur-

ing a special session immediate-
ly afterward, legislators also
failed to pass a budget.

Patton imposed a spending
plan for the fiscal year that start-
ed July 1. It has been contested
by Senate President David
Williams, who claims Patton has
exceeded his authority because
only the legislature can suspend
some laws and take other actions
necessary to keep the state oper-
ating.

Williams and other Senate
Republicans say the state should
not be spending money on polit-
ical campaigns. Patton and
House Democrats have said the
public financing system in place
since 1995 should be retained
because it reduces the influence
of special interest money in the
elections.

It 1s up to the legislature to
resolve that disagreement before
other budget discussions begin,

Patton said Tuesday,

“The candidates for govermor
deserve to know what the rules
are and they deserve to know
very quickly,” Patton said.

Only one of the dozen or so
prospective gubernatorial candi-
dates has announced a running
mate or tried to raise campaign
money outside of exploratory

commiltees because of the
uncertainty over public financ-
ing.

Patton declined to say

whether a special legislative ses-
sion should be called to take up
public financing, though he said
no action is likely before the
Nov. 5 elections.

The panel of economists who
are charged with making the
state’s official revenue forecasts
are scheduled to meet Nov. 1,
which should at least give offi-
cials a firmer idea of how much
there will likely be to spend.

Floyd Countians can expect to see
higher property taxes this year as the
Floyd County Board of Education voted
to pass a general fund tax increase at its
regularly scheduled meeting at Adams
Middle School, Tuesday evening. The
board’s decision followed a special public
hearing prior to Tuesday’s meeting to
allow the public the opportunity to com-
ment on the new tax. However, only one
person spoke at the thirty-minute meeting
before board chairman Ray *“Shag”
Campbell broke off the monologue to
begin the regular monthly board meet-
ing...Four days of fun in Floyd County
will begin Thursday. October 15, at
Martin with the opening of the 23rd annu-
al Red, White and Blue Days, and culmi-
nating, Sunday, at Stumbo Park at Allen,
with WMDJ’s annual Day in the Park.
Martin’s Red, White and Blue Days will
include a gospel sing on Thursday; and
live entertainment, food, games, crafts
and clogging on Friday..The city of
Prestonsburg is losing more than $20,000
per year, Councilman Billy Ray Collins’
said at Monday evening's regularly sched-
uled city council meeting, and that annual
loss may cost three city employees their
jobs. The city’s municipal parking lots are
costing the city much more revenue than
they bring in, Collins said, due to leasing,
payroll and worker’s compensation

I was cleaning out some clut-
ter upstairs a couple of years ago
when I found an old advertise-
ment for the newly available

little shocked when [ realized
this was from the &60fs. It
seems like cat litter has been
around forever, and we take it
for granted now. As a child I can
remember my mother making
frequent trips to the creek bank
for sand to fill our catfs box.
Come to think of it, the box
itself was actually my old baby
bathtub; I donit know when |
actually saw the first commer-
cial litterbox.

That same basic original cat
litter is still on the market, but as
the slogan says, weive come a
long way, baby! Now there is
clumping and non-clumping,
scented and unscented; you can
have it straight or mixed with a
variety of pearls, crystals, and
other odor-absorbers. There is
cat litter made from clay, from
ground corncobs, and from
recycled newspapers. There is a
litter that contains little ilitmusi
granules that let you monitor the
pH of your catis urine. Thereis
even one type of idiagnostici lit-
ter that doesnit absorb at all.
(There may be more than one
way fto skin a cat, but your

choices for getting a urine sam-
ple and living to tell about it are
limited.)

Litter boxes are also avail-
able in great varietyGopen, cov-
ered, shallow, deep, extra large,
and even kitten size. They come
equipped with charcoal filters,
sifting screens, and automated
scoops. Of course, coordinating
Kittyis box with your interior
color scheme is no problem.

While reams have been writ-
ten about housetraining puppies,
the technique for teaching Kit-
tens potty habits is pretty much
iHerefs the box. Use iti. For the
most part, itfs smooth sailing
after that; keep the box clean
and everybodyis happy. When
the system goes awry. however,
it can escalate into a major
behavior problem.

So what are some of the rea-
sons that Tiger seems to prefer
the rug (the houseplants, the
wall, etc.) to his cat box? Hereis
the approach 1 generally use to
solve the mystery.

What type of litter are you
using? If you think cats are
picky about their food, it doesnit

hold a candle to how they feel
about their cat litter. The techni-
cal term (thereis always a tech-
nical term for something simple)
is  isubstrate  preferencei.
Texture seems to be a big factor,
and scentéor lack thereoféis
another. If youire not sure, set
out a ilitterbox smorgasbordi of
several different types and see
which one wins Tabbyis
approval. If you have a former-
ly outdoors-only cat, you may
even have to resort to potting
soil. You can gradually add
more litter and less dirt and try
to wean her onto something
more convenient.

While youfre trying different
litters, you may also experiment
with variations on the basic box.
In fact, if youfre using a covered
box, that may be the whole
problem, since the inside can
rapidly start to smell like a
porta-potty in July. In some situ-
ations, especially if there are
dogs, children, or other cats in
the house, a covered box can
make a cat feel trapped. An
open box with high sides is a
good compromise, especially if

you have a mad ilitter-flingeri,
but are not good choices for
small kittens and arthritic older
cals.

Where is the box? Itis funny
how many people put it in the
laundry room because itfs out of
the way and easy to clean. It
never occurs to them that the cat
is traumatized every time an
unbalanced load goes into the
spin cycle. Boxes that are kept
hidden away in the basement
can be another bad choice. They
donit like a long, cold trek to the
bathroom, and neither do we.
Thatis why we have indoor
plumbing. The idea here is to
try to evaluate the litterbox loca-
tion from the catfs point of view.

How many boxes are there?
If there are multiple cats, the
minimum number of litterboxes
should equal the number of cats
plus one. In a big house, even
one cat may need more than
one, especially if it is very
young or very old.

When the cat urinates out-
side the box, is the urine on a

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Something different... Goodbye Columbus, hello lasagna

Because he was born in Genoa, we
often eat ltalian foods on Columbus
Day to honor the man who officially, if
not technically, discovered America (he
got as far as the West Indies). But the
dietary influence of Christopher
Columbus is bigger than that.
Columbus was responsible for the
beginning of the Columbian Exchange,
a massive crossing over between the
Old World and the New, of plants, ani-
mals and more. That exchange, which
followed Columbus's two voyages
across the Atlantic, truly changed the
world,

Traveling from weslt to east, choco-
late, potatoes, lomatoes, peppers,
squashes, many kinds of beans, turkey,
avocadoes and other tropical fruits, first
became known in the Old World after
Columbus’s travels. Equally important

was the movement from east to west,
introducing to the New World wheat,
citrus fruits, grapes. sugar, cabbage, let-
tuce, beef cattle, pigs and sheep.

Lasagna was already known in
Europe before Columbus set sail, per-
haps by the 13th century, according to
The Oxford Companion to Food. 1t was
a dish layered with strips made with
wheat flour, interlaced with a savory
filling and baked in the oven. It was
not, however, until well after the
Columbian Exchange that the dish was
bathed in tomato sauce.

Making lasagna used to be as daunt-
ing as voyaging into unknown territory.
For years, | avoided making lasagna al
forno, with its homemade tomato and
becheme!l sauces, meats, cheeses and
cooked ribbons of pasta. Then, versions
slanted toward New World sensibilities
emerged.

An instant, no-boil version of pasta
is a major convenience. These corrugat-
ed sheets produce a fine lasagna when

paired with the right combination of
other ingredients. In this version, toma-
to sauce enriched with roasted red pep-
pers makes a robust, red sauce. It is lay-
ered with ricofta, mozzarella and, ideal-
ly, authentic Parmigiano-Reggiano
cheese, plus spinach. The result is
memorably intense vet light. It freezes
beautifully, so make a spare.

Lasagna with Spinach and
Red Pepper Sauce

3 Thsp. extra virgin olive oil, divid-
ed

2 Spanish onions, one thinly sliced,
one chopped

4 garlic cloves, chopped and divided

I jar (12 oz.) roasted peppers,
drained and chopped

[ jar (25 oz.) or I can (28 oz.) toma-
to sauce

I cup water. divided

172 Thsp. crushed dried basil

3 packages (10 oz. each) frozen
chopped spinach, defrosted and
squeezed dry

In a small Dutch oven or large,
heavy saucepan, heat | tablespoon oil
over medium-high heat. Saute sliced
onion and half the garlic until onion is
translucent, 4 minutes. Add peppers.
tomato sauce and 1/2 cup water.
Simmer 20 minutes. Puree in blender or
food processor.

Preheat oven 1o 350 degrees.

In large, non-stick skillet, heat
remaining oil over medium-high heat.
Saute onion and remaining garlic until
onion is translucent. Add spinach and
1/2 cup water. Cook 10 minutes, stir-

ring occasionally. Meanwhile, combine
ricotta and mozzarella cheeses in a
bowl.

Spoon 1/4 sauce to cover battom of
Ox13x2 inch baking dish. Arrange 3
sheets pasta over sauce. Cover with 1/3
spinach. Spread over 1/3 cheese mix-
ture. Sprinkle on | tablespoon
Parmesan. Repeat process twice more.
Top with remaining pasta, sauce and
Parmesan.

Cover with foil and bake 45 min-
utes. Remove from oven and let sit,
uncovered, 15 minutes before serving,

Not really. The idea that
these foods can’t be
properly digested when

eaten al the same time—the
basis for some diet books—is
not supported by any reputable
research. In fact, carbohydrate,
protein and fat are broken
down by completely separate
enzyme systems that are not
affected by one another. The
most likely reason such rules
might bring about weight loss
is that people tend to eat less
when their vartety of food is
limited, even if told they can

eat “all they want." The restric-
tions and lack of variety usual-
ly lead to frustration and bore-
dom, and people soon discon-
tinue such a diet. A Swiss study
showed that people who ate
different types of food sepa-
rately had no greater weight
loss than people who ate the
same number of calories in bal-
anced meals. In fact, many peo-
ple find they have the most
long-lasting energy after eating

of health. Several separate
reviews of more than 50 studies
have come to this conclusion.
Ever since fluoride has been
added to community water sup-
plies, the incidence of dental
cavities has been drastically
reduced. In a major report on
diet and cancer risk from the
American Institute for Cancer
Research (AICR), a world-
renowned panel of experts con-
cludes that although some ani-
mal studies have linked high
levels of fluoride with bone
cancer in rats, fluoride proba-
bly has no relationship to
human risk. Although public
attention is often drawn to the
idea that cancer is caused by
exposure to a single contami-
nant or additive, the AICR
report also notes that the major-
ity of cancers are probably
caused by the interaction of
larger factors, such as tobacco,
substances formed when cook-
ing meat, certain dietary fats,
and lack of protective factors
from the vegetables, fruits and
whole grains.

Regardless, weddings are
still a challenge to organize and
you may want something simple
this time. Here are tips on how to
keep it nice and easy:

This is also
where many owners first notice
that the cat is actually passing
blood. Treating the underlying
problem should improve the
catis attitude toward the box.

A final note is to consider
how you are cleaning the box.
While cats like things clean,
they donit like harsh chemical
odors that can linger even after
rinsing. Sometimes plain hot
water is the best bet.

If your catis toilet habits are
less than perfect, donit give up.
There are lots of ways to coax
him back 1o good behavior.
