School attendance up, but falling again

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Lessons from
drug abuse

The long, sordid story of the massive prescription drug
bazaar in South Shore underscores three uncomfortable facts
about the trade in addictive and potentially deadly prescription
drugs.

First, the trade relies on prescriptions written by doctors,
Second, it relies on prescriptions filled by pharmacists. Third,
the medical professionals willing to become suppliers instead of
healers rely on the investigative weaknesses and/or disciplinary
leniency of the state boards responsible for policing them.

Curbing the scourge of preséription drug abuse will require
tough action on all three fronts, as well as more tools for honest
doctors and druggists to use in spotting doctor-shopping
addicts.

The scope and openness of the South Shore operation, as
detailed in staff writer Gideon Gil's series “Prescription for
Abuse,” were shocking. Without much pretense of doing any-
thing else, doctors at the Plaza Healthcare clinic are alleged to
have handed out, for the price of an office visit, prescriptions
for addictive painkillers and tranquilizers to thousands of
addicts and suppliers from a four-state region. Customers lined
the roads and turned the parking lot into an open-air drug mar-
ket.

Certainly, there are encouraging aspects of the story. One is
that federal, state and local law enforcement agencies mounted
an aggressive investigation that resulted in indictments of five
doctors.

Another is that Kentucky now has in place one of the
nation’s most comprehensive computerized systems for moni-
toring prescriptions — a system that, with further investment,
should help not only after-the-fact criminal investigations like
this one but also before-the-fact checking of suspicious patients
by doctors and pharmacists.

But there are also some hard lessons to be learned from the
South Shore story.

The fact that two of the five indicted doctors had been
allowed to continue practicing despite earlier disciplinary prob-
lems is telling, The state Medical Licensure Board must resolve
to conduct vigorous background checks of prospective doctors,
to be less forgiving of any who fudge past transgressions and to
be more quick to yank the licenses of repeat offenders.

Similarly, the troubling histories of two pharmacists associat-
ed with the South Shore drug store suggest that the state
Pharmacy Board needs to put on more muscle, too.

Finally, the dearth of state monitoring systems like
Kentucky's, and the inability of those that exist to coordinate
with each other, show the need for a national approach to what
clearly is a serious interstate problem.

“The problem of vote buying
and selling continues 1o taint the
rest of the areas, where
Kentucky is really kind of a
model for the rest of the nation,”
Brown said last week.

Kentucky was one of the first
states to institute statewide regis-

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tration, thereby cutting down on
the frequency of a voter register-
ing in more than one location
and making it easier to purge the
rolls when a voter dies or leaves
the state.

It has also been on the fore-
front of installing modern voting
machines. All but six counties
have electronic machines that
keep mistakes (o a minimum and
make counting casy. The other
counties have a combination of
electronic  or  lever-style
machines.,

The clouds that will hover
over the outcome of the Nov. 5
balloting will be caused by indi-
vidual wrongdoing, not because

of some flaw in the system,
Brown said.

Pulaski County Sheriff Sam
Catron was assassinated as he
campaigned. Shots were fired at
a candidate for Clay County
clerk.

There will be just over 2.649
million voters eligible to cast
ballots, about 100,000 more than
the 2000 rolls. Democrats
account for 59.3 percent of the
total, a proportion that has been
slowly but steadily declining.

To stop it, Brown and Blevins
said a dramatic example must be
made.

“I think you need a demon-
stration,” Brown said. "“You need
to see people hauled off in hand-
cuffs and doing time."”

Blevins said the blame for tol-
erating vote fraud and abuse
lands at the Capitol,

“Until you get an attomey

will go into these areas and put
some people in jail, it's not going
to go away,” Blevins said.

During his seemingly semian-
nual news conference to
announce his efforts to halt vote
fraud, the incumbent attorney
general, Ben Chandler, said get-
ting rid of it is easier said than
done.

Chandler said many com-
plaints are anonymous or (00
nebulous to be of use in prose-
cuting vote buying or selling,
both of which are felonies. “To §
successfully prosecute these
crimes, we need better witnesses
and better evidence," Chandler
said earlier this month.

Even with hard evidence,
convictions are rare.

Fifty-four people in Wayne
County confessed to selling their
votes in the 1998 election, but a
local grand jury declined to
indict anyone. “People are reluc-
tant to send their neighbors to
jail for vote fraud." Chandler
said.

Until the whole atmosphere
changes, Brown laments the
likelihood of Fundamenta]'
change.

FRANKFORT — Taxpayers
who live in cities and counties
that both impose occupational
license fees do not get to credit
one against the other il the coun-
ty tax was imposed before July
1986. the Court of Appeals ruled
Friday.

— basically a local income tax
on individuals and businesses —
is part of the mishmash of local
taxes put together under the var-

tous restrictions imposed by the
Kentucky  Constitution  and
General Assembly.

Counties that have popula-
tions of more than 30,000 can
impose 4 local income tax of up
to | percent. Kenton County did
so in 1978 and followed with
various revisions that changed
rates or the level of income sub-
JECL 1o tax. Its current tax rate is
(.85 percent on individuals up to
the maximum income subject 1o
Social Secunty taxes and the
first $37.500 of a business's net
profits.

Cities may also impose local
income faxes and under many
circumslances, taxpayers may
take a credit for the city taxes
they pay ugainst their county tax
liability.

And Davis has tried to make
issues out of seemingly minor
matters. Davis accused the
Lucas camp of sending a “spy”
to & campaign evenl.

A Davis campaign statement
last week made much of a note
from a Lucas campaign worker
asking friends to come out (o
appear in a campaign commer-
cial that was supposed to show
“blue collar workers” support-
ing Lucas. Davis said the
Lucas camp was “begging peo-
ple,” though the note from the
Lucas campaign worker is
clearly to friends and asks if
they *are interested in help-
ing.”

Lucas, a former judge-exec-
utive of Boone County who has
taken his own road as a
Democrat, often joining with
GOP supporters of various ini-
tiatives, touts his experience
and bipartisanship. A Lucas
commercial even shows him
with President Bush, but he is
otherwise pretty much ignoring

his Republican opponent,

Golf courses, meanwhile,
have become an issue in the
3rd District race.

Northup  has  accused
Conway, a former deputy cahi-
net secretary in the Pation
administration, of funding golf
courses instead of preseription
drug benefits for seniors.
Conway countered that
Northup voted for budgets that
included golf courses when she
was in the General Assembly.
Voters in the 3rd District have
not been told what golf courses
in the state budget, or a pre-
scription drug program that has
never been considered as the
state level, have to do with a
congressional race.

Democratic Chairman Jerry
Johnson hopes his candidates
can grab voters’ altention by
emphasizing their wallets.

"The vast majonity of people
in this country today believe
this country is headed in the
wrong direction,” Johnson
said, “Democrats win when
volers concentrale on the econ-
omy."”

page, the attorney general's
office said Monday.

records for a “commercial or
non-commercial purpose”

before it determined whether to
release materials. And the board

said the newspaper would be
charged 25 cents per page for
copies.

In a letter to the newspaper, the
board's attorney, state Rep. Bob
Heleringer, said no copies
would be provided until the
newspaper identified the reason
for its request.

The Open Records Law allows
public agencies to sel a reason-
able cost for copies, but must
base the charge on the actual
cost, including equipment but
nol counting personnel time,
Assistant  Attorney General
James Ringo said there has long
been a standard of 10 cents per
page and a public agency must
prove that its costs exceed that
level before it can charge more,
Agencies may also differentiate
requests for records between
commercial and non-commer-
cial uses. But the statute states
specifically that a newspaper or
periodical is not considered a
commercial use.

“Accordingly, we conclude that
requiring such a Statement
before processing the newspa-
per’'s open records request con-
stitutes a violation of the Open
Records Act,” Ringo told the
board in an opinion released
Monday.

Opinions of the attorney gener-
al’s office relating to open
records and meetings matters
carry the force of law. They may
also be appealed o a circuil
court.

On another,open records matter,
the attorney general’s office said
the Cabinet for Health Services
could trn down a request for
nursing home reimbursement
materials over a 22-year period.
Ringo said the law allows an
exemption for requests that
would create an unreasonable
burden on the public agency to
compile or search for the
records,

The office also upheld a deci-
sion by the city of Louisville to
withhold the job evaluations of
the director of the Metro Parks
department and a parks employ-
ee, both of whom were implicat-
ed in a controversy over the dis-
tribution of athletic shoes that
had been donated.

The opinion said the privacy
interests of ordinary employees
outweigh the public right to
know about their job perfor-
mances.

Poor mapping of old mines
creates hazards for miners

CHARLESTON, W.Va. —
Mining officials from four states
asked engineers for help locating
played-out mines so miners can
avoid a repeat of this summer’s
incident where Pennsylvania
miners became trapped after dig-
ging into a flooded abandoned
mine.

Depending solely on maps
for details of old mining opera-
tions, some of which began in
the 18th and 19th centuries, is
too risky, a federal Mine Safety
and Health Administration offi-
cial said Tuesday during a one-
day seminar on mine mapping.

Inaccurate maps have been
responsible for several recent
mining industry  disasters,
including the flooding of the
Quecreek Mine near Somerset,
Pa., in which nine miners were
trapped for more than three days
in July.

There are other, more serious
hazards. Some abandoned mines
are filled with bad air that min-
ers know as the “black damp." It
is air from which the oxygen has
been depleted, and there is no
escape for miners who encounter
it — they suffocate too quickly.

Ray McKinney, MSHA’s
administrator for coal mine safe-
ty and health, said that in the
past three years, the nation’s
underground mines have aver-
aged an inundation every two
weeks.

Frank Delzer, a spokesman
for the Kentucky mining agency.
said mapping the mines could be
an elusive goal. Much of the
needed mapping was not done
when the abandoned mines were
active, and other maps have
been lost or destroyed.
Kentucky's repository of mine
maps was destroyed by a fire on
the University of Kentucky cam-
pus in 1948,

What is really needed, Delzer
said, is a new technology that
will enable engineers to track
where voids exist underground.
“Without some kind of break-
through technology, anything we
can do is inadequate,” he said.

Kentucky has had to change
its laws, according to Delzer.

Doug Conaway, director of
the West Virginia Office of
Miners® Health.

West Virgima has required
some form of mapping since
1883, Conaway said, although
there were no attempts by the
state to preserve them systemati-

Engineering firm added to lawsuit

INEZ — Muartin County Coal
Co.'s engineering firm has been
added as a co-defendant 1n a law-
suit over a massive shurry spill two
years ago.

The engineering linm. Ogden
Environmental and  Energy
Services Co,, was added at Martin
County Coal's request. The com-
pany contends its waste impournd-
ment might not have collapsed if
Ogden had recommended a better
design for the slurry reservoir after
i smaller spill six years earlier.

“Due 1o the work performed by
Ogden, it is or may be liable to the
Defendant for all or part of the
Plainaffs’ claims,” the company’s
motion said.

Martin County Circuit Judge
Daniel Sparks granted the coal
company's motion (o make Ogden
a co-defendant in one of eight law-
suits seeking damages from the
October 2000 spill of 300 million
gallons of coal waste.

There was no attorney for
Ogden in court Friday. Ogden has
20 days o respond to Sparks’ sum-
mons. George Stengel, a
spokesman at Ogden's office in
Fairfax, Va., did not retun several
phone calls.

The collapse of the impound-
ment that collected runoff from
washed coal sent a torrent of
sludge onto private land and into
Wolf and Rockeastle creeks and
the Coldwater, Levisa and Tug
forks of the Big Sandy River.

Two federal agencies that
issued reports on the cause of the
spill  determined that Murtin
County Coal hadn’t followed
Ogden’s recommendation to build
a “seepage barrier' at the 70-acre
impoundment.

The LLS, Mine Safety and
Health Administration concluded
last year that a seepage barrier
would have prevented the spill
After a smaller break, in 1994,
Ogden had recommended that
Martin County Coal create such a
barrier by spreading a layer of fine
coal particles around the petimeter
of the impoundment to prevent
water and sludge from seeping out.

Busch wins sec-
ond straight

HAMPTON, Ga. — Kurt Busch outrun the

“I realize there is some sig-
nificance to it," de Seroux said,
“but gender just isn't an over-
niding issue for me. | always
wanted to be a boy, though. |
had to sit in the dugout and I did
not get to play baseball. That's
a drag.”

So is the underlying sexism
that still exists in racing, even
though it's the only major pro-
fessional sports that allows
females — equine and human -
to compete with males on the
same playing field. Only last
week, Julie Krone. the first and
only woman jockey to win a
Triple Crown race, announced
she’s coming out of retirement.

Yet appearances deceive.
There's still de facto sexism in
racing. The white males who

w_ - S

run the tracks, own the biggest
stables, and train the best hors-
es generally don't give women
much chance to be more than
grooms, exercise riders, or sec-
retaries.

Of the 50 tracks that belong
o the Thoroughbred Racing
Associations, only Tampa Bay
Downs has a female president.
Only three females (Helen
Alexander, Lucy Young Boutin,
and Maria Niarchos-Gouaze)
sit on the 49-person Breeders
Cup board of directors.

Looking at the Breeders Cup
program as a microcosm of the
sport, the number of females in
decision-making roles was pal-
try. The only woman trainer
was De Seroux. There were no
female jockeys. And the half-
dozen or so women who were
listed as owners all were part-
ners with either their husbands
or other males.

But the fillies Azeri and
Storm Flag Flying turned in
victories so impressive that
they are cinches to win champi-

onships in their age divisions.

And Starine pulled off the
third biggest upset of the day in
the Fillies & Mares Turf.

The bias against females is
so pronounced that de Seroux
has no shot to beat out Bobby
Frankel or Bob Baffert to
become the first female to be
voted Trainer of the Year,
although she deserves more
consideration than she’ll proba-
bly receive. She has deftly
guided Azeri through a 12-
month campaign (she didn’t
make her first start until last
Nov. 1) that includes wins in
five Grade I stakes races.

The wife of bloodstock
agent Emmanuel de Seroux,
Laura has been around the race-
track for years, most notably
when she belonged to a group
of female exercise riders who
worked for ftraining icon
Charlie Whittingham from the
late 1970s until 1990. Around
the track, they became known
as “Charlie’s Angels.”

“This also corresponds (o the
time of day when humans see the
worst. So what happens is you
get right up on the animals before
you see them,” he said, “and
reaction time is cut down some
during those Jow-light periods,”

Kentuckians report around
4000 collisions a year with deer.
But during rut there is a 50-per-
cent jump over other times of the
year,

Oddly, 4000 is a consistent
number despite the fact that
Kentucky’s deer population is
increasing. A buck in rut, Gassett
says, is a “mammal on a mis-
sion.”

Gassett says this time of year
you have to “expect the unex-
pected,” City highways or lonely
back roads, it doesn’t matter.

“If they're standing on the
side of the road, don’t expect
them to stay there. They'll dan
out there at the last second. And
where there is one, there is usual-
ly more, Just because one passes
across in front of you, you better
be looking for that second and
third one, too.”

Gassett advises motorists that
deer whistles on cars are general-
Iy no help, or that blowing the
horn isn't consistently effective
i making a deer move out of the
way. It may cause the deer to
run, but not necessarily the direc-
tion you want it to, Try to stop
safely and let the deer move
away, if possible. Fortunately,
though, rut lasts only for a brief
penod, and all the “ripping and
running” settles back down.

Remember that those yellow
signs we see along our highways
with the picture of the jumping
deer aren’t there for fun, they are
there for safety. These are areas
where deer are indeed likely to
cross. And during breeding sea-
son, deer crossing signs take on
added importance.

Motorists need to stay alert
and remain patient while nature
runs it course, and by using a lit-
tle extra caution and any luck,
hopefully it won’t run into our
vehicles in the process;

The flu or a case of the blahs? Study
says sick days are less about being ill

NEW YORK — More
Americans are calling out sick for
reasons that have nothing to do
with being ill. a study shows,

The survey by CCH Inc. found
that a growing number of workers
are taking sick days because of
family issues. stress and personal
reasons in what could be a sign of
changing attitudes since last year's
terrorist attacks, the company said.

The study found that the over-
all rate of unscheduled absences
has remained about the same in
recent years, but unscheduled
days off for personal reasons
mereased from 20 percent two
years ago to 24 percent this year.
Absences due 10 stress jumped
from 5 percent to 12 percent over
the same period,

Only a third of unscheduled
days off are because of illness, the
study found.

“Ithink it's a change in mental-
ity that says the job is important ...
but that | have another priority in
my hfe and | have to fit that in,”
said Lon Rosen, an analyst with
CCH, a Riverwowds, Ill.-based
business information publisher.
CCH has conducted the survey
annually for 12 years,

Even though the absence rate is
virtually unchanged, the cost to
employers has risen sharply, the
survey found. This year, such
absences cost an average of $789
per employee for the year, compa-
nies reported. That is up from
$610 in 2000 and $755 last year.

Employers were not surveyed
about the reason for the increasing
costs. CCH said it probably
reflects rising health care insur-
ance costs, and salaries and wages
that had been rising steadily until
the economy went into a down-
turr,

There may be other explana-
tions as well. Employers have
pushed in recent years to keep

payrolls lean and improve produic-
tvity, leaving them with just
enough workers to get business
done.

That leaves companies less
able w replace workers when
they're absent, which drives up
costs, said Helen Darling, presi-
dent of the Washington Business
Group on Health, an alliance of
175 large employers focused on
health care costs.

When an employer is faced
with a worker's unscheduled
absence, managers also frequently

have to call in a substitute, which
also drives up costs.

That was long the case at
Owen County State Bank in
Spencer, Ind., where managers
scrambled to call in backups when
tellers and customer service repre-
sentatives called in sick, said Ruth
Jones, the bank’s assistant vice
president.

In 1998, the bank changed its
policy. Instead of a set number of
vacation days and sick days,
employees now accrue paid time
off, which they can use for any

reason.

Workers who used to call in
sick for personal reasons now
schedule many of those days off in
advance, Jones said. That ammange-
ment has proven particularly use-
ful since last September, as
employees rethought their priori-
ties outside work.

“Some were spending more
time with their families, doing
things with them - feeling more
urgency to do things that they had
always wanted to do, but put off.”
Jones said,

Eartlmuake llI'III
tornado drill..what's
the difference

FRANKFORT Kentucky
law requires that schools devel-
op earthquake and tornado plans
and conduct drills twice a year
for each. The statewide earth-
quake drill will be held October
29. But what's the difference?
A dnill’s a dnll, right? No, your
reaction to an earthquake should
be a little different from the
manner in which you respond to
a tornado warning.

First of all, let's take a look at
that warning part. The National
Weather Service observes cer-
tain weather conditions that
might produce a tormado and
they issue a watch. When a fun-
nel cloud is sighted. a warning is
issued. During a tornado drill,
you respond as though there
were the potential of a tornado
and seek shelter. During an
earthquake, there is no wamning.
You respond to the event by pro-
fecting yourself where you are.

Just  remember; DUCK,
COVER and HOLD! When you
feel an earthquake. DUCK
under a desk or sturdy table,
Stay away from windows. book-
cases, file cabinets, heavy muir-
rors, hanging plants and other
heavy objects that could fall.
Wateh out for falling plaster or
ceiling tiles, Stay under COVER
until the shaking stops. HOLD
onto the desk or table. If it
moves, move with it. If you fear
the building has been damaged
when the shaking stops, find a
safe way out or follow a pre-
scribed evacuation route. Know
your emergency plan, which
includes having a safe rallying
point 50 that everyorne can get
back together and be accounted
for. Earthquake safe areas will
be away from the building and
overhead power lines.

Know what to do ahead of
time. and do it in & calm. order-
Iy fashion. More information on

the Duck. Cover and Hold Drill

What started out as a spur-of-the
moment idea 1o boost sagging Sunday
School attendance has turned into an
annual tradition. | don’t know if it has
brought so much as one child to
Sunday School, in spite of cute invita-
tions tucked into the treat bags, but the
kids love it, and it gives them a safe
place to come if they need help.
Anyway, my 20-year (groan!) vet
school reunion happens to fall on the
last weekend of October, so while | am
in Alabama, Teresa is tuking over the
trick-or-treat duties with Kelly, our 14-

year old clinic volunteer. Their dogs
will, of course, join them. As | men-
tioned before, Jack is a veteran, Over
the years he has been dressed as a
scarecrow, a surgeon, an Indian chief
and as a formally attired gentleman,
(Ever try 10 make a top hat for a dog?)
Kelly's Cocker Spaniel, Druppy-pro-
nounce that “Droopy”-will be making
his first appearance in costume. He's
laid-back and good-natured, and he
thinks anything is fun if Kelly wants to
do it. so I suspect he will be a natural.

This might
be a good time to review some
Halloween pet safety tips.

Keeping your cat or dog in a gquiet

GHOSTS

Stories and legends about ghosts have been told in many
cultures since ancient times. Today, ghost stories are recounted
around campfires, at slumber parties and on Halloween.
Hauntings are popular themes in books, and movies seem to
bring them to life. Some people believe ghosts are everywhere;
others don’t think they exist at all. Come learn about the world
of restless spirits that may, or may not, wander the Earth.

Contacting spirits

A séance is a gathering of people who try to contact
the spirit world. When conducted in a person'’s house,
it is called a home circle or home sitting. These
home sittings became a trend in the mid- to late-
1800s. Séances are usually led by a medium (a per-
son who is thought to communicate with spirits).
According to a magazine from the 1870s, the best
mediums are people who are affectionate and impul-
sive. The magazine also said that people who dislike
each other should not participate in a séance together
because their bad vibrations will keep ghosts away.

Typically, a séance takes place in a darkened room lit
by the moon or candlelight. People sit in a circle, usu-
ally around a table, holding hands. The medium will

call on his or her control, a spirit guide who can take 4

Several devices have been used by those looking to
communicate with ghosts, such as knocking once for
