On Thesday, as Republicans were seemingly taking 
control everywhere else, they were establishing a 
beachhead locally. 

It's been 45 years since Democrats have had to 
share power in Floyd County, but they're in for a 
refresher lesson soon. 

For the first time since 1957, a Republican will 
join the ranks of the fiscal court when magistrates are 
sworn in to office in December. 

Without endorsing one party over another, we think 
that the end of one-party rule in Floyd County could 
tum out to be one of the best results to come from 
Tuesday's election. 

Regardless of which party is in power, it is general­
ly not a good thing for any government to be so thor­
oughly dominated by one party as Floyd County has.

Pike man survives two close calls, 
but lives to collect $1 million 

SUBMITTED ARTICLE 

LOOKOUT - A "monster'' of 
a rattler. shown in accompanying 
photo not yet quite dead, was 
clubbed to death by Tedd) 
Elswick Sr., who recently caught 
the snake in his bam. a fe,.,. day!. 
after one of Elswick's horses 
··mysteriously" died. Elswick 
believes the horse may have fall­
en vtctim to the rattler's bite. 

Elswick discovered the huge 
ranier in his barn just two days 
before he was scheduled to 
appear in Royd circuit court for 
a trial related to injuries he sus­
tained following a collision with 
a Krispy Kreme delivel] vehi~ 

cle. The vehicle collided with 
Elswick's pickup one moming in 
2000. when Elswick was return­
ing home from his job as a coal 
miner after working the night­
shift. Elswick received a rup­
tured back as a result of his 
involvement in the accident. 

Following the accident. 
Elswick was unable to return to 
work. "About the only thmg l 
was able to do,'' Elswick said, 
"was to gin around some and 
feed my horses." This past 
September 28, Elswick had gone 
to his barn to check on and feed 
his horses when he found the 62-
inch snake stretched out across 
the back of the bam floor . 

According to Elswick, the 
rattler attempted to escape into 
an area tilled \-..ith bales of hay 
where, 'Td never be able to find 
it." he said. Bam tools were 
located on the other end of the 
barn and Elswick says that he 
would never have been able to 
get to them in Lime to stop the 
ranier from hiding away. 
Elswick then reports that he saw 
a p1pe. ··about two foot long;· 
which he picked up and used to 
strike the snake. 

Elswick's son. Teddy Elswick 
Jr., came upon the scene and 
managed to drag the snake from 

the barn. All turned out okay, 
with no further injuries to either 
horses. or man. A search of the 
area turned up no more rattler~. 

Things also turned out well 
for Elswick in regard \\ ith h1s 
court case· a fev. dayc; following 
the incident "'ith the rattler, 
Els\\ick was able to settle the 
matter out of court. gamering 
himself a $1 million settlement. 

"Things 'A orked out just 
fine,'' commented Elsv. ick s 
attorney. John Kirk. ''but you'd 

have to say Teddy had tv.o close 
call::.. the (traffic) accident v.J1ich 
could have killed him, and. or 
course, the rattler which could 
have done h1m in like he figure~ 
it did to his horse:· 

"We dido 't th1nk to tell 
Teddy. ·cton't get mvolved with 
any snakes before your trial ··· 
Kirk said. "Bobb~ (Rowel~ 
Kirk ·s co-counsel - "and I JUst 
about fainted when we found \ ut 
what had happened,' Kirk 
added.

In the fall of 1951, Frank 
Hogan. the crusading district 
attorney in New York City, 
charged more than 30 current or 
former college basketball play­
ers in seven states with accept­
ing money from gamblers to 
"shave points,•· or make sure 
their teams· final margins of vic­
tory were under the number of 
points by which they had been 
favored. 

Of the six UK players who 
were named, only Bill Sp1vey, 

• the ?-footer who had Jed the 
Wildcats to the 1951 NCAA 
title, mamtamed his innocence. 
Although he twice passed vol­
untary lie-detector tests, and 
came out of a perjury trial with 
the jury hung 9-3 in his favor, 
Spivey never again played for 
UK, nor was he ever allowed to 
play in the NBA. 

After a New York judge 
named Saul S. Streit issued a 
scathing 63-pagc indictment of 
Rupp and the UK basketball 
culture on April 29, 1952. the

So that winter. while Ind1ana 
was on the wa) to winning the 
NCAA title, UK's fans had to 
be content with y, atching a 
series of intrasquad games 
between teams captained by 
Cliff Hagan of Owensboro and 
Frank Ramsey of Madisonville 
in Memorial Coliseum. 

Returning to action in 1953-
54. Hagan and Ramsey led the 
Wildcats to a 25-0 record, but 
declined to play in the NCAA 
tournament because Hagan, 
Ramsey and Lou Tsiropolous 
were graduate students. who 
then were ineligible for post­
season play. 

But college basketball and 
racing aren't the only sport~ 
which have been infiltrated and 
undermined by crooks and 
gamblers. 

The Chicago White Sox. 
who lost to Cincinnati m the 
1919 World Series, came to be 
knoy,n as the "Black Sox'" when 
it was revealed that several 
players. including "Shoeless 
Joe" Jackson. had taken bribes 
to throw the Series. 

This caused Judge Kenesaw 
"Mountain'" Landis, the com­
missioner of baseball, to msti­
tute the Draconian rule that 
keeps Pete Rose out of the Hall 
of Fame today: Any player 
caught gambling on baseball 
would be banned from the game 
for life. 

Through the years, gamblers 
have made it their business to 
know which players are injured. 
or y, hich are using perfor­
mance-enhancing drugs, so they 
can use thas "mside informa­
tion" to give them an edge. 

As long ago as 1963. the 
'IFL dished out a year's suspen­
ston to Green Ba) 's Paul 
Hornung and Detroit"s Alex 
Karras for betting on their 
teams to win, and as recently as 
last winter, the Olympic figure­
skating competition was tainted 
when it was learned that a 
French judge had accepted a 
bribe from Russian gamblers to 
help make sure a certain team 
won - or lost, as the case may 
be. 

Indeed, it's always to the 
advantage of bookmakers when 
a heavy favorite loses. When 
that happens in the Kentucky 
Derby, for example. the book­
makers keep all the money that 
has been bet on that horse.

When a fan buys a pari­
mutuel ticket at the track or bets 
on a game at a casino sports 
book in Las Vegas, it amounts 
to a contract between buyer and 
seller that the event will be con­
ducted fairly and honestly So 
when an event ts "fixed.· the 
bookmakers get hurt as much as 
the betting public. 

Sometimes, oddly, the sports 
world\ best friends are the 
legal bookies in Las Vegas. 
When they see an abnormal 
gambling pattern on a certain 
game. they take it ''off the 
board" and notify the authori­
ties. 

Unfortunately, nobody in 
today's high-tech world can 
absolutely, positively guarantee 
that investors are completely 
safe, whether they're buying 
pan-mutuel uckets at a race 
track or inve~tmg in their com­
pany\ 401K. 

Docs the name Enron mean 
anything to you'? 

Every day thieves try to 
infiltrate the computer systems 
of banks, Wall Street invest­
ment firms. national and state 
governments. and every other 
enterprise that deals with large 
"ums of money. 

Just as vulnerable are home 
computers. individual bank 
accounts. and credit-card 
accounts. Even as you· re read­
ing th1s story. somebody may be 
hacking into your computer 
with larceny in mind. 

Racing's competitors for the 
entertainment/gambling dollar, 
mainly the casinos and lotteries. 
shouldn't take too much glee in 
racing's (:urrent embarrassment 
because it also could happen to 
them. Likewise. baseball. foot­
ball and basketball shouldn "t 
rest too comfortably. More 
money is bet, legally and ille­
gally, on events such a~ the 
Super Bowl and the '-ICAA bas­
ketball tournament than on the 
Breeders Cup program and the 
Kentucky Derby combined. 

Believe it or not. racing may 
be the best-policed professional 
~port of all. Over the years. the 
sport's leaders have made it 
tougher to rig a race. Jockeys 
acre routinely checked for 
drugs and unsavory associa­
tiOns. Horses are tattooed on 
their inner hp to keep a good 
one being switched for a bad 
one. or vice-versa. The film 
patrol and slow-motion replay 
allows track stewards to moni­
tor every mo\e of every jocke) 
in every race. 

And, finally. procedures for 
testing the hor..,es for 1llegal 
medications arc more sophisti­
cated now than ever before. 
Even so, the means to detect 
illegal drugs in a horse·., urine 
or blood must be constantly 
evaluated and upgraded to keep 
up with the invention of new 
substances that can go under the 
radar screen . 

You can het the nation ·s 
racetracks will work overtime to 
make their computer operations 
as foolproof as their testing 
methods. In the high·tech age as 
in the horse and buggy age. 
everybody understands that the 
public\ confidence and good­
y, ill is the lifeblood of any sport.

He's gctllng a divorce and 
breaking free from his c:orporate 
poster-boy mode.

''The divorce is something rm 
really. really looking forward to 
getting behind me." he said. ''I 
think I can have a much more 
enjoyable life once that's behind 
me. prov1ding a lot more bal­
ance:· 

Finding that balance bas been a 
main focus of this year for 
Gordon.

Needless to say, parents cannot com­
pletely control all of the things that affect 
their children's lives, since children have 
to spend much of their rime away home 
and in the "real world," a place that can 
often be harsh and uncaring. There is also 
the extreme incidences of violence with 
almost three million crimes occurring on 
or near school campuses every year, with 
16.000 per school year or one every six 
seconds. National data has shown that 
many high school boys thought it was all 
right for a boy to strike hts girlfriend if she 
angered him, while nearly 17,000 people 
were kiUed by their domestic partners. 
during the early 1980's. 

In the past, children were viewed as not 
developing a sense of real cartng about 
others until they reached adulthood. In 

l, contrast, a group of researcher:; (Waxler. 
Yarrow. and King) discovered that even

understand another's feelings. When a 
parent had a headache or was cl)·ing due 
to receiving bad news, 2-year-old toddler!. 
reacted with concern, by showing a desire 

i ~ ••• ,,, to "ftx" the problem and offering comfort 
and compassion to the parent in distress. 
Many studies and news reports have 

, shown older children organizing ways to 

!,::,'::.:,': respond quickly and with concern to a classmate, friend, family member, neigh-
bor, or, to a stranger, who is hurt. ln addi­
tion. children have a natural affinity for 
animals and a deme to help them . 
Recently. there was news coverage of a 
young teen beginning a shelter for 
unwanted dogs. One study (Magen and 

·,=:,:::::':,',, Aharoni) supported that teenager!! who were involved in helping others felt vel) 
positive about theu lives and had high 
hopes for their own futures. 

Even though children are exposed to 
violence, on television and on the streets. 
there are some things that a parent can

! attempt to help encourage their children to 

become caring, just, and responsible. 
Similar to other behavior:. that need shap­

! ing by parents, a basic issue for the par­
i,,; ents is to be frank, honest, and upfront 

with the behaviors you like or don't like. 
i:. Let them Icnow how much it means to you 

that you behave with kindness and respon-
i sibility: speak up in a firm and honest 

fashion. as soon as you see them doing 
something inappropriate; and keep your 
focus on the behavior and not on the child 
personally. such as "What you did is not 
very nice'' versus "YOU are not very 
nice!" It is so imponant to let your chil­
dren know ho,.,. highly you regard their 
kind behaviors toward others. "1 saw hO\\ 

you helped the boy who fell and how 
thoughtful you were. I felt so proud of 
you!" 

This is definitely an area where the par­
ents' actions speak louder than word-;. 
Since children observe their parents and 
other adults, for ways to behave and it is 
more likely that your children will be, if 
you are consistently, caring and compas­
sionate. Again, as in other circumstances, 
"Do as I say. not as I do" just docs not 
work, especially when it comes to teach 
ing about caring. [t is well known th.\1 
your children will pay more attention to 
what you do, when it ic; opposite of \\hat

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Husband's "night sweats" 
may signal underlying disease

fluctuation<;. The'e can be quite severe 
and last from weeks to years. Severe 
night sweats in thts group of people are 
usually managed by honnone replace­
ment therapy (HRT). We know that this 
ts not your husband's problem, however. 

even malignanctes, can cause night 
sweats. They arc also linked to 
pheochromocytomas usually benign 
tumors that are most often found in the 
adrenal glands. 

to tropical or subtropical areas immedt­
ately prior to the start of your symptoms. 

Don't assume that the sweats are due 
to menopause just because you are a 
middle-aged woman. If they are, your 
doctor can help. Otherwise a thorough 
workup to determine the cause may be in 
order. In the meantime. avoid caffeine. 
alcohol and vigorous exercise too close 
to bedtime. Light bed clothe:;, and cov­
ers can be helpful as well as a tepid 
shower before bed. Ultimately, finding 
and treating the underlying cause is the 
best way to deal with persistent night 
sweats. 

Q My husband has severe mght sweats, 
so much so that he 1s soak1ng wet -
his clothes, the bed sheets, every­

thing. Can you tell me what I can do about 
this? I know diabetes runs in his family. His 
mother sweats a lot as well, and she IS a dia­
betic. Is this something that l5hould be war· 
ried about? 

AYou are tight to be concerned 
about your husband's night 
sweats as they arc often a symp­

tom of an underlying medical probkm. 
Sometimes. however. they can be due to 
things as Simple ail anxiet) over a fami-

ly or work situation. takmg an a-;pinn or 
acetaminophen before bedtime. or 

drinking an alcoholic beverage too 
close to bedtime. One '>tudy at Hershey 
Mcdical College even discovcn:d that 
the tendency to sweat at night may 
somcti.Jnc:s be hereditary. 

However. since I have not had the 
opportunity to examine your husband nr 
to talk with his physician, it's tmpossible 
for me to make a diagnosis 01 to discus' 
his exact problem. I can. however. give 
you some general information about 
night sweats. 

Night sweats in either gender are 
often a ~ymptom of an infection. Your 
husband should check his temperature in 
the early evening for about a week and 
sec if he's nmning a fever. Many infec­
tions- such as an abscess, tuberculosis 
or even HIY - can cause a low-grade 
f~:ver associated with night sweats, and 
tcw other symptoms. Sinus or dental 
infections can also be smoldenng and 
cause only night sweats without many 
other ... ymptoms. Malaria, a classic night 
sweat producer, is becoming more com­
mon in the southern, humid regions of 
the United States. 

It's important to note if night sweats 
are associated with other symptoms such 
as swollen lymph nodes. chest pain, day­
time sweating or umntentional weight 
loss. The total constellation of symp­
toms will help your physician close in on 
the correct diagnosis and treat any 
underlying cause that may exist. 

Here's a summary for your husband 
as well as any of my other readers who 
may be experiencing night sweats: Go 
to your doctor with a good history and 
be able to answer some basic questions. 
How long has this been going on? Are 
you running a temperature? Have you 
noticed other symptoms like weight loss, 
swollen glands or chest pain? Did you 
travel outside of the country. especially
