Both cases were
referred to the grand jury
on Tuesday, where bond
for Farrell was set at
$6,000 cash and Crider
was given a $10,000 cash
bond.

Blackburn and assisting offi-
cers searched Collins’ house, car
and storage building adjacent to
the home and found approxi-
mately eight ounces of marijua-
na and-various drug parapherna-
lia, including a set of scales.

Police also recovered the
half-smoked joint Collins was
supposedly smoking when they
arrived.

Nitro, the K-9 unit’s black
Lab, pointed police to a plastic
bag containing a roll of $5 and
$1 dollar bills, which was added
10 items found.

Defendant jailed
for contempt
during bail hearing

PRESTONSBURG — A
Prestonsburg man charged with
two counts of first-degree wan-
ton endangerment was given 30
days for contempt of court dur-
ing a preliminary hearing on
Tuesday.

Albert  Clevenger, 19,
appeared for a preliminary hear-
ing Tuesday in Floyd District
Court to face the charges of wan-
ton endangerment that stemmed
from the Dec. 7 incident in
which he allegedly attempted to
run over Charles Perry and his 3-
year-old daughter, both of Town
Branch.

He was arraigned on Dec. 9 at
which time he pleaded not guilty
and a $5,000 cash bond was set.

According to  Jimmy
Marcum, assistant county attor-
ney, Clevenger was charged with
contempt of court after, pursuant
to a review of his record,
Marcum refused to agree with
lowering his bond. Marcum stat-
ed that Clevenger hit the table
while looking at Marcum and
ask “Do you think it's funny?”
Marcum stated that Clevenger
claimed he didn't want to get out
of jail and when the judge
attempted to bring order to the
court, Clevenger ignored him.

“The judge told Clevenger

that he would hold him in con-
tempt if he said one more word
and he did,"” said Marcum,

Last year Blackburn, hoping
to illustrate his department’s
shortcoming in the fight against
drugs, appealed to communities
across the county to help him
start a “money chest” for fund-
ing controlled buys, saying the
sheriff's department did not
have a budget which could sus-
tain those kinds of expenditures.

Considering the arrests
Tuesday and Wednesday, the
collaboration seems efficient
with the fiscal court providing
funding for controlled buys and
both county and city police
agencies fielding undercover
officers,

“We've recovered a lot of
drugs in the last four months,”
Blackburn said. “All kinds —
marijuana, cocaine, heroin,
Oxycontins and meth.”

Farler said the number of
arrests or amount of drugs
seized isn’t the most important
thing to the task force right now.

“It’s not the numbers that’s
important,” Farler said. “It’s the
quality of the cases and we have
some really strong cases against
these people because of the
quality of our buys and work
we're doing.”

Blackburn, whose officers

Carlsbad (N.M.) Current Argus, on Trent Lott:

President Bush's efforts to attract blacks to the Republican Party
suffered a big setback last week when Senate Republican leader
Trent Lott made a seemingly pro-segregationist remark.

What makes his remark particularly galling is that the
Mississippi senator has a history of statements and actions that
identify himself with causes not friendly to civil rights.

At last week’s birthday celebration for 100-year-old Sen. Strom
Thurmond, Lott said Mississippians were proud to have voted for
Thurmond, the Dixiecrat candidate in 1948. “If the rest of the
country had followed our lead, we wouldn’t have had all these
problems over all these years, either,” Lott said.

After much criticism over the remark, Lott issued a halfhearted
apology, saying he used a “poor choice of words.” But his explana-
tion hasn’t satisfied many people in his own party.

His defenders consider Lott’s statement to be a slip of the
tongue. But how can they explain a similar statement about
Thurmond he made at a political rally 22 years ago? He was quot-
ed as saying, “You know, if we elected this man 30 years ago, we
wouldn’t be in the mess we are in today.” And how can Lott’s 1999
appearance at a meeting of the Council of Conservative Citizens, a
group known for its racist views, be explained?

It’s becoming more and more evident that Lott’s views on race
relations are out of the mainstream. Republicans should find a new
Senate leader if they want to succeed in making their party more
diverse. Lott is a relic from another time.

The Press-Republican, Plattsburgh, N.Y., on cheating and chil-
dren:

If children are the reflection of the adults around them, it would
seem that grown-ups are greatly in need of some ethical grooming,
if not a full-body morality makeover.

High-school students are cheating, stealing and lying more than
ever. And it's not a phase, but a trend that’s been rising for a
decade.

According to a recent survey of 12,000 students by the Joseph
Institute of Ethics, students who cheated on an exam at least once
in the past year jumped from 61 percent in 1992 to 74 percent in
2002.

And that’s not all. Those stealing from a store went from 31 per-
cent to 38 percent; and lying to parents — from 83 percent to a
startling 93 percent. Just since 2000, teenage cheating rose from 71
percent to 74 percent, while those who would lie to land a good job
spurted from 28 percent to 39 percent.

We need only to look at this year’s headlines to see why the
trend to cheat and steal is increasing.

Last vear's release of The
Lord of the Rings: The
Fellowship of the Ring was
widely hailed as one of the
year's best, and both longtime
JRR. Tolkein buffs and new
fans created by the first movie
were left breathless in anticipa-
ton of the next movie.

Wednesday's release of The
Lord of the Rings: The, Two
Towers does not disappoint,
although moviegoers may find
themselves breathless once
more, this time from the sheer
action shown on the screen.

Director Peter Jackson does
not waste time recounting the
events of Fellowship. Instead,
he delves straight nto the story
and the opening sequence,
which 1 do not wish to spoil, is
just the first of many which will
leave hearts pounding and lungs
gaspmg for air.

Detailing what is right with
the movie would take a very
long time, so | will concentrate
on what is outstanding:

First, the special effects are
first-rate. Nothing shown on the
screen is unbelievable, from the
incredibly detailed tower of
Barad-Dur to the computer-gen-
erated character Gollum,

A word about Gollum: when
[ first learned he would be a CGI

character, | must admit to feel-
ing a sense of dread. Images of
Jar-Jar Binks from the Star Wars
movies flooded my mind.
Those worries were for
naught, however, as Gollum
appears every bit as real and nat-
ural as the characters surround-
ing him. That is a credit both to
his creators, who obviously
wasted no effort to make him as
vivid and detailed as possible, as
well as to the actors whose job it
was to “interact” with him.
Gollum provokes the greatest
emotional response from the
audience of any character in the
movie, from his first terrifying
appearance on-screen to the
touching scenes which expose
his truly pinful state. It is easy to

see how his performance is
already becoming a favorite
among early moviegoers, which
is all the more remarkable due to
the fact that he isn’t even real.

Another outstanding aspect
of Two Towers is the sound,
which serves to make every-
thing on-screen that much more
believable. From every growl,
roar and shriek of the various
creatures  which  populate
Middle Earth, to the thud made
by each plodding step of the
Ents, the movie is a feast for the
ears as well as the eyes.

Then there’s the action.
While the first movie was
action-packed, Jackson cranks it
exponentially in Two Towers,
That, of course, has much to do
with Tolkein’s original book, the
first half of which leaves readers
on the edge of their seats from
the pursuit of the Uruk-Hai who
kidnapped Merry and Pippin to
the climactic battle at Helm’s
Deep.

That apparently was not
enough to satisfy the mood
Jackson was attempting to set,
and he's thrown in a minor bat-
tle or two of his own. The
changes work, as they do not
distract from the overall story-
line, but instead work to pro-
mote the sense of urgency
among the residents of Middle
Earth while the forces of dark-
ness mount their attack.

That leads me to an obvious
question — what is wrong with
the movie? After seeing
Fellowship last year, I would
have said not a thing, that it was
perfect in every regard. With
Two Towers, however, I'm not
SO sure.

Make no mistake, standing
on its own. Two Towers is a
great movie, arguably the best of
the year. Those who love
Tolkein's works, however, will
inevitably have to question the
departures he takes from the
original story, which are far
more numerous in the second
movie than the first.

Two examples come quickly
to mind. In the books, the pas-
sages detailing Gollum's inner

split-personality turmoil fill the
reader with a creeping dread. In
the movie, however, one of
these sequences is given a comic
touch, which the most rabid
Tolkein fans might find some-
how offensive. However, it
should be noted that the majori-
ty of the audience obviously
loved that particular scene in the
show I attended.

What | do find quite a bit
more objectionable is the
roughshod treatment shown to
the character Faramir, brother of
Boromir, who was slain at the
end of the first movie by the
arrows of the Uruk-Hai. In the
books, Faramir seemed, 1o me,
anyway, the wiser of the two
brothers, a person given to tak-
ing great care in the decisions he
makes.

In the movie, however,
Faramir comes across as a sim-
ple thug who is incapable of
making a correct decision until
mortal danger is staring him in
the face. Perhaps Jackson chose
to portray Faramir in this light 1o
heighten the sense of urgency at
that stage of the film, but it does
nothing to advance Faramir’s
heroic stature which, trying not
to give too much away, is neces-
sary for the next film. Jackson
tries to correct this with
Faramir’s last scene, but it
seemed too little too late for me.

But these complaints are
really just nit-picking. They are
only minor tweaks, and in the
end they may very well serve
the film version better.

Two Towers remains far
superior to any other film I've
seen this year, and it rises to the
bar set for it by the first film. In
fact, I would be hard-pressed to
pick a favorite between the two.

The government's holiday
safety tips include:

B When tree shopping, look
for fresh trees or artificial ones
labeled “fire resistant.” At home,
place trees away from doorways,
fireplaces and radiators. Decorate
trees with flame-resistant materi-
als that don’t contain lead. Never
use lighted candles on trees,

M Use only lights proven safe
by a recognized testing laboratory.
Replace  burned-out  bulbs
promptly and throw out lights
with damaged wires or loose con-
nections.

B Make sure outdoor lights are
certified for outdoor use and fas-
ten them securely to trees or house
walls, keeping them away from
power lines. To hold lights in
place, string them through hooks

or use insulated staples, not nails
or tacks, Never pull or tug lights
to remove them.

B Tumn off all holiday lights
before going to bed or leaving the
house to avoid fires. Never use
electric lights on a metallic tree,
which can become charged with
electricity.

B Plug all outdoor electric
decorations into circuits with
ground fault circuit interrupters to
avoid potential shocks.

B Avoid decorations that
resemble food or candy or are
sharp, breakable or have parts a
child could swallow.

M Don't burn wrapping papers
in the fireplace. The wrappings
might ignite suddenly and cause a
flash fire.

W Keep “fire salts” away from
children. The salts, which produce
colored flames when thrown on
wood fires, can cause intense
stomach pain and vomiting if
eaten.

B When decorating with spun
glass “angel hair,” wear gloves to
avoid skin irritation. Follow direc-
tions carefully to avoid breathing
problems while using artificial
SNOW Sprays.

While Marv says Ed proba-
bly was the best athlete in the
family, it was Frank who
became a college basketball leg-
end,

After Frank’s senior year at
Corbin High, both Kentucky
coach Adolph Rupp and Western
Kentucky's Ed Diddle declined
to offer him a scholarship
because they thought he was too
frail, But Frank grew three inch-
es that summer —

“All us Selvys were late
developers,” Marvy says - and,
at 6-foot-3, was named the MYP
in the East-West All-Star game.

Rupp changed his mind and
offered Frank a scholarship, but
he already had committed to
play for Coach Lyles Alley at
Furman.

During Selvy's three-year
varsity career, Furman defeated
Duke, South Carolina, Georgia,
and Georgia Tech, mostly
because Frank was a scoring
machine. He averaged 24.6
points as a sophomore and 29.5
as a junior. As a senior, his 41.7
average was the NCAA record
until Pete Maravich averaged
43.8 as an LSU sophomore in
1967-'68.

The Furman-Newberry game
was the first college hoops event
to be televised in South
Carolina. It also was the first
time that Frank's mother, Iva,
had seen him play in college.

So Marv, who
had received scholarship offers
from UK and others, signed to
go there, But when U of L's
Hickman belatedly offered him a
scholarship ~ just as Rupp had
done with Frank more than a
decade earlier — Marv opted for
U of L, even though it cost him a
year's eligibility.

“1 wanted to play with Wes
and Butch," he said.

When Marv joined the varsity
in 1967-'68, Wes Unseld and
Butch Beard were the stars of a
Cardinal team that was consid-
ered a serious national champi-
onship threat. On Feb. 24, 1968,
Selvy made a 70-footer at the
end of the first half against
Wichita State that’s still the
longest U of L field goal ever.

Selvy averaged 7.2 points for
that team, which ended the sea-
son ranked No. 9 in the final
polls and was defeated by top-
ranked Houston, 91-75, in the
semifinals of the NCAA
Midwest Regional.

As a junior in 1968-'69, the
6-4 Selvy moved to guard so
Beard could switch to forward,
his best position. Although Selvy
averaged only 6.3 points, he
endeared himself to U of L fans
by putting in a Beard air-ball to
beat Memphis at the buzzer. He
also was a key figure in a late-
season brawl with Drake, which
went on to advance to the
NCAA Final Four in Freedom
Hall while the Cards were rele-
gated to the NIT.

Alas for Selvy, his career
ended prematurely when he suf-
fered a tom hamstring against
Cal-Riverside in the first game
of the 1969-'70 season. As fate
would have it, that injury came
only week before the Cards
were to play Furman in Freedom
Hall, which turned out to be a
93-69 U of L victory.

The teams haven't played
since. And in case you were
wondering, U of L's single-
game scoring record is the 45
that Unseld scored against
Georgetown College in the
opening-game of the 1967-'68
season.

This will make Marv Selvy
the only person in Freedom Hall
Saturday who was present when
both the Furman and the U of L
single-game scoring records
were sel.
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The AFC is amazing: The top
record is 9-5 and is shared by
(ital) four (ital) teams. And any
of them could have home field
advantage, or could not even
make the playoffs because four
others have won eight games
already.

And, in two of the four divi-
sions, all four teams have a
record of .500 or better. It all
goes to show two things:

The Eagles were
rolling early and most gave
credit to Donovan McNabb.

State hires Smith

EAST LANSING, Mich. —
Michigan State hired Louisville’s
John L. Smith as football coach, a
umiversity source said Thursday.

Smith. who coached Louisville
in the GMAC Bowl on
Wednesday night. was on
Michigan  State’s  campus
Thursday to accept the job, the
source said on condition of
anonymity.

Smith  succeeds  Bobby
Williams, fired Nov. 4 with three
games left in a season that was
disappointing on and off the field.

Smith led Louisville to
unprecedented success in his five
seasons; including as many bowl
games (five) as the school had in
its history before he armived. The
Cardinals” five straight winning
seasons were a first for the pro-
gram,

Smith came o Louisville in
998 from Utah State, where he
coached for three seasons.

Michigan State reached as
high as 15th in the rankings this
year, but things fell apart and the
team was 3-6 when Williams was
fired. The Spartans finished 4-8,
their worst record since 1991,

Williams went 16+17 overall at
Michigan State.

Lowsville was 41-21 under
Smith, including Wednesd:ity's
38-15 bowl loss to Marshall.

During that game. cell phones
started ringing on Louisville's
sideline during the first quarter,
and word spread quickly among
the players that Smith might be

hgaded elsewhere,
“We knew about it in the first
quarter. The whole sideline

knew." Louisville quarterback
Dave Ragone said Wednesday, *'1
tried to put some water on the fire,
but the guys had a lot of different
emotions at that time, and it was
hard to regroup.”

Louisville won its second
straight Conference USA champi-
onship and finished 11-2 in 2001
but went 7-6 in 2002.

Smith, 54, signed an eight-
year contract with Louisville in
2000.

He implemented the same
high-scoring, pass-oriented
offense he used at Utah State and
Idaho, and the Cardinals led the
nation with 560 yards and 40
points per game in his first season.

An Idaho native, Smith served
as an assistant at six different
western schools before becoming
the head coach at Idaho in 1989.

Pityriasis rosea is a fairly com-
mon rash, especially in young

women. It usually occurs in the

spring and fall, It is probably of viral
origin and is not highly contagious. It
can be associated with other viral type
symptoms such as headache, fatigue
and malaise, but this is relatively
uncommon.

The rash starts out with a single
lesion usually on the trunk. It is a large
oval patch (the “Herald Patch™) that’s
flat (no elevation of the skin). This
patch has dark red borders and is clear
in the center. It is painless and doesn’t

itch, One to two weeks later, a gener-
alized rash appears, also on the trunk.
These are small, oval, fawn-colored
flat patches. They appear scaly on the
edges and clear in the center. The rash
is often asymptomatic, but can be itchy
— as in your case. The rash follows
the cleavage lines of the skin and has a
“Christmas Tree” appearance down the
back. Generally no treatment is neces-
sary, and the rash disappears in six to
eight weeks. On rare occasions, the
rash has been known to take over two
months to elear up.

As for your itching, using a topical
steroid cream can help as well as tak-
ing Benadryl by mouth. Benadryl can
cause some drowsiness, so use it with
caution. A unique feature of this rash

15 that it can be helped by ultraviolet
light, so getting out in the sun or using
UVB light daily for about a week can
be a big help. In severe cases, your
doctor may recommend the use of sys-
temic corticosteroids — either by
mouth or injection. Since this rash is
self-limiting and rarely recurs, your
doctor will only consider steroids as a
“last resort.”

While pityriasis rosea is usually a
rather straight- forward diagnosis,
rashes can sometimes be difficult to
identify as many of them look alike.
For instance, your doctor may make a
skin scraping of a lesion to rule in or
rule out fungal rashes that look very
similar to pityriasis rosea, Blood tests
to check for possible systemic illnesses

are also indicated in some cases.
Finally, there are some medications
that can cause rashes similar to pityria-
sis rosea that your doctor must rule out.
Having said all this, let me repeat that
a medical professional can easily diag-
nosis a classic case of pityriasis rosen
just by looking at the tell-tale rash.

The
excuses have
varied over
the years and
have includ-
ed “them
diesels will
lock up it
you shut ‘em down right away," and

“the turbochargers run so hot they will
burn up if you don't let *em idle for 15
minutes before turnin’ ‘em off.”

Statements such as these have led me
to marvel at the fact that the universal
laws of physics and thermodynamics do
not apply to diesel ambulances. 1 have
researched this subject with calls to the
engineering department at Ford Motor
Company, as well as the ambulance
manufacturer and several diesel truck
mechanies — all of whom say “no prob-
lem, turn them off.” The opposition has
not been able to produce any owner’s
manual, service manual or other docu-
ment indicating that anything will burn
up or lock up. In my 20 years in this
business the only thing that has come
close to being locked-up is me. Recently
a couple of paramedics from a not-so-
neighborly neighboring county called
the police to have me arrested and
“locked-up” in jail for “touching” their
truck after I went outside and turned off
their ambulance. I never meant to harm
anyone’s diesel.

In retrospect, 1 don't know what
came over me. Toxic fumes, perhaps?

But a major redesign is a cou-
ple years off yet, so Pontiac con-
tinues to hone the expressive
style of the Sunfire that, even
today, makes this front-drive
compact stand out from plainer
compettors.

front and rear. We took several
business trips of more than 300
miles, and we never arrived
fatigued from seat positioning or
softness. The headroom is good,
as is leg and foot area. Cargo
capacity can grow to 100.7
cubic feet depending on rear
seat positioning, and is by far
the best in its category.

On the road, the Santa Fe
offers excellent handling, with
Just a tad bit of sway in sharper
corners. Sixteen-inch tires
mated to aftractive five-spoke
aluminum wheels are standard.
The brakes are responsive,
although we felt the steering
was a little too touchy and
would have liked a bit more
play. Still, one can easily get
used to Santa Fe's personality.

Important numbers include a
wheelbase of 103.1 inches, fuel
capacity of 17.2 gallons and
EPA numbers of 19 mpg city
and 26 mpg highway.

The Neon, which dropped its
coupe model years ago and now
is sold only as a sedan with a
starting price of $13,255, offers
three engines for 2003.

One is a |50-horsepower, 2-
liter four-cytinder that delivers
135 foot-pounds of torque at
4,800 rpm.

The transmission shifter in
the test Sunfire had a notchy
feel, though I found the correct
gears each time without a prob-
lem.

But the clutch pedal had a
vibration as | finished letting up
on it after shifting. 1 also had a
nonstop vibrating sensation on
the sole of my foot whenever |
rested my left foot, ever so
slightly, on the clutch pedal at a
stoplight.

The Sunfire's estimated 26
miles a gallon fuel economy rat-
ing in city driving — for a man-
ual transmission model — isn’t
as good as some competitors,
The manual-transmission Civic
is rated at 32 mpg, while the
Neon with 2-liter four- is rated
at 29 mpg.

Highway fuel economy of 33
mpg for the 2003 Sunfire is less
than the 36 mpg rating for the
Neon and the 38 mpg of a Civic
coupe with manual transmis-
sion.

The Sunfire has a nice ride on
smooth pavement but transmits
rigorous road bumps to riders.

The car rides somewhat nois-
ily, with the engine heard almost
all the time, even at idle, in the
test car.

Road noise comes through,
too, and at highway speeds in
the test car. there was wind noise
emanating from somewhere
around the windshield. An occa-
sional rattle that appeared to be
tied to a road surface harmonic
added to the general noise level.

Thank goodness the test car’s
stereo, complete with XM satel-

lite radio and CD player, had
strong, clear tunes.

In general, the Sunfire does-
n't convey the all-buttoned-
down and controlled ride of
small cars that have newer, more
modern platforms. The Sunfire
suspension includes
MacPherson struts in front and
trailing control arms with twist
beam in back.

Still, the Sunfire maneuvered
easily in tight quarters and per-
formed better than expected in
slalom maneuvers.

Not surprisingly, this small
car’s back seat can be a squeeze
for three, though seating and,
thank you, shoulder belts are
provided for that many passen-
gers,

Rear windows don’t open,
and riders’ heads are positioned
close to the rear lift glass.

The coupe’s back seat
becomes more functional now,

with seatbacks that fold down in

a 60/40° configuration so that
long items can slide through
from the trunk, the way they can
in a hatchback.

But in the test Sunfire, these
rear seatbacks didn't rest com-
pletely flat, so items didn't slide
easily all the way inside:

While Pontiac upgraded the
Sunfire’s seat fabric for 2003, it
didn’t improve the front seats
themselves, which lacked suffi-
cient support in the cushion and
for the lower back for me.

The sizable gap on the dash-
board above the closed glove-
box door also distracted. It
appeared to be designed that
way, but it appeared as if the
Sunfire’s fit and finish wasn’t up
to par.

Over the years, the Sunfire
and Cavalier haven’t been at the
top of crash lest results.

The National Highway
Traffic Safety Administration
gives the 2003 two-door Sunfire
only one out of five stars for
front-seat protection in a side
crash and two out of five stars

for rear-seat protection in a side
crash.

in NHTSA frontal crash test-
ing, the Sunfire coupe received
three out of five stars for driver
protection and four out of five
for passenger protection.

In addition, in separate crash
testing, the Insurance Institute
for Highway Safety gave the
Sunfire and Cavalier a poor rat-
ing overall after an offset frontal
crash. This was for a 1995
Cavalier several years ago, the
last time the [HS tested the
cars.

NHTSA reports no safety
recalls of late-model Sunfires of
the 2000, 2001 and 2002 model
years. But in late 2002, some
Sunfires built in 1997 were part
of a larger General Motors Corp.
recall in which power rack-and-
pinion steering systems might
be faulty.

Pontiac spokeswoman Kelly
Wysocki said 60 percent of
Sunfire buyers are women.

A third are college grads, 53
percent are single, and annual
household income is about
$48,000. Average age is 42, she
said.

TOM:

When the turbo is run hard, it
gets very hot. And if you turn
the engine off before the turbo
cools down, the oil inside the
turbocharger’s tiny o1l passages
can “coke” or dry and harden in
place and ruin the turbo. But if
you let the engine run for a
minute or two, the turbo cools
off (relatively), the oil drains
down, and everything is fine.

And in fact, Navistar, who
makes the engines for these
Ford ambulances, says that
under most driving conditions
— even emergency driving —
the engine doesn’t need any
cooling off period before it can
be shut down. But when the
engine is run under full load (at
very high speeds or up a long
incline), it should be idled for 45
seconds to two minutes before
being turned off.

TOM:

So your drivers are correct, in
theory. Gary, but they are being
overly cautious. And they also
hate you.

RAY:

Right. So you'd be well-
advised fo let someone else do
the negotiating at this point. But
perhaps after a minute or two,

*they'd be willing to shut off the
engines and spare everybody a
couple of lungfuls of diesel
exhaust. Unfortunately, in most
cases, during those two minutes,
you, your staff and the incoming
patient will still be the ones
most exposed,

TOM:

So another solution would be
to have the hospital install flexi-
ble exhaust tubes, like we use in
the garage. We often have to run
cars inside the shop to diagnose
them. And we have hoses that
hang down from the ceiling.
They slide onto the exhaust
pipes of cars, and they take the
exhaust out of the garage, so we

don’t get any dumber than we
already are. If you had a couple
of them hanging there, you
could slap one onto the exhaust
pipe as it backed in, and every-
body would be happy.

RAY:

Just. be careful they don™t
reroute the other ends of the
pipes into your office, Gary.
These guys are out to get you.

A heated battle
over a broken
thermostat

Dear Tom and Ray:

I was driving to work recent-
ly, and my car overheated,
which caused the engine to
smoke and fail. | received no
warning. The temperature
gauge did not go up, and no
lights came on. But my extend-
ed-warranty company is refus-
ing to pay for the overhaul of
the engine. They are stating that
it was my thermostat that broke,
and that since I drove the vehi-
cle after it overheated, I was
guilty of abuse, which is not
covered. But if the gauge does-
n’t tell me the thermostat is bro-
ken and the engine is overheat-
ing, then how am I supposed to
take responsibility for it? It's a
1999 Ford Explorer. I bought it
eight months ago with 36,000
miles, and 1 got a warranty for
an additional 24 months or
24,000 miles. It now has
47.000, so it's still covered,
What do you think?

I don’t think they can know
that a bad thermostat caused the
overheating. It could be the
exact opposite. It could be that
the overheating ruined the ther-
mostat, We've seen that happen,
too.

RAY:

Here's a plausible scenario:
If the temperature gauge or the
temperature sending unit, which
sends the temperature to the
gauge, were broken, then
there’s no way you would have
Known that the engine was run-
ning hot. And in that case, they
should pay not only for your
engine, but for a new gauge,
too.

TOM:

If I were you, I'd have the
vehicle towed to a mechanic
you trust. Have him remove and
test your TSU and your temper-
ature gauge. If either is faulty,
have him write a letter saying
so, and you'll have a slam-dunk
case in small-claims court,

RAY:

And even if both parts check
out fine, then you have to con-
sider the possibility that a)
they're misbehaving intermit-
tently, or b) you’re a ditz.

TOM:

But if you're convinced that
you had no waming, I'd still
take the company to small-
claims court, They're the ones
who have to prove “abuse,” so
the onus is on them. [ think
you'll win because you don't
sound abusive to me, Heather.
Good luck.
