It nine from seven in 200 l. 
In response to this ''compli­

cated" problem. groups have 
dealt with the issue in regards to 
supply by eliminating accessi­
bility, as well as to demand by 
developing programs to treat 
those who use the drugs. 

Law enforcement worked 
toward getting drugs off the 
street by making numerous drug 
busts and investigations, includ­
ing the one mvolving Millard 
Penmngton on Nov. 5, which 
was one of Eastern Kentucky's 
biggest busts ever, and led to the 
confiscation of $400,000 in con­
traband. The Floyd County 
Sheriff's Department tackled the 
problem by organizing a drug 
task force with city police 
departments and inviting the 
public to get involved. 

would then be redistricted to 
Adams Middle School.

District court approached the 
problem from a different angle 
by planmng a drug court system 
that, if successful, would not 
only help reduce the number of 
repeat offenders and give them 
an opportumty for a new way of 
life, but would decrease the mar 
ket for dealers. The program. 
which will accept repeat offend· 
ers involving drug-related 
crimes. will not accept traftick­
e~ or those involved in violent 
crimes. Participants arc kept 
under "ught rein" and are man­
dated to seek the counseling and 
support necessary to leave drugs 
behind. 

Another program established 
in Paintsville addressed the 
tncrease in prescripuon drug 
use, specifically opiates such a~ 
OxyContin and hydrocodone. 
The methadone maintenance 
program, designed to bring the 
addicted person off opiates 
while teaching them how to 
remain drug-free, was estab­
lished in the Paintsvtllc 
Professional Associates build­
ing. The program uses the opiate 
methadone, which does not pro­
duce the "high" that is associat­
ed with other opiate use.

The new tags certainly arc not the most masculine. An 
informal poll at our office bears that out, even though 
we ' ll admit it's not the most scientific method of gauging 
public response. While some females said they liked the 
new look because it is "cute." the male response was uni­
versal condemnation. One of the more printable com­
ments was that the plate h· s a ··pansy'' look. 

For its part. the state says the new tag goes hand in 
hand with the "It's that friendly" tourism motto. and is 
intended to capitalize on surveys which show visitors to 
Kentucky are impressed with the friendliness of its resi­
dents.

LOUISVILLE Paul 
Patton's usual smile and confi­
dence were gone. replaced by 
sobs and remorse as the gover­
nor confessed to an adulterous 
affair that stunned Kentucky 
and tamted his legacy. 

Revelations of Patton's tryst 
with businesswoman Tina 
Conner was the near-unani­
mous choice as the top story of 
the year in Kentucky. The vot­
ing was by a panel of newspa­
per editors and broadcasters for 
The Associated Press. 

The state's financial woes. as 
tax collections slumped and 
lawmakers failed to enact a 
state budget, were the next top 
vote-getters. 

Other significant stories 
included the sex scandal 
embroiling the Catholic 
Church, the sniper-style slaying 
of Pulaski County Sheriff Sam 
Catron. the legal feud between 
Lt. Gov. Steve Henry and feder­
al investigators and the return 
home of medical marvel Tom 
Christerson, a pioneer recipient 
of the AbioCor anificial hean. 

But the Patton sex scandal, 
which caught the nation's atten­
tiOn, overshadowed everythmg 
else in Kentucky when it erupt· 
ed in September. 

Conner revealed the two­
year relationship in an mter­
view with WHAS-TV in 
Louisville. Conner had political 
ties to Patton, having served as 
his patronage contact in 
H1ckman County. With his 
wtfe, Jud1. at his side, Patton 
initially denied the affair. He 
later recanted and made hjs 
emotionally choked confession. 
This time, his wife was absent. 

Kentucky Historian Laureate 
Thomas D. Clark said Patton's 
legacy will be shaped largely by 
how he guides the state through 

its budgetary woes in the last 
year of his term. No matter his 
accomplishments, though, 
Patton will always be linked 
with the sex scandal, Clark said. 

"If he maintatns the educa­
tional system largely intact and 
keeps that momentum going, if 
he is able to bring about even a 
remote change in the revenue 
system ... his legacy will be a 
good one. always shattered by 
the scandal," Clark told The 
Associated Press. 

Conner slapped Patton with 
a sexual harassment lawsuit. 
She claimed the governor 
unleashed state regulators who 
hounded her Clinton nursing 
home in far western Kentucky 
after she broke off the relation­
ship. Patton denied any such 
abuse of power, but the accusa­
tion triggered state and federal 
investigations. In December. a 
judge dismissed parts of the 
lawsuit that alleged Patton had 
punished Conner after the affair 
ended. 

Conner's nursing home, 
Birchtree Healthcare, went into 
a tailspin not long before the 
scandal broke. By mid­
December, Conner was barred 
from the facility and it was 
taken over by new manage­
ment. 

The affair also carried politi­
cal ramifications. Patton abort­
ed his expected run in 2004 for 
the U.S. Senate seat held by 
Republican Jim Bunning, and 
sat out the fall campaign. 

Patton cut back on public 
appearances for a time but was 
back in the spotlight as the 
state's bleak financial situation 
worsened. 

The budget impasse that kept 
lawmakers from passing a two­
year budget was voted the 
year's No. 2 story. Patton has 
been running the state on his 
own spending plan since the fis­
cal year began July 1.

budget cuts. 

Hall and Austin approached 
the school board with sugges­
tions that would save band pro­
grams. but were told that the 
decision to make the cuts were 
not solely the choice of the 
school board. 

Then-school board chainnan 
Johnnie Ross, told the duo and 
others who protested the dec1sion 
that the final say on cuts involv­
ing individual school programs 
rested with the site-based coun· 
cils at each school. 

"1 think it can be both a board 
issue and a site-based council 
issue." Ross said. 

Ross reminded those in oppo­
sition with band-related deci­
sions that when school cuts were 
at hand, the arts were usually the 
first to go. 

·'You could ask. the board to 
make the music teachers di~ 
trictwide employees," said Ross 
"That would keep the counc1l 
from having to make those tough 
decisions." 

Adams Middle School princi­
pal Jack Goodman explained the 
cutbacks during a site-based 
council meeting on Oct. 30, and 
offered hope to those unwilling 
to g1ve up on a grade school band 
program. 

Goodman told those in atten­
dance that the decision to elimi • 
nate the band program came after 
careful consideration. Goodman 
said that of the programs offered 
at the school. the band had the 
least amount of participants, 
based on the previous year's 
records. This made the band pro­
gram the prime candidate for 
elimination, considering it would 
adversely affect the fewest stu­
dents. 

During the same meeting, 
however, Goodman offered 
hope, saying that moves would 
be made to offer band instruction 
to students interested in pursuing 
that particular avenue. 

One of the options would be 
an after-school band tutonng 
program which would lind high 
school students helping out. 

Goodman left the issue hang­
ing. but added a positive hint, 
saying the issue would cenuinly 
be "revisited."

LOUISVILLE- An organi­
zation that give~ legal ad\ ice 
and help to the poor is closing 
office-. around Kentucky and 
laying off staff <Js it face~ cuts in 
federal and other funding. 

As a result. the state's four 
Legal Aid corporations will 
serve fewer client), in 2003. and 
the poor will have more trouble 
getting help with cases that 
include domestic violence. 
home foreclosures, evictions, 
predatory lending and legal 
problems faced by the elderly 
and disabled. 

"This is the first time we've 
had cuts from so many sources 
at the \arne time.'" said Dick 
Cullison. executive director of 
Legal Aid of the Bluegrass. ·•J 
think it increases suffering in the 
low-income community." 

Kentucky"s Legal Aid pro­
grams currently have budget<; 
totaling about $12 million hut 
.,., ill lose nearly $1.6 million 
next year - mostly from feder­
al sources. which supply most of 
the programs· money. The 
poverty rate has dcdined slight­
ly in Ken tuck) while jumpmg Ill 
larger 'itates. so Ken tuck) 's 
funding has fallen under a feder­
al formula. 

"It's like nothing we've ever 
been through in recent memo­
ry." said Jamie Hamon, execu­
tive director of the Access to 
Justice roundation. a statewide 
poverty law center in Lexington. 
''It's like bleeding to death 
through a thousand cuts.'' 

The cuts alarm Ruth 
McCarthy of Louisville. who 
said Legal Aid helped her 96-
year-old mother. Edith Wmsor. 
keep Medicaid benefits - and 
avoid being forced out of a nurs­
ing home. 

'"My rnother ha' dementia ­
she doesn't even know me."

Although most ol the budget 
reductions arc due to a decrease 
in federal funding. money from 
the ~tate and privati.' sourct.>s is 
also being cut. Gov. Paul Patton 
this month announced a 2.6 per­
cent cut in the state's annual 
appropri:1tion of about$ I .5 mil-

lion because of the stall' budget 
crisis. 

Legal Aid wa ... founded in 
l.ouis,ille in 1921. funded \\ith 
private donations. and began 
expanding into rural Kentucky 
in the mid-l960s dunng the fed­
eral War on Poveny. In 1975. 
President Richard Nixon signed 
legislation creating the Legal 
Services Corp. that administers 
Legal Aid nationwide and pro­
vides most of its funding. 

In Eastern Kentucky. the 
funding cuts have forced the 
Appalachian Research and 

Defcn~c Fund. or Appalred. to 
cut Hs ~taff of 60 b) I 0 and close 
oftices in Jackson and 
Manchester. said executive 
director LaiT) York. Appalred 
expects to close the Pike,ille 
ofticc early next )CUr and is still 
deciding \\ hcther it can keep its 
Harlan office open. he said. 

'"When you lose the presence 
in the community 1t's really 
hurd," York said. "This down­
!>izing is not pretty.""

While the state's two 
Division I-A programs scram­
bled to till vacancies, Western 
Kentucky made a quiet, but 
impressive march through the 
Division 1-AA playoffs. 

The Hilltoppers beat the 
third-, second-, and top-seeded 
teams on their way to its first 
national football title. 

Eastern Kentucky, the state's 
most successful 1-AA program, 
also reached a milestone, with 
the retirement of Coach Roy 
Kidd after 39 seasons. 

The 70-year-old Kidd fin­
ished with 315 victories, behind 
only Pop Warner (319), Bear 
Bryant (323), Florida State's 
Bobby Bowden (333) and Penn 
State's Joe Paterno (336) on the 
all-time victories list for 
Division I coaches. 

"It makes me feel awful good 
to think that my name would be 
up there with people like Bear 
Bryant and guys lilce Paterno 
and Bowden," Kidd said at his 
farewell news conference. "But 
that's not me. Roy Kidd didn't 
do that. A lot of very good play­
ers and coaches did that." 

Kidd led the Colonels to two 
national championships, 16 
Ohio Valley Conference titles 
and 24 straight winning seasons. 
Louisville offensive line coach 
Danny Hope, who played for 
Eastern in the late 1970s, was 
named Kidd's successor on Dec. 
6. 

One day later, Louisville 
Male and Louisville Trinity -
led by respective quarterbacks 
Michael Bush and Brian Brohm 
- staged one of the greatest 
high school games in Kentucky 
history. 

The teams combined for an 
staggering 1,337 total yards as 
Trinity won 59-56. 

"It was crazy," said Brohm. 
"Luckily, we pulled it out in the 
end." 

The college basketball sea­
son also had its share of amazing 
games, the most bizarre occur­
ring on Dec. 21. 

Indiana trailed Kentucky 65-
64 at Freedom Hall when 
Hoosiers' coach Mike Davis 
charged onto the court to protest 
a non-call on a drive by fresh­
man Bracey Wright. Davis was 
ejected from the nationally tele­
vised game and the Wildcats 
won 70-64, their eighth win over 
the Hoosiers in the last nine 
years.

The high point of Pitino's 
first season came on Dec. 20, 
200 l, when Reece Games sank 
two 3-pointers in the final 32 
seconds to lift Louisville pa-;t 
Tennessee 73-72. 

The Cardinals won onJy 10 of 
their last 21 games and settled 
for a bid to the NIT. where they 
lost m the second round. 

Western Kentucky had one of 
its best seasons ever, going 28-4 
and reaching the NCAA tourna­
ment for the second straight 
year. The school also began a 
massive renovation of Diddle 
Arena. 

Louisville mayor Dave 
Armstrong lobbied hard. but 
failed in his bid to lure an NBA 
franchise. The Charlotte Hornets 
eventually opted for New 
Orleans, leaving Louisville 
snubbed for the third time by a 
pro basketball team. 

"I still think Louisville is a 
major-league city," said 
Armstrong, who leaves office in 
January. "I'm going to continue 
to work hard to make sure it ts in 
a position w ~ a major-Jeague 
city in the future." 

Horse racing lost one of its 
greats in 2002. 

Seattle Slew, who swept the 
Kentucky Derby, Preakness and 
Belmont Stakes in 1977. died in 
Lexington on May 7 - exactly 
25 years after his victory at 
Churchill Downs. 

The death of Slew left no li'­
ing Triple Crown winners for 
the first time s1occ Str Barton 
became the first horse to com­
plete the sweep in 1919. 

"It was a privilege to be on a 
horse like that," said Slew'!> 
jockey, Jean Cruguet. "On the 
biggest days. he won the biggest 
races. He had a good life. He did 
everything a horse could do.'' 

Another Triple Crown win­
ner nearly emerged a month 
later. Three days before Slew's 
death, War Emblem earned a 
front-running four-length win in 
the l28th Kentucky Derby. Two 
weeks later, the colt won the 
Preakness and became the 
eighth horse since A.ffinned in 
1978 to capture the first two Jegs 
of the Triple Crown. 

But like the prcv10us seven, 
War Emblem stumbled in the 
Belmont Stake!>, finishing 
eighth. It was the thtrd ncar-miss 
for trainer Bob Baffert, who 
won the Derby and Preakness in 
1997, with Silver Charm, and m 
1998, with Real QUiet. 

"I feel empty," Baffert sa1d. 
moments after War Emblem lost 
in New York. "I feel like I let the 
fans down."

against a recurrence of the mys­
terious illness that afflicted preg­
nant mares and killed foals by 
the hundreds in 2001. 

A few cases occurred in 
2002, but not in the epidemic 
numbers of the previous year. 
Meanwhile, scientists zeroed in 
on eastem tent caterpillars as the 
cause of Mare Reproductive 
Loss Syndrome. 

"At this point, we still don't 
know exactly why this occurs or 
how much exposure is needed to 
bring about the losses," said Dr. 
Neil Williams. a veterinary 
pathologist who studied the dis­
ease. "But we're sure that the 
caterpillars are not the fuuy, 
harmless creatureo; we once 
thought they were." 

Horse farmers and track 
superintendents also took pre­
cautions to limit the spread of 
the mosquito-home West 1\lile 
virus, which struck more than 
500 horses in Kentucky, but few 
thoroughbreds.

Kentucky beat even­
tual Southeastern Conference 
West Divbion champion 
Arkansas, but was victimized by 
the year's best college football 
play, LSU's so-called ''immacu­
late deflection." 

On Nov. 9. the Wildcats led 
30-27 with two seconds left at 
Commonwealth Stadium. 
Morriss had already been given 
a sideline shower with the 
Gatorade cooler. Fireworks 
exploded and fans ran onto the 
field as the final play unfolded. 
Three Wildcats tipped Marcus 
Randall's deep pass and the ball 
somehow ended up in the hands 
of Devery Henderson, who 
scored a shocking game-win­
ning touchdown. 

'This is the worst possible 
thing that could have happened 
to us," quarterback Jared 
Lorenzen said after the stunning 
finish. 

Louisville's Smith admitted 
he endured a "season from hell" 
with the Cardinals. who were 
coming off an 11-2 season. 

They were touted in the pre­
season as a threat to go unde­
feated. but a porous offensive 
line and internal problems led to 
uneven performances all year. 

Louisville lost two of its first 
four games before a nationally 
televised showdown with 
unbeaten J·lorida State. ln a dri­
ving rainstorm. the Cardinals 
pulled off a 26-20 upset of the 
No. 4 Seminoles. the hight:st­
ranked team Louisville had ever 
beaten. 

But TCU hammered 
Louisville 45-31 on Oct. 19, and 
the Cardinals never recovered, 
dropping three of their last five 
games.
