Bill would remove 
statute of limitations 
on sex abuse lawsuits

LO ISVILLE - A bill 
pending in the tate Senate 
Judiciary Commtttee would lift 
the statute or limitations on 
child e'ual abuse l;n \Uit • 
• tllowing plaintiff to uc 
decudes after alleged abuse 
mighl have oc urred. 

Although it wo11ld apply to 
all abuse ca ·es. the bill was 
aimed at lawsuits allegmg St')(U· 

al abu e of childr n by clergy, 
ntd Sen. David Karem. one of 

the btll's co--spon or . 'en. R.J. 
Palmer 11 said he filed the bill as 
a way to hold churches 11nd other 
organization accountable.

TOM: 
Gee, Patrick. we certainly do apolo­

gize for causing any consternation. 1 was , 
conMemated for a whole week once, and · 
boy was that unpleasant! 

RAY: 
The investigations we cited on the 

2000 and 200 l Focus were taken up by 
the National Highway Traffic Safety 
Admirustration. And in our opinion. 
NHTSA doesn't open investigation 
Lightly or without significant report of 
problems. Plus. the Pocus was lhe 'Ub­
jeet of an unusual number of investiga­
tions. Bur you are correcr - an investi­
gation j not proof of a defecr. 

TOM: 
Fortunately, there have been scvetal 

developments on tbe Focus from in the 
past few months, and we re happy to 
report on them here. First. Ford 
acknowledged that the Focus has had 
too many quality problem~. The compa­
ny responded by lappmg a 5-year. 
I 00.000-mile drive-train warranty on all 
.Focuses to help regain customer confi­
dence. Thar. certainly a step in the right 
direction. 

RAY: 
Ford also tells us that its internal 

tracking shows qualit} problems and 
warranty costs going down steadily 
ince 2001, reflecung the improvements 

it says it's been making. We can't verify 
that, but if it' lnJe, that's al o good 
news. 

TOM; 
As for tlle recaJ.I investigations we 

mentioned, here are the updates: The 
2000 mode] had a problem with the left 
rear wheel falling off. Ford discovered 
t.hal the problem was caused by an 
underdesigned seal in the wheel bearing_ 
ln the middle of 200 l. Ford changed to 
a ··more robusf' seaL Cars manufactured 
before mid-2001 can be fixed for free at 
F~Jrd dealership (provided you get there 
before the wheel faU off). 

RAY; 
The investigation into air bag· m the 

2000 and 2001 Focuses causing bums 
and tire was closed. That mean there 
wus not enough evidence to suggest that 
a defecl exists. and the case was dis­
missed,_ 

TOM: 
The problem of front suspen ·ion 

collapsing whlle 2000 and 2001 Focu ·es 
were being driven has Ie~ulted in a 
recall and a manufacturing change. The 
problem is a bolt that comes loose. Ford 
dealers will inspect and tighten or 
replace the offending bolt under the 
recall. Those cac built after Ma} 200 I 
wore subject to a manufacturing chang 
that made sure lhe piot:h bolt was prop­
erly tigb£ened. Ford says this \.\ill solve 
the problem going forward. 

RAY: 
The engine fires in 2000 and 2001 

c.ars al o resulted in a recall and a manu­
facturing change. Tiuu problem was 
caused by wire that were routed near 
the battery. Those wire were rerouted 
for t.Jw 2002 model year and all previ­
ou vehicle have been recalled o the1r 
wires can be moved, too 

TOM: 
That le3ves O£dy a couple of open 

inve~ligations. One is the from su~pen-
ion collapse on Lhe 2002 Focu e.~; (the 

recall on.ly covered 2000 and 200 l ). 
Ford ays its intemal data ruggests that 
the problem did not continue into 2002.
