Crime pays 
for foreign 
prisoners 

I'm writing regarding the 
early release of pd oners. I 
have to somewhat agr~.;e with 

Floyd County 
Commonwealth's Anorney 
Brent Turner. Drug dealers 
are not the best candidates to 
release from custody. 
However. Gov Paul Patton 
has made a good decision to 
release prisoners. but who 
gets released would best be 
decided by the common­
wealth's artorney. as they're 
the ones who prosecute the 
case. 

I've been a prisoner for 
over a decade myself. My 
advice to cut the budget with 
pri oner releases, I would 
tart with individual prison 

camps where prisoners are 
already in general acth ities 
with the general public and 
have already been creened 
to be of son risk, Also. pris­
oners : hould be released to 
larger halfway houses and 
work release tem1s. 

There is a wrong assump­
tion of what a prison is. It 
sure does not stand by its 
name. correctional in ·titu­
tion. nor meets that descrip­
tion. It is evident that most of 
the public docs not under­
stand pri on at all. Short-[enn 
imprisonment can be utilized 
to reach a lesson to an 
offender. Long-tenn makes a 
prisoner hardt:r in most cases. 
Exceptions are those who 
find ~piritualit). Pri ·ons in a 
band point of view arc only 
large. well-run criminal col·

TOM: 
Well, now you know why cop don't 

drive '94 Thunderbirds. Carl. They can·t 
steer them with one hand and balance 
their doughnut and coffee in the other. 

RAY: 
Even though the dealer says nothing 

is wrong, I'm going to guess that your 
power-steering pump is bad. UsuaUy, 
power-steering pumps whine or groan 
when something's wrong. And that's 
probably what the dealer was lookmg 
for. But sometimes they don't make 
noise when they start to fail. and instead 
they just slip gently into that good 
night. 

TOM: 
A big guy like you shouldn't need 

both hands to tum the wheel. So I'd ask 
the dealer to lry changing the power­
steering pump for you. and see if that 
fixes it 

RAY: 
If it doesn't, then I suppose it could 

be a design issue. You should ask the 
dealer if there's another '94 T Bird you 
can drive, and then see if it does the 
same thing. This is a heavy car to start 
out with. And when you add the option­
al Y-8 engine (the base T-Bird came 
with a V-6), you make the car even 
heavier. And where does the V-8 add 
weight? Right over rhe from wheels. 

TOM: 
But I'd put my money on a bad 

pump. And since this is cutting mto 
your enjoyment of cop shows on televi­
sion. I'd ask the dealership to change 
the pump for you, even though the old 
one sounds fine. And if a new pump 
doesn't help. Carl, sell the car to a guy 
who wants to bulk up his arms but can't 
afford his gym-club membership any­
more.
