More than 
4,000 miners 
out of work

PIKEVILLE - After 29 
years as a coal miner, Glenn 
Stanley has grown accus­
tomed to the layoffs that go 
along with occasional market 
lump . 

So when the mine foreman 
and his men at orth Star 
Mining in Belfry received 
word in December that the) 
were being furloughed, they 
made their routine vi its to 
the unemployment office. 

''The girls in the Pikeville 
offict: and I are on a first­
name basis," Stanley said. 
.. Layoffs are just part ot the 
business. It's been almost 
common practice.•· 

This time, however, it' 
not just idled crews from one 
mine standing in the unem­
ployment line. The layoffs are 
widespread as coal compa­
nies across Appalachia strug-

gle to get through the worst 
economic slump in more than 
two decade. 

.\!lore than 4.000 mine1 
have lo l their jobs 111 the past 
13 months in Kentucky. 
Pennsylvania. V1rginia and 
West Virginia. And the lay­
offs appear to be continuing. 

"The situation is a bad as 
I've seen," said Bill Caylor, 
president of the Kentuck) 
Coal Association. "We're 
hurting." 

West Virginia was hardest 
hit, with 2,300 miners losing 
their jobs. Pennsylvania fol­
lowed with 800 coal min~rs 
furlom!hed.

Filing fee increase 
would help Legal Aid

FRANKFORT - A House 
committee endorsed a bill 
Tuesday to increase court filing 
fees in Kentucky to rai e money 
for Legal Aid services for the 
poor. 

The higher fees would help 
offset steep funding cuts loom­
ing for the program. whkh 
offers legal assistance to about 
30,000 Kentuckians each year. 
The bill, ponsored by Rep. 
Charles Geveden, D-Wickliffe, 
easily cleared 1he House State 
Government Committee. 

The measure would double 
the portion of the fee that goes to 
Legal Aid. In district C{)Urt that 

amount would go to $10, up 
from $5. and in circuit coun it 
would go to $20. up from 10. 

The current fee for filing a 
case in district court is $50.50 
and in cirCUit court L~ $108. 
Those amounts are considerably 
smaller than the fees charged in 
Kentucky' neighboring states. 

The increase is expected ro 
ratse about 1.3 miJJion a year. 
nearly enough to replace "hat 
Legal Aid t losing from federal 
and oilier ource . the bil I 's sup­
pmters sa.id. 

fhe measure has been 
endorsed by the Kentucky Bar 
Associauon.

state capitol by all that much. Back in December,

were called off. 

All in all, the whole thing, though well inten­
tioned, is a mess from start to finish.

Cuts would hurt 
most vulnerable

Women who live in the rural countJcs 
surrounding Prestonsburg and Aoyd 
County will be hit the hardest if the fund­
ing cuts propo ed by Gov. Paul Patton 
become a reality. The Big Sandy Family 
Abuse Center will have to reduce the ser­
vices it pro>< ides to women in Magoffin, 
Marrin, Johnson and Pike countie . 

The budget cuts mean fewer victims 
will have court advocates to assist them 
when they decide to press charges against 
their abusers. And fewer victims will have 
workers help them gain independence b) 
finding public assistance, lransitional 
housing and child care. 

The women who seek ~"efuge at our 
shelter will also be affected. 

The funding cuts will reduce the num­
ber of staff members available to counsel 
women when they've made the pivotal 
decision to break away from their 
abusers. Their cbildren will have fewer 
people to comfort them through what 
could be the most traumatic experience of 
their young lives. 

It is difficult to overstate the conse­
quences of the propo ed funding cuts ou 
our program and the 14 other domestic 
violence programs that compose the 
Kentucky Domestic Violence Association. 

Last year. more than 26,000 victims of 
domestic violence and their children were 

G 0 
served by Kentucky's 15 state-funded 
doroest1c violence program . Shelter 
advocate accompanied these victims to 
court 28.000 time. , provided 115.000 
individual counseling sessions, responded 
to 42.000 crisis-related calls on our 24-
hour cri i line . and held nearly 43,000 
support groups. A.tleast 4.600 of these 
victims believed they were in such danger 
they required emergency helter. Another 
2.600 victims and children were turned 
a~ay because shelters were full. 

Please remember that our shelters are 
preparing for steep cuts in funds from our 
other major fundmg source - lhe federal 
government. The money tbe shellers 
receive from the Victims of Crime Act 
will be cut l3 percent. and we've been 
told to prepare for reduction in the 
mone) we received under the Violence 
Against Women Act - although we don't 
know yet hov .. much. The federal cuts are 
devastating if they we(e all our shelters 
had to contend with. Additional cuts in 
state general funds will mean the number 
and quality of ervices we offer 
Kentucky's women and children will be 
dramatically affected. 

Some say times are tight and we must 
all tighten our belts. But the truth is rural 
women and children who depend on our 
outreach offices will uffer the most. ln 
the last 10 years, we've opened more than 
74 offices in rural counties across the 
state. We wiU close the majority of them 
if the state cuts our funding. 

Some say the private ector will just 
have to rep up to lhe plare and make up 
for the loss in public funding. 

nfortonately. the proposed state fund­
ing cuts are like a double-edged sword -

they cut both ways. Many of the private 
sources that fund our programs ~"equire us 
to match their funds. That means in many 
case - in too many cases - a General 
Fund cut i a double whamm> We lose 
the public funds and we lo e our ability to 
capture private funds. 

Finally. if funding is cur. the possibtli­
ty of domestic violence-related homicides 
increases. During the last five years. we 
know of at least 123 victims who lost 
their lives as a result of domestic violence 
in Kentuck). We believe thi number will 
go up if ervices are cut We ju r dou 't 
know b) how much. 

KD A Pre ident Lee Alcott. sa)' the 
fabnc of our nation is woven together 
with lhreads of freedom. j ustice and safe­
ty. The Fourth Amendment to the BiJl of 
Rights highlights the "right of all individ­
uals to be secure in their horn es.'' Yet. 
Alcott note . "For many women, their 
home is the most violent. most dangerou:; 
and oftentimes the most lethal place she 
can be. For too many of Kentucky' chil­
dren. this i also the place they grow up. " 

For more than 20 years. shelters have 
worked hard to expand their ser\ices to 
reach more Kentucky women and chil­
dren. We've depended on General Fund 
dollars as me foundation to our public net 
of safety. To cut mto that foundation i to 
go back 20 years and send a me sage that 
Kentucky doe n 't value the afety of its 
women and children. Please call your 
tate senators and representatives toda) 

and ask them to ·afeguard this network.

Dental disease can lead to some 
major problems for the enlire 
body. The blood upply to the 
gums lies very close to the urface. 
and when a pool of bacteria is con­
stantly present, ir is easy for the 
bacteria to enter the bloodstream 
and spread to other parts of the 
body. 

T"o organ that. are commonl) 
affected are the heart and the kid­
neys. Bacteria can colonize in the 
heart valves and cau.se a condition 
called bacterial endocarditis. Thi 
can cause the valves ro become 
I aky and lead to a form of hean 
failure. 

An even more dangerous pos­
sibility i that clumps of bacteria 
and tissue can break off the dam­
aged valve and send an embolu , 
or clot, into the blood tream. 
These are usually small enough to 
pass through a major artery, but 
they tend to lodge in small vessels, 
especially in the lungs and kid-

Prestonsburg and all had taken 
place before 8:30. Now whether 
she had gotten her information 
from a scanner, or word of 
mouth, I'm not sure. I just know 
the ballgame I was listening to 
wa nit over until 9: 10 p.m. and 
rhe temperature had dropped 
even more. That's when the 
thought our roads could be cov­
ered in black ice entered my 
mmd. 

How dangerous black ice 
can be, how hazardous to have 
to travel. Granted my location is 
closer to the sky, up here on this 
mountain, and evidence lymg 
on our blacktop of ice sparkling 
may not be the case down 
befoy,. in the valley. And pray 
tell I hope it's not! 

But just exactly who's deci­
sion it is to go ahead with a ball­
game when school has been 
canceled due to lick roads, (or 
in last Thur day's case the 
chance thereof), is beyond me.

A slave is a person who 1s owned by anoth­
er. Slaves have no rights or freedoms -
they are thought of as property. 

Abolitioni. ts 
People who wanted to abolish slavery were 
called abolitionists. The antislavery move­
ment in the United States began when 
Pennsylvanian Quakers took a stand against 
slavery on moral grounds in the late 1600s. 
The abolitionist movement was at the height 
of its activity dur1ng the 1800s. Black and 
white abolitionists played a large role in the 
Underground Railroad.

Levi Coffin (1820'-1913) and h1s wife 
Catherine were Quakers who lived 1n Newport, 
lnd1ana (now Fountain City). Levi Coffin is 
sometimes referred to as the "president of the 
Underground Railroad" because he assisted so 
many fug1tive slaves - itls estimated that he 
helped more than 3,000 slaves escape. The 
Coffrn home was an Underground Railroad sta­
tion convenfenlly located on three mam escape 
routes to Canada. Escaped slaves could be 
hidden in the house for several weeks, recover­
ing their strength and wa1ting untll1t was safe 
enough to con mue on their JOUrney north. One 
of the more famous slaves who h1d rn the 
Coff1n home was uEhza," whose story IS told 1n 
the book Uncle Tom's Cabin." The Coff1n home 
Is now a reg1stered Historic Landmark and is 
open to th publiC 

THE UND RGROUND 

A 
The Underground Railroad was not a formal organization. It was 

made up of free blacks and whites who aided escaped slaves 
with food, clothing guides and information on safe routes, in addi­
tion to places to hide. Aided by a secret network of stations and 

conductors, thousands of blacks escaped slavery in the Southern 
states in the 50 years before the Civil War (1861-1865).

Safe in Canada 
In 1793, Ueutenant Governor of Upper 
Canada (today's Ontano) John 
Graves Simcoe presented a bill to 
abolish slavery. When that bill 
became law, Canada became a 
place of freedom. Canada declared 
that any blacks who came to Canada 
would be free citizens. Canada also 
refused to return runaway slaves to 
their Southern masters or to allow 
American slave hunters into the country. 
A slave could be free in the Northern 
states, but there was the risk of capture 
and return to slavery. For this reason, 

Mary Ann Shadd 1823-1893} 
was born a free black In 
Delaware. Her father was a 
shoemaker who was very 
Involved in the Underground 
Railroad. In 1851, Mary Ann 
moved to Windsor, Ontario. 
and became a teacher and 
abolitionist acttvist who fought 
for the equal nghts of blacks. At 
the age of 60, she became the 
first black female attorney in 
North America. 

Frederick Douglass 
(1818.-1895) 1s one of the most 
famous leaders of the aboli-
tion I movement Douglass 
~s bom a stave 1n Maryland. 
He escaped m 1838. A brd­
han speaker he toured the 
North With a senes of anti­
slavery lectures. Douglass 
established an ant1-slavery 
newspaper called tne North 
Star 1n Rochester, New York, 
wh ch he ed1ted for 17 years. 
Douglass sel'Ved as an occas1onal 
adv1ser to President Lincoln dunng the C1v11 War. 

Lucretia Mott (1793-1880) was a 
Quaker minister tram Massachusetts and 
a leader of the antislavery and women's 
rights movement. She was well known for 
her eloquent speeches against 
slavery and, after the ~ar. supported the 
rights of black Amencans to vote 

HarrietTubman (1820'-1913) has gone 
down 1n history as one of the most well­
known conductors on the Underground 
Railroad. Tubman was born 1nto slavery. 
After she escaped, she dedicated her life 
to help1ng other runaway slaves find then 
way north to freedom. During the CiVI 
War, Tubman volunteered as a Union spy 
and scout. Harne! returned to the South 
19 times and personally helped more 
than 300 fugitives f1nd their way north. 
She was nicknamed "Moses" because 
she led so many to freedom. After the 
war, Harriet Tubman lived in Auburn, New 
York, where she continued to work for the 
rights of blacks and women.

Eli Whitney's invention of the cotton 
gin 1n 1793 revolutton1zed cotton agn­
cu ure and unintentional y increased 
the demand or slaves. Suddenly, cot· 
ton was a major cash crop, replacmg 
the trad1t1onal crops of tobacco, nee 
and sugar Cotton cu1t1vauon fs very 
strenuous labor and the demand !or 
bonded workers (slaves) gre ~ In pro­
ponion to the demand for cotton 

Fugitive blacks who came to Canada were not given land 
by the government hke many earlier rmmtgrants and 
refugees. Butmdrv1dual groups of abolitionists often ra1sed 
money to buy land for the newcomers. Most settled in the 
Great Lakes region and worked as laborers. 
When slavery was fmally abohshed in the United States in 
1865, some blacks who missed their fami ies and original 
homes chose to return to the States, but many chose to 
remain in Canada. 

On the road to freedom 
Though some women and chll· 
dren risked their lives in the 
quest for freedom. most 
runaways were men 
between the ages of 16 
to 35 Women and chil­
dren escaped, too. but 
their numbers were small 
in comparison to the men 
because they were more 
easily captured. Runaways 
usually traveled alone or in 
small groups. The maJority of these fugr11ves 
headed to the Northern states and Canada. 
where slavery was illegal But runaways also 
headed for the Western territories, Mexico and 
the Caribbean. 

Fugitrve slaves faced many hazards on their jour­
ney to freedom, from bounty hunters to geo· 
graphic obstacles like mountarns and rivers. A 
slave could travel only a few mtles a night, using 
the North Star as a compass. 
The term Underground Railroad was f1rst used in 
the 1830s. During its peak activ1ty, this secret 
network helped thousands of slaves find freedom. 
Because the organizaUon was so secret, little 
documentation exists that can tell us the true 
number of people who traveled the railroad to 
freedom. Slave owners regarded the 
Underground Railroad and its agents as thieves. 
Secret symbols ano codes were developed. Much 
of thrs secret language was based on railroad 
terms. Hrdrng places were called stations and 
people who helped the fugitives were known as 
conductors
