Prestonsburg attorney Jimmy 
Webb, the lawyer handling a 
lawsuit for Ike "Sly" England 
and Amanda England. also 
known as Amanda Pinion, has 
been granted an order from 
Floyd Circuit Judge Danny P.

according to recently filed court 
documents. 

England and Pinion, who 
were at the cenrer of a "sex. 
slave•· controversy last )ear. 
filed a lawsuit in late January 
against Charles Hopkins. an 
Indiana-based producer. claim­
ing interest in the production of 
"Mi s WWW America: Party 
Girls" vtdeos, 

England and Pinion made 
headlines last year after tiling a -
signed "sex slave·· contract in 
the Pike County clerk's oft1ce 
which named Pinion as 
England' "slave" and he as her 
·'master." 

Webb entered a motion to 
withdraw a England and 
Pinion's attorney on Feb. 3. and 
was granted the motion four 
days later, two days after 
Hopkins offered a written 
response which was included in 
the lawsuit 

In hts written response, 
Hopkins, a resident of Frankfort. 
Ind., alleges that an agreement 
fo1· England's employment as an 
executive producer of the video 
went sour after England failed to 
pa) investment fees for the pro­
ject. 

Hopkins claims that he ulti­
mately wamed "out of the busi­
ness relationship after several 
week of ··intimidation" and 
''threats'' from England coupled 
with England's continued lack 
of payment and offered England 
the project. 

"1 offered Ike England the 
project."' Hopkins wrote in his 
1atement. ''l said that alll want­

ed him to do wa sign an 
Acqu!Sltion Agreement that I 
created statJng the project was 

his aud everythmg was 'even' 
with neither party owing an)­
thing to the other." 

According to Hopkins. 
England allegedly refused to 
sign the agreement. without 
Hopkins· stgnature in place first 
and then "forged" the agreement 
by signing both their names and 
then forwarded the agreement to 
p&ties who had intere ;t in the 
project. 

Hopktns srud he immediately 
terminated England as executive 
producer afrer the inddem and 
demanded ail materials be 
returned to bim. He also says in 
his complaint that he has now

The actors had reported to 
Vardalo ' dres~ing room at CB 
Studio Center at 9 o'clock 
Monday morning for what she 
planned as a weekly ritual to 
cement the familial feeling. 

"We' re like a t'amtJy." 
observes Vardalos after the cast 
had riled out ''We've been 
together for 2 l /2 year . We used 

, to bave lunches together, and 
then suddenly I disappeared to 
Europe and Australia for seven 
months to promote the film. 
writing the series by e-mail. 

"I decided eveT) week we 
would have a c a l meeting 

where J could tell them about 
lheir · tory line and find out 
their concems. We just taped our 
fust episode. and 1 said. 'What 
do we change'?' They said. 
·Let's have music between I he 
scenes.' 'Let's feed our (studio)

The Monday meeting adds 
another responsibilit) for 
Vardalos. \\hO serve a. co­
executive pro<.lucer of "My Big 
Fat Greek Life" and sits in on 
script conferences with rhe 
seven staff writers. 

Vardalos remembers watch­
ing the pilot of "The Drew 
Care) Show." on which her hus­
band.

"Wbat's the best 
thing for me to do?" You are 
in charge of what you do.

is staffed by volunteer DJs, whose prima­
ry job and interest is playing music. They 
are as diverse a group as you '11 ever find. 
A couple are retired coal miners, one is a 
security guard, one a college professor, 
one a graphic artist, one a store cashier, 
one a grade school janitor, one a retired 
laundry worker- you get the picrure. 

Some are die-bard bluegrass fans, oth­
ers think there's no music but rock 'n roll, 
and till others have thousands of blues 
COs.

patient is monitored regularly to be 
sure the medicines are working. I 
would advise anyone who has ever had 
TB - or even just a positive TB skin 
test - to watch closely for symptom 
like cough, fever and weight Joss. You 
would need to do this for the rest of 
your life to quickly spot any recurrence 
of the disease in its early stage when 
successful treatment is more likely.

antibiotics in the 1940s. There was an 
increase in the incidence of TB in 

the '80s, but now the number of new 
cases is again in decUne. 

TB is spread through the air when a 
person with the disease sneezes, 
coughs, speaks or sings. The organism 
that causes TB, Mycobacterium tuber­
culosis. can remain suspended in tiny 
droplets in the air for several hours. A 
susceptible person can become infected 
with TB if they inhale these droplets. 
There are no immediate symptoms of 
inhaling these germs into your lungs. 

does not take hold. The immune sy -
tern kills the M. tuberculosis bactena 
and you will not become ill. You may, 
however, end up with a positive TB 
skin test. There is a small risk that you 
may develop TB at a later point in your 
life. That's why anyone who has had a 
positive skin test should have regular 
TB checkups from their physician, the 
local health department or a state TB 
program. 

Some people. unfortunately, are not 
able to fight off the initial exposure to 
the bacteria. This is particularly true of 
people whose immune systems have 
been compromised in some way -
either througb general ill health, nutri­
tional deficits or a specific disease 
such as diabetes, cancer or AIDS. 
Active tuberculosis is also more com­
mon ln African Americans and 
Hispanics. 

Now, finally, to answer your specif­
ic question. If you were to get TB of 
the lungs, you would probably have a 
cough that lasted longer than three 
weeks along with chest pain. Your 
cough would most likely be produc­
tive, and the phlegm you cough up 
would be tinged with blood. You 
might also experience fever, chills, 
night sweats, fatigue and weight loss. 

After conducting a thorough history 
and physical exam, a physician would 
order a Mantoux tuberculin skin test, a 
chest X-ray and, possibly, a special 
sputum test to check for the presence 
of M. tuberculosis. There might be 
other tests as well to positively confirm 
the presence of pulmonary TB disease.
