We found out recently that the Governor's Derby 
Breakfast once again will be downtown near the Old 
Capitol, and that the fare will be far more the continental 
style than down home Kentucky. 

There will be no colorful invitations to 45,000 or so of 
Gov. Paul Patton's nearest and dearest. Even the $20,000 
cost of the juice and Danish is being paid out of local 
tourism funds. 

Considering the huge amounts of state funds channeled 
into downtown Frankfort during the Patton administration, 
that $20,000 is chicken feed. 

And now it seems Patton also is scaling back the other 
Derby-related entertainment around the capital city. Instead 
of 600 to a black -tie soiree on Derby eve, there will be 
only about 100 gathenng at the Mansion. 

All of this is right and proper. When times are flush, 
wining and dining business and industry bigwigs on Derby 
eve, Derby Day or day after Derby makes orne sense. 

But when times are decidedly hard, it is unseemly to 
lavish money on caterers, wine stewards, florists and 
servers when only a few weeks ago Patton was tearfully 
warning legislators that people might die because of the 
budget they were preparing. 

Still, even in seriously reduced circumstances, appear­
ances must be maintained. Melting down the sterling julep 
cups won't solve the state's revenue problems so they 
might just as well be hauled out polished up and used to 
put on a good face for even a limited number of guests this 
year. 

And then perhaps by the first Saturday of May 2004 
things will have improved enough to throw a real Derby 
Breakfast for thousands and a black-tie bash for hundreds 
the night before. Then we'll know things are back to nor­
mal in Kentucky.

Moynihan, 
come back!

The death of Daniel Patrick 
Moynihan last month took. from u · a 
member of a rare pecie that i · all but 
extinct One would be hard-pressed to 
find another like him tn Washington. 
with the possible exception of Gene 
McCarthy. and be i long retired and in 
poor health. 

Mo)nihan was a genuinely thought­
ful politician. one who wrote books of 
intellectual sub tance and was able to 
translat.e large ideas into bold plans of 
action. His fellow academicians (he had 
been a professor at Harvard) rhought of 
hjm as a politician and his fellow politi­
cians (he was a four-temt senator from 
New York) con idered him an academi­
cian. He was both: a bo~ -tied Ivy­
League elit1 t and a qu1ck-wllted on of 
the Iri h working cia . (When. in one 
political debate, an opponent pointedly 
referred to l1im as "Professor 
Moynihan,'' he rephed, with mock out­
rage: "The mudslinging has begun.") 

One of the things lhat et him apan 
was his uncann) ability to see ahead. A 

early as 1959. )ears before Ralph 
ader. he wrote that rraffic afet) was a 

serious public health problem that 
would require federal standards ro make 
vehicles safer. When he became a sena­
tOr. he v.as instrumental in getting high­
way funds hifted to ma transit. 

On the day that President John 
Kennedy was ·hot in Dallas. he repeat­
edly urged tederal offi-
cial to take custod) of 
Lee Harvey Os\vald to 
keep him alive. No 
one listened. That was 
another hallmark of his 
career - people in 
power tended not to 
listen to him. largely 
because he wa years 
ahead of them. 

In 1965, for exam­
ple. he ~rote a book 
stating that the break­
up of the African American famil::- was 
one of the nation's greatest problems. 
When he \\role that, 26 perce11t ut 
Afncan-American children were born 
out of wedlock. Toda) the number for 
all America is higher t.han that and tor 
African-Amencans, more than rwice 
lhat. 

He went back to the ·ubject of Bla k 
America, urhan decay, p0vert) and wel­
fare reronn again and again during hi 
career, sometimes takmg an sten ibly 
liberal tance. ometime a con ervative
