A good idea, 
a needed idea 

lt doesn't take much looking around to determine that Floyd 
County and all of Eastern Kentucky are in the throes of a 
monstrous drug epidemic. 

On the enforcement end. high-profile drug roundups occur 
with increased frequency, yet seem to do little to put a dent in 
the illegal trade. Meanwhile. more and more "non-drug" 
crimes are being linked to dmg . 

Drug treatment center<:>. which have never had a lack of 
business in the first place. could now be een as a growth 
industry, with new rehabilitation centers opening and once­
unheard-of variants such as methadone clinics popping up. 

And then there are the obituary pages, which more and 
more carry rep011s of people in their 20s, 30s and 40s drop­
ping dead. Of course, not all of those deaths can be blamed on 
drugs. but it doesn't take a genius to figure out that quite a few 
are. 

One unofficial source we· ve heard says the number of dmg 
deaths jn Floyd County for this month alone i approaching a 
dozen. That's a dozen times 30 or 40 or 50 year of life lost. 
Those are years which could have been spent working, parent­
ing, improving the community. Tho e are years that are now 
lost. leaving a black void whjch wiU touch countless lives. 

Now, court officials are putting together a plan to establish 
drug court in Floyd County. Somewhat a misnomer, drug court 
is not a special court for dntg offenses. Instead. it is a way to 
combat the problems of addiction, one addict at a time. 

The program targets h.ardcore drug users - but not the 
pushers - who have run afoul of the law one too many times. 
They are given a choice - eLther to accept the maximum 
penalty for their clime . or attend drug court for a chance not 
only to remain out of jail. but also to leave lhe cycle of addic­
tion behind forever. 

Drug court participants are given the heJp they need to kick 
their habits. as well as the supervision and testing to keep 
them straight and the threat of punishment should they wander 
astray. Eventually. they are moved into the work force, where 
they take their first steps toward becoming productive citizens. 

In itself, drug court cannot solve all of Floyd County' drug 
problems. but it has been successful in helping addicts else­
where and our community need for it to have the chance to 
be successful here. ]t can be one more tool in a multi-pronged 
fight ro contain this epidemic which is ravaging our youth and 
which leaves no one safe. 

This newspaper supports the effort to bring drug court to 
F1oyd County. We could stand to see fewer young people list­
ed on the obituary page.

151 months in prison with no 
po sible parole or probation. He 
a1 o would be required to pay a 
$250.000 tine. He will be en­
tenced Aug. 18. 

On the day his trial was to 
begin. Procter admitted to U.S. 
D1strict Judge Henry R. Wilhoit 
Jr. that he had sexual relations 
with two female patient after he 
got them addicted 10 controlled 
substances. 

Three other doctors who 
once practiced in Procter 's clin­
ic and elsewhere in the region 
have already entered guilty 
pleas or been con icted. A

S rvey suggests ways to predict who 
will have trouble leaving welfare 

FRANKFORT -People who 
leave Kentucky's welfare pro­
gram voluntarily have higher 
incomes and are more Likely to 
be employed and healthy than 
are !hose who reach the five­
year time limit on benefits . 
Clients are likelier to spend a 
full five years on welfare if they 
sometimes go hungry or have 
health problems, or if there are 
no other working adults in their 
homes. 

The e are key findings in a 
survey of current and former 
Kentucky Transitional 
Assjstance Program (K-TAP) 
Client . Conducted in the pring 
of 2002, the survey gathered 
information from 195 clients 
who were discontinued after 
reaching the time limit, 195 
who were extended on K-TAP 
beyond the time limit for allow­
able reasons and 292 who left 
K-TAP voluntarily after less 
than five years in the program. 

Researchers at the University 
of Louisv!Ue, who conducted 
the survey on behalf of the 
Cabinet for Families and 
Children, said that adults who 
say they go hungry, have poor 
health and have no other work­
ing adult at home have an 80 
percent chance of reaching the 
five-year time limit. Among the 
three factors, they said, hunger 
came as a surpnse, while the 
other two were expected to have 
predictive value. 

The researchers recommend 
that a screening process be 
developed lo identify potential 
time-limit cases. 

'"Such a process would give 
case managers more time to 
provide more intense help to 
these famllles, who often face 
multiple problems and barriers 
to self-sufficiency," they say in 
their survey report. "Welfare 

Reform: lmpact of Tm1e Limits 
on Clients." 

The researchers-faculty 
members in the Kent School of 
Social Work and U ofL's Urban 
Studies Institute-found that cur­
rent and former welfare clients 
who held jobs typkally scored 
higher on a scale of family well­
being than those who were 
unemployed. Those who had 
full-time jobs scored higher on 
this scale-created by merging 
17 measures of health and eco­
nomic status-than did those who 
worked part-time. 

ln addition to having higher 
monthly incomes, those who 
chose to Jeave welfare were less 
dependent on government assis­
tance than those who were dis­
continued or extended after 
reaching the five-year limit. 
Voluntary leavers relied on gov­
ernment benefits for half their 
income, while government aid 
supplied 81 percent of bouse­
hold income for discontinued 
clients and 93 percent of 
income for clients in extended 
cases. 

Since aid programs like food 
stamps and Medicaid are dedi­
cated to specific purposes, thi 
meant that discontinued and 
extended welfare clients might 
have more difficulty paying for 
such things as utilities and car 
repairs. 

The researchers found that 
families in discontinued and 
extended cases were more than 
twice as likely as welfare 
Ieavers to be in a fair or poor 
financial condition-that is, 
either in poverty, in fmancial 
decline or in danger of going 
hungry. 

The most commonly report­
ed financial problem was being 
behind in utility or rem pay­
ments. Based on this finding,

the researchers recommended 
monitoring discontinued wel­
fare cases to see if they qualify 
for federal energy assistance. 
They also urged that former K­
TAPcl:ients be given priority for 
Section 8 housing assistance. 

Unemployment rates were 
33 percent for welfare leavers, 
61 percent for discontinued 
welfare clients and 80 percent 
for clients in extended cases. 

Among welfare 1eavers, 41 
percent held full-time jobs, 
while only 14 percent of discon­
tinued clients and 3 percent of 
clients in extended cases 
worked full-tirite. 

K-TAP extensions may be 
granted for a variety of reasons, 
but most are based on physical 
or mental conditions that form a 
barrier to employment. The 
need to provide care for another 
family member, usually a child, 
is the next most common basis 
for extensions. 

Not surprisingly. tbe 
researchers found that 54 per­
cent of adults in extended cases 
said their health was fair or 
poor, compared to 38 percent of 
the adults in discontinued cases 
and 13 percent among welfare 
leavers. 

Similarly, 42 percent of 

adults in extended cases. 30 per­
cent of those in discontinued 
cases and 16 percent of welfare 
leavers reported that their chil­
dren's health was fair or poor. 

Based on these disparities in 
the reported health of family 
members, the researchers rec­
ommended that adults and chil­
dren in cases close to the five­
year time limit receive health 
screenings and that they be told 
they can ask for an extension 
due to adults' health or tbe care 
needs of another family mem­
ber.

Congress restructured the 
federal welfare program in 
1996. Soon afterward, the 
Cabinet contracted with U of L 
to perform an ongoing evalua­
tion of K-TAP.
