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Court to say when states can pay for religious education

WASHT~GTON The 
Supreme Court says Jt is ready 
for another separation of 
church and state case, this one 
to decide if tax money can bl.' 
used to pay for a student"s reli­
gious education. 

In a follow-up to last year's 

91
1andmark ruling upholding 
school voucher programs, the 
court agreed ionday to consid­
er whether tate con~titutional 
spending restrlCllons are 
tmmped by a person's freedom 
to practice religion, which is 
guaranteed in the U.S. 
Con. titution. 

It sets the stage for an 
upcoming term heavy in reli­
gion issues. 

The coun also may hear an 
appeal from the Bush adminis­
tration ovt!r the phrase ··under 
God" in the Pledge or 
Allegiance recited by school 
chi1dren. An appeals court 
ruled that it amounts to uncon­
stitutional government promo· 
tion of religion. 

At issue iu Monday's case is 
a Washington state .~cholarship 
program that helps high­
achieving students pay for ~tud-

ies in fields uch a~ bus inc , or 
engineering, but not theology. 
About h<tlfthe tates, tn(·Juding 
Wa hinglon, have law:-. banning 
state pcndmg for theology 
classes or constitutional restric­
tions un spending for religion. 

Washington refused to let 
Jo~!1Ua Davey participate in the 
Promise Scholarship program to 
help pa) his tuition at Northwelit 
College. which is affiliated with 
the Asscmbliel> ofG xl. The pro­
g' am allow::. grants to be used at 
that college and other-. associat­
ed with churches. as long as the 
studem is not studying theology. 

Davey. who wanted a grant 
to study theology, sued and 
won. Justices will hear an 
appeal from the state of 
Washington. 

Washington Atlorney

- Just off one of the busie l 
highways in thi · rapidly grow­
ing suburb sits the new face of 
Ham in America. 

The Islamic Society of 
CcnrraJ Jersey's mosque is 
lucked away amid th ~ pine trees 
and flowering pink dogwoods 
along the booming high-tech 
corridor leading into Princeton. 
Next door. huge concrete water 
main pipes lie on the side of the 
road, ready to be installed as 
part of a new housing develop­
ment 

The mosque 's expansive 
parking lo~ fill up with mini­
vans and SUVs. disgorging par­
em and kids hurrying inside for 
worship between work and 
classes. 

Scenes like this are playing 
out across the United States as 
Muslim communities spread out 
from the cities to the uburbs. 
Definitive statistics are hard to 
come by, but some Muslim lead­
ers and sociolngi'\ts.. backod by rt 
anecdotal evidence, Eay the " 

faste 1 growth of mosques is 
occurring in the suburbs. 

That was also the conclusion 
of a 2001 nationwide study of 
mosques by the Council on 
American Islamic Relation . . 
''This is more and more where 
Mu lims are Jiving," said j.;han 
Bagby, a professor at the 
Universiry of Kentucky who 
conducted the study. 

As was tbe case with waves 
of European. Asian and Latino 
immigrant in past decades. 
Muslim immigrants settled in 
the cities. As they established 
bu inesses and pro pered. !.hey 
- or more commonly, their 
children - moved to the sub­
urbs. 

"The Mu~lims are following 
the exact same pattern;· Bagby 
said . 

Oul of 800 mosques sur­
veyed, Bagby found lhat 77 per­
cent of those in suburban loca­
tions saw their congregations 
grow by l O percent just lrom 
1999-2000. while 53 percent of 
urban mosques saw similar 
growth over that same period. 
The council plans a second 
study in 2005. 

The suburban growth is not 
exclusive to Islam: major 
Christian and Jewish organiza­
tions also are growing in subur­
ban areas as populatio11 · expand
