Worrisome 
wording

Whose brainchild is ·'Click It or 
'ficket'''!l wish I knew: I'd send him a 
doLen black roses. Whenever I drive past 
a highway sign heralding this admoni-

1 tion, I'm tempted lO unbuckle my seat­
belt in protest against being governed by 
people whose artlessness is exceeded 
only by their arrogance. 

The weedlike <;pread of"Ciick It or 
Ticket" caused me to reflect on how 
deeply public policy is shaped by ideas 
(I use this term loosely) that gain curren­
cy only because they are expressed allit­
eratively or in rhyme. 

Consider; 
"Merger mania."' 
Pundit. and politicians love this 

catchphrase. lt's o clever. so alliterative. 
thut it must be descripth·e. If two or 
more mergers happen to be announced 
within a week of each other, the news 
media eem compelled to explain the 
trend ._ "merger mania ... 

Do the countless people who use this 
term ever pause to think about it' mean­
ing? A· m nia" is a crazed obsession -
a mindles and intense, if temporary. 
passion. Is it likely that businesses 
choose to merge with each other out of 
irrational, maniacal urges? I doubt it. 
There's nothing like having millions of 

your own dollars at stake to focus your 
mind on reality and to encourage you to 
think rationaJly. 

It is true that many merger.; fail. But 
this fact is evidence only of humans' 
inability to fore ee the future perfectly 
and of the intensity of market competi­
tion. not of any man in that inspired the 
mergers. 

It's also true that mergers sometimes 
occur in clusters. For example, there 
were genuine increa es in merger acth i­
ty during the 1890s, the 1960 . and the 
1980~ . Describing -.uch clu ter.; ut merg­
er activity as "manins .. suggests that the) 
resulted more from a mindless herdlike 
instinct than from a thoughtful recogni­
tion of systematic economic or regulato­
ry change::; that make merging a more 
attracli ve oplion. 

To those who sine rely believe io 
merger mania. I have a sure-fire recipe 
for pel'$onal riches: sell the stock of 
merging tinns short. Firms managed by 
maniacs will surel) fail. 

"Crony capitalism'' 
A representative definition is found in 

the on·line encyclopedia Wikipeuia: 
"Crony capitalism is a variant of capital· 
ism in which the opportunity to open or 
succeed in business i he a\ il) dependent 
on one•s connection . This resuiLs in 
business decisi ns betng powerfully 
influenced by busint~s friendships and 
family ties ralher than by impersonal 
market forces ... 

Whatever such a :system of privilege 
is called. it ain't capitalism. 

In both theory and practice capitaJi!;m 
results from private property right. nnd 
freedom of contract. Jt is emphatically 
not a system of privileges and connec-

tions. Any system driven by privileges 
and connections is infected with 
restraints on the ability of propeny own· 
ers - as investors, workers, and con· 
sumers - to make those decision that 
suil them best. To the extent that a mafia 
(or any other orga01zation pecializing in 
the use of coerc·on) exlf'8CLs concession 
from businesse . threatens consumers, or 
othef'\\ ise interferes with \'Oiuntary 
trades among consenting adults, extor­
tionate \'iolence replaces peaceful capi­
talism. 

Many of tho e who chatter and write 
about "crony capitalism" use this term to 
explain Russia's continuing economic 
woes. But those observers mistake the 
absence of a powerful central govern-
ment for capitalism. While it's 1rue that 
capitalism thrives most vigorously when 
a central government's powen; are few 
and constitutionally restrained, the 
absence of government-sponsored tyran­
ny is not a sufficient condition for capi· 
talism to exist. If a society's l¢gal sys-
tem. more', norms, and customs pcnnit 
oligarchs or gang ters ro expropriate the 
wealth of innocent people or to interfere 
with their opportunities, the resulting 
economic system is as far from capital-
ism as an_ economic system can be. 
Calling a ystem of extortion and crony- , 
ism "capitalism" doesn't make it c pn.al­
ism any more than calling a ragweed a 
rose makes it a beautiful, weet- >melling 
flower.
