On June 13, 1966, the 
Supreme Court issued its land­
mark Miranda decision. ruling 
that criminal suspects had to be 
informed of their constitutional 
tights prior to questioning by 
police.

• In 1888. Congress created 

the Department of Labor. 
• In 1900. China's Boxer 

Rehellion targeting foreigners, 
as well a Chinese Christians, 
erupted into full-scale violence.

Most of us would contend that 
the state should criminalize the wrongful 
taking of another per. on's life. because 
l.hat conduct involve.-. the coercive inter­
terence with another person's right to 
live hi:> life. 

Thu ·,'I' hen a murder i · corruniued. 
we want the police to investigate. find 
the per on who committed the crime. 
and pro<;e<:utc him for murder. 

\\'hat \\C don't want. however. is for 
the police to U!)e the murder as an oppor­
twtity to begm harJSsing and spying on 

everyone in the community in order to 
ferret out the wrongdoer or in order to 
prevent others from commiuing uch 
crimes in the future. 

That's not to say that that ort of 
l.hing wouldn't be succ:e -~ful in ferreting 
out murderers and pro pective murder-­
ers. It's simply to say that we value our 
freedom, including our privacy, over and 
abOve that kind of police~state "securi­
ty."

We have learned that no 
matter how much It hurts, life has to go on. After thinking It over, we came to the conclusion that Is what Brian 
would have wanted. We have learned that sometimes the normal order otthlngs, parents dying before children, sim-
ply doesn't happen that way. 

So we have made life as normal as we can. Unda (Brian's mother) has opened a shop with Connie Gearheart In 
which she makes beautiful flower arrangements and woodwork Items. One event that we are sure Brian would have 
wanted to be part ol was his father (Earl) joining the church. We Imagine that Brian looked down and said, .. II does· 
n•t get any better than this on earth, but much better In heaven.·· With Brian's death we had to be closer as a cou­
ple-we couldn't have made It otherwise. Brian, with hfs sly grin, would appreciate that growth In our relationship 
and taken at least a small share of the credit for It happening. 

Brian's dog Lulu Is still with us. She seems an extension of Brian. Each day she brings joy and laughter to us 
and It forces us to think in more positive 1erms about Brian. People, meaning well, tell us that he Is In a better place. 
Being a dog, the chance Is good that LuLu will die before we do. That will be a sad occasion. but what was it Garth 
Brooks said, "I could have missed the pain, but 1 would have had to miss the dance.~ We know tha~ but the process 
of mourning had to be done and we have done It-and keep on dolng It, but to you parents who have lost a child 
recently, the heartache does lighten and Is replaced with a sense of serenity and hope. We have the hope. really 
more like conviction, that we will see Brian again, and he will not be susceptible to leukemia or any other misfor­
tunes that plague man here on earth. 

At first, going by Morris Tackett's service station brought a pain to our hearts as we remembered how much he 
loved the place and the people who came there. He also loved the work he did there. Even after his sickness was 
In an advancded stage, he went there for solace 11nd an explanation of "Why me, Lord?" We think he found his 
answers to his questions there. You might say, "People don't go to a service station for communion with God.'' All 
we can say Is, "God works In mysterious ways." Now when we pass the station, we still have to deaf with those 
memories, but more and more we are remembering It as one of the places that Brian loved the most. and that is 
comforting to us. 

We still remember the outpouring of love and concern that people from all over the county showed us during our 
ordeal. We appreciate that very much and want to thank you for the support. We rreeded Brian In that stage of our 
life, but God needed him more. 

Rhonda, his wife, has moved from Price to Georgetown. We love her deeply, and we know that she has to get on 
with her life. We hope she meets someone as wonderful as Brian, but being prejudiced we doubt she can. We wish 
her well and thank her for the time she was part of our family. 

We get a lot of comfort from the following scripture from Corinthians: "0 death, where Is thy sting? 0 g1ave 
where Is thy victory?"

Like my Mis~ Dai y, thi one 
is good for your soul. 

The play is being offered five more 
times with a lunch or dinner meal at the 
convention center and seven times, I 
believe, as a performance-only produc­
tion in the outdoor theatre. 

lf you're not familiar with the story. 
it takes place over some 20 year in the 
mid-20Lh century in Atlanta. Miz Daisy 
Werthan is a well-to-do Jewhh matron. 
whose son Boolie, after she ha~ one 
more wreck. decides she can no longer 
drive herself. 

Enter Hoke Colebum, a black man, 
whom Boolic hires to drive Miss Dai y 
to store~. to temple and wherc\·er he 
needs to go- initially again~t her will.

elevation of ALT may be the only clue 
to underlying liver diseao:;e. Some Jjver 
enzymes can be elevated because the 
liver reacts to a biochemical imbalance 
produced by a disease in another organ. 
Thio:; is not the case, however. with ALT. 
It is very specific for liver problems. 
This means that when ALT 1s elevated. 
your doctor knows that the problem is 
actually m the liver rather than another 
organ. 

It sounds ru; though your evaluation 
to date hal> been very thorough, bu1 con­
tinued testing is in order. as rhe AIT i-; 
never elevated for no reason at ull. 
Even u· your ALT rctums to nonnnl. I 
recommend that you cominue to have il 
checked on a regular basi~ to make sure 
that it does nor become elevared again. 

QAfter donating blood In October, I 
was notified that my ALT was 
high and the blood was rejected. 

I have had blood tests since then, and 
the ALT Is still high: 82, 86, 259, 144, 63, 

what might cause the enzymes to be so 
whacky? I do have wine a couple of 
nights a week now. 

A ll certainly sounds like you 
have been very vigilant in tr)l­
ing to track down the cause of 

your elevated ALT. Let me try to help 
you understand what might be going 
on. 

Many medications. like Tylenol, 
antibiotics. high blood prc5sure medica­
tions, Ibuprofen and cholesterol med­
ications can elevate the ALT because 
these medications are metabolized in 
the liver. Alcohol, as you mentioned, is 
also a major cause of liver problems 
and increased ALT.

Alanine Aminotransferase (ALT) is 
a liver enzyme.

Many viral infections. like hepatitis, 
cause ALT to be elevated. The blood 
tests and the hver biopsy can rule these 
out, but sometime are inconclusive

C. h is possible, lherefore, thal you 

There are still a number of other 
things that can cause ALT to become 
elevated. These include systemic ill­
nesses such as hyperthyroidism that has 
been present for awhile, as well as a 
type or hepatitis that's caused by an 
autoimmune reaction in your body. 
Also. the common American malady of 
obe<>hy can increase 1he ALT level.

dren, which often n:sults in 
behavioral problems. depression. 
and Jnw self-esteem. 

Similar to other areas of life, iL 
is of utmost importancde that 
famil> members focus on their 
strengths. It is also important for 
successful healthy families to 
periodically take inventory of 
how they are doing. What are the 
family's strengths and weakness­
es? If "something" is not work­
ing, how might steps be taken to 
correct the situation? Don't wait 
until the family is out of conrrol 
and drastic measures are needed.
