Kentucky State Fair ·n,rillway to 
the sophistication of U1e World's 
Championship Horse how. <md 
exhibits showcasing everything 
from blue-ribbon livestock to the 
upcoming Lewis and Clark 
Bicentennial. the Kentucky State 
Fair certainly has perfected the art 
of family fun in its 99 yean;. 

Ninety-Ni11e Years of 
History 

The fair will officially celebrate 
its IOOth birthday in 2004-though 
1904 actually is one of onl) throe 
year.> during the Ia! 1 century m 
which a fair was not held. '1~'0 
non-fair years during World War II 
accounted for this year's being the 
99th. 

The first State Pair was tagcd 
in 1902 at Chun:hill Down . and it 
was deemed a success, with a 
crowd of 75.000 and revenues of 
$I 7 .000. Critics complained, how­
ever. that the metropolitan cily of 
Louisville did oot adeqtullel) rep­
resent agriculrurnl and live tock 
interests. 'The 1903 State Fair went 
ro "'"eitSboro but big crowds did­
n't follow. 'Iben a legal dispute 
arose o~-er money. re ulting in the 
absence of the Fair in 1904. It wns 
reinstated in Lexington in 1905 
and then returned to ChurchHl 
Downs fa' 1906 and 1907. The 
state acquired land southwest of 
Louisville and completed the first 
buildings there in time for the 1908 
Kentucky State Fair. 

Over the years. Fair anendmH.:c 
grew and a State Fair Board was 
created. During World War ll, the 
fairgrounds were transfonnecl into 
a defense industry site. The Fuir 
was cancelled in 1942 and 1943 
and moved tcmporaril} back ro 
Churchill Downs in I 44 and 
1945. 

· FoUowing ;vorJd \: ar 11, the 
Stare fair felt growmg pai again 
und planner.; broke ground on n 
new 357-acre fairgrounds -.ite in 
south Louis\ illc. 'nle new faciht.

Top federal health officials 
pitch Medicare modernization

LOUISVILLE - Three top 
Bush administration doctors 
pitched Medicare modernization 
Friday that they daimed would 
give :.enior citizen a prescrip~ 
tion benefit and better access to 
treatment·. 

Surgeon General Richard 
Carmona, flanked by the heads 
of two federal health agencies. 
said seniors deserve "belt 
choices. more benefits." He 
called on Congress to pass the 
changes this year. 

Carmona toured Jewish 
Hospital's new outpatient med­
ical center with Julie 
Gerberding, director of the 
Centers for Disease Control and 
Prevention. and Eltas Zerhouni. 
director of Lhe National 
Institutes of Health. U.S. Rep. 
Anne No11hup. R-Ky., accompa­
nied the doctors. 

The three health leaders are 
traveling across the country to 
promote Medicare changes 
being hashed out in Congress. 
Both houses passed legislation 
this year to add a prescription 
benefit and promote competi-

tion. Private companies woukl 
be invited to set up health care 
plans to compete with 1edicare. 
the federal health insurance pro~ 
gram for 40 million Americans 
- those aged 65 and over and 
the disabled. 

Cannona said the 38-year-old 
program has served seniors well 
but hasn't kept pace with med­
rcal advances. 

"The fact is that science and 
technology. and things that were 
not even thought about 40 years 
ago --· now arc at our forefront.' ' 
he said ... And there's no mecha­
nism to accommodate that in 
Medicare.'' 

Gerberding ·aid she knows 
firsthand. from still practicing 
medicine. that drug costs keep 
some seniors from getting need­
ed medicine. 

"I know there are times when 
r write prescriptions to my 
MedJcare patients and I hand 
them the prescription that there 
is no way they are going to get 
that medication because I know 
they don "t have the extra money 
for it,'' she said. ''And that's just 
oot fair." 

Zerhount said seniors are 
paying top dollar for prescnr-

tions because they aren•t pur: 
chasing medicine a a bloc, a 
buytng tactic used by other 
groups tLl drive down prices 

·'It's not right for uc; to have. 
our senior be left a<; freestand-, 
ing negotiators in a world of. 
prescription drugs that I? 
extremely complex and require 
purchasing power," he said. 

Too often, Medicare pay · to 
treat diseases. but doe~n·t cover 
preventive treatment-. that could 
ward off illness, the doctors 
said. 

''With Medicare., you can gel 
very advanced surgical coverage 
for coronary bypass," Zerhouni 
said. "But you cannot get reim­
bursed for the pills that redut:e 
chole terol. ... that will reduce 
the likelihood that you will need 
surgel) in the first place." 

Gerberding said t-.ledicare 
should gj .,e blanket coverage f<l( 
screenings to detect cancer, dia 
betes and other diseases. 
Patient no\\ pa) ·ome expenses 
out of pocket or have to obtain 
supplemental insurance. she 
said.

Landfill gases will 
soon be used to make 
electricity in state 

FRANKFORT - In the 
wake of a va l power outage in 
the Northeast.. state lawmakers 
were told today of an energy 
source that will ·oon be produc­
ing electricny here at home -
your garbage. 

Three plants that will use 
landfill gas to produce l 0 
megawatts of electricjty are 
under construction in Greenup, 
Boone anrt Laurel counties and 
will begin production this fall, 
East Kentucky Power 
Cooperative representative 
Ralph Tyree told the Special 
Subcommittee on Energy. Tyree 
said methane gas in landfills 
produces "green power," or 
environmentally friendJy ener­
gy. 

''Instead of this gas flowing 
outwardly. we're pulling it 
inward," reducing odor and 
making use of the gas, he said. 
"We're using metbane gas that 
usually goes into the atmos­
phere as our fuel source." 

Tyree said there's a signifi­
cant customer demand for green 
power progr~ms, and noted that 
the program are voluntary. 

in countries like Japan that have 
few natural resource . 

''1 spenr several weeks in 
Japan last year,·· he said. 
"They're looking at burning 
their trash ... for energy.'' 

Rep. J.R. Gr-ay, 0-Benton. 
asked Tyree if methane gas pro­
duced by large hog and poultry 
farms couJd be used in green 
power production. Tyree said it 
can. 

''The poultry, hog waste and 
dairy operations are a good 
e. ample of how you can take 
similar technolog) (as used in 
landt1lls) and use it to build 
gas," he said.

Bren Hamblen is getting a second 
chance at hL" football career with 
the University of Cincinnati. 

Hamblen is practicing with the 
Cincinnati Bearcats as a walk-on 
player. He hasn •t been promised a 
football scholarship but could 
e\'entually earn one, coach Rick 
Minter said. 

"We· U play it one year at a time. 
I chink he's a good addition to us," 
Minter said. "His past is behind 
him. We don't want to revisit it'' 

Hamblen played last year at 
Pasadena (Calif.) City College. the 
same school that produced wide 
receiver Hannibal Thomas, now in 
his fusl year with Cincinnati. 

Hamblen was a redshirt fresh­
,man at Kentucky when he was 
charged with arson in December 
2001 along v. ith two other 
Kentucky players in connection 
with the fire set in the domlitory. 
No one was injured in the fire, 
which destroyed a bulletin board 
and caused smoke damage to the 
dom1's second floor. 

Hamblen was suspended from 
I' entucky 's football program and 
then left the school. He was indict­
ed in Man:h 2002 and pleaded 

innocent. He was sentenced in 
Fayette County Circuit Court in 
Lexington. Ky., to a year in a 
diversion program that is an alter­
native ro possible incarceration. 
Last month, the coUJ1 ended 
Hamblen's diversion sentence and 
expunged the chargl:! from hi 
record. 

Pasadena City coach Tom 
Maher said Hamblen was a model 
citizen who made the most of his 
year at the California school. 

''He lived about 30 miles from 
campus in the summertime at a rel­
ative's house." Maher said. "1 
drove him home every night He 
was a quiet, respectful guy:· 

Hamblen bas three yerus of eli­
gibility remaining. 

He told Cincinnati officials he 
doesn't want to be interviewed 
until he is farther along in the 
team's training prognun 

He was a defensive back at 
Pasadena but \\ill be tried as 
wide receiver at Cincinnati. 

He played both positions at 
Highlands High in northern 
Kentucky, where he was a team­
mate of Gino Guidugli, now 
Cincinnati'~ quarterback.
