Taken together, the two 
patterns were ''disconcert· 
lng," said Ron Crouch, 
executive director ot the 
Kentucky State Data 
Center at the Umverstty of 

ouisville. 
Crouch satd the trend 

in Kentucky has been 
toward smaller households 
because families with chil­
dren at home are declining 
as a percentage of the 
state's population. 

"You'd really expect 
Income to be going up and 
poverty to be going down, ' 
Crouch said in a tele· 
phone intervtew. 

The census figures 
expressed as averages for 
overlapping two-year peri­

ds. were taken from esti­
ates based on data for 

the entire state rather than 
for counties or ctties 

The figures tndicated 
an average poverty rate tn 
Kentucky of 12 6 percent 
for 2000-2001 , increasing 
1o 13.4 percent for 2001-
2002- an increase of 
etght-tenths of a potnt 
Nationally, the average 
increased by four-tenths of 
a poult to 11 9 percent. 

Median household 
income declined 1.4 per­
cent to $37,905. The 
. national median declined 
by 1 . 7 percent.

Thursday. 

Joel Brown. a Universit) of 
Illinois-Chicago biology profes­
. or told the Grant Park Ad\'is~ry 
Board on Wednesday that the rab­
bits have been drawn by park veg­
etatlOn - lawns. plants and the 
sap behind tree barl<. 

The advisory board is working 
with the city to develop a penna­
nent, yet humane, solunon to the 
rabbit·. said board president Bob 
O'Neill. Officials are concemed 
that the rabbits might hann some 
200 elm trees that arc to be plant­
ed in the park. 

The best way to protect the 
new elms would be to erect wire­
mesh fences around the trees. then 
trap and relocate the rabbits, 
Brown said.

damages. 

It was the targeting of environmental 
regulation a a "barrier ro trade" that 
brought environmental activists into the 
treets of Seattl in 1999. They were 

joined by thousands of workers - the 
other half of the "Teamster-Turtle'' 
alliance that first exposed the dark side 
of the wro. BUL the cattle negotia­
tions also broke unwn from the ~.:ont1ict

Am rica has a propen ity to 
reshape institutions to satisfy per­
sonal needs, Wolfe writes, and 
while this may be appropriate for 
consumer goods. it appears "out 
of place when matters of ultimate 
meaning and signiticance are at 
issue.' 

Many will doubtless dispute 
Wolfe' broad-bn1sh theory. find­
ing him perhaps too ambitiou~ in 
anempting to trear !lll faiths and 
working too hard to In them into 
hi scenario. Bul he offen; many 
keen observation:>. 

And inrriguingly. he comes at 
all this as a religious outsider. 
Though Wolfe has directed his 
college's Center for ReUgion and 
American Public Life since 1999. 
he ays "some might feci I'm t.one 
deaf to religion" and admits that 
"m many ways I f~l li.ke a reli­
gious illiterate." 

Wolfe. 61, only began thmking 
~eriously about the field in the tate 
1990s. The Philadelphia native 
says he underwent n pro forma 
bar mitzvah but was raised a thor 
oughly cutar Jew. He barely 
knew any Protestants till he 
re<~ched grad school. 

Many writers have noted 
Amencan religion's major con­
vulsions beginning around 1965: 
disruptions in Roman 
Calholici~m following the Second 
Vatican Council: steady decline 
for "mainline.. or liberal 
Protestant denomination : and an 
influx of Muslim , Hindu and 
Buddhists. resulting from change 
m immigration law. 

Less dramatic but equally 
important was the growth of con­
servative cvangelicnhsm, whose 
central role in American culture 
gets much of Wolfe's attention. 

By Wolfe's reckoning, Lhe cul­
ture has reshaped the evangehcaJs 
more than the oppo ite because 
they try so hard 10 appeal to the 
largest number of potential fol· 
lower.;.
