Each year thousands of peo­
ple throughout Kentucky 
become injured and hurt. physi· 
caUy, ~moaonally and p ycho· 
logically by someone clo e tO 

them 'Nlulc the number of peo­
ple involved in these situations 
may or may not cem stagger 
ing, all of the cases involve real 
men, women and children, who 
live with pam aud painful mem­
orie eyery ingle day of their 
lives. 

It is easy to sit in front of our 
tcle"isions or at our desks or in 
our church pews nnd pretend 
that domesti violence does 
t:Aist. but not in our lives. That is 
just plaio \'rang. Whenever you 
go to the grocery store. the 
movie theater, church or any 
office. you will likely cro_ 
path - whether )'OU realize it 
or not with someone 
involved in a domestic violence 
situation. 

Domestic violence reaches 
far beyond the abu er and the 
victim. When omeone choo e 
lO abuse their dome!!tiC partner, 
they choose to hurt ~tnd impact a 
of lot people. Starting with the 
victim Md their children, who 
witness and experience the vio­
lence firsthand. the list contin­
ues to involve other family 

members and friends, who often 
provide the fir t line of support. 
It spreads into the community 
through local and state police 
and sheriff departments, to 
ocial workers and coun elors, 

to the court clerks and judges, to 
Ia"' offices - prosecutors, pub­
lic advocates. as well as legal 
services and other private attor­
neys, to the church mjnisters, 
reverends and pastors and vari­
au. governmental agencies. 

To emphasize the importance 
of thi issue, the Floyd County 
Community Council on 
Domesric Violence has coordi· 
nated a series of newspaper arti­
cles to mform the public about 
domestic violen~.;e Jnd services 
available for everyone in .. olved 
The Floyd County Commuruty 
Council on Domestic Violence 
meets the third Thursday at 3 
p.m. in the old Counhouse Law 
Library.

Kentuckians. to no avail, keep sending a rather 

simple signal to their politicians: They favor legal­
izing slot machines at racetracks as a way to raise 
revenue to ease the state's budget crisis. 

In a Courier-Journal Bluegrass Poll, for exam­
ple 56 percent of respondents favor tracks ide 
slots, with only 39 percent opposed. Jn three pre­
vious samplings on the same question, support for 
the slots ranged from 51 percent to 55 percent. 
What's more positive responses rise to 63 percent 
in the latest pol1 if the state ·s share of the slot 
money goes to public schools. 

You'd think such numbers might stiffen some 
political spines. But bills to legalize slot machines 
at racetrack have stalled in the Kentucky House 
in the past two legislative sessions, the Republican 
leadership of the Senate refuses even to consider 
such measures, and the GOP's gubernatorial can­
didate. U.S. Rep. Ernie Fletcher. opposes expand­
ed gambling. 

The benefits of legalizing slots are obvious. 
They should add as much as $400 million a year 
to the state's depleted coffers. The racing interests' 
share would bolster Kentucky's crucial $3.4 biJ­
lion thoroughbred industry, and slots would make 
Kentucky tracks competitive with rivals in states 
that are luring horses and owners with slots­
enhanced purses. 

Sl ts at tracks are not a panacea, of course. 
They would provide needed revenue but could not 
substitute for reforming and modernizing 
Kentucky's tax system . ... 

The poll suggests that Kentuckians wisely want 
limits: slots at tracks, but not elsewhere. That 
should be a cautionary note for the Democratic 
candidate for governor, Attorney General Ben 
Chandler, who smartly favors racetrack slots but 
wrongly pandered to Owensboro voters by leaving 
the door open to a casino at the city's largest hotel. 

... The case for racetrack slots deserves a fair 
and thorough hearing. Right now, it gets a dismis­
sive rejection in Frankfort. That's wrong, and out 
of step with the public.
