Edward and Kathy 
Reinthaler. owner ot ReLnthaler 
& Son Sawmill, tiled uit 
again 1 Michael L. BClwe. ov. ner 
of the Alle11 lug,ging company 
Bowe Loggmg, late la 1 week in 
Floyd Circuit Court. 

According to the Reinthaler's 
complainr filed along with rhe 
lawsuit. contractors or agents 
with Bowe Logging Lrc passed 
on land· the ;o,av.mill operators 
own in Johnson County and 

r"moved timber from the proper­
ty for their own use. 

The Reinthaler'· attorney in 
t.he case, C. V Reynolds. claimed 
in the suit filed on boha1f of the 
couple that Bowe Logging had 
refu ·ed to compensate for the 
damage, ·aying further that the 
aJleged Ire pa ing and removal 
of timber was "oppressiye" and 
"malicious'·. 

Reynolds argued in the com­
plaint that the damage brought 
about by the removal of the tim­
ber totaled a little over $21 ,307,
