But even the best laws won't 
be effective if the government 
can't expose corporate wrong­
doing and win conviction in 
complex cases Througbout the 
1990s, federal investigator 
working on w~i~e-c:ollar crime 
were woefully underfunded and 
understaffed Little has changed. 
De pite budget increases, the 
Securities and Exchange 
Commission doesn't have 
enough lawyers to examine even 
a third of public firms' filings or 
to dig into much suspicious 
activity. Nor can federal prose· 
cutors handle all of the securi­
ties-fraud cases that come their 
way. They often won't pursue 
difficult ca es - and go up 
against lavishly funded corpo­
rate legal teams - because they 
don't have the resources. 

It's a travesty that justice 
won't be done in many recent 
corpomte candals. But we can 
still deter new executive crim 
and ensure that future wrongdo­
ers don 'l slip through pro ·C\:u­
tors' fingers. Yes. such effortS 
will cost taxpayers. but the_ 
should be popular with an 
investmg public that is still foot­
ing the bill for one of lhe great­
est orgies of corporate greed in 
u.s. hi tory.
