releru ed la t ec . 111 primary gripe ha5 been that federal 
and state conclu ·ion · cem to be aying different thing . 

For example, m· n~ ch ol admmbtrator cried foul 
becau ·e their ;-ch ol · ·hov.ed tremendou progre. on the 
state's Commonw alth Accountability Tc ring System, but 
were on idcrcd f, ilurc · n lht: CLB report card . They 
wondered ho the arne ch I could be judged both a uc­
c sand a failure by th different tandard . e pecially when 
lhey were judged u i g the ame le 1. 

But while LR look m the arne data as CAT , it doe 
so in a way that highlights a weakness in how we have 
judged our h I o er the past 15 years. 

CATS derive its core by looking at each grade level as 
a whole. Thu • it a chool' fourth-grader • for example, 
show enough progres as a group. the . chool is considered 
succes ful in edu ·ating thot.;e students. 

NCLB. on the other hand goes a step further. It will al o 
look at ho • thos · amt; fourth-graders pcrfonn as a group, 
but then il begin asking more difficult que tion . uch as 
ho d1d th d1 bled fourth-grade ·tudents tare? Ho ' did the 
Jow-income tudent d '! re the ethnic minority tudent 
doing as well? 

It i then ea y to how the ~ec:mingly contradictory 
arc a hie ed. If a I inve t it time into rai ing 
.rc of the group a a whole. but bon-change di ·­

abled tudcnt by failing t gt e them the e tra attention they 
need, it i no big deal under the C TS · tem. But that arne 
chool could find it elf facing tiff penallie under NCLB. 

In hort, o Child left Behind i attempting to make ·ure 
that chools do not increase overall performance by leaving a 
few di advantaged tudents behind. Thalts a goal well worlh 
pur uing. 

Whether it works or not will only be answered in time, but 
at lea t NCLB is recognizing the problem. CATS. on the 
olher hand w uld have allowed cho I to reap reward even 
as an educational mder lass developed beneath the surface.

Kentucky Lottery is droppmg 
plan to in titute an online ver­
sion of keno, a casino type 
game, lottery President Arch 
Glea on told legislators 
Monday. 

The decision folJowed Gov.­
elect Ernie Fletcher' stated 
opinion on Friday that a keno 
game would be illegal under 
statutes that govern the louery 
and would violate the limits on 
game.:; ot chance in the I R91 
state con titution. 

Glea on, testifying to the 
General A sembly' interim 
State Government Committee, 
said he huddled over the week­
end with lhe louery' chairman 
and vice chairman - Bill 
Covangton of Eminence and 
George Demaree of Louisville. 
His new orders are to "cease nll 
effort tow:rrd implementation 
of a Keno game,·· G Ieason said. 

He predicted the enlire lot­
tery board will go along when 
tl meet again in January. 
Fletcher's pre s secretary, We. 
!rvm. aid the governor-elect 
was .. very pleased'' by the tum­
about. 

Fletcher weighed in on keno 
a week after the lottery board 
voted to have Gleason and his 
taff develop a keno game that 

could be pla.yed over terminals 
in bar . re taurants and other 
locations. The board wa tak­
ing a cue from outgoing Gov. 
Paul Patton. who promoted 
keno as a wa)' to shore up lot­
tery revenues. 

Some legi.lati ve criticism 
en ued tbe same day, including 
statements of opposition from 
Senate Majority Leader Dan 
Kelly, a Republican. and Hou. e 
Speaker Jody Richard . a 
Democrat. Pletcher said at the 
time that he would re\'ie\V the 
deci ion, and Glea on aid lot-
tery official would .. be 
responstve- to whatever 
Fletcher had to say. 

Gleason said he llisagn.>ed 
with Fletcher and other who 
doubt the game's legality. ·or 
did he rule out the po. sibility

Mail order food gifts: Care 
should be taken with mail-order 
food gifts which can mclude meat, 
poultry, fish and otller perishables 
like cheQ;c:, fruit, and cheesecake. 
The gift gtver should alert the recip­
ient to the pending anival of the 
food gift; the recipient should open 
the package immediately to make 
sure that foods requiring refrigera­
tion anives in a chilled state.
