Since the last drug roundup in 
early April of last year. one might 
think the Floyd County Drug Task 
Force has been relatively quiet. 

Many of the record-breaking 46 
suspected dealers arresred in the 
first week of April of last year have 
been entenced or are currently 
involved in plea negotiations with 
pro ecutors. 

It would have been easy for 
inve tigators to sit back and take a 
well-deserved break, but the truth 
of rhe matter is that for the past six 
months. the task force hasn't 
missed a beat. 

For six months, the task force 
has, with only three undercover 
officers, continued its efforts and 
saw them pay off Monday morning 
with another 18 arrests, following 
by another Tuesday, bringing the 
total to I 9 at this time. 

Six task force groups made up 
of officers from both the Floyd 
County Sheriff's Department and 
the Prestonsburg Police 
Department departed from 
Prestonsburg and blanketed the 
county just after 9 a.m. Monday, 
arresting 18 suspected drug dealers 
charged in indictments with what 
would combine to be over 100 
counts of doctor shopping and 
drug trafficking. 

Floyd Sheriff John K. 
Blackburn and h1s group found 
their first suspect at Price approxi­
mately an hour into the roundup. 

Blackburn, Sgt. Gary Tackett 
and Deputy Delmas Johnson took 
Billy J. McCoy into custod} with­
out a problem at his home along 
Spewing Camp. McCoy was 
charged in an indictment with first­
and second-degree drug traffick­
ing. 

Later, Blackburn poke of the 
ease with which McCoy wa 
brought into police custody.

"I didn't know what to say to 
him,'' Blackburn said. Bob

Monday morning 
and charged with first-degree 
promoting contraband and sec­
ond-degree conspiracy to drug 
trafficking. 

Just over an hour later, ar 
12:30 p.m., officers slapped jail 
inmate Joanna J. Stanley, 33, 
with the same charges. 

Police said the arrests came 
after the investigation revealed 
that Mulliken l1ad, at least on 
two occasions, allegedly smug­
gled prescription drugs to 
Stanley. 

The charges were something 
that Scott says add to an already 
stressful responsibility. 

"This is something we try to 
control as best as we can," Scott 

was arrested on 27 counts of doc­
tor-shopping brought against him 
in his indictment, while another 
Floyd Countian, Darrell Bentley, 
of Martin, was taken into custody 
on 25 counts of doctor-shopping. 

Bentley was not found at 
home, bur instead was taken into 
custody when he moved across 
the parking lot to shake 
Blackburn's hand shortly after the 
sheriff returned from the roundup. 

Bentley said he had come to 
town to pay a heating bilL but 
quickly realized that wasn't going 
to happen. 

"I just made it real easy on 
them," he said and shrugged his 
shoulders while following 
Blackburn to the jail entrance. 

Bentley was arraigned along 
with the other roundup suspects 
Tuesday morning and will now 
face 27 counts of doctor shopping, 
all class C felonies. 

Also arrested on doctor shop­
ping charges were Charles Stevie 
Goodman, of Garrett, L1 counts; 
Earl Thomas Patton, of Printer, 
two counts; Johnny Owens, of 
Garrett, six counts; and Robert 
Fortner, ofEast Point, four counts. 

Goodman was arrested during 
the April 2003 roundup on 
charges of first- and second­
degree drug trafficking and was 
free on bond at the time of his

up nearly 60 percent, while drug 
possession offenses spiked near­
ly 200 percent. 

Closer attention to abuse con­
trol and programs such as 
Medicaid in relation to drug 
abuse will also be focused on, 
Stumbo said. 

"1 am alarmed at statistics 
that indicate the growing num­
ber of admissions to treatment 
facilities for prescription drug 
abuse," said Stumbo. 
''Therefore, I will direct, in con­
sultation with federal regulators, 
the investigators of the Medicaid 
Fraud and Abuse Control 
Division to be alert for possible 
prescription drug diversion 
activity as they carry out their 
important work." 

Another change in Stumbo's 
reorganization will be dissolving 
the Financial Integrity 
Enforcement Division, a divi­
sion which has dealt with such 
duties as identity theft. Under 
Stumbo's new direction, this for­
mer division will be maintained 
by the KBI, which will also con­
tinue work in fighting public 
corruption, an issue of primary 
concern for past office holders. 

In addition to Director James. 
other members of Stumbo's new 
management team include Denis 
Fleming as deputy attorney gen­
eral; Janet Graham, Pierce 
Whites and Charlotte Ellis 
Lands as a sistant deputy attor­
ney generals; and Vicki Glass a 
director of communications.

arrest Monday. 
''This is the first roundup on 

doctor-shopping charges," 
B lackbum said. "We made a deci­
sion during the investigation to 
pinpoint these types of charges." 

Blackburn, who takes pride in 
the fact that the task force has yet 
to hand a case to prosecutors that 
hasn't held up, said the efforts and 
uccess could be attributed to 

aggressive work in the cowtroom. 
"As far as 1 know, we haven't 

lost a case yet," he said. "The 
Commonwealth Attorney's Office 
has done an excellent job in pro -
ecuting the cases." 

Floyd Commonwealth's 
Attorney Brent Turner said yester­
day he had advised investigators 
to pursue doctor-shoppers 
throughout the county. 

"We've been encouraging all 
the agencies to try to do more doc­
tor-shopping cases, primarily 
because it's such a deterrent,'" 
Thmer said Tuesday. ''These peo­
ple are loading up on all these 
extra pills and it's a major part of 
the pill supply that's being sold. If 
you can cut down on the number 
of pills being prescribed and 
received, you can make it a little 
harder to buy them." 

In addition to the six people 
arrested on doctor-shopping 
charges 12 others were taken into 
custody on first- and second­
degree dmg trafficking charges, 
including the owner of a Betsy 
Layne flea market and another 
repeat from April's roundup. 
Lancer resident Penny Branham. 

Branham was arrested at her 
home in Lancer in early April and 
charged with drug trafficldng 
within 1,000 yards of nearby 
Adams Middle School She was 
due for trial on those charges 
when police picked her up 
Monday morning for drug traf­
ficking. 

It would be early Monday 
afternoon before police had Edgar 
Tackett, of Toler's Creek., in cus­
tody. Tackett, owner and operator 
of the Betsy Layne Flea Market, 
was found, according to investiga­
tors. selling prescription pills 
from his business along U.S. 23.

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As one of the most successful careers in the Kentucky leg­
islature gives way to a new career in the executive branch, it 
is appropriate at this time to take a look back. 

Greg Stumbo entered the state legislature 24 years ago and 
quickly becoming one of its risjng stars. Within a few short 
years, he rose to lead his counterparts by being elected House 
majority floor leader. 

Although the position technically ranks second among 
leadership posts in the House, Stumbo essentially became the 
most powerful member of the legislature, through his own 
ability, his long tenure and the BOPtrot scandal, which caused 
the downfall of former House Speaker Don Blandford and 
weakened that position over the next few years. 

Of course, Stumbo's high proft.le helped him to win his 
race last year for state attorney general. But it also did some­
thing more. It gave him the power to improve his community 
-our community - to an extent rivaled only by former 
Gov. Bert T. Combs. 

Stumbo needs only look out the window of his home to see 
one of his most notable achievements - Stonecrest Golf 
Course and the rest of Prestonsburg 's mountaintop develop­
ment project. With that project still developing, its full payoff 
to Floyd County remains several years in the future and it will 
likely reap dividends for Eastern Kentucky that are as of yet 
unimagined. 

Stumbo has also been a key figure in other improvements 
to his community - the widening of U.S. 23, the Mountain 
Arts Center, water line extensions, countless improvements to 
local parks and schools. And while he, like any leader has 
had his share of critics, no Floyd Countian can say Stumbo 
did not do his level best to improve our community. 

If that were the extent of his legacy, Stumbo might merely 
be considered a highly successful pork-barrel politician -
which is perfectly okay, since Floyd County needed a little 
fattening. But Stumbo has also hown the traits of a true 
leader. 

He became one of the foremost champions of the environ­
ment in Kentucky through his unrelenting, though unsuccess­
ful, push to bring about a bottle bill. A mere politician would 
have shrunk from that challenge for fear of angering well­
financed special interests. But Stumbo demonstrated the 
courage of a leader by fighting the good fight, anyway. 

And Stumbo also showed his ability to rally the troops by 
leading his party through troubUng times, first with the 
BOPtrot scandal, then with the Kent Downey prostitution 
scandal, and finally during former Gov. Paul Patton's personal

Bills to watch in 2004 session

When the Kentucky General 
ssembly convened on Tuesda) 

for the biennial 60-day session, 
there were several prefiled bills 
worth notmg that could shape 
the future of the 
Commonwealth. 

Several bills iu both the 
Democratic controlled House 
and Republican controlled 
Senate have been ftled m favor 
of protecting the rights of an 
unborn child. TI1e "fetal homi­
cide'' bill that was shot down by 
the Senate and House in 2003 
will return and includes support 
from both partie in the House 
m the form of prefiled btll BR 
16. BR 16 calls for the Kentucky 
Law to ·'include an unborn child 
after viability within the defini­
tion of a ·person' for the purpos­
es of criminal homicide." 

Several bills also have been 
prefiled in favor of expanded 
gambling in the tate, including 
BR 20. by Rep. Tom Burch D­
Louisville. BR 20 calls for elec­
tronic gaming to be expanded to 
racetracks as part of the state 
lottery. 

Rep. Burch also prefiled BR 
341, which calls for the aboli­
tion of the death penalty. 
Legislation . imilar to BR 341 
has failed to get out of the 
Judiciary committee in the past. 

Senate President David 
Williams, R-Burkesville, has 
brought back hi. proposal for a 
constitutional amendment that 
permits the General Assembly to 

limit the non-economic damages 
and limit pumtive damages in 
cases involving medical mal­
practice in the state. The hope is 
to lower the cost of malpractice 
in urance tor physicians and. as 
a result, attract more doctor to 
the state and lower healthcare 
costs for Kentuckians by giving 
them better acces to physicians. 

Rep J.R. Gray, D-Benton, is 
proposmg an amendment to the 
state constitution calling for the 
defmition of a marnage to be 
between one man and one 
woman. Gray' b1ll. BR 839. 
will prohibit same sex marriages 
and permit the General 
As embly to prorub1t other mar­
riages by law. If passed, Gray's 
proposal would be submitted to 
the voters of the tate to approve 
or reject. 

Sen. Dan Seum, R-
Louisville, has preftled a bill

Defense attorney: Newsome's 
testimony shouldn't be allowed

PIKEVILLE - An Eastern 
Kentucky politician awaiting 
sentencing for election fraud "is 
nothing more than convicted 
felon" and shouldn't be permit­
ted to testify in a trial next 
week, a defense attorney srud. 

Knott County Judge-
Executive Donnie Newsome 
was convicted in October on 
federal election fraud charges. 
He has told prosecutors that he 
bas information pertinent to the 
upcoming trial of 10 people 
from Pike County, including 
former state Sen. John Doug 
Hays and Pikeville businessman 
Ross Harris. 

Newsome is scheduled for 
sentencing on March 16. He 
claims that Harris gave him 
$25,000 before elections in 
2000 and 2002, according to 
prosecutors who have asked 
U.S. District Judge Karen 
Caldwell to allow Newsome to 
testify. 

"The accusations that the 
government seeks to introduce 

are completely unreliable," said 
defense attorney R. Kenneth 
Westberry in a motion filed 
Monday to prohibit the new evi­
dence. 

Prosecutors claim that 
Newsome told them he received 
cash from Harris through a "bag 
man" whose identity he didn't 
know. A sistant U.S. Attorney 
Kenneth R . Taylor filed the 
motion asking Caldwe11 to 
allow the new evidence about 
three weeks ago. 

"Newsome is a dishonest 
man," Westberry said. "He is 
not waiting to be sentenced for 
jaywalking. He is being sen­
tenced for vote-buying, for 
fraud against the common­
wealth of Kentucky. Newsome 
i nothing more than a convict­
ed felon desperately attempting 
to curry favor with the govern­
ment.'' 

In addition, Westberry said 
the new evidence shouldn't be 
allowed because prosecutors 
waited too late to say they want­
ed to introduce it. He said the 
evidence can't legaHy be con­
sidered a preliminary tep 

toward the crimes Harris is 
accused of. For that reason, 
Westbeny srud, the testimony 
isn' t admissible. 

Taylor said in a response that 
he believes the evidence is 
admissible because it involves a 
related event. 

"The theory, once again in a 
nutshell, is that Ross Harris is a 
political boss, mover or shaker 
or power broker who .has over 
the past few years ... been 
behlnd the cenes in numerous 
local and states races, including 
the John Doug Hays campaign," 
Taylor said. "He has an overar­
ching plan to control numerous 
counties by getting his people 
elected." 

[t wasn't clear when 
Caldwell plans to issue a ruling 
on the proposed new evidence. 

Jury selection is scheduled to 
begin on Monday in U.S. 
District Court in London, where 
the trial was moved after con­
cerns were raised about where a 
fair trial could be held in 
Pikeville. 

The trial is expected to last 
up to six weeks.

Son files wrongful death suit 
16 vears after lather's death

PRESTONSBURG - The 
son of a man who was electro­
cuted by a "naked wire" while 
replacing a roof in Wayland 
over 16 years ago is suing 
American Electric Power. 

The suit, filed last week in 
Floyd Circuit Court by attorney 
Nathan Collins, alleges that the 
Barry Thornsberry Sr. was 
"needlessly killed" because of 
the corporation's "gross negli­
gence" in September 1987. 

Thornsberry's youngest son, 
James, now 18, asks in the peti­
tion for an award to cover dam­
ages for the loss of assistance, 
aid and companionship of his 
father, who was killed while 
replacing a roof with his cousin, 
Ted. at the former home of 
Buford Slone in Steele's Creek 
at Wayland.

Additionally, it charges, AEP's 
alleged failure to provide ade­
quate warni.ng of "extreme dan­
gers" at the residence was 
another factor that proved fatal 
in the 1987 incident. 

According to the suit, a "dan­
gerously located" 7 ,000-volt 
uninsulated wire was "improp­
erly hung" approximately eight 
feet from the two-story home. 
The incident occurred while 
Thornsberry was moving a lad-

der to re-roof the home, the suit 
says. 

H~ was ~9 an~ th~ fath~r of 
three "small" children at the 
time of his death. 

During an interview Monday, 
attorney Nathan Collins said 
that the naked wire is still not 
fixed. It hangs over a home 
belonging to Kim and Roger 
Jones, who live approximately 
500 feet from Slone's home. 
where the electrocution took 
place in 1987.

Man accused of 
burglary while

PRESTONSBURG A 
Floyd County man arrested for 
burglary, a charge given him for 
an alleged violation which 
occurred two weeks after he 
posted bail for two other unrelat­
ed charges, will appear in district 
court today for a preliminary 
hearing. 

Shawn Thacker, 24, of Left 
Fork in Little Paint, pleaded not 
guilty to second-degree burglary 
during his arraignment Monday 
morning under Judge James R. 
Allen. 

According to the arrest war­
rant served by Floyd County 
Sheriff's Deputy Glenn 
Blackburn, dated Dec. 19, 
Thacker allegedly entered the 
home of Jeff Burke, at Clum 
Derosset Branch of the Left Fork 
of Little Paint, on Nov. 11 and 
took items valued for at least 
$5,000. 

Blackburn arrested Thacker 
on Dec. 31, the citation says. 

According to Thacker's crim-

inaJ history, which is compiled 
as evidence alongside the bur­
glary charge against him, he was 
out on bail for charges stenuning 
from two unrelated cases when 
the warrant for his arrest was 
issued. 

The record indicates that on 
Dec. 15 Thacker posted $2,000 
in cash as bail in a pending case 
against him and a $5,000 surety 
bond in another case. 

ln both of those cases, 
Thacker faces fourth-degree 
assault charges for an alleged 
domestic violence incident that 
resulted in minor injuries. 

The incidents allegedly 
occurred in September and 
November. 

Thacker was found guilty of 
an amended theft by unlawful 
taking charge in 2001, for which 
he was sentenced to 12 months 
in jail and given a $500 fine. 

He was placed under a 
$10,000 cash bond following 
Monday's arraignment.

Session begins with Democratic

FRANKFORT The 
House's new majority leader 
preached bipartisanship Tuesday 
to launch a 2004 General 
Assembly session that seems 
certain to be dominated by bud­
get problems. 

On an opening day filled with 
ceremony, lawmakers convened 
for a session that can last until 
April 15, a constitutional dead­
line. They are limited to 60 days 
of legislative business during 
that span. 

In his first speech as 
Democratic floor leader, Rep. 
Rocky Adkins of Sandy Hook 
was greeted with a standing ova­
tion. He promised an "open door 
and an open mind," and offered 

to work with Republicans. 
"I reach out my hand as 

majority floor leader to work 
with you in a bipartisan manner 
as we move this agenda for­
ward,'' said Adkins, looking 
directly at the Republican leader, 
Rep. Jeff Hoover of Jamestown. 

Adkins succeeds Greg 
Stumbo, who was majority 
leader for a record 19 years 
before being elected attorney 
general in November. 

Adkins aid Democrats and 
Republicans were certain to bave 
disagreements. However he and 
Hoover were of a similar accord 
on one i sue Tuesday, teUing 
reporters they had reservations 
about one of Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher's plans to fend off a 
budget deficit 

To balance the book this 

year, Fletcher is taking $23.9 
million from the state's share of 
a national tobacco settlement, 
including about $17 million 
from the Agricultural 
Development Finance Corp.,

seasonally adjusted unemploy­
ment rate dropped to 5.5 percent 
in November from a revised 5.6 
percent in October. according to 
the Department for Employment 
Services. a Cabinet for 
Workforce Development 
agency. 

The state's seasonally adjust­
ed jobless rate for November 
2002 was also 5.5 percent. 

The U.S. seasonally adjusted 
jobless rate also decHned in 
November to 5.9 percent from 6 
percent in October, according to 
the U.S. Department of Labor. 

"Even the national unem­
ployment rate fell. Kentucky's 
5.5 percent unemployment rate 
jn November was till below the 
national rate. November marked 
the 20th consecutive month that 
our unemployment rate has been 
lower than the U.S. unemploy­
ment rate," said Carlos Cracraft, 
the department's chief labor 
market analyst.

QWhy are a Pap test and 

pelvic exam important? 

AA Pap test (sometimes 
called a Pap smear) and 
pelvic exam are impor­

tant parts of a woman,s routine 
health care because they can fmd 
cervical cancer and changes in 
the cervix that may lead to can­
cer. Mo t cancers of the cervix 
could be prevented if all wpmen 
had these tests regularly. 

In a Pap test, a doctor or other 
health professional uses an 
instrument called a speculum to 
widen the vagina and take cells 
from the cervix (the lower, nar­
row end of the uterus) with a 
small brush or scraper. The cells 
are sent to a lab where they are 
examined under a microscope 
for change . The test is simple, 
quick, and alrno t always pain­
less. 

During a pelvic exam, the 

increase in November, while 
four declined, Cracraft said. A 
monthly survey of business 
establishments revealed that

Another $86.4 million will come 
from the transfer of unbudgeted 
restricted funds from throughout 
state government 

The state is also "recapturing" 
about $123.4 million through dif­
ferent sowces including cuts to 
various state agencies, a hiring 
freeze in state government and 
other administrative actions. 

Aetcher also endorsed taking 
about $23.9 million from the 
state's share of the national tobac­
co settlement - including about 
$17 million from the state 
Agriculture Finance Corporation. 

The governor is planning to 
propose restoring the tobacco set­
tlement money through a bond 
issue when he makes his budget 
proposal to the General Assembly 
later this month, Daniel Groves, 
Fletcher's chief of staff, said in a 
news release. 

The money transfers come 
from throughout different agencies 
in state government, incJuding 
about $4 million from the state's 
Budget Reserve Trust Fund. 

Separately, F1etcher has also 
told his cabinet secretaries to iden­
tify where they couJd cut 2.5 per­
cent of their budgets this year, state 
Budget Director Brad Cowgill said 
in a release. That would help the 
state find about $100 million that 
could carry over into the next fis­
cal year, which starts July l. 

As part of the plan, about $30.3 
million from state universities and 
the Department of Education is 
being "recaptured." 

"We need to identify about 
$100 million in savings this year, 
which can be made available next 
year just to start out with the same

the book released to Sports 
Ulustrated for this week's issue, 
which hits newsstands 
Wednesday. He says he only 
ever bet on the Reds to win. 

Selig's immediate predeces­
sor, Fay Vincent, read the 
excerpts and was outraged, 
concluding that Rose did not 
deserve reinstatement. 

"There's no sense of regret, 
no sense of shame, no sense of 
the damage he did to baseball," 
Vincent said. "I guess I'm real-

·ly disgusted. I think the whole 
thing is a sordid, miserable 
story. It's sort of like turning 
over a stone - you see a lot of 
maggots, and it's not very pret­
ty." 

Rose chronicles two meet­
ings with baseball commission­
ers more than 13 years apart. In 
the flrst, with Peter Ueberroth 
in February 1989, the Reds' 
manager denied ever betting on 
baseball. In the second, with 
Selig in November 2002, Ro.se 
decided to confess. 

"Yes, sir, I did bet on base­
ball," Rose told Selig during 
the private meeting. 

"How often?" Selig asked. 
"Four or flve times a week," 

Rose replied. "But I never bet 
against my own team, and I 
never made any bets from the 
clubhouse." 

"Why?" Selig asked. 
"I didn't think I'd get 

caught." 
After the meeting, Rose 

came away thinking he would 
be reinstated "within a reason­
able period." 

"I've consistently heard the 
statement: 'If Pete Rose came 
clean, all would be forgiven,"' 
he writes. "Well, I've done 
what you've asked. The rest is

up to the commissioner and Lhe 
big umpire in the sk.y." 

If reinstated, Rose's last 
chance to appear on the writ­
ers' ballot for the Hall of Fame 
is December 2005. After that, 
he could be voted in by the vet­
erans' committee. 

But even if he appears on 
the ballot, he needs 75 percent 
of the voters to select him, and 
Hall rules state "voting shall be 
based upon the player's record, 
playing ability, integrity, 
sportsmanship, character, and 
contributions to the team(s) on 
which the player played." 

Rose repeated his admission 
in an interview on ABC News' 
"Primetime Thursday," parts of 
which aired Monday on "Good 
Morning America." 

"It's time to clean the slate, 
it's time to take responsibility," 
Rose says in the interview. 
"I'm 14 years late. 

"[ just never had the oppor­
tunity to tell anybody that was 
going to help me. .. . I couldn't 
get a response from baseball 
for 12 years. It's like I died and, 
and they knew I died and they 
dido 't want to bring me back. 
They were just going to let me 
rot." 

Rose wrote that if he "had 
been Wl alcoholic or a lirug 
addict, baseball would have 
suspended me for six weeks 
and paid for my rehabilitation." 

"I should have had the 
opportunity to get help, but 
baseball had no fancy rehab for 
gamblers like they do for drug 
addicts," Rose wrote. "If I had 
admitted my guilt, it would 
have been the same as putting 
my head on the chopping block 
- lifetime ban. Death penalty. 
I spent my entire life on the 
baseball fields of America, and 
I was not going to give up my 
profession without first seeing 
some bard evidence .... Right or 
wrong, the punishment didn't

and rub like crazy. He'll then 
spring free and fall back into tile 
water, thereby rinsing himself off. 
(The nationa1 record is - for cats -
three latherings, so don' t expect 
too much.) 

Next, the cat must be dried. 
Novice cat bathers always 
assume this part will be the most 
difficult, for humans generally are 
worn out at this point and the cat 
is just now becoming really deter­
mined. In fact, the drying is sim­
ple compared to what you have 
just been through. That's because 
by now the cat is semipennanent­
ly affixed to your right leg. You 
simply pop the drain plug with 
your foot. reach for your towel 
and wait (Occasionally, howev­
er, the cat will end up clinging to 
the top of your army helmet. If 
this happens, the best thing you 
can do is to shake him loose and 
encourage him to move toward 
your leg.) After all the water is 
dramed from the tub, it is a simple 
matter to just reach down and dry 
the cat 

In a few days, the cat will relax 
enough to be removed from your 
leg. He will usually have nothing 
to say for about three weeks and 
will spend a lot of time sitting 
with his back to you. He might 
even become psychoceramic and 
develop the fixed stare of a plaster 
figurine. 

You will be tempted to assume 
that he is angry. This isn't usual­
ly the case. As a rule, he is sim, 
ply plotting ways to get through 
your defenses and injure you for 
life the next time you decide to 
give him a bath. But, at least fot 
now, he smells a lot better.
