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Two children killed 
in Maytown house ftre

MAYTOWN - Smoke bil­
lowed from Front Street in 
Maytown and floated across nearby 
Route 80 like a low-moving rain 
cloud heavy with grief. 

One by one, fire trucks and 
police crui er pulled away from 
the scene, quiet and dutiful, the 
officials inside pulling away from 
tragedy, but not far enough to for-

get. 
Their thought were with John 

Duncan, the Maytown man who 
lost two of lus five children in a 
house ftre along Front Street earlier 
that morning. 

Police said Duncan's two sons. 
4-year-oJd Forrest Duncan and 2-
year-old Caleb Duncan. died when 
their father's attempts to bnng 
them to afet; were unsucce ful. 

According to preliminary inve -
tigation conducted by invesrigat-

ing officer Kentucky State Police 
Det. Byron Han ford, John Duncan 
awoke to the smell of smoke Friday 
morning and oon realized bi 
home wa on fire. 

Police aid Duncan and a female 
in the house at the time, Emily 
Howell, who police were unable to 
identify as the mother, rushed two 
children om of the house. Duncan 
then returned for his two sons.

PRESTONSBURG A 
F1oyd County woman arrested 
last year for drug trafficking near 
Prestonsburg Elementary School 
is expected to get probation after 
she entered a guilty plea this 
week in circuit court. 

According to documents filed 
Friday, Stephanie Michele 
Smiley, 35, of Preston burg, 
appeared in circuit court 
Tuesday, Jan. 20, with her attor· 
ney Terry Mulliken, where she 
pleaded guilty to two counts of 
possession of a controlled sub­
stance and one count of having a 
controlled substance that was not 
in its original container. 

Smiley, who was originally 
charged with trafficking near a 
school, second-degree traffick­
ing and for having prescriptions 
in an improper container, 
changed her original not guilty 
plea after negotiations with the 
commonwealth's attorney's 
office in December led to a plea 
agreement. 

In return for her plea, the 
commonwealth recommended 
that the trafficking charge 
against Smiley be amended to 
two counts of first-degree pos-
es ion, class D felonies. 

They offered Smiley a tmal of 
two year for the offenses: two 
years for both counts of posses­
sion and 12 months for the other

charge, with each of the sen­
tences to run concurrently. 

However, the commonwealth 
proposed in its plea agreement 
that Smiley be relea ed on uper­
vi ed probation following her 
formal sentencing, whkh is 
cheduled to be held Feb. 20. 

She is to report to the 
Department of Probation and 
Parole immediately following 
her release from the coun, the 
document say . 

According to an arre t cita· 
tion, issued by Pre tonsburg 
Police Officer George Tussey on 
Oct. 25, Smiley was arre ted on 
North Lake Drive in front of 
Prestonsburg Elementary 
School. 

Reportedly, Tussey pulled 
Smiley over on Route 1428 after 
an informant complained about a 
vehicle driving on the wrong 
side of the road. After failing a 
field sobriety te t, Tussey said 
that Smiley agreed to a earch of 
her vehicle, where he found three 
bottle of prescription medica­
tion, none of which were labeled, 
from a pharmacy where her 
brother was employed. 

Tu ey confiscated 120 
Lorcet, 50 Valium nnd 120 Soma 
from Smiley' vehicle, a well a 
40 other prescription pills that 
were hidden beneath a spare tire 
in her trunk. 

She i current! y free on a 
$25,000 surety bond, awaiting 
sentencing next month. 

While firefighters were rou­
tinely extinguishing the last few 
pockets of ftre at the Maytown 
residence, officials with the 
Aoyd County Coroner's Office 
were busy maintaining, and at 
times losing, their emotional dis­
tance from the reality of the 
scene while searching for one of 
the two children through black­
ened bits of furniture, including 
a scorched couch and playpen 
tossed onto the front lawn 
among several other pieces of 
furniture and toys. Other work­
ers pulled water hoses around an 
a h·covered wingset, putting 
out the last of the blaze. 

"I'm just too emotional to 
talk about it right now, ' said a 
tearful Deputy Coroner Glen 
Frazier hartly after bringing 
one of the two small boy from 
the wreckage of the home. 

As of Friday afternoon, the 
first of the two bodies had been 
brought from the sagging and 
charred borne, cradled tightly in 
Frazier's arms after being di -
covered in the living room. 

Approximately two hour 
later, when official recovered 
the second body, found in a bed­
room of the horne. officials were 
still unable to make positive 
identification. 

Family members tood fight­
ing te. with arm crossed at 
the scene Friday, crossing police 
I ine and then moving back into

Mars: I 's not 
ush's 0 y 

Critics of President Bush's plan for a manned mission to 
Mars argue that the nation can't afford such a lrip and that 
there are pressing needs here on Earth far more worthy of the 
money that such a mission would require. The critics have a 
point. At a time when members of Congress are spending like 
a bunch of drunken sailors and driving the nation deeper into 
debt - and those are just the Republicans - it can seem 
foolish to be talking about space missions to uninhabitable 
planets. Especially when the latest unmanned probe to the 
planet appears to have stopped functioning just as its mission 
was getting under way. 

Certainly the Bush administration has to do a bener job of 
explaining where the money will come from. It has to come 
from somewhere, and, frankly, we' re not crazy about sugges­
tion such as allowing the Hubble telescope to die an early 
death as a way of saving some cash for a Mars trip. Any Mars 
venture must be funded rationally and responsibly and without 
sacrificing other vital elements in humanity's exploration of 
pace. 

But that doesn't mean Mars is Bush's folly. Critics of 
President Kennedy's pledge to land men on the moon by the 
end of the 1960s cited the same reasons for not going there: 
It's too expensive, and the money could be better spent here. 
But abiding by such logic means humanity will never go any­
where and that it wouldn't have gone to the moon. 

There will always be pressing needs at home. There will 
always be other places, people or programs that could use the 
money. But despite the nation's current budgetary problems 
and a growing deficit, the United States is still the wealthiest 
country on the planet. 

Bnding a responsible way to pay for a trip to Mars - even 
if that means extending deadlines for such an exploration -
should be possible given this counl:ry's resources. It might 
make sense to tum Mars into a truly humanitarian mission by 
inviting other nations to participate in, and help pay for, the 
trip. 

Finally, it should be remembered that going to the moon 
paid off in technological developments and scientific knowl­
edge that may not have been acquired otherwise. The 
advances humanity made in going to the moon were not limit­
ed to space exploration. The same will probably hold true for 
Bush's plan, wqich calls for building a base on the moon 
before heading to Mars. 

Scientists at the University of Wisconsin-Madison argue, 
for example, that a non-polluting and abundant energy source 
- helium-3 - is just lying around the surface of the moon, 
waiting to be brought back to Earth. If they're right, mining 
the stuff could solve some pressing environmental problems 
here on Earth. And odds are that other such discoveries will be 
made on the way to Mars. 

So, yes, a trip to Mar will be expensive, and budgeting ~or 
it needs to be realistic. But a manned mission to Mars may m 
the end more than pay for itself, in practical terms and as one 
more step in humanity's exploration of the universe.

FRANKFORT-An Eastern 
Kentucky judge ha been 
charged with misconduct by the 
state Judicial Conduct 
Commission for allegedly run­
ning campaign ads that mi rep­
resented his opponent 

Pike County District Judge 
Darrel H. Mullins was charged 
with four counts of misconduct 
for a barr~ge of campaign 
attacks against John Doug Hays. 
whom Mullins defeated in the 
2002 election for the judge hip. 

The chnrgcs, filed Dec. 22, 
were not made public until 
Friday. The commission sched 
uled a March 19 hearing in 
Prestonsburg. 

Mullins denied the charge in 
a response filed by attorney Fred 
Radolovich of Louisville. 
Mullins a ked the commission 
to reconsider eeking a public 
reprimand. 

The commission accused 
Mullin of violating the Code of 
Judicial Conduct by running the 
attack ads and commercial.. 

In particular, tJ1e conm1issioo 
said Mullins failed to uphold the 

integrity and independence of 
the judiciary, avoid impropriety 
and refrain from inappropriate 
political activity. 

The adl> criticized Hays' 
actions as a legislator and as a 
legal adviser to Pike County 
Judge-Executive Karen Gibson. 
Hays is a former state senator 
from Pike County. 

One radio ad featured labor 
union members cnuctzmg 
Hays' position on a bill affecting 
worker · compensation benefits 
for coal miners. 

ln his response, Mullin said, 
the ad was "truthfully represent-

The Corp!-> has planned a 
meeting with the public on 
March 9 which will feature an 
exhibit that might help people 
understand the project more 
thoroughly. says Confoni.

'This will give them a better 
1dea of what a floodwall could 
do to help them," Conforti said. 

But even with lhi visual aid, 
Conforti says she realizes there 
might be some people who win 
ask for other options. 

In those cases. she says that 
"raising" homes or the construc­
tion ol "ring wall " for larger 
commercial building would be 
alternatives for people in area 
such as Black Bottom. But build­
ings in the downtown area. 
which lhe agency says a short­
wall option would serve to pro­
tect, are mostly too old to be 
raised or altered. And those that 
aren't are government buildings 
that bring in other issues. 

"Everything is voluntary," 
Conforti said. "The people have 
to agree, ju t as the county and 
city have to agree."

Pope calls Appalachian 
Regional Commission 
'governmen at its est'

SOMERSET- Nearly a year 
into her job as head of the 
Appalachian Regional 
Commission, Anne Pope is sold 
on the federal agency charged 
with bringing economic parity to 
the mountains. 

'1like to think that the ARC is 
government at its best," Pope said 
during a vi it to Somerset on 
Friday. ''The ARC is a unique ani­
mal, connecting all levels of gov­
enuneot, local, state and federal, 
to help the people. It is what gov­
ernment is all about." 

Pope left no doubt that she is a 
cheerleader for the commission 
when she presented a $500,000 
check to help pay for clean drink­
ing water for residents of Clay 
County. 

Sbe said President George W. 
Bush. who appointed ber to her 
post last February, also recog­
nizes the needs of Appalachia and 
is very supportive of the agency. 

The commis ion, which is 
operating under a $66 million 
budget this year, provides federal 
money to help pay for improved 

medical care, job training, water 
line construction and other pro­
jects to improve the quality of life 
in Appalachia. The agency also is 
helping to build a regional high­
way system to open the moun­
tains to economic development, 
but the billion of dollars for that 
come from a separate spending 
account. 

The region served by the com­
mission includes all of West 
VIrginia and parts of Alabama, 
Georgia, Kentucky, Maryland, 
Mississippi, New York, North 
Carolina, Ohio, Pennsylvania, 
South Carolina, Tennessee, and 
Vrrginia. 

U.S. Rep. Hal Rogers, R­
Somerset, said the commission 
has played an important role in 
bringing economic improvement 
to eastern Kentucky, which has 
traditionally been one of the most 
impoveri hed regions of 
Appalachia. He said the commis­
sion's budget is relatively tiny 
compared to other federal agen­
cies, yet the funding it provides to 
local communities has improved 
lives throughout the mountains. 

Since it was created 39 years 
ago, the agency has helped to cut 

Appalachia's poverty rate in half, 
Rogers said. 

"Clearly, ARC is making a 
significant impact in Kentucky," 
Rogers aid. 

The money Pope announced 
for Clay County on Friday will 
ensure that 1,350 people bave 
access to clean water. 

"Currently, many residents in 
Oay County get their water from 
contaminated springs. creeks, 
wells and cisterns," Rogers said. 
''With the extension of new water 
lines, we will be able to ensure 
that safe and sanitary drinking 
water is more widely available." 

Rogers joined with other 
Appalachian congre smen to 
keep the agency alive when bud­
get cuts put its survival in ques­
tion. 

"Every year, it's a fight for the 
ARC," be said. ··sometimes 
we're on the ropes, and some­
times we have been able to get 
good funding increac;es." 

Rogers said he doesn't foresee 
major increases any time soon. 

"I'm going to at least try to 
keep it alive at current funding 
levels until better economic 
times," he said.

Poor Appalachian counties struggle with spotty ambulance service

HARLAN -DawnNunez.sat 
by her husband' bedside, worry­
ing that he was having a heart 
attack and praying he would ur­
vive the wait for an ambulance. 

An agonizing 14 hours after 
doctors at Harlan Appalachian 
Regional Ho pita! decided her 
husband needed treatment that 
wasn't available locally, an ambu­
lance finally anived to take him to 
a larger hospital in Lexington. 

''Time is of the essence when 

you're dealing with an emer­
gency," Dawn Nuoez said "Even 
one hour is too long to wait for an 
ambulance. It is frightening. You 
just feel so helpless." 

In Appalachia's poorest coun­
ties, where many people don't 
have health insurance to cover the 
cost of ambulances, the emer­
gency transport system is potty at 
best. And even hospital adminis­
trators say that situation won't 
change unless the government 
steps in. 

"Our local emergency trans­
port system is broken," said Mike 

Layfield, chief executive offtcer 
of the mall Harlan hospital. "H 's 
placing the health and welfare of 
the people at risk." 

All of Kentucky's 257licen ed 
ambulance services deal with 
inadequate reimbursement of 
co ts not just from private in ur­
ance companies but also from 
Medicaid and Medicare, said 
Charles O'Neal, deputy executive 
director of the Kentucky Board of 
Emergency Medical Service . 
The effects, he said, are more 
noticeable in the most impover­
ished areas where more patients 
are unable to pay. 

Kentucky." 
O'Neal said his agency has 

encouraged the ambulance com­
panies, the hospital and local 
elected leaders in Harlan County 
to work together to resolve their 
issues. He said one possible solu­
tion would be for local govern­
ment to help subsidize the cost of 
indigent care. 

Some counties have instituted 
taxes of 1 to 10 cents on each 
$100 worth of property to gener­
ate revenue to help offset those 
costs. O'Neal said that has been 
an effective way to help ambu­
lance services deal with the lack 
of reimbursement. 

House bill specifies 
steps to take in 
elder abuse cases 

The situation limits the num­
ber of employees working for 
ambulance services, prevents 
those employees from receiving 
adequate pay, and makes it diffi­
cult to purchase new ambulances 
and equipment, O'Neal said. 

"More dollar mean more 
money to use for all of those pur­
poses." he said. "Reimbursement 
is the key." 

Larry Allen, director of the 
Kentucky Office of Rural Health, 
said in many cases, local ho pita! 
have to send registered nurses 
along on ambulance rides to 
Lexington because of a lack of 
paramedics. 

In most cases, O'Neal said, 
that tax. revenue goes to publicly 
owned ambulance services. But 
he said privately owned services 
like those in Harlan could just as 
easily be reimbursed through tax 
revenues for indigent care through 
a contract with the city and coun­
ty. 

"I think people in this county 
are fed up with the ambulance 
companies, and I think they'd be 
willing to take on some additional 
tax to pay for the service," 
Layfield said. "We're sitting here 
io a very mountainous area, and 
our patients need a way to be 
tran ported out when necessary. 
We need a quick answer. We can't 
wait. Something needs to be 
done.''

Kentucky State Police and 
local law enforcement agencies 
would have to give the cabinet 
an annual report detailing each 
case and its disposition. The 
cabinet, in tum, would have to 
send a summary to the General 
Assembly. 

The vote on the bill was 89-
0.
