The last weekend of 
February tumed out to be a 
very busy one for Kentucky 
firefighters. More than 150 
fires rocked the state last 
weekend 

Wa•mer weather was a 
contributtng factor m many 
of the fires, whtch is com­
mon for the state. The low 
humia ty and htgher temper­
atures worked in concert to 
turn many wooded areas 
into tinder boxes. 

Saturday alone saw 84 
fires Those fires all were 
attributed to human sources 
and many were related to 
debris burning which got 
out of control. 

The season promises to 
be a challenging one for 
firefighters who must con­
tend with fire emergenc1es 
and budget limitations 
which have shortened staff 
roles and limited the repa­
rattons needed for firefight­
ing equtpment. Fire season 
still has 59 days until it 
ends April 30.

It would have been her 
responsibility to take it to the 
grand jury and that obviously 
was not done. She had a right to 
take it to the grand jury. Any 
time you file a criminal com­
plaint, you don't have to take 
that case to distnct court. If it's 
a felony, you can take that case 
to the grand jury for an indict­
ment. There is no prejudice 
whatsoever against her because 
she could have taken that case 
on to the grand jury for an 
indictment." 

Taylor, who says she would

When officials pull out all the stop and juries mete out 
stiff penalties to combat the ver-growing drug problem, 
what are the re ults? 

Just ask your lo al drug dealer. 
The an wer, we're sure you'll tind, j that pu hing drugs 

suddenly becomes a much riskier proposition. 
That i the les on learned by five people who recently 

made their way through the court sy::~tem. The first was 
convicted of drug traffi king at trial, then given eight 
years behind bars by a jury that felt little sympathy. The 
other four, perhaps k~!enly aware of that precedent, cho:e 
afterwards to enter guilty plea. - without the benetit of a 
plea deal worked out beforehand - rather than take their 
chances with a jury. 

And that is only what we can sec. There is no way of 
telling what this has meant to the dealers who have not yet 
been caught - but who may be very soon, from what 
we're hearing. \Ve imagine that they might be a little bit 
nervous. perhaps thinking of a career change, after seeing 
the cost of their illicit bu ine s go up o drastkally. 

With much hard work and commitment. Floyd County 
is finally gaining a foothold in it battle against dmgs. And 
while the war may be far from over, the recent headlines 
are a refreshing turn of the tjde after several years of 
exploding drug-related crime problems. 

And there are a Jot of people who deserve credit for 
these developments - from local leaders with the fore­
sight to try new tactic such a~ the Floyd County Drug 
Task Force, to law enforcement agent· who have an wered 
that call with arrest . to local pro ecutors who have given 
no quarter to their foe in the courtroom, to local juries 
who have refused to shirk their duty, to local residents 
whose pleas for help and demands for action spurred all of 
it. 

Floyd County. it appears, ha gotten serious about cur­
tailing its mounting drug problems. Because the wheels of 
justice tum slowly. we are just now at the cusp of reaping 
the rewards of that tougher attitude.

Elder abuse 
bill needs 
support 

Last year the Cabinet for 
Families and Children 
received 6,000 referrals on 
;tdull abuse. There were only 
27 convictions for adult 
abuse in the last three years. 
Nationally it is estimated that 
85 percent of incidents of 
elder abu e are never report­
ed. The de\elopment of an 
infntstructure to protect 
elder., i<> important to ensure 
that everyone knows what 
their job is and to provide 
some means ~f accountabili-

ty. 
Kentucky does not have a 

ystem to report elder abuse 
that is on the same level as 
child abuse or domestic vio­
lence. House Bill (HB) 105, 
Elder Abuse Protection,

If you're a parent, gr.mdparent 
or take care of children under age 
five years, you'll find these statis­
tics heartbreaking and alarming. 

Children under age five are 
twice as likely to die in a ftre as the 
rest of us. 

Of the thollli8Jlds of children 
annually injured or killed in home 

fires, 40 percent are under age 
five. 

Toddlers age three to four 
cause many home flfCS by playing 
with matches and lighters. In facl, 
matches, lighters and other heat 
soW'Ces are the leading causes of 
fire-related deaths for children 
under five years old. 

1\vo-thirds of the home fue~ 
that kill children occur in homes 
without a working smoke alarm. 
A working smoke alarm can 

reduce by 50 percent the chance 
of dying in ahouse fire. 

The good news is that with 
some preparation and practice 
each of us can help prevent these 
tragedies. One way to remember 
and teach others fire safely prac­
tices is tothink of the three P's -
prepare, practice and prevent. 

When a fire breaks out, you 
have only seconds to escape the 
heat. black smoke and deadly 
gases. To help you prepare to 
quickly leave, install smoke 
alarms on each floor

A flickering flame can fasci­
nate children.

Fire can engulf a home in a 
matter of seconds, so be prepared 
by developing a detailed escape 
plan and practicing it with your 
children. 

Keep c<;eape exits clear of 
toys and debns. 

Teach children never to go 
back in ide a burning house. If your children are curious 

about lighters or matches, or 
have played wilh these, carefully 
explain that these are tools adults 
carefully use. Always hide 
matches out of children's reach 
and sight. Also, securely store 
"child-resistant" lighters; these 
aren't necessarily childproof. 
Never use matches or lighters to 
amuse children; they might imi­
tate what you did. 

To develop the plan, draw a 
basic diagram of your home; 
mark all windows and doors; 
plan two route out of each room 
and designate a family meeting 
place outside. Consider several 
scenarios such as a fire in the 
kitchen, bedroom or basement 
Then, develop options for a safe. 
escape from each situation. Also 
include a strategy for when one 
parent is out of lhe home. 

Sometimes firefighters' uni­
fonns might be . cary to youn$ 
children. so teach them not to 
hide from tirctightcrs. who ak 
there to help in an emergency. 
One way is to take children to :m 
open house at me fire station.
