Knott judge-exec gets two years for buying votes

PIKEVILLE - A federal 
prosecutor argued that a politi­
cian convicted un elt:ction fraud 
charges should get a tough sen· 
tence because the crime involved 
"vulnerable victims," impover­
ished Kentuckjans who needed 
money so badl> that they were 
willing to sell their votes. 

Donnie Newsome, the top 

elected official in Knott County, 
was sentenced to two years and 
two months in prison on two 
counts of buying votes and one 
count of conspiracy to buy votes. 

U.S. District Judge Danny 
Reeves pronounced the sentence 
Tuesday at the conclusion of a 
nearly three-hour hearing in 
which federal prosecutor Richard 
Pilger argued both for and against 
a harsh sentence. 

rirst, Pilger argued that 

Newsome deserved an "upward 
departure'' from federal sentenc­
ing guidelines because of the vic­
timization involved. Then, he 
argued that Newsome should be 
granted a ''downward departure" 
from those guidelines because he 
is cooperating in another election 
fraud case in Eastern Kentucky. 

Newsome, 53, and co-defen­
dant Willard Smith. 55. showed 
no emotion as Reeves read their 
sentences. 

Smith received a two-year 
.sentence for one count of con­
spiracy to buy votes and four 
counts of buying votes. 

As part of their sentences, 
both men will serve three years' 
probation after their release from 
prison . Reeves also ordered 
Newsome to pay a $20.000 fine 
and Smith to pay a $5,000 fine. 

Despite his convtcuon, 
'ewsome has continued to func· 

tion as Knon County judge-exec-

utive. instead of working From 
the courthouse. he is working 
from jail. where he has been 
stnce Reeves ordered him held 
without bond after his COO\ iction. 

State Jaw dictates that even 
convicted felons cannot be 
removed until their appeals are 
exhausted. Newsome and Smith 
are appealing their convictions.

In the latest study, the 
researchen; did frequent dietary 
surveys on 106 families with chil­
dren and followed them an aver­
age of 12 years. J11ey judged body 
fat by mcasunng the skin thick­
ness on four pan:s of their bodies. 

They found that those who 
consumed .less than two servings a 
day averaged about an extra inch 
of fat in a fold of skin. a surpris­
ingly large amount The children's 
average skin fold thickness was 75 
miUimeters, while tlw~e who ate 
little dairy were 2."i millimeters 
greater. 

Dr. Stephen Daniels, a~sociate 
chauman of the heart center at 
Cincinna~ Children's Hospital. 
noted that the benefit was seen 
'' ith a relatively modest amount of 
dairy food. and overdoing it could 
mean large amounts of exlnl fat 
calorie'. 

"You shouldn't take home 
from this that you need to eat as 
much dairy as you can, but it 
should be part of an overoll 
healthy diet," he said. 

He also noted that no st\.ldy has 
yet shown that adding milk to 
youngster ' diet actually helps 
them control weight. He said those 
who get regular dairy foods may 
weight Jess because they eat more 
home-cooked meals or have 
breakfast each morning.

She became the pri­
mary innovator of dry land irri­
gation and water conservation 
techniques in this country and 
pioneered methods of conserving 
floodwaters to supply farm crops 
in dry climates. Thus, she 
became an unrelenting supporter

of water conservation and find­
ing new approaches to arid land • 
agriculture. 

For me, a zoologist with par­
ticular interest in the marin~ 
environment, Rachel Carson 
{1907-1964) holds a special 
place in the histOI)' of women 
environmentalists. A trained 
zoologist herself, she was dedi­
cated to opening up the minds of 
people to understand what a dev­
astating impact our industrialized 
society has had on the marine 
environment. Her books. '111c 
Sea Around Us and The Edge of 
the Sea served to educate the lay­
man. in the simplest of tcm1s, 
about how complex and beautiful 
the marine world is. 
Furthermore, it was her work on 
the effects of DDT nnd other pes­
ticides on the chain of life that 
finally bmught her tu the fore­
front in science. Her third and 
last book. Silent Spring, was a 
touching and disturbing expose 
on how pesticides were poison­
ing our rivers and soils. Her 
warning was that if we didn't 
stop, we might soon face a :-.pring 
without the songs of birds. She 
never lived to see the banning of 
DDT, having died in 1964 of 
breast cancer, but her work was 
clearly a turning point in the

The bill would create a sys­
tem in which two X-ray inter­
pretations from radiologists 
would be submitted to an 
administrative law judge. 
Their rulings would be based 
on X-rays and pulmonary 
function studies. 

A coal industry official said 
Tuesday that the bill repre­
sents a "step backward" by 
moving away from objective 
medical evidence. 

"They're taking the deter­
mination of black lung away 
from doctors and giving it to 
the judges," Bill Caylor, presi­
dent of the Kentucky Coal 
Association, said in an inter­
view. "And the intent is to 
have more black-lung awards 
made by,the judges." 

The bill also would lower 
the age - from 57 to 52 - at 
which miners could choose 
cash awards for black lung 
instead of retraining benefits. 

Webb said the retraining 
benefits have been a "dismal 
failure," with virtually no min­
ers receiving the assistance. 
She said employers are reluc­
tant to hire ex miners who had 
exposure to black lung.

Chuck Hayes scored 23 
points and the eighth-ranked 
Wildcats romped to another 
title in the Southeastern 
Conference tournament, beat­
ing Florida 89-73 Sunday to 
make a strong case for being a 
top eed in the NCAA tourna­
ment. 

Kenrucky (26-4) dismantled 
the Gators (20-10) for the ec­
ond time in a week, following 
up a 20-point win at Rupp 
Arena to close the regular sea­
son. The Georgia Dome looked 
as lhough it was in Lexington -
nearly everyone in the crowd of 
more than 22.024 was a mem­
ber of the Bluegrass Nation. 

The Wildcats would love to 
retum to "Cat-Lanta" in a cou­
ple of weeks as a No. 1 seed in 
that regional. They certainly 
looked the pan, tretching their 
winning streak to nine game 
while winning their 25th tour­
nament championship. 

" I think we've made a pret­
ty good ca e for ourselves," 
Kentucky coach Tubby Smith 
said. 

The 25 tournament titles are 
more than the other chool in 
the conference combined. to go 
along with 42 regular-season 
championships. 

Contrast that with Florida, 
which fell to 0-4 in SEC tour­
nament finals.

Smith: ·Pressure to 
succeed is always present 
in NCAA tournament

LEXINGTON - Last year, 
Kentucky entered the NCAA 
tournament as a marked bas­
ketball team. having won 23 
traighl game~ and carrying a 

No. L ranking. This sea on, a 
much as Kentucky reali tically 
can, the Wildcats have flown 
under the radar. 

While a half-dozen other 
teams held the No. 1 ranking at 
some point, Kentucky pent all 
but two week of the sea on 
ranked between No. 5 and No. 
11 before a late-season surge 
and upsets in other conference 
tournaments propelled the 
Wildcats (26-4) to the overall 
No. 1 eed for the NCAA tour­
nament. 

Kentucky coach Tubby 
Smith said Tuesday there's not 
much of a difference of how a 
team enters the post eason -
the pressure to succeed always 

wiiJ be a part of tournament 
time. 

"Long winning streak or 
not, we've just got to be play­
ing right at the right time," 
Smith said. "I think Syracuse 
proved that last year. You don't 
have to put together a long 
winning streak or anything 
else. You just have to be the 
best for those six games. 
That' what It boils down to." 

Smith aid he felt Kentucky 
had "one of the better teams, if 
not the best" team in the nation 
last season, but that Marquette, 
which beat Kentucky 83-69 in 
the Midwest Region final, was 
better on that day.

Selection committee chair­
man Bob Bowlsby contended 
Saint Joseph's earned a No. l 
seed not because it had won 27 
straight games or had a high 
ranking in the Ratings 

Percentage Index. 
''l don't think the committee 

got caught up in the fact they 
were unbeaten," Bowlsby said. 
"They played not just a good 
schedule, but the No. 1 schedule 
and I think that's worth some­
thing." 

The late-season losses didn't 
seem to affect the NCAA's top 
line much.

Duke dropped from the top 
overall seed to second after los­
ing to Maryland in overtime of 
the Atlantic Coast Conference 
championship game.

Kentucky taking familiar 
path in NCAA tournament

LEXINGTON - The simi­
larities between Kentucky's last 
national championship run and 
this season are striking. 

In Tubby Smith's first sea­
son as coach in 1997-98, the 
Wildcats lost to Louisville on 
Dec. 27, lost for the last time on 
Feb. 14, won the Southeastern 
Conference tournament in 
Atlanta and then the NCAA title 
in San Antonio.

South Carolina coach Dave 
Odom, who e team lost three 
times to Kentucky this season, 
said the Wildcats are peaking at 
just the right time.

winning by 17 points over 
Arkansa , 32 over Tennessee, 
19 over South Carolina and 20 
over Florida. 

Kentucky beat Georgia in 
the quarterfinals of the SEC 
tournament, defeated South 
Carolina 78-63, and topped 
Florida 89-73 for their 25th 
league tournament title.

LOUISVILLE - Staying 
positive to season's end, 
Louisville coach Rick Pitino 
said he was "ecstatic" about the 
Cardinals' draw in the NCAA 
tournament. 

The 1Oth-seeded Cardinals 
(20-9) will play seventh-seeded 
Atlantic 10 tournament champi­
on Xavier (23-1 0) Friday in the 
first round in Orlando, Fla. 

The Cardinal lost eight of 
their last L2 games, but Pitino 
was still hoping for a No. 7 or 

No. 8 seed. Still, he wasn't com­
plaining Sunday when the 
brackets came out. 

"I had one goal this year and 
that was to try to get through 
this schedule and make the tour­
nament," he said. "ln light of 
our schedule, in light of our 
injuries, I am ecstatic to be in 
the NCAA tournament." 

Pitino watched part of 
Xavier's 58-49 win over Dayton 
in Saturday's Atlantic I 0 tourna­
ment fmal. The Musketeers have 
won 13 of their last 14 games 
and have victories this season 
over Cincinnati and former No.

"We know they're on a 

tremendous run," Pitino said. 
"We know how tough 
Cincinnati is and to take Saint 
Joe's totally apart, you have to 
have great guard play. They're 
playing great basketball. It's as 
tough an opening matchup as 
I've ever had as a coach." 

Pitino, in his 18th collegiate 
season.. has excelled in first­
round NCAA games, winning 
eight of nine overall at 
Providence, Kentucky and 
Louisville. 

If the Cardinals advance 

Friday, they would likely face 
No. 2 seed Southeastern 
Conference West Division 
champion Mississippi State (25-
3). 

"The road to the Final Four is 
fllled with hot coal," he said.

Carolina (23-1 0) with 17 point .

Fitch, a starter umil his 
sprained finger put Antwain 
Barbour in the lineup for a 
three-point win at Florida on 
Feb. 3. returned to the bench 
after starting the last two games.

Earnhardt Jr. back on top 
a week after lousy run

HAMPTON, Ga.- One of 
the worst runs ot his career 
probably helped Dale Earnhardt 
Jr. save his season. 

A week after he nearly was 
parked for running too slow, 
Junior zoomed by Jeremy 
Mayfield with 15 lap 
to go and sprinted to 
an easy victory 
Sunday in the Golden 
Corral 500 at Atlanta 
Motor Speedway. 

He a! o won the 
sea on~opening 
Daytona 500. 

"Last week wa~ as 
bad as it ever gets,·• 
Earnhardt aid. "But 
we didn't get on each 
other too bad. and we 
stayed preny 
focused." 

Rookie Kasey Kahne was 
third - his third straight fini h 
in the top three - and Jimmie 
Johnson and Ryan Newman fol­
lowed him across the finish line. 

Defending series champ Matt 
Kenseth, who had won the past 
two races, rallied from a lap 
down to finhh sixth. 

At La Vegas last Sunday, 
Earnhardt tarted 26th and 
quickly drifted to the rear of the 
field at the start, His Chevrolet 

was so far off the pace that 
NASCAR warned his crew he 
was right at the minimum . peed. 

After eventually finishing 
35th. Earnhardt and the team 
spent Thursday testing at 
Kentucky Speedway. Just as 
their session was ending, they 
hit on a setup that worked, and 
Earnhardt was fast all weekend

testing, and

Earnhardt said. 
"We're going 
to test. test, 
test, until we

''I'm deter-

He qualified seventh and 
stayed near the front, then dom­
inated the latter stages. He 
passed Mayfield's Dodge for the 
lead with 60 laps ro go and held 
the top spot until the leader 
made their final pit stops under 
green. 

Mayfield came in with 26 to 
go and his crew changed four 
tires in 14.3 seconds, then 
Earnhardt followed lhree laps 

later. His stop was nearly a sec­
ond faster, but he came back on 
the track in third, behind 
Mayfield and Johnson. 

With 20 lap left. Earnhardt 
drove by Johnson on the inside 
and set his :.ights on Mayfield. 
He didn't take long. 

Junior ran up high in Turns 1 
and 2 to get momentum, then 
swooped underneath Mayfield 
down the bachtretch, moving 
into the lead with hardly a strug­
gle. 

"We had a great car to start 
with, but it just seemed a the 
race went on, the tighter we 
got." Mayfield said of his car's 
handling. "Dale Jr. and those 
guys got ahead of the track and 
we didn't." 

Kenseth started 30th and wa: 
up to 13th after I 5 laps, and 
eventually got to sixth before 
the fir t pit stop . But he made a 
rare mi take, pinning his Ford 
as he came into the pit . and 
dropped a lap down after a 
drive-through penalty. 

He made up the ground dur­
ing the second caution for otl on 
the tra~k. because he wa.o; the 
first lapped car behmd lhe 
leader, and got hi fourth 
traight top- t 0 fini. h to start the 

season.

AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO THE CREATION OF A COUNTY 
CEMETERY BOARD FOR FLOYD COUNTY, KENTUCKY 

WHEREAS, it is the express interest and desire of the members 
of the Floyd County Fiscal Court to assist in preserving the his­
tory of Floyd County, Kentucky, and is in the best interests of the 
citizens of this County to preserve that history; and 

WHEREAS, one way of preserving the history of this great 
County is the restoration, preservation, and conservation of 
older nonprofit cemeteries that rece1ve little or no funding for 
perpetual care; and 

WHEREAS, the County of Floyd, acting by and through its 
Fiscal Court, is authorized, pursuant to KRS 67.680(1), to "cre­
ate a county cemetery board that may apply to the Department 
for Local Government for grants to restore and maintain non­
profit cemeteries" in Floyd County, Kentucky "that do not receive 
perpetual care funds pursuant to KRS 367.952." 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE FISCAL 
COURT OF THE COUNTY OF FLOYD, COMMONWEALTH OF 
KENTUCKY, AS FOLLOWS:

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History of rowing 
Rowing was a way of survival 
long before it became a sport. 
The Greeks, Phoenicians and 
Vikings all used rowing to maneu­
ver during battles on or near the 
sea. Plunder and piracy were 
made famous by Vikings, and their 
swift attacks were achieved with 
rowing ships. Viking ships from a 
thousand years ago have been 
excavated and rebuilt. Historians 
have found that a typical ship had 
room for 30 oarsmen. 

Rowing as a sport began on the 
Thames River In England. 
Thomas Doggett, an English 
comedian, helped to start boat 
racing in the 1700s. Professional 
waterman were the first to 
compete in the wooggett Coat 
and Badge Race." Later, races, or 
regattas, became important sport­
ing matches between universities. 
In 1 829, the first Oxford­
Cambridge race was held. The 
Henly Royal Regatta was started 
in 1839. Then, competitive rowing 
crossed the Atlantic and the Yale­
Harvard Regatta was introduced 
on the Charles Rriver in 
Massachusetts in 1852. 

Rowing was the first organized 
collegiate sport in the United 
States. The sport had its own 
governing body, and 
even today, colle­
giate roWing in the 
United States remains indepen­
dent of the National Collegiate 
Athletic Association (NCAA). 

International championships, first 
arranged 1!1 1 893, remain under 
the direction of the International 
Rowing Federation (FISA, also 
known as Federation lntemation­
ale des Societas d'Aviron). 

Types of sporl rowing 
Racing boats are very lightweight, 
and more fragile than other types 
of boats. For this reason, they 
are often called shells. No rules 
discipline the size or shape of a 
shell. A single shell may weigh a 
minimum of 30 lbs (14kg). An 
eight-person shell may weigh a 
minimum of 205 lbs (93kg). 

Rowing is divided into two 
disciplines: 

In sculling, the oarsman, or 
sculler, uses two oars - one in 
each hand. Sculling races are 
contested in single, double or 
quadruple craft. Eight-person 
sculls, or octuples, are rare. 
One· and two-man shells are 
steered by changing pressure on 
the oars. Four-man sculls are 
steered using a foot rudder. 

In sweep rowing, each oarsman 
handles one oar with two hands. 
The oars are longer and larger 
than sculling oars. Races are con­
tested in two-, four- or eight· 
person boats. Some boats are 
designed to hold an additional 
crew member called the 
coxswain. Eights always have a 
coxswain. Steering is accom­
plished using a movable rudder 
controlled by either the coxswain 
or a rower. The coxswain may 
also direct the timing of the 
oarstrokes for the stroke, or 
strongest rower, who sits in the 
stem and sets the pace for the 
entire crew.

Using muscle power to move 
a boat through water 

The gondola Is one of the main forms of water transporta­
tion in Venice, Italy. The gondolier twists the oar in the water 
in such a way that he does not have to lift it from the water. 

Rowboats are invaluable to fishermen and other 
shore dwellers. two oars are attached to the craft

Another form of competitive rowing is ocean rowing, whtch includes 
oompetitions like the "Around the Island" race and the "Race Across 
the Atlantic," a 5,000-km (3, 1 00-mile) race for two-person teams that 
first began in 1997.

Glossary 
Bow: The forward section of the boat; 
first part to cross the finish line. It is 
also the rower in the seat closest to the 
bow, who crosses the finish line first. 

Gennan rigging: A different way of 
setting up the oars on a sweep boat. 
Instead of alternating from side to side, 
a German-rigged boat has two 
consecutive rowers with oars on the 
same side. 

Port: Left side of the boat, while 
facing forward, in the direction of the 
movement. 

"Power 10": A call for rowers to do 10 
of their best, most powerful strokes; 
used to pull ahead of competitors. 

Shell: Can be used interchangeably 
with "boat." 

Starboard: Right side of the boat, 

Oar power 
Phoenician shipbuilders developed rowing ships in which oars 
were arranged in two or three rows. The upper combat deck was 
lifted on a platform. Large oars increased maneuverability. In 
combat, they also allowed the ship to tum 180 degrees rapidly, 
and could be clamped to the hull to be used as battering rams. 

Longshlps were flexible Viking boats that floated high in 
the water. Up to 30 oarsmen could row or sail on the sea or 
upriver for long distances. They specialized in surprise 
raids and plundered in Europe and North America. 

USRowing is an organization 
recognized by the U.S. Olympic 
Committee as the national 
governing body for the sport of 
rowing in the United States.

It' · a lot of 
money and they need omebody to 
come in on a white horse. It ju t 
might be us.' She didn't even look 

up from whatever he was reading, 
just pointed at the window and said, 
'Till i your home. The e are your 
people.' 

'The second 1 heard it, I knew 
he was right. I have no desire to 

coach where you have to deal with 
AAU guy and sneaker rep and all 
that,' Brennan aid. "It' not the 
game that's pas ed me by, but the 
bu iness of the game. Without my 
as istants, I'd be like Col. Potter (on 
the old TV cries 'Mash'), walking 
around all the time without a clue 
about what was really going on. 

"So maybe it's a blessing all this 
didn't come to me until late in my 
career. Becau the truth, 1 gues , i 
that r really like being on the periph­
ery.''

Kentucky's flfSt game in the 2004 CAA Tournament will 
be held at 7:10p.m. Friday, March 19, at Nationwide Arena in 
Columbus, Ohio. Should Kentucky win, the top- eeded 
Wtldcat.s would play at 5 p.m. on Sunday. 

UK's flfSt game on Friday will be against the winner of 
Tue day' play-in game between Florida A&M (13-16, 10-8 
MEAC) and Lehigh (20-10, 10-4 Patriot). That game is 7 p.m. 
in Dayton, Ohio. 

Sunday's second-round game could pit Kentucky against 
the winner of eighth- eeded Washington and ninth-seeded 
Alabama-Birmingham. Those two team will play at approxi­
mately 9:40 p.m. Friday, or 30 minutes after the conclusion of 
UK's game. 

Kentucky, 26-4, earned a No. l seed for the NCAA 
Tournament following an impressive romp through the 
Southeastern Conference Tournament 

"We're very happy and excited about being a No. l eed," 
Kentucky coach Tubby Smith said Sunday. 'T m proud of thi 
group and what they've been able to achieve throughout the 
season. They've shown their competitive grit and moxie all 
year long - a never quit, never-say-die attitude. That's what 
has pulled us through." 

Kentucky ha never met Florida A&M nor Lehigh. UK is 
8-1 all-time vs. the Patriot League, but has never played 
against a team from the Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference. 

''I haven't had a chance to learn about them yet," Smith 
said Sunday. "Both have obviously done what they bad to do 
to repre ent their conference in the NCAA tournament. And 
both come from competitive league with good teams." 

The Cats defeated Washington. 66-58, in the 1985 NCAA 
Tournament in the only hardwood rnatchup between the two 
schools. Kentucky and UAB have split their only two 
matchups, with the Blazer winning a 69-62 decision back in 
the 1981 NCAA. 

·•our region looks pretty strong," Smith said. "There are a 
lot of outstanding teams and players. We'll concentrate on 
what's next and get ready to play our ftrst opponent" 

Kentucky is one of six SEC teams to make the tourna­
ment. The rest are No. 2 eeded Mississippi State, o. 5 
Flo'Oda, No. 6 Vanderbilt, No. 8 Alabama. and o. 10 South 
Carolina. 

UK could not mathematically face an SEC team until the 
Final Four, and that is assuming Florida or South Carolina 
emerge from the East Rutherford region. 

"I believe we have the toughest league in the country. It 
was a very balanced and competitive league," Smith said. 
"The loss of Jaime Lloreda was a huge blow for LSU, because 
they had a olid ranking and a good RPI. If they had gotten 
past South Carolina in our conference tournament then I think 
they would have been in the NCAA Tournament. It's unfortu­
nate that it turned out the way it did. Georgia is probably as 
good as any team we've played." 

lehighMOUNTAIN HAWKS florida a&mRATILERS

lhe Mountain Hawks live and die with their back­
court duo of Austen Rowland and Jose Oli11ero. 
Olivero, a member of the Patriot League's All· 
Freshman team, hit the game-winner to get into the 
tournament and is the second leading scorer. Austen 
Rowland is a triple threat, scoring nearly 1 6 points a 
game, but also grabbing o11er four rebounds and 
dishing out nearly five assists a game. Both Olivero 
and Rowland shoot well from the perimeter, so get­
ting to them and limiting open looks is a must.
