Lashonda Hamilton, 23, of 
McDowell, wa~ killed 
Thur'day afternoon when she 
lost control of the ATV she 
was driving in Spurlock. 

According to KSP Trooper 
Rick Conn, lead investigator 
in lhe accident, Hamilton, rid­
ing with her hu band, Billy, 
24, and 3-year-old son, was 
pulling from Hancock Road 
omo the westbound lane of 
Route 2030 when she lost 
comrol of the vehicle and 

reacted by overcorrecting the 
ATV to the right. 

The ATV ran off the road­
way and fttruck a tree on the 
shoulder, ejecting Hamilton 
from the vehicle, Conn aid 

Billy Hamilton wa1. eject­
ed from the ATV prior to the 
collision, he said. 

"Tt was a rreak thing," 
Conn said Friday. "What it 
basically boil· down to is that 
there were too many people 
on the ATV and T don't know 
what her ability was to oper­
ate that vehick. It's an unfor­
tunate thing." 

All three family members 
were transported to Our Lady 
of the Way Hospital In 
Martin. where Hamilton wa 
pronounced dead by emer~

Two men were incarcerated 
and one will walk away afte• 
revocation bearings were held 
Friday in ctrcuit court. 

Daniel Bell, l 9, David Lee 
Ward, 34. and Billy Shepherd, 
30, each tipulated in court 
that they violated the terms of 
their probation by failing 
either to report to the proba­
tion and parole office or pay 
re~titution in their cases. 

Following lhe hearings. 

Bell and Ward were taken 
back into custody. wherea 
Shepherd was given the 
promi_·e of freedom Friday by 
Judge John David Caudill. 

Bell. who v. as indicted last 
year, pleaded guilty in August 
to a misdemeanor theft 
charge. three counts of sec­
ond-degree forgery and three 
counts of criminal po session 
of a forged instrument. 

He was picked up in 
January, after failing to report 
to the probation and parole

Only a few days remain in the Kentucky General 

Assembly's regular session, yet its major items of 
bu iness - a state budget and a tax reform plan -
remain unresolved while lawmakers dither over side 
i sue . 

Dither Central is the House, where majority 
Democrats· principal course of action appears to be 
finding excuses for inaction. 

On Monday, they complained they didn't want to go 
first m considering Gov. Ernie Fletcher's tax reform 
package, saying they feared the GOP-controlled 
Senate then would double-cross them by voting down 
the Republican governor's proposal. Right. 

On Tuesday, after Fletcher took the unusual step of 
appearing before the House budget committee, 
Speaker Jody Richards complained that Fletcher filed 
his 261-page plan too late, making it "virtually impos­
sible" for the House to analyze it. That led Senate 
President David Wllliams to offer to send someone 
over to "put it in big print." 

Richards doesn't have much of a beef. Fletcher 
began talks with the House on tax reform in early 
February, but lawmakers slowed the process by refus­
ing to discuss his proposals. And the governor's 
appearance Tuesday was meant to offer compromises 
on the plan, as well as to pledge he wouldn't use 
tobacco and alcohol tax hikes as an issue against them 
in the fall election. 

House leaders may not want tax reform. Even 
though a1l tax bills must originate in the House, they 
insist the Senate consider it first by tacking it onto the 
budget bill - which would further complicate a cru­
cial piece of legislation that is slated, as is typical, for 
a last-minute vote. They're rebuffing Fletcher's offer 
of a special session to give the House more time to 
study the tax reform bill. 

Too bad. Fletcher has offered a prudent, revenue­
neutral reform that most analysts see as good for 
long-term economic growth. It's no quick fix, howev­
er. so there's little political payoff for incumbents this 
fall. 

Democratic leaders also remain miffed that six of 
their members stood with Fletcher when he unveiled 
his reform plan - and could swing a floor vote his 
way. They should get over it. Kentuckians deserve 
better than government by hissy fit. Lawmakers 
should stop bickering and start legislating.

Terror profits 
the president

Spain's recent reJection of its pro­
American, pro-lraqi war party in favor 
of its Socialist party is not good news 
for the United States. 

Let me put it another way: It is terri­
ble news. 

Not that I have anything against the 
Socialist party. I myself have been 
accused, from time to time, of having 
left wing, no-growth, tree-hugging 
socialist leanings. And, all things being 
equal, I would prefer Spain to have an 
independent, anti-war socialist party in 
power rather than a conservative, big 
business bunch who were in the pocket 
of George Bush. 

But, alas, all things are not equal. 
The election came ju t a few days after 
Madrid suffered a series of bombings in 
which more than 200 people were killed 
and 1,400 injured; bombings that 
increasingly look as though they were 
planned and carried out by AI-Qaida 
sympathizers in retaliation for Spain's 
support of the Iraqi war. 

Since the pro-war party was ahead in 
the polls just prior to the election, it is 
impossible not to conclude that the 
Spanish people caved in to an act of ter­
ror by electing a party whose leader has 

called the war "a fiasco" and has 
promised to withdraw Spain's forces 
from Iraq (not that they had many there 
in the flrst place). 

This is the sort of success terrorists 
live (and die) for. One need not have an 
overly active imagination to conclude 
that the band of international terrorists 
who stalk us has been encouraged to 
think it can achieve a similar re~ult here. 

If I were responsible for security in 
this country (and I think we can all be 
glad I'm not) I would be very, very ner­
vous between now and 
the election. 

Not that I think a ter­
rorist attack on the eve 
of the election would 
hann George Bush; 
quite the contrary. We 
are not Spain. Ninety 
percent of us are not 
now against the war, as 
was the case there. No, 
a terrorist attack 
between now and 
November would virtu-
ally assure Mr. Bush's re-election. 

The president may have his faults but 
shyness about turning a disaster to his 
advantage is not one of them. Every 
time something bad befalls us on his 
watch, he and his spin-meisters make it 
seem like a vindication of his policies. 
Thus the recession became a justifica­
tion for his tax cut, the 9/1 1 attacks for 
his war on Iraq, and the great forest 
fires of recent years for cutting down 
old-growth forests.

At this point you may be saying to 
yourself, "What does this have to do 
with me?" It does not have anything to 
do with you unless you want to use this 
wonderful principle to become a more 
successful human being. The principle 
is, "We become proficient at what we

To achieve out­
standing success, most people 
spend too much time practic­
ing the wrong things.

This is not to say they should not 
enjoy sports or even have a passion for 
them, but it should be understood that 
these students spend way too much time 
on activities that wiiJ not help them 
achieve success over the long haul. 

If you doubt what l am saying is 
bue, just consider this fact. According 
to the NCAA there are over 300.000 
students in America who participate in 
coJlege athletics in one or more sports. 
Yet over 95 percent of these students

PRESTONSBURG - A 
Floyd County man who owes 
nearly $50,000 in back child 
support payments will pend 
the next seven years paying 
restitution, following a hearing 
Friday in circuit court. 

Jerry Wayne Hop on, 41. 
was given a five-year suspend­
ed sentence for a flagrant non­
upport charge Friday by 

Judge John David Caudill.

cocaine don't check for 
steroids, which are potentially 
more destructive. 

At Bret Harte High School 
in Angels Camp, all student 
athletes and cheerleaders 
undergo urine tests for mari­
juana, cocaine and other ille­
gal drugs each season, costing 
the district about $9,000. 
Checking for steroids would 
cost an additional $44,000. 

That would be enough 
money to pay for another 
teacher. 

"For a small district to do 
this kind of testing would be 
cost-prohibitive," Angels 
Camp superintendent Joseph 
Wilimek said. "Right now our 
priority is keeping staff -
we've had to lay off three 
teachers and reduce our 
administrative staff already." 

Steroids soared in populari­
ty among high school students 
- girls as well as boys -
after Mark lcGwire hit a 
record 70 home runs in 1998 
while using the supplement 
androstenedione, a steroid pre­
cursor. 

In a recent national survey 
of steroid use, 3.5 percent of 
high school seniors re pond­
ing reported they have used 
steroids at least once, up from 
2.1 percent in 1991. 

Those figures don't include 
users of over-the-counter sup­
plements such as andro or the 
more popular creatine, which 
are much cheaper than 
teroids. 

"There was a big increase 
when Mark McGwire broke 
the home run record. Of 
course he was using andro, but 
that may have been a distinc­
tion lost on a Jot of the kids," 
said Lloyd Johnston. who led 
the University of Michigan 
survey of 50,000 teenagers. 
"If you're looking at a class­
room of 30 boys, one of them 
is using steroids." 

Johnston said steroid use is 
more prevalent among boys 
than girls, among whites than 
blacks and among non-col­
lege-bound students than those 
who plan to attend college.

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Many of the high school kids 
who use them are apparently 
non-athletes simply hoping to 
appear more buff. 

Steroid use appears to be 
much higher in some parts of 
the country, particularly the 
South. In a 2001 survey by the 
Centers for Disease Control 
and Prevention, 11 .2 percent 
of Louisiana high school boys 
surveyed reported using 
steroids and 5.7 percent of 
Tennessee high school girls 
acknowledged such use. 

Steroids' side effects can 
include heart disease. liver 
damage and rage. They can 
also stum_growth, shrink testi­
cles and cause girls to grow 
facial hair. 

Many high schools use an 
NCAA-approved test for mari­
juana, cocaine, amphetamines 
and methamphetamine that 
costs about $22, plus collect­
ing and handling expenses. 
But a steroid test costs $50 to 
$100, not counting collecting 
and handling. 

Few school district are 
willing to spend that kind of 
money. 

In Florida, state Rep. 
Marcelo Llorente wants high 
school athletes to undergo 
mandatory testing for steroids. 
His bill, which would require 
each county to randomly test 
at least 5 percent of its ath 
letes, was approved unani­
mously this week by a legi la­
ti ve subcommi'tlee.

To reduce the cost, Llorente 
want the tests to be done for 
about $33 each by the 
University of Florida veteri­
nary laboratory that now tests 
samples from horses and grey­
hounds. 

One of the few school sys­
tems checking for steroids is 
the relatively wealthy Paradi e 
Valley di trict in Phoenix, 
where random tests have been 
conducted since 1992. The 
$50 test are administered to 
student athletes involved m 
everything from football to 
cheerleading and badminton. 

Students participating in 
sport must sign a drug-testing 
consent form. Positive tests 
result in a suspension of 18 
weeks from the sport for a first 
offense and a permanent sus­
pension for a second offense. 
Results are not shared with 
law enforcement officials. 

"The additional cost of te t­
ing for steroids is well worth it 
if we can protect our kids," 
district spokeswoman Judi 
Willis said. "We also believe 
the fact that we do this testing 
has been a deterrent.''

"I don't know what I was think­
ing. I have removed the ring 
from eBay. In no way dJd l 
intend to offend or embarra s 
the great fans of Kentucky. 

Kentucky athletics director 

Mitch Barnhart agreed with 
Hawkins' decision to not sell 
the ring. 

"He may have erred in the 
public perception of this," 
Barnhart said. "Now he's trying 
to do the right thing. I respect 
him for thai." 

NCAA spoke woman Kay 
Hawe srud Hawkins could sell 
any memorabilia connected to 
his playing days because his eli­
gibility to play ha expired.
