PRESTONSBURG - When he pre­
sented a massive plan to extend water lines 
to 95 percent of county residt.mlS, Floyd 
County Judge-Executive Paul Hunt 
Thompson said the feat could be accom­
plished in five year)!. 

Today. nearly rour years later, officials 
report that the water extension plan is near­
ing completion, and marginally under bud­
get. Though the plan hasn't reached all 
customers initially intended. city water has 
been extended to more people than origi­
nally estimated, Thomp!>on said. 

A report issued by the Southern Water 
aJld Sewer Dil>trict indicates that 2,267 

new customers have been added since the 
project staned nearly four years ago, with 
82 new water mains, 12 pump stations and 
I 0 new tanks constructed. 

Director Bob Meyer says he expects to 
see 300 more new customer:s signed up 
before the water expansion project is com­
pleted.

Kimbler, who allegedly had a can of 
beer in her possession following rhe 
accident, pulled onto U.S. 23 from 

Route 3224 in front of Sparks, who 
was unable to stop his vehicle in 
time to prevent hitting her. 

Kimbler. whose car ended up on 
its side, was transported to Paul B. 
Hall Medical Center, along with her 
husband and Sparks. who were also 
injured, the police report says. 

At the hospital, John on County 
Chief Deputy Darrell Preston report­
ed that he found six hydrocodone 
pills in Kimbler's pocket, in a pre­
scription pill bottle labeled under her

Manufacturing. which typi­
cally offers some of the best 
wages in Kentucky. has been the 
sector hardest hit with job losses 
in the state over the past three 
years, according to the B urcau 
of Labor Statistics. Lower-pay­
ingjobs in the leisure and hospi­
tality sector actually increased 
over the period. 

Bill Landrigan, head of the 
Kentucky State AFL-CIO, said 
the North American Free Trade 
Agreement, which went into 
effect in 1994, has had a har h 
impact on workers from 
Pikeville to Paducah and 
beyond. 

aero s Kentucky." The resolu­
tion said NAFTA bas cost 
Kentuck')' more than 22,000 
jobs. 

Strong said he believes 
NAFfA contributed to the loss 
of te~ttile plants in the state. But 
more recent job losses can be 
blamed on economic recession. 

"I personally don't feel that 
NAFfA is the sole reason or 
major reason we suffered some 
of these job losses," he said. "I 
think in this instance, regardless 
of whether NAFTA is there or 
not, you were going to lose 
jobs." 

However, Strong said he has 
seen evidence that companies 
now are looking to expand their 
operations in Kentucky. He said 
about 60 companies are current­
ly looking at expanding existing 
operations or starting new oper­
ations in the state. 

Richard Sandfer of 
Elizabethtown isn't hopeful. At 
57, he and some 350 co-workers 
lost their jobs when Gates 
Rubber Co .• which makes rub­
ber belts and hoses for an assort­
ment of manufacturers. shut 
down in March. 

"It's just sad," said Sandfer, 
who worked at the 
Eltzabethtown plant for 37 years 
and served as president of the 
local United Steelworkers of 
America union.

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Supreme Court 
upholds ~erry 
murder conviction

FRANKFORT The 
Kentucky Supreme Court 
upheld the 2002 conviction and 
sentence of a Perry County man 
who murdered his neighbor 
while he was mowing his yard, 
according to documents filed 
Wednesday in circuit court. 

Dana Lloyd Napier. charged 
with the capital murder of Dairl 
Eddington in May 2001, was 
tried by a Royd County jW)' and 
sentenced to 25 years by Circuit 
Judge John Dav1d GaudiJI in 
July, 2002. He appealed that 
conviction as a matter of routine 
with the Kentucky Supreme 

Court, arguing that "prosecutor­
ial misconduct" barrr-d a retrial 
on the case, which faced a mis­
trial in Perry County after prose­
cutors allowed jury members to 
view photographs of the murder 
scene. 

That allegation was found 
invalid by the Supreme court, 
which said the jury was not 
sworn in at the lime they viewed 
the photographs. They were 
immediately discharged and the 
trial was re cheduled following 
the incident. a fact that provided 
an "appropriate remedy" to the 
ituation. the Supreme Court 

ruled.

However, 
the right to a :;peedy trial and the 
overall fairness of our criminal 
justice system require that dis­
missal be the only remedy,"

in the opinion.

Stereotypes are often helpful like when preparing for a 
visit from lirtle ones. "All kids like ice cream" may not be 
exactly true. but it's true enough. 

They can also miss the mark entirely. like "all politi­
cians arc com1pt. '' 

Sometime· the stereotype is so prevalent, it is accepted 
by society as the norm. when there is no truth to it at all. A 
good example is that people from Appalachia are dumb 
because their English i so different from that spoken else­
where. 

If someone said to you "I ain't never done this afore," 
you might reasonably conclude that this is not the best 
educated person you· ve ever met, but you might be wrong. 

A woman identified only as Sarah was about to flunk 
out of the teaching program at a West Virginia college to 
spite the fact that she had straight As in elementary and 
secondary schooling. But she spoke the language of her 
heritage which is a rich and storied one. 

People from Appalachia refused to accept the rules, 
especially the ones that got into their pockets. laid down 
by England and moved into the mountains to escape the 
system. What developed was a society of its own, com­
plete with a language adopted over generations that i dif­
ferent from the one spoken general1y by the rest of the 
country. That doesn't make them stupid, it makes them 
different. 

That is why reading the new children's book "A is for 
Appalachia" by Linda Hager Pack is so important. It 
paints. literally with illustrations by Pat Banks, a beautiful 
picture of mountain life. It even offers some explanation 
of why •'they taLk so funny." 

Language to the people of Kentucky's Appalachia 
Mountains dates back to the Old English spoken by the 
early settlers. Even today traveling through the rugged 
region, visitors can hear a sprinkling of Old English 
words. 

Holp. to help, is spoken by many of the older generation 
of mountaineers. The word dates back to Shakespeare. 

For many years the mountaineers have suffered criti­
cism and been the butt of many jokes about the "dumb 
hillbilly." Portrayed in movies and literature as violent. 
feuding inbreds. mountain people have had a strong forti­
tude to survive. 

The book Pack wrote pays homage to the misunderstood 
mountaineer. Telling of the people and the skills they 
developed to ·urvive the har h life in the mountain . From 
coal miners to fiddle players to quilters. the people of the 
mountains are as colorful as the words they speak. 

While we are supporting causes, speaking politically 
correct and becoming more tolerant of our fellow crea­
tures, we need to take the time to look toward the moun­
tain. and get to know our brolher and sjsters to the east.

The war in Iraq is now a year old; 
almost as old as Presidenl Bu!>h 's '"mis­
sion accomplished" perforn~mce. You 
have to wonder what mission he ''as 
talk.i ng abouL

eve of the war: 

Weapons of mass de:-trw.:tion - chemi­
cal, biological and perhaps even nuclear 
weapons-- in the hands of Saddam.

us ill.

we would in~tall a u er-friendly govern­
ment and start building a prosperous, 
democratic society that would serve as a 
bl!acon of enlightenment to all of the 
Middle East. 

Which one of those promises has 
been redeemed? We have yet to find a 
weapon of mass destruction much more 
lethal than a rifle grenade; evidence 
points to the fact t.hat Saddam and 
Osama were rivals, rather than allies; 
only part of the population welcomed us 
warmly and many of them have since 
turned against us; and instead of order, 
chaos h.;;, reigned in much of the coun­
try and rs getttng worse.

·'J would expect that countries like 
hancl! will ha\'C a trong interest in 
as~tstmg Iraq in reconstruction,'" he 
... aid. He forgot to tell the French. 

• or wa. it just Wolfowitz by any 
means. Sccn:tary of Defense Donald 
Rum fcld also scoffed at Shinseki's e~ti­
matcs and when the Secretary of the 
Army sideJ with the general, Rumsfdd 

we could ponder for the next 20 years. 
While this man did know that this was a 
snake, the central point here is that the 
nake lied to this kindhearted man. 

Unfortunately this has been going oo 
since the days of Adam and Eve in the 
Garden of Eden. 

Here I might po e this question for 
you to tlUnk about. Have you ever had

Politicians navigate c ash in public 
policv, pr·vate expressions of aith

WASHINGTON- Since the 
days of John I-. Kennedy, mod­
ern politician have tried to have 
it both ways on matters of reli­
gion - espousing personal reli­
gious beliefs that at times are at 
odds with their public policy 
pronouncements. 

Democrat John Kerry is the 
latest candidate to navigate this 
terrain. offering himself as a 
practicing and believing Roman 
Catholic who nonetheless holds 
positions contrary to the teach-

d_ngs of his church. Kerry sup­
~~orts abortion rights, stem cell 
research. the death penalty for 
terrorists and civil unions for 
gay couples - all opposed by 
the church hierarchy. 

President Bush, to a much 
lesser extent, occasionally has 
found himself at odds with lead­
ers of hi denomination. as 

when prominent Methodist lead­
ers preached against the war in 
lraq as a violation of God's law. 

But candidates who disagree 
with their church leaders aren't 
necessarily always in disagree­
ment with their fellow parish­
ioners - also known as voters. 

American Catholics, for 
example, disagree with their 
church on birth control and a 
number of otber issues "and 
they're not going to punish 
Catholic politicians for sharing 
their views," said Alan Wolfe, a 
Boston College political sclen­
tist and author of several books 
tracking social and religious 
trends. 

"American Catholic politi­
cians pay very little attention to 
the idea that their votes as pub­
lic servants should be guided by 
their religion, and most 
American Catholics completely 
support that," Wolfe said. 

In Kerry's case, his religion 

is "creating an affinity for him 
among Catholics," despite his 
disagreements with church 
teachings, said Democratic poll­
ster Celinda Lake. 

Recent polls show a majority 
of American Catholics support 
abortion rights. 

Still, the clash between a can­
didate's personal religious 
beliefs and public policy stances 
is getting a closer look this year 
in part because of increasing 
impatience among some 
Catholic leaders with polittcians 
who claim tbe faith but say they 
don't want to legislate personal 
beliefs. Earlier this year, for 
example, Archbishop Raymond 
L. Burke of St. Louis said he 
would deny communion to 
Kerry because of his views. 
Archbishop Sean P. 0' Malley ,of 
Boston, Kerry's hometown, sug­
gested a similar penalty for 
those in conflict with the church 
without naming the senator. 

The nation's Catholic bish­
ops late last year created a task 
force to consider whether to rec­
ommend sanctions against 
Catholic politicians who favor 
policies contrary to chUich 
teachings. Among the options 
are denying access to Catholic 
schools or hospitals that m1ght 
be used for campaign events to 
denying communion and seek­
ing excommunication. 

The task force is headed by 
Cardinal Theodore McCanick, 
the Washington archbishop. 
Kerry met privately with 
McCarrick on Thursday for 45 
minutes in what was character­
ized as a get-to-know-you ses­
sion. It was not known whether 
the work of tbe task force came 
up. 

McCarrick declined com­
ment on the meeting. But a few 
days earlier he seemed open to

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Fletcher: House, Senate leaders must agree on session School

Pletcher made no promise~ 
Friday in a written response to 
House Speaker Jody Richards' 
requc'>t for Fletcher ro call the 
General Assembly back into !-e~­
sion to get n budget. 
, Instead, Fletcher told 
Richards to "hegin working 
towunl con:-~en.suH" wi Lh his 
archrival, Senate President David 
Williams. whn sent the speaker a 
letter of hi:; own. 

The General Assembly 

would he adjoumed immediately 
by the House Ric.hard'>, in a tele­
phone 111terview Friday night, 
swd he was talking about a spe­
cial session on taxes, not on a 
oudg~:t. 

''We feel that the people want 
u butlgel. and that's what we're 
Wllrking toward.'' Richards said. 
"We would be willing to work 
with the governor and with the 
Scnlltc after we get a budget -
w go on and work on tax mod­
ernization." 

But Williams, in his leller to 
Richard<:, said "updating our 
antiquated tax code" had to be 
pan of the deal. 

"revenue neutral" for up to two 
years. By definition, it would 
have little appreciable effect on 
the upcoming, two-year budget 
period. Yet, Williams insisted 
further budgeting could not accu­
rately be done without it. 

Revenues have fallen short of 
budgeted spending for four years 
m a row. And within the past 
year, Kentucky's tax laws gov­
erning holding companies and 
cable televisioo franchises have 
been declared unconslitutiona1. 

"Unfortunately," Williams 
told Richards, ''you still fail to 

recognize that 1t is not possible to 
develop a budget without know­

, ing the state's revenue situation." 
Williams also asked Richards 

to submit his own tax. reform 
plan, after which negotiations 
could begin. He said Richards 
publicly claimed in a March 19 
news conference to have such a 
plan; Richards denied it 

Richards said the starting 
point could be a hill for pared­
down business taxes the House 
passed before adjourning 
1\Jesday night. 

Fletcher. in his letter, said a 

special session should resurrect 
two other initiallves, both pro­
moted by first lady Glenna 
Fletcher. that failed to pass. 

One was "Read to Achieve," a 
program for young, struggling 
readers. The other was creation 
of a "Healthy Kentucky" com­
mission to promote lifestyle 
changes such as smoking cessa­
tion and weight loss. 

Fletcher said he felt "deep dis­
appointment that, under your 
leadership, the House killed both 
of the First Lady's initiatives ... 
Any special session should 
include an agreement on these 
measures as well." 

A pink shp, once given, could 
not be lightly rescinded, educa­
tors say. There would be an 
immediate queslion about 
whether affected employees 
could file for unemployment -
a further expense to districts. 
And if the pink slip is not 
rescinded by June 30, the job has 
to be advertised anew. 

Moreover, there is a hidden 
cost, said Superintendent Kay 
Freeland of Rowan County: A 
teacher lacking a reasonable 
expectation of being rehired will 
be out looking for a job instead 
of goin'g to summer training. 

'These are tough decisioru;. 
adjourned Tuesday night without 
a budget. and Fletcher ha.~ sin­
gled out Richards for blame. 

The Repuhlican-controllcd 
Senate demanded that a budget 
contain tax code changes 
Fletcher proposed. Democrats 
who contml the House refused. 
They had earlier refused to act on 
the tax plan separately. 

On Thursday, Richards urged 
Fletcher m writing to bring the 
legislature back to the capital. 

Fletcher proposed to broaden 
certain taxes on corporations. but 
nl !>harply lower rates, and make 
a modust cut in individual 
income taxes. To offset those 
revenue losses. he proposed Lo 
mise taxes on tobacco, alcohol 
and hotel rooms and to impose a 
tax lor the tirst time on satellite 
tclcvi:-.ion services. 

Fletcher: Companies 
can resume license 
tax deduction 

The governor has sole author­
ity to set the agenda for a special 
legislative session. But Richards 
said he would advise against any 
isSJie besides a budget. 

''1 think there wiU be mount­
ing pressure on legislators and 
the governor to have a special 
session that deals with the budget 
and is not complicated by other 
factors," he said. 

These affect people's lives. We 
need to have some guidance 
from Frankfort," Freeland said. 

In a related development 
Friday, Attorney General Greg 
Stumbo encouraged Fletcher in 
a leuer to call a special legisla­
tive session and to try to "facili­
tate agreement" among the war­
ring leaders of the Republican­
controlled Senate and 
Democrat-controlled House. 

In his response, F-letcher :;aid 
he needed lo be sure that 
Richard~ was serious. He noted 
Richards' cqmment earlier in the 
week tlwt H special session

FRANKFORT- Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher on Thursday said com­
panies cou1d resume claiming a 
disputed tax deduction without 
fear of penalty in the event a 
pending lawsuit eventually goes 
against them. 

The deduction, for license 
taxes paid by subsidiaries of 
Kentucky-based corporations, 
was declared unconsaitU£ional 
because the state withheld it 
from holding companies head­
quartered in other states. 

The General Assembly last 
year passed an emergency bill 
to continue most of the deduc­
tion for another year. Its cost to 
the state wa<; estimated at $60 
million. Then-Gov. Paul Patton 
vetoed it. 

A group of corporations later 
sued, claiming Patton illegally 
issued a ''line-item" veto on a 
bill that did not make appropri­
ations. That suit is pending in 
Franklin County Circuit Court. 

Fletcher. who replaced 
Patton as defendant, now finds 
himself wanting to defend his 
veto authority but also wanting 
the tax deduction.

Bonds seems poise to 
keep breaking reco ds

SAN FRANCISCO - Barry 
Bonds became so caught up in 
passing his godfather in his 
climb up the career home run 
list, the last thing he wanted was 
to predict how many more 
homers he has in him. 

With his easy, seemingly 
effortless swing and powerful 
body stiJI going strong, anything 
appears possible for the San 
Francisco slugger. 

And he turns 40 this summer. 
"1 'm not going to try to figure 

out what's next," said Bonds, 
who homered on consecutive 
days to reach No. 661 and pass 
godfather Willie Mays for third 
place on the career list. "I'm just 
trying to stay healthy and win a 
championship." 

Babe Ruth (714) and Hank 
Aaron (755) still loom in Bonds' 
path. But ftrSt, Bonds wants to 
enjoy his latest historic homer. 

Bonds pinch bit in 
Wednesday's 3-0 loss to the 
Brewers, and Milwaukee man­
ager Ned Yost made sure Bonds 
didn't beat them. Yost ordered an 
intentional walk. 

After all of his accomplish­
ments, Bonds believes he's final­
ly earned the admiration of his 
godfather. 

''Barry doesn't need approval 
from me, because I've been 
there since he was 5," said Mays, 
a teammate of Bonds'late father, 
Bobby. "Whatever he does, right 
or wrong, I'm going to be there 
for him. ... Barry knows how 
much I love him." 

Bonds has won a record six 
NL MVP awards and set the sin­
gle-season home run record with 
73 in 2001, but he may never 
consider his career complete 
without a World Series ring. He 
feU six outs short of the title in 
2002 and came back the next 
spring proclaiming his determi­
nation to give the Giants another 
chance to win it all. 

He reiterated that sentiment 
Monday after splashing home 
run No. 660 into McCovey Cove 
to tie Mays. His solo shot 
Thesday landed in nearly the 
same place - and was recov­
ered by the same fan - in the 
water over the right-field fence. 

"A championship. That's it.'' 
Bonds said. "l don 't have any 
personal goals.'' 

Someone asked Bonds if he 
believes he hac; room to offer 
Mays a pointer or two. 

Mays quickly piped in before 
Bonds could speak. 

"That's kind of taboo, man," 
the Hall of Farner said. 

"No," Bonds said emphatical­
ly, giving his answer with a 
quick glance at his godfather. 

During this special 29 l/2-
hour span, many San Francisco 
fans forgot about the steroid 
scandal surrounding their star 
slugger and focused instead on 
his marvelous milestone. 

Bonds' teammates have 
shown their support since ques­
tions surfaced about whether the 
slugger got a boost from banned 
substances, which he has repeat­
edly denied. 

"Whenever someone or 
something is on top, somebody 
wants to bring it down for their 
own notoriety," Giants outfielder 
Dustan Mohr said. "You' re not 
going to bring down baseball. 
It's the best game on earth. Guys 
should get more rndit for the 
work they do in the offseason 
rather than someone accusing 
them of taking shortcuts. Fans 
only see us from 7 to 10 p.m." 

Mays has refused to speak 
about the steroid controversy. 
He's more interested in getting 
Bonds to shed his prickly per­
sonality and become more fan 
friendly late in his career. 

Mays didn't bit his 660th 
homer until he was in the twi­
light of his career at 42 and 3 
months - on Aug. 17, 1973. 
Since he retired after that season, 
many players who were tagged 
with the title of being the next 
Willie Mays have fallen woeful­
ly short. 

"I still think he's the greatest 
baseball player of all time, bot­
tom line," Bonds said. "They 
were saying my dad was the next 
Willie Mays. They just got the 
name wrong, from Bobby to 
Barry." 

Everybody's curious just how 
long it will be before Bonds 
decides he's done.

What's more, the 
fish are in a determined feeding 
mode and they ' re generally 
located where more fishermen 
can find them, he said. 

The occasion is the late pre­
spawn period when females are 
prepping themselves for the rig­
ors of the reproductive cycle.

because they're up shallow 
around the banks getting ready 
to spawn, and the females are 
feeding extremely well, getting 
their bodies in condition for the 
spawn," Buynak said. "They're 
eating a lot and putting on 
weight, and all the weight goes 
into eggs and their reproductive 
organs.'' 

A female bass, pot-bellied 
because she is laden with eggs, 
can be appreciably larger than 
the slimmer, post-spawn flsh she 
will become. Length doesn't 
change, but sheer bulk and 
weight certainly can. 

Buynak said egg content in a 
female bass might only repre­
sent two or three percent of total 
body weight in late summer or 
autumn, but immediately before 
the spring spawn, egg:s develop 
and expand to the point that they 
may represent 10 percent of a 
fish's weight 

"I've seen findings where a 
bass' egg mass accounted for as 
much as a fourth of its body 
weight," Buynak said. " You 
could easily have a six-pound 
bass that would be back to five 
pounds after spawning." 

The annual propagational 
duties of bass develop in close 
accord with the spring rise in 
water temperatures. 

"Male bass start their nest 
building and guarding territories 
as early as when the water tem­
peratures hit and stay at 55 
degrees or higher," Buynak said 
"The bigger females first come 
in and start their activities at the 
nests when the water is more 
like 60 to 62 degrees. 

"They don't all spawn at the 
same time, of course, and they 
don't do all their spawning at 
once," be said. "A female com~ 

monty will spawn more than one 
time at more than one nest. The 
biggest females tend to be the 
first ones to go to the nests. and 
the smaller females follow as 
the temperatures r "1tinue to 
rise." 

The active spawning phase of 
a female bass actually is a diffi­
cult time for an angler to catch 
the fish . The female largely 
shuns feeding during the 
process. Smaller male bass are 
easier to catch after eggs are laid 
and they assume guard duties on 
nests. 

For the inunediate pre-spawn 
period, however, opportunities 
are better than they may be all 
year to catch jumbo female bass 
while they are nabbing forage to 
help fuel their bodies for egg 
development. 

While big female bass are 
more vulnerable at this time, 
fishing pressure and angler har­
vest of some of those fish gener­
ally doesn't set back an overall 
bass population. There are long­
standing popular concerns ~bout 
removing mature "spawners" 
from public waters, but Buynak 
said those apprehensions are 
unwarranted. 

"Catch and release doesn't 
hurt, but it doesn't hurt to have 
some of the big females caught 
and removed. either,'' Buynak 
said. 

In most cases on major lakes. 
populations of adult bass have 
the potential to produce far more 
new offspring - tiny ''fry" - than 
what is necessary to keep bass 
stocks strong. 

"There can be tens of thou­
sands of fry produced in a single 
bass nest," B uynak said. "The 
fry from one successful nest per 
acre of lake is more than what 
you need to resulr in a good year 
class of bass." 

Buynak said the water tem­
peratures are recovering quickly 
from a recent cold wave across 
the state, and the resumed 
warming can be expected to 
trigger an active move toward 
the bass spawn in waters across 
Kentucky. 

'"With the warm-up going 
again, bass fishing associated 
with the pre-spawn could break 
wide open," he said. 

"Everyone's era is different." 
he said. "There are going to be 
great baseball players in every 
era.

Churchill Downs readies for 
Kentucky Derby amid construction

LOUISVTLLE 
Thoroughbreds· hooves thunder 
through the morning mist Back in 
the barns, grooms sponge dowp 
steaming colts while bamhands 
use pitchforks to stuff stalls with 
mounds of hay. 

The usual hectic preparations 
are under way as another 
Kentucky Derby approaches. 

But this spring. the familiar 
daybreak sights and sounds at 
Churchtll Downs give wa)' to the 
rumble of earth-moving equip­
ment and the rattle of power tools. 
The grandstand is undergoing a 
$I 2 J million renovation, an effort 
to restore the decaying structure 
and help Churchill Downs com­
pete with riverboat casinos and 
other more modem entertainment 
venues. 

.. The facility was becoming a 
maintenance nightmare." said 
Tom Meeker, president and chief 
executive officer of Churchill 
Downs Inc .. which owns the track. 
''Plus, it was becoming harder and 
harder to market. Families have 
many options now. They don't 
want to go to places that are dark 
and dingy." 

The project is scheduled to be 
completed in April 2005. And as 
the May I Derby draws closer, 
concerns about the historic track's 
future give way to questions about 
how the ongoing construction will 
affect its signature event. 

Derby attendan~ has averaged 
150,244 patrons the past four 
years, and John Asher, the track's 
vice president of racing communi­
cations, said only 300 fewer 
reserved seats will be available 
this year. 

The most glaring visual change 
spectators will notice is the cav­
ernous, steel-girder skeleton 
standing where the clubhouse 
used to overlook the fmt turn. Ju 
years past, the section housed the 
press box and areas reserved for 
the well-to-do. 

This year, the unfinished top 
three floors will be clo ed and 
many of the privileged guests will 
be moved to a temporary, 77J:XXJ­
square foot block of white tenlc; in 
the infield. 

"We're not going to promise 
that all of the walls are going to be 
covered, but all of the concessions 
will be open, all of the restroom:­
will be fun..:tional and all of the 
mutuel windows will be open." 
A her said. "It's going to look dif­
ferent, no question, but we really 
believe it's going to be a n01mal 
experience." 

The white tents will eventually 
be replaced by the Infield 
I Io:spitality Village, which will 
cover one-sevemh of rhe 25 acres 
where the wildest D.:rby revelry 
occurs. An intriguing aspect of the 

setup is that the pristine clubhouse 
crowd will enter through the same 
gate and tunnel as the oftentimes 
rowdy infielders, although a 
chain-link fence will separate 
them. 

On the paddock side, yellow 
panels enclose the clubhouse 
expansion. The finished product 
wUI include a glass-walled grand 
entrance, luxury boxes, a food 
court, dining and entertainment 
areas, and a simulcast theater. 
Giant video screen will also be 
added to the infield tote boards. 

For this Kentucky Derby, it 
will be the area where visitors see 
the starkest contrast between the 
old and the new. 

"I'm very proud of what 
they're doing," said Bob Lewis, 
owner of Derby winners Silver 
Charm ( 1997) and Charismatic 
( 1999). "One of the things we 
need to recognize in the thorough­
bred industry is the need to move 
forward and stay abreast of chang­
ing times and circumstances the 
industry is faced with.'' 

He added: ''It certainly does 
need some revamping. It was get­
ting awfully seedy and difficult to 
move around.'' 

Not everyone is sold on the 
changes. 

Jose Cuevas, an assistant train­
er for Bobby Frankel, who trained 
Kentucky Derby hopeful Master 
David, said he's heard grumblings 
about what the finished renovation 
will look like. 

·• All over the country they're 
saying that when you get to 
Churchill, it's not going to look the 
same," he said. 

Earlier this month. a bulldozer 
plowed across uneven gravel 
along a pathway that's densely 
packed with patrons every Derby 
Day. Asher said the area would 
probably be covered with asphalt 
for the Derby. 

But if patrons can stand a little 
dust. they will fmd more room 

under the unfmished clubho 
The pathway has been widen , 
the ceiling of the ground level has 
been raised and seveial walls on 
the second and third floors have 
been knocked out. Asher said the 
renovation will add 400,000 
square feet to the total area under 
roof at the track. 

The 130-year-old track's signa­
ture features - the ornamental 
Twin Spires - will remain the 
centerpieces. Built in 1895, the 
structures were touched up in 
2002 as part of a first phase of con­
struction. 

"They are obviously the signa­
ture of this track, the signature 
one of the premier sporting events 
in America," said Churchill 
Downs president Steve Sexton. 
"They had to be preserved, they 
had to remain a focal poinl" 

Cuevas thinks the new addi­
tions encroach on the spires. 

"It doesn't look good to me,'' 
he said. "It's a mess." 

Three floors were added to the 
existing grandstand north of the 
spires as pan of the fi!St phase of 
construction, completed in 2003. 
The addition includes 64 luxll.Q:: , 
suites, two spaciou~ meetin 
rooms and an elegant reception 
hall. llc; muted white exterior and 
terraced edge keeps an observer's 
eye focused on the spires. 

The primary goal. Meeker said, 
is to modernize the track while 
preserving its rich history. 

"Some people say tradition is 
defmed by being old. But old and 
broken down was never my idea 
of great tradition," he said. "It can 
be new and it can still have tradi­
tion, I think, as long as the ele­
ments of its age and stateline s 
maintained.''

MOVIES FROM THE 
BLACK LAGOON 

Night Fright 
Hollis County, Texas. is the set­

ting for this monster-on-the-loose 
pic that only played Texas theaters 
until it wa resurrected by the folks 
at Alpha Video. It probably should 
have stayed lost but is so uninten­
tionally funny that viewers might 
enjoy it for its camp value. 

The fun begins with a couple of 
teens parking at "Satan's Hollow" 
for some 1960 ·-style necking. A 
news report comes over the radio of 
a downed rocket. The couple is ~oon 
the victim of an ever-tightening 
closeup which leaves one with the 
impression that they have been 

attacked by the 
cameraman. In 
fact you don't 
see the monster 
till late in the 
proceedings, 
but more on 
that later. 

County 
Sheriff Cliff 
Crawford 
investigates the 
disappearance. 
He is a grumpy 
cop with disre­

spectful teen~ on his hands and a 
bunch of eggheads from NASA who 
refuse to tell him anything about the 
crash. The sheriff is also a little 
dense. At one point his deputy points 
out that the recent spate of disap­
pearing teens could be related to the 
crashed rocket, but the obstinate 
sheriff dismisses the idea curtly. 

The sheriff eventually figures out 
that there is a large beast chewing 
down on the local teens and quickly 
orders everyone in town to fetch 
things for him. His cunning plan 
involves strapping dynamite to a 
mannequin dre:-.sed in his girlfriend's 
clothes. 

In the interim between the open­
ing shoot and the closing explosion, 
there are plenty of scenes of people 
running through the woods, teens 
dancing like they are barefoot on a 
hot plate and enough late-1960s 
lingo, clothes and attitude to keep 
you rolling on your couch. Watch 
this one as a comedy and you might 
have a good time but you will be 
longing for those robots from 
Mystery Science Theater 3000 who 
fill all of the slow spots in these 
flicks with some well-sharpened 
barb~. 

This is one of those flicks that is 
made up of several foot chases and 
one or two dialogue scenes which 
feature some of the worst v.-riting 
you will ever be subjected to. The 
high cbool level acting is only 
matched by the shoddy monster 
which looks like a guy in a rubber 
mask wearing a hair suit. The stock 
characters are hilarious and feature 
your standard scientist character who 
tries to look smart by always holding 
a pipe. The teens are pretty funny 
and are a mtx of 1950s and 1960 
stereotypes but their dancing reveals

Father Johnnie, who also 
highlights as an adjunct :cicnce 
professor at the Prestonsburg 
Campus of BSCTC believes that 
science and religion "work to 
infonn'' each other in a way that 
people around the world are JUSt 
beginning to understand. 

The man, who currently 
serves as Canon for Mission 
Development. serve~ as the 
church's representative on the 
National Board of Science and 
Faith, an organization which 
believes that faith infonns scien­
tific views. 

With 28 yean; of environmen­
tal science experience. Father 
Johnnie was ordained, by choice. 
during the feast of St. Thomas in 
1995, because St. Thomas, like 
himself. doubted whether or not 
he wanted to become a priest. 

He began his "path of discem­
ment" while attending Berea 
College, where he majored in 
biology. With a "catacomb" of 
diversity in his religious upbring­
ing. he chose the Episcopalian 
path after his grandmother passed 
away. 

: Father Johnnie wa'i ra.ised in 
siuisbury, Ky., where he and his 
family were· "extremely poor ... 
but he says he didn't know he 
was poor until he moved away. 

His father was shot and killed 
~ he was walking on the side­
walks of Detroit, and Fatht!r 
Johnnie has since found in his life 
a host of people who, at one time 
or another, stood up ac:; a paternal 
role model for him and his two 
siblings. 

His grandmothet, the child of 
a Native American member of 
tlie Cherokee tribe, became his 
mother; his mother became his 
father. Father Johnnie said. not­
ing that she had to work, at times, 
two jobs to support her family. 
He credits the Salisbury commu­
nity and a long list of people who 
have influenced his life, for the 
man he's become today. 

"I credit that community for 
who l' ve turned out to be -
good, bad or indifferent." he said. 
"God put those people there at 
particular times to fill spaces in 
my life.'' 

Perhaps that's why his church 
so avidly reaches out to the com­
munity today. 

The church began its Fishe · 
and Loaves Food Pantry 15 years 
ago. The food pantry served 
83.000 meals in this area last 
year, the same year they handed 
out GED certificates to Hoyd 
County's large.c;t graduating class. 
The church also operates a day 
care center as a means to provid­
ing child care for reruming stu­
dent'>. Titey also annually pro­
vide Prestonsburg college 'itu­
dcnts with meals through their 
"Food for Finals" program dur­
ing college finals week. This 
serves as a way to alleviate "at 
least one worry" off of a busy 
student's mind, Father Johnnie 
said. 

"When a church touches U1c 
world in that way, we are being 
exactly what God called us to 
be,'' Father Johnnie said. ''It's the 
church's duty to continually look 
at the world and respond to the 
world." 

Father Johnnie remembers his 
own path of discernment all too 
well. 

A Berea College student, he 
was facing a week of exams 
when he got the call that his 
grandmother, the woman who 
stepped up as his mother when 
his father was killed, had had a 
stroke. 

When he received thi~ news. 
he says he ran in tears to the col-

lege's chapel where he met a 
Father Parker, who. after a long 
dJ. cussion. convmced h1m to stay 
on campus and finish rus testing 
before ll!aving to visit h1s grand­
mother. 

Father Jolmnie say<> that when 
Father Parker told him that 
•·cvel)1hing would be okay," he 
felt as though the man "knew 
<;ometh.ng he didn't." So, in 
faith, he stayed, completed his 
exams, and went the following 
week to visit rus grandmother. 
who was then in critical condi­
tion at Highlands Regional 
Medical Center. 

And - it was okay. 
Father Johnnie spent 15 min­

utes with his dying grandmother. 
She recognized rum and spoke to 
h1m, . omething she hadn't done 
in a week. 

On tl1e way home, Father 
Johnnie says a ''profound sense 
of peace" carne over him and he 
knew before he even got the call. 
that she'd passed away. 

He was thankful for being 
able to speak with her before her 
death, and says he didn't regret 
:.taying at col1ege to take those 
tests because his grandmother 
had always told him that educa­
tion and religion were the two 
most important avenues of life. 

When he returned to Berea. 
Father Johnnie. who ·aid he felt 
as though God postponed his 
grandmother'<; death so that he 
could ~peak with her before she 
passed. visited lhe college 
Chaplain again to speak with 
Father Parker. 

"J asked Father Parker, 'How 
do I become a Catholic?,' and he 
said, 'I haven't got a clue-I'm 
Episcopalian,'" Father Johnnie 
said. recalling that Father Parker 
sent him to Christ's Church in 
Richmond as a way to help dis­
cern his religious path in life. 

When he visited the church1 

Father Johnnie said he wrote in 
hi journal that Episcopalian 
were either "crazy or profoundly 
holy." 

Episcopalians go through a 
host of gyrations during service~. 
he said, following instructions in 
prayer, sitting, kneeling. standing 
in praise. bowing. and continual­
ly marking sign' of the crO).S. 

It intrigued him so much that 
he continued worshipping there 
until he graduated from Berea. 

After marrying his first wife, 
Johnnie moved back to Floyd 
County, where he became a sub­
stitute reacher until he gained 
full-time employment with the 
state as an environmental scien­
llst. a joh he kept, and loved, until 
May, 2003. 

He came to St. James 
Episcopal Church, near the 
Prestonsburg Campus of 
BSCTC, in 1979. where he 
immediately took an active role. 
working with the Sunday School 
and providing a clown and pup­
pel mini!<itry for area children. 

"I knew that the Episcopal 
church is where I belonged," 
Father Johnnie said, noting thm 
his grandmother would tum over 
in her grave if she knew he was­
n't a Bapti t. "I ne,•er imagined 
that I would have two careers that 
1 would love ·o much. I couldn't 
believe the state was paying rut: 
to do thatjoh and 1 can't belie e 
l' m paid money to do this job 
either. It's so rewarding." 

As Canon for Mis.-.ion 
Development with the Episcopal 
D10ce~c of Lexington, Johnnil! 
travel ... toe' cry church in the dio­
ce.o;c where he can "touch" the 
lives of people he wouldn't have 
the opportunity of knowing oth­
erwise.

He also represented the 
Diocese ar the New Hampshire 
convention that gave consent of 
consecration for the Rev. Cannon 
Gene Rohinson, the gay bishop. 
whose appointment to the church 
has controversially trapped 
media attention for some time 
now. 

Father Johnnie. along with 
eight other Lexington deputie . 
voted in favor of Rev. Robin:.on 
during that convention- a vote he 
ays some people believe was 
inful. 

"I'm of the opinion that a dio­
cese should be able to call who 
the diocese wants to be bishop,'' 
he said. noting that it was a long, 
enduring spiritual process where 
those involved stopped every 15 
minutes to pray."I believe God 
will call who God will call 
regardless of our human frailties. 
If God looked more at my sins 
than my heart I would have never 
been ordained ... .! think it would 
be very hypocritical for me to say 
that someone is a worse sinner 
than me and dispense any grace 
that God holds for that per on, be 
them black or white, gay or 
straight, or whatever.. .. We seem 
to overlook the passage of not 
judging. Everybody knows John 
3:16. Have you ever read 3:17?. 
. .1 don't know how we as human 
beings can profess 'love other ' 
then condemn the 'other.' That 
has to be in God's authority. We 
can't do that. It's impossible to 
judge someone and love them at 
the san1e time." 

Father Johnnie said his deci­
sion came after he reflected on a 
friendship he established l 0 
years ago with a gay man, diag­
nosed with AIDS, who visited the 
church, During several months of 
weekly se sions, Father Johnnie 
says the two, who were both 
"seelcing understanding," 
exchanged their views on reli­
gion and homosexuality. 

"I came to understand that 
God loved him just as much as 
God loved me," Father Johnnie 
said. noting that it was a long 
road for him to take because he 
was raised with a community 
view that poke out strongly 
against homosexuality. 

"God manifests God's self 
more clearly in those who dis­
agree with you-thl!re's a me.,­
sage there,'' he said. "The trick is 
to di cern God's message from 
the message of humanity." 

Though some see his vote as 
an error or possible sin. Father 
Johnnie says he·._ willing to wmt 
for "time·· to show rum. Women 
and African Americans received 
the same type of treatment. he 
said, when they decideu to ,tand 
at the pulpit 

"AU people belong to God. He 
knew us before we were placed 
in the womb," Father Johnnie 
said. ''A piece of God thut dwells 
in us. dwells in the others. For 
God to be revealed in hi!> fulness. 
we need the other regardless of 
what plight or yoke they bear ... .T 
believe that before every being 
goes a great band of angds and 
we as human beings warch peo­
ple pass hy a<o if it doesn't matter. 
We refuse to reat:h out to the 
image of God in the pcopk we 
pal!!. daily on the slreet ... The 
more that we. a~ Christians. focus 
on our differences, the more we 
will always segreg:lle ourselve~>," 
he said. ''It's the oddest thing in 
the world to me. We eat. work, 
ancJ play together. but Wht:n 
II :00 rolls around on Sunday 
morning, we all go to diifcrcnt 
place to worship ... everytbing 
else we bicker about just isn · t 
necessary."

Ilis views on these diiTerencc~ 
came in pan from his grandmoth­
er, who because of her own 
Native American heritage, "never 
saw anything as just hlack and 
white." 

"[don't think there's a line to 
which we should Jove each other 
up to." he said. "I applied that in 
handling the person who shot my 
father and applied it up along the 
line since. rt !homosexuality] 
doc~n't muke them mty les~ of a 
cruld of God." 

The man. who helieves com­
monaliues of various religions 
like baptism and communion, are 
stronger than religious differ­
ences, also says he's ''not hung 
up on the fact" that everyone 
should be a Christian because 
we're all "children of Abraham." 

In addition to his father's 
death, Father Johnnie . ays the 
hardest obstacle in his life was 
hi divorce from his first wife, 
who mothered three children 
with him. 

"Divorce is worse than 
death,'' he said, noting that he 
regards his divorce 10 years ago 
as his greatest failure. 

He spent a lot of prayer time 
during his divorce questioning 
God' hand in his life. 

Though this "Belly of the 
Whale experience" was the hard­
est time of his life, Father Johnnie 
said it bloomeJ into the wonder­
ful life he has now. \\ ith his 
··extraordinary" wife, Kay, and 
four children. Carrie, Kevin, 
Justin, and Thomas. 

The darkest days of life, 
Father Johnnie says. can be "glo­
rious" if one finds the spiritual 
direction to discern it. 

Father Johnnie, who wrote a 
lener in the sixth grade to a 
Detroit judge to beg for the life of 
the man who shot his father, says 
he' 11 soon begin the task of find­
in~ that man. 

He wants to speak with him. 
not as a. means of forgiveness hut 
because he was the last person to 
see his father. 

Father Johnnie. who blan1ed 
God initially for hi~ lather's 
death. says the man doesn't need 
his torgiveness because that's 
God's territory. In fact. he says he 
never thought ahout whether or 
not he forgave the man until 
questioned during this interviev .. ·. 
When he dealt with hi~ anger 
toward God ahout his father's 
death. Father Johnnie saiu it also 
helped him deal 'o\ith his father's 
murderer. 

Father Johnnie ~erved five 
years on the Floyd Coumy Board 
of Educalion. two of which he 
acted as chairman. He also ~erved 
15 years on the Floyd County 
S01l Conservation Board. wa'i a 
local scout master for I::? years. 
and is currently a member of the 
SL James Episcopal Church ·s 
Housing board. where he ha.\ 
serve(.) for Cbai1111UO for 10 years. 

Of all the comment~ he 
received as chainnan on the edu­
cation board. his mnst cherished 
came from a student \ ho called 
him up one night atter watching a 
heated discus~ion during a meet­
mg. 

·'When 1 announced that I was 
not 'eeking re-election. a bo) 
t:allcd me and . aid he'd been 
">\atching the meeting with his 
parents," Father Johnnie ~aid. 
"He c;aid, ·r (l)ld my parent. ... when 
I grow up, I w~mt to be like him. 
Even in your anger )OU seem 10 
have re~pect for (lthcr pcnple .... 

When rhc boy a~kcd Father 
Johnme how he could be so 
respectful, he simply replied. "] 
realize that lh~ o.;ame God in me 
dwells m them."
