PIKEVILLE - The University of 
Kentucky won't move its Appalachian 
Center to Appalachia, opting instead to 
leave it in the flatland of central 
Kentucky's bluegrass region, miles from 

the nearest mountain. 
Some critics questioned the rationale of 

having an Appalachian Center outside of 
Appalachia, the region it was established 
to help. University administrators, howev­
er, believe the center can most benefit the 
mollntain region from its current head­
quarters in Lexington. 

"Having it here makes it a better con­
nector between Appalachia and the univer­
sity," said Wendy Baldwin, the university's 
executive vice president for research. 

"That's all right;• Hazard Mayor Bill 
Gorman said in jest. "We're going to start 
a center for the bluegrass region, and we're 
going to put in Appalachia." 

Joe Fink, a University of Kentucky 'ice 
president and interim director of the 
Appalachian Center, held public bearings 
in two mountain towns. Pikevi11e and 
Hazard, to gather suggestions on ways the 
Appalachian Center might better serve

"1 just 
don't see that happening, and 
I'm disappointed in that." 

Fink said the university has 
created a new mission state­
ment that will allow the 
Appalachian Center to enlist 
experts from every field of 
study to help solve J)roblems in 
the mountains. 

With the new mJSSton 
drawn up, Fink said a search 
soon will begin to find a per­
manent director to implement 
it. 

"The center will focus on 
taking the full-range of knowl­
edge skills and abilities of peo­
ple at the university to bring 
them to bear on issues of 
importance in Appalachia," 
Fink said.

A good start 
for business 

The legislature's failure to approve a budget hangs over 
the 2004 session like a dark cloud, but some rays of light 
did break through the gloom in Frankfort. 

In a session marred by contentious partisanship, lawmak­
ers still managed to approve several bills that will help Gov. 
Fletcher deliver on his promise to improve the state's busi­
ness climate. 

During his election campaign, Fletcher stressed the need 
to make Kentucky more "business-friendly." Fortunately, it 
appears that lawmakers from both parties share this general 
goal, even though they may disagree on some of the 

. specifics of how to achieve it.

The legislature rose above partisanship on two key bills 
that should benefit entrepreneurs and small business own­
ers: House Bill 650, which is designed to repair some of the 
damage caused by the disastrous 1994 health insurance 
reform law; and House Bill 609, which will give small 
businesses relief from onerous state regulations. 

House Bill 650 represents the legislature's latest attempt 
to deal with the fallout from the health insurance reform 
law. The reform legislation was intended to protect the 
rights of consumers and control the cost of health insur­
ance. But the burdensome law drove 45 insurers out of the 
state, leaving only two companies to provide insurance for 
individuals and small businesses. 

Not surprisingly, the reform law increased the ranks of 
the uninsured and caused health insurance costs to rise. 
Since the mid-1990s, the legislature has approved several 
measures aimed at restoring the individual and small-group 
insurance market, but these laws have had little impact. Just 
four insurers have returned to the state in the past six years. 
Fletcher administration officials believe House Bill 650 will 
attract at least 10 more health insurers, The Courier-Journal 
of Louisville reported. 

The bill imposes a three-year moratorium on mandates 
that require insurers to cover certain illnesses and treat­
ments. This should mitigate the impact of the fatal flaw of 
the 1994 reform bill: its misguided attempt to force health 
insurers to provide uniform coverage for everyone, the sick 
and the healthy alike, at similar rates. 

Somehow, the legislature missed the point that insurance 
companies are in business to make a profit. If an irrational 
state law requires companies to lose money, the targeted 
companies will make an economically rational decision to 
leave the state. 

House Bill 650 also eliminates the requirement that all 
insurers offer a standard benefit plan. 

The state's standard plan is so costly that most small

l':ational Security Adviser 
Condoleezza Rice (Condi for short) tes­
tified before the 9/11 Commission (the 
Commission on Terrorist Attacks Upon 
the United States, for long) earlier this 
month. defending the administration's 
action before, during and after the 
attacks.

Two \\ eeks ago. the Church 
gave focused celebration to the 
resurrection of Jesus Chris! -
widely known as Easter Sunday. 
The day was enjoyed by 
Christians and probably many 
non-Christians with new dre s­
es. large church crowds, egg 

f hunts and meals with family. 
The ·amber days of Holy Week 
turned to the victorious white 
pageantry of Christ's resurrec­
tion from the grave! 

We kno\\ the story. The end­
ing is a great one! Yet the disci­
ples of Jesus did not know the 
ending on that first day of llis 
resurrection. Although Jesus 

appeared to Mary Magdalene in 
the morning near the tomb, no 
nne bdieH!U her testimony. 
Although Jesus appeared to two 
men on the road to Emmaus, no 
one believed them either. It was 
not until Jesus physically 
appeared to I 0 of the disciples 
(plus others in the upper room) 
that they accepted the reality of 
His resurrection. 

What kept them from believ­
ing? A,t least four emotions 
could have blocked their percep­
tion of the truth: grief. guih, con­
fusiOn and fear. They felt grief at 
losing their Lord. Peter felt the 
guilt of having denied knowing 
Jesus. All of them felt the confu­
sion of the resurrection testi­
monies. And they were still 
afraid that the Jewish authorities 
might arrest them next. Have 

you ever tried to tell someone 
experiencing these emotions 
l>omething that you know is 
true? Persons under a dark cloud 
he.<~! difficulty accepting what 
you say. 

We find Jesus entering the 
upper room and offering a 
counter experience to these trou­
blesome feelings. In John 20:19, 
Jesus says to His fearful disci­
ples, "Peace be with you." 
NKJV He says this again when 
He appears to unbelieving 
Thomas eight days later (John 
20:26). Peace in simple terms is 
a condition of calm, the absence 
of danger, or the absence of con­
tlict. In ancient understanding, 
the word means wholeness of 
body, mind and soul. In contem­
porary slang, Jesus was saying 
to His disciples, "Pull your-

selves together, I have won the 
victory!'' 

In our modem and even post­
modem world, there are ever­
increasing circumstances and 
powers that cause our souls 
guilt, grief, confusion and fear. 
Do you think that Jesus appears 
today with the same soul-chang­
ing ministry - bringing peace 
to troubled hearts'? The answer is 
YES. He does bring peace today. 
Although He doesn't appear in 
bodily form, Jesus does reveal 
Himself in many ways having 
the same powerful effect. Some 
people seek Him in earnest 
prayer. When they have "prayed 
through" (felt Jesus take the bur­
den off of their heart) they have 
the peace that only He can give. 
Other folks are unexpectedly 
touched by the presence of the 

Living God. At first they are 
unsure what is happening, as 
they experience His love and 
power. As they open their hearts 
- peace from heaven enters and 
brings a profound change. 

Some folks say that all reli­
gions can lead to this kind of 
peace. Yet Jesus teaches that this 
kind of peace can only be found 
in Him. In John 16:33 Jesus 
says. ''The e things l have spo­
ken to you, that in Me you may 
have peace. In the world you 
will have tribulation; but be of 
good cheer. l have overcome the 
world." One world religion 
strives for Nirvana, a condition 
described as a "passionless 
peace". I have found when 
Christ's peace comes to me, my

'left Behind' and 'The Da v·nci Code': Facts 
conveved through fiction, or lictionaltacts;J

The lesson from this week's 
best-seller list is simple: God 
sells. But what worries some 
scholars is that the hottest relt­
gious books depan from tradi­
tional Christian teaching or. dis­
tort the faith's origins. , 

The latest pulse-pounder in 
the "Left Behind" series about 
the end of the world -

• "Glorious Appearing'' - could­
n't have appeared more glori­
ously. at No. I among 
Publishers Weekly's fictiOn best 
sellers. It edges out another reli­
gion-themed novel. "The Da 
Vinci Code,'' which has ranked 
among the top three for 54 
!>lraighl weeks. 

American's fiction market 

' 

has never seen such a juxtaposi­
tion, says Publishers Weekly 
religion editor Lynn Garrett. 
Combined with the success of 
Mel Gibson's film "The Passion 
of the Christ" - now eighth on 
the U.S. all-time box office list 
- 1t makes an obvious state­
ment. 

"Whether they feel negative­
ly or positively about religion, 
people in American culture 
think about and care about it," 
Garrett says. 

Jerry Jenkins, co-author of 
"Glorious Appearing" with Tim 
LaHaye, call the phenomenon 
''God hunger - people looking 
for something beyond them­
selves." 

Yet the success of the books 
troubles some ~.:ritics, largely 
because the authors have made 

'" 

unusual claims that - though 
they employ fiction - what 
they're writing is true. 

Dan Brown's "Da Vinci 
Code'' is a thriller whose charac­
ters malign traditional 
Christianity as fraudulent. But 
both liberal and conservative 
writers say it's rife with errors. 

Among inaccuracies they 
list: The characters' claims that 
belief in Jesus' divinity 
appeared in the 4th cenlury 
rather than the I st century; that 
the four New Testament Gospels 
became authoritattve in the 4th 
century rather than the 2nd cen­
tury; and that the Dead Sea 
Scrolls and Gnostic writings 
(deemed heretical by the 
church) contain the earliest 
Christian records - though one 
Gnostic text does have some 

scholarly promoters. 
''Da Vinci" also supposes that 

Jesus mamed Mary Magdalene 
and sired a royal Judeo-Frencb 
bloodline that still exists - and 
that sinister Christians sup­
pressed th1s. That plot comes 
from the 1982 book "Holy 
Blood, Holy Grail," which a 
'lew York Times reviewer 
called "rank nonsense." 

At first. "Da Vinci'' drew lit­
tle religious opposition because 
people "didn't subject it to the 
same kind of scrutiny they 
would a nonfiction book," 
Garrett says. But when Brown 
told NBC that "absolutely all of 
it" is true, the Rev. Darrell Bock 
of Dallas Theological Seminary 
decided the novelist wasn't just

Rossing charge that the 
series preaches de. pair. and dis­
torts biblical teaching about the 
future, Mideast politics and 
social responsibility. To her. it

"attacks the heart of 
Christianity." 

Rossing notes that the "Left 
Behind" books rely on what's 
called Dispensationalist theolo­
gy. which Jinks prophecie from 
various biblical books into a 
compleJt sequence of End Times 
events. It's a modern innovation 
rejected by many Protestant 
denominations, Eastern 
Onhodoxy and Catholicism, 
whose U.S. hierarchy just issued 
a publication that assails the 
novels as "subtly and ovcnly 
anti-Catholic." 

Jenkins, however, di. misses 
the criticism. He reports some 
"Left Behind" readers have 
become new followers of Jesus 
based on the books. 

"A lot of people know this 
story. believe it and are encour­
aged by it." he ays. 

Philip Jenkin , a Penn State

Fans who buy the expensive 
seats in Paul Brown Stadium got 
a look at the new uniforms 
Thursday in an invitation-only 
fashion show. 

"We've been trying to get 
new unifonns ever since we 
opened up the stadium," said 
linebacker Brian Simmons, one 
of several players who modeled 
the new look. 

Combination. of predomi­
nantly black, white and orange 
jer!>eys and black and white 
pants give the Bengals six uni­
fonn options, all with black 
shoes. 

"It's important that we kept 
the tradition of the stripes and 
colors," Lewis said. He said the 
new uniform~ give a feel of 
.. energy, movement and speed.'' 

When the Bengal took the 
field for the first time in 1968, 
they wore uniform-. similar to 
the ones worn by the Cleveland 
Browns when Bengals founder 
Paul Brown coached there. The 
main difference in the orange 
helmets was that Cincinnati's 
had ''Bengals" stenciled on the 
sides. 

When the team made a radi­
cal change before the 1981 sea­
son, going for striped helmet~ 
and pants, players joked that 
they would have to play well so 
opponents wouldn't poke fun at 
the new, gaudy design. 

They made it to the Super 
Bowl that season, losing to San 
Francisco. 

Only minor changes were 
made for the next everal years, 
such as adding a leaping tiger 
logo to the uniform sleeves. 

Players lobbied for a differ­
ent look last season, their first 
under Lewis. and he got the 
NFL's permission for Lhe team 
to wear black pants for the first 

and last games. 
It was the first time the

46, is retired 
and awaiting kidney and liver 
transplants after years of bulim­
ia; and Rosier is planning a 
comeback after heing injured in 
a racing accident. 

Sellers said he was speaking 
out in the hope racetracks 
nationwide will rai e the mini­
mum weights for jockeys, which 
vary from track to track. 

"You're asking grown men to 
maintain that kind of weight and 
it's dangerously low," he told 
The Associated Press. "The 
majority of us have 2 percent to 
3 percent body fat. Any doctor 
will tell you that under 5 percent 
body weight, you're doing per­
manent damage to your organs." 

Filmed mostly in Kentucky 
in 2002, the documentary takes 
viewers into the private world of 
jockey rooms, where riders take 
desperate measure to reduce 
weight in Lime to ride. 

No one is shown vomiting, 
but Sellers provides a look at the 
"heaving bowl" next to the toilet 

·stalls at Churchill Downs. 
"It sounds gross and it is 

gross, but it's reality," Sellers 
says in the filin. 

He points out the room's 
I 05ydegree whirlpool and 
sauna. saying, "This is what I 
call a jail." 

Sellers says other riders 
taught him how to vomit, which 
he did routinely for 15 years. He 
has capped teeth because stom­
ach acid ate the enamel off his 
own. Romero's teeth are false 
for the same reason. 

Still photos show the exten­
sive bums Romero suffered 
when he caught fire after a light 
bulb exploded in a sauna while 
he was smeared with alcohol 
and oil for maximum weight 
loss. 

In the film, the seemingly 

skinny Rosier is told profanely 
to get into r.he sauna and lose 
weight before his next race. 

"Eating is the hardest thing in 
lhe world to quit:' he says in the 
documentary. 

Since filnung ended, Rosier 
learned he's diabetic, a condi­
tion his doctor said was likely 
caused by the stress of constant 
weight reduction. 
• "When you'have to get down 
to I 14, 115 pounds every day. 
that's when it really starts 
putting a stress on you," Rosier 
in an AP interview. "You're so 
wore out and tired. You tend to 
have mood ·wings." 

The film also shows 
Romero's horrific accident in 
the 1990 Breeders' Cup Distaff, 
when his mount, Go For Wand, 
broke her front leg. Romero was 
thrown headfirst to the ground 
and the horse later was 
destroyed. The jockey got up 
and rode again that day. 

Rosier is seen in a imilar 
accident that caused a concus­
sion. 

"Some of the footage that 

appears m the documentary 
might make the casual viewer at 
home wince," said Keith 
Chamblin, senior vice prt!~ident 
of markeling for the NationaJ 
Thoroughbred Racing 
Association. 

HBO\ decision to air th 
tiJ m m the week leading up to 
the Kentucky Derby isn't ideal 
for r.he NTRA. the sport' s Nt:w 
York-based marketing arm. The 
group doesn't set jockey weight 
limits; ofticia)l) at individual 
tracks determine them. 

Chamblin took issue with the 
various replays of Romero's 
accident. 

''We would have preferred 
that footage not be utilized, but 
nonetheless, the events did 
occur." he said. ''There's no for­
saking the fact that jockeys put 
their life on the line as many as 
I 0 times a day when they clim 
on those horses.''

One year later, _Funny Cide 
owners· still riding high

SACKETS HARBOR, N.Y. 
- Mark Phillips still marvels at 
it all. 

He and his partners in 
Sackatoga Stable were severely 
strapped to pay $75,000 for a 
chestnut gelding nobody else 
seemed to want. Then this horse, 
Funny Cide, went out and won 
last year's Kentucky Derby and 
Preakness, coming tantalizingly 
close to capturing the flfst Triple 
Crown in a quarter century. 

"We're just a little five-horse 
stable," said Phillips, a retired 
math teacher who umpires base­
ball games on the field behind 
his high school alma mater 
along the eastern shore of Lake 
Ontario. "We can't compete 
with those millionaires that are 
out there purchasing horses for 
$2 million apiece. 

"I think. we're all very under­
standing that we'll probably 
never, ever have a horse run in 
the Derby again," Phillips said. 
"This was a once-in-a-lifetime 
thing." 

A year ago, Funny Cide 
stunned the world of thorough­
bred horse racing - and trans­
formed the everyday lives of the 
six high school buddies who 
each own a share in the horse. 
Only a third-place finish in the 
Belmont kept Funny Cide from 
the first Triple Crown since 
Affirmed in 1978. 

"The impacts have certainly 
been significant," said Harold 
Cring, who operates a construc­
tion company. "I can't hardly go 
anywhere without somebody 
remembering that we were part 
of the Kentucky Derby.'' 

"I'm just happy a11 the time it 
seems," said J.P. Constance, an 
optician. "This horse thing is 
just so much fun. It hasn't taken 
over my life. but it certainly ha<; 
enhanced it." 

About the only downer for 
the Sackets Six these days h not 
having an entry this year in the 
great American horse race. to be 
run next Saturday. It's not some­
thing they dwell on. 

"This year we're thrilled," 
said Jack Knowlton, a health 
care consultant who nine years 
ago prodded his good friends to 
put up $5,000 apiece to start the 
stable. ''We did great just to get 
tickets." 

Funny Cide, the ft.rst New 
York bred to win the Derby, 
opened his 4-year-old campaign 
for trainer Barclay Tagg by win­
ning an optional claiming race at 
Gulfstream Park in January, then 
fmished third in the Donn and 
New Orleans handicaps. 

Jockey Jose Santos guided 
Funny Cide back to the winner's 
circle April 3, capturing the 
$200,000 Excelsior Breeders' 
Cup at Aqueduct after a spirited 
duel with Evening Attire on a 
muddy track. It was Funny 
Cide's first race in New York 
since Empire Maker foiled his 
Triple Crown bid last June at 
Belmont. The win boosted his 
career earnings past $2 million. 

Knowlton said Funny Cide is 
being pointed at the Pimlico 
Special in May and the 
Massachusetts Handicap in 
June. And although Funny Cide 
will be at the Saratoga meet in 
July and August, whether he 
makes his debut on the nation's 
oldest racetrack is up in the air. 
That decision i up to Tagg. who 
chose not to run him in the 
Travers Stakes last summer and 
doesn't want him to run if it's 
extremely hot. 

"The nice thing about him 
this year is we're not under any 
intense pressure to do anything 
in particular," Knowlton said. 

"We 'II see how be comes oul of 
that last race. 

'"My dream is for Funny Cide 
to stay healthy, sound and fast 
for four to tive years," 
Knowlton said. "That will allow 
us to be at the top of the game 
for an extended period. go to big 
races, and enjoy the sport. 
That's rare for somebody in our 
circumstance." 

~ine of the 10 partners in 
Sackatoga Stable now have their 
ights set on returning to 

Churchill Downs, and not only 
to watch the Kentucky Derby. 
They will be signing copies of 
their new book- "Funny Cide: 
How a Horse, a Trainer. a 
Jockey, and a Bunch of Hig 
School Buddies Took on the 
Sheiks and Blue Bloods ... and 
Won." 

'"With the book out, we kid­
dingly ay our 15 minutes of 
fame has been extended;' 
Knowlton said. "It'll be a lot of 
fun.''

Randy's ability to "enter" 
his paintings could explain 
why they appear so alive on 
canvas. The personalities of his 
subjects are as real as the paint 
he uses to create them. In fact, 
he says he can see a painting 
when looking at a hillside, 
noticing how the sun drips 
down through the leaves. 

In order to capture such 
moments, Randy researches his 
subjects thoroughly. He was 
there the day the wrecking ball 
demolished the Town Branch 
Bridge. sketching and captur· 
ing the right colors to mark the

change historically. He and hi 
wife went on elk tours to 
research another painting. 
When he paints portraits, he 
spends time with the family, 
searching for those little details 
to add to their painting so that, 
as a piece that will become a 
part of their history, it becomes 
more than just a picture hang­
ing on a wall.

and Tri State Outdoors, that he 
suffered with for five years. He 
says it wasn't his "cup of tea." 

"l thought it was what I had 
to do in order to grow into 
this," he said. ''But it just was­
n · t my cup of tea. I was dealing 
with business transactions and 
deadlines ... .I couldn't be cre­
ative with any of it. It was just 
more or less taking orders and 
doing artwork that other people 
already had laid out for me. 
For those five years, as far as 
my artwork was concerned, I 
was totally stagnant." 

Randy expressed his need to 
get out of the sign business to a 
friend he had met at Morehead, 
a man, who with a masters 
degree in art, is currently strap· 
ping trucks in Lexington. "I'm 
sure if I was to get a calculator 
out and do the numbers, he 
probably makes more money 
than me,'' Randy said. "Maybe 
if that's the case. that's the 
only reason I'd think some­
body with a masters of art 
would strap trucks for a living, 
but a lot of times I think you 
ought to consider what you're 
doing and try to bypass Lhat 
whole, 'Here's my yearly 
income' or whatever... It's 
troubling 10 me that somebody 
would sacrifice their talent and 
their education, and what they 
know and love 1o make a dol­
lar." 

"Why have wings if you 
don't bother to fly?." his wife 
further explained. 

· When someone made a rea­
sonable offer on his building, 
Randy sold his business and 
settled into a part-time teach­
ing position at Wesley 
Christian School. where he 
currently remains, teaching a 
new generation of artists. He 
also instructs art education 
classes at the Roy F. Collier 
Community Center in Inez and 
at the Moumain Arts Center, 
where several of his pieces are 
currently being displayed. 

Randy. who wasn't "lucky'' 
enough to have an classes in 
chool as a child, loves tek:h· 

ing these classes because it 
allows him the opportunity to 
see progress in his students.

One of his biggest obstacles 
in teaching is transforming the 
"I can't" mindset of today·s 
students.

paint or draw. say, that elk," he 
said, pointing at one of hi~ 
paintings. "They look at it and 
they try to paint it, but they're 
focusing so much on trying to 
make it look like an elk, they 
want to jump into getting that, 
moreso than believing they can 
do it. They feel like they can't. 
That's one of the biggest obsta­
cles in teaching these children 
- because when you try to get 
thtml to draw something, paint 
something, or whatever, it 
seems like the first thing they 
say is, 'I can't do that.' Their 
confidence totaJly overrides 
what they're capable of really 
doing .... They can develop a lot 
of skills by Lo.tally bypassing 
the whole 'I can' or 'I can't.'" 

Randy says he learned a bit 
about confidence when he was 
learning the skill of lettering in 
the sign company. He's always 
been confident in pleasing 
himself as an artist, he says. 
but at one time worried about 
how other people viewed his 
work. 

Art, he says. is something 
that anyone can learn to do, but 
he doesn't dismtss the fact that 
he believes some people were 
born with gifts. or talents. 
which could possibly be hered­
itary. 

His grandmother, who has 
quilted all her 1ife as a ·•way to 
stay wann" knew just how to 
place complementary colors 
with her fabrics, he said, and 
his brother is multi-lingual 
when it comes to the art of 
musk. 

"I feeJ like anybody can 
draw," he said. "Of course, it 
takes a lot of discipline .... but 
maybe it is hereditary, who 
knows?" 

Randy, who describes him­
self as a "seasonal painter," 
says living in Appalachia has 
taught him to live out his 
dreams and that artists would 
not be able to mak:e it without 
the support of family and 
friends, gifts he's been fortu­
nate to have in his own life.
