Frazier said. "It was chaos, with squad of 
emergency people all over the road, debris 
all over the highway. The engine was at 
least 250 feet from the car ... It was terri­
ble."

served with an arrest warrant 
that had been tssued back lfl 

March in the Floyd District 
Court. The warrant was issued 
after Ramirez violated her parole 
from a charge in Powell Circuit 
Court for first-degree child 
abuse. 

Ramirez was arrested and 
taken to Highlands Regional 
Medical Center, where she 
escaped from custody and fled. 
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Hall claimed Ripkoski cursed 
· and yelled at her son, a Betsy 

Layne High School JROTC stu­
dent, and told him to get a 
restraining order against him, an 
allegation supported by several 
student affidavits. 

One student claimed that 
Ripkoski stated, "Today I'm 
either gonna kill somebody or 
lose my job." Several others 
claimed Ripkoski spoke angrily 
to the boy, who had come into 
class wearing his uniform inap­
propriately on a da,y the group 
was not scheduled to wear them. 

''I think he needs to calm 
down. We're just students and 
we wasn't even in inspection,'' 
one student wrote, claiming the

According to Blackburn, 
David Guess, husband and 
father of the Guess family, was 
distraught after discovering the 
accident as he drove home from 
work Monday evening. 

"He was coming in from 
work. He was· building a house

Blackburn said. "He said he 
looked over when he was com­
ing back and said, 'I believe 
that's my car.' It was already on 
the rollback of the truck when he 
got there ... That's his wife, three 
kids, the whole family gone." 

The Guess family moved to 
Maytown from Fleming County 
a couple of years ago, he said. 

McCrite was not injured in 
the accident, according to KSP 
Trooper Scott Hopkins, who 
said the man was driving the 
tractor-trailer for Schlei Dray 
Line Inc., a Wisconsin company. 
McCrite said at the scene that he 
could not stop in time to prevent 
the collision when the Guess 
vehicle crossed the center line.

thought that race was already sewn up? Well, it is, not that that 
makes any difference in Kentucky. 

And that is precisely the problem. When you step in the vot­
ing booth next Tuesday, it doesn't make one bit of difference 
who you vote for as your party's candidate for president. Not one 
jot Not one tittle. 

That's because in our nation's grossly unfair primary system, 
Kentucky doesn't vote until after the race is usually long over. Ln 
fact, it would take one humdinger of a grudge match for 
Kentucky voters to have so much as a say-so in the race. 

Sure, they can go to the voting booth and they can select from 
among the names listed, but it is an exercise in futility. Most of 
the names listed are of candidates who dropped out of the race 
long ago, and the rest are either the presumed nominees or those 
too stubborn to give up even though their campaigns were dead 
months ago. 

Part of the problem has been a race among a handful of states 
to hold their primaries earlier and earlier, so that their voters will 
have greater say in the electoral process. By that same line of 
reasoning, since Kentucky's voters must wait until mid-May to 
cast their ballots, they have less say. 

But a larger part of the problem is that Kentucky lawmakers 
appear unconcerned about the matter. There was a time in the 
1980s when Kentucky joined several other Southern states to 
hold its presidential primary on "Super Tuesday," while continu­
ing to hold its other primaries in May. But after a couple of elec­
tions, that idea was scrapped, largely due to the cost of holding 
three elections in presidential election years. 

We're certain that any suggestion to return Kentucky's presi­
dential primary to "Super Tuesday" - or any other plan which 
would require three elections - would receive tepid support at 
best during these fiscally lean times. Not many proposals with 
pricetags attached receive serious consideration in Frankfort 
these days. 

But what, then, does that say for the value of our votes? 
Shouldn't Kentucky have the opportunity to shape the fall ballot, 
rather than accept whatever it is handed? Isn't that worth a little 
more money? 

But even if money remains a factor, something could and 
should be done to ensure Kentucky voters have a voice in nation­
al politics. That would mean moving all of Kentucky's primaries 
to no later than March. 

Since next year is a "no election" year, now is the perfect win­
dow of opportunity for lawmakers to begin weighing options to 
return Kentucky to a place in the national dialogue, in anticipa­
tion of enacting some type of change in next year's General 
Assembly.

I 
am not making excuses for 
any calls but I do have my 
right to my opinion and as 
long as I'm not directing 
my talking to an umpire 
and yelling at him or her, 
thyn I don't see the prob­
lem.

in New York, which has been 
critical of the new law, also 
unambiguously agreed that low­
income people should sign up. 

In recent days, some 
Republicans have begun to seize 
on what they arc calling 
Democrats' unwill ingness to 
promote the low-income benefit. 
More than 7 million Americans 
are eligible, the administration 
estimates. 

"What I find alarming is that 
some would try to score political 
points rather than help low­
income beneficiaries get some 
much needed help with their 
drugs," said Sen. Charles 
Grassley, R-lowa. 

Democratic leaders seemed 
untroubled by the new line of 
GOP criticism. Rep. Robert 
Matsui, 0 -Calif., chairman of 
House Democrats' campaign 
organization, wrote in a memo 
distributed to reporters that the 
$40 million the administration 
has spent to promote the bill so 
far is not working.

Metcalf, a 20-year Kentucky 
Air National Guard officer, also 
weighed in on' the Iraqi prison 
abuse scandal.

Some coroners who 
responded to the survey. 
which began the last week in 
April. said their methadone 
figures were estimates rather 
than precise counts. 

Asked about the results of 
the survey, Lt. Gov. Steve 
Pence said, "It disturbs me." 
He also serves as secretary of 
the Justice and Public Safety 
Cabinet. 

In an interview with the 
newspaper on Friday, Pence 
discussed the possibility of 
creating a "central depository 
on drug overdose deaths" to 
track whether certain areas are 
having abuse epidemics. 

A team of 50 state, local 
and federal officials is compil­
ing a reporl on Kentucky's 
substance-abuse issues, and 
Pence said the report will go 
to Gov. Ernie Fletcher on June 
20. 

In 200 I, Kentucky physi­
cians wrote more than 150,000 
prescriptions for OxyContin, 
but that dropped to 130.000 in 
2003, according to the Cabinet 
for Health Services. 
Meanwhile, the number of 
methadone prescriptions 
increased by about 340,000, to 
nearly 2.7 millton, during that 
time. 

Authorities seized more 
methadone than any other 
drug during a series of investi-
gations earlier this year that 
led to warrants for the arrest 
of more than 200 street-level 
drug traffickers in the region, 
Smoot said. 

Abusers, who span a wide 
range of ages, often crush and 
snort methadone with other 
drugs, or dissolve them in liq 
uid and inject them. The com­
bination can produce a lethal 
high by leading to respiratory 
failure or a heart attack, coro­
ners said.

pharmacy, Smoot said. One 
methadone tablet on the street 
sells for around $12. 

Some prosecutors hope that 
methadone cases lead to crim­
inal charges against doctors 
and other people who know­
ingly give someone a fatal 
combination. 

"lf we start bringing 
charges for murder, il' II scare 
the hell out of people," said 
Perry County 
Commonwealth's Attorney 
John Hansen. 

Some pharmacies, mean­
while, are watching how many 
methadone prescript ions they 
fill, and in what doses. 

Brenda Turner, a Breathitt 
County pharmacist, said her 
pharmacy plans to stop stock­
ing I 0-milligram methadone 
tablets starting in June in 
response to the high number 
of deaths.

LOUISVILLE 
Democratic presidential candi­
date John Kerry on Tuesday 
pitched a health plan he said 
should appeal to conservative 
Kentuckians. 

The Massachusetts senator 
also supported a federal buyout 
of tobacco quotas - a cher 
ished goal of Kentucky leaf 
growers - and criticized 
President Bush for running up 
budget deficits. 

It was Kc:rry's fJISt campaign 
visit to Kentucky, whose prima­
ry election is Thesday. Bush 
carried the state by 15 points 
over AI Gore in 2000. 

Bush led Kerry by 17 points 
in a statewide Bluegrass poll 
published in February in The 
Courier-Joumal of Louisville. 
But there has been no indepen­
dent polling since then, and 
Bush has been buffeted for 
weeks with soaring gasoline 
prices and bad news from Iraq. 

Kerry toured a community­
supported clinic in Louisville, 
then talked health care at a 
forum of business owners at 
Louisville Stoneware Co. He 
later raked in $750,000 at a 
fund raiser before leaving the 
state. 

Kerry said his plan allows 
small business owners to buy 
into the health plan available to 
members of Congress. He said 
he would propose tax credits for 
small businesses that covered 
low- and moderate-income 
employees. Participants could 
choose their doctors and tailor 
their health plans to their needs, 
he said. 

Bruce Cohen, owner and 
president of BC Plumbing in 
Louisville, said his company's 
health-care costs have risen by 
75 percent in five years. 

To offset costs, employee 
deductibles, once $250, have 
risen to $2,500. Cohen said he 
pays three-fourths of his 
employees' health costs.

Kerry also said he would 
rescind some of Bush's tax cuts 
for people in higher income 
brackets, using the money 
instead to cover the cost of cat­
astrophic illnesses. 

State Republican Chairman 
John McCarthy said it was 
Kerry's "frrst and presumably 
last visit" to Kentucky. 

"The people of Kentucky 
know that President Bush is the 
only one who can keep our 
nation secure and keep us on 
the path to economic prosperi­
ty,'' 'McCarthy said in a state­
ment. 

Jack Richardson IV, chair­
man of the Jefferson County 
Republican Party, said Kerry 
was wasting his time in 
Kentucky. 

"If he wants to spend a lot of 
time here, fine," he said. "It's 
not going to get him anywhere." 

U.S. Rep. Ben Chandler, D­
Ky., said Kerry needs to spend 
time and money in Kentucky to 
be competitive. 

"Given George Bush's 
record, Kerry's chances ought 
to be good everywhere," 
Chandler said. 

Kerry told reporters he sup­
ported a buyout of the 
Depression-era tobacco price 
support system. The legislation 
would pay tobacco growers to 
give up quotas, allotments dic­
tating the size of their tobacco 
crops. 

"I think they've been strung 

along for roo long and we have 
to get it done," Kerry said of 
tobacco farmers . 

Meanwhile, Kerry cla1med 
the administration's tax and 
spending policies at a time of 
growing national debt should 
offend conservatives. 

''There is nothing conserva­
tive aboul this administration 
running up deficits as far as the 
eye can see. saddling our chil­
dren with debt," Kerry said. 

Kerry said the number of 
uninsured has risen by 4 million 
nationally since Bush became 
president. During that time, 
nearly 3 million jobs have been 
lost and wages for average 
workers have fallen . He said 
Bush's own education initia­
tive, known as No Child Left 
Behind, is underlunded. 

''G!!orge Bush doesn't have a 
record to run on, he has a record 
to run away from," Kerry said. 

At the health-care forum, a 
physician asked Kerry how he 
would curb rising malpractice 
insurance rates - a potent issue 
in Kentucky, where some doc­
tors have abandoned high-risk 
specialties such as obstetrics. 

The physician, Dr. Kenneth 
Zegart, said Democrats in 
Kentucky are "disconnected on 
th1s issue." Kerry replied that 
doctors could "come to this 
Democrat and lay out to me 
their concerns, because I know 
they are real." 

Kerry said he supports 
screening of frivolous suits and 
arbitration of cases.

PIKEVILLE - John Shaw, 
owner of Med-Con Inc. in 
Paintsville, has had a civil action 
filed against him by the United 
State Attorney's office for 
Kentucky. 

The suit was filed May 7 by 
U.S. Attorney Gregory F. Van 
Tatenhove and follows criminal 
charges that were filed in 
February. The suit seeks com­
pensation for bills Medicare paid 
to Shaw's bu iness, which is 
located at I 031 Broadway Street 
in Paintsville. 

Shaw was indicted in 
February on charges of 
Medicare fraud, wherein he was 
accused of using altered "pulse 
oximetry· tests," which deter­
mine the amount of oxygen in 
the blood, to convince clients 
that they needed oxygen treat-

ments which they could then 
receive from his company. A 
doctor would have to sign off on 
the recommendation and that 
physician, though not named in 
the original case, is now referred 
to in this civil action. 

Dr. Ray Deguzman allegedly 
examined patients referred to as 
"Shaw's pattents," though he is 
not a physician, after the test was 
conducted by a Med-Con 
employee, even though that was 
not the practice with his regular 
patients. The doctor, notes the 
complaint, received a flat fee of

We are very pleased to provide you with this year's Annual Water Quality 
Report. We want to keep you Informed about the quality of our water and ser­
vices we have delivered to you over the past year. Our goal is and always has 
been, to provide to you a safe and dependable supply of drinking water. We 
want you to understand the efforts we make continually to improve the water 
quality and protect our water resources. We are committed to ensuring the 
quality of your water remains at the highest level and the lowest price as we 
meet the needs of our Community. 

We buy our water wholesale from the City of Pikeville and the City of 
Prestonsburg. The raw water source for both cities Is the Levisa Fork of the 
Big Sandy River. Normally our customers, located from Blackburn's 
Greenhouse to the Boldman Bridge are served by the Prestonsburg source 
and our customers located from the Boldman Bridge to the new Wai-Mart are 
served by the Pikeville source. 

If you have any questions about this report or concerning your water utility, 
please contact Pat Layne at (606)-478-5500. We want our valued customers 
to be informed about their water utility. If you want to learn more, please con­
tact Pat anytime prior to any of our regularly scheduled board meetings. They 
are normally held on the first Monday of every month at 7:00p.m., at the water 
district office. 

The final source water assessment for the City of Prestonsburg's raw water 
has been completed and is contained in the Big Sandy Area Development 
District Water .h.ssesment Plan. A summary of the system's susceptibility to 
potential sources of contamination is: underground storage tanks, RCA IS haz­
ardous waste handlers, NREPC Waste Water Treatment Plant and highway 
bridges. The plan is available for inspection at the Sandy Valley Water office 
(Telephone: 606-478-5500) or at the BSADD office. 

The final source water assessment for the City of Prestonsburg's raw water 
has been completed and is available for inspection at the Bfg Sandy Area 
Development District office, or the Pike County Judge's office or the 
Pikeville/Pike County public library. Activities and land uses upstream of 
Pikeville Water Department's raw water can pose potential risks to your drink­
ing water. An analysis of the Pikeville Water Department raw water supply to 
contamination has been completed. The area is highly Influenced by com­
mercial and industrial businesses, traffic flow on U.S. 23 and the location of 
major railways. As with most of Kentucky's surface water sources of supply, 
Pikeville Water Department is subjected to non-point pollution from various 

activities such as agriculture, mining and road contruction. Within the greater 
source water protection area, potential contaminant sources of concern 
include 3 major roads, 1 railroad, 4 small sewage plants, 1 activity contained 
landfill, 1 active superfund site, 9 bridges, and culverts, and 3 points of activi­
ty mining. Each of these potential source& of contamination is rated high in a 
susceptibllily analysis because of the contaminant types, their proximity to the 
intake, and the high chance of release. 

Sandy Valley Water District routinely monitors for contaminants in your drink­
ing water according to Federal and State laws. The table enclosed within 
shows the results of our monitoring for the period of January 1st to December 
31st, 2003.

·Maximum Contaminant Level Goal - The "Goal" (MCLG) is the level of a 
contaminant In drinking water below which there is no known or expected risk 
to health. MCLGs allow for a margin of safety. 

·Maximum Residual Disinfectant Level (MRDL) ·- The highest level of a dis­
infectant allowed in drinking water. There is convincing evidence that addition 
of a disinfectant is necessary for control of microbial contaminants. 

·Maximum Residual Disinfectant Level Goal (MRDLG) ·The level of a drink­
ing water disinfectant below which there is no known or expected risk to 
health. MRDLG's do not reflect the benefits of the use of disinfectants to 
microbial contaminants.

Maximum Contaminate Levels: 
MCL's are set at very stringent levels. To understand the possible health effects described for 

many regulated contaminates, a person would have to drink 2 liters of water every day at the 
MCL level for a l~etime to have a one- In-a-million chance of having the described health effect. 

Water Quality VIolations and Health Effects: Our supplier #1 has received three (3) notices 
of violations from exceeding the MCL for total trihalomethanes (ITHM) lor the 1st, 2nd, & 3rd 
quarters (Qtr) of 2003. Our supplier 12 has received three (3) notices of violations for exceed­
ing the MCL tor total trihalomethanes (TTHM) for the 1st and 2nd quarters (Qtr) of 2003. This 
was not an immediate risk. If it had been, you would have been notified immediately. The cur­
rent MCL for toal trihalomethanes (TIHM) is 80 ppb and our source #1 e)(ceeded the MCL by 
8ppb and source #2 e)(ceeded the MCL by 3 ppb. Some people who drink water containing t~· 
halornethanes in e)(cess of the MCL over many years may experience problems with their liver, 
kidneys, or central nervous systems, and may have an increased risk of getting cancer. Our 
water supplier #1 is monitoring their disinfection process and additional Hushing is being done 
to reduce the levels of trihalomethanes in the distribution system. Our supplier 12 has correct­
ed their TIHM problem by closer control of the chlorine residuals in their water system. 

Our supplier 12 failed to meet the treatment technique for total organic carbon (TOC) for the 
second quarter of 2003. Regulations require a minimum removal ratio of 1.0; our annual aver­
age test results were 0.93. Their lowest running annual average lor the year 2003 was a ratio 
of 0.93. Our supplier #2 in monitoring and modifying the water treatment processes to remove 
more TOG's. Total organic carbon has no health effects. However, TOC provides a medium for 
the formation of disinfectant byproducts. These byproducts include trialomethanes, or THMs, 
and haloacetic acids, or HAAs. Drinking water containing these byproducts in excess of the MCL 
may lead to adverse health effects, liver or kidney problems, or nervous system effects, and may 
lead to an increased risk of getting cancer. 

Drinking water, including bottled water, may reasonably be expected to contain at least small 
amounts of some contaminants. The presence of contaminants does not necessarily Indicate 
that water poses a health risk. More information about contaminants and potential health effects 
may be obtained by calling the EPA Safe Drinking Water Hotline (800-426-4791). 

The sources of drinking water (both tap water and bottled water) Include rivers, lakes, streams, 

ponds, reservoirs, springs, and wells. As water travels over the surface of the land or through 
the ground, it dissolves naturally occourring minerals and, in some cases, radioactive material, 
and can pick up substances resulting from the presence of animals or human activity. 
Contaminants that may be present In source water include microbial contaminants. inorganic 
contaminants, pestisides and herbicides, organic chemical contaminants, and radioactive cont­
aminants.

LOUISVILLE -The FBI is 
investigating an Oldham County 
business owner's claims that his 
Web site went down for about a 
week after he refused to pay 
$10,000 to someone who sent e­
mail threats. 

David Beyer, spokesman for 
the FBI in Kentucky, said his 
office opened an investigation 
two days after the Web site for 
CSI Mid-South went down. 

Beyer wouldn't comment on 
any specifics of the case because 
it is still being investigated. 

Jay Broder, president of CSr 
Mid-South, also known as Card 
Solutions International, said the 
LaGrange company received an 
e-mail in early April that threat­
ened to cripple his site if he didn't 
send money. 

Broder assumed the e-mail, 
and another one sent the next 
morning, were idle threats among 
the spam he receives daily. 

But on April 8, hours after the 
second e-mail threat, his site went 
down. It stayed down for most of 
the week, inaccess1ble by cus­
tomers of his business, which 
processes online credit-card 
transactions. 

A barrage of traffic apparently 
overwhelmed his Web site, much 
Like repeated telephone calls to 
one number that result in busy 

· signals. 
The attack, called a distributed 

denial of service, is typically 
pulled off by hackers who use 
computer programs to sneak 
through the Internet into unpro­
tected computers, then use those 
computers to launch a traffic 
onslaught to one Web site. 

The traffic stopped when 
Broder changed Web hosting 
companies and got a new rP 
address, which is like an Internet 
phone number.

3. If the election judges assist the voter, the Democratic and Republican Judges must 
sign the OATH at the bottom, BOTH JUDGES will enter the machine with the voter, 
where in the presence of each other, the machine is operated in accordance with 
the directions of the voter. 

4. Election officers should list the name of each assisted voter on the 'Record of Assisted 
Voters' (SBE-31A) form which should be returned with the election material as instruct­
ed. 

VOTER MAY MAKE APPLICATION FOR 
PERMANENT ASSISTANCE TO VOTE 

There is a portion of this form where the voter may request the Board of Elections to 
the voter as needing permanent assistance due to blindness or other physical 

disability. If the Board approves the voter's request, voter will have permanent certifica­
tion, relieving the VOTER ONLY from the responsibility of completing the oath. Even if a 
voter is certified for permanent assistance, the assistor(s) must still complete and sign 
their portion of the Oath. 

Violations of the laws regarding Assistance to Vote should be reported to the Board of 
Elections immediately, and noted on the "Precinct Election Sheriff's Post Election 
Report" (SBE-53) 

ELECTIONEERING 
Electioneering is PROHIBITED WITHIN 500 FEET* of any entrance to a building in 
which a voting machine is located, if that entrance is unlocked and used by voters on 
election day. 

Electioneering is defined by law as: 
1. Display of signs 
2. Distribution of campaign literature, cards or 

handbills 
3. Solicitations of votes for or gainst any candidate 

or question on the ballot in any manner 
4. Solicitation of signatures to any petition 

The PRECINCT SHERIFF has the responsibility of ENFORCING the ELECTIONEER­
ING LAWS within 50 FEET OF THE ENTRANCES. VIOLATIONS OF ELECTIONEER­
ING BETWEEN 50 AND 500 FEET should be reported to the Board of Elections IMME­
DIATELY. 

The precinct Sheriff may request the assistance of any law enforcement officer to main­
tain law and order at the polls, but it is strongly suggested that Precinct Sheriff make that

Attempting to skate on dry land 
n Northern Europe, ice-skating was a common 
form of winter transportation, as skaters traveled 
the frozen canals through cit1es and towns. 
During the early 17005, it is believed that dry-

land skating was created by someone who nailed 
wooden spools to strips of wood and then attached the 
devices to his shoes. But the official credit for making 
the first pair of roller skates goes to Jospeh Merlin.

In 1760, Merlin, a Belgian instrument maker and 
inventor, arrived at a London party wearing metal· 
wheeled boots. Wishing to make a grand entrance, 
Merlin played the violin while rolling. Unfortunately, the 
ballroom was walled with a large mirror, and Merlin, 
having neither the ability to stop nor tum, crashed into 
it. The event was reported in several newspapers, and 
in effect introduced the in-line skate to the public.

The 1800s 
In Benin in 1818, roller skates made a more graceful 
entrance into society with the premier of a ballet that 
called for ice-skating. It was impossible, at the time, to 
produce ice onstage, so roller skates were substituted. 

In 1819, the first patent for roller skates was issued to 
an M. Petitbled in Paris. His skate had a wooden sole 
that attached to the bottom of boots. They were fitted 
with three rollers made from metal, wood or ivory and 
arranged in a straight, single line. In 1823, Robert John 
Tyers of London patented a skate called the "Volito." It 
had five wheels arranged in a single row. 

In 1840, a famous beer hall near Bertin employed 
bannaids on roller skates to serve thirsty patrons, 
giving dry-land skating a huge publicity boost. By 1863, 
American James L. Plimpton had found a way to make 
a more user-friendly pair of skates. His invention had 
two pairs of wheels set side-by-side, with a pair under 
the ball of the foot and another under the heel. 
Plimpton's design was the first to maneuver in a 
smooth curve. 

Experts consider Plimpton's invention to be the birth of 
the modem four-wheeled skate, because it allowed for 
turns and the ability to skate backward. By the 1890s, 
ball-bearing wheels made rolling easier and roller 
skates lighter. 

Exploding popularity 
. In 1902, a public skating rink, the Coliseum, 
opened in Chicago, with more than 7,000 people 
attending opening night. In 1908, Madison 

Heel Square Garden in New York City was converted 
brake into a public rink.

In-line hockey has roots in 
ice hockey. The first modem 
in-lines were created by 
hockey players looking for 
ways to play in summer. 
The game is played with five 
players in two 15-minute 
periods. The game has many 
adutl and children's leagues. 

Roller skating became very popular, and various 
versions of the sport developed, like recreational 
skating in rinks, polo-skating, ballroom roller­
dancing and competitive speed-skating. 

Roller disco enjoyed a boom in the 
1970s and '80s. It helped to increase 
the popularity of roller skating.

Modern times 
The advent of plastics helped to improve the roller skate wheel in the 
1960s. Motiem urethane plastics allowed for inexpensive, durable and fast 
wheels that replaced the metal wheels of the first haH of the century. 

The late '70s through the mid-'80s brought a skating boom with the 
marriage of disco and roller skating. More than 4,000 roller discos were 
operating. 

But the in-line skate did not come of age until1979, when Scott Olson, a 
, hockey player from Minnesota, bought an old pair of in-line skates so he 

could practice hockey in the warmer months. With the help of his brother 
Brennan, the two revamped roller skates, using design elements from the 
old in-line, but manufactured from modem materials. Polyurethane wheels 
were attached to ice hockey boots, and rubber toe-stop brakes completed 
the innovative design, which they named the "Rollerblade." The Olson

brothers founded Rollerblade, Inc., and soon the term "rollerblading• was 
used to describe the sport of in-line skating. 

In 1989, the first skates fastened with buckles (instead of threaded laces) 
were created. A switch to reinforced resin decreased the weight of skates. 
Then, in 1993, Active Brake Technology (ABT) was introduced. This 
allowed a skater to straighten one leg to stop using a heel brake, instead 
of tilting the foot backward to contact the ground. The new brake design 
increased safety. 

In the mid-1990s, skaters took cues from skateboarders in urban areas. 
Tricks, jumps and stunts called for rugged new designs for in-lines. Today, 
"aggressive" in-line skates come equipped with "grind plates" and "power 
straps" to help the skater perform stunts and tricks. Aggressive in-line 
skates also don't have brakes.
