FRANKFORT - Attorney 
General Greg Stumbo said 
Wednesday he w()uld bold off 
until June 1 on his plans to ftle a 
lawsuit over the governor's spend­
ing powers in the absence of a 
state budget. 

Stumbo sent Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher a letter to that effect 
Wednesday. In the letter, Stumbo 
said he would wait to see if the 
General Assembly had enacted a 
budget by then. 

''Based upon my belief that 
both you and the General 
Assembly are working in good 
faith toward resolution of the bud­
get impasse, I will not file, at this 
time, the lawsuit that I have pre-

pared to address this matter," 
Stumbo said in the letter. "I remain 
convinced, however, that time 
grows short in which to obtain the 
necessary clarification of law 
should this crisis continue." 

Stumbo had invited Fletcher 
and other state officials last week 
to join in the suit. Fletcher 
declined . 

Daniel Groves, Aetcher's chief 
of staff, said the governor appreci- • 
ated "the attorney general's 
patience in filing this lawsuit" 

Fletcher is preparing a spend­
ing plan to run state government 
for the fiscal year that starts July 1. 

Stumbo has said that a legal

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Letters 
Judge, social ser­
vices should be 
exposed 

fn the past several weeks, I havt: 
been following the letters to the editor 
and the articles about the unjust treat­
ment that parents and children ~ave 
been subjected to at the hands of social 
services and Family Court Judge Juhe 
Paxton. 

My name is Mathew Davis and I, 
too. have been at the mercy of Judge 
Paxton. You know her, she's the one 
who roles with an iron fist, a cold heart. 
She's the one that w~ have elected to 
protect nur children by making deci­
sions in their best interest when parents 
are unable or unwilling to do so. not to 
persecute the innocent and unnecessari­
ly subject children to torturous. vile liv­
ing conditions. 

I'm sure most of you have heard 
about my three children and their close 
brush with death. For those of you who 
didn't hear about them or have forgot­
ten. let me refresh your memory. On 
March J 9 of this year, my children were 
nearl:r shot to death when Mark Pledger, 
a friend and neighbor. entered the home 
of Raymond and Brenda Hall in Knott 
County and shot four adult and one 
child with an AK-47. Raymond and the 
wife of Mr. Pledger died. My ex-wife, 
Dorothy Poston (also known as Dorothy 
Davis, Dorothy Moore, Dorothy 
Barceana and Dorothy Hall), Brenda 
Hall and Pledger 's daughter were criti­
cally wounded. My children hid under­
neath a bed. The only thing that stood 
between them and certain death ~as a 
mattress and the blessed hand of God 
almighty. 

My children should never have been 
placed in that home to start with. At the 
time of placement, Brenda and 
Raymond Hall were not even relatives. 
They were the parents of my ex-wife's 
boyfriend. During the hearing in Knott 
County Family Court, Judge Julie 
Paxton and social services were given a 
copy ot an active bench warrant for 
Raymond Hall for cultivating marijuana. 
Judge Paxton ordered the placement in 
spite of the evidence proving that the 
Hall home was not a proper placement 

for my ch1ldren. The gunman, Mark 
Pledger, was not a stranger that merely 
wandered in off the street. He was a 
friend and neighbor. 

Judge Paxton ·s and ocial services' 
blatant disregard of the evidence and 
senous neglect of their duties led to the 
near-death of my children, and I want to 
know why nobody was held accountable 
for this big "oopsy"? In what other pro­
fession can one be so negligent. result­
ing in such a horrible outcome, and 
nobody pay? I want someone to pay! 

In the past. I have been told by social 
workers that I couldn't keep my chil­
dren because I did not have adequate 
space. 1 was living in a house w1th my 
wife and mother. I have since moved ro 
a mobile home, where l have enough 
beds and bedrooms for all three of my 
ch1ldren, and 1 can't even get a visit 
from social services. 

Judge Paxton ruled last Thursday that 
I could have supervised visitation every 
other Saturday for a couple of hours. I 
am their father and 1 should take prece­
dence over an aunt. I have a state job 
and insurance, yet I can't have my kids. 
Why? And why do I need supervised 
visitation ? o reason was given. 1 have 
never abused my children in any way, 
but that can't be said for aU relatives . ... 
What is wrong with this picture? 

Even though everyone involved in 
this case lives in Floyd County, social 
services and Judge Paxton refused my 
request to have the case transferred 
from Knott County to Floyd County. 
Maybe it is because Knott County social 
services and Julie Paxton want to make 
it difficult for me to make it to the hear­
ing , or maybe it is because they want 
to keep the case in Knott County to 
cover up the fact that they "dropped the 
ball." 

I want total custody of my children 
and I will not re t unti l I have it. Julie 
Paxton, you and social services are 
about to be exposed for exactly what 
you are, and it 1s about time.

electioneering ban won't 
be in place Tuesday 

The Associated Press 

FRANKFORT - Secretary 
of State Trey Grayson said 
Thursday - in a memo to coun 
ty election officials - that there 
will be no "electioneering" ban 
in place for Tuesday's election. 

Grayson cited a January deci­
sion by the 6th U.S. Circuit 
Court of Appeals that declared 
Kentucky's prohibition of active 
campaigning within 500 feet of a 
polling place as unconstitutional. 
It was among seven of the state's 
election and campaign laws the 
court struck down as unconstitu­
tional. 

"Absent a local ordinance, 
electioneering may occur up to 
the door of the voting room," 
Grayson said in the memo. 

The State Board of Elections 
last month decided it would ask 

the U.S. Supreme Court to con­
sider the case. ln the meantime, 
the board asked the 6th Circuit to 
grant a stay. 

Because there has not yet 
been a ruling, Grayson sent a let­
ter to county election officials 
informing them not to try enforc­
ing the electioneering ban. 

Along with the memo, 
Grayson outlined a series of 
Kentucky election laws that are 
still on the books and were not 
affected by the court ruling. 

For instance, vote buying and 
selling is still illegal, as is intim­
idating an election officer. 

The election and campaign 
laws in question were too broad 
or violated free speech, the court 
ruled in response to a lawsuit by 
Hoby Anderson. Anderson was a 
Republican write-in candidate 
for govemor in 1999.

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Legal Aid alleges state has 
ignored Medicaid order 
' The Associated Press 

FRANKFORT - Legal Aid 
lawyers are accusing the state of 
failing to comply with a federal 
judge's order to reinstate thou­
sands of people who were cut 
from the Medicaid program. 

The lawyers say in papers 
filed Wednesday that the state 
missed one court-imposed dead­
line for reinstating some of 
those affected by the cost-cut­
ting measures and is facing 
another one on Monday. 

Anne Marie Regan, senior 
staff attorney wtth the office of 
Kentucky Lega, Services 
Programs, said if U.S. District 
Judge Joseph Hood agrees with 
Legal Aid that the state is violat­
ing his April 16 order, she will 
ask the judge to hold state offi­
cials in contempt of court if they 
don't comply. 

"We think they're not com-

plying with the order at all," 
Regan saic1. Her agency filed 
suit Oct. 2 on behalf of about 
3.500 elderly and disabled peo­
ple affected by the cuts. 

State officials have said 
they're trying to carry out the 
order. 

Ann Hunsaker, a lawyer for 
the state Cabinet for Health and 
Family Services, said 
Wednesday that she hadn't seen 
a copy of the Legal Aid motion 
and couldn't comment on it. 

On April 30, state officials 
filed a motion saying that they 
were attempting to carry out 
Hood's order but asked him for 
clarification. Hood ordered the 
state to reinstate anyone who 
lost or was denied services 
under cuts that began in April 
2003 under the administration of 
former Gov. Paul Patton. Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher scaled back the 
cuts on Jan. 30. 

But Legal Aid lawyers said 
the Fletcher administration has­
n't moved aggressively to iden­
tify all those who lost or were 
denied services under the cuts. 
Those affected included people 
in nursing homes or receiving 
services at home or in the com­
munity, such as home health 
care or adult day care. 

The Fletcher administration 
said that many more people are 
now eligible for Medicaid under 
the new standards, and that it 
has notified anyone who was 
denied services under the old 
rules that he or she may reapply. 

But Legal A1d lawyers said 
that falls short of the order to 
"fully reinstate" those cut from 
the program or denied services. 

Hood ordered the cabinet to 
reinstate by May 3 anyone cut 
from the program and to recon-

Fletcher says he finds $10 . 
million more for schools

FRANKFORT Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher's administration 
has scraped up $10 million 
more for public schools in the 
coming fiscal year and wants a 
recommendation from the state 
school board on how to spend 
it. 

Fletch,er also wants school 
districts to be given more dis­
cretion to administer and spend 
direct state grants that fund an 
array of education programs, 

• officials said Thursday. 

• 

Both developments are part 
of the preparation of an "execu­
tive spending plan" that 
Fletcher would use in running 
state government if there still is 
no state budget by July 1, when 
the fiscal year begins. 

Education Secretary Virginia 
Fox said the idea was to make it 
easier for districts to shift 
money among programs to get 
the maximum return in learni!lg 
results. 

Fletcher wants the state 
board to "teiJ us how you can 
give them more flexibility so 
that they can manage their way 
through this unusual time," Fox 
said in an interview. "It is only 
one year and maybe only six 
months. We don ' t know when a 
budget will be passed." 

The General Assembly did 
not pass a budget before 
adjourning April 13. The 
Senate and House were left at 
an impasse over whether the 
budget should include numer-

• ous tax code changes proposed 
by Fletcher. 

The absence of a budget 
complicates more than the dis­
tribution of money. The budget 
law itself is routinely used by 
governors and legislators to 
suspend or otherwise get 
around other state laws - such 
as the statute that requires 
teachers and state government 
employees to get a 5 percent 
raise every year. 

Neither Fletcher nor the 
House and Senate planned to 
give raises that large in the next 

~ biennium. A new budget b11l, 

had one been passed, would 
have suspended the pay statute 
for two years. 

Former Gov. Paul Patton 
used a spending plan to suspend 
statutes in 2002, the first time 
the General Assembly failed to 
pass a budget. A lawsuit to test 
the governor's spending author­
ity was dismissed as moot after 
a budget finally was passed in 
2003. Suspension of statutes 
remained an open question. 

Fox said districts would not 
be given total discretion over 
grant programs because some, 
by law, are to be run by the 
Kentucky Department of 
Education. 

Examples include state test­
ing and "highly skilled educa­
tors" - special consultants the 
state sends into lagging dis­
tricts. Such programs ~ould get 
a share of the extra money but 
are "not on the list for flexibili­
ty," Fox said. 

Fletcher, in a memo to the 
state board and Education 
Commissioner Gene Wilhoit, 

who heads the Department of 
Education, said he wanted the 
board to recommend which of a 
long list of education grant pro­
grams should be subject to 
greater local discretion. 

Fletcher's idea was to permit 
a school district to shift as 
much as 20 percent of a given 
program's funding to a different 
area, if it was needed. 

Brad Hughes, spokesman for 
the Kentucky S~hool Boards 
Association, said such a policy 
change could be significant. 

"This is something superin­
tendents from one end of the 
state to the other have clamored 
for," Hughes said. 

Fletcher broached his plan in 
an unannounced appearance at 
a state board dinner meeting 
Wednesday mght. The board 
'held a retreat is week,..m&iRiy 
for new members. The meeting 
was public. Fletcher's 
spokesman, Doug Hogan, said 
the governor's decision to 
attend was spur of the moment. 

Power failure blamed 
oil leak at retinerv

CATLETTSBURG 
Marathon Ashland Petroleum 
blamed a power failure for an 
equipment malfunction that 
caused about 20,000 gallons of 
partially refined crude oil to 
spray out of a flare at its refin­
ery. 

The substance fouled the Big 
Sandy River, blackened trees 
along the shoreline and stained 
cars parked at a nearby plant. 

Maleva Chamberlain, a 
spokeswoman for the state 
Division of Water, said MAP's 
cleanup contractor had recov­
ered about 12,000 gallons of the 
substance from the river. 

"They seem to have recov­
ered pretty much all they can," 
she said. 

The contractor will use fire 
hoses to create a fine mist to 
wash the oil off the trees and 
down to the bank where it can be 
recovered, Chamberlain said. 

The leak occurred Sunday as 
one of the plant's refining units 
was powering back up after an 
electrical outage, said MAP 
spokesman Chuck Rice. 

The flare, which nonnally 
bums off excess product, had 
gone out during the outage, he 
said. As a result, the ml sprayed 
out of the flare. 

Rice described the substance 
as partially refined hydrocarbon 
with the consistency of heating 
fuel. Most of it landed around 
the refinery's loading docks. 

The company immediately 
notified environmental officials, 
Rice said.

Despite rumors that Magoffm

LEXJNGTON - A longtime 
central Kentucky resident who

Mr. Griggs was captain , 
of the 1952 UK football team. , 
While at the University of 
Kentucky he was a teammate 
of Wilbur "Shorty" Jamerson. 

After graduating from UK, 
he was drafted by the Los 
Angeles Rams. Mr. Griggs 
went to the Rams' summer • 
camp, but then was drafted into 
the Army. He was based at Fort 
Knox during the Korean War, 
achieving the rank of captain. 

The former Wildcat football 
standout spent some time in 
Floyd County. 

Mr. Griggs taught and 
coached football at Leslie 
County High School and at 
Prestonsburg High School 
early in his career. As head 
coacp of the Blackcats, Griggs 
enjoyed substantial coaching 
success. 

He was a Southeastern 
Conference football official for 
15 years, stepping down in the 
late 1970s so he could watch 
his son Tommy play for UK. 
Mr. Griggs also had been a 
member of the UK athletics 
board and the National 
Football Foundation. He was a 
past president of the K-Men 's 
A sociation, staying close to 
the University. 

Survivors include his wife, .• 
Ann Lewis Cole Griggs; five :~ 
sons, John Nicholas Griggs, 
Michael Cole Griggs. Thomas

LEXINGTON - Tubby 
Smith wasn't going to take the 
bait. 

Asked Tuesday if expecta­
tions should be higher this com­
ing season for Kentucky basket­
ball- now that Smith has land­
ed a recruiting class acclaimed 
by most who follow such thing~ 
as one of the nation's best- the 
coach gave a firm. decisive 
answer: Absolutely not. 

"The expectations never 
change," Smith said. "The 
expectations have been the same 
in my book every year. It's 
always to win the (Southea~tem 
Conference), which we've done 
a pretty good job of, and go as 
deep as we can in the NCAA 
tournament. 

"Nobody is guaranteed any­
thing - championships, nation­
al championships, the Final 
Four. Yeah, we need to get to the 
Final Four, and I'm getting pret­
ty antsy about not being there 
for the last couple of years. 
especially because I felt like we 
had a team that was capable.'' 

Kentucky's last trip to the 
Final Four came in 1998, when 
the Wildcats won the national 
title. Kentucky has entered the 
NCAA tournament the last two 
years as a No. I seed but lost to 
Marquette in a regional final in 
2003 and to Alabama­
Birmingham in the second 
round this year. 

Kentucky, which finished 27-
5 this past season, must replace 
starters at shooting guard, point 
guard and center. The three 
freshman who signed with the 

Wildcats this spring - Joe 
Crawford, Rajon Rondo and 
Randolph Morris- just happen 
to play those positions. AJI three 
played in the McDonald's AU­
America game in March in 
Oklahoma City. 

Patrick Sparks, a junior trans­
fer from Western Kentucky who 
sat out lru.t season, also will be 
eligible and figures to be the 
Wildcats' starting point guard 
when the season starts in 
November. 

"His leader hip is going to be

May is the month to plant bulbs 
that will bloom this summer such as 
amaryllis, tuberous begonia, caladi­
um, canna, calla lily, dahlia and 

gladiolus. Actually, the term ''bulb" 
is loosely used here because many of 
these structures are rhizomes. tubers 
or corms. rather than bulbs. 

These "summer bulbs" do not tol­
erate cold weather and won't survive 
a typical Kentucky winter. Ir you 
want to retain bulbs each year, dig 

them up in the fall before the soil 
freezes and store in a protected area 
until planting time next spring. 

Always buy bulbs from a reliable 
garden catalogue or dealer. An 
advertisement that seem!> too good to 
be true probably is. When mass 
quantities are offered at an incredi-

bly low price, it usually indicates 
small bulbs that may not produce 
bloom!l. 

When buying locally, pick firm 
bulb~ that feel heavy and do ot

standing why he has to follow 
them. He feels as though he is

However, these efforts don't 
make the situation less painful 

~ for Jon, and in some ways, 
even makes it harder for him. 
Jon 's dad does not enjoy their 
circumstances either. 
Although he is excited about 
seeing his son, Jon's father 
tends to feel angry, resentful, 
and blames his ex-wife for the 
custody arrangements. 

It is well known that, no 
matter what the reasons are, 
divorce hurts everyone in some 
way. Most importantly, a sep­
aration of two emotionally 
bonded people will lead to a 
sense of being "wounded emo­
tionally." Similar to other 
types of wounds, emotional 
trauma must be cared for as 
needed, if all is to come 
together and heal. The more 
"dirt and bad stuff' that the 
divorced parents throw 
between them, by verbal and 
physical fights or nasty legal 
battles, the greater the proba­
bility that the relationship 
between one parent, or both, 
and child will be negative and 
damaged. Even though Jon's 
father told everyone that he 

f had a better job to make the 
moving worthwhile, the real

An example is 
Jon thinking that his first sum­
mer with his father had been 
great, until his father started 
asking him questions about his 
mother and her boyfriend. "I 
just wanted to be with my dad. 
We were having fun going 
fishing and to the movies." 
This is definitely one of those 
times that parents need to deal 
with their own issues so they 
and the child do not keep suf­
fering all over again and 
wounds are allowed to heal. 
The summer time parents need 
to take care of themselves all 
year long so they can enjoy the 
time that they do have with 
their child. Parents might con­
sider developing a strong net­
work of friends and/or consult­
ing professional help. 

As it is well known, the 
major changes brought on by 
divorce create many fears and 
concerns for the children. 
They need to be reassured that 
their basic requirements will 
continue and that, most impor-

tantly, they will be loved. 
Parents should not promise 
what cannot be delivered for 
the child or the child's trust 
will be broken. Simply, be 
supportive and offer hopeful­
ness that the future will be 
secure and safe. Also, give the 
children permission to let go of 
the guilt that attaches itself to 
living with the school year par­
ent and visiting the summer 
parent. Both parents need to 
tell the child that it is OK that 
they are going. Be honest and 
sincere about missing the 
child, but don't get into the 
wailing that the child does not 
need. The permission-giving 
assists in undoing the loyalty 
binds that children get caught 
up in after divorce. Don't ask 
questions about the other par­
ent and keep your opinion 
about the other parent's life to 
yourself. 

Creative and regular com­
munication is the key to doing 
well as a summer parent. 
Adults would do best not to 
spend their phone time with 
the children repeating bow 
much they miss them. Say it 
once and then go on to what is 
happening in their lives and 
yours, being brief and news­
worthy. Try all types of com­
munications - cards, email, 
photos, and tape recordings. 
Sometimes, parents can really 
be creative and develop a pro­
ject or play a game or discuss a 
book that both have read. Far 
away parents can also work out 
ways to stay in touch with the 
child's school and what is hap­
pening. Keeping the relation­
ship alive and going through 
the whole year helps parent 
and child look forward to 
being together as much as they 
can be. Parenting needs to be 
continuous, however possible.

have obvious bruising. Soft 
bulbs likely are infected with 
rots. Light-feeling bulbs may 
.have dried out and won't pro­
duce desirable plants. 

Most bulbs prefer to grow 
in full sun. 

Soil drainage typically is 
more important than soil type. 
Avoid poorly drained soils 
because the bulbs won't reach 
their growth potential and 
often will rot. Although bulbs 
will tolerate a range of soil 
conditions, they generally do 
best in acidic soils with a pH 
range of 5.5 to 6.5. 

Generally speaking, plant 
them at a depth of two to three 
times their diameter, deeper in 
sandy soils. 

Thoroughly water all bulbs 
at planting time to help estab­
lish good bulb-soil contact and 
initiate rapid root growth. 
Although rainfall generally 
supplies sufficient moisture

Fertilization is best during 
the early growing season so do 
not fertilize bulbs at planting. 
Instead, wait until plants are 
established and foliage begins 
to emerge. Fertilizer applica­
tions later in the growing sea­
son may promote disease 
problems. 

Remove declining blooms 
before seed set. This allows 
plants to manufacture materi­
als for the good bulb growth 
necessary to produce blooms 
next year. Take off as little 
foliage as possible when cut­
ting spent blooms. 

Always a1low foliage to 
naturally die back. 
Prematurely removing foliage 
may reduce bulb vigor.

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become crowded. Over­
crowding reduces bulb vigor 
as evidenced by fewer, smaller 
blooms. This indicates it is 
time to divide bulbs. 

Always dig and divide 
bulbs when they are dormant, 
in fall before storage for the 
winter or in the spring before 
planting. After digging bulbs, 
remove excess soil and foliage 
and spread them out for a few 
days in a dry area with ample 
air circulation to cure. Then, 
remove dried foliage or excess 
stems. 

Store bulbs in a container 
that allows adequate air circu­
lation such as a potato or cit­
rus sack or paper bag with 
holes punched in it. Put the 
container in a location with 
good air circulation and where 
the temperature does not drop 
below freezing. Occasionally 
inspect stored bulbs to ensure 
that they are nq.t rotting and 
that rodents are not damaging 
them.

protection from the sun's dangerous 
rays. 

First, check out the obvwus thtngs. 
The lenses should be big enough to 
cover your eyes a well as the delicate 
skin around your eyes. Second, choo. e 
glas es with lcnse that are gray, 
brown. or green. Those are the most 
neutral colors. 1f you choose other col­
ors, like red, orange, blue, or yellow, 
you may have trouble di tinguishing 
thing:. like red·traffic lights. 

good way to check this is to look at 
a floor with rectangular tile. As you 
move your head from side-to-side and 
up-and-down the lines should cominue 
w appear straight. 

Next, read rhe label on the glasses lo 
learn a litlle more about how they were 
made. Most good-quality glasses have 
a tag thal tells you how much light they 
block. The American Academy of 
Ophthalmology now recommends that 
you choose a pair that blocks 100 per­
cent of the sun rays known'as UVAand 
UVB. Long-tenn exposure to those 
rays can lead to cataracts, a condition 
that makes your vision foggy. And 
even a few hours in the sun under 

Don't judge glasses completely by 
the darkness of the lens. The coatings 
that block UV rays are usually color­
lesl>. Though darker lenses can block 
glare better, glasses that are too dark 
can make it hard to ee ·igns and stop­
lights when you're driving and curbs 
when you· re walking acros. a street. 
Also don't judge them by price alone. 
Studies h11ve found that cheaper sun­
glasses- when made properly- can 
offer just as much protection as more 
expensive shades.
