If nominations alone were the 
gauge, this year's Daytime 
Emmy could be een as a coro­
nation of Ellen DeGeneres. 

The c:omedian has re-ener­
gized her career with her yndi­
cated weekday program that has 
earned an impre sive 12 nomi­
nations in the 31st Annual 
Daytime Emmy Awards, includ­
ing out tanding talk show ana 
ho t. NBCwill televise the cere­
mony Friday, May2l, from 
Radio City Mu ic Hal l in New 
York. 

The CBS serial "The Young 
and the Restless" is the most 
nominated program with 16 
bids, and soaps "All My 
Children·· (ABC) and "As the 
World Tum "(CBS) have 14

each. but the significance of 
DeGeneres' showing for her 
fre hman eason in daytime TV 
isn't lo t on her. 

'"It feels extra good." she 
ay . 'Tm very. very happy. I 

was asleep when I got the phone 
call about the nomination : I had 
no idea they were being 
announced that morning, o it 
wa just a urpri e all around. I 
thought. 'That' a lot of nomina­
tions.' I didn't realize how big a 
deal it was, or that it wa orne­
thing that other show hadn't 
had in their first year. I've been 
on other shows I've been nomi­
nated for, but what was great 
wa to have everyone on thi 
show recognized. That was real­
ly nice."

March 4, for the record - since 
she was vacationing in Mexico at 
the time. "Jim Paratore of 
Telepictures (which syndicates 'The 
Ellen DeGenere Show') called me 
and said, 'Thls is your Emmy wake­
up call.· and l had no idea what that 
even meant. He said, 'You got nom­
inated for every single thing we 
submitted you for. E cept best 
theme song.' Of course, my fm;t 
reaction was. 'What's wrong with 
the song?' "I'm just celebrating the 
fact that I'm having fun," 
DeGeoeres adds, "and that people 
are responding to it I'm trying not 
to pay attention to numbers like rat­
ings and Emmy nominations. I feel 
the reaction when I'm performing 
and when the audience i in the stu­
dio, the feeling that omething very 
pecial is happening. I get that from 
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everything that comes back at me." 
"The Ellen DeGeneres Show" 

has maintained the loose feel its 
ho r wanted from the beginning. 
from her unpredictable entrances to 
her complete spontaneity with 
guests, demonstrated in part by the 
recent on-air phone call she placed 
to the Au tralia-based mother of 
guest Poppy Montgomery 
("'Without a Trace"). DeGeneres 
remembers the debut show Ia t 
September, with Jennifer Aniston in 
the guest seat, as being "something 
that was meant to be, honestly. It 
really felt like a very comfortable 
situation, becau e it marries every­
thing I've done my whole career. 
It' stand-up, it' talking to the audi­
ence, it's getting to do little sketch­
es ... it felt like I was free to go 
beyond playing a character on a sit­
com. I was free to be myself."

troversial for the time," Franz 
says. "But the fact is, while the 
language was a little rougher 
than most people were used to 
hearing on the air, once the audi­
ence understood that it was truer

that for us - they accepted it." 

Over the year we've seen 
Andy Sipowicz change from an 
angry alcoholic who never met a 
racial or exist lur he wouldn't 
u e when the mood moved him, 
to a man who still battle hi 
demon , but find the trength to 
do so within himself, not from a 
bottle. 

"I think the change in Andy 
carne when he stopped drink­
ing," Franz say . "He saw things 
more clearly, e pecially about 
himself. And there were times 
when he might have slipped 
back, considering he's had some 
hard knocks to deal with. But he 
hung in there." 

As far as any changes we 
should look for next year, both in 
Andy and in the show, Dennis 
Franz says, "I can't tell you that 
because I don't know. That's up 
to the writers. But for II years, 
the show has had some of the 
be t writing you'll ever see on 
television, and I have no doubt 
that'll be theca e next season as 
well.''

My stuff gets blatantly illy and 
obvious sometimes, but at other 
times, it's subtle. I think it was an 
adjustment for a lot of people to 
'get' my rhythm . " 

love to travel and spend every 
summer hiatus abroad, usually in 
Europe. 

"We really enjoy ourselves 
wherever we are," he says. 
'There's a lot to see and a lot to 
learn.

DeGeneres en ed that during 
"The Ellen Show," the sitcom that 
had a brief run on CBS during the 
2001-2002 season. Her previou 
series - ABC's "Ellen" - received 
considerable attention. especially 
when the title character revealed her 
homosexuality at the same time 
DeGeneres did in real life. The sub­
ject barely was addressed by "The 
Ellen Show," and it's virtually 
never brought up on her current 
vehicle, which was devised with 
all-embracing fun as its goal. 

"My fans have always been on 
the arne wavelength 1 was on," 
DeGeneres believes, "but a lot of 
people weren't, not becau e they 
don't have the same ensibility, but 
because that sensibility is just not 
something that has been out there. 
It' something I have missed on tel­
evision. A lot of stuff is just mean, 
and I don't want to let that ever be a

I read an interview with '·Kill Bill" 
director Quentin Tarantino where he 
said he plans to edit both volumes of 
"Kill Bill" into the single four-hour 
epic he originally planned and distrib­
ute it on the art-house circuit. When it 
comes to my town, I'll be first in line. 

What's great about the "Kill Bill" 
flicks i · that they are movies made for 
people who love great trashy movies. 
Tarantino's passion for the chop-socky 

martial-arts films of the Shaw Brothers 
and Sergio Leone's spaghetti western 
is infectiou . Tarantino eem bent on 
referencing every movie he's ever 
seen, and at times watching "l(jiJ Bill" 
is like playing the B-movie version of 
Trivial Pursuit. And that's just fine and 
dandy with me. 

Where "Vol. 2" differs from last 
year's installment is that where "Vol. 
l" was mostly a splatterfest of gore iffid 
frenetic action - an homage to anime 
and Asian exploitation flicks - "Vol. 
2" is a nod to America and Europe: 
Howard Hawk . Sam Peckinpah and 
Sergio Leone. Th" pace is slower, more 
deliberate and gives plenty of time to 
character developm nt. It is also less 
bloody than the frrst film. but it is more 
emotionally gripping and intens~. 

We learn more about the relation­
ship between The Bride (Uma 
Thurman) and Bill (David Carradine). 
The brutal beating Th Brid receives 
at her wedding rehearsal is revisiled -

from a different and more chilling per­
pective. 

We ee The Bride hunt down th 
remaining membe of Bill's hit quad 
(Michael Madsen and Darryl Hannah); 
there is an extended flashback 
sequence where The Bride receives 
exten ive martial-arts training that will 
ultimately save her bacon in more than 
one fight in the movie. We aJso learn 
her real name, what happened to her 
daughter and, of course, we see The 
Bride finally kill Bill. 

In some ways, "Kill Bill (Vol. 2)" is 
a better movie than the first. This film 
could • tand on its own as a complete 
film. whereas ··vol. I,. was one long 
prologue. But 1 still want to s e the 
whole shebang in one itting. 

In short: If you saw the ftrst movie, 
you "lllove this one. If you haven't seen 
the first fUm, you can still enjo} th1s 
one without ha ·ing seen the prologue. 
So far. "Kill Bill (Vol. 2)" is the be:t 
movie of the year.

It bas been said that, "Intelligent peo­

ple, equally informed, seldom disagree." 
This thought is the underlying founda­
tion for a wonderful community-wide 
program that is conducted each year in 
Waynesboro, Penn. · 

The name of the program is ''TV 
Tune-In, USA" and 't'as born in 
re ponse to the cont~nt of the media, 
w.hich has been proven to affect small 
chUdren for the rest of their lives. Here 
is a little background on this program 
that may be of interest, especially if you 
are concerned about the quality to TV 
programming in our nation today. 

In 1957, a program called "Project 
Postcard" was created by American 
Association of University Women to 
give advertisers and broadcasters an 
idea of how people felt about violent 
shows on television. In 1975, Ruth 
Pflager, president of the Radio-TV 
Council of Greater Cleveland, and 
Grace Noon, president of Ohio Church 
Women United encouraged and support­
ed Project Postcard as a statewide activ­
ity that involved the viewer mailing 
individual critiques of TV shows to 
sponsors and broadcasters in an attempt 
to give direction to the media's financial 
supporters. Shows which were offensive 
and gave children the wrong messages, 
were noted, reported and encouraged to 

be removed from the programming. The 
strength of positive critique was also 
promoted. In 1979, both CWU and 
AAUW in Ohto passed resolutions con­
cerning broadcasting, and Project 
Postcard evolved into "TV Tune-In,

Colleges 
should teach, 
not coach

They're trying to refonn college ath­
letics again, poor things. 

The National Collegiate Athletic 
Association (NCAA) has approved a 
plan designed to achieve a revolutionary 
result: require college athletes actually 
to go to school and even - and this is 
the really controversial part - learn 
something. The plan will require "stu­
dent-athletes" to make 20 percent 
progress toward a degree for every year 
they attend school. Schools whose ath­
letes do not reach this benchmark will 
receive, first, a warning, then a reduc­
tion of scholarships and, fmally, banish­
ment from post-season play or, in 
extreme cases, loss of NCAA member­
ship. 

"This is the beginning of a sea 
change in college sports," said NCAA 
president Myles Brand. "It represents all 
the planning and effort of the university 
presidents and the NCAA to pm 10 

stronger academic standards that ensure 
that student-athletes get a genuine edu­
cation and a legitimate opportunity to 

graduate." 
Naturally, the people who make their 

living off "student-athletes"- athletic 
directors, coaches, sports reporters, 
sports-yak radio jocks - are opposed to 
the new rules. "Instead of improving the 
opportunity for a kid to get an educa­
tion, we are going to absolutely dumb 
down college athletics," said Georgia 
Tech basketball coach Paul Hewitt. With 
all due respect to Coach Hewitt and his 
concern for the edu­
cational opportuni­
tie open to his ath­
letes, I suspect he 
and his colleagues 
are more worried 
about having their 
cash cow moved to 
a less lucrative 
venue. 

As for myself, 1 
am all for what the 
NCAA is attempting 
but 1 have no confidence in its success. 
Big-time collegiate athletics have 
become irredeemably corrupt. Trying to 
fix them with rule changes is like 
attempting to raise the moral level of a 
brothel by instituting a dress code. The 
truth is, We the People do not want a 
new dress code; we like collegiate ath­
letics the way they are. In the recently 
completed national basketball tourna­
ment, only two of the Final Four teams 
ever graduated anybody. Did the public 
rise up and complain? Don't be silly.

Two neighboring nations 
with a long history of hatred 
stare down gun barrels aimed at 
eu h other. Years of bitter vio­
lc have ended any hope of 
pe e. Too many sons have 
di d. Too many coffins have 
heen camed through the treets. 
1bo many vows of revenge have 
tx:'en uttered through clenched 
t th of grief and anger. And 

• 11d , after all the e centuries of 
hatred, negotiators are trying to 

bring leaders from the opposing 
nations together to begin the 
process of peace. 

The first task is the most dif­
ficult of all - to find a way for 
the two warring nations to trust 
each other. How do you disarm 
in the face of your enemy? How 
do you trust an ancient enemy 
with so many memories of death 
and bloodshed? How do you 
trust? Yes, trust is difficult and 
risky, but peace is worth the 
risk. 

Once again, trust is difficult 
and risky. But for those who are 

willing to take the path of trust, 
then end is rewarding. At the 
end of the path called trust, two 
nations can fmd peace. One can 
even find God Himself. 

In the Old Testament, in the 
Book of Genesis, we hear the 
story of one person on just such 
a path toward trust. His name is 
Abram. It is a story of a man 
who asked God tough questions, 
who lived difficult circum­
stances, and who found that God 
could be truly trusted. 

At a moment in the life of 
Abram (Abraham), he wa 

drowning in uncertainty about 
the promise of God that he 
would have man descendants 
and father a great nation. That 
promise was easy to believe and 
joyous to anticipate when 
Abram was a young man. Then, 
all the world seemed alive with 
hope. Anything seemed possi­
ble. 

But Abram became an old 
man. The old dreams had faded 
into fantasy. Abram was was no 
longer sure that he heard God 
right in the first place or even if 
God remembered the promi~e. 

Abram still hadn't fathered the 
ftrst child, let alone a multitude. 

So Abram asked God for 
some sign, some proof or at 
least an early advance on the 
promises. But God told Abram 
to trust Him, to have faith in 
Him.

God does not offer early pay­
offs on faith investments to per­
suade us to keep the faith. God 
is not a divine slot machine, dol­
ing out occasional rewards to 
keep us at the table. No, God 
knows that trust is eroded by 
proofs and tests. God offers each 
of us a relationship with 
Himself, not a set of proofs. 
Such proofs and signs would 
diminish the role of faith and 
weaken the relationship God 
seeks to build with us. The effort 
to base any relationship on 
proofs instead of trust is 
doomed. God knows this, and so 
to Abram's request for proof, 
God simply offered a more pro­
found statement of His promise, 
and then asked Abram again to 
bank his whole future on that 
trust. 

There is only one path that 
leads to God (that path is Jesus 
Christ and our love of God and 
others), and we must walk that 
path with faith and trust, as 
Abram did. There is only one 
way to survive these moments 
when God seems to be distant. 
And that way is called trust -
trust in God. It is all you and I 
can bring to God - our love, 
our faith, our trust.

DALLAS - The Southern 
Baptist Convention Annuity 
Board is drawing criticism from 
some within the denomination 
because it owns about $14 rml­
li n worth of stock in Carnival 
C ise Lines, which is ho ting a 

· J Days" cruise. 
The annuity board adminis­

ters the medical and retirement 
plans for the denomination's 
pastors. Its investment in 
Carnival already had brought 
disapproval from Baptists 
.opposed to the casinos and alco­
hol sales offered on the compa-

y's "fun ships." 
"The Baptists don't believe 

sn gambling, liquor or pornogra­
phy, or gays," said Don Allmon, 
a deacon at First Baptist Church 

Dyer, Tenn. "When I say that, 
we love gay , but we don't like 

their lifestyle." 
Allmon said most Baptists 

were unfamiliar with the invest­
ment but would be upset when 
they learned about it. 

The "First Annual Gay Days 
Cruise" is set to begin May 30 
with a five-day Bahamas cruise 
on Carnival's Fantasy ship. 

Southern Baptists have spo­
ken out against homosexuality 
for years, including boycotting 
the Walt Disney Co., partly 
because gay groups hold their 
"Gay Day" festivities at 
Disney's amusement parks. Gay 
right~ groups picket the 
Southern Baptist meeting each 
year, accusing them of spread­
ing hatred. 

The Rev. O.S. Hawkins, 
president and CEO of the 
Dallas-based annuity board, was 
not available for comment 
Friday, a spokeswoman said. In 
a written statement, the board 

stressed that "the gay cruise in 
question with Carnival cruise 
line is being promoted on a gay­
oriented Web site and not on the 
Carnival Web site." 

In a separate statement, 
Vance Gulliksen, spokesman for 
Miami-based Carnival, said the 
company caters to a "very 
broad" demographic and does 
not discriminate based on race, 
age, sex, marital status, religion, 
national origin, physical or men­
tal ability, or sexual orientation. 

"This particular group, like 
most groups sailing on Carnival, 
is being sold and marketed 
through an independent travel 
agent," Gulliksen said. 

Gay Days Inc. touts the 
cruise on its Web site as "a great 
way to meet some new friends 
for Gay Days 2004," which is 
expected to draw tens of thou­
sands to Orlando, Fla., from 
June 1-7.

As the laps and the fuel level 
in his Dodge dwindled on 
Saturday night. May 9. during 
the ARCA Re/Max Series 
Channel 5-205. Hemphill 
remembered h1s last race, where 
dominated most of the way only 
to suffer late mi fortune. 

Thi time, Hemphill's luck 
lasted and allowed him to score 
his first career ARCA win. The 
22-year-old from Apollo, Pa., 
making his third career ARCA 
start, led most of the way and 
held off Billy Venturini by 0.706 
of a second at Kentucky 
Speedway. 

Hemphill said his crew fig­
ured before the race that a full 
tank of gas would last about 60 
laps. They took a risk by run­
ning the final 77 laps of the 137-
lap race without a pit stop. 

Eight caution flags, covering 
58 laps, aided his cause by 
allowing Hemphill to conserve 
fuel. His official speed was 
98.299 mph. and his winning 
time was 2:05.26. 

"If it wasn't for all the cau­
tions, we definitely would have 
had to pit again and top (the gas) 
off," Hemphill said. "I'm glad 
that we didn't. I don't know if 
we would have had the car to 
come back and get the lead. 

''I didn't think we were going 
to make it. I was doing my best 

and everything I could to save 
fuel.'' 

The final caution began on 
lap 131 - when A.J. Fike pun 
out in Turn 3 and hit the wall -
and ended with two laps remain­
ing. Hemphill had a solid restart, 
and neither Venturini nor third­
place Mark Gibson threatened to 
pass him. 

"I hated to see the caution 
there," Venturini said. 

Ken Weaver and Chri ti 
Passmore rounded out the top 
five. Only 10 cars finished on 
the lead lap. 

The victory eased the disap­
pointment of Hemphill's last 
ARCA start. He started on the 
pole in the ARCA 150 on April 9 
at Nashville Superspeedway and 
led with eight laps left before 
hitting another car and finishing 
15th. 

"We are happy to be back 
after the disappointment of 
Nashville," Hemphill said. 

Hemphill, who made seven 
starts on the NASCAR 
Craftsman Truck Series circuit 
during 2002 and 203, started on 
the outside of the front row on 
Saturday. He moved into ftrSt 
when pole sitter Frank Kimmel 
crashed on lap 23. 

Kimmel, the ARCA Re/Max 
series points leader, had won 
three previous races at Kentucky 
Speedway. He lost control in 
Tum 3 on the 23rd lap and 
crashed into the wall. 

Kimmel quickly returned to 
the track despite heavy damage 
to his car's rear end, but he soon 

was black-flagged by ARCA 
officials and left the race 
because his car wa dragging 
parts. After the problem was 
fixed, he returned to the track 
again but wa<; not a factor, fin­
ishing 20th. 

"Misfortune for Frank 
Kimmel, good fortune for us," 
Hemphill said. "His car was 
awfully trong." 

Kimmel maintained his 
series point lead. He leads 
Vemurini by 45 points.

again. Elliott was livid about 
Earnhardt's antics, but it sure 
mad:! for a great show.

He was always aggressive, even 
in the points-paying races, but 
the fact that Humpy promoted 
this thing as a 'no-holds-barred, 
winner-take-all' shootout I think 
only worked to make Dale stand 
even more on the gas." 

Added Wheeler: "It's still 
one of lhe most talked about 
moments in racing history." 

No. 1 - "One Hot Night" 
(1992): Little did Wheeler know 
at the time of conceiving a pro­
motional tagline for the 1992 
event - "One Hot l":ight" - that 
it would deliver more than any­
one could imagine on its billing. 
Before the cars even turned a 
wheel, this event already had a 
special place in not only all-star 
annals but motorsports history 
overall as Lowe's Motor 
Speedway became the first 
superspeedway to run at night 
under the lights. "We shocked 
the world by lighting a super­
speedway," Wheeler said. 

The night racing and the 
ambiance it created was a spec­
tacle in itself, but then the main 
event put this one over the top as 
the No. 1 moment in all-star his­
tory. 

"This was such a unique 
event because it was under the 
lights for the first time," Helton 
said. "Plus, it was great racing 
all through the field all night 
long and culminated with an 
exciting finish. It possessed all 
the elements for a great all-star 
moment." 

Three of the sport's stars -
Dale Earnhardt, Davey Allison 
and Kyle Petty - were involved 
in the frenzied last-lap finish 
that crystallized this moment. 
On the fmal lap, Petty tangled 
with race leader Earnhardt, spun 
him out of the way and appeared 
on his way to a victory. 
However, Allison charged up to 
Petty for a checkered-finish duel 
that was decided by mere inches 
at the line. To add to the dramat­
ic finish, Allison and Petty made 
contact and Allison crashed after 
the checkered fell and did not 
get an opportunity to celebrate 
the win in Victory Lane as he 
was transported to the hospital 
with a concussion. 

"The wreck at the end was 
just as much my fault as it was 
his," Petty said afterward. "We 
were leaning on each other. I 
tried to chop him off, but if I had 
cut across in front of him, I 
would have ended up in the 
infield. At the end, he cut on me 
as I would have on him. We 
clipped when we came across 
the line." 

Although Wallace was not 
part of the mix, he still enjoyed 
the theater the moment provid­
ed. 

"That was one where the fin­
ish should be on the highlight 
reels forever," he said. 
"Crashing sideways into the 
wall there at the checkers - we 
were all glad that Davey wasn't 
hurt and it was a special memo­
ry personally about him.

Hand-sized sunfish are 

aggressive and quick to hit a bait 
or tiny lure in most circum­
stances.

"Bluegill tend to be more 
numerous than other species, 
and they're easier to catch than 
most other fish and they're good 
to eat, too," said Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources fisheries biologist 
Jim Axon. 

Being widely available, 
quick to bite. scrappy and table­
worthy wins admirers among 
anglers. Axon said bluegill and 
other sunfish routinely rank 
third, roughly tied with channel 
catfish, trailing only black bass 
and crappie in angler popularity 
polls. 

Now, however, sunfish action 
can be better than usual because 
fish are clustered together in 
spawning colonies. Bluegill and 
redears gather in the shallows 
with their own kind and fan out 

bowl-shaped ·'bed " in which 
eggs will be laid and fertilized, 
and baby "fry" will hatch to 
repopulate the waters. 

Spawning bed fi hing is pop­
ular with late spring anglers 
because it congregates some of 
the biggest fish of the specie 
where they may be caught in 
good numbers. 

Hub cap-sized depressions 
that are sunfish nests are often

een in shallow areas of sandy­
gravelly bottoms in as little as 
perhaps 1 foo t of water. 
although some may be as much 
as five feet deep. [n each bed. 
more than one female fi sh may 
lay eggs -up to a few thousand 
per temale - that are fertilized 
by male fish. 

Fishermen often locate sun­
fi h bedding areas by test fish­
ing until they find repeated 
action in a small area, indicating 
a concentration of fish. In clear 
areas, some nesting colonies 
will be visible to the naked eye. 
Familiarity helps, too. Some 
sites attract bedding bluegill 
and/or redears every year as 
water temperatures run from the 
high 60s into the 70s.

At a special-called, May 7 
meeting in Frankfort, the 
KDFWR Commission 
approved the new requirement 
to take effect this fa11, when the 
statewide bobcat and limited­
area otter seasons open. Most 
sportsmen and women are 
familiar with 'the telecheck sys­
tem, presently used to report 
the harvest of deer and wild 
turkey. 

The process is simple. 
Hunters make a toll-free phone 
call to 1-(800) 245-4263 
(CHK-GAME), and then 
respond to a few survey que -
tions using the keypad of their 
phone. At the end of the sur­
vey, the automated system pro­
vides a confinnation number 
for the hunter to record on the 
back of his/her hunting license 
as proof of complying with the 

check-in requirement. It's that 
easy. 

Those who harvest a bobcat 
or otter will have until mid­
night on the .day the animal is 
recovered to make the call. For

Grace was on the receiving end of an

she decided to divorce the man she 
married at 16.

"rocky," he says. His wife was pregnant 
when he was drafted as a combat engi­
neer to Vietnam. His youthful adjust­
ments to that torment returned as night­
mares when he came back from over­
seas.

He barely knew 
himself, but he tried "to make the best 
of it.'' 

Trying didn't work. Daniel left his 
wife, resigned from the church, and 
eventua1ly married Grace, who has 
stood lovingly beside him since.

Jesse Owens seemed sure to win 

the long jump at the 1936 games. 
The year before he had jumped 26 
feet, 8 1/4 inches -- a record that 
would stand for 25 years. As he 
walked to the long-jump pit, how­
ever, Owens saw a tall, pit-eyed, 
blond German taking practice 
jumps in the 26-foot range. Owens 
felt nervous. He was acutely aware 
of the Nazis' desire to prove 
"Aryan superiority," especially 
over blacks. 

On his first jump, Owens inad­
vertently leaped from several inch­
es beyond the takeoff board. 
Rattled, he fouled on his second 
attempt, too. He was one foul away 
from being eliminated. 

At this point, the tall German 
introduced himself as Luz Long, 
"You should be able to qualify with 
your eyes closed!" he said to 
Owens, referring to his two jumps. 

For the next few moments the 
black son of a sharecropper and the 

white model of Nazi manhood 
chatted. Then Long made a sugges­
tion. Since the qualifying di tancc 
was only 23 feet, 5 1/2 inches. why 
not make a mark several inches 
before the takeoff board and jump 
from there, JUSt to play it safe? 

Owens did and qualified easily. 
In the finals, Owens set an 
Olympic record and earned the sec­
ond of four golds. The first person 
to congratulate him was Luz Long 
-- in full view of Adolf Hitler.

accept them. No one did. No one 
would allow Daniel to preach or 
speak to the congregation. To this 
day, his own fanlily in West 
V11Wnia refuses to allow him to 

~ speak at their Baptist church 
because he's been divorced. 

It's a "tradition of man" that 
stands strongly in this area, the 
couple say. Many churches 
believe that divorce is not accept­
able in the eyes of God, and there 
are several who believe that 
divorced individuals shouldn't 
purport religious beliefs cnto oth­
ers.

Fortunately, Daniel says, "God

Though they still face ridicule 
and judgment by some, there are 
others who shrure more compas­
sionate feelings.

The congregation of 
this "Full Gospel" church believe 
in speaking in tongues and heal­
ing, but they do not adhere to strict 
Pentecostal teachings that women 
should wear only dresses, refuse 
make-up, and never cut their hair.

He's been pastoring for 31 
years DOW. 

When he returned from the 
war, Daniel recalls sitting in a jet 
in a Seattle airpon as people were 
"booing" the soldiers' homecom­
ing. 

'That was a time period in this 
country where people didn't fully 
understand what was going on," 
he said. "We were there a year and 
we didn't understand." 

The nightmares are not as bad 
as they used to be, Daniel says. In 
one recurring nightmare, Daniel is 
drafted to return to Vietnam. He 
tells them he's already been, and 
they explain that his experience in 
the war is why they want him to 
go back. Though this experience 
was a trying time in his life, Daniel 
believes that every person should 
serve at least one year iQ the mili­
tary. It's a way to build character, 
structure, and strength, he says. 

He now avoids movies about 
Vietnam but' says he supports the 
cwrent war in Iraq. 

Grace, who now sings in tbe 
church's praise group, was born in 
the old Prestonsburg Hospital. She 
was raised in an ol' time 
Pentecostal Church, where the 
strictness of their religious beliefs 
forced constraints on the way 
members dressed and wore their 
hair. 

"I don't think anybody has the 
right to put their beliefs on any­
body else," she said .. The Bible 
says we work out our own salva­
tion. Really, the way you look on 
the outside is not who you are on 
the inside .... lt's what's in your 
heart that matters--how you treat 
people, how you live your daily 
life." 

''What could you add if Christ 
saves your· Daniel asked. "He 
cleanses you by his blood. What 
can you add to that?" 

The couple say that in all the 
years they have been married, 
they've only had one disagree­
ment and that they "do everything 
together."
