Johnny Ray Turner was in the lead with 
76 percent of the votes counted, when 
Knott County changed everythmg by 
announcing its results last and showing 
strong support for Hamilton. who beat 
Turner in Knott hy 926 votes. Briefly, 
Hamilton was declared the winner. 

But it appears Turner's totals didn't 
include the Floyd County absentee ballots. 
Until that error was discovered the final 
tally was 7,926 votes for Hamilton and

Nothing surprises us from an industry that gives us Paris 
Hilton, Jerry Springer and "The Swan" and thinks it's just 
adorable - and how revolutionary - when an actress has a 
baby and actually cares for it. 

But as Kentuckians we're a bit miffed by the arrogant 
sneakiness of NBC in its attempt to ridicule Appalachia via a 
lame-brained, recycled idea for a reality show. 

If you remember, it took months of protests before CBS 
backed off ils plan last year to create "The Real Beverly 
Hillbillies" by jerking a family from its poor surroundings 
and sticking them in a Hollywood-style life, then laughing as 
they tried to fit in. Coal miners and members of Congress 
from Kentucky to Texas weighed in before CBS wised up to 
the hurtful proposal it had. 

Now comes news that NBC lifted the CBS prerni e and­
as quietly as possible before protests could arise - actually 
filmed a pilot episode for "The High Life," which stuck a 
backwoods Appalachian family in a Beverly Hills mansion. 

At first NBC declined to answer questions about the show. 
But once it was clear the gig was up and low-income people 
were no more sanguine about being mocked by NBC than 
they were by CBS, the network also dropped its plan.

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Male eating disorders rise amid more 
focus on body image, experts say

Intentional starvation, 
cookie binges, vomiting, hos­
pitalization. The details were 
typical for an eating disorder. 

But Jeff Everts might not 
seem like a typical sufferer. 

In an era of diet fixation, 
chiseled underwear models 
and "a culture of muscularity." 
some researchers say eating 
problems among men are get­
ling worse- even as sufferers 
face a lingering stigma about 
having a "women's disorder." 

"We're able to hide it much 
better," said Everts, a 43-year­
old Albuquerque, N.M., resi­
dent recovering from anorexia 
and bulimia. "We don't talk 
about it. where women 
would." 

Women are more likely to 
have eating disorders than 
men. But men can also suffer 
from bulimia, binge eating 
and, to a lesser extent, anorex­
ia, according to researchers. 

Leigh Cohn, co-author of 

''Making Weight," believes 
such disorders afflict about 2 
percent of men versus 4 per­
cent to 5 percent of women, 
and he is convinced the rate 
for men i on the rise. Other 
researchers have differing 
estimates, but there are no 
defmitive studies. 

"It's hard to know because 
men have been so reluctant to 
seek treatment," Cohn said. 
"And men, in many cases, are 
unaware that they have an eat­
ing disorder. For example, 
they may exercise obsessively 
and just think that's regular 
guy exercise behavior." 

Athletes whose weight is 
crucial to their performance -
jockeys, wrestlers, distance 
runner and gymnasts - have 
a higher incidence of eating 
disorders. Cohn said they can 
develop bad habits when 
weight loss is seen as a 
requirement of the sport. 

waists. Pictures of perfect 
bodies can reinforce the belief 
that "normal" bodies are not 
OK, researchers say. 

And those perfect male 
image - think muscle-bound 
movie heroes, magazine cover 
boys and shirtless rappers -
can be hard to ignore. 

"I don't know what's on 
'NYPD Blue' tonight," Cohn 
said, "but I'm assuming that 
we'll see some male skin, 
because we almost always 
do." 

Researchers at the 
University of Central Florida 
released a study this month 
saying men who watched TV 
commercials of muscular 
actors felt unhappy about their 
own physiques. This "culture 
of muscularity" can be linked 
to eating disorders or steroid 
abuse, the researchers said. 

The book "The Adonis 
Complex" tracks the evolution 
of boys' action figures from 
the average GI Joe in the '60s 
to the absurdly pumped-up 

toys of today. Scaled to human 
size, the authors say one 
Wolverine action figure would 
have 32-inch biceps. 

"Basically they're market­
ing to men in the same way 
they marketed to women," 
said Roberto Olivardia, co­
author of the book. "And I 
think men and young boys 
have responded to that." 

Dr. Theodore Weltzin of 
Rogers Memorial Hospital in 
Oconomowoc, Wis., said one 
study showed 70 percent of 
high school males dieting. The 
hospital offers residential 
treatment for males, and 
Weltzin says he sees a fair 
number of dieting men who 
are "carbohydrate-phobic," as 
opposed to women sufferers 
who tend to be fat-phobic. 

"More males are engaged in 
really abnormal eating behav­
ior in terms of skipping meals, 
in terms of engaging in purg-

Ql requested my doctor arrange a full-body scan to 
check for cancer. He advised me that this was 
unnecessary because the thought the test was Inef­

fective. Where can I go to obtain a full-body scan to check 
for cancer? 

A Detecting cancer involves various methods. Some can­
cers are identified by scans, others by scopes and some 
through blood work Even if you had a full-body scan 

there is no guarantee that any cancers would have been 
detected. For this reason, you might have thought you were 
cancer free and ignored symptoms that possibly should be fur­
ther investigated. That is why, insurance companies will not 
cover the cost of a full-body scan as a routine cancer screen­
ing. 

CT (computerizod axial tomography) scans and MRI (magnet­
ic resonance imaging) are two very useful examinations when 
looking at specific sections of the body. With these technolo­
gies, images are taken in slices, similar to slicing a apple, to 
see smaller sections for more accurate detection of diseases. 
PET (positron emission tomography) scanning is beneficial in 
identifying important information about many conditions that 
may help your doctor in planning appropriate treatments for 
you. 

The most important thing anyone can do to safeguard their 
health to see their physician regularly and have the necessary 
cancer screenings test completed. The American Cancer 
Society (ACS) has published screening guidelines for the early 
detection of cancer.

MOREHEAD - The U.S. 
Forest Service and environmen­
talists may be moving closer to a 
conflict on whether logging 
should be permitted in the north­
em portion of the Daniel Boone 
National Forest. 

Federal officials gave guided 
tours of the forest near 
Morehead on Friday to explain 
why they believe the logging is 
necessary. They say it would 
improve the overall quality of 
the Daniel Boone. 
Environmentalists, who have 
practiced tree-sitting drills, are 
opposed to cutting the trees. 

"The forest has taken care of 
itself for millions of years," said 
Sarah Mincey, a member of the 
environmental group Kentucky 
Heartwood. "To say that we 
need to log thousands of acres of 
forest goes too far." 

Mincey, one of about 30 peo­
ple who toured a section of for­
est damaged by a recent storm, 
said that an army of environ­
mentalists have already trained 
to sit in trees to prevent loggers 
from cutting them. 

"The forest is an entity that 
can't speak for itself," she said 
"We are willing to stand up for 
it." 

District Fore ter Dave 
Manner said the Forest Service 
has proposed cutting the most 
severely damaged trees on 
12,570 acres. Manner said cut­
ting the trees will help the 
Daniel Boone recover from the

He said that attacks by 
environmentalists have tied the 
hands of federal foresters, who 
have tried to implement initia­
tives to benefit the forest. 

"We're just in favor of man­
agement that will keep the forest 
healthy," said Bauer, who repre­
sents lumber companies across 
the state. 

Bauer said that he hopes lhe 
damaged trees can be salvaged 
before they decay and lose their 
value.

fits can be funded through 
increases in the federal and state 
unemployment premiums 
employers now pay. Currently, 
employers pay an average of 
only 14¢ per hour worked, or 0.5 
percent of total payroll, for fed­
eral and state unemployment 
insurance premiums. These 
costs have remained stable for 
years despite the growing num­
ber of unemployed. The current 
structure of premiums for unem­
ployment insurance does not 
sufficiently allocate costs to 
employers that persistently lay 
off workers. 

Lower unit-labor costs have 
fueled one of the biggest profit 
booms in history. Companies are 
awash in cash and more than 
able to divert some of their 
record-level profits to the 
retraining and outplacement 
programs needed.

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Vote fraud tria delaved again

LONDON - An Eastern 
Kentucky busines man 
described by prosecutors as a 
kingpin in a vote-buying chcme 
will not stand trial at the same 

• time as a judicial candidate he 
allegedly tried to help win an 
election 

U.S. District Judge Karen 
Caldwell ruled Tuesday that 
Ross Harris of Pikeville and one 
of his employees, Loren Glen 
Turner of Drift, will have a sep­
arate trial on Aug. ~on election 
fraud charge . 

Former state Sen. John Doug 
Hays, who was seeking election 
as Pike County district judge in 
2002, and seven of his support­
ers will stand trial on Oct. 4. 

All 10 of the defendants had 
been scheduled for trial on June 
28, the date chosen after the 
original January trial date was 
scuttled. All have pleaded not 
guilty. 

A federal grand jury indicted 
the 10 people for allegedly 
cherning to buy votes on behalf 

of Hays in the judicial race. 
Prosecutors contend money wa 
given to people for their votes 
under the guise of paying them 
to haul voters to the polls on 
election day. Most of that 
money, they contend, came from 
Harris. 

"Our position is that Ross 
Harris is a kingpin, ·• said 
Assistant U.S. Attorney Kenneth 
Taylor. "He consistently funds 
candidates of his choice through 
illegal straw contribution .'' 

Taylor contend that Harris 
made contributions through 
third parties in amounts far 
above legal Limits.

Knott woman shot 
during drug bust

ARNOLD FORK- A search 
warrant executed by the HIDTA 
Task Force in Knott County on 
Monday began with gunfire and 
Jed to a woman being shot in the 
head after she opened fire on 
officers. 

Angela King, 34, allegedly 
opened fire on Perry County 
Deputy John Couch and 
Kentucky State Trooper Randy 
Combs as soon as they entered 
the residence, according to 
Kentucky State Police Post 13 
spokesman Tim Kilburn. 

Ac~ording to police, Couch 
returned fire, striking King in the 
head with one shot. 

King was transported to the

McDowell Hospital before being 
flown to Huntington, where she 
is listed in serious condition. 

After the shooting, police dis­
covered 20 to 25 pounds of 
processed marijuana, approxi­
mately $13,000 in cash, and sev­
eral firearms. The search warrant 
was based on an ongoing drug 
investigation in Knott County. 

Dennis Ray King. 49, was 
arrested during the incident and 
charged with trafficking in over 
five pounds of marijuana. 

Couch has been placed on 
paid administrative leave while 
the incident is under investiga­
tion. Kilburn says it is common 
practice for an officer to be 
placed on leave after a shooting. 

According to Perry County 
Sheriff Pat Wooten, officers pur­
chased an undisclosed amount of 
marijuana from the Kings at the 
residence prior to the shooting 
Monday. They returned that 
night at approximately 11 p.m. to 
execute the search warrant, at 
which time Angela King alleged­
ly greeted them with gunftre. 

Kentucky State Police Lt. 
Jerry Hall is continuing the 
investigation.

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Murder-for-hire defendant 
asks again for lower bond

PRESTONSBURG - A 
Floyd County inmate accused of 
hiring an undercover officer to 
kill her son-in-law earlier thi 
year is requesting for a second 
time that the court lower the 
bond in her case. 

Eubank resident Cheryl 
Kinslow, 56, indicted March 12 
for criminal solicitation to com­
mit murder for allegedly 
attempting to hire an undercover 
officer with the Floyd County 
Sheriff's Department to kill 
Danny Hart, filed a handwritten 
request for bond reduction 
Monday to Circuit Judge John 
David Caudill. 

Kinslow, whose request for 
bond reduction was turned down 
by Caudill last month, submitted 
the handwritten letter asking 
that her $250,000 bond be 
reduced to a 1 0 percent cash 
bond because her husband, 
David B. Kinslow, has been 
recently diagno ed with cancer. 

"He desperately needs me to 
take care of him and drive him 

back and forth for treatments," 
she wrote. "I will not flee, or be 
a risk to society, please." 

Caudill overruled a motion to 
reduce IGnslow's bond April 27, 
following pleas submitted as 
affidavits by her husband, her 
stepbrother, Barry Spurlock, and 
Kep Carriere, her pastor at the 
Church of Jesus Christ of Latter 
Day Saints. 

In an April 19 affidavit, her 
husband said that Kinslow, who 
suffers from diabetes, degenera­
tive joint disorder, sleep apnea 
and balance disorder, is not a 
flight risk, a statement also 
made by Spurlock and Carriere, 
who said he's pastored her in 
their church for more than three 
years. 

"I, in no way condone what 
Cheryl has been accused of 
doing, but I strongly believe that 
once this case goes to court and 
all the facts are revealed there 
will be an entirely new light 
shed on this situation," Carriere 
wrote in his affidavit, reque ting 
that Kinslow be released on her 
own recognizance pending trial. 

Carriere said he's "somewhat

Documents: Kentucky 
player's indicted 
father living it up

TULSA, Okla. A 
University of Kentucky basket­
ball player's father, who is 
indicted on 18 federal counts of 
fraud, has deposited hundreds of 
thousands of dollars while being 
represented by public defenders, 
according to court ftlings. 

Kennelh Azubuike is also liv­
ing a lavish lifestyle in 
Lexington., owning an expen­
sive home, three sport utility 
vehicles and sending two chil­
dren to exclusive private 
schools, another filing says. 

All the while, Azubuike 
"benefits from court-a,ppointed 
counsel and government-spon­
sored medical care," probation 
officer Thomas E. Mattingly Jr. 
says in his filing. 

Tulsa federal prosecutors 
charged Azubuike - whose 
sou, Kelenna Azubuike, just fin­
ished his sophomore season 
with the Wildcats - in February 
2003 with interstate transporta­
tion of stolen property, wire 
fraud, bank fraud and bankrupt­
cy fraud. He has pleaded inno­
cent and is free on $50,000 
bond. 

The indictment allege's 
Azubuike, a native of Nigeria, 
fraudulently induced investors 
to provide money to various 
bu ines ventures dating to 
1996. 

He has claimed in court doc­
uments that he is unemployed. 

Federal Public Defender Paul 
Brunton, whose office had been 
representing Azubuike, flled a 
motion Friday to withdraw from 
!he case. A hearing Wednesday 
in U.S. District Court in Thlsa 
will address the matter. 

"There's no reason in the 
world why we should be repre­
enting him," Brunton said. 

"We've got no business repre­
enting people who have money. 

That's oot our function." 

Azubuike "has deposited 
hundrt!ds of thousands of dollars 
into various accounts" since 
being arraigned March i 2. 2003, 
according to a document signed 
by Assistant U.S. Attorney 
Kevin Leitch. 

The money appears to come 
from Web sites touting a multi­
level marketing program, the 
document says. 

Azubuike's trial, which has 
been delayed several times for 
medical reasons, is scheduled 
for Sept. 20. 

Kelenna Azubuike cored 
3,530 points during hi career at 
Victory Christian High School 
in Tulsa, the second-highest 
total in Oklahoma history. He 
averaged 11.1 points per game 
this past season at Kentucky.

As of April 22, Kentucky has 
some new animal laws. SB133 is 
most popularly known as the 
''Gunshot Law," because it created 
a whole new section of KRS 258 
to prohibit the use of gunshot as a 
method for routine euthanasia in 
shelters. There was also some 
revision and rewording of the 
remainder of the statute.

certainly advise you to read it for 
yourself, and if you think I've mis­
interpreted something, let me 
know. My trying to explain some­
thing Like this is almost laughable, 
since legal documents tend to tum 
my brain to Jell-0 in no time flat. 
1 have actually read and re-read 
this thing until I think I understand 
most of it. so here goes. 

Obviously, the main change is 
adding a new section to Chapter

animal shelters. The exgeption 
would be in a circum tance 
where an animal presents a 
threat to someone lawfully on 
the premi es. It al o doesn' t 
apply to police officers or ani· 
mal control officers in the field 
under certain conditions. For 
example, they might have to 
re ort to shooting if an animal 
could not be captured, and it 
presenred a threat w the health 
or safety of the general public.

There are other new sections 
that pertain to animal shelters 
and animal control officers, but 1 
want to mostly focus on word­
ing that affect<; the average pet 
owner. 

Pre\ iou::.ly, only dogs were 
required to have Rabies vaccma­
tions in Kentucky. I have 
always thought that was absurd, 
since cuts are m~.:ch more likely 
to come into contact with 
wildlife carrying the virus. 
Now, not only cats, but al o fer· 
rets are aJso included in the law. 

Also, there are no more 
Kentucky Dog Tags. It is now 
up Lo the individual counties Lo 

establish and enforce their own 
licensing programs if they wish 

,_ 
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to do so. Cities may also 
enforce their own hcense in 
addition to any county program. 
A'dog bearing identification and 
having proof of a current valid 
Rabies vaccination is to be con­
sidered per onal property in the 
eyes of the law, wherea a dog 
without them would legally be 
considered a stray. (If your dog 
was lo t and not wearing an J.D. 
tag. but you found him at the 
local shelter, you could still 
reclaim him, but you would 
have to provide proof of valid 
Rabies vaccination. Otherwise, 
you would be required to pay for 
a Rabies vaccination voucher at 
the shelter and have the dog vac· 
cinated within ten days.) 

Something I have often dis­
cussed with owners is the sub­
ject of vaccinating their own 
animals against Rabies. 
According to the law. vaccinated 
animals must have an approved 
Rabies vaccination certificate, 
and, for dogs, a Rabies Tag. The 
vaccine must be approved by, 
and admini tered in accordance 
with, regulations issued by the 
. ecretary for health services. It 
is to be given by a veterinarian. 
unless the person has been 
granted a permit by the secretary 
for health services to vaccinate 
his own dog. Here's the prob­
lem. The average pet owner can 
give a shot as well as anybody. 
It's certainly not brain ~urgery, 
and youm probably save some 
money. If you got u good vac· 
cine and administered it proper­
ly, your pet won't be any les 
protected. But is it wonh it if 
your animal bites ·omeone (or i 
bitten by a possibly rabid ani­
mal) and the law regards it as 
being unvar.cinated?

definition of the word 'owner'. 
Some of this has been around 
for a while (although I never 
noticed it before), while some of 
the wording is new. 

According to KRS 258.095, 
'"owner,' when applied to the 
proprietorship of a dog, includes 
every person having a right of 
property in the dog and every 
person who keeps or harbors the 
dog, or has it in his care, or per· 
rnits it to remain on or about 
premises owned or occupied by 
him'·. (Emphasis mine) 

KRS 258.255 now reads 
"Every female dog in heat shall 
be confined in a building or 
ecure enclosure in such a man­

ner that the female dog cannot 
come in contact with a male dog 
except for a planned breeding." 

ln addition, KRS 285.015 has 
had the following wording 
added: "Any person with feral 
cats on his premises shall make 
a reasonable effort to capture or 
vaccinate the cats." 

I like it that all of these state­
ments make reasonable respon­
sible ownership a matter of law. 
No. the law isn't perlect. We 
can't expect the little 85-year 
old lady to get out and trap all 
the wild stray cats she's been 
feeding. At the same time, the 
family who has been allowing 
the little female dog to live 
under their porch for five 
months. can no longer justify 
looking the other way when she 
goes into heat, by • aylng, "She 
i n't ours." 

There!s much more in the 
new law. In fact, when I down­
loaded a copy, my printer spat 
out 33 pages! This is enough to 
dige t for now, though. We may 
take a look at some of the other 
provisions at a later time.

~amping is an outdoor experience that can be enjoyed 
in the backyard or deep in the wilderness. In the past, 
people camped out of necessity. Today, many people go 
camping just for fun. Whether camping for one night or 
several weeks, being prepared is key. Here are a few 
suggestions for having a good time and staying safe: 

Location, location, location 
Where you choose to set up your campsite 
is very important.· Look for a high and dry 
spot that will not get too soggy if it rains. 
The ground should be level and not too 
rocky (hills and rocks are uncomfortable to 
sleep on). A sunny exposure in the morning 
with shade in the afternoon is ideal. 

HINT: Avoid pitching a tent too close to water 
where mosquitoes tend to gather. 

Respect 
No matter where you decide to camp, it is 
important to respect the environment around 
you. Keep noise to a minimum and do not 
disturb the wildiHe (plant or animal). Gather 
up your garbage and dispose of it in a 
designated trash receptacle. 

Lighting the campfire 

Sleeping outside for the first 
time may be a little scary. Try 
to focus on the adventure and 
think positive thoughts; then 
the frog and cricket sounds 
won't seem quite so strange. 

Campgrounds have different rules regarding fires. Sometimes fires are forbidden (in this 
case, campers often bring a cooking stove if allowed by the park). You do not want to create 
a forest fire, so wisdom and caution are very important.
