false report

PRESTONSBURG - A 
criminal summons was issued 
Wednesday for a social ser­
vices worker charged with 
making a false report against 
his clients. 

Floyd County Social 
Worker Chris Newsome now 
faces a class A misdemeanor 
charge of falsely reporting an 
incident after an investigation 
by the Prestons-burg Police 
Department ended Wednesday. 

The investigation. which 
began earlier this month after 
Auxier residents Richard and 
Kimberly Hardy produced an 
audio recording of Newsome 
during a regularly scheduled 
visit of their son, sparked sev­
eral other complaints from the 
community against the Floyd 
County social services agency. 

"I think it's a long time 
coming," Richard Hardy said. 
"I'm really sickened with these 
peopLe ... Why can't they just 
admit they've done wrong and 
just go on? People aren't sup­
posed to be scared of them, 
they're uppo ed to be able to 
look toward them for help." 

The couple used a digital 
tape recorder to record them­
elves before, during and fol-

lowing a scheduled visit with 
their youngest son on May 6. 
Though no hara sing state­
ments are made on the tape 
during the initial conversation 
between the Hardys nnd 
Newsome, the social worker 
returned with two Prestonsburg 
Police Officers, called to assist 
in the removal of the Hardys 
because Newsome claimed 
Richard Hardy had threatened 
him during the v1sit. 

"If they 'II go to the extl!nt to 
file false charges against some­
one then who's to say they're 
above asking a child to make 
false allegations?" Kimberly 
Hardy said, referring to a sexu­
al abuse charge against her hus­
band that was dismissed in 
2003 after the Cabinet for 
Families and Children failed to 
submit the requested file of the 
family. 

During a February 2001 
hearing in Johnson County. 
·ocial worker Racheal Sccmllc 
said that the Hardy ' oldest 
child talked vividly and open!_ 
about being exually abused b~ 
her father. She also testitied 
during that hearing that 1bc 
child said she "accidental!)

Drug dealers beat pharmacists to new form of OxyContin

PIKEVILLE - The generic 
form of the powerful painkiller 
OxyContin already is for sale on 
the black market in Appalachia, 
even though it's not yet available 
in all phannacies. 

Dan Smoot, chief detective for 
an anti-drug task force in Eastern 
Kentucky, said undercover nar­
cotics investigators began pur­
chasing the generic drug from 
street-level dealers earlier this 
week. Investigators suspect a 
shipment of the drugs wa stolen 
from a storage building in 

Pikeville. 
"It's incredible," Smoot said. 

"When we first got the pills, we 
didn't know what they were. 
They look nothing like the 
OxyContin we were familiar 
with." 

OxyContin is a long-la ting 
version of oxycodonc, a narcotic 

considered important therapy for 
many patient suffering chronic, 
moderate to severe pain from ill­
nesses such as cancer. The tablet, 
when swallowed whole, provides 
l2 hours of pain relief. 

But the drug can produce a 
quick and potentially lethal high 
if it is chewed, snorted or mject-

cd. It has been linked to more 
than l 00 deaths and bears the 
government' tronge t warning 
label, which says the drug may be 
a addictive a morphine.

A Scores spokesman denied 
tbe accusation, saying Blaser 
was spending .. like a rock star" 
and the club's paperwork 
proves it. The tab for the 
evening included $16,000 for 
five bottles of top-of-the-line 
Champagne and $7,000 for lap 
dances. 

Blaser, CFO for the 
American division of Swiss 
Reinsurance Co., said when he 
complained that the bill was 
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wrong, club employees told 
him to sign or he would not get 
his credit card back. 

Scores spokesman Lonnie 
Hanover said club employees 
checked with American 
Express several times during 
the night while Blaser was 
there to make sure that his line 
of credit permitted the kind of 
spending he was doing. 

Hanover said American 
Express investigated Blaser's 
complaints in January. He said 
the credit card company sent 
Scores a letter dated Jan. 22 
confirming that the charges 
were legitimate. 

Steve Dishart, a spokesman 
for Swiss Reinsurance, one of 
the world's largest insurers, 
said he couldn't comment 
because Blaser's lawsuit 
involves "a personal dispute." 

• EGLIN AIR FORCE 
BASE, Florida - The Air 
Force's new $5.5 million two­
way radio sy ·tern has an added 
feature - it also jams garage 
doors. 

During testing last week of 
the system at the Eglin base, 
homeowners in Niceville, 
Valparaiso and the Cre tview 
areas reported that their garage 
door openers failed to work. 

Air Force officials said 
Tuesday the contractor, 
Motorola Jnc., will try to mini­
mize the problem. Technicians 
will run the system at slightly 
different frequencies from 
those used by garage door 
openers when another test is 
conducted Friday through 
Monday.

"I think African-Americans 
not only need tax refund for all 
that period of time, but also a 
moratorium on taxes, too," 
Wright told the Columbus 
Ledger-Enquirer. 

Wright makes his argument 
based on a phrase in that 1913 
law that applies to "citizens and 
aliens." To Wright's thinking. 
blacks are neither "by reason of 
the denial of basic rights of citi­
zenship." 

He's asking Judge Clay Land 
to declare that the law violates 
blacks' rights to equal protec­
tion and due process, to award 
him a credit for income taxes he 
has paid and to order the IRS to 
leave him alone. 

Wright notes that black 
police officers were not hired in 
Columbus until 1952. A year 
later, the Georgia Legislature 
used tax dollars - including 
those collected from black tax­
payers - to pay private school 
in order to maintain segrega-
tion. ·

Law enforcement officials 

were dreading the official 
relea e of the generic version, 
saying it could increase avail­
ability and reduce prices of the 
drug on the black market. 

Karen Engle, executive direc­
tor of the anti-drug task force 
Operation UNITE, said an inves­
tigation is under way to try to 
determine the origin of the 
generic drug now available ille­
gally in Kentucky. 

"We didn't know what type 
of substance our detectives had 
purchased at first," she said. "We 
acrually had to call the poison 
control center to have them iden­
tify the substance for us.'' 

Smoot. a retired tate police 
narcotics detecti vc now heading 
law enforcement for Operation 
UNITE, said the generic drugs 
circulating in the mountain 
region may have been a stolen 
shipment intended for pharma­
cies in the region. 

Kentucky State Police 
Detective Eddie Crum said a 
generic drug shipment was taken 
during an April 29 break-in at a 

• storage facility in Pikeville.

Crum said he was surprised to 
learn that the generic drugs, 
which usually are transported in 
armored cars because of their 
popularity among drug traffick­
ers, were being stored so care­
lessly. 

"We knew when the FDA 
approved generic OxyContin 
that it would end up in the 
region," Engle said. "But we 
didn't think. it would be here 
before the pharmacies got it." 

Engle said the generic drugs 
purchased on the black market 
have been selling about $20 
cheaper than the original 
OxyContin. She said the price 
will be even lower once the pills 
are available in all pharmacies. 

"We're bracing for it," Engle 
said. "We're hoping we're not 
hit as hard with the generic 
brands as we were with 
OxyContin. With this generic, 
cheaper form, it scares us. We're 
tremendously concerned about 
what could happen here." 

U.S. Rep. Harold Rogers said 
he was surprised that the generic 
drug has already reached the 
Kentucky black market. 

"While I never dreamed the 
problem would start so soon, our 
fears that generic versions of 
OxyContin would make this 
high-powered substance even 
easier to abuse and misuse are 
already coming true," said 
Rogers, who organized 
Operation UNITE. 

"Let's hope and pray that our

Fannin requested May 7 that the 
state Attorney General's Office 
aid in investigating the matter. 

Upon completion of an evalu­
ation of the allegations made 
against Chris Newsome, the 
Attorney General's Office 
declined to take the request, 
according to spokesperson 
Vicky Glass. Glass would not 
give a reason for the decision.

Whatever was wrong with 
"Shrek" -and there were more 
weaknesses than its beloved sta­
tu would suggest ha · been 
eradicated or 1mproved upon 
with "Shrek 2,"' a rare example 
of a equel that's better than the 
original. 

The computer-generated ani­
mation, which dazzled the first 
time in 200 I. looks even better. 
The background and land­
scape are even more lush and 
detailed, from the reali tic drop. 
of water during a thunder torm 
to the contour left in the snow 
after a hor·e-drawn carriage has 
rumbled through. The charac­
ters' movements are smoother, 
not as herky-jerky -especially 
tho e of Princess Fiona (voiced 
by Cameron Diaz) - all of 
which contributes to the ensa­
tion oi watching something truly 
filmic, not digitally manufac­
tured. 

But the most important 
change of all, and the most fun­
damental, is in the screenplay. 
While the "Shrek" script con­
sisted of little more than a litany 
of pop culture references, many 
of which already felt tale, 
"Shrek 2" has a strong story 
line, with more fully developed 
characters. 

The in-jokes that do exist 
here seem relevant, including a 
clever little reference to Justin 
Timberlake, Diaz's real-life 
beau. A send-up of "COPS"­
called "KNIGHTS," in keeping 
with the faJry-tale theme - is a 
fast-paced, dead-on riot. Other 
pop culture references - to 
movie musicals, Beverly Hills 
cliches and old Hollywood -
seem classic and more likely to 
withstand the test of time, unlike 
those in the first "Shrek." which

NEW YORK - After more 
than 30 years of service to the 
people of Eastern Kentucky, 
John Rosenberg, director emeri­
tus of the Appalachian Research 
and Defense Fund of Kentucky, 
in Prestonsburg, has been pre­
sented With a Lifetime 
Achievement Award from The 
American Lawyer. 

Rosenberg was one of only a 
dozen lawyers in the United 
States recognized with this dis­
tinction as part of the national 
magazine's 25th anniversary 
celebration. Justice Janet 
Stumbo, also of Prestonsburg, 
presented Rosenberg with the 
award April 28 at a ceremony 
hosted by the magazine in New 

York City. Proceeds from the 
ceremony were donated to 
Equal Justice Works to fund a 
public interest law fellowship. 

Rosenberg and his family 
fled Nazi Germany when he was 
6 years old, settling in North 
Carolina. Early in his legal 
career, Rosenberg worked as a 
trial attorney for the Civil Rights 
Division of the Department of 
Justice wnere he fought against 
discrimination in the Deep 
South. 

After leaving the Department 
of Justice in 1970, Rosenberg 
created Appalred, a legal ser­
vices organization assisting low­
income Kentuckians·in 37 coun­
ties.

- The father 
of a University of Kentucky bas­
ketball player has made at least 
eight unauthorized trips to 
watch his son play basketball for 
the Wildcats, according to a U.S. 
Probation Office report. 

Kenneth Sunday Azubuike, 
57, also lied to the office during 
a Feb. 13 phone conversation by 
claiming he was in Cleveland 
when he was really at his 
Lexington, Ky., home, Senior 
Probation Officer Mark Ogle 
wrote in a report filed Tuesday. 

Azubuike, a former Tulsan, 
was expected to appear in court 
Wednesday after an arrest war­
rant was issued for him Tuesday 
by Deputy Court Clerk Lisa 
Lyles. 

Azubuike, the father of 

Kelenna Azubuike, admitted he 
traveled to Los Angeles, Atlanta, 
Indianapolis, Detroit and 
Columbus, Ohio, without the 
permission of probction offi­
cials, according to the document 
fLied Tuesday. 

Azubuike faces federal 
charges of interstate transporta­
tion of stolen property, wire 
fraud, bank fraud and bankrupt­
cy fraud. He has pleaded inno­
cent and is free on $50,000 
bond. 

Azubuike's federal public 
defender, Paul Brunton, filed a 
request Friday to withdraw from 
the case because he believes 
Azubuike is financially capable 
of hiring his own attorney., 
Brunton claimed more than $1 
million was deposited from 
September 2002 umil January 
2004 into six bank accounts pur­
portedly associated with 
Azubuike.

The induction ceremonies 
will be held at the conference's 
annual Honors Luncheon on 
June 3 in Nashville. Also 
inducted into the Hall of Fame 
will be long-time Eastern 
Kentucky University Athletic 
Trainer, Dr. Bobby Barton 

Martin, who currently erves 
on the election committee for 
the annual Kentucky-Indiana 
All-Star Series while enjoying a 
successful career in broadcast 
television management, began 
his career as a two-sport stu­
dent-athlete at Morehead State, 
earning one freshman and one 
varsity letter in ba ketball and 
four letters in golf. He averaged 
15.0 points per game as a fresh­
man on the basketball team, and 
at one<o point, held the school's 
low-round golf record with an 
18-hole total of 66. 

In 1978, he returned to MSU 
to take over the reins of the 
men's basketball program. 
Martin led the Eagle program 
for nine season . posting a 130-
120 record while reaching the 
I 00-win plateau faster than any 
other head basketball coach in 
MSU history He took the team 
to back-to-back NCAA appear­
ances from 1982-84, earning the 
program's first NCAA tourney 
victory in over 20 year when 
the Eagles defeated North 
Carolina A&T in the first round 
of the 1984 tournament. His 
1983-84 squad finished the sea­
son with a school-record 25 
wins, a mark that remains in 
place today.

His teams won one OVC regu­
lar-season championship and 
two OVC Tournament crowns, 
and six Eagle players were hon­
ored a total of 11 times on the 
All-OVC First Team during his 
tenure. A member of both the 
Morehead State Alumni and 
Athletic Halls of Fame, Martin 
has served on MSU's Board of 
Regents and is a member of the 
Board of Trustees of the MSU 
Foundation.

PROMOTING MENTAL HEALTH 

Things to ponder: I'm not that kind of person! 
Every once in a while, the real reason 

that a person seeks professional mental 
health services is that he has not been able 
to control his behaviors, went over soci­
ety's legal boundaries, and then was 
unable emotionally to accept the conse­
quences. There have been several 
instances over the years where a person 
came because he was an employee that 
was found stealing from the company.· 
Although individuals do not react the 
same, some folks have initially been so 
overwhelmed that they have been "caught 
with no way to escape," that they have 

had suicidal thoughts. 
The most recent case in point was 

Harry (not his true name). He was a 50-
year-old man whose job involved access 
to the company checks. He began forging 
checks, but was eventually discovered 
when the company's bookkeeping was 
audited for a different reason. Even 
though Harry repeatedly talked about the 
amount of emotional pain he began hav­
ing when he was found out and fired, he 
was still very glad that "it was all over." 
Harry could not recall exactly how long 
he had been "signing" extra checks for 

himself and guessed that it might have 
been about five years. Furthermore, he 
had no idea what the overall amount of 
money was that he might have "lifted" 
from the company's bank account. 

Most likely, there were several factors 
that contributed to Harry's demise. So­
called environmental issues might have 
played a major part. In hls opinion, his 
problems started a number of years ago, 
when he and his wife were married for 
about 10 years, had a "perfect" relation­
ship, and had one child. As far as they 
were concerned, their life was pretty sta-

ble and predictable. However, it seemed 
to fall apart when his wife had a stroke 
with significant complications. For 
unknown reasons, he al o had several 
serious surgeries over the years. Harry 
said that his wife was in bad shape again 
and had further surgery last month. As a 
result of hi wife' health problems, they 
seemed to always be in a financtal bind, 
being really short on sufficient money for 
the week. Harry described how he 
became so tired of never having enough

Instead of being dependent upon 
and abusing alcohol, drugs, and 
gambling, Harry felt tied to 
signing someone else's name, 
stealing what he wanted, and 
obtaining immediate relief. It is 
well known that imbalances in 
the chemical make-up of nerve 
cells contribute to the likelihood 
of addictions. These chemicals 
all are neurotransmitters and are 
the chemical messengers that 
enable the cells to communicate 
to one another. For example,

Nor.epinephrine has been linked 
to arousal and risk-taking in var­
ious addictions. Brain cells also 
release dopamine that plays a 
part in one learning to seek plea­
surable activities, such as food 
and sex, and also helps in the 
development of addictions. 
Similar to long-term research 
results, Harry's family history 
supported the tendency for his 
addictive behaviors and lack of 
impulse control being inherited. 
One of his sisters was addicted 
to narcotics, two brothers were 
depressed, and one sister com­
mitted suicide. 

A third possible contributing 
factor to Harry's inadequate 
impulse control might have 
reflected the significant health 
problems that he had as a tod­
dler. Near his third birthday, he 
was hospitalized due to a brain 
infection. It would not be 
unusual for such neurological 
infections to make long-lasting 
changes in the brain that influ­
ence behaviors and the individ­
ual's impulse control. Before 
his fourth birthday, Harry was 
again hospitalized due to 
extreme injuries with long-tenn 
physical therapy and he stayed 
in the hospital for a year. Due to 
these circumstances, his parents 
did not have the chance to pro­
vide consistent limits and conse­
quences for him, as expected 
during these formative years, so 
that he could learn to control 
him!ielf from the inside out. ln 
contrast, most likely Harry was 
very emotionally traumatized by 
being separated from his par­
ents, numerous siblings, and 
extended family. 

Harry talked about knowing 
that he was doing the wrong 
thing, but' he just could not con­
trol himself and stop what he 

ed as an Outstanding ,Young 
Man of America in 1989.

was doing. He repeatedly said, 
"I'm not that kind of person," so 
that there was an impression that 
he truly did not perceive himself 
as the type of person that would 
commit such a crime. Harry 
also tended to reflect a high 
level of remorse and regret that 
he had started the activity in the 
beginning, much less continued 
over time. "I wish that I had 
been found out sooner." A guess 
was that Harry's mner conflict 
and turmoil, created by the 
inconsistency of his self-image 
and the knowledge that he had 
committed criminal activities, 
really exploded when he was 
found out and fired. 

Although Harry is emotional­
ly relieved that the painful secret 
is out, he continues to experi­
ence a high level of emotional 
distress. Because he had such 
suicidal thoughts at the time of 
the disclosure, he stayed a cou­
ple of nights in a hospital to 
keep him safe. However, he 
denied having suicidal thoughts 
when he sought services. 
Typical of others with addictive 
histories, a significant lack of 
impulse control, and emotional 
problems, Harry benefited from 
taking the proper medications 
for the chemical imbalance and 
psychotherapy for understand­
ing what happened, identifying 

· his choices at the present, and 
coping with the necessary 
changes he needs and wants to 
make. His legal complications 
have not been clarified as yet. 
His financial difficulties 
increased, after losing his job, 
but he has received some sup­
port from family members. It is 
very possible that Harry and his 
family can have a happy and 
productive future.

Babies and toddlers need 
opportunities to use the five sens­
es by actively playing and explor­
ing their world. The mental sym­
bols formed enable them to read. 
write and enjoy math and science 
later on. One way to be playful is 
to get down on the baby or child's 
level with a few play things and let 
him or her lead the activities. A 
baby or toddler learns best when

This simple and painless (but 
not flavorful) test makes it possible for 
the radiologist to see any abnormalities 
in your esophagus or stomach wall.

There are two basic types of hiatal 
hernia. The most common one is a slid­
ing hiatal hernia. Quite simply, a part of 
the stomach just slides up into the chest 
cavity. This can be a totally symptom­
free disorder, or it can cause pain and 
heartburn - producing a condition we 
doctors call gastro-esophageal reflux 
disease, or GERD. These GERD 
symptoms occur because a hiatal hernia 
can interfere with the proper function 
of the lower e ophageal sphincter -
the muscle that "close off' the stom­
ach and keeps stomach acid in the 
stomach. 

The other major type, although very 
uncommon, is the paraesophagcal, or 
diaphragmatic type of hiatal hernia. In 
this type, a part of lhe stomach pro­
trudes up into the chest, while the junc­
tion of the esophagus remain properly 
fixed at the level of the diaphragm. The 
area of stomach protrusion does not 
slide back into the abdominal cavity. 
This type of hiatal hernia may be asso­
ciated with chest pain but not GERD 
symptoms. It must be corrected surgi­
cally, since it can lead to a life-threat­
ening strangulation of the hernia. The 
type of surgery would depend on the 
severity of your symptoms and the size 
of the hemia. If your tests show that 
you have the much more common slid­
ing hernia, surgery is probably most 
appropriate in cases· where medication
