PRESTONSBURG- Pat Bradley, for­
mer executlve director of the Mountain 
Arts Center, was terminated from her posi­
tion based on information received about 
her capabilities from eight MAC employ­
ees, Mayor Jerry Fannin testified in a 
deposition filed Thursday in circuit court. 

Fannin for her tennination last year, was

Fannin testified in response to questioning 
from J. Dale Golden, a Lexington auomey 
representing Bradley. "I don't know if she 
was so afraid of somebody stepping up and 
taking her job, that she eventually weeded 
out everybody that had any potential to run 
them off." 

"Well, you weeded Pat out, right?" 
Golden questioned. 

"Well, at the end, yes, I did," Fannin 
said. 

"It's the way she went about about 
[managing]," Fannin continued. "You 
know, I could have been a mean boss and 
went over there and made her pick weeds 
off the river bank every day, but [didn't do 
that to run her off. I let her try to do her 
job, and when she couldn't do her job, I let 
her go."

Judge lowers bond, 
but not by much

FRANKFORT - The Kentucky 
Mining Board will hold public hear­
ings in June and August to gather 
information about drug and alcohol 
abuse among coal miners. 

The move is being applauded by 
industry representatives who say 
coal mines are no place for people 
who might be impaired. 

''There's no a crisis that precipi­
tated this," said Bill Caylor, presi­
dent of the Kentucky Coal 
Association. "But it is a legitimate 
issue that needs to be addressed, and 

I'm convinced that it will improve 
safety in the mines. 

B & D Mining was cited by state 
regulators in September after a sur­
prise underground search by inspec­
tors turned up marijuana belonging 
to a miner. The company fued the 
miner and a shift superintendent. 

State law prohibits people from 
being in mine while under the 
influence of alcohol or drugs. 
However, regulatory agencies have 
no authority to administer drug tests 
to miners. 

An investigation last June into an 
explosion at Cody Mining Co. in 

Floyd County that killed a miner 
also led to the discovery of marijua-
na. 

The explosion killed Paul Blair, 
21. of Paintsville. Co-worker, 
Robert Ratliff Jr., 28, also of 
Paintsville, was seriously injured. 
Another employee at that mine later 
told investigators he saw two min­
ers using drugs on the job. 

Holly McCoy, spokeswoman for 
the Kentucky Department of Mines 
and Minerals, said the public hear­
ings were scheduled not just to

Some say KCTCS pay schedules unfair

Faculty and staff members 
across Kentucky are up in arms 
about a "discriminatory" KCTCS 
"pay raise scheme" adopted by 
the Board of Regents during a 
meeting Friday in Maysville. 

KCTCS employees received a 
2 percent increase in salary (or 
$1,100, whichever is greater), 
while employees who are still 
with the UK or other state per 

sonneJ systems get a 1 to 1.5 per­
cent increase. 

This "divisive" plan, faculty 
members say, is adversely affect­
ing the morale at colleges 
throughout Kentucky and will 
continue to do so until the itua­
tion is rectified. 

"We have been opposing very 
divisive and unequal pay raises 
for several years now," aid 
Barbara Ashley, executive direc­
tor of Faculty and Staff Alliance, 
coordinating with the American 

Federation of Teachers union. 
"It' unfair. It's lowering the 
morale across these campuses." 

Ashley and several other fac­
ulty members say that their right 
to equitable pay was guaranteed 
with House Bill 1 that was passed 
when KCTCS took over the UK 
system in 1997. They contend 
that KCTCS' consistent "unbal­
anced pay scale" is weighted 
toward the "corporate mentalily" 
that is so prominent in America 
today. 

'The people, the former UK 
employees, were told when the 
KCTCS systems came into place 
that they were going to receive, 
continue to receive, the same 
benefits and so forth that they had 
been before, and for some reason, 
the KCTCS Board of Regents is 
discriminating against UK . 
employees with unequitable pay 
increases," said Joe Gooch, union 
president, who teaches at 
Madisonville College. "We're 
really not clear why they chose to 

do that unless they feel it' an 
incentive for people to switch 
from the UK system to the 
KCTCS system. VVhen this was 
originally done, we were guaran­
teed by House Bill 1 that we 
wouldn't be punished in any way. 
It seems like they are punishing 
the peopJe who are continuing in 
that systems ... The board of 
regents doe n't pay any attention 
to college faculty. They seem to

Hopmg to increase the aware­
ness of contraCeption and stem 
the spread of sexually tran ·mitted 
di ·ease, the Swed1sh 
Organization . for Sexual 
Education, or RFSU, said 
Thursday it plans to deliver con­
doms by car in a hurry. 

Using the name Cho-San 
Express, the organization will 
have four cars loaded with con­
doms patrolling the street<; of the 
capital, Stockholm, along with a 
pair of vehicles each in Goteborg 
and Malmoe, Sweden's second 
and third-biggest cities. 

For people in the mood but 
without any contraception, they 
can call the expre s and have a 
1 0-pack of condoms delivered for 
about $6.66. Ten-packs sell for 
$6.93 at a state-owned pharmacy. 

"With this campaign. we 
believe that the RFSU will reach 
young people with a humorous 
twinkle in their eye,'' said 
spoke ·man .Carl Osvald. "It' our 
hope that the contraceptive will 
be perceived as a fun sex accesso­
ry tmd not just as a way to protect 
against infectious. sexually trans­
mitted diseases." 

The group is staging the cam­
paign because of an increase of 
venereal diseases among young 
Swed~. Osvald said the number 
of Swedes who contracted 
chlamydia in 2003 were 26,802, a 
9 percent increase over 2002. The 
biggest increase was in 
Stockholm. 

About 17 million condoms 
were sold in Sweden last year.

Golden questioned the credi­
bility of those employees, refer­
ring to the fact that the jobs of 
all city employees are ultimately 
controlled, thanks to an ordi­
nance passed a few months prior 
to Bradley's termination, by the 
mayor. 

During the question-and­
answer session, much emphasis 

• 1 was given to a letter of employ­
ment allegedly given to Bradley 
by Bob Meyer, who was, at the 
time of her hiring, head of the 
board. 

"It was a letter notifying her 
that the commission recom­
mended her to be hired for that 

KCTCS 
be simply immune and I 
believe this Board of Regents 
is increasingly under control of 
a corporate mentality that has 
ripped this country of ours for 
years. And by corporate men­
tality, I'm referring to where 
they give lavish increases in 
benefits to CEOs, and it is 
dominating the Board of 
Regents." 

Campuses across Kentucky 
passed resolutions at their 
campuses protesting the 
"inequitable pay increase 
plan," which was implemented 

• by KCTCS in 2002. In 
November, the Community 
College Faculty/Staff Alliance 
Executive Council resolved to 
express its "acute disappoint­
ment in and condemnation of 
the continued discrimination" 
against faculty and staff who 
aren't in the KCTCS personnel 
sy&tem. These pleas, faculty 
say, have been ignored by the 
Board of Regents, along with 
Resolution 213, brought out by 
legislators in the last session of 
the Kentucky General 
Assembly for KCTCS to 
"place the highest priority on 
distributing pay raises in a fair 
and equitable manner." 

"l don't appreciate being 
cohered," said KCTCS English 
professor Deborah Jacobs, one 
of the origina~ founders of the 
union. "I feel discriminated 
against and I don't appreciate 
it. My benefits are guaranteed 
by state statutes and if I switch 
over to the new system, noth­
ing is guaranteed right now ... I 
really do feel like it's adverse­
ly affecting the morale. We 
have four different groups of 
employees and it's like we're 
all vying with each other for a 
bigger piece of the pie and I 
don't think that's right." 

Jacobs says those KCTCS 
system employees who get 
more than their coworkers feel 
uncomfortable because they 
essentially do the same job. 

It would be different, she 
said, if the board hadn't 
"repeatedly ignored" requests 
that they rectify the differences 
in pay increases for faculty 
members working under differ­
ent personnel systems. 

According to Douglas 
Herman, professor of history 
of the Prestonsburg Campus of 
Big Sandy Community and 
Technical College, the school's 
Board of Directors addressed 
thi issue during a Feb. 9 meet­
ing in which they shot down a 
resolution he proposed that 
protested unequal salaries. 
Instead, he said, the board 
unanimously moved to recon­
struct the resolution, as a way 

_, to "diffuse" the situation, by 
requesting that KCTCS look 
into the matter, a request he 
says that is yet to be accom­
plished. 

Herman, along with several 
faculty members, says he's still 
part of the UK personnel sy -
tern because the benefits -
particularly those aimed 
toward retired employees -
are sweeter than those offered 
by KCTCS. 

For instance, UK gives 100 
percent di ability coverage to 
retirees, whereas KCTCS only 

f! gives 60 percent. 

position with no terms or condi­
tions thereafter," Fannin said, 
noting that the letter could have 
been fraudulent because it had­
n't been signed by Meyer. 

The March 2002 letter, 
enclosed as an exhibit within the 
deposition, stated that the first 
six months of Bradley's employ­
ment would be a "critical test 
period." Upon completion of 
that period. Bradley's employ­
ment would be "permanent," it 
read. 

"Well, I guess you can take it 
anyway you want to take it," 
Fannin said. ''I take it as being 
hired for that position ... I'm not 
saying it's a legal contract bind­
ing her for a job for life." 

Fannin said he considered 
Bradley as an "at-will" employ­
ee, meaning she could be hired 
and fired at the will of the 
mayor. 

Fannin seemed to be frustrat­
ed by repeated questions by 
Golden on the matter, testifying 
that he recommended Bradley 
for the position, amid "opposi­
tion" because she seemed to be 
the "best candidate" for the job. 

"I was the one who recom­
mended her to be hired, because 
we had some opposition about

"It's disappointing to see 
the intent of the state House of 
Representatives ignored," he 
said, referring to House 
Resolution 213. "I understand 
it's a businds way to do 
things, but for those of us 
who'd like to keep college aca­
demic, it's fairly disappoint­
ing." 

With complaints mounting, 
KCTCS stands behind its deci­
sions. 

"Fundamentally, the board 
has established principles in 
setting salary increases to 
accomplish two things. One is 
to protect the rights of individ­
uals who choose to remain in 
the personnel systems before 
the creation of KCTCS and the 
second goal is to enhance the 
KCTCS personnel system for 
the future," said Ken Walker, 
vice president for finance for 
KCTCS. "When KCTCS was 
created by House Bill 1 in 
1997, the law required that 
they maintain three separate 
personnel systems - some 
former UK system folks, some 
former government folks asso­
ciated with the Workforce 
Development Cabinet and the 
new KCTCS people hired since 
the creation of KCTCS ... 
House Bill l requires that the 
KCTCS Board of Regents give 
the same salary increases as 
the state and they have done 
what is required by law." 

Walker argued that the pay 
increase plan is, in fact, equi­
table for all employees "based 
on the requirement of the law." 

"The board has acted con­
sistently with the provisions of 
House Bill 1 and individual 
employees retain the right to 
stay in tfieir current system or 
they can choose to hop over to 
the KCTCS system. It's entire­
ly their choice," he said. "At 
some point, who knows how 
many years in the future it will 
be, we will be down to one per­
sonnel system, but we won't be 
until every employee in the 
other two systems either retires

The commonwealth restated 
its argument that threatening a 
witness is a severe disruption of 
the legal process that also 
howed a deep contempt for due 
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it," Fannin said. noting that he 
never voiced opposition to her 
hiring. 

During her deposition filed 
last month, Bradley testified that · 
Fannin favored employee Keith 
Caudill for the position, a state­
ment Fannin denied. Bradley 
aJleged that Fannin wanted 
Caudill in the position as a 
means to obtain free compli­
mentary tickets to MAC shows. 

During testimony in Fannin's 
videotaped deposition, emphasis 
was also given to Ordinance 9~ 
2003, brought out in June, that 
gave the mayor power to hire 
and fire employees. Bob Meyer 
and council member Estill 
Carter quit their positions fol­
lowing the establishment of that 
ordinance. Bradley was termi­
nated in July. 

When asked for all the "dirt" 
on Bradley, Fannin readily testi­
fied that she abused her position, 
the same accusation she made 
against him in her deposition 
filed last month. 

"Alcohol bought with city 
money. Tickets being traded for 
personal use in motel rooms. We 
found alcohol in a desk drawer 
after she left, emails and other 
stuff that had been erased off the 
computer," Fannin said, alleging 
later that she had "run off' 
employees from the establish­
ment, "double reimbursed" her­
self for trips, and allowed 
employee Jerry Hatfield, a paid 
salary worker, to work overtime 
without compensation. 

No record of such problems 
were listed in Bradley's file, 
Fannin said, because she kept 
her own personnel file at the 
MAC. He said he hired someone 
to research deleted items on 
Bradley's computer after she 
was terminated, a request he 
said he made because he knew 
she would sue him. 

Bradley was reprimanded on 
July 21, 2003, for approaching~ 
"crazy" man who had repeatedly 
written threatening messages in 
the MAC's guestbook. Police 
officers requested that she call 
the police directly if the man 
returned, but when he showed 
up one day, she approached him 
and spoke with him, an action 
Fannin said placed her and oth­
e~s in danger. Her reprimand on 
this incident was the only per­
sonnel problem placed in her 
file, Fannin said. Bradley was 
fired by letter seven days after 
the written reprimand, which 
Bradley contested.

OxyContin is a long-lasting, 
time-release drug containing 
oxycodone that is generally pre­
scribed for patients suffering 
from chronic pain. When swal­
lowed whole, it can provide up to 
12 hours of pain relief. 

When crushed, however, it 
can be injected or snorted, pro­
ducing a potentially lethal high. 
More than 100 deaths have been 
linked to overdoses of the drug.

When questioned by Golden 
about Hatfield, Fannin satd he 
made no attempts to contact the 
appropriate agencie · to rcpon it. 

Golden, acting on testimony 
given by Bradley during her 
deposition, repeatedly que -
tiooed Fannin's mi use of his 
position. 

Shortly after the session 
began, Golden questioned 
Fannin about a sexual relation­
ship he had as council member 
with a woman who, at the time, 
al ·o served on the city council 
with him. Golden, apparently 
countering Fannin's accusation 
of Bradley' alleged affair with a 
MAC employee, questioned 
whether or not Fannin was 
involved sexually with the 
woman while he was being paid 
as a council member. He also 
asked if there was an "incident" 
that had possibly been taped 
behind Wal-Mart. 

Fannin, who agreed that he 
did have a sexual relationship 
with the woman while paid as a 
city employee, said he donated 
his checks during that time to 
city organizations. He denied a 
having a sexual encounter with 
the woman behind Wal-Mart, 
saying only that they "may have 
been behind there parking." 

"I've been all over town, so I 
- you know," he stammered. 
"If you're asking me if I ever 
had sex behind Wal-Mart, the 
answer is no." 

Fannin':. alleged mtsuse of his 
position. asking questions relat­
ing to his cousin, his "boycott" 
of a local newspaper and an allu­
sion of sexual remark made to 
an artist. 

When questioned, Fannin 
testified that he used the MAC 
facilities. without compcnsatmg 
the business. so that Megan 
Goble, his third cousin, could 
record a song with Rebecca 
Howard. 

He said he received no com­
plaints about that incident. a 
statement that opposes testimo­
ny given by Bradley during her 
deposition.

Dumb wars 
are the worst

Even those of us who had serious 
doubts about this war from the begin­
ning could not have envisioned the grim 
situation that now confronts us in Iraq. 

We have our military - the most 
powerful ever assembled, they tell us -
enmeshed in a gritty little guerrilla war 
it was not prepared to fight, one that 
bleeds us of a few troops and a few bil­
lion dollars at a time, with no end in 
sight. We never lose a battle, yet we 
don't seem to win much of anything 
either. 

ln recent weeks we have been forced 
to back away from a fight with insur­
gents whom only days before we had 
described as a "ragtag bunch of thugs." 
We turned over the job of pacifying the 
thugs to an Iraqi force made up of for­
mer members of Saddam Hussein's 
army and we put one of his elt-generals 
in command. 

If that weren't humiliation enough, 
now we find out that we were mistreat­
ing prisoners of war that we held in an 
Iraqi prison that Saddam used to mis­
treat prisoners in. 

I thought we invaded Iraq to defeat 
Saddam, not become him. The war has 
been a symphony of unkept promises. 
We were promised we'd find stockpiles 
of Weapons of Mass Destruction, ready 
for use. There were none. 

(Ooops. Let me take that back. The 
other day they found a homemade 
artillery shell that contained at least a 
trace of nerve gas. This sent defenders 
of the war into full "I 
told you so" mode. 
That's how desperate 
they've become.) 

We were promised a 
quick victory, and we 
got it, except that we've 
lost several times as 
many people in the 
months since President 
Bush declared "mission 
accomplished" than we 
did in securing the "vic­
tory." 

We were promised that the Iraqi peo­
ple would welcome us as liberators and 
throw flowers in our path. And they did, 
for the first 15 minutes. After that we 
got land mines and rocket-propelled 
grenades. 

We were promised the war would 
practically pay for itself. We've already 
dropped more than $100 billion into the 
conflict and you ain't seen nothin' yet. 

We were promised thal we could 
quickly remake Iraq into a Middle-East 
version of Switzerland that would serve 

will do that for you, pennanently. 
To be a little more specific, I would 

like to share a concept with you that 
may open up a whole new world in your 
thinking. First, it's important to under­
stand that the early years of our Life are 
the most productive, in tenns of the 
mass of learning that takes place. This is 
the time when we start to school and 
learn the fundamentals, how to read and 

write, to think, to learn 
how to solve problems 
and make value judg­
ments. When we get older 
we don't learn as much or 
as fast in terms of volume, 
but we learn, because of 
the added dimension of 
experience, things that are 
more useful in terms of 
our jobs, careers and 
achieving some measure 
of financial success. Other 
than learning just the 

essential information to earn a living, 
most people do not learn enough 
beyond meeting their basic needs, to 
become an expert or an authority in any 
given field of endeavor. In our nation's 
social and financial pyramid, it's the 
people who are the most educated who 
are the most successful. 

The more we know about a particular 
subject, the easier it is to learn. It's just 
common sense. It's easier for an expert

as a shining example to the rest of the 
Arab world. Instead we've achieved a 
level of chaos that is, from all reports, 
inspiring despair among even our 
friends there. In the process we have 
become the most despised nation, after 
Israel, in the Islamic world. 

We treated France and Germany­
particularly France - with smug conde­
scension for their failure to come along 

with us in this enterprise. 
(Remember "Old Europe?" 
"American fries?") lt is 
time to admit that in 
assessing the risks of this 
war, the French were right 
and we were wrong. 

The nations who did 
come along with us, the 
"Coalition of the Willing," 
are having second 
thoughts. Spain threw out 
its prime minister, at least ill 
partly because of his sup­

port of the war, and our staunchest ally, 
Tony Blair, is probably on his way out 
in Britain. 

The ally that has held most finn, 
interestingly enough, is Poland. After 
the recent revelations of prisoner abuse 
in Iraq , support for the war in Poland 
went from 55 percent to 65 percent. 
(And you wonder where Polish jokes 
come from.)

Baptists to consider conflicting resolutions on public schools

NA HVlLLE, Tenn. - Two 
conflicting resolution~ - one 
supporting public schools and 
the other condcmnmg them ·­
have been submitted to the 
Southern Baptist Convention for 
it meeting next month. 

Th~ Re\', Jim West ot First 
Baptist Church m Petros. a small 
tO\\ n about JO miles weM of 
KnuxYille. introduced the latest, 
pro·pubhc :-.chool resolution. 

West's proposal comes in 
response to a resolution co­
authored by conservative Baptist 
leader T.C. Pinckney that calls 
public schools "godless" and 
"anti-Christian" and recom­
mends parents remove their chil­
dren. 

The resolution, co-authored 
by Texas attorney Bruce Shortt, 
urges parents to homeschool or 
send their kids to Christian 
schools. 

Both proposals have been 

ubmitted to the convention's 
10-member Resolutions 
Committee, which will decide 
whether to present them for a 
vote when the convention meets 
June 15-16 in lnctianapolis. 

West said he offered his reso­
lution because the Pinckney­
Shortt measure represents a 
minority view and gives the 
wrong impression of Baptists. 

He said his wife is a public 
school teacher, as are several 
members of his church, and they 

view the earlier resolution a 
"silly and unfortunate becau ·e it 
gives the world at large this 
notion that Baptist people are 
anti-culture." 

"That's just not the case," 
West said. "We're upposed to 
minister to the world, not be 
afraid of it." 

With 16.3 million members, 
the Southern Baptist Convention 
is the nation's second-largest 
denomination. Resolutions 
approved by the convention are 

nonbinding, and all member 
churche are autonomous in 
their ministries. 

Many resolutions submitted 
to the Resolutions Committee 
are not presented to the conven­
tion for a vote. 

In some years, the committee 
receives more than 30 proposals, 
and it typically presents only 

eight to 10, officials say. Last 
year, the corrurUttee presented 
eight, and the convention 
approved all eight. 

A resolution that fails to make 
it out of the committee can be 
brought up for a convention vote 
if two-thirds of the "messen­
gers," or qualified members, 
agree to consider it.

"In particular, in the struggle 
against communism, the 
Eastern married priests were no 
less heroic than the celibate 
ones," John Paul say .

negotiating the English lan­
guage rights - key if there's 
hope in achieving the success 
of John Paul's first book, 
"Crossing the Threshold of 
Hope," which sold 20 million 
copies around rbe world after 
publication a decade ago. The 
official translated title of the 
new book could change slightly 
when it published in English.

But as Weigel said - and 
the pope in this book under­
lines: "Wojtyla deliberately 
chose the power or resistance 
through culture, through the 
power of the word." 

For the first time, the pope 
also states directly that Iraqi 
authorities didn't allow him to 
visit Ur, the traditional birth­
place of the prophet Abraham.

or hops over to KCTCS." 
Cynthia Reed, chairman of 

the Board of Regents who 
voted for the proposal. agreed 
with Walker. 

"It's certainly not the 
Board's intention to discrimi­
nate against employees," she 
said. "We're seven years into 
this and we feel that we have a 
strong track record. We are 
actively encouraging employ­
ees to come over to KCTCS. 
This will be the third time 
we've created an incentive for 
employees to go to the KCTCS 
program." 

Reed said the concerns of 
Resolution 213 were "weighed 
with many other factors" that 
culminated in the board's deci­
sion Friday. 

"The board is pleased to be 
able to offer all of our employ­
ees salary increase in a very 
tight budget situation," she 
said. "KCTCS is our system 
and we want everybody to be 
part of the same system mov­
ing toward the future." 

Approximately 71 percent 
of KCTCS employee are cur­
rently in the KCTCS personnel 
system, she said.

McCall could not be reached 
for comment.

Bradley agreed, but only after 
making it known that she hould 
find a replacement "because it's 
your bull on the line." 

In her deposition, Bradley 
alleged that Crisp was repeated­
ly late for work, that she handed 
out free tickets to the mayor and 
made long distance calls on the 
company phone.

State revises fish 
consumption advisory

FRANKFORT - The state 
on Wednesda} revised its fish 
consumption advisory for the 
Mud River and Town Branch in 
Logan. Butler and Muhlenberg 
counties. 

"This advisory reflects the 
most current information and 
allows a more generou'> con­
sumption rate for 1nany fish in 
this watershed,'' said Guy 
Delius. assistant director for the 
Department for Public Health's 
Division of Public Health 
Protection and Safety. 

Dclius said it was "good to 
sec some cnc.ouraging . igns for 
this watershed." 

The change modifies an advi­
sory that has been in place since 

1999. It is based on a review by 
Public Health, the Department 
of Fish and Wildlife and the 
Environmental and Public 
Protection Cabinet of 2000-
2003 fish contamination infor­
mation provided by the 
Department for Environmental 
Protection and Rockwell 
International Corp. "Fish were 
collected by various methods 
from diverse areas of the 
streams and tested for organic 
chemical contaminants, such as 
PCBs and chlordane, and heavy 
metals (mercury, cadmiwn and 
lead)," the agencies said in a 
statement. 

The advisory said: 
-The Town Branch advisory 

remains the same: Fish should 
not be consumed from any por-

tion of Town Branch. This 
includes all species and all izes. 

-For the Mud River, from 
Hancock Lake Dam to Wolf 
Lick Creek, fish that feed on the 
bottom, such as catfish, carp, 
suckers and drum, should not be 
eaten. Game fish such as bass, 
sunfish and crappie may be 
eaten, but not more than one 
meal per month, a meal being a 
half-pound of fish, weight 
before cooking, for a 150-pound 
person. Women of childbearing 
age and children should not eat 
any bottom-feeding fish from 
this segment of the Mud River 
but may cat six meal per year of 
game fish from this segment of 
the Mud River. 

-For the Mud River, from 
Wolf Lick Creek to the Green 
River, no more than one meal 
per month should be eaten of 
bottom-feeding fish, such as cat­
tlsh, carp, suckers and drum. 
Game fish such as bass, sunfish, 
and crappie may be eaten, but 
not more than one meal per 
week. Women of childbearing 
age and children should eat no 
more than ix meals per year of 
bottom-feeding fish within this 
segment and may eat one meal 
per month of game fish.

Spring's squirrels 
harder lor he nunte 
to uet ·n his si~hts

FRANKFORT - Living is 
pretty easy for qUirrels nowa­
days and that makes the pursuit 
of the tree-dwelling rodents 
more difficult during 
Kentucky's tatewide spring 
squirrel season which runs June 
518. 

"There's lots of different 
foods available for squirrds at 
this time of year- from buds to 
seeds to insects to baby birds," 
said John Morgan, small game 
biologist for the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources. "They eat a wide 
range of foods. 

"But there's no one thmg 
that' enough to concentrate 
them in a place," Morgan said. 
"That's one of the challenges of 
the spring hunting season. It's 
not like in the fall when hunters 
can look for s4uirrcls around 
crop. of hard mast (nuts). In the 

spring, they can be almost any­
where." 

Atop the seemingly random 
spread of squirrels in the spring, 
the hunting of June squirrels is 
further complicated by the full 
foliage of the season. 

"With all the leaves on the 
trees, it's hard to see the squir­
re!s if you do get where they're 
at,'' Morgan said. "It makes the 
hunting tougher.'' 

On the other hand, the t1ming 
of the spring season allows 
hunters out there when squirrel 
numbers are at their peak. There 
are two breeding periods each 
year, two nesting periods and 
two population surges when lit­
ters of recently born squirrels 
mature enough to hit the woods 
on their own -early autumn and 
right about now. 

Squirrels can have three to 
six youngsters in a litter, and if 
most of the females that repre-

Where? 
Until about two months ago, 

Bensalem Township, an area of 
21 square miles. was the buffer 
township between Philadelphia 
on the We t and the rest of 
Bucks County on the East and 

Nonheast. Now it's the town 
that wants its horse back. 

"We want our recognition," 
Ben alem Mayor Joseph 
DiGirolamo said. 

Odds are, no one will start 
calling Smarty Jones the 
"Ben alem Blazer" anytime 
soon. It hasn't helped that 
Smarty Jones' home in 
Bensalem is called Philadelphia 
Park. 

But the township is staking a 
claim to Smarty in this turf war. 

DiGirolamo wants to rename 
one of Bensalem's main thor­
oughfares after its main thor­
oughbred, hoping to tum Street 
Road into "Smarty Jones 
Boulevard." Philadelphia Park 
is located on Street Road. 

"Philadelphia is starving for 
a winner:· DiGirolamo said. 

"They can grasp at it, but they 
need to remember It's in 
BensaJem and not just Philly." 

Who can blame Philadelphia 
sports fan for wanting to latch 
on to this undefeated colt? 

They shed tears over lo t 
Stanley Cups. They bemoan the 
big-game failures of big-time 
teams. They call the all-sports 
station and yak.ety-yak. a blue 
streak. They watch the city 
build new ballparks but rarely 
see championships. 

Then along comes Smarty 
Jones, the plucky horse that 
needs only a win in the June 5 
Belmont Stakes for the first 
Triple Crown since 1978. 

Bensalem started snorting 
when Pennsylvania Gov. Ed 
Rendell called the colt's 
Preakness win a great day for 

Philadelphia. and the city coun­
cil started talking about a 
parade down Broad Street -
which basn "t staged a celebra­
tion for a pro sports team since 
the 76ers in 1983. 

"The governor is from 
Philadelphia. What do you 
expect him to do?" DiGirolamo 
said. 

City newspapers and news 
broadcasts have made only cur­
sory mentions of BensaJem, if at 
all. but the connection to 
Bensalem runs deeper than 
Smarty Jone . 

Trainer John Servis has lived 
in Bensalem for parts of almost 
24 years and jockey Stewart

So does exercise rider 
Pete Van Trump. And whtle 
owners Pnt and Roy Chapman 

have car dealerships in 
Philadelphia, they reside just 
outside the city.

During a break, Sutton apologized 
to Wtlson and to Walker for his 
outbursts.

continued to fall, earning a 4.6 
rating and 14 share last year. 

Still, ABC and cable partner 
ESPN are sticking with open­

students on their way to Garth. 
She hangs out at the bus garage 
in Martin until 2:30, when she 
returns those students and 
begins her home runs by 3:15. 

On a day without problems, 
she's home around 4. 

This is the first year that 
Rhonda is transporting students 
who are attending regular 
school classes. For 14 years, 
she has been handling special 
needs kid , a task he says 
that's both demanding and 
rewarding. 

"I got down on their level," 
she said. ·•If they wanted me to 
sing to them, I sang to them. If 
they said they wanted a candy 
bar the next day, I brought 
them a candy bar. You have to 
get on their level and talk to 
them. When you talk to them, 
they trust you." 

Rhonda, who knows the 
names of all her passengers 
and often purchases b1rthday 
gifts for them, says that many 
of the students who ride with 
her "cry" to follow her home, a 
request she grants, but only if 
their parents agree to bring 
them after all of her runs are 
completed. 

"You're a role model for 
them," the bus driver said, not­
ing that problem children are 
merely in need of attention, 
that she readily gives. 

Rhonda doe so 't have to 
work. She and her husband, 
Charlie, 43, live comfortably 
in their Corn Fork home with 
their 16 year old son. Chase. 
She works because the job has 
become a part of her, one she 
isn't ready lO give up quite yet. 

"After 3 or 4 years into it, it 
became part of my life and I 
couldn't quit," she said. 

In all these years, the most 
important thing Rhonda has 
learned from her studentii is a 
lesson on equality. Children 
blessed with plenty often "look 
down on" and ridicule those 
who aren't so forLUnatc. That's 
why, in raising her son, 
Rhonda ays she and Charlie 

emphasize equality. 
"I believe that all kids are 

equal, it doesn't matter what 
they have or where they're 
from," she said. "And I tell my 
son to never, no matter what, 
make fun of anyone who has 
less than him. And to my 
knowledge, he's never done 
it., 

Rhonda, who started driving 
because her financial situation 
years ago forced her to find a 
job, says being a bus driver 
was "perfect" in raising Chase, 
who now attends Prestonsburg 
High School. Charlie taught 
the boy how to drive becau e 
the task made Rhonda too ner­
vous. 

Rhonda, raised with 5 broth­
ers and sister in Corn Fork, 
not far from where she lives 
now, say family is the most 
important thing in her life. She 
and Charlie, or "Chuck," as she 
calls him, place their on as the 
center of their world. A hand­
made garden sign near her 
home depicts two crows, 
labeled "Rhonda" and 
''Charlie," and a unflower. 
named "Chase," rising above a 
message that reads "Growing 
old together." This emblem 
symbolizes the closeness of 
their family, a quality reared in 
the homes of both Rhonda and 
Charlie. raised with 14 sib­
lings, several years ago. 

Rhonda enthusiastically 
recalls "playing in the creek," 
bicycling and skateboarding 
for hours on end with her 
brothers and si ters, 4 of which 
still live on Com Fork near 
their mother, June Goble, 71, 
whose recently been ill.
