Hall trial 
res ated 
again

PRESTONSBURG -
;fhe trial is set, again, for a 
Harold man who is 
accused of abusing his 
adopted son with norse 
Whips and a cattle prod 

Ansel L Hall, 30, will 
face a jury Dec. 13. 
according to an order filed 
in the case Thursday. 

Hall, charged with 13 
counts of criminal abuse 
of a child under 12 and 
one count of wanton 
endangerment, was indict­
ed In December 2002 for 
allegedly assaulting his 
12-year-old adopted son 
between July 2001 and 
January 2002. 

Officials allege that Hall 
tortured the boy, beating 
him with a horse whip on 
his legs, calf, back, stom­
ach, hip and both arms. 
Allegedly, he also used a 
cattle prod and a wooden 
paddle to beat the child on 
his legs and hips. 

He was arrested along 
with his wife. Georgia L. 
Hall, facing 16 counts of 
first-degree criminal 
abuse, who was picked up 
at McDowell ARH 
Hospital, where the child 
had been taken for treat­
ment 

According to court doc­
uments, her case has 
been in limbo since Oct. 
17, 2003, when a pretrial 
conference was continued 
until November.

young men received light sentences 
and second chances in circuit court 
Priday. 

Terry Chaffins. 19. will only 
have to serve one year. with credit 
for time already served, and then 
three year of probation for stealing 

a school bus from Allen Central. 
Chaffins proceeded to lead police 
on a chase along Route 80 and 
eventuaiJy wrecked the vehicle. 
During the chase Chaffins inten­
tionally veered toward law enforce­
ment vehicles and placed several 
officers at risk. 

Judge Danny Caudill pleaded 
with Chaffins to learn from this 
experience and told Chaffins that 

he didn't want to see him in court 
again.

PRESTONSBURG - If Dr. Daniel 
Mongtardo has his way, Kentucky's natur­
al re~ources will tackle America's addic­
tion to foreign oil. 

Mongiardo. running for U.S. Senate, 
unveiled a fivefold ''Energy indepen­
dence·· plan on July I. outlining the need to 
increa~e ethanol production. ensure fair 

gas prices, secure America's commitment 
to clean coal and develop renewable fuels 
for the future. 

''It's time to declare our energy inde­
pendence," the Hazard native said. "We 
need to put Kentucky's natural resources in 
the forefront to cripple's America's depen­
dence of foreign oil ... Coal operators are 
going bankrupt, people are losing their

Judge denies 
bond during 
convict's appeal

PRESTONSBURG - Liz 
Goble, who was convicted of 
dealing methamphetanune by 
a Floyd County jury in April, 
was denied a new bond in 
court on Friday. 

Apparently her lawyer, 
Mike Studebaker, is appeal­
ing the verdict and had an 
associate ask Judge Danny 
Caudill, who also presided 
over her trial, for the bond 
while the appeaJ is pending. 

On Friday, Caudill denied 
the motion, which would 
have put Goble back on the 
street after only serving four 
months of her 10-year sen­
tence - the maximum 
allowed by law. 

Assistant Common-
wealth's Attorney Wayne 
Taylor prosecuted the case 
and was not surpnsed at the 
motion. 

"It's always worth a try," 
he said. 

Taylor hadn't yet been 
informed of the grounds for 
an appeal but assumed that 
Studebaker would be trying 
to find fault with the case he 
presented. Ironically, 

Studebaker never produced 
any witnesses for the defense 
or even appear to consistent­
ly challenge the testimony of 
witnesses called by the com­
monwealth. He did offer a 
closing argument. but that 
didn't appear to way the 
jurors, who only needed a 
half hour to render their ver­
dict. 

The fmal portion of the 
case involved sentence rec­
ommendations and here too 
Studebaker failed ro make 
any tmpact on the jury which 
seemed more convinced by 
the commonwealth's argu­
ment that methamphetamine 
was a new and dangerous 
courge for the region. 

On the night of the ver­
dict, Attorney General Greg 
Stumbo appe<ded at a UNITE 
meering in Floyd County and 
applauded the case and 
championed the verdict as a 
strong message by Floyd 
Countians that they will not 
tolerate drugs in their com­
muruty. He went on to say 
that he saw methampheta­
mine as a new courge and 
was familiar with its abu'e 
from campaigns in Western 
Kentucky.

His attorney, Ned 
Pillersdorf. said, "I didn't tell 
him to come." But a few 
phone calls eventuall)' got 
him mto the courtroom.

They're accused of mailing 
poisoned food to the home of 
their neighbors, Mayor 
Stephanie Bickhoff and James 
Eickhoff, a lieutenant in the 
Wyandotte County Sheriff's 
Office. 

Stephanie Eickhoff said her 
family received the package in 
late April. Inside was a card 
addressed to her, her husband 
and their three children. ages 6, 
8 and 14, she said. 

The state has evidence link­
ing Trout and Ozuna-Traut to 
the package, which contained a 
two-liter bottle of soda and cup­
cakes spiked with chemicals 
including lye and antifreeze, 
said prosecutor Nick Tomasic. 

Tomasic said the seal on the 
bottle was broken and the cup­
cakes obviously were tainted. 

Defense attorney Kevin 
Baldwin said he believes the 
evidence against his clients is 
circumstantial and won't be 
enough for a conviction. 

The two families have been 
embroiled in an ongoing feud 
for the past five years, including 
lawsuits filed by each, 
Stephanie Eickhoff said.

Mine inspector with black 
lung too sick to work, too 
healthy for benefits

GRUNDY, Va. - Donald 
Shortridge knows what's com­
ing. His weak: lungs, pocked 
with scars, mean only one thing 
for a man who's spent 24 years 
inspecting coal mines. 

Shortridge, 53, has black 
lung disease. The former Mine 
Safety and Health 
Administration inspector is now 
bracing himself for the coughing 
spells, the chest pains, the lung 
failure he's seen old miners suf­
fer. 

The real surprise, Shortridge 
said, was the financial stress that 
comes with the disease. Almost 
a year after applying for federal 
occupational illness benefits, 
Shortridge still doesn't know 
what kind of compensation he'll 
get. 

"It just ain't fair," Shortridge 
said. "To me, there should be 
some changes made, where they 
take care of people who've 
worked for them for 20-some 
years." 

He's not the only inspector to 
suffer from the same lung-wast­
ing condition he worked to elim­
inate. 

In th,e past 30 years, 171 coal 
mine inspectors filed claims 
with the federal Office for 
Workers' Compensation 
Programs citing health problems 
related to black lung or other 
respiratory ailments, according 
to the Labor Department. 
Inspectors have a few choices 
for compensation, but most seek 
the lucrative benefits under the 
Federal Employment 
Compensation Act. 

FECA, which can pay as 
much as 75 percent of their 
annual alaries tax-free, usually 
requires inspectors to prove that 
their lungs didn't deteriorate 
from smoking or some other 
hazard outside the coal mine. 
This can be a tough standard to 
meet, said Dr. Edward L. 
Petsonk, a physician with the 
National Institute for 
Occupational Safety and Health. 

While tobacco smoke and 
coal dust damage the lungs in 
slightly different ways, "we 
don't have the knowledge base 
to totally determine what would 

hav~ happened if the coal miner 
never smoked or never mined 
coal," Petsonk said. 

According to the Labor 
Department, slightly more than 
half of the inspectors who 
claimed to be suffering from 
black lung successfully proved 
their case. Fewer still - the 
department doesn't keep an 
exact count - are deemed 
"totally disabled" and granted 
the 75 percent benefit 

Charles Burke. 57, a former 
MSHA inspector in 
Prestonsburg, said the workers' 
compensation office never 
accepted his doctor 's diagnosis 
of black lung disease. When his 
right lung stopped working, the 
Vietnam War veteran used his 
veterans' benefits to pay for a 
lung transplant. 

"You can't get nothing, so 
you just give up,'' Burke said. 

When Shortridge was diag­
nosed with black lung disease in 
1998, an MSHA doctor said he 
was slill healthy enough to go 
back into the mines. He contin­
ued to work alongside coal min­
ers even though his chest X -rays 
started to get cloudy with scars. 

Last August, workers' com­
pensation officials agreed that 
his lung condition was due to his 
work as a federal in pector. 
Shortridge was told to go home 
without pay and without work­
er's compensation because the 
agency doctor said in a repon 
that he ''failed to show any rat­
able pulmonary impairment ... 

After Shortridge appealed, 
the agency gave him a choice: 
accept a "light duty" clerical 
assignment 600 miles away in 
Missouri or retire. 

"I'm not going to take it," 
Shortridge aid as his deadline 
passed. "My whole family is 
here." 

Shortridge asked that the 
Labor Department reconsider 
because he has an 8-year-old 
foster child who cannot be 
moved out of state. 

Betty West-Brock, a federal 
claims examiner. wrote back in 
June: "This Office would not 
propose that you break the law 
and remove a foster child from 
the state. However. your partici­
pation in a foster care program

o 't learn from the energy crisis 
of the late 1970s. Back then, the 
U.S. imported 30 percent of its 
oil consumption. Today, 

• America has doubled foreign oil 
imports to 60 percent, a substan­
tial increase for Kentuckians 
who've been forking over $2 or 
more per gallon of gas. 

The answer to this increasing 
dependency lies with Kentucky 
coal mines, Mong~ardo says. He 
wants to utilize Kentucky agri­
culture to pave a brighter econo­
my for America. 

His plan calls for an increase 
in production of cleaner energy 
sources, such as ethanol and 
biodiesel, while creating jobs in 
Kentucky By requiring that 

• America use 8.8 billion gallons 
of ethanol by 20 16, foreign oil 
dependancy can be reduced by 
2.9 billion barrels, and 300,000 
new American jobs can be creat­
ed, he said. 

As U.S senator, Mongiardo 
said he would support legislation 
requiring that 10 percent of the 
nation's energy needs be met by 
renewable sources by the year 
2020. The move will help com­
munities and farmers by utiliz­
ing Kentucky agriculture, he 
says. 

Mongiardo, a 1986 graduate 
• of the University of Kentucky 

College of Medicine, says grow­
ing up in Eastern Kentucky has 
given him firsthand knowledge 
about the problems faced by the 
people who live and work here. 

He said he began his political 
career in 2000 because he was 
"frustrated" by the failure of the

Though Mongiardo lost that 
role, he continued his efforts to 
reduce rising health care cost·, 
sponsoring legislation to provide 
prescription drug plans for 
seniors and writing legislation to 
improve health care while cut­
ting costs and reducing errors. 

"It's an abuse, pure abuse," 
he said. "I'm sick of seeing my 
patients suffer, and it's some­
thing I see every day. People are 
unable to afford their medica­
tions, medications they need to 
live, and we've got to do some­
thing about it.

Dying for the 
r·ght o vote 

In the past week as many as 16 Afghans have been 
killed and more than a dozen injured after either register­
ing to vote or working to register voters. Their deaths are 
part of a campaign by the now-deposed Taliban to sabo­
tage the nation's first free vote. 

Despite the deaths and more threats against workers 
and voters, almost half of those eligible to vote have reg­
istered and efforts to register all those eligible will con­
tinue, President Hamid Karzai has vowed. 

Last month, in Kentucky's primary election, between 
12 and 14 percent of registered voters went to the polls to 
decide who would make the cut to the November general 
election. That means between 86 and 88 percent of those 
eligible to vote stayed home. 

They were not threatened. 
They weren't in danger for their lives. 
There was no risk to their families. 
They simp I y did not believe the trip to the polls was 

worth the effort. 
They didn't think their vote was important enough to 

spend five minutes or so making their voice heard. 
How sad it is that people in other countries are willing 

to risk their Jives for something we take for granted -
the right to vote? 

It would behoove us to remember that it wasn't always 
that way. More than 200 years ago the men and women 
who founded this country made the same choice that peo­
ple in Afghanistan, Iraq and other countries are making 
today - that the right to vote and to determine your 
country's fate must be fought for. 

Even though the danger is sometimes great, it is worth 
the risk involved.

"When He had sajd these 
things, He spat on the ground 
and made clay with the saliva;

Memorializing Ronald 
• Reagan, the National 

Association of Evangelicals 
called him "a great, if not the 
greatest, president of the 20th 
century." 

President Bush has addressed 
the annual Southern Baptist 
Convention for three consecu­
tive years. His campaign this 
year held a pastors' reception 
near the meeting co-hosted by 
the denomination's outgoing 
president. 

« The bond between the 
Republican Party and white, 
conservative Christians is so 
strong that other Americans 
often think of them as synony­
mous. Yet a new document cir­
culating among evangelicals 
warns that being too enmeshed 
in partisan politics could under­
mine Christians ' moral agenda 
as they seek to become even 
more engaged in civic affairs. 

"What they're trying to say is 
'Don't link the Christian mes­
sage with a party, so that people 

•Link your religion with a politi­
cal ideology,'" said Michael 
Cromartie, vice president of the 
Ethics and Public Policy Center, 
a Washington think-tank. 
"They're warning ' Don't con­
fuse the Gospel with a political 
movement."' 

The National Association of 
Evangelicals last week released 

the draft statement, entitled "For 
the Health of the Nation: An 
Evangelical Call to Civic 
Responsibility." 

Written by a team of evangel­
ical leaders, and under review 
by top Christian thinkers, the 
document is part of a multiyear 
project mapping out a strategy 
for future political involvement. 
It will be presented to the board 
of directors of the National 
As OCiation of Evangelicals in 
October, and a book on the sub­
ject is due out next year. 

I'he authors of the draft state­
ment encourage evangelicals to 
join political parties but caution 
that ''they must be careful not to 
equate Christian faith with parti­
san politics." 

The drafters also advise 
against unquestioning patrio­
tism, saytng Christians "must 
keep their eyes open to the 
potentially elf-destructive ten­
dencie of our society and our 
government." 

"They' re not arguing that 
individual level partisanship is 
necessarily a bad thing,'' said 
John Green, a University of 
Akron political scientist and 
expert on religion and politics. 
"They're warning against the 
over-identification - not of 
people but of the evangelical 
community with the 
Republican Party." 

Green said evangelicals are 
much more diverse than most 
people realize, and the docu-

ment shows that. 
The statement explores a 

range of evangelical views on 
issues such as U.S. trade policy, 
environmental protection, abor­
tion and gay marriage. Some of 
the policy goals - such as 
reducing global poverty and 
providing proper health care and 
education for all Americans -
could fit with either major party 
platform. 

"There is broad agreement 
that it is our obligation to care 
for the poor. There's broad 
agreement that it is our obliga­
tion to care for the environment. 
But there are disagreements 
about what responsibiHty to give 
to the government," said Diane 
Knippers, president of the con­
servative Institute on Religion 
and Democracy in Washington, 
and a leader of the evangelical 
project. 

The Rev. Welton Gaddy, 
president of the Interfaith 
Alliance, a Washington advoca­
cy group which has been critical 
of the Christian right, called the 
document "a recognition of real­
ity" about uncomfortably close 
ties between evangelicals and 
the GOP. 

"My own experience is that 
scores of people in the evangeli­
cal tradition have long resented 
the rhetoric of their leaders indi­
cating an affinity only for the 
Republican Party,'' said Gaddy, 
who is a Baptist. 

But Richard Land, president 
of the Ethics & Religious 
Liberty Commission, the 
Southern Baptists' public policy 
arm, said the Democratic Party 
has to bear some blame for any 
Republican tilt. 

According to a poll released 
in April by U.S. News & World 
Report and PBS' "Religion & 
Ethics Newsweekly,'' 69 percent 
of white evangelicals say they 
are Republican or lean 
Republican. Many analysts have 
criticized Democrats for failing 
to more effectively reach reli­
gious voters in this presidential 
eJection year. 

"Ideally, it would be better if 
both parties were more respon­
sive to evangelical concerns,'' 
said Land, who is among the 
leaders reviewing the strategy 
document. "But I'm not going to

breathe, and all the blood ves­
sels get blocked up, so your 
heart can't pump through." 

Cases of coaJ worker's pneu­
moconiosis have declined dra­
matically since the 1970s, 
resulting in about 1,400 deaths 
per year in the I 990s, according 
to the National Institute for 
Occuaptional Safety and Health. 
But it remains a major issue in 
Appalachian coal towns. 

Shortridge spent so much of 
his life in the mines that he 
keeps his walls painted paper 
white. 

"I don't want to be in the dark 
when I get home," he said. "To 
me, it's a pleasure to see light." 

He was a coal miner for a 
dozen years before joining 
MSHA, crawling around in 
some crevices so dark and nar­
row that Shortridge had to tum 
his head sideways to keep his 
helmet from smacking the ceil· 
in g. 

With his fight for worker's 
compensation over, Shortridge 
has filed for a disability retire­
ment with the Office of 
Personnel Management, which 
could get him at least a pension 
worth nearly half of IUs former 
annual salary of $76,000. 

"I'll just have to wait," 
Shortridge said. "Thi has been 
terribly stressful.''

FRANKFORT Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher said Friday he 
intends to shake up the 
Kentucky Athletic 
Commission after Mike 
Tyson's boxing license was 
quietly renewed. 

Tyson's upcoming fight in 
Louisville was "not a fight 
that I would have promoted, 
and it's not a fight that I will 
attend," Fletcher said at a 
news conference. 

Tyson is to fight Danny 
Williams on July 30 at 
Freedom Hall in Louisville. It 
is the first of seven fights cal­
culated to get the former 
heavyweight champion out of 
debt. 

Fletcher said he was think­
ing of "the image of 
Kentucky." Tyson served a 
prison sentence for rape and to 
many became synonymous 
with mindless violence. 

"1 would hope that Mr. 
Tyson has rehabilitated him­
self and wish him the very 

best," Fletcher said. "But 
when it comes to promoting 
Kentucky and the things I 
want to promote, it's not 
something that I would have 
spent an effort in promoting." 

Fletcher said the athletic 
commission's chairman, 
Michael Cunningham, 
renewed Tyson's boxing 
license without a hearing or 
consultation with other com­
missioners. That was not ille­
gal, but it "wasn't vetted as 
extensively as I thought it 
should have been," Fletcher 

said. 
Attempts to reach 

Cunningham were unsuccess­
ful. 

New Jersey also granted 
Tyson a license to fight but 
Gov. Frank McGreevey barred 
the use of any state-owned 
arena. Freedom Hall in 
Louisville is part of the state­
owned Kentucky Fair and 
Exposition Center. 

Fletcher said the ball had 
been contracted for the Tyson­
Williams fight before he knew 
about it. "The agreement has 
been reached. The fight will 
proceed," he said. 

Tyson, in LouisviHe on 
Tuesday to promote the fight, 
said he had been "addicted to 
chaos" but had reformed. "l 
think I deserve another chance 
to prove my checkered past 
can be swept away," he said.

Michigan resident has been con­
victed for his role in the murder 
of a local store owner.

Etherton testified in 
Hopkins' trial that be was fol­
lowing orders from Hopkins 
when he went into the store. He 
aid he did it because he was 

afraid of Hopkins. 
Bartley said Hopkins met the 

standard for wanton murder 
because he was aware that send­
ing the drugged Etherton into 
the store with a pistol could 
result in a death and showed an 
extreme disregard for human 
life.

Just don •t ask him about 
andro or steroids because he 
wants no part of the conversa­
tion, as was made clear when he 
attended Mark McGwire Day in 
April in St. Louis.

"When's the last time some­
thing legal affected anybody? He 
didn't do anything illegal," Tony 
La Russa said Tuesday.

Brodhead said he and Alleva 
urged Krzyzewski to finish his 
career at the school. 

''He means more to this 
place than the record of his vic­
tories, impressive though that 
is," Brodhead said. "He's a real 
teacher. He teaches character as 
well as basketball."

Lundy said in an interview in 
2000. "Finally he ran out of 
steam, and economically he 
needed three sponsors. So he 
a ked us and we went along 
with him. He needed money 
because he promised the kids 
that he would buy them uni­
forms like the big league play­
ers. 

"I saw the first game ever 
played, when Lundy beat 
Lycoming Dairy (June 6, 1939). 
It wasn't a very big crowd 
because most people there were 
just families of the players. But 
it got very popular after that." 

Little League Baseball and 
Softball is the world's largest 
organized youth sports program, 
wtth nearly 2.

She stands before a 12 foot pile of 
muddy garbage, garbage that used to be 
her home. In one night, she lost every­
thing she gained in the last 29 years. Her 
car. Her bed. Her television set. A photo 
album of the trip she took to Florida on 
her 20th wedding anniversary. 
Everything is gone. 

Her delicately manicured fmgernails 
are now caked in mud. She's wearing 
boots instead ofbigh heels. She feels 
like crying, but she can't. She won't. 
She feels like giving up, but she doesn't 
know how to give up. What else is there 
to do? 

"Howdy, Mam," a scruffy voice 
approaches. 

She turns around and there they are. 
18 men and women, armed with ham­
mers, saws, and smiles, 1 8 men and 
women who've come to rescue her. 

Meet the Kentucky Division of the 
Southern Baptist Convention, a group of 
volunteers who've spent an entire month 
rebuilding homes and hopes in Floyd 
County. They came from every imagin­
able background, lept on cots at Clark 
Elementary School, and changed lives 
by reaching out to tho e in need. 

In 31 days, Southern Baptist 
Convention members and their volun­
teers have completed 65 jobs in Floyd 
County. That's 65 families who are now 
a step closer to rebuilding their homes. 

"We're just glad we could be here 
and help," said Bernard Randall, a 
Monoceli, Kentucky native who volun­
teers with the Southern Baptist 
Convention. 

Like many SBC members, Bernard 
has been on the road since May 26. 
They began their disaster relief assis­
tance in Trimble, Ohio, a town also dev-

astated by flooding. From there, the men 
and women were called to assist with 
cleanup after a tornado peeled through 
Eminence. Kentucky. They got the cal] 
to come to Floyd County while they 
were tiU there dredging through the 
aftermath. 

"The way I look at it, when disaster 
bits like this all over the county. it's a 
harvest for God and we're the har­
vesters," said Jerry Shinkle, 62, of 
Boone County. "When they call us to 
come and pack up our load, it's like God 
saying Come help my children, be they 
sinners, believers. regardles of who 
they are." 

Thi_ year's flooding was Jerry's 32nd 
disaster. He' seen a lot of pain, and just 
as many bles ings. The two most emo­
tional disasters be's ever witnessed was 
a tornado that pillaged Oklahoma Cicy 
in J 999 and 9-11. 

"One subdivision had 500 homes and 
the) were all gone," he said about 
Oklal1oma City. "Twenty-nine people 
were killed. One family lost a baby, it 
pulled it right out of the mother's arms. 
They found tt the next day in a tree, stiU 
ali\ e. but he had mud caked on his eyes 
and mouth. Now that's a miracle of 
God. Everybody ay tf God is Mother 
Nature, why would he do this? God has 
a reason for everything.'' 

Though uch a long stay makes these 
workers "bone tired," they all agree that 
they leave more blessed than they were 
when they came. They consider each 
other as members of the arne family, all 
pitching in to bare what they know 
about life and God. It's the reason 
they,re so happy to be here. 

During thetr stay. SBC member 
worked alongside at least 100 different 
volunteer groups from churches and civic 
organizations that visited the county. The

1 passed a paintbrush to a dolphin 
named Kibby. who took the handle 
in her mouth. Next, I held up a can, 
vas, and she immediately began to 
paint with a Picasso flair, laying 
down each troke with a twist of her 
head and, finally, a 360-degree spin. 
When he was done, she pa sed the 
brush back to me and watched as I 
painted my part. 

1 ~ o very diverse marine artists, 
Kibby, the dolphin, and I, the 
human, shared a single canvas. But 
we di covered that we al o shared 
omething else -- the spirit of joy.
