PRESTONSBURG - Willis 
Eugene Tackett appeared in court 
Thursday for a preliminary hearing 
in front of Judge Eric Hall, where 
he learned that he will soon be fac­
ing a murder charge. 

On July I, Tackett was alleged­
ly driving a Chevy Blazer on Route 
979. when he ran off the road and 
lost conLrol of the vehicle. The 
Blazer flipped and came to rest 

against a tree. 
The accident ejected two pas­

senger from the vehicle, causing 
serious physical injury to Terry 
Tackett and Dorothy Moore, who 
were both airlifted to Cabell­
Huntington Hospital. 

Dorothy Moore died July 9, due 
to injuries received from the acci­
dent. 

Willis Tackett allegedly fled the 
scene and was later arrested at Our 
Lady of the Way Hospital in 
Martin, where he said he had been 

in a four-wheeler accident. 
Kentucky State Police Trooper 

Rick Conn testified at the hearing 
as the reconstructionist of the acci­
dent. Conn said that the driver of 
the vehicle was in it until it came to 
rest, however, Tackett's attorney is 
questioning whether Tackett or 
Dorothy Moore was driving. 

Conn said that he felt Moore 
was ejected from the vehicle when 
it struck the first of two culvert

District and the Floyd and 
Knott County fiscal courts. 

The suit, filed by Paintsville 
attorney Scott Preston, 
requests that the Southern 
Water and Sewer District be 
found in default of an inter­
local agreement filed in 
October 2001 to develop a 
water service infrastructure in 
Knott County. 

Plans called for Southern 
Water to assist Knott County 
Water and Sewer in developing 
water services at Rock Fork 
and Beaver Creek, the areas 
closest to Southern's service 
for Floyd County. 

Knott County District 
obtained funds for Southern 
Water to build and operate a 
water transmission system in 
those areas, and Southern 
Water agreed to provide ser­
vice for four years, after which 
time Knott County would take 
over. 

Those services, however, 
aren't up to par, according to 

,., the suit, which points out that 

water was not provided to cus­
tomers for as long as three 
weeks on several occasions. 

"We had customers come to 
our water board meeting say­
ing that they've been out water 
for as much as three weeks. 
That's just not acceptable," 
said Alice Ritchie, chairperson 
for the Knott County Water and 
Sewer District. "I understand 
where they (Southern Water) 
are coming from. They're tak­
ing care of their county people. 
They're looking out for their 
own and you can't blame them 
for wanting to take care of 
Floyd County, but we want our 
customers taken care of, too ... 
We're the least served county 
in the state and we want to use 
every penny we can, stretch 
every penny, to provide service 
for Knott Countians." 

Southern Water hooked up 
the first customers 6-to-8 
months ago, Ritchie said. At 
least 700 customers could be 
added upon project comple­
tion. 

According to Ritchie, sever­
al Knott County residents are 
being billed for garbage ser­
vices from Southern Water and 
the Knott County district has 
not been part of the decision 
making process for the project, 
which negates the interlocal 
agreement between the two 
entities.

plaintiff," he wrote in the suit. 

The Knott County district is 
requesting permission take 
over operation of the lines con­
structed through the interlocal 
agreement and asks that 
Southern Water be required to 
continue supplying water to 
customers until the Knott 
County district is capable of 
doing so, 

Southern Water project 
manager Bob Meyer said yes­
terday that the District is "fin­
ishing up" on a $3 million 
trunk line project servicing 280 
customers on Route 7. Many 
hollows in the area, he said, 
aren't eligible for AML funds. 

"There's a significant dif­
ference of opinions at this 
point as to how the funds allot­
ted for that project should be 
spent," be said. "The intention 
of the interlocal agreement was 
to provide water service to 
Knott County customers and 
that's what we're attempting to 
do at this point." 

Meyer said Southern Water 
has been working bard to pro­
vide equal service to Knott 
County customers, but Mother 
Nature has caused some prob­
lems in the continuity of water 
service to Knott County cus­
tomers. 

The district faced major 
electrical problems and line 
breaks af~r1 t~e Memorial Day 
flood, he said. 

"As far as the allegation that 
Southern Water does not treat 
Knott County customers like 
they treat Floyd County cus­
tomers, that's totally false," he 
said. 

"They were at a residence 
partying a little bit and they 
walked up the hollow, got into 
a couple of vehicles and took 
out several items - cash, a 
radar detector and some pre­
scription medication," Little 
said.

And, should Kerry prevail, that situation can be addressed then.

It's difficult to see what good could come from federal prosecu­

tion of an emaciated cancer patient who needs a pot brownie to 
keep her dinner down. It's equally difficult to see why the U.S. 
House of Representatives is seeking to limit states' rights by over­
riding laws that allow the use of medical marijuana. 

A 268-148 House vote July 7 approved a measure to allow the 
federal government to continue prosecuting people who use med­
ical marijuana where it is allowed by state law. 

Washington state voters approved a citizen initiative allowing 
for the use of medical marijuana by more than a 2-to-1 margin 
percent in 1998. It gave people with serious medical conditions 
like HN, cancer and multiple sclerosis the right to possess and use 
marijuana with a doctor's approval. It does not allow for the sale 
of the drug . ... 

Our system of government clearly allows federal laws to take 
precedence over state laws; however, this crusade led by 
Republicans, the party dedicated to limited government and states' 
rights, seems both hypocritical and out of step with the people's 
larger concerns. 

At a time when the Bush administration should be focused on 
its cornerstone issue of national security and Congress should be 
giving as much attention as possible to the American public's con­
cerns about the economy, whether or not a few people with AIDS 
are lighting joints is a minor concern at best. 

Critics of medical marijuana laws argue that they encourage 
drug use, yet they cannot offer proof of the claim. Representatives 
on both sides of the issue have argued that medical marijuana 
prosecution should not be a national priority . .. . 

Last year, the 9th U .S . Circuit Court of Appeals in San 
Francisco ruled that the federal law outlawing marijuana should 
not apply to people using it on a doctor's recommendation. The 
Bush administration appealed and the U.S. Supreme Court agreed 
last week to hear the case. 

The high court refused to hear a case brought by the Justice 
Department that would have punished doctors who discussed with 
their patients the use of marijuana for medicinal purposes.

WASHINGTON - The Bush admin­
istration is pressing Britain, France and 
Germany for strong measures against 
Iran in response to its violation of a 
nonproliferation agreement reached with 
the three last fall, a State Department 
official said Wednesday. 

The issue is part of a deepening 
American concern over recent Iranian 
activities that range from weapons pro­
grams to terrorism. To head off a poten­
tial crisis, some analysts believe the 
administration should work harder to 
promote a dialogue with Iran. 

The United States believes Iran is 
developing nuclear weapons, a view 
reinforced by Iran' s recent decision to 
resume construction of centrifuges. This 
is a key step in the development of a 
uranium-based bomb, one that Iran 
promised the Europeans last fall that it 
would not take. 

It is not clear what the United States 
expects the three European Union mem­
bers to do in response. The administra­
tion believes it is imperative that the

She said Iranian authorities recently 
captured 200 Afghan fighters who were 
en route to Iraq.

A Council on Foreign Relations task 
force issued a report contending the 
administration must do more to avert 
another crisis in the Persian Gulf region. 

"The urgency of the concerns sur­
rounding (Iran's) policies mandates the 
United States to deal with the current 
regime rather than wait for it to fall," 
said the report from the panel co­
chaired by fonner national security .

Man who killed bear 
rejects plea bargain

WHITESBURG An 
Eastern Kentucky man charged 
with illegally killing a bear in 
his back yard ha refused to 
plead guilty in order to avoid the 
possibility of jail time, opting 
instead to have his case heard in 
front of a jury. 

Terry Brock, 36, of Mayking, 
said the bear was a renegade and 
that he killed it to protect his 
family. 

The Letcher County man 
faces from 30 days to a year in 
jail and a fine of up to $1,000 if 

convicted. He said the county 
prosecutor offered a plea bar­
gain that would have required 
no jail time, but he would have 
had to pay a $250 penalty, give 
up his hunting privileges and the 
heirloom 30-30 caliber rifle he 
used to shoot the bear. 

"I didn't want to do that," 
Brock said. "I don't feel like I 
did anything wrong." 

District Judge Jim Wood set 
Brock's trial for Sept. 20. 

Brock, who has three chil­
dren, said he walked out his 
door on June 2 to see what had 
his dogs and horse so disturbed 
and came face to face with the

bear. He said he jumped back 
inside, asked his wife to call the 
Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife for help, and began 
banging on the wall of his 
mobile home, hoping the noise 
would frighten the wild animal 
away. 

When that didn't work, 
Brock said he grabbed the rifle 
and fired. 

"It seems like he had a right 
to protect his family, his dogs, 
his horse, from this bear," 
defense attorney Jamie Hatton 
said. "It's not like he was poach­
ing." 

Letcher County Attorney 
Harold Bolling couldn't be 
reached to comment 
Wednesday. The Kentucky 
Department of Fish arid 
Wildlife. which filed the charge 
against Brock. doesn't want the 
case dropped. 

"This is our first case," Frank 
Campbell, a conservation officer 
assigned to Letcher County, told 
WYMT-TV in Hazard. "I feel 
it's a very important case for 
us." 

In a region where complaints 
about the protected animals are 
on the increase, a trial could test 
how jurors in Eastern Kentucky 
perceive the shooting of black 
bears that wander into residen­
tial areas. 

One other such case is pend­
ing in Knox County, where a 
man allegedly killed a bear in 
his garden because it continued 
coming toward him after he 
flfed a warning shot. 

Black bears thrived in the 
area more than 100 years ago, 
before logging and over-hunting 
led to their disappearance. Over 
the past 20 years, they have been 
venturing back into Kentucky 
from forests in Virginia and 
West Vlfginia. Now, for the first 
time in more than a century, 
Kentucky has a self-sustaining 
black bear population and resi­
dents of the mountainous region 
along the state's eastern border 
are having to learn to live along­
side them. 

Mark Marraccini, spokesman 
for the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife, said last week that 
conflicts between bears and peo­
ple would decrease if people 
stopped leaving food and house­
hold garbage where bears can 
get it. 

Brock, who has pleaded not 
guilty to illegally killing the 
bear, said he couldn't believe he 
was accused of a crime. He said 
the bear swatted at his dogs and 
had his horse so spooked that he 
feared it might break a leg trying 
to get out of its stall. 

"I don't think people should 
be shooting these bears under 
most circumstances," Hatton 
said. "Under this circumstance 
only should you be allowed to 
shoot a bear."

A former Eastern Kentucky 
judge who resigned amid mis­
conduct charges earlier this year 
is now serving as an administra­
tive law judge for the Social 
Security Administration in 
Kansas City, Mo., an official 
said. 

Judge Douglas Combs Jr. 
was facing misconduct charges 
by the Kentucky Judicial 
Conduct Commission when he 
resigned from the bench in Perry 
County in April. 

The charges against Combs 
included allegations that he used 
court personnel in his private 
business, accepted a Las Vegas 
trip from an attorney who prac­
tices in his court, failed to assign 
trial dates and canceled or con­
tinued trial dates for "insubstan­
tial" reasons, and frequently had 
a staff member hear arguments 
from attorneys rather than hear 
them himself. 

John Garlinger, a spokesman 
for the Social Security 
Administration in Kansa City, 
confirmed Wednesday that 
Combs bas been hired as an 
administrative law judge. 
Combs accepted the position in 
April. 

Even though charges were 
dropped when Combs resigned, 
he still was publicly reprimand­
ed by the Judicial Conduct 
Commission. 

Combs, through his attorney, 
William Johnson of Frankfort, 
has steadfastly denied the accu­
sations made against him. 

Johnson said Combs had 
sought the administrative law 
judge position before the 
Judicial Conduct Coounission's 
inquiry became public knowl­
edge. 

"By the time we were getting 
ready to go through the hearing, 
he had been offered the posi­
tion," Johnson said. "That, of 
course, was one of the reasons, 
rather than to go through the 
agony of the hearing, that he 
made the decision to accept the 
position and resign as circuit 
judge." 

Johnson said administrative 
law judges have better job secu­
rity than circuit judges in 
Kentucky because they're hired, 
not elected. The drawback is 
that accepting the position often 
requires a cross-country move. 

He said Combs still believes 
political opponents pushed to 
have the charges brought against 
him in Perry County. 

"He would not be surprised 
to _hear that people are still seek­
Ing a pound of flesh," Johnson 
said. 

Combs was suspended with 
pay eight months after the com­
mission began an investigation 
in April 2003. 

If the charges had been sub­
stantiated, Combs would have 
been perrpanently removed from 
the bench, said Stephen D. 
Wolnitzek, chairman of the 
Judicial Conduct Commission. 

Wolnitzek said the commis-

CHARLOTIE, N.C. - Dale 
Earnhardt Jr. spends most of his 
time scrunched inside the cock­
pit of a stock car, on a high­
speed chase for a NASCAR 
Nextel Cup championship. 

Add up 38 races a year, qual­
ifying, practice and test ses­
sions, Earnhardt probably 
spends about 700 hours a year in 
his No. 8 Chevrolet. 

So when a free weekend 
opens up on his schedule, why 
would the son of the late Dale 
Earnhardt fly across the country 
to compete in an American Le 
Mans Series race? 

"Driving race cars is what I 
love doing," Earnhardt Jr. said 
when announcing hls participa­
tion in last Sunday's race at 
lnfineon Raceway in Sonoma, 

Calif. 
But what was supposed to be 

a fun. relaxing spin in a Corvette 
CR-5 turned into a frightening 
accident during practice that 
could have jeopardized his regu­
lar job. His car burst into flames, 
burning him on his chin and 
both legs. 

Earnhardt slumped over his 
steering wheel as the flames 
engulfed him, and it took sever 
al seconds for him to cramble 
out of the car. 

Back home in North 
Carolina. Earnhardt is resting 
while his Dale Earnhardt Jnc. 
team prepares to race this week­
end at New Hampshire 
International Speedway. 

Second in the points stand­
ings, Earnhardt cannot afford to 
sit out of Sunday's race. Since 
NASCAR does not have a sub­
stitute driver rule, Earnhardt 

must start the race to earn any 
points and stay in contention for 
his first championship. 

DEI plans to have Martin 
Truex Jr. on standby in case 
Earnhardt can't finish. Truex bas ~ 
never competed in a Nextel Cup 
event, but he has tested at New 
Hampshire to prepare for his 
series debut there in September. 

Still, using Truex as an injury 
replacement is not the ideal sce­
nario for Earnhardt or DEL 

In hindsight, Earnhardt prob­
ably should have spent his last 
oft· weekend of the season at the 
beach or in the mountains. 
Heck, even sitting on his couch 
in his living room would have 
been a better idea than compet­
ing in a race that meant nothing 
to DEI or the sponsors who pay 
millions for Earnhardt to drive 
his red Chevrolet. 

But that's not bow racers live 
their lives.

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Division I Management Council endorses new rules for recruiting student-athletes

BALTIMORE - A series of 
reform designed to eliminate 
excesses and a "sense of entitle­
ment" in the recruitment of stu­
dent-athletes has been endorsed 
by the NCAA Division I 
Management Council. 

Meeting in Baltimore, 
Maryland July 19-20, the 
Management Council endorsed a 
eries of recommendation 

adopted earlier this month by the 
NCAA Task Force on Recruiting, 
said Chris Monasch, current 
chair of the NCAA Division I 
Management Council and com­
missioner of the America East 
Conference. 

NCAA President Myles 
Brand created the task force in 
February foUowing the national 
attention given to the alleged use 
of alcohol and sex in the recruit­
ing of prospective student-ath­
letes at major universities. 

"The recollUllendations of the 
task force are intended to provide 
a meaningful framework for a 
prospect and an institution to 
make an infonned decisjon about 
attendance at the institution and 
participation in the athletics pro­
gram, while at the same time are 
intended to minimize the focus 
on competition among institu­
tions for the prospect and the 
'sense of entitlement' and the 
'celebrity' atmosphere that can 
ensue," the task force said in its 
final report. 

The NCAA Division I Board 
of Directors will consider six task 
force recommendations as emer­
gency legislation at its August 5, 
meeting for immediate imple­
mentation. The Management 
Council also introduced two 
measures that will be introduced 
in the 2004-05 NCAA legislative 
cycle. 

"I am pleased with the com­
mitment of the task force mem­
bers to take on thls project and 
attempt to be responsive to con­
cerns expressed by President 
Brand and the Board of 

Directors,'' said S. David Berst, 
chair of the recruiting task force 
and NCAA vice-president for 
Division I. ''I believe what we 
have moving fonvard is mean­
ingful, and I believe it will reduce 
by a half step the comperit1ve 
nature of the 48 hours of the 
recruiting visit, and l hope we go 
further in the future.'' 

The six measures to be con­
sidered as emergency legislation 
by the Divi ion I Board of 
Directors in August include the 
following: 

n Member institutions must 
develop written policie for offi­
cial recruiting visits to be 
approved by the president or 
chancellor. The policies would 
apply to prospective student-ath­
letes, student hosts, coaches and 
other athletics administrators. 
Among other things, the policies 
must prohibit the use of alcohol, 
drugs, sex and gambling in 
recruiting. Colleges and universi­
ties must submit their official and 
unofficial visit policies to their 
conference offices by December 
1, 2004. Institutions independent 
of conferences must submit their 
policies to the NCAA national 
office. The policies must be 
reviewed every four years by an 
outside entity. Under this mea­
sure, the NCAA re erves the right 
to investigate maJor violations of 
recruiting policy. 

n Institutions must use com­
mercial air transportation at 
coach-class airfare to transport a 
prospect to and from an official 
visit. This rule is designed to 
minimize expectations created by 
the use of private or chartered air­
planes in the recruitment process. 

n Institutions must use stan­
dard vehicles to transport 
prospects and those accompany­
ing them on official visits. The 
vehicles must be the same as 
those used to transport any 
prospective student. This mea­
sure is intended to prohibit the 
use of specialized vehicles, such 
as those with special decor or 
modified with televisions, which 

could create a sense of entitle­
ment for prospective student-ath­
letes. 

n Prospects and their parents 
or legal guardians must be 
housed in standard lodging with­
out special accessories and be 
offered standard meals compara­
ble to those offered on campus. 
Thi proposal is intended to help 
institutions establish an env.iron­
ment during an official visit that 
resembles normal campus life for 
student-athletes. 

n Students who host prospects 
during official or unofficial visits 
must be current student-athletes 
or students designated to conduct 
campus visits or tours for all 
prospective students. This rule is 
intended to establish an environ­
ment similar to that experienced 
by all prospective students on 
official visits. Gender-specific 
groups could still be permitted if 
they are organized consistent 
with the overall campus visit pro­
gram. 

n Institutions cannot develop 
personalized recruiting aides, 
such as personalized jerseys and 
personalized audio/video score-

board presentations, or engage in 
any game-day simulations during 
a prospect's official or unofficial 
visit. This measure would not 
prohibit prospective student-ath­
letes from visiting the locker 
room before or after a game, or 
standing on the sidelines during 
pregame activities before being 
seated in regular seats during the 
competition. 

Monasch said the 
Management Council intnxluced 
two additional recommendations 
that will be included in the 2004-
05 legislative cycle, which would 
result in final consideration by 
the Council and the Board in 
April2005. 

n The flrst recommendation 
would allow institutions to pay 
the cost of airfare for one parent 
or legal guardian to accompany a 
prospect during an official visit. 
This proposal is intended to assist 
a prospect and his or her falil.ily 
in assessing academic and athlet­
ic opportunities on a campus. 

n The second recommenda­
tion would reduce the number of 
official visits from five to four. 
The recruiting task force noted 

that current data show in football 
and basketball that most 
prospects are not using the full 
allotment of visits. 

In other action. Monasch said 
the Management Council agreed 
to introduce proposals into the 
2004-05 legislative cycle devel­
oped by the National Association 
of Basketball Coaches and the 
Women's Basketball Coaches 
Association that are intended to 
improve recruiting, retention and 
graduation of basketball student­
athletes. 

Management Council mem­
bers stressed that their action 
simply allows for the proposals 
to be included and debated in the 
annual legislative cycle and does 
not imply specific support for the 
National Association of 
Basketball Coaches (NABC) or 
Women's Basketball Coaches 
Association (WBCA) packages. 

The NABC plan includes a 
number of groundbreaking items, 
including proposals to allow 
more contact between coaches 
and prospects, foster the mentor­
ing relationship between coaches 
and student-athletes, and permit 

five seasons of competition in 
fLve years. 

"These issues are part of a 
larger effort by coaches to join , 
with administrators and 111esi- , 
dents to do something better for · 
basketball," said Berst. 'This is • 
not something the NCAA is try­
ing to impose on basketball. We 
are giving coaches the opportuni-
ty to make their case." 

The NABC package is the , 
result of an "ethics summit'' held 
by the NABC last fall to address . 
these issues, and it also stems 
from a challenge issued last year 
by NCAA President Myles Brand 
to basketball coaches to recom­
mend changes in NCAA policy 
to improve the academic and 
social well-being of student-ath­
letes. 

The NABC plan was endorsed 
last month by 310 Division I 
men's basketball coaches and the 
Division I Men's Basketball 
Issues Conunittee, Berst said. 
The Management Council and 
the Board of Directors will give 
the NABC and WBCA plans 
final consideration in April2005. • 

Two indicted for illegally selling, 
killing, transporting white-tailed deer

United States Attorney Joseph 
S. Van Bokkelen announced last 
week that a Grand Jury in South 
Bend, Ind., released a 38-count 
indictment charging two men 
with illegally selling and trans­
porting wildlife across state 
boundaries; facilitating the iUe­
gal killing and transportation of 
wildlife; knowingly providing 
false information to federal 
agents; and, illegally introduc-

ing chemicals into food produc­
ing wildlife for interstate trans­
fer. 

The indictment charges 
Russell G. Bellar, 49, of Peru, 
Ind., and Hinds Tom Jones, 36, 
of Edwards, Miss., with more 
than 30 felony violations of the 
Lacey Act, each. The Lacey Act 
is a federal wildlife protection 
law and each felony violation 
can result in a maximum fme of 
$250,000 and/or five years in 
prison. 

"This became a federal 
investigation when it was evi-

dent that deer were being killed 
or sold unlawfully and many of 
the hunters were from out of 
state," said U.S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service Law 
Enforcement Agent Paul 

illegal deer hunts on the proper- , 
ty since January 2001. The . 
indictment states that many • 
hunters were unlicensed, used 
illegal weapons and hunted with 
the aid of bait. In addition, the 
hunters were often allowed to 
choose specific deer and were 
charged up to $20,000 to kill the 
animals in an enclosed hunting 
area. The deer were often • 
drugged and had their antlers 
measured prior to being placed 
into small pens where they were 
killed. Once the deer were -

the case. "The Indiana DNR 
conducted an exceptional inves­
tigation and worked closely 
with us to bring this toward the 
prosecution phase." Under the 
Lacey Act, it is a violation of 
Federal law to import, export, 
transport, sell, receive, acquire, 
or purchase in interstate com­
merce any wildlife, including 
fish, that was taken, transported, 
possessed, or sold in violation of 
any state of law. 

U.S. Fish and Wildlife 
Service and Indiana Department 
of Natural Resources law 
enforcement agents, with assis­
tance from the U.S. Food and 
Drug Administration -Office of 
Criminal Investigations, began 
investigating the activities of 
Bellar and Jones at their place of 
business, Bellar's Place, Inc., 
located near Peru, Ind., in 
October 2003. Bellar's Place, 
Inc., is operated as a hunting 
preserve owned by Bellar and 
was managed by Jones at the 
time of the investigation. The 
investigation included wildlife 
agents posing as hunters; 
detailed interviews with 
hunters, business associates and 
employees; and, the execution 
of federal search warrants at 
Russell Bellar's private resi­
dence and two of his businesses.

illegally transported, often • 
across state boundaries. 

"The case is very important 
as a matter of law and of ethical 
treatment of wildlife," said Lt 
Col. Jeff We!Js, executive offi­
cer for the DNR law enforce­
ment division.

Antlers and deer hides 
were then illegally transported 
across state lines to be turned 
into trophies, and meat tainted 
with drugs was carelessly intro­
duced into the food supply.

FRANKFORT - The humidi­
ty is so high you can barely 
breathe after the fog burns off. 
By midday, your body is saltier 
than a country ham and you 
have a throbbing headache to 
boot. 

Bass fishing in the summer 
daytime heat borders on torture. 
In addition to sweat and sun­
burn, the fish don't readily bite. 
The lake is overrun with jet 
skiers, water skiers and pleasure 
boaters bent on roaring into 
every cove · and along every 
bank you plan to fish. 

To escape the heat and 
crowds, don't venture onto the 
lake until after supper. The dusk 
period. around midnight and 
right before dawn are prime 
times to catch a hog bass. Avoid 
lakes where the water stays 
stained and murky or lakes mud­
died by thunderstorms. They 
don't produce at night like lakes

that stay relatively clear in sum­
mer. 

Night fishing requires a dif­
ferent mind set than daytime 
fishing. Boat anglers should 
study a map of the lake and 
launch near where they plan to 
fish. Long runs to fishing areas 
and darkness don't mix well. As 
old timers say, "pattern your fish 
close-by." 

Bank anglers need to spend 
some daytime scouting good 
fishing banks close to a parking 
area. Packing expensive fishing 
equipment at night through 
woods, dense brush or tall 
weeds could lead to disaster. A 
slip on a root or unseen rock 
may snap a rod tip or an ankle. 
Night fishing from the bank 
frees the mind of worry about 
boat control and allows more 
concentration to detect strikes, 
but the angler must choose a 
bank that holds bass at night. 

On reservoirs, long ma.in lake 
points that gently slope into the 

old river channels, humps and 
shallow flats near deep water are 
good night bass fishing spots. 
Bass locate in shallow water 
after the sun goes down and 
spook easily. Any unnatural 
noise sends them to deep water. 
Remember the lack of activity 
on the lake magnifies tackle box 
lids banging, talking or a 
dropped pair of pliers. 

One small tackle box or soft­
sided pouch can hold all the 
essential night fishing gear. 
Large soft plastic lizards, 4 to 6-
inch skined double tailed grubs 
or 7 to tO-inch plastic worms all 
provoke bass strikes at night. 
Black is the most popular color, 
but wine, purple, watermelon or 
brown also produce. These col­
ors cast a good silhouette in the 
water for bass to detect. 

On moonlit nights in gin 
clear Jakes or when dark colors 
are not producing, some night 
bass anglers switch to light col­
ors such as chartreuse, smoke

pearl. Smoke with purple flakes 
is a nighttime favorite on 
Herrington Lake. Some swear 
by chartreuse or pearl at night 
on Lake Cumberland. 

Black or purple n to Il ounce 
hair jigs tipped with a pork trail­
er fool smallmouth bass at night. 
Black casting jigs tipped with 
large blue soft plastic craws 
attract bass when worked down 
a channel point, along a drop off 
or probed into fallen trees. 

But, the black short arm spin­
nerbait with one large Colorado 
blade is hard to beat. If the bass 
are ignoring bottom presenta­
tions with soft plastics or jigs, 
go to the black spinnerbait. The 
single Colorado blade combined 
with the short arm produce 
vibration and thump that draws 
attention from a distance at 
night. This lure is equally dead­
ly on largemouth and small­
mouth 

bass. 
The big, sprawling reservoirs 

are not the only places to night 
fish for 

bass. Farm ponds, small 
lakes and even streams offer 
good nighttime bass 

fishing. The old, venerable 
black Jitterbug stjU produces 
savage strikes 

when fished along a weed 
line in a farm pond or in the still 
water above a 

riffle in a stream.

Wallace 
to Delaoit

DETROIT Rasheed 
Wallace helped transfonn the 
Detroit Piston~ from contenders to 
NBA champions last month. Now, 
he's coming back for more. 

The unrestricted free agent for­
ward has agreed to a five-year 
contract worth $57 million, two 
sources told The Associated Press 
on Wednesday. 

One of the league sources, who 
spoke on the condition of 
anonymity, expected Wallace to 
sign the deal on Thursday. * Wallace is to meet with 
reporters at a news conference 
Friday morning at The Palace of 
Auburn Hills. 

Wallace, who made $17 mil­
lion last season, was acquired in a 
three-team deal on Feb. 19 to put 
the Pistons over the top. 

And he did. 
They were a good team with­

out Wallace, ranlcing among the 
top teams in the Eastern 
Conference with a 34-22 record. 
They were 20-6 in the regular sea­
son and 16-7 in the playoffs after 
adding him. 

The Pistons beat the Los 

Angeles Lakers in five games for 
their third title, and f.trSt since 
1990. 

Wallace's statistics were not 
always impressive - he averaged 
13 points, 7.8 rebounds and two 
blocks in the playoffs - but his 
impact almost always was. 

The 6-foot-11, 230-pounder 
made a stingy defense one of the 
best in league history and an aver­
age offense better. 

Wallace, who turns 30 on Sept 
17, averaged 16 points, 6.8 
rebounds, 2.3 assists and 1.8 
blocks last season, his ninth in the 
NBA. 

The Philadelphia native spent 
two years at North Carolina before 
being taken by Washington with 
the fourth overall pick in the 1995 
NBAdraft. 

Wallace was traded to Ponland 
following his rookie year and 
spent the next seven-plus seasons 
with the Trail Blazers. With an 
expiring contract, they traded 
Wallace to Atlanta, where he 
stayed for one game before he was 
dealt to Detroit just before the 
trading deadline. 

Wallace helped Detroit beat the 
Los Angeles Lakers in five games 
for its third title, and first since 

1990. 
He also kept his cool. 
Wallace was called for just two 

t.echnicals in the postseason. a total 
that may have shocked some who 
followed his career in Portland. 

He broke his own NBA record 
with 41 technical fouls during the 
2000-01 season, and was once 
suspended for seven games for 
threatening an official after a 
game. That was the league's 
longest suspension for something 
that didn't involve physical con­
tact or substance abuse. 

Wallace didn't have any prob­
lems with the Pistons. 

In fact, few athletes in 
Michigan became popular as 
quickly as he did. 

Wallace almost instantly 
became adored, a fact heard at 
home games each time he touched 
the ball as the crowd shouted: 
"Sheeeeeed!'' 

"It feels good when they do 
that," Wallace said during the 
NBAFmals. 

Wallace will be one of five 
returning starters for the NBA 
champion Pistons. He will be 
backed up by Antonio McDyess, 
who was signed to replace 
Mehmet Okur.

In reality. most individuals 
that have a bipolar diagnosis never have 
mamc epi od , but u ually have depre ive 
episodes prior to manic symptoms, u. ually 
outnumbering periods of manic-like symp­
toms/behaviors. Furthermore, his opinion 
was that bipolar illne- i typically one of 
significant depre sion combined with peri-

ods of manic symptoms. Often. my clinical 
observations have been that the personls 
mental procc ·ing is lmanic,l while hi 
mood i that of significant depres ion, anxi­
ety, anger, and irritability. 

The expert interview tressed hov rc­
quently health care provider; \\ 'r • lik.el} to 
recognize dcpre ive more tl ,111 manic fea­
ture and the likelihood of depre sed indi­
viduals to visit their family doctor.

(1) He ugge ted 
carefully con idering differences 
in their symptoms, by reviewing 
the past and the present As said 
before, bipolar illness is charac­
terized specifically by the pres­
ence or history of manic symp­
tom . Since they can occur 
togelher, il is important to review 
both type of symptoms at the 
same time. For example, so 
often, a really depre sed person 
will be ·itting around without the 
energy to move, be o tired and 
worn out, but, when he goes to 
bed, he is unable to go to sleep for 
hours because he just cannot stop 
his wide-awake, ob e sive and 
racing thoughts. The exact type 
of bipolar is identified, based on 
the amount of manic ymptoms 
present 

Family history is another big 
tale tell sign of bipolar illness. 
Usually some fantily members 
have already been diagno ed, as 
having a psychiatnc condition 
and sometimes bipolar disorder 
will have been identified. 
Frequently there are ired flag I in 
the personfs history that are com­
mon clues to be followed, such as 
multiple marriages or extramari­
tal affairs, legal and interpersonal 
problems, and activities generally 
associated with a significant lack 
of impulse control. On the other 
hand. the family backgrounds of 
people with unipolar depression 
are de cnbed as tamer. 

Also. individuals with bipolar 
tendencies are typically labeled 
very moody by those about them, 
with their bipolar depression and 
manic symptoms occurring and 
disappearing rapidly. At times, 
they eem to have a I witchl in 
their mood that i uncontrol­
lable. going from lots of energy, 
productivity. excitement or even 
irritability that quickly change to 
significant sluggishne , pes­
, imism, and depre ed mood. 
Dr. Manning reported that sea­
·onal changes are not unusual, 
wtth winter depre sions and sum­
mer mania~ with extreme spurts 
of activity. In contrast, unipolar 
depression tend to start with one 
or two . ymptoms and slowly 
increase in ymptoms over a time 
span of everal months. 

Dr. tanning described the 
start of bipolar illne • a more 
likely occurring in childhood or 
ad ole ·cence with a period of 
depression that might be mixed 
with re tle ne . or evere irri­
tability. He thought that a flrst 
mood episode before the age of 
25 should create u p1c10n. 
Opposite of bipolar, unipolar 
depre sions tend to tart later in 
life, after the age of 25.

Non-Traditiona student 
ment continues 

to rise at BSCTC

"You're never too old to 
learn.. is a common cliche and 
apparently age isn't a factor 
when it comes to getting an edu­
cation at Big Sandy Community 
and Technical College. The 
enrollment of non-traditional 
students has steadily risen in the 
last four year and BSCTC con­
tinues to welcome more. In the 
fall of 2000, BSCTC' enroll­
ment wa 3,266 with 42% being 
non-traditional tudeots, howev­
er, in the fall of 2003 enrollment 
for non-traditional students rose 
to 47% of the total 4,406.

Ql have been having loud 
noises In my ears for over a year. I 
was told I had tinnitus and there 

was nothing tnat could be done for lt. The 
noise seems worse when I'm overheated 
and is also louder when llle down. I am 
wonied about this because there seems to 
be no let-up, and I'm wondering If you 
could give me some additional Informs· 
tlon. 

Jem to diagnose and sometimes even 
more d1fficult to treat. I think the best 
way to handle such a broad question is to 
g1ve you a general overview of the vari· 
ous forms of tinnitus as well as its causes 
and treatments. 

Some people experience a pulsating 
type of sound. This i called pulsatile tin­
nitus. If the pulsations are in rhythm with 
the heartbeat, this is a good clue that the 
cause may be a heart murmur or ob true­
lion in the carotid artery. On the other 
hand, a pulsating sound that is not "in 
sync" with the heart, may indicate fluid in 
the middle ear or a loss of motion in the 
ear bones, a condition called oto clerosis. 

There can be a fluttering type of tinni­
tus. This is associated with a spasm of the 
muscle that tenses up the ear drum (tensor 
tym~). 

It is essential to have a thorough 
examination of the ear, blood lests and a 
simple hearing test to rule out other med­
ical problems. A good medical hi tory is 
vital as well. I assume, at a minimum, 
your doctor had these tests done. To pin­
point the problem, doctors also some­
times request full hearing tests as well as 
cr scans or magnetic resonance imaging 
(MRl) scans.

Tinnitu is defmed as ringing in 
the ears that is not related to out­
ide or external sounds. There are 

several types of linnitus and many differ­
ent causes. This can be a difficult prob-

The most common type of tinnitus is a 
high frequency ringing in the ears. It can 
be due to problems in the inner ear and is 
usually associated with medications that 
can be toxtc to the ear - ''ototoxic" in 
doctor jargon. One very common drug 
that's ototoxic is aspirin. but most people 
don't experience much of a problem 
unless they are on a high dose regimen, 
such as i common in treating some types 

If the tinnitus is crunching in nature, it 
may be due to a problem in the temporo­
mandibular joint (TMJ) or may be due to 
something rubbing against the eardrum, 
like a piece of hair. 

So as you can see, there are many 
types of tinnitus. If an underlying cau e 
is found. it should be treated. Frequently, 
no significant cause is found. In these 
cases. using a fan or "white noise" device 
at night can often be beneficial. Some 
people get help from antidepressant med· 
ication.
