within the first 10 days. 
Immediately after a disaster, he 

~said, residents are eager to help, 
with assistance pouring in at 
almost "heroic'' levels. Two to 
three weeks later, however. 
assistance wanes, which isn't 
good for those still suffering. 

Dinsmore said support from 
Floyd County is particularly 
weak. Part of the reason, he says, 
is because flooding occurred in 
the rural areas, where churches 
have smaller congregations and 
less funds to donate. The bigger 
churches with more money 
aren't as willing to give to needy 
residents outside of their congre­
oations, others say. 

"We need help. big time, not 
only from pastors. but also from 
townspeople," said Harper 
Davis. with the Kentucky 
Council of Churches. "We're not 
getting much support and we 
don't understand why. Some 
counties, let's say, just don't care 
too much for their neighbor ... I 
could care less what the theolo­
gy is in the e different churches. 
T've already shamed a couple of 
them and I don't care to do it. It 
just ain't right. That"s not help­
ing the people. It's one of those 
things, sort of a silent thing. 
They say some don't want their 
group to help others who aren't 
m their congregation. That's 
ridiculous. If we can get the min­
isters, if we can get into the con­
gregations and get one or two 
P,eople who are willing to help. 
that's all we need. It's kind of 
simple, really." 

Davis said national church 
affiliate groups like the 
Mennonites are planning to 
come into the area to do volun­
teer work for flood victims. He 
suggests that those suffering 
damages should buy their mate­
rials and ask volunteers to do the 
work, instead of paying a con­
tractor. 

"It's free " he said, "absolute­
ly free of charge. They need to 
spend their money on materials 
and let us handle the manpow-

Jt costs an approximate $40 

a ton to dump such waste at a 
regular facility, but the fee at a 
construction landfill is usually 
less than half of that, Vance 
said.

Davis said the committee is 

currently looking for places to 
house the volunteers. 

Caseworkers on the long­
term recovery committees will 
be working confidentially with 
each affected family, trying to 
connect them with volunteer 
organizations who can assist 
them with their needs. 

Currently, they are looking 
for individuals, businesses, 
schools and other organizations 
to donate material, money or 
manpower to help get people 
back to their pre-flood status. 

"It's frustrating to be told this 
isn't something that will be 
solved next month," Dinsmore 
said. "But it would be nice to see 
more faces at the table and more 
participants from the communi­
ty." 

The deadline to apply for 
assistance from the Federal 
Emergency Management agency 
is Augu t 9, but representative. 
are still on hand to answer ques­
tions and review claims.

The long-term recovery com­
mittees and the umbrella com­
mittee meet in varying locations 
every Tuesday and Wednesday. 

the county an annual fee of 
$25,000 during the three-year 
construction and development 
period and $50,000 annually, 
when the dump is fully opera­
tional. 

They propose to place the 
dumpsite on a 300-acre aban­
doned coal combustion landfill 
at Ivel. which is currently cov­
ered with an approximate 2 mil­
lion tons of fly a h. Jim Wade, 
of Ne bitt Engineering, said 
approximately 71 acres of 
wooded area would be utilized 
for the landfilL 

During the tour Monday, 
Frank Anconantonacci, a 
Murphy Road owner, and other 
company representatives, led 
the group through their Capital 
Recycling facility, where they 
explained how recyclable mate­
rial such as cans, metal and 
paper are sifted out of the 
waste. 

They then visited the Capitol 
Recycling transfer station, 
which is similar, they say, to the 
transfer station proposed for 
Ivel. Construction waste is 
brought to the site by railway 
and is removed from trucks 
inside the facility. Recyclable 
materials are sifted out again 
and the material is crushed by a 
dozer before it is trucked to the 
landfill site, where it is crushed 
again by another dozer. 

After visiting these facili­
ties, the group drove to 
Springfield, Mass., where they 
toured a Waste Management 
construction landfill currently 
used by Murphy Road. 

The landfiH is small in com­
parison to the one proposed at 
!veL and doesn't include a pro­
tective plastic liner, as would be 
necessary in lvel to adhere to 
state regulations. Wade said 
that state regulations would 
require that the debris at the 
proposed !vel site be covered 
with a foot of dirt once a week. 

At the Springfield site, the 
group also viewed part of a 
landfill that had been "capped" 
with a plastic liner and covered 
with 2 feet of soil. Grass can be 
sown on a capped landfill site, 
Wade said, but trees couldn't 
grow there. 

Each member of the touring 
group present expressed their 
approval of the extensive 
process Murphy Road goes 
through to process the debris. 
Nearly all of them were 
impressed that the Springfield 
landfill didn't "smell" and that 
the material was finely hred­
ded. 

They also expressed favor 
toward what they said is 
Murphy Road's "commitment" 
to the community. Walker said 
Murphy Road would be inter­
ested in creating a soccer field 
or park after they close the Jvel 
landfill (expected 15 years or

All of the those taking part 
in the tour satd Murphy Road"s 
proposal is probably the best 
solution to the current fly ash 
problem at the 1 vel location. 
Officials said la~t week that if 
the landfill isn't placed there, 
the fly ash problem would 
come under the authority of the 
state's Superfund, which could 
take up to 10 years or more to 
correct it. 

''Obviously, they' ve got 
their stuff together,' ' Scott said. 
"After being on the landfill. 
seeing that there was no mell. 
seeing that the material was 
shredded so fine, l think - no. 
I don't think- l know they're 
doing an excellent job there." 

Though Scott joined the rest 
of the group in voicing his 
approval for the way Murphy 
Road does business, he was the 
only touring member who was 
reluctant to say that he '11 
approve the proposal at the 
Board's next meeting. 

"Some local people have 
said 'No, we don't want 
nobody's garbage here,' and 
that bas merit," Scott said.

Christmas 
in Congress 

Democrats brought a Christmas tree onto the floor of the 
U.S. House of Representatives recently. They were gigging 
the Republican leadership over a tax bill that looks like a 
bulging Santa's bag full of goodies for big corporations, 
with stocking-stuffers for tobacco fanners, Texans and 
Floridians. 

The bill for those goodies may land with ordinary 
American workers. For them, the bilJ is a lump of coal. 

The World Trade Organization prompted this tax-writing 
party by ruling that American tax law violated trade treaties 
by subsidizing our exports. That gave European nations the 
right to retaliate with tariffs on American goods. 

The old law gave American companies a tax break if they 
export goods overseas. When Congress got busy rewriting it, 
corporate lobbyists lined up like kids in front of a shopping 
mall Santa, ready to whisper their own special requests. 
Congress listened closely as visions of campaign contribu­
tions danced in their heads. Working their way through 
Congress are breaks for cruise ship operators, bow-and­
arrow makers, NASCAR tracks and lots of others. 

For big companies, there would be bigger tax breaks for 
money U.S. companies earn overseas and the foreign taxes 
they pay. In a bizarre way, some of those breaks would 
make it cheaper for big American companies to manufacture 
in other countries and invest overseas. The more things they 
make abroad, the less they'll export from America, and 
fewer Americans will have jobs. The more they invest 
abroad means less investment at home and fewer American 
jobs. 

That's coal in the stockings of Joe and Jane Worker. 
"They say this legislation creates jobs, but not for 
Americans. It creates jobs for people overseas," Rep. 
Charles Rangel, D-N.Y., said last month. ''This is a lousy 
bill and it has nothing to do with reform." 

Other plans kicking around would make state sales taxes 
deductible in states that have no state income taxes, such as 
Texas and Florida. State income taxes already are 
deductible. In the Senate, the tax bill is married to the recent 
deal to regulate tobacco while buying out tobacco farmers. 

In all, the proposed breaks are about $34 billion more 
than the breaks they're replacing. 

When talk turns to taxes, the media and the public tend to 
nod off. That makes it easier for lobbyists to put extra good­
ies in their stockings in Congress. The Senate and House are 
getting ready to work out their differences on the new tax 
bill. Everything is up for grabs until the final deal is sealed. 
This would be a good time to wake up.

Step up your 
efforts to improve 
youth fitness now 
by RICHARD LANE, M.D.

We are facing a huge health crisis in 
this country-we've "super-sized" to the 
point that this will be the first generation 
in history to have a shorter life 
expectancy than their parents. And with 
50 percent of health care costs driven by 
the lifestyle choices we make, obesity 
costs our nation more than $117 billion 
annually in direct and indirect costs. 

If those statistics don't give you 
pause, then these should. Our youngest 
citizens are tipping the scales in a huge 
way toward a lifetime of unhealthy 
lifestyles. According to the U.S. Surgeon 
General: 

• Fifteen percent of American chil­
dren - more than 9 million - are over­
weight or obese. 

• Another 15 percent of children 
ages 9-15 are at the 'tipping point' with 
a Body Mass Index that indicates they 
are at risk for becoming overweight.

• One out of every seven children is 
at risk for a weight-related chronic dis­
ease like 'iype 2 (adult onset) diabetes. 

• Over 10 percent of pre-school chil­
dren (ages 2-5) are overweight, up from 
7 percent in 1994. 

• In Kentucky, more than 1.08 mil­
lion adults (38 percent) are overweight 
and only 29 percent get recommended 
levels of physical activity. 

lf we want our youth to be physically 
fit, we must encourage them to engage 
in daily physical activity and consume a 
nutritionally balanced diet. Turning the 
tide is going to take the combined 
efforts of parents, schools, physicians, 
business and the community. 
Fortunately, work has already begun in 
our state on many fronts. 

Pediatricians in Kentucky are taking 
aim at childhood obesity through the 
WalkingWorks program recently intro­
duced by the Kentucky Pediatric Society 
and Anthem Blue Cross and Blue 
Shield. The statewide fitness program is 
designed to encourage children to walk 
at least 30 minutes a day, 5 days a week. 
Pediatricians give their overweight and 
obese patients an electronic pedometer 
and a walking log, and work with them 
to monitor progress and intervene with 
nutritional guidance. 

Kentucky school nurses are develop­
ing innovative school health programs 

that promote healthy lifestyles, reduce 
cardiovascular risk factors, encourage 
physical activity, and support better eat­
ing habits among school-age children. 
Grants like those made by Anthem this 
year are helping to jump-start these 
efforts; however, there is room for more 
businesses to get involved. 

The Healthy Kids Taskforce - a 
statewide grassroots organization- is 
also addressing the epidemic of over­
weight, undernourished and sedentary 
youth by making changes within 
Kentucky schools. Those changes 
include increasing nutrition education 
resources in the classroom, improving 
nutritional quality of food and beverages 
sold in schools, and increasing students' 
physical activity. Volunteers involved in 
this initiative represent a broad coalition 
of education, health, business, govern­
ment and community groups. 

And need-based scholarships from 
the Anthem Foundation are helping 
young people train at the innovative 4t 
Youth Training Center in Louisville 
where Dr. Louis Heuser combines physi­
cal training with nutritional guidance to 
set overweight children on a path toward 
healthier living. 

Through ali these efforts and others, 
the obesity epidemic has our attention.

SOMERSET - Kimberly 
Williams, a junior at 
Prestonsburg High School, 
recently returned from Somerset 
where she participated in The 
Center for Rural Development's 
Rogers Scholars program. The 
annual session, now in its sev­
enth year, is a tlnique and excit­
ing learning opportunity for 60 
teens from 42 counties in 
Southern and Eastern Kentucky. 
Dates for this year's program 
were June 27-July 2 and July 
18-23. 

Early in the week, Scholars 
each built a "virtual" business 
with simulation software used 
by the Small Business 
Development Centers. The pro­
gram allows entrepreneurs to 
make decisions using different 
scenarios, getting real-time 
feedback that shows the impact 
of those decisions on their busi­
ness. This year's business was a 
shoe store and, as in the real 
world, some Scholars made a 
tidy profit, while others didn't 
fare quite so well. During the 
career exploration sessions, 
Scholars learned how college 
can prepare them for any career 
path and had an opportunity to 
meet with admission representa­
tives from numerous Kentucky 
colleges and universities. 

Creating and implementing a 
community service project in 
their hometown was another key 
component of the Rogers 
Scholars program. It not only 
taught them that leadership 
entails making a difference in 
their community, but it's also a 

way to apply what they've 
learned by upon returning home. 

One evening introduced the 
teens to situations they may 
encounter as adults in the busi­
ness world, such as entertaining 
a client at dinner. Scholars dis­
covered that dressing profes­
sionally and having the right 
manners can significantly affect 
the impression they make. They 
not only learned how to success­
fully navigate complicated table 
settings, but also were intro­
duced -to menu words such. as 
hors d'oeuvre and calculated 
appropriate tips for casual to 
formal scenarios. After dinner, 
Scholars were challenged with 
learning ballroom dancing, 
which required them to be open­
minded, try something beyond 
what they were comfortable 
with and expand their cultural 
awareness. 

The "majors," where students 
spent a total of 10 hours during 
the week immersed in a specific 
subject area, were without a 
doubt among the most popular 
part of the program. Video pro­
duction teams each produced a 
2-3 minute video, where partici­
pants worked on all production 
aspects, from scripting and 
shooting footage to editing and 
adding music and graphics. 
Engineering majors not only got 
an overview of all the different 
types of engineering, but also 
got hands-on experience in pro­
jects such as designing bridges 
and building a humidity tester. 
IT majors explored both net­
working and web development, 
with projects ranging from 
cracking the case of a computer 
and instaJiing network ca~ to 
learning Flash animation. 

Over the course of the week, 
Scholars heard from a variety of 
successful entrepreneurs and 
motivational speakers, all of 
who had an inspiring message.

Paris Charles, executive 
director of the Kentucky Office 
of Mine Safety and Licensing, 
issued the order Tuesday, a day 
after an eastern Kentucky miner 
died in a rock fall at an under­
ground mine where retreat min-

The process. used in played­

out mines, requires miners to 
remove pillars of coal that sup­
port overhead rock layers. Once 
lhe pillars are removed, the 
overhead rocks collapse in what 
are upposed to be planned and 
controlled roof falls. 

However, two Kentucky min­
ers have died this yea,r in rock 
falls while doing retreat mining. 

Jimmy W. Anderson, 38, of 
Neon, died Monday while work­
ing with a retreat mining crew at 

• the Reedy Coal 25(9) mine at 
Pinetop in Knott County. The 
rock fall occurred about 3:45 
p.m. EDT. 

Edwin Pennington, 25, of 
Harlan, died June 15, inside a 
Bell County Coa1 Corp. mine 
just out$ide of Middlesboro 
when he was buried by 200 feet 
of rock. Pennington's death 
focused attention on the mining 
practice because he videotaped 
the roof collapse that killed him.

Varney charged Sexton with 
speeding, driving under the 
influence and drug possession, 
but those charges were later dis­
missed against Sexton, who was 
traveling home from a hospital, 
where he tended to his wife and 
critically ill newborn child. 

Authorities alleged that 
Varney failed to indicate 
Sexton's speed on the citation 
and that he failed to send any 
drugs allegedly found on Sexton 
to the state police laboratory for 
testing. 

Attorney Clyde F. Johnson, 
representing Sexton, said that 
Varney's conduct was "inhu­
man." 

"To curse and chastise a 
young ma.n who was undergoing 
a traumatic experience as Jason 
was with his child, was totally 
uncalled for." Johnson said in 
March. 

The Kentucky State Police 
found no drugs or alcohol in 
Sexton's system. 

Martin Police Chief James 
Slone described Varney as a 
"pretty good officer" and said 
that he passed the Police Officer 
Professional Standards require­
ment, which included a psycho­
logical exam. 

Varney has since resigned • 
from the Martin Police station.

Antifreeze a tasty, deadly treat for dogs

LITILE MUD - Coyett 
Lawson saw her second dog die 
of antifreeze poisoning this past 
weekend. 

She lost her first dog to poi­
soning two years ago. That dog, 
Snowball, was chained in her 
yard at all times. 

This past weekend she lost an 
O).Jtside dog named "Brownie" 
who was a shepherd mix and 1 
year old. 
, "We have another dog," she 

s;.id, "and we don't want any­
tbing to happen to it." 
• Lawson couldn't believe that 

anyone would do such a thing 

on purpose and has heard of no 
complaints about her dog from 
neighbors. 

Dr. Charles Preston, of East 
Kentucky Animal Clinic, in 
Pikeville, said, "Unfortunately, 
it is done maliciously on some 
occasions and can be mixed 
with food." 

Preston noted that such inci­
dents most often happen by 
accident and only a small puddle 
of the liquid can be fatal. 

~ "If there is a puddle of the 
stuff around, a dog will lap it 
up," Preston said. "Tt tastes 
sweet to them, but it is highly 
toxic and wiJI destroy their kid­
neys." . 

Antifreeze poisoning kills 

about 10,000 dogs and cats a 
year. The chemical in antifreeze, 
ethylene glycol, is also haz­
ardous to small children. 
Antifreeze leaks should be 
cleaned up right away if you 
have pets or small children. 

Dogs that are most at risk for 
antifreeze poisoning are those 
that roam freely or are kept in 
garages. Antifreeze leaks, from 
vehicles, are very common and 
often are the result of a car over­
heating or a loose hose. The liq­
uid is easy to spot as it is green­
ish in color. 

An animal that has been poi­
soned will first appear to be 
unsteady on its feet for up to 
three hours. The animal may

Kentucky residents have 
been targeted by Foreign 
scammers in Canada and 
Mexico who ae going to great 
lengths to convince area citi­
zens that they have won for­
eign lotteries. 

That news is followed by a 
request for banking informa­
tion and instructions to pay tax 
money for the prize. This is in 
direct violation with state law, 
which clearly states that any 
tax money for lottery winnings 
needn't be paid up front. 
Despite this law, many have 
been taken in by scams of this 
nature which rip off 
Americans to the tune of $120 
million annually. 

Kentucky's vice president 

of Communications, 
Government and Public 
Relations, Chip Polston, said, 
"We're getting reports of peo­
ple receiving letters with 
Mexican postage stamps and 
cancellations telling players 
that the have won the 'El 
Gordo' lottery. Some 
Canadian scammers are even 
paying to have these letters 
hand delivered by courier so 
they appear authentic.

scams and stopped shipping 
orders to Nigeria. 

Stumbo characterized 
Kentuckians as having been 
victimized by Nigerian scam­
mers and no one knows that 
better than Linda Housinger of 
Auxier. Housinger was arrest­
ed in 2003 along with friends 
because they had acted as a 
drop shipper for N igerian 
scam artists. Unfortunately for 
Housinger, no one beheved 
that they were not the scam­
mers themselves and they 
spent several weeks at the 
Floyd County Detention 
Center until local attorney 
Ned Pillersdorf was able to 
show, in court, that there was 
no crime committed and 
indeed no profits going to any­
one in Kentucky. 

Housinger feels vindicated 

but held no malice toward the 
sheriff's department and said, 
"We went through so much, 
but J am grateful that people 
are hearing this warning from 
the attorney general. 
Hopefully, they will pay better 
attention to htm than they did 
to our warnings." 

Apparently the Attorney 
General's Office Consumer 
Protection Division receives 
daily reports of scams out of 
Nigeria and is also warning 
residents to look out for simi­
lar scams from England, 
Holland and Australia. 

Stumbo summed up the 
policy that businesses should 
take with Nigeria succinctly 
when he advised to "assume 
that most, if not all, unsolicit­

Tigers earn respect with ·turnaround

DETROIT - When basebaJI 
teams made a trip to Detroit last 
season, they usuaUy could count 
on a couple of wins. 

Not anymore. 
A laughingstock in 2003 

while lo ing an AL-record l 19 
games, the Tigers might not win 
a division title. but at least 
the)' 're re pectable, just five 
games under .500 and giving 
op;x>nent fits. 

"It's a completely different 
atmosphere in this place,·· Twins 
manager Ron Gardenhire said 
during a erie at Comerica 
Park. "You used to come in here 
expecting to win, and now every 
game is a fight. That's not a 

• team anyone wants to play these 
days." 

Ivan Rodriguez. Carlos 
Guillen, Ugueth Urbina and 
Ja on Johnson are just some of 
the newcomers having strong 
seasons. Young holdovers Omar 

Infante, Brandon Jnge, Mike 
Maroth and Nate Robert on 
have gone from prospects to 
producers. 

When the deadline passed 
Saturday for trades without 
waivers, Detroit decided it was­
n't interested in unloading play­
ers suddenly attractive to play­
off-hopeful teams. 

"Clubs were calling about 
some of our players, but we 
I iked those players and we 
weren't looking for just 
prospects,'' Tigers president 
Dave Dombrowski said 
Monday. "We've made tremen­
dous strides and we feel like 
we're in a position to keep 
building toward our goal of a 
championship." 

The Tigers (50-55) are tired 
about talking about last year, but 
that doesn't stop the interesting 
comparisons. 

They surpassed the 2003 vic­
tory total of 43 in their 91 st 
game, easily setting a record for 
fewest games needed to over-

take a win total from the previ­
ou year. 

The Tiger finished last year 
47 games behind AL Central 
champion Minnesota and lost 20 
more games than the next-worst 
team in the majors (Tampa 
Bay). Now, they're 9 1/2 game 
behind the division-leading 
Twins, and have more win than 
nine teams. 

"We've come a long way," 
manager Alan Trammell said. 

Last year, the Tigers scored 
the fewest runs (3.6 per game) 
m the AL; had the worst fielding 
percentage (.978) in the league; 
trailed every team in baseball in 
batting average (.240) and were 
among the worst in the majors in 
ERA (5.30). 

This season, they're among 
the best in baseball in runs (5.3 
per game) and batting average 
(.278). But they've been wildly 
inconsistent because they rank 
among baseball' worst in ERA 
( 4.84 ), fielding percentage 
(.977) and errors (92). 

Detroit's shortcomings, espe­
cially with it middle relievers 
and setup men, has led to an 8-
17 record in one-run games and 
a 4-8 mark in extra innings. 

While the Tigers are not 
making Mione ota worry about 
staying atop the division, they 
do have a shot at ending the sea­
son with a .500 record for the 
first time since 1993. 

Rodriguez often has said the 
Tigers are playoff contenders, 
and while they likely will not be 
in the postseason, the All-Star 
catcher is a big reason it's even 
a topic of conversation. He is 
batting .349, tied with Barry 
Bonds for the major league lead, 
and has been a confidence­
building presence. 

White Sox manager Ozzie 
Guillen, Florida's third base 
coach last season, is not sur­
prised Rodriguez has led 
Detroit's climb to respectability. 

"Rodriguez can obviously 
turn around any club," Guillen 
said. "He carried our team all 

last year on the field and in the 
clubhouse." 

Rodriguez is not content with 
merely being competitive, but 
he was happy the Tigers didn't 
deal any players, especially his 
good friend. Urbina. 

"We have to get some more 
players to the team. hut with 
what we have here, I'm pretty 
pleased," Rodriguez said. 

The Tigers' long-suffering 
fan base, which has fluctuated 
between angry and apathetic 
during the past decade, is invig-

orated. The team i drawing an 
average of 24,307 fans at home 
- up 38 percent from last year. 
Through 59 telecasts on FSN 
Detroit, the average rating is 
4.1, up 52 percent from the same 
point last season. 

"I don't think there's any 
question there's been a spike in 
interest," Dombrowski said. 
"Having proven major leaguers 
on the roster has given people a 
reason to pay attention to what 
we're doing."

CHICAGO - His manager is 
a baseball lifer, but he couldn't 
remember the last time a pitcher 
chasing his 300th wm generated 
so little buzz. And though the 
commissioner made the short 
hop down from Milwaukee to 
mark the occasion. he had to 
agree. 

Just to make sure nobody 
made too big a fuss, Greg 
Maddux did what he aJways does 
- anything to win. 

The 38-ycar-old Cubs right­
hander lasted six sticky innings 
against the PhiUies on a blister­
ing afternoon, then sat down for 
the cause and logged a no-deci­
sion in Chicago's 6-3 win 
Sunday. As it turned out, any fan­
fare would have been wasted. 

Before the game, Maddux got 
chills and a rousing ovation as he 
walked to the bullpen just behind 
third and within easy shouting 
distance of fans lining the low 
brick wall at ancient Wrigley 
Field. But whatever stuff he had 
warming up didn't last into the 

• game. Maddux was clocked for 
two home runs in the tirst and 
left trailing 3-2. after throwing 87 
pitches and failing to hit that 
number on the radar gun more 
than once or twice. 

"l would have loved to go out 
there and try not to waJk some­
body and just hope they hit it at 
omebody," Maddux said about 

pitching the seventh. "But it's not 
right, not fair to the rest of the 
guys and the rest of the team, the 
city. It's not the way you are sup-

f po ed to play the game." 
Truth be told, he was gassed 

after five, hung on through six 
and was gratefully cooling his 
heels in the dugout when a four­
run rally in the seventh put the 
Cubs ahead to stay. Maddux was 
still so overheated 15 minutes 
after the game that he walked 
into the interview room barefoot, 
wearing only a hat, T-shirt and 
spandex bicycle shorts. 

In the hallway outside, Nomar 
Garciaparra, the Cubs' just­
arrived shortstop, awaited his 
tum on the stage. He wasn't 
dressed much better, save for

sandals and a pair of gym shorts 
with a fading Boston Red Sox 
logo on one side. But he was 
impressed. 

"Talk about pitchers with a 
mound presence," Garciaparra 
said about his new teammate. 
"This guy's definitely got it." 

Meanwhile, back inside the 
interview room, Maddux had no 
trouble pinning down the 
moment he lost it. 

"I knew I was fmished after 
six. We held them in the seventh 
and came back," he said very 
matter-of-factly. "That's nice to 
see." 

Maddux is a monster on the 
mound but so unassuming off it 
that you might have trouble 
believing the Mr. Hyde whose 
competitive soul should make 
him a first-ballot HaJJ ofFamer is 
also the Dr. Jekyll who usually 
turns up afterward in street 
clothes and spectacles, and hates 
media swarms every bit as much 
as he loves playing golf and 
video games. 

After Maddux notched No. 
299 in Selig's hometown last 
Tuesday, the Cubs tried to put 
him front and center before the 
national media. Instead of talking 
about himself, Maddux stepped 
back. He turned one specially 
arranged news conference into a 
clinic on pitching, and low-keyed 
every interview he sat through 
the rest of the week. 

He bad nothing to do with the 
II th-hour deal that relocated 
Garciaparra from Fenway Park 
to Wrigley, but you can bet the 
timing hardly upset him. It kept 
his quest for 300 off the back 
page. Ditto for the chunks of con­
crete that fell on the upper deck 
and mezzanine levels at the 90-
year-old ballpark, which grabbed 
the headlines for a few days and 
nearly forced the Cubs to shut the 
place down for repairs. 

None of it affected Maddux' 
preparations, of course. He tip­
toed to 299 wins and four Cy 
Young Awards one way - by 
learning hitters' weaknesses, 
changing speeds and always aim­
ing at the black edges that frame 
home plate. And he isn't about to 
change. 

Maddux was already a pro 
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when the Cubs called him up the 
bigs in 1986 and veteran reliever 
Lee Smith took one look at the 
skinny 20-year-old and dubbed 
him "Bat Boy.'' He's even more 
of a pro now. 

"It wasn't hard this time." 
Maddux said. "You do what you 
have to do to get ready for your 
game, go out and pitch, and don't 
get caught up in it. I'll enjoy the 
off day tomorrow, throw on the 
side in two or three days and get 
ready to pitch when it's my turn." 

Though the manager is notori­
ously suspicious of pitchers, he 
also gave this particular pitcher 
every chance to talk him into 
worlUng the seventh. 

It's one measure of Maddux's 
craftsmanship that he never even 
considered asking. 

"He's an honest guy," Baker 
said, handing out the ultimate 
compliment. "When he says it's 
enough, it's enough."

"If he's truly saying he's 
changed, he's got all the chances 
everyone else has to get back up 
on his feet," said John Fowler of 
Louisville. who shelled out

"I think he's straightened up.

Boos rained down on 
Williams when he was intro­
duced while Tyson basked in the 
roars of applause from the 
crowd. 

But he couldn't withstand the 
thunderous punches from 
Williams and was knocked out 
m the fourth round. 

Much of the crowd stood 
throughout the match, and 
"oohs" and "aahs" echoed and 
each fighter threw big punches. 

In the fourth round, the 
crowd chanted Tyson's name. 
But, a few moments later, when 
Tyson went down, much of the 
shocked crowd cheered. 

A small group of mostly 
women gathered outside the 
Kentucky Fair and Exposition 
Center, where the fight was 
held, to protest Tyson. They held 
placards reminding fight fans of 
Tyson's rape conviction. 

The bout drew fight fans, the 
curiou and celebrity watchers. 
Few big names arrived for the 
bout. Notably, 80's TV and 
movie icon Mr. T, who played a 
boxer in several of the "Rocky" 
movies, arrived to take in the 
fights. 

Tim Sauer of Louisville 
stood near a red carpet, camera 
in hand. 

Sauer and his friends didn't 

expect to go in to watch the 
fighL 

"Not unless they stan giving 
away tickets," said John 
Shumway of Louisville. 

Some late arriving fans were 
drenched by heavy rains as 
lightning flashed overhead. 
Former heavyweight champion 
Evander Holyfield shook hands 
with well-wishers as he arrived 
to watch his one time nemisis. 

The crowd inside the arena 
was sparse early in the evening. 
As Laila Ali's fight began, the 
crowd filled in to near capacity. 

The near capacity crowd 
broke out in chants of "Ali" as 
the daughter of former champi­
on and Louisville native 
Muhammad Ali entered the 
arena. 

During the bout, the crowd 
urged on ali with more chants as 

she landed fiurries of punches 
throughout the bout. 

Ali won in 9th round, when 
her opponent, Monica Nunez, 
threw in the white towel. 

Fans aid that Louisville also 
stood to be a winner from the 
match. 

"It's a great event," said 
Curti Mitchell of Louisville. 
"This is like a once-in-a-lifetime 
opportunity for Louisville.'' 

From the outset, the city's 
mayor and Kentucky's governor 
had frowned on playing host to a 
Tyson fight.

Tyson, crumbling the ex-heavy­
weight champion's latest come­
back bid. 

Ticket prices ranged from 
$40 to $1,500, and Webb said 
everyone was a paying cus­
tomer except for about 500 
tickets that were given away. 

"I think the people of 
Louisville have made a state­
ment that ... Louisville can and 
will participate at the highest 
level within the boxing indus­
try," Webb said. 

Both fighters and the net­
work were struck by the ener­
getic crowd, said Webb, a 
Louisville-based promoter who 
heads Straight-Out Promotions. 
The bout was televised on 
Showtime pay-per-view. 

"We had an event that 
brought a lot of people to town 
who spent a lot of money with 
no major incidents of any kind 
negative," Jugan said. "We got 
a lot of national and interna­
tional exposure. I don't ee how 
anybody could view it as bad." 

Jugan said the sports com­
mission is interested in bring­
ing amateur boxing events to 
the city.

Arkansas Derby and Kentucky 
Derby. 

He already had withdrawn 
from the Sept. 5 Pennsylvania 
Derby because of the bruise on 
his left front hoof. The injury 
was treated about three weeks 
ago, and Servis was optimistic 
about running him in the 
Breeders Cup Classic on Oct. 
30 at Lone Star Park in Grand 
Prairie, Texas. 

Servis had hoped to run

ease a1lects more than 4.5 mil­
lion Americans. A lot of atten­
tion has been focused on 
Alzheimer's due to the recent 
loss of former President 
Ronald Reagan. This is a dev­
astating disease that not only 
affects the victims, but the 
families and caregivers as 
well. 

Alzheimer's causes a slow 
loss of brain cells resulting in 
the loss of many cognitive 
abilities.

; mites that can cause skin disor­
ders- parasitologists tell them 
apart by number and length of 
legs, shape of mouth parts and 
so on. Since they are aU short, 
fat, and can be eliminated by the 
same type of chemical treat­
ments, I tend to lump them all 
together.) 

According to veterinary der­
matologists, Demodex canis is a 
normal resident of dog skin, and 
causes no problems. I personal­
ly take this with a grain of salt, 
since they don't seem to show 
up as incidental findings in 

• crapings done for some other 
reason, but I' II defer to the 
experts on that one. In general, 
Demodecosis occurs in two 
forms, Localized and 
Generalized. When J was in 
school, the jury was still out as 
to whether these were two dif­
ferent diseases, or two manifes­
tations of the same disorder. 
Apparently thinking now leans 
toward them being variations of 
the same disease, depending on 
the body's response to the pres­
ence of mites. 

Localized Demodecosis is 
also called Juvenile-Onset 
Demodecosis, and both terms 

of different symptoms. 
Symptoms of Alzheimer's 

progress over time. In the 
early stages, family members 
and friends may notice minor 
personality changes.

are descriptive. This fonn is 
seen in dogs less than a year old, 
and the lesions are generally 
confined to hairless patches on 
the head and face. (These hair­
less patches usually do not itch, 
as opposed to intense itchiness 
of Sarcoptic mange.) The 
appearance of localized 
Demodex can be very subtle, 
and owners may not even notice 
anything wrong. Up to 90% of 
these cases will disappear spon­
taneously by the time the pup 
reaches one year of age. 

Current thinking says that 
pups acquire this form during 
the first week of life by direct 
contact with their affected 
mother. The mother dog may 
not have an obvious problem, 
but the stress of pregnancy and 
whelping can cause a sup­
pressed case of generalized 
Demodex to become acttve. 
The disorder may gain a toehold 
on the pups, but as their immune 
systems mature, they get better 
at fighting it off. By adulthood 
they have often beaten the mites 
back into submission. 

Localized Demodex in a 
young pup may be treated with a 
special type of ointment, or your 
vet may adopt a wait-and-see 
approach before any treatment 
is started. I waffle back and 

Plains, however, they seem to 
be the rule. The article stated 
that last year, 51 people died in 
the county in which Chris 
Mailer lives.

Generalized Demodecosis is 
the bad guy. These dogs may 
present almost completely hair­
less, with thickened, inflamed 
skin and a characteristic odor. 
Secondary bacterial infection of 
the damaged skin gives the dis­
ease its nickname of "Red 
Mange". This form can be 
extremely itchy, and the resul­
tant scratching compounds the 
problem as the dog's nails drive 
the infection even deeper. 

This form of the disea e is 
also believed to be due to an 
inability of the dog's immune 
system to keep the mites at bay. 
This i a more serious concern 
in an adult dog, because it 
points to something worse than 
just an immature immune 
response. There is believed to 
be an inherited immune defi­
ciency in some dogs that makes 
them more prone to generalized 
Demodex. In others the immu­
nity may not be up to par due to 
some source of stress, such a 
cancer or chronic malnutrition. 
Researchers really just don't 
know for sure. This theory 
makes sense, though, because 
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Although we're lucky not to 
have the problem of the big 
cities, we still don't breathe 
clean air. Neither do we go 
slow. Furthermore, we hillbil­
lies are also among the most 
impatient people in the world. 
And yes, we do fret over the 
economy. When it comes to our 
neighbors - at one time, our 
strong suit in this little game -
it's now a "do unto others, but 
do it first" philosophy. And 
finally, we've even eemingly 
adopted the idea of "starter mar­
riages." 

We don't know how much 
good it'd do to try to change our 
lifestyle at this point, and 
there's no way we could all 
move to North Dakota. Guess 
about all we can do is hope 
we'll end up being the excep­
tion. After all, growing old isn't 
an that bad when you consider 
the alternative.

we typically see generalized 
Demodex in two types of dogs: 
purebreds and strays that were 
subjected to lots of stress prior 
to their adoption. 

An old superstition says that 
"red mange is in the blood" -as 
with many old sayings, it con­
tains a grain of truth. The mites 
aren't actually in the blood, but 
the tendency toward the disor­
der is likely inherited. For this 
reason, dogs with Demodex, 
especially the generalized fonn, 
should NOT be bred. Breeding 
dogs who have recovered from 
the localized form is controver­
Sial, due to the uncertamty 
whether any given case is truly a 
recovery or a temporary remis­
sion. I always prefer to err on 
the side of spay/neuter, not 
being able to justify adding 
more animals, and potentially 
sick animals at that, to the 
already overcrowded pet popu­
lation. 

Although I'm not sure we 
can say with certainty that 
Demodecos1s is every truly 
cured, it is certainly a treatable 
disease. Next time, we'll dis­
cu some of tho e treatment 
options.

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All in the family 
Beetles are insects and belong to 
the order of Coleoptera. Coleoptera is 
the largest of insect orders - about 
40 percent of the wor1d's insects are 
beetles. Scientists have divided the 
Coleoptera order into more than 
150 families of beetles. 

Scientists (or zoologists) who study 
insects are called entomologists. 
Specialists who study only beetles 
are called coleopterists. 

Coleoptera are distinguished by hard 
forewings and thin, folded hindwings. 
They range greatly in size and have 
mouth parts that enable them to chew.

Ladybug 

Weevils (Curculionidae) are 
the largest family of beetles, 
consisting of more than 
40,000 species. Also known 
as billbugs or snout beetles, 
weevils are considered a p-est 
to fanners. Weevils have long 
snouts and are dull in color, 
except for the brightly colored 
tropical species. 

Leaf beetles (Chrysomelidae) 
are another agricultural pest. 
Particular1y, the Colorado 
potato beetle is well known 
for its destruction of potato 
crops. Some leaf beetles play 
dead when disturbed or 
threatened. There are at least 
25,000 species in this beetle 
family. 

Ground beetles (Carabidae) 
are usually nocturnal, mean­
ing they sleep during the day. 
If you tum over a rock, you 
just might discover one. 
Because ground beetles eat 
other insects, they are some­
times used for pest control. 
There are about 20,000 
species. 

Scarabs (Scarabaeidae) 
have clublike antennae. 
They are the beetles often 
depicted in ancient Egyptian 
art. Dung beetles and tumble­
bugs eat and reproduce in the 
waste of herbivores. June­
bugs and Japanese beetles 
are garden pests that wreak 
havoc on plants by chewing 
large holes in leaves. There 
are more than 20,000 kinds of 
scarab beetles. 

Click beetles (Eiateridae) are 
also called fire beetles. Click 
beetles are known for the 
clicking sound they make. 

Predacious diving beetles 
(Dytiscidae) live in fresh 
water and feed on snails, 
tadpoles and small fish. 

They breathe by trapping air 
in parts of their body. 

Ladybugs (Coccinellidae) 
are also known as ladybirds 
and ladybeetles. The adults 
have round bodies and are 

often red, orange or 
yellow wHh black spots. 

Gardeners like ladybugs 
because they eat aphids 

and other insect pests. 
About 4,000 species belong 
to this family. 

Fireflies (Lampyridae) are 
sometimes called lightning 
bugs, and there are about 
1 ,900 species in the firefly 
family.

Anatomy 101 
Uke all insects, beetles have six legs 
and three body parts: the head, thorax 
and abdomen. 

Most beetles have two pairs of wings -
hard (often colorful) forewings called elytra 
and delicate, transparent hindwings that 
are kept folded under the forewings until 
needed for flight. (Most, but not all, beetles 
can fly.) Beetles use their antennae for 
touch and smell. Most beetles have excel­
lent eyesight and can see color and motion. 
Although some beetles have long legs and 
others short legs, all have legs that consist 
of five segments with claws on the end. 

Antennae The elytra act like 
body armor for the 
beeUe. Elytra have 

no veins and are 
opaque (not trans­
parent). They are 
usually hard and 
rigid, but In some 
species the elytra 

are more leathery.

The circle of life 
Beetles have a complex life cycle in which 
they undergo a complete metamorphosis. 
Metamorphosis means "change of body 
form and appearance." When beetle eggs 
hatch, larvae (grubs) are bam. The larvae 
grow and shed their skin (molt) several 
times before turning into a pupa. The pupa 
may appear dormant, but the insect's body 
is experiencing great changes inside. Mus­
cles, nerves and tissue are dissolved and 
new ones are formed. When the change is 
complete, an adult beetle emerges.
