Judge-Executive Paul Hunt 
Thompson issued an order on 
August 5, appointing two officers 
to return Newsome to the state. 

Newsome is currently incar­
cerated at the Floyd County 
Detention Center under a $50,000 
cash bond.

can o good 

Someone posed a question the other day regarding our 
coverage of a particular story, and it's probably one that 
many of our readers have had from time to time about other 
stories. 

The caller wanted to know why we had highlighted the 
bad news in our story about the preliminary No Child Left 
Behind Act results released last week - namely that four 
Floyd County schools did not show "adequate yearly 
progress," with three of them now facing penalties -
instead of focusing more on the greater number of schools 
that were successful. 

We're sure that many people have had similar questions 
from time to time, but it all boils down to one simple ques­
tion: Why is more importance placed on "bad news"? 

We're sure it must seem at times that the press just wants 
to splash all of the stories about the world's problems on the 
front page, while more positive stories are given scant cov­
erage, if they are covered at all. 

We assured our caller that our intent in how the school 
story was covered was not necessarily to highlight the nega­
tive, but rather to call attention to the one aspect of the story 
that required the most immediate attention. 

Yes, it is good news to hear that three-quarters of local 
schools got the job done last year, and it is important to rec· 
ognize that. But it is far more important for our community 
to know that four other schools were unsuccessful. 

Why? Because that fact means that at least some of the 
students at those four schools, on some level, did not receive 
the education they were promised. It means that there must 
be problems at those schools that need to be addressed. And 
at the most rudimentary level, it means that taxpayers who 
fund those schools were shortchanged. For all of those rea­
sons, it is more important to call attention to the negative in 
this case, rather than allowing it to be overshadowed by the 
positive. 

To put it another way, imagine that when you return home 
from work, your spouse has two pieces of news to convey to 
you: 1. Dinner is ready, and 2. The kitchen is on fire. Which 
do you want to be told first? 

As a part of the press, our most important duty is to pro­
vide our readers with the news that matters most to them. 
From our perspective, news that will help local residents and 
leaders create a better community - if in no other way than 
to identify a problem - is the most important.

Full effect of budget 
failure, marriage 
amendment still to 
be detennined

MAYFIELD - George W. "Buddy" 
Petty, a Republican running to unseat a 
Democrat in western Kentucky's 2nd 
House District, believes the General 
Assembly handed him an issue by failing 
to enact a budget. 

''Too many people are disappointed 
with the way the Legislature conducted 
itself," Petty, a farmer and businessman, 
said in an interview last week. His oppo­
nent, Rep. Fred Nesler of Mayfield "is part 
of it," Petty said. "I'm pushing that pretty 
hard myself." 

Absence of a budget, along with same­
sex maniage, provided grist for the fall 
legislative campaigns. That was pre­
dictable. They were the two most con­
tentious actions of the 2004 General 
Assembly. 

Less certain is that Petty and other 
Republicans will be able to effectively use

them to dislodge incwnbents, especially 
the House veterans in historically 
Democratic western Kentucky. 

Those incumben~, Nesler :lfffong them, 
believe their own enthusiastic support of 
the proposed constitutional amendment to 
prohibit "gay marriage" inoculated them 
on that issue - even though key 
Democrats in the House tried and ultimate­
ly failed to stifle it without a public vote. 

Likewise, the absence of a budget has 
not shut down the state. Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher has been running things on his 
own "spending plan" since July 1. 

The impasse arose after the Republican 
Senate insisted on coupling a budget with 
tax changes sought by fletcher. The gover­
nor called it "tax modernization." The 
Democratic House refused. 

Two monthS' ago, the budget "seemed to 
be the big issue but it has died off greatly," 
said Rep. Mike Cherty, a Democrat from 
Princeton who also has a Republican oppo­
nent, Freddy Stubblefield of Marion. 

"We see the state continuing and for 
most people, it doesn't have the impor­
tance of things that actually touch them, 
such as jobs and health insurance," Cherry 
said. 

Continental Tire's recent announcement 
that it would cease manufacturing at its 
Mayfield plant, eliminating 980 jobs, will 
prove to be a more salient issue, Cherry 
predicted. Still, he said, if there still is no 
budget by the election, "we will be called 

to task in certain areas." 
Petty, of Mayfield, is not waiting. 
'This tax modernization the governor is 

Uillting about ~ I think it g6ies right over 
people's heads," he said. "But they know 
about a budget They do not want to hear 
some more excuses about why we don't 
have a budget, and I'm going for the jugu­
lar on that one." 

As for the maniage amendment, voters I; 
seem eager for November and a chance to 
ratify it. judging by the hundreds who 
descended on the Capitol to demand House 
passage in the spring and by audience reac­
tion last week at the annual Fancy Fann 
Picnic. Any mention of it was guaranteed 
to bring applause. 

The Republican Party counted on the 
amendment to generate a large, conserva­
tive voter turnout, and most observers 
think it will. But that may prove to be 
more significant for candidates higher on 
the ballot - President Bush and John 
Kerry. 

For the Kentucky House incumbents, 
Cherry said the maniage issue "is defused 
now that we have it on the ballot." 

''There's not much that can be used 
against incumbents here in western 
Kentucky," he said.

• , Many schools to start year with higher lunch prices, 

thanks to cost of dairy, meat - and gasoline

SOMERSWORTH, N.H. 
Beck-to-school checklists will 
have chHdren scrambling for a 
new item thi year - more 
lunch money. 

Feeling the pressure of rising 
food, labor and transportation 
costs, schools nationwide are 

• hiking the price of breakfast and 
lunch, in some ca e for the first 
time in more than a decade and 
by as much as $1. 

Duane Ford, business direc­
tor for Somersworth schools, 
said this year's 25-cent increase 
- the first in 10 years - is JUSt 
the stan. Staff cuts, eliminating 
the breakfast program and 
another increase next year also 
are being considered. 

"What we did in terms of 
changing our price isn't 
enough," he said recently. "You 
start looking at reports saymg, 

• 'Oh my God, what are we going 
to do? This isn't working."' 

The increases don't affect the 
nearly 17 million children who 
get free or reduced price lunches 
and who account for more than 
half of the 29 million children 
served by the National School 
Lunch Program this year. 

Forty cents is the limit for a 
reduced price meal. But prices 
for kids who don't meet the 
poverty rules are set by local 
school districts and have no 

price cap. It is those prices that 
some schools are raising -
from a few cents to a dollar per 
meal. 

School systems typically get 
bo local money for thetr lunch 
programs. They get by on meal 
sales, vending machine sales 
and the u e of government com­
modities. But chools complain 
that the federal system hasn't 
kept pace with the cost of food. 
Budgets in the red are routine. 

While typical annual food 
inflation is about 3 percent. 
dairy price in June were up 27 
percent from a year ago, accord­
ing to the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture. Meat and cheese 
were up 11 percent, and poultry 
9 percent. 

There also is a catch-up fac­
tor at play. Schools generally 
avoid raising prices for as long 
as possible. That means many 
communities are just now cover­
ing for years of incremental cost 
increases in addition to the 
recent spike. 

It all added up to a 17 percent 
food cost increase at the Galt 
Joint Union High School 
District in Galt, Calif., where 
officials recently relented, rais­
ing meal prices to $3 after hold­
ing them to $2 for the past 12 
years. 

The district wanted to hold 
the increase to 50 cents, but 
feared having to go back to par­
ents for more money next year.

AWhen new evidence comes out about health or disease, 
the role of the Surgeon General Is to give this Information 
to the public. The evidence of the health risk from smoking 

Is overwhelming and the public needs to understand the dan­
gers. Several new diseases, Including one form of leukemia, are 
now directly linked to smoking. 

While It Is true that tobacco has been smoked for centuries, only 
In the last 50 years have people lived long enough to see the real 
effects of smoking. 

Because people today are not dying early from Infections or 
communicable disease, the Impact of llvestyle becomes clearly 
evident. While some problems caused by smoking show up 
Immediately-such as asthma or Increased lung Infections-the 
long term and permanent effects of smoking are not seen until 20 
or 30 years down the road. 

In June 2004, the Bdtjsh Journal of Medicine published a 50-year 
study ot smokers and nonsmokers. The research shows that 
smokers die, on average, ten years before nonsmokers and two­
thirds of these deaths are directly related to smoking. The article 
gives good news. Stopping smoking can add years to your life. 

Cigarette smoking Is dangerous to your health and the health of 
those around you. Many diseases and early deaths can be 
prevented. Those who smoke should stop. There are several 
support groups in the area that can assist you in making the 
transition from smoker to nonsmoker. 

A reasonable fear, said Barry 
Sackin, spokesman for the 
American School Food Service 
Association. Even tiny price 
hikes can hurt participation, 
especially among farrulies that 
hover above poverty but don't 
qualify for free or reduced-cost 
meals. 

For Carol Rippa, food service 
director for 72,000 students at 
Northside Independent School 
District in San Antonio, gasoline 
was a major culprit behind a 25-
cent increase. 

"We have 350 square miles in 
our school district," she said. 
"We're busy taking the food to 
aU 75 schools that are scattered 
throughout the 350 square 
miles. The fuel cost makes the 
food cost more." 

At schools in Oshkosh, Wis., 
where the cost of milk alone is 
up $100,000 more than the dis­
trict anticipated, lunch price 
increases are expected to cost 
the average child an additional 
$17.70 a year. 

The recent national push to 
make school food healthier also 
comes with a price. Eliminating 
junk food can hurt income. 

Texas recently adopted strict 
new school nutrition standards 
that include restrictions on fried 
foods. That's forcing many 
schools to dump their deep fat 
fryers and buy pricey new 

equipment. 
In the Hurst-Euless-Bedford 

Independent School DistriCt in 
Bedford, Texas, school officials 
increased meal and drink prices 
to help offset an expected 
$500,000 needed to equip its 27 
schools with new oven . 

Labor prices also have crept 
up, mostly because of health 
care costs. Sackin said that 
while salaries have remained 
steady, more districts now u e 
health benefits to attract work­
ers. 

Schools aren't alone in feel­
ing the pressure. The USDA. 
which runs the National School 
Lunch Program, spend about 
$948 million a year to supply 
schools with roughly 18 percent 
of the food they serve. 

But this year its buying 
power is reduced. Like families, 
the agency is watching prices 
carefully, hoping to avoid 
spending more to buy the same 
amount of food. 

The blow is softened some­
what for schools that use outside 
food service companies, most of 
which cater for thousands of 
schools and can leverage that 
purchasing power for better 
prices - and creative solutions. 

For example, don't be sur­
prised if your child's chicken

Loretta Ferraro, 68, was in 
the Chef's Spot restaurant wait­
ing for a friend when she said a 
man tried to grab the handbag 
out of her lap. The two engaged 
in a tug-of-war, but the mao pre­
vailed and bolted out the door. 

The suspect ended up fleeing 
right past a homeless shelter 
where Kevin Runkle had just 
stepped outside to smoke a ciga­
rette.

' She needs medical attention she 
isn't receiving. She is exposed 
to cigarette smoke and isn't 
afforded the opportunity to care 
for herself properly. I am refer­
ring to the fact that my mother 
just months before the incident 
had I ife-sa'(ing stomach surgery 
and is required to maintain a 
strict diet. She throws up after 
most meals, but continues to eat 
hoping some nourishment enters 
her body.

Kinslow's daughter Lesa 
has left her husband Danny Hart 
nearly 10 times during their 
rocky four-year union, each time 
running to trusted family and 
friends who rallied together to 
help end the cycles of abuse and 
violence. Each time the tory 
went the same. Danny Hart 
would file for divorce and cus­
tody of the children within hours 
of Le a leaving and each time 
Lesa would have to go through 
"the system•· alone while her 
daughters were with Hart. 

This time Kinslow had just 
enough of her daughter and 
granddaughters being abused, 
when her daughter Lesa begged 
her mother, "Plea e help me get 
rid of him. It's the only way he 
will ever leave me and the girls 
alone." Lesa left her mother's 
Eubank home en route to her 
former homeplace in Floyd 
County. After two days and 
being attacked in a rest stop out­
side London, she begged several 
Floyd County residents, even a 
former husband, to do the job. 
One even accepted an offer of 
her jewelry as a down payment. 
Kinslow had crossed the line of 
tolerance after one granddaugh­
ter reported to her that Hart had 
molested her. 

On the evening of March 4, 
2004, Kinslow talked to several 
people telling the same story, "I 
am on my way to the bank to 
deposit David's check and the 
YMCA to pay my gym fee," 
What she didn't tell me, her hus­
band David or her Aunt Phyllis 
McKinney was that she had 
received threatening calls from 
someone she had discussed 
doing "the job" with. He was 
threatening her that if she d1dn't 
meet him tonight and give him a 
down payment, he may have to 
just get rid of her for fear she 
knew too much about him. 

Kinslow agreed to meet, but 

even though she wa carrying 
$3,000 cash on her at the time, 
gave the undercover officer 
$1.000. Her plan wa to give 
him the money he was black­
mailing from her, but to end the 
relationship and never fully pay. 
"After Danny beat my head off 
with the ball bat, I knew he was­
n't worth it and if my child 
could be back with him now and 
know what he did to me I have 
washed my hands," she said. 

However she could not tum 
her back on her grandbaby's 
plea for help and immediately 
reported to every authority in 
Breckenridge County that she 
could get to listen. 

On the ad vice of her attorney, 
Kinslow entered a guilty plea. 
The plea agreement called for a 
10-year sentence with eligibility 
for parole in four years. 

Taking that deal may have 
been Kinslow's second mistake. 
The community, a judge and 
jury will never get to hear "the 
rest of the story." Afraid of her 
son-in-law, afraid of being 
killed for not having the son-in­
law killed, and repeated memo­
ries of her child and grandchil­
dren pleas for her intervention. 
Now faced with her husband's 
cancer crisis. 

"l have lost everything I have 
worked all my life for," she said. 
"I can't enjoy my home, my 
family and I may die in a jail 
cell. And for what? My daughter 
and granddaughters are still liv­
ing in hell." 

No one will ever hear the 
story of the undercover officer 
calling her and threatening to 
kill her if she didn't hire him. 
No one will hear her voice 
telling of the horror of two dogs 
being released on her and no one 
will ever know that the entire 
$3,000 she was carrying was 
"seized" and reportedly lost by 
Floyd County officials. No one 
will ever know that the evidence 
was destroyed by officials, so 
that it didn't incriminate the 
officer himself. No one will ever 
hear that Danny Hart is a persis­
tent felony offender with a his­
tory of abuse and violence 
including the alleged murder of 
a 3-year-old. 

On the other hand, the alter­
native was to take a chance that 
a jury would have convicted her, 
in which case, she could have 
been sentenced to 20 years. She 
made a decision that would give

Still today, 
her mom and sister know the 
comments were made because 
of Lesa 's fear of her husband 
Danny. But at this point, Lesa 
has made her bed in the dog­
house and has to deal with the 
fleas.

Fall fire season is approaching 
The Kentucky Weather 

Preparedness Committee's 
(KWPC) focus for Augu r is for­
e t fire . 

According to the Kentucky 
Division of Forestry, the 
Commonwealth of Kentucky 
experiences an average of 1,447 
wildland fires a year, with 90 
percent of those ftres caused by 
humans. During the past decade, 
2001 was the worst fire year, 
with 178,925 acre bumed, of 
those, 146,058 were attributed 
to arson. 

When are forest fires most 
likely to occur? There are two 
fire weather seasons in 
Kentucky, the fall and spring. 

The fall fire weather season 
runs from Oct. I through Dec. 

• ' 15. During this time of year, 
temperatures are cooling which 
serves to reduce the threat of 
heavier showers and thunder-

storms. Also, vegetation begins 
to dry out and by October the 
drier vegetation and the end of 
the growing ea on can lead to 
an extended period of high fire 
danger. 

In the spring, the fire weather 
season begins on Feb. lS and 
lasts until May I . Most vegeta­
tion is still dormant and temper­
atures begin to warm. These 
warmer temperatures increase 
the ~urface evaporation, thereby 
keeping vegetation rather dry. 
This is also the windiest time of 
the year and low relative humid­
ity and high wind speeds are two 
key ingredient which act to 
increase the danger of forest 
ftres. 

It is important that you devel­
op a family disaster plan if you 
are at risk from wildfires. 
Suggested steps include: 

n Make sure fire vehicles can 

get to your home. 
n Clearly mark all driveway 

entrances. 
n Plan two ways out of your 

neighborhood. 
n Keep a garden hose that is 

long enough to reach any area of 
the home or structures on the 
property. 

Help reduce the hazards of 
fire by: 

n Removing vines from the 

walls of your home and mowing 
your grass regularly. 

n Regularly dispose of news­
papers and rubbish at an 
approved site. 

. n Stack firewood at least 30 
feet away and uphill from your 
home. 

n Regularly clean your roof 
and gutters. 

n Avoid open burning com· 
pletely, especially during fire 

season. 
n Report hazardous condi­

tions that could cause a wildfire. 
Remember to build fires 

away from nearby trees or bush­
es; always have a way to extin­
guish the fire quickly and com­
pletely, and never leave a fire -
even a cigarette - burning 
unattended.

OWENSBORO - Vande 
Slonecker thought something 
looked odd. 

Slonecker received an e-mail 
from her bank at 11 :42 p.m. ask­
ing for account information to 
keep her bank account from being 
suspended. 

"I al o know that no bank 
would ask for your account num­
ber by e-mail," said Slonecker, 
student assistance coordinator for 
Daviess County Public Schools. 

Thousands of similar e-mails 
are sent out around the world each 
day. Slonecker was able to find 
five fellow county employees 
who had received the same or 

• 1 similar e-mails within the past few 
weeks. 

This relatively new method of 
identity theft and fraud has been 
dubbed "phishing" because the 
scam artists use e-mail "lures" to 
"fish" for passwords and personal 
and financial information from 
lntemet users, according to the 
Council of Better Business 
Bureau Inc. 

The main source of thee-mails 
is con artists who are overseas 
who can reach millions via e-mail, 

~ said Sheila Adkins associate 
director of publk affairs for the 
council. 

"It's a very big problem today 
because of computers and the new 
technology," Adkins said. 

Phishers will typically imper­
son~::! a company or financial 
institution that a person patron­
izes, stating that the person's 
account with the company is in 
danger of being closed or frozen if 
the account information is not ver­
ified. The e-mails typically bear 

• the company's logo and a link that 
appears to be with the company 
where the person can renew their 
account and personal information. 

The phisher can then use that 
information to not only clean out 
the person's bank account, but can 
also effectively steal that person's 
identity, using it to open new bank 
and credit card accounts in the 
person's name, Adkins said. 

The consumer protection unit 
of the state attorney general 's 
office receives about four 
inquiries a week from people who 
have received these types of e­
mails, said Vicki Glass, spokes­
woman for the attorney general. 

"It seems this scam has gotten 
more popular here," Glass said. 

According to the Federal Trade 
Commission, Kentucky had one 
of the lowest rates of identity theft 
in the country last year. Arizona, 
which topped the list last year, had 
more than 120 victims per 
100,000 in population, compared 
to only 32 per 100,000 in 
Kentucky. 

The commission received 
nearly 167,000 complaints of 

• Internet-related fraud complaints 
last year, with victims losing near­
ly $200 million. 

Phishers are very difficult to 
catch, Glass said, in part because 
of the electronic medium they use 
to find their victims. 

"Often times, it's very difficult 
to determine where the e-mail is 
coming from," Glass said. 

Owensboro Police Department 
spokesman Officer Doug Esther 
sa1d Slonecker's case was the ftiSt 
of its kind the department has 
encountered, though it has 
received reports of other lntemet­
based frauds and different forms 
of identity theft. 

~ "This kind of fraud has just 

been brought to our anention and 
we are trying to get the word out 
so people don't fall victim to it," 
Esther said. 

Before giving out any informa­
tion, Slonecker contacted the bank 
by phone to alert them to the e­
mail she and others had received. 
She is forwarding a copy of the e­
mail to the bank 's fraud in vestiga­
tion department to assist its inves­
tigation.

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Kentucky forest study: acreage 
down, volume and quality of trees

FRANKFORT - Kentucky 
has lost about 770,000 acres 
of forest land since 1988, but 
has increased the volume and 
quantity of its trees during 
that time, according to a study 
released Tuesday. 

Kentucky has about 11.6 
m illion acres of forest. 
accounting for about 47 per­
cent of the state's total land. 
T hat's about "3 percent less 
fores t land than the state had 
in 1988, when it had 12.3 mil­
lion acres, the study found. 

"On the one hand. 
1 
I'm 

greatly encouraged by the 
work that has been done in 
preserving and protecting our 
fores t in this tate." said 
LaJuana Wilcher, secretary of 
the Kentucky Environment 
and Publ ic Protection Cabinet. 
"And on the other hand, we 
clearly have much more to 
do." 

State officials can use the 
numbers to balance forestry 
issues with preservation and 

the economy. Wilcher said. 
The study would also help in 
the state's conservation 
efforts, she said. 

"Getting those tats and 
getting that mformation 
together in a scientifically 
defensible way, really does 
give u the ability to try to 
make decision that are better 
for everyone," Wilcher said. 

Forest officials aren't 
exactly sure what caused the 
decrease in forest land. 

Based on the data, they 
only know it is now consid­
ered ··non-forest land," said 
Jeff Turner, a data analv t 
with the U.S. Forest Servi~e. 
More in-depth information 
won't be available for two to 
three years, he said. 

Kentucky's forest land i 
pread throughout the state. 

according to the inventory. but 
eastern Kentucky is the most 
densely forested region. 

All but 3 percent of 
Kentucky's forests are consid­
ered timber land, Turner said. 
Trees on the mostly privately 
owned timer land are produc-

ing better-quality wood 
because they are o lder, he 
sa1d. 

"You're getting larger trees 
in the forest and they're 
putting out more clear wood," 
Turner said while presenting 
the inventory's fi ndings. 

Compared to neighboring 
tates, Kentucky ranked 

behind West Virg inia, 
Virginia, North Carolina and 
Tennessee in percentage of 
existing forest land. 

Efforts to complete an 
inventory of Kentucky 's 
forests, which ts a snapshot 
through 2003, began in 1999. 
Kentucky's last full forestry 
inventory was published in 
1988. The state's Division of 
Fore ·try worked with the 
USDA Forest Service to com­
plete the study.

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Coal miners to lose health 
benefits under court ruling

PIKEVILLE - Thousands 
of coal miners, some sick from 
black lung disease, will lose 
their medical coverage under an 
order filed Monday by .S. 
B&nkruptcy Judge William 
Howard. 

The judge ruled that Horizon 
atural Resources. the nation's 

fourth largest coal compan), 
does not have ro honor union 
contracts that guaranteed bene­
fits for J .000 active miners and 
some 2,300 retirees. 

The order sparked an imme­
diate outcry from the United 
Mine Workers of America. 
which had staged large protests 
on the streets outside Howard's 
courtroom in downtown 
Lexington. 

"What a complete and utter 
travesty of justice." said UMWA 
President Cecil Roberts. "These 
workers did absolutely nothing 
wrong. They worked hard, did 
what was expected and accepted 

lower wages for the promise of 
health care, but look where that 
got them. They've been left high 
and dry. No health care and no 
job rights." 

Roberts led two protests last 
month in Lexington, where coal 
miners and their supporters 
called for reforms to the nation's 
bankmptcy laws, which allow 
companies to void contracts that 
provide health insurance. 

"It IS past time for working 
people to start fighting back and 
joining together to refonn the 
nation's extremely biased bank­
ruptcy and labor laws," Roberts 
said. "A I've said often in the 
past several months, the UMWA 
stands ready to help lead this 
fight.'' 

Miners had urged Howard to 
require Horizon to honor the 
labor contracts to protect their 
health care and retirement bene­
fits. They said it was unfair that 
a bankruptcy judge had the 
authority to allow companies to 
shed medical costs and retiree 
benefits to make them more

NewcoaJ LLC, formed by 

New York bil1ionaire Wilbur L. 
Ross and four other investors, 
and several other companies 
have expressed interest in buy­
ing Horizon's nonunion proper­
ties. Howeyer, no one has made 
an offer on any of Horizon's six 
union operations in lllinois, 
Kentucky and West Virginia, 
said Jim Morris, Horizon's vice 
president for busmess develop­
ment. 

Morris said financial obliga­
tions related to union contracts 
and the union's retirement plan 
made them unattractive to 
potential buyers. The company's 
assets are scheduled to be auc­
tioned at 9 a.m. EDT on Aug. 17 
at the Hilton Cincinnati 
Netherland Plaza in Cincinnati. 

Matt Isner, spokesman for 
Horizon, said he couldn't inune­
diately comment on the ruling. 

Howard said in his ruling that 
unrefuted evidence presented in 
his courtroom showed that no 
buyer would want to take on the 
fmancial obligations associated 
with the union mines . 

The judge said his ruling 
could actually save jobs, albeit 
nonunion ones. He said if the 
union mines couldn't be sold, 
they would have to close and 
then be sold on a piecemeal 
basis. ln that event, Howard 
said, union employees would be 
idled unttl the mines restarted, if 
they restarted. 

The judge said he sees no 
reason employment would be 
affected if the mines could be 

sold while still in operation. 
Horizon, posting huge finan­

cial losses and unable to pay it 
creditors, filed for bankruptcy in 
November 2002. 

The company's assets, valued 
at just less than $1 billion, are 
being sold in an attempt to satis­
fy about $1 billion in debts and 
other obligations. 

Roberts has said the UMWA 
is prepared to take whatever 
legal action possible to stop 
Horizon from selling its proper­
ties without having to take care 
of its workers and retirees. 

Dwight Siemiaczko, a union 
worker at a Horizon mine in 
Cannelton, W.Va., said the 
nation's bankruptcy Jaws are out 
of hand. 

"I'm hopeful that what is 
happening to us will spark a 
national movement to reform 
America's bankruptcy laws," he 
said. "Working people across 
the nation must join this fight." 

Roberts said the UMWA will 
appeal Howard's decision to the 
U.S. District Court in 
Lexington. 

"I promised every Horizon 
worker that the UMWA would 
explore every legal avenue 
available," he said, "at first, to 
prevent this injustice, but now to 
rectify it."

THE CHARLIE ROWE CEMETERY 

Our family has owned this cemetery since 1945. That's when our mother died and was burled on this 
parcel of land. Our father purchased it as our family cemetery. Just knowing we had a place to be 
buried and close to our mother, was a joy to us all. A suit was filed by my brother, Jack D. Rowe, under 
KRS 389A.030 In Floyd Circuit Court to have our cemetery sold. The Case No. C.A. N0..03-CI-01 052 was 
assigned to Judge Danny P. Caudill. The judge decides this kind of case. 

This land, by deed, can only be used as a graveyard. 
After the death of our father and his third wife, the order to dispense with administration of the will 

was filed, with no estate to be administered except "A CEMETERY PLOT." 
Jack's persistent persuasion and intentional misrepresentation, deceiving and being untruthful to 

the heirs of the estate, convinced us to sign a deed of conveyance to him for the cemetery. The under­
standing by all, It would be recorded In his name to stay in the Rowe Family for any of us to use. Before 
the last three heirs (respondents) signed a deed, Jack Informs the family he was keeping the cemetery 
for himself. No other family member could be buried there. In his deposition, the petitioner, Jack Rowe, 
after first being duly sworn by the reporter, deposed as follows, towit: on page 41 last part of question 
number 3 thru 21 reads: If he has stated and there is documentation showing that there were deed of 
conveyances given to him for this property, has anyone contacted you stating that you totally misled 
them In your attempt to get the deed of conveyances? Answer: Yes, there was my brother, James. I told 
him he could have his part back. 

a. He could have it back. So you're going to give him that part back? 
A. Yes, sir. 
a. Okay. You'll sign that over to him? 
A. Yes, sir. 
a. Anybody else that states that they were misled, will you sign it back over to them? 
A. Yes, I will. 
On pages 43 thru 45, Jack changes his story and says he will give our part back in money after it's 

sold. We want our family cemetery, not money. 
We never anticipated, nor can we comprehend the decision made by the court. The respondents did 

not take proof by deposition, but elected to take proof by affidavit, as some heirs live out of 
state/county. All heirs flied with the court, signed statements, affidavits, and copies of letters sent to 
Jack, regarding our deed. The whole truth about this case In our belief .that this was proof beyond any 
doubt as to how the judge would rule. In our opinion, we feel the )udge did not consider any of the evl· 
dence the respondents presented to the court. 

In the findings of the facts, It states the respondents "failed" to file any proof on the Issue. The 
respondents took proof by affldavi~ and yet the judge says the respondents have elected not to take 
any such proof. My opinion, because the proof was not by deposition, nothing else that was present· 
ed to the court was considered. But when a person states In a deposition or an affidavit, that person 
is making the statement under oath, stating the facts and has told the truth. They say this property 
(cemetery) cannot be divided. 

Jack retains the services of Joe D. Weddington, Jr., a Kentucky Certified General Real Property 
Appraiser, and his report states in part: "While an Incremental and whole value for this property can 
certainly be established, It is my opinion that the property could not be readily or appropriately divid· 
ed without materially Impairing Its value." You sure have to think about that statement. In my opinion, 
this cemetery was appropriately divided from the time our father purchased it and our mother was 
burled there. There Is room for all the family who want to be buried there, but we are going to Impair 
Its value by using it as a cemetery. 

Jack Rowe fled, and has from the start of this matter. Even In his deposition after being duly sworn, 
and his attorney knows and so does the court, If they read any of it, but It is my opinion none of that 
matters. 

It Is also my opinion that all documents the respondents and heirs submitted to the court were not 
considered in this case. 

All this said, the court finds that on the basis of the evidence presented, the land (cemetery) should 
be sold as a whole, and I guess this includes our mother's grave site.

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Speaker challenges teachers before school

PRESTONSBURG - (n the 
wake of last week's news that 
several area schools appear to 
have flunked the standards set 
out by the "No Child Left 

• Behind" policy, there may be 
orne good news for teachers 

who recently attended a seminar 
that gave them strategies for get­
ting proactive with their curricu­
lum. 

The last day before school is 
also the last day that teachers 
can get some schooling them­
selves and this year Floyd 
County teachers were treated to 
a presentation by an acclaimed 
speaker who also happens to be 
a teacher. 

Mike Rutherford is a nation­
ally respected speaker who got 

e) to spend a day with area teachers 
Monday and delivered a highly 
motivational speech on the six 
qualities that make for great 
teaching. 

Rutherford was recruited to 
speak to Floyd County teachers 
last February by Kerry Fannin, 
who is director of instruction for 
Floyd County schools 

"This is a big date," Fannin 
said ... I have only heard about 
five speakers during my career 
who gave me something I could 
use the very next day and keep 
using. Rutherford is one of those 
speakers. You know that what he 
says you'll be able to use." 

Fannin had another motive 
for getting Rutherford in to 
speak to teachers. 

"We wanted a speaker who 
could address the needs of our 
community specifically," Fannin 
said. "Rutherford can do that. 
His program can be applied 
from grades K-12." 

Rutherford broke down his 
system for teaching before going 
on to address his audience at the 
Mountain Arts Center. 

"All I have done is identified 
the top six ideas out of the thou­
sands that have worked in edu­
cation," Fannin said. 

Rutherford's system begins 
with setting clear goals. 

"Never start a lesson till you 
know where it is gomg to end," 
Rutherford said. 

The next idea is congruency, 
which Rutherford says involves 
"basically knowing how to use 
your time effectively to reach 
your goal. You should never be 
killing time." 

The third step for teachers is 
"task analysis," which involves 
knowing what to do to get ideas 
across to the class. 

Rutherford's next step is 
diagnosis, which he says is 
"finding out what your students 
already know so that you aren't 
leading them through the dark or 
boring them with material they 
have already mastered." 

This is followed by the step 
he tenns "overt responses." 

"Here is where they show 
you that they know what they 
are learning,'' Rutherford said. 
"If you have spent a day on 
'polynomials.' then they have to 
do one. You have to make them 
prove they are learning.'' 

The last step is key, accord­
ing to Rutherford, and it 
involves being flexible. 

"You have to be ready to 
make changes depending on 
how fast or slow an idea is com­
municated," Rutherford said. "A 
good teacher has to have a plan 
B. You may have to make 
changes to meet target goals and 
you should never resist that."

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Judge rules Ripkoski must stand trial

PRESTONSBURG - Sgt. 
Major Glen Ripkoski, the Betsy 
Layne JROTC instructor who 
allegedly disciplined a student 
by yelling and cursing at him 
last year, will face charges in 
district court, according to a cir­
cuit court ruling fLled in the case 
yesterday. 

Siding with the County 
Attorney Keith Bartley, Judge 
Danny P. Caudill issued an order 
oenying a motion filed in May 
by attorney Ned Pillersdorf, 
seeking to throw out the charges 
against Ripkoski. 

Pillersdorf argued that the 
courts did not have jurisdiction 
to prosecute Ripkoski. charged 
with menacing, because he has 
military immunity, an argument 
that Caudill shot down in his rul­
ing yesterday. 

Caudill wrote in the order, 
dismissing the circuit court pro­
ceeding, that Ripkoski is not 
entitled to claim military immu­
nity because no legal basis for 
relief has been presented in the

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Sudden die-off of fish in ponds reported

FRANKFORT -The 
Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources' 
(KDFWR) Fisheries Division 

~ has received numerous calls 
from private pond owners see­
ing dead flsh in their ponds this 
year, with increased reports over 
the last few weeks. 

These sudden "kills" usually 
occur in fishing ponds or lakes 
with "wild" (bass, bluegill, cat­
fish, grass carp, etc.) fish popu­
lations, and that do not receive 
mechamcal aeration. Weather 
conditions, especially penods 
with high rainfall and cloudy 
days, are the main cause for this 
type of problem. 

According to KDFWR 

District Fishery Biologist Kerry 
Prather, rains can increa e 
growth of plankton (mtcro cop­
ic plants and animals) in pond . 

Phytoplankton (microscopic 
plants or algae) are the primary 
producers of oxygen in the 
pond. Plankton grows continual­
ly, but is short-lived, and it is the 
decay process of these and other 
organic material that increases 

dissolved oxygen demand in the 
pond. 

During cloudy periods. 
sometimes the demand for dis­
solved oxygen within the pond 
exceeds what is being produced 
by the plankton. Thi. situation, 
combmed with night-time con­
ditions that further deplete the 
oxygen level, leaves fi h with 
too little oxygen to survive. 

Unfortunately, the larger fish die 
fll1it. because they have a greater 
oxygen need. 

when dissolved oxygen levels 
are lowest. The only way to 
help prevent reduction of the 
oxygen level is to continual!) 
keep the pond aerated ""ith an 
aerator or agitator, which pro­
vides oxygen top to bottom in 
the water column. regardless of 
weather conditions.

Ponds that are high in fertili­
ty (more "green") and have 
good fish populations, may be 
prone to experience a fi h kill. 
Other pond-kills may be caused 
by heavy rain- in what is com­
monly known as a "tum over". 
When rainfall of two inches or 
more occurs, it can cause a rapid 
mixing of the pond. Deeper 
areas naturally have little dis-
olved oxygen during the sum­

mer. 
Fish can't Jive in this portion 

of the pond at that time. When 
the "turnover" or mixing hap­
pens quickly, such as a sudden, 
heavy downpour, it results in 
much les oxygen throughout 
the entire pond and causes fish 
to die. In both cases the fish kil1 

Pond owners should monitor 
their water closely during 
cloudy periods or after hem y 
rains and be prepared to aerate 
their pond with aerators. foun­
tains, water pumps or agitators. 
Mo t pond fish kills do not kill 
all of the fish, but unfortunately 
many of the larger fish may be 
lost. Aquatic vegetation control 
with herbicides should also be 
limited during these critical 
times. This activity can also 
limit oxygen production 
beyond.

CANTON, Ohio - There 
was no escape this time for the 
resourceful John Elway and the 
slippery Barry Sanders. And 
they were thrilled about bemg 
caught flatfooted. 

Elway and Sanders, along 
with Carl Eller and Bob Brown, 
were inducted into the Pro 
Football Hall of Fame on 

t Sunday. Both Elway and 
Sanders made a mockery of 
defenses throughout their 
record-setting careers, while 
Brown was one of the premier 
blockers of his era. Eller was a 
star defensive end with the 
Purple People Eaters m 
Minnesota. 

"I'll call him the best ever to 
play the game,'' Elway said of 
Sanders. "I wish I could have 
played with Bob Brown, and 1 
am glad I didn't have to play 
against Carl Eller." 

~ Elway is the first Bronco to 
be inducted, and thousands of 
fans wearing blue or orange No. 
7 jerseys filled Fawcett 
Stadium. They chanted his 
name, cheered every time he 
was sbown on the scoreboard, 
and listened intently as Elway's 
daughter Jessica, 18, told tliem 
how her father taught his chil-

dren to be tough. 
Then Elway took the <:tage 

for what seemed like a Broncos 
home game. 

"I have to be totally honest, I 
have never heard that in Ohio 
before,'' he joked at the begin­
ning of an emotional speech in 
which he paid tribute to his late 
father, Jack, his first coach, and 
the rest of his family; to his city; 
to his team; and to his team-
mates. 

"For every guy who ever 
stepped on the field with me, I 
accept this honor today on 
behalf of all of you," Elway 
said. "Thanks for protecting me, 
catching my passes, defending 
our goal line, sharing our highs 
and lows. And thanks for not 
losing confidence in me when I 
lined up for a snap as a rookie 
behind the left guard." 

Wheri he retired after guiding 
Denver to its second straight 
NFL title - and his fifth Super 
Bowl appearance - he had led 
his team to more victories (148) 
than any quarterback in history. 
Elway engineered 47 game-win­
ning or tying drives in the fourth 
quarter or overtime. He threw 
for 51 ,407 yards, more than 30 
miles, and 300 touchdowns. 

Sanders rushed for more than 
1,000 yards in all 10 of his sea­
sons with the Detroit Lions. But 

at 31, he walked away from the 
game in 1999 and, Sunday, 
became the third-youngest Hall 
of Fame inductee, behind Gale 
Sayers and Jim Brown. 

Known for his unfathomable 
moves that led to long, darting 
runs, Sanders said his one regret 
about leaving the game so early 
was not playing in a Super 
Bowl. The Lions reached the 
NFC title game in 1991, but that 
was as far as Sanders got. 

Introduced by his father, 
William, as "the third-best run­
ning back who ever ltved," 
Sanders credited his dad for "the 
great lesson that allowed him to 
be a great player." 

"He said 'Son play the game 
the way it is supposed to be 
played,"' Sanders recalled. 
"'Don't be afraid to make mis­
takes. Go out and play the wa) 
you are capable of."' 

Sanders was capable of 76 
100-yard rushing performances, 
15,269 yards rushing overall 
and five 1,500-yard seasons. 

Eller retired in 1979 after 16 
NFL seasons. A five-time AU­
Pro who played in six Pro Bowls 
and four Super Bowls, he made 
a habit of recovering fumbles, 
grabbing 23 in his career. 

Eller, an admitted fonner 
substance abuser who became a 
drug counselor in Minneapolis.

Williams wants fight with Klitschko, 
won't rule out Tyson rematch

LONDON Danny 
Williams would fight Mike 
Tyson again but prefers a title 
bout against WBC heavyweight 
champion Vitali Klitschko. 

Tyson, once the most feared 
boxer of his era, was knocked 
out in the fourth round by 
Williams in Louisville, Ky., on 
July 30. Williams spent the next 
week making TV appearances in 
the United States. 

"I want to fight Klitschko 
and become WBC champion of 
the world," Williams said 
h1onday on his return to 
London. "That has always been 
my dream since I was 8 years 
old. It's the one (Muhammad) 
Ali had, and it's the one I want." 

"I have beaten Tyson," he 
added. "So I believe Klitschko 
would be a pushover." 

Williams was considered a 
journeyman before the Tyson 
bout. He had a record of 31-3 
bur never fought a prominent 

opponent. He lost to Julius 
Francis, a British fighter Tyson 
knocked out in the second round 
a few years ago. 

There's no shortage of confi­
dence now. 

"I was fighting one of the all­
time greats, and I was a massive 
underdog, but I was able to stop 
him in four rounds," Williams 
said. "I'm capable of beating 
anyone, and welL" 

Tyson, 38, underwent arthro­
scopic surgery on his left knee in 
Phoenix on Aug. 2 to repair car­
tilage damage. He apparently 
sustained four tears in the knee 
late in the first round against 
Wtlliams. It was Tyson's first 

fight in 17 months. 
"He's saying that he hurt his 

knee, and I'd like to show him 
that I am a better fighter than he 
is," Williams said when asked 
about a rematch. "The knee 
injury was a big excuse. It sad­
dens me that he has to go to that 
level and make an excuse." 

Williams said he wa happy 
to return home. 

"I can't believe all the atten­
tion I'm getting especially in 
the States," he said. "People out 
there have taken to me big-time. 
They wanted me to stay out 
there, but I couldn't stay in the 
country any longer. I had to get 
out - I was getting homesick."

emodecosis, part I 
By Or. Carol Combs-Morris, DVM 

Last week, we had covered tl1e basics of 
Demodectic Mange, cau ed by a tiny mite 
that normally lives deep in the hair folli­
cles of dogs'. kin without any problem. 
Certain disorder of the immune y tern 
can allow the mites to multiply to the 
degree that they can cause severe skin dis­
case with hair loss. itching and secondary 
bacterial infections. 

The disease is diagno ed using a micro­
scope to find mites in debris ·craped off 
affected areas of skin. Once a diagnosis of 
Demodecosis (or "Red" Mange) ha been 
made, there are everal approaches to treat-, 
men!. 

As we discussed Ia t week, _>our vet 
may opt to not even treat smaJI, localized 

area of the di order in young pup , since 
they often outgrow it ·pontaneously. ln 
other cases, these small le ions may be 
treated w1th an ointment containing the 
chemical Rotenone, which i an insecti­
cide. Adults and more severely infected 
older pups may call for more dra tic 
action. 

There is only one product on the market 
specifically labeled for the treatment of 
generalized Demodecosis This is market­
ed under the trade name of Mitaban. con­
taining the active ingredient Amirraz. It 
comes in tin} individual bottles, de igned 
to be mix.ed with water and used as a 
wholt:-body sponge-on or dip. As I under­
stand it. this chemical is

or in Whitney's case, Obedience 
School. She has always been 
shy and slightly neurotic, and 
although she did fairly well in 
class, the whole thing was too 
much for her, and I dropped her 
out halfway through the course, 
partially baJd.

In a few instances, it seems 
that even control is impossible, 
and that is when we have to go 
beyond what is "approved" for 
treatment.

We 
tend to use these as last resorts, 
the big guns that are pulled out 
when everything else has failed. 
Yes, we are takmg bigger 
chances here, but by this point, 
it is a war- with the dog's 
health, and maybe its very life, 
at stake.

The final point that I need to 

emphasize here is that 
Demodectic Mange is not con­
tagious to people. (I was sur­
prised to find out, though, while 
doing the research for this arti­
cle, that humans have their own 
Demodex mite, which apparent­
ly does not cause us any trou­
ble.) Also, Demodecosis is 
essentially not contagious to 
other dogs. It probably does 
pass from affected mother to 
newborns while their immune 
systems are still not up to speed. 
r imagine it might be spread in 
some rare case where an 
immune deficient adult was in 
contact with another affected 
dog. There is an inherited ten­
dency toward developing the 
disease, and affected dogs 
should not be bred, especially 
those with the generalized form. 

I hope r have made this diffi­
cult skin problem a little easier 
to understand, and 1 hope that I 
have also made it clear that this 
is not something to be 
approached with home reme­
dies. Even with all the medica­
tions vets have available, 
Demodex can be a formidable 
opponent.

Kentuc 's jobless rate rises in June 
FRANKFORT - Kentucky's 

seasonally adjusted unemploy­
ment rate rose to 5.5 percent in 
June from 5.4 percent in May 
2004, according to the Office of 
Employment and Training, an 
agency of the Education 
Cabinet. 

The state's seasonally adjust­
ed jobless rate for June 2003 
was 6.3 percent. The U.S. sea­
sonally adjusted jobless rate also 
remained at 5.6 percent for the 
third consecutive month in June 
2004, according to the U.S. 
Department of Labor. 

"Kentucky's unemployment 
-rate has been in the 5.3 percent 
to 5.5 percent range in each of 
the fir t six months of 2004, so 
the rate has not shown much 
fluctuation this year. Compared 
to 2003, the jobless rate in 2004 
has been significantly lower 

each month," said Carlos 
Cracraft, the department's chief 
labor market analyst. 

Seven of the 10 major non­
farm job North American 
Industry Classification System 
(NAICS) sectors had employ­
ment mcreases in June, while 
two decreased, and one stayed 
the same, Cracraft said. A 
monthly survey of business 
establishments revealed that 
Kentucky's nonfarm employ­
ment rose by 5,000 on a season­
ally adjusted basis to June's 
1.793,400 employees. "Since 
June 2003, Kentucky's nonfarm 
employment has increased by 
13,200 on a seasonally adjusted 
bas1s. In fact, June 2004 marked 
Kentucky's sixth consecutive 
month of over-the-year increas­
es in nonfann employment," he 
said. 

According to the seasonally 
adjusted employment data, 
Kentucky's leisure and hospital· 
ity sector added the most jobs of 
any sector with an additional 
2,400 positions compared to 
May 2004. Since June 2003, the 
sector employment has grown 
by 7,200 employees. 

"This sector has added 
employment in four of the first 
six months of 2004," said 
Cracraft. "Most of the over-the­
year gain was in the food ser­
vices and drinking places mdus­
tries." 

The construction sector 
reported 1.000 more jobs in 
June 2004 than in May 2004. 
Since June 2003, the sector has 
had an upswing of 5,700 
employees. 

The trade, transportation and 
utilities sector went up by 800 

jobs in June 2004. This sector 
includes retail and wholesale 
trade, transportation and utilities 
businesses, and warehousing, 
and is the largest sector in 
Kentucky with 372,100 employ­
ees. Since June 2003, the num­
ber of jobs in this sector has 
risen by 1 ,400 employees. 

The professional and busi­
ness services sector employ­
ment rose by 400 employees in 
June 2004. This sector recorded 
800 more employees m June 
2004 than in June 2003. 

Kentucky's educational and 
health services sector reported 
300 more jobs in June 2004 than 
in May 2004. Since June 2003, 
the sector has jumped by 2,1 00 
jobs. 

The information sector 
increased employment from 
May to June 2004. This sector, 

which includes firms involved 
in publishing, Internet activities 
and broadcasting and news syn­
dication, had 200 more jobs in 
June 2004 than in May 2004. 
Employment has grown by 300 
employees since June 2003. 

The government sector, 
which includes public educa­
tion, increased by I 00 jobs in 
June. Since June 2003, this sec­
tor has decreased by 6,900 jobs. 

Following two months of 
employment increases totaling 
1,600, employment in the other 
services sector, which includes 
such establishments as repair 
and maintenance places, person­
al and laundry services, reli­
gious organizations, and civic 
and professional organizations, 
remained unchanged in June. 
Over the past 12 months, the 
sector has added 2,100 employ­
ees. 

On the down side, 

The monthly estimate of the 
number of unemployed 
Kentuckians for June 2004 was 
109,186. This figure is up 1,189 
from the 107,997 unemployed 
in May 2004, but down 13,814 
from the 123,000 Kentuckians 
unemployed in June 2003. 

The monthly estimate of the 
number of Kentuckians in the 
civilian labor force for June 
2004 was 1,985,991. This figure 
is down 2,000 from the 
1,987,991 recorded in May 
2004, but up 28,294 from the 
J ,957,697 recorded for June 
2003. 

Unemployment statistics are 
based on estimates and are com­
piled to measure trends rather 
than actually to count people 
working. Civilian labor force 
statistics include non-military 
workers and unemployed 
Kentuckians who are actively 
seeking work. They do not

ART OF 'IHE M IDDLE AGES 
& RENAISSANCE 

The rise of Christianity and Islam separated the Middle Ages from the Ancient world. 
During this time, art was often created for religious representation in connection with the church or 
mosque. However, by the 15th century in Northern Italy, artists began to revive classical art, first 

through architecture and later in the decorative arts. This period of rebirth is called the Renaissance. 

Byzantine art, architec­
ture, paintings and other 
visual arts were produced 
in the Middle Ages in the 
Roman capital of 
Constantinople, and 
spread to other areas 
that came under the Byzan­
tine Empire's influence. The 
styles that characterized 
Byzantine art, as far back 
as the fourth century, con­
tinued within the empire until 
the capture of Constantino­
ple by the Turks in 1453.

Make your own quill pen 
Manuscripts and books were hand-lettered 
by monks during the Middle Ages. Writing 
was done with a quill, a feather pen dipped 
into ink. Here is how to make one: 

NOTE: This project uses a sharp knife, 
so please get an adult to help you. 

Materials needed: A large, hollow feather, paper 
towel , a jar of ink, a sharp craft knife and some 
paper (or your handbound book) to write in. 

1. Using a sharp craft knife, 
carefully cut off the end of 
the feather at an angle. 

2. Cut a small straight slit at 
the tip. 

3. To write, dip the tip, or nib, 
of the feather into the ink. 
Before writing, dab on paper 
towel (this helps prevent ink 
blots). When your pen runs 
out of ink, just dip and dab 
again.
