PRESTONSBURG 
With drug addiction on the 
rise in Ea tern Kentucky, the 
State Mining Board is look­
ing to top Illegal drug use 
underground. 

They met at Jenny Wiley 
State Resort Park yesterday 
on a fact finding mission -
one geared toward tuning the 
state legislature into chang­
ing laws currently in place 
with coal mining companies. 

'Tve been involved in the 
coal industry for 57 years.'' 
said Linton Griffith. owner 
of Dags Branch Coal 
Company in Pike\'ille. "I've 
never seen it as bad as it is 
now. Over half the people 
coming to the mines hunting 
for job are u ing [drugs]. 
They don't even have dri­
ver's license ... If something 
ain't done, there'll be no 
mining industry." 

Griffith, a does the state 
mming board. wants to see 
laws put into plac~: that will 

protect the coal companies 
and their emplo)ees from 
workers who are abusing 
drug. 

Carro11 Green. a Virgini<J 
mining inspector. said 21 
complaints came out this 
)ear regarding dlllg use in 
Vtrgima mines. 

Virginia had a "crisis"' he 
said in hiring emplo)ees 
who weren't using. Of those 
applying for coal mining 
jobs. half to two-thirds failed 
preliminary drug test . 
According to him. the most 
prominent drug on the 
scene are marijuana. 
OxyContin. Demerol, and 
Lortab. 

Currently. the state has no 
authority to require drug 
testing of coal miners '' ho 
have been injured on the job 
or who have caused an acci­
dent while working. There 
are also no regulations 
allowing the state to require 
testing of workers _ u pected 
of drug u e.

- When state Fish and Wildlife 
agents recently found a black

He hand­
pollinated the melon, then sur­
rounded it with mousetraps to 
deter rodents.

"It took a great shot of the 
storm that has been raging on 
Jupiter since before we ever 
got a look at it," Thomas said. 

That storm takes up an area 
on the planet's surface which 
is three times the size of earth. 
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ing illegal drug use underground 
is dealing with employees who 
"know how to play the game.''

But refusal to test can be con­
sidered as a positive test if the 
company has specifically noted it 
as such in its drug testing policy, 
said Constance McGuire, owner 
of Eastern Kentucky 
Occupational Health, an organi­
zation working with various com­
panies in initiating drug-testing 
programs.

Gun control laws, like all ill-advised 
measures, have unintended, often unfortu­
nate, consequences. This is especially true 
in the post-9/11 environment. 

Recently, Secretary of Homeland 
Security Tom Ridge upgraded the nation's 
alert status because of credjble intelli­
gence that several ftnancial buildings in 
New York City; Newark, New Jersey; and 
Washington, D.C. - including the build­
ing housing the ew York Stock 
Exchange - are intended terrorist targets. 
Immediately, heavily o.nned, submachine­
gun-toting government agents surrounded 
the buildings - five in all - and tight­
ened security in the area. Police closed 
streets, rerouted traffic, established check­
points, and searched vehicles in the vicin­
ity. 

What about other potentia! targets? 
While federal, state, and local police were 
guardjng these buildings. who was guard-

free 

Eternal vigilance is the price of liber­
ty. Our Founding Father understood 
that our country was uniquely posi­
tioned geographically to avoid the age­
old conflicts of Europe, with their debil­
itating cost in blood and treasure. We 
had only to exercise the political will to 
avoid foreign entanglements and, while 
wishing well to the legitimate interest of 
all people, defend only our own. 

How different from our present 
course of preemptive war based on spu­
rious reasoning and hidden agenda and 
which has a major result of manufactur­
ing suicide bombers.

This is where the wisdom of our 

Founders comes into play. They advocat­
ed a nation-at-arms where everyone who 
wished would be armed. They went so far 
as to guarantee this right in the Second 
Amendment to the U.S. Constitution. As 
men of wisdom, intelligence, and educa­
tion, they knew that no one can always 
predict the type of threat the nation might 
face. So they prepared for every eventual­
ity by providing not only for national and 
state military (and naval) forces, but also 
for an armed populace. 

Why? Beyond the obvious need to 
counterbalance government gone awry, 
they understood that point defense is bet­
ter than area defense. That is, a building, 
farm hou e, home, bridge, or road inter­
section is easier to defend with few peo­
ple than is a collection of buildings, farm 
houses, or homes, or a wider geographic 
area. Since national and state forces are, 
by their very nature and numbers, insuffi­
cient to provide point defense of all such 
structures and places, it stands to reason 

thin the owners or inhabitants of these 
structures and places would be in a better 
position to guard and defend them. 
Besides, they would have a vested inter­
est in doing so. The national and state 
forces would then be free to conduct 
offensive operations to subdue any hostile 
force rather than scatter its limited 
resources throughout the country attempt~ 
ing to defend inadequately everyone's 
home or business. A potential enemy 
would also be faced with defeating sever­
al layers of defenders and suffering the

continued resistance of the populace if the • 
organized forces were defeated, as in Iraq 
today. 

However, gun control has made point 
defense of every possible target difficult 
if not impossible. If citizens were free to 
procure whatever firearms they desired 
without interference from government, as 
they should be, then the owners and occu­
piers of homes and businesses could pro­
vide their own high level of security 
using whatever weapons they considered 
appropriate, such as submachine guns. 
Government forces could then concen­
trate their limited resources

having to worry about guarding 
evef) possible static structure a 
terrorist might attack. 

We have ample evidence of 
how successful point defense by 
owners and inhabitants can be. 
During the Los Angeles riots of 
1992, following the acquittal of 
the policemen charged with beat­
ing Rodney King, the ational 
Guard and police refused to 
engage the looters and noters. But 
several merchants - mostly 
Korean - used semi-automatic 
"assault rifles'' with high-capacity 
magazines to suocessfuJiy fend 
them off and saved their busine ·s­
es. In 1999, a man armed with a 
handgun took three ho tages at a 
shooting range in San Mateo, 
California. An employee took a 
gun from the range and shot the 
gunman. freemg the hostages. 
According to the National Survey 
on Private Ownership and Use of 
Firearms funded by the Clinton 
Justice Department, between 1.5 
and 3 million people in the United 
States u e a firearm to defend 
themselves and others every year. 
Point defense by armed citizens 
works very well. 

Instead of hamstringing peo­
ple with a myriad of gun-control 
measures, governments at all lev­
els :o.hould encourage them to ann 
and train themselves. Funds for 
homeland security would thus be 
better s~nt. American military 
and security forces relieved of an 
impo sible ta k, and homeland 
security enhanced.

Busch understands 
the booing

Kurt Busch knows a lot about 
being booed, and his crew chief 
believes the noise is not neces­
sarily a negative. 

"It's been a good learning 
experience for me to go 
through," said Busch, one of 
NASCAR's young stars. 

Busch was even heartily 
booed after winning at Bristol 
Motor Speedway a year ago. 
Two weeks earlier, Jimmy 
Spencer walked up and punched 
him in the face as Busch sat in 
his car after a race in Michigan. 

Both drivers were punished 
and Spencer was suspended for 
a week. Busch was permitted to 
race despite tapes of radio chat­
ter where he said he intentional­
ly tried to hit Spencer's car. 

"He's a cocky, arrogant 
punk," Kevin Harvick, himself 
no stranger to contact and con­
troversy, said after fmisbing sec­
ond last summer at Bristol. "He 
just has a really, really bad atti­
tude." 

But even he concedes Busch 
is talented 

"He can wheel a race car," 
Harvick said. 

In 2002, Busch won at Bristol 
after bumping Spencer out of the 
way. Last August, Busch spun 
out local favorite Sterling 
Marlin. The booing was loud 
and long. 

It has continued but seems to 
be abating in both intensity and 
longevity. Crew chief Jimmy 
Fennig says he isn't concerned. 

"How many times did they 
boo Dale Earnhardt? How many 
times did they boo Jeff Gordon? 
It's just the fans," Fennig said. 
"He'll get people back on his 
side and go from there." 

A contrite Busch wound up 
apologizing for some of his 
behavior on and off the track. 

A year later, he believes he 
bas a better understanding of 
what happened. 

"The bigger picture is what I 
didn't know when 1 came to 
Nextel Cup racing," Busch said. 
"I just knew about driving cars 
and going fast." 

He has 10 career victories in 
five years on the world's premier 
stock car circuit after immense 
success at the local and regional 
levels and in the NASCAR truck 
series. 

But the 26-year-old driver 
from Las Vegas learned early in 
his racing life that winning does­
n't necessarily breed popularity. 

"I watched my father win 15 
out of 16 races in a late model 
series one year and he was 
booed to no end," Busch said. 

That recollection and an 
inner drive helped him absorb 
the boos that night in Bristol. 

"Our sheer detennination to 
get to Victory Lane was enough 
of an overpowering feeling to 
not be affected by the boos,'.' he 
said.

Busch sees this as the year to 
move forward in both character 
and competition. He thinks the 
fans have become more appre­
ciative of his efforts. 

He has two victories in 2004 
and is seventh in the standings as ,. 
the series moves to Michigan for 
Sunday's GFS Marketplace 400. 
Busch will have a chance to win 
the season-ending Nextel Cup 
tournament - a 1 0-race cham· 
pionship competition among the 
top 10 drivers. 

That's exactly where his crew 
chief thinks Busch belongs. 

"He's matured now," Fennig 
said. "He's just like Jeff Gordon 
or Mark Martin." 

Fennig was Martin's crew 
chief for five years, including 
1998, when Martin won a ,1t 

career-best seven races. 
With the level of competition 

constantly growing with an 
influx of so many talented 
young drivers, it might be diffi­
cult for Busch to win quite so 
often. But Fennig thinks his dri­
ver has unlimited potential. 

"He's got so much talent,'' 
Fennig said. "Now he's applying 
it more. He's a little more patient 
now than he was in the begin­
ning." 

Car owner Jack Roush also t 
has noticed the improvement in 
Busch this year. Roush said it 
was important for Busch to find 
a level of contentment that 
would permit him to move for­
ward. 

The Busch he hired was 
always looking for an immediate 
remedy whenever things didn't 
go well with the car. But Roush 
doesn't think that's such a bad 
trait in a young driver. 

"That's something you can 
work with," the car owner said. 
"A lot of times drivers need to be • l 

encouraged to realize their 
potential. Kurt was outside of 
his box all the time." 

Still, Roush recognized the 
need for Busch to settle down 
and has been impressed with the 
adjustment He said Busch sat 
down after last season's unpleas­
anmess and carefully considered 
everything that happened 

"He's come back more 
mature and more able to deal 
with horrible frustrations that 
were just driving him crazy," 
Roush said. 

Success might have played a 
role in that frustration, Roush 
believes. He's never seen a dri-
ver win so often at such a young 
age. 

Anything less left Busch dis­
satisfied. 

He also would list uncertain­
ty as a motivating factor in his 
development. 

"I raced every series like it 
was going to be the last opportu­
nity I had because it all seemed 
surreal,'' Busch said. "It seemed 
like I could never go further than 
the local level because that's all 
my father was able to do."

Just think how great it would be, If 
behavior could be controlled all the time. 
Jt would he hard to imagine a w0rld with · 
out over-eating, drug abuse, alcoholism, 

abusiveness, procrastination, being late, 
extreme buying, and sinful acts. But the 
bottom line is that you cannot control all 
of your behavior . No matter how hard 
you try, everyone is going to be at least a 
little out of control, while others might be 
ignificantly out of control. There are 

people destroying their lives and doing 
themselves in with food, drugs, alcohol, 
cigarettes, reckless dnving, extramarital 
affairs, and uch. It is sad, but there are 
even individuals that do not pay attention 
to q.:hool or Jo th · ir best on the j ob, 
because they are unrealistic in believing 

that they will be successful, no matter 
what they do or don't do. In other word . 
their irrational belief i that you can do 
whatever you want and it will aJl come 
out OK. 

Usually. knowing the "whys'' of the 
underlying cau es of behavior and hm o 
change it helps everyone to uer 
control. For the ake of bet ~ . under­
standing human beings. p ychologists 
have artificially over-simplified the sepa­
ration of the f1ve bas1c parts of an) human 
situation. '\en thou h the) a!\: o inter 
twined- behav1or (act1on ). feelings. 

skills, thoughts, and unconsciou drives. 
From a historical perspective, 150 years 
ago it was believed, when someone 
behaved in a way he did not intend to, he 
was pos es ed by an alien force. such a 
the will of God, the work of the Devil, a 
guardian angel, or other pirits.

around 1900. the talk was about instinct ,

es they made. People tend to 
have plenty of silly ideas and 
feelings about why they behave 
a certain way, such as "I think I 
have a pretty good chance of 
winning the lottery." Then there 
are the people who deny their 
behaviors, such as alcoholics, 
over-eaters, and students that do 
not do their homework. The 
researcher's conclusion was that 
we need to have a greater aware­
ness (mindfulness) in order to be 
more reali tic in our attempts at 
self-direction and having greater 
self-control. Freud, ''the father 
of psychology," thought that we 
needed to become aware of our 
conscious and unconscious 
thoughts, plus learn more about 
the manner in which we coped 
with life. Do you ignore, 
excuse, or deny your thoughts 
and behaviors so you don't have 
to deal with why you act the 
way you do? 

As expected, the various 
types of behaviors cover a wide 
range. There are actions we 
keep doing that seem to have lit­
tle or no cognitive, emotional, or 
unconscious aspects. Examples 
of these are brushing your teeth, 
tying your shoes, walking, and 
breathing. In contrast, most 
behaviors are influenced by 
other parts of the problem, such 
as eating when anxious or 
bored, moking or drinking to 
relax, procrastinating to avoid 
work, socializing when we need 
pleasure, avoiding work that we

This is 
because athlete who are in excellent 
condition have a very slow resting heart 
rate, which makes them prone to blood 
pooling in the legs during long flights.

Drink plenty of fluids, 
but electrolyte elution i preferable to 
water. Avoid drinking alcohol. Finally, 
if possible, get up and walk around fre­
quently.

Ordinance. The 
notice shall identify 
the particular condi­
tion In question and 
demand the abate­
ment of the nuisance 
within five (5) days 
unless the nuisance 
constrtutes an imme­
diate danger to the 
health and well-be1ng 
of the community. If 
an immediate danger 
is present, the nui­
sance shall be abat 
ed within twenty-four 
(24) hours of notice 
or within such rea­
sonable time there­
after as the Code 
Enforcement officer 
may order.
