Thompson announced yester­
day that the fiscal court will 
not entertain a proposal to 
bring a Connecticut-based 
construction and demolition 
debri landfill to I vel. 

The announcement came 
two days after Thompson par­
ticipated m a somewhat heated 
on-air interview with Dale 
McKinney, of radio station 

WMDJ, about the proposal 
and the county's controversial 
nuisance ordmance. 

After touring a recycling 
center in Hartford and 
Springfield last month, solid 
waste board members passed a 
motion to propose a change in 
the current solid waste plan. 

During the interview 
Tuesday, Thomp on wavered 
in his decision to back the 
solid waste board, a statement 
of promise he made during 
that solid waste board meet­
ing. 

Thompson said the landfill 
would be a means of 
"progress'' for the county, but 
seemingly changed his mind 
when McKinney addressed the 
issue from another angle. 

McKinney pointed out that 
he could name "at least 15 
other places" where Murphy 
Road Recycling would "come 
into a community, bribe a cou­
ple of officials" work for a few 
years under their initial permit, 
then reapply the permit to

Thursday to make the facility total­
ly paperless. 

The vision that HRMC has for 
this new $10.5 million investment 
is to improve the core busines 
office processes by replacing cur­
rent systems so that registration, 
billing, medical records and tran­
scription systems can all be done 
electronically. 

increase direct patient care, 
improve the quality of care through 
the use of evidence based protocol , 
integration with the medical staff. 
data driven decision making and 
the health of the community in gen­
eral. 

The new technology will 
increase the time the nurses have to 
spend with the patients and will 
give phy icians an opportunity to 
give patient care in a new way. 

The project, known as "Cerner 
Lawson Advanced Software 
Soluuons," or C.L.A.S.S., will 
make H igh1ands the only medical 
facility in Eastern Kentucky to 
implement this type of technology. 

The hospital expects the change 
w effectively utilize clinical 
resources and improve the quality 
of care by reducing medical records 
and the reliance of information on

Jury fmds 
Phillips guilty

Marcus Phillips was found 
guilty of murdering his wife, 
Patty Phillips, by a Floyd 
County jury after four days 
of trial. 

The jury took a little over 
an hour to find him guilty 
despite an impassioned plea 
by his attorney, Harolyn 
Howard, to con ider 
manslaughter if they felt that 
the evidence convinced them 
that he was guilty. She didn't 
help matters much, though, 
when she implored jurprs to 
consider only the facts and 
not let her client's personali­
ty affect their deliberations. 

Assistant Common-
wealth's Attorney Wayne 
Taylor made a plea of his 
own during closing state­
ments, which emphasized

No basis found for 
meningitis scare

Concerns about a possi­
ble meningitis case rose to 

the forefront last week after 
an unidentified fre hman 
student at Betsy Layne High 
School became ill, Assistant 
Principal Brent Rose said. 

The student was taken to 
a local hospital, transferred 
to Lexington. then trans­
ferred for further testing at

• Gene McLean, spokesperson 
for Murphy Road Recycling, the 
company that proposed the land­
fill, said the company would con­
tinue communication for possible 
negotiations in the future. 

"Like we said from the begin· 
ning, we told the judge straight 
up, if we don't have the support, 
we're not going to push any­
thing," McLean said. "We feel 
that there have been misconcep­
tions, or misrepresentations, pub­
licly done and that's unfortunate.

placing the ash there. Costain 
planned to dump a 65 acre coal 
ash landfill along the Big Sandy 
River near Stratton Branch in 
lvel. Opponents believed the 
dumpsite was too close to the 
Levisa Fork to be environmental­
ly friendly. For three years, the 
opposing sides argued their posi­
tions. 

Costain said the landfill was 
necessary to provide coal to a 
Jacksonville, Fla., utility compa­
ny, AEX Cedar Bay Inc. 

AEX promised to purchase at 
least one million tons of coal per 
year for 20 years from Costain if 
they would dispose of the waste. 
The ash was to be treated, pel­
letized and stored in a "state-of­
the-art, environmentally sound 
facility." 

Floyd County opposition 
strengthened when Costain 
stepped out of its environmental 
boundaries. As required, they 
piled ash on synthetic liners dur­
ing the ftrst stage of dumping, but 
when they ran out of liner and 
moved into the second stage, they 
continued piling ash on the bare 
ground, where it remains today. 
The state did nothing to stop the 
continual ftlling because the 
order only covered the ftrst 
dumping stage. 

Costain and the environmental 
groups compromised on Sept. 28, 
1993 - the same year the county 
opened a solid waste transfer sta­
tion at Garth. Costain inked an 
agreed order that cleared the way 
for an operator's permit for the 
facility. They agreed in the order, 
handled through the Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Protection Cabinet, to improve 
the landfill liner and closure gap 
design, perform additional studies 
to determine seasonal high 
groundwater tables, monitor 
ground and surface water for 
three additional pollutants, and to 
e~tel'ld the two-year closure care 
period for an additional two 
years. 

The state environmental pro­
tection cabinet was to monitor the 
site for three years, according to 
the records. 

In July 2001 , Costain - oper­
ating as Lodestar Energy Inc. -
applied to modify the permit to 
extend the life of the ash dump 
from 12 y ars to40 years, intend­
ing to dump 14.7 million cubic 
yards of ash on 71 acres, with 
piles reaching 600 feet at their 
deepest point. 

They ftled for Chapter 11 
bankruptcy that same year, hop­
ing to emerge from their financial 
woes - those tacked onto high 
fuel costs, maintenance expendi­
tures and worlanan 's compensa­
tion costs. 

In September 2002, Lodestar 
WitS required by the Natural 
Resource and Environmental 
Protection Cabinet to install syn­
thetic liners, the result of a legal

One year later, Lodestar went 
bankrupt. The company's affiliate 
bonding company. the Frontier 
Insurance Company of New 
York, is currently going through 
bankruptcy proceedings. 

The ash dump - approxi­
mately 2 million tons - along 
with any environmental problems 
that could possibly be affiliated 
with it, remains unmonitored in 
I vel. 

Lodestar ceased operations on 
Jan. 31, 2003, when a federal 
bankruptcy judge was scheduled 
to confl.nn the sale of its coal 
mining assets in Kentucky, 
Colorado and Utah. 

The Ivel property topped a 
$1.1 million price tag when it was 
sold on May 30, 2003, to Central 
Appalachian Mining LLC, a 
Delaware Liability Company in 
Greenwich, Conn. The deed, 
entered by Delaware companies 
Lodestar Energy Inc., Lodestar 
Holdings Inc. and Indusnial Fuels 
Minerals Company, a Michigan 
corporation, turned over owner­
ship of 59 parcels of land previ­
ously owned by various individu­
als and companies. 

Costain Coal, Alma Land 
Company, various private own­
ers, Industrial Fuels Minerals, 
Derossett Development Inc., 
Transcontinental Coal Processing 
and Western Pocahontas 
Property, acting under a limited 
partnership with CSX Mining 
Inc., were each listed as previous 
owners of one or more of the 
parcels sold 

Lodestar is currently appeal­
ing the bankruptcy proceeding on 
the case, which was settled on 
May 22, 2003, according to the 
Eastern District of Kentucky's 
ban.Jcruptcy court records. 

In return for permission to 
operate the landfill, Murphy 
Road promised to remedy the ash 
dump situation and, upon closing 
the facility, encapsulate the entire 
landfiU, ash and all, with protec­
tive plastic liners, soil and grass. 

Since the county has refused 
. to go forward with the landfill 
proposal, officials said previously 
that the only other option to deal 
with the ash problem is through 
the state's Superfund branch. 
There, they claim, the project 
would be placed at the bottom of 
a very long priority list. 

But that won't happen, either, 
the Kentucky Environmental 
Protection Cabinet says. 

Ron Gruzesky, Branch 
Manager of the Solid Waste 
Divjsion with the Cabinet, says 
that the coal combustion landfill 
will not be tacked onto the state's 
Superfund because the material is 
not considered to be hazardous

the Kosair Children's Hospital in 
Louisville, where he currently is 
hospitalized, officials said. 

Rose said the school received 
calls of concern Friday from 
local parents about rumors of a 
possible meningitis case, after 
the child became ill at home. 
Those worries can be laid to rest, 
Floyd County Health 
Department Director Tbursa 
Slone said. 

"We have no confirmation on 
that," Slone said. "We try to 
encourage these folks not to 
spread rumors Jike that. It's 
unfortunate that people start 
rumors like that - it could be 
their child. 

"We got involved because we 
wanted to call and make sure it 
wasn't some type of infectious 
disease. I spoke with the princi­
pal and relayed to him that we do 
not consider this a public health 
issue." 

Hospitals are required to 
report any cases of infectious 
disease to area health depart­
ments. They have found no evi­
dence supporting such a case, 
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waste. 
"Generally speaking, fly ash 

does not pose a great risk\" he 
said. "Heavy metals can leach 
out. but, generally speaking, this 
specific type of waste is not a 
danger to the environment. This 
material can be used as structural 
fill." 

Solid Waste Board Chairman 
Mike Vance was the county's 
solid waste coordinator when the 
ash disposal proposal was in the 
air at I vel. 

The Solid Waste Board fought 
against the site, sending a resolu­
tion of opposition to Frankfort. 
That was about the same time that 
the county was trying to close the 
Aoyd County landtill at Garth, a 
reason, Vance said, that the mem­
bers opposed the ash disposal 
proposition. 

''The state advised us that it 
was not a matter of local control," 
Vance said "It was a special land­
fill. The state government, not the 
county, went ahead with it over 
the head of the solid waste board 
... We realized at some point it 
would come back to the county 
and people would have to deal 
with it." 

And here it is. 
Gruzesky said yesterday that it 

is unlikely that the county will see 
any type of resolution with the 
ash for a number of years, simply 
because it's an "unusual" situa­
tion. 

"Honestly, it's a rather unusual 
situation," he said. "When you 
have a company like this go 
bankrupt, 1 can't recall an 
instance where the financial insti­
tution has gone bankrupt as well. 
... There's no clear pathway in 
regards to how to go forward with 
this situation." 

Gruzesky said that the 
Environmental Protection 
Cabinet will fonnally request clo­
sure money from Frontier -
which currently holds the tag of 
accountability - as soon as the 
company formally announces 
that it has no plans to resume the 
landfill. 

"We were hoping that a new 
operation would come in there 
and straighten out the site," 
Gruzesky said. "That would be 
the best way to get that resolved. 
I'm not sure what the status is 
with the bQnding company. I 
believe they're Opefating 
under the direction o bankrupt­
cy judge. Ifthafs true, we'll go to 
Frontier to get the money to close 
out the landfill. If we can't get the 
money, we're unlikely to close it 
for a number of years."

"What you have here is an 
implausible motive," Mackey

The charges against Harri 
and one of his associates. Glen 
Turner of Drift, are the latest in 
a string of federal election fraud 
cases from the region. all of 
which have dealt with allega­
tions of paying poor people to 
vote for particuJar candidates.

innocent, then he would have 
called his mother-in-law at some 
point to find out if Patty had 
been found. Taylor also noted 
that Phillips never contacted or 
visited hi daughter since the 
disappearance and ignored let­
ters from an Ohio lawyer who 
tried to invite him to all of the 
custody hearings following his 
wife's disappearance. 

The jury was not set to delib­
erate on a sentence recommen­
dation until after press time but 
the minimum sentence for mur­
der is 20 years. 

Most shocking about the ver­
dict was that some equally com­
pelling evidence was never 
brought to light. 

"Another ex-wife was pre­
pared to testify that he [Phillips] 
had strangled her on several 
occasions and had a bad tem­
per," said Commonwealth's 
Attorney Brent Thrner. 

"He [Phillips) had been in jail 
for flagrant nonsupport of 
another child in Grant County," 
said Kentucky State Police Det. 
Stuart Howard. 

Day three of the Marcus 
Phillips murder trial began with 
both sides stipulating that no 
blood evidence was found in 
Pauy Phillips' Dodge Neon. 
However, the evidence that was 
heard, since the previous day, 
focused on the stability of Patty 
Phillips' lifestyle and the incon­
sistencies of Marcus Phillips' 
stories. 

Testimony began Wednesday 
with an appearance by a General 
Motors manager from a plant in 
Lorain, Ohio. The manager, who 
handled hiring laborers, testified 
that he hired Patty Phillips in 
April 2000 and that she was due 
back at work the day after her 
disappearance. He further stated 
that she was aware that she 
would be receiving a $2,000 
signing bonus in June.

a case where a body was undis­
covered on New Circle Road in 
Lexington for two years despite 
the fact that it was at the junc­
tion of Route 60 and was across 
the street from a Reno's 
Restaurant. 

Thursday's testimony saw 
the last witness for the common­
wealth appear. Det. Stewart 
Howard recalled interviewing 
Phillips after he was brought up 
from Florida and a tape of that 
interrogation was played. 

On the tape, Marcus Phillips 
explained bow he fought with

That's still Testaverde's 

goal. And Parcells' hope.

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you teach your children through 
your behaviors? 

There are other ways that 
learning new behaviors can 
bring about change that have 
been used by therapists and 
experimental psychologists. 
One is changing your "environ­
ment," that involves your expec­
tations, plans, and goals, so that 
good habits are repeated and bad 
ones are decreased. A second 
way of making changes by 
learning is to simply watch your 
behaviors and make changes 
when you think it is necessary, 
such as stopping those habits 
you don't want anymore and 
substituting and practicing what 
you reaJly want. A third way, 
that is frequently helpful in 
changing behaviors, is reward­
ing the desired actions, 
thoughts, or feelings immediate­
ly, while ignoring the unwanted 
behavior. A previous client 
would allow herself to have a 
tiny amount of premium choco­
late at night, after she had fol­
lowed her diet program all day. 

In order to have a clearer 
understanding of behavior, there 
is a need to separate two differ­
ent components, the process of 
learning a new behavior 'from 
the condition of becoming more 
willing or motivated to do some­
thing you already know how to 
do. This amounts to learning 
being different from perfor­
mance (or motivation). 
Learning a new behavior is

Before I gi\'e you more details 
about this program. here are some 
basic facts about this problem. 
Suicide is the third leading cause of 
death for young people age fifteen to 
twenty-four, and the second leading 
cause of death for college students. A 
maJor cause of suic1de i a treatable 
psychiatric illness. In fact, ninety per­
cent of teens who commit suicide have 
been diagnosed with a psychiatric 
problem. One of the most common of 
these is depression. 

Yellow Ribbon says there are 
"warning signs" that can help you spot 

Yellow Ribbon - sponsored by the 
Auxiliary to the American Osteopathic 
Association - emphasizes the fact 
that suicide is most often not a wish to 
die, but a desire to end the pain of liv­
ing. If teens ask for help and have an 
opportunity to talk about their feel­
ings, it can lessen this pain. Yellow 
Ribbon has developed an effective 
method to encourage teens to take that 
first step and ask for help. 

Yellow Ribbon distributes cards to 
teenagers that they can use as a "llfe­
line" to seek adult help when they 

But, even if you're not given one of 
these lifeline cards, there are still ways 
you can help the teenagers you know. 
First, remember the warning signs of 
depression I mentioned earlier. 
Second, take his or her words and 
actions seriously. Don't ignore any 
talk of suicide, hopelessness or 
despair. Ask about the teen's home 
life. Situational stress such as the 
death of a parent or abuse can lead to 
thoughts of suicide. Seek professional 
help. Remember that depression is

when the timid person must 
learn to be assertive. On the 
other hand, frequently a person 
knows how to do the "right 
thing" or the desired behavior. 
but is not motivated enough to 
follow through. uch as keeping 
clo ets in order, control one's 
severe anger, or being consistent 
with parenting skills. 
Sometimes, the two components 
need to be combined by learning 
new self-modification skills and 
finding some method for 
increasing the inner drive to 
reach the goal, for instance 
avoiding temptations and resi t­
ing emotional reactions. 
Finally, for self-help efforts to 
be further successful, one need 
to master self-modification tech­
niques for changing behaviors, 
increase motivation, and devel­
op a belief within your elf that 
you can change. 

It i abo necessary. when 
needing/wanting to change 
behavior, for the per on to 
understand the causes of his/her 
behaviors. Often, there are 
many explanations for behavior 
that are not obvious. Some 
examples are: ( l) the benefit for 
a behavior might not be realized 
- the shy person is rewarded by 
avoiding social stres ; (2) 
reliance on or over-emphasis on 
extrinsic rewards (having to do 
with something beyond your­
self) might be harmful in some 
situations - the good student

who comes to say, "I'm only 
studying so I can get into col­
lege;" (3) the behavior might 
change suddenly when you real­
ize there is an alternative way to 
react or when you recognize 
long-range con equences hidden 
to you before; and (4) underly­
ing emotions that are not identi­
fied are frequently a major fac­
tor in creating behaviors -
exces ive anxiety that con­
tributes to you overeating or 
worrying extensively. These 
types of things are why you need 
to stop and think, ''Why do I 
need to behave like this?" "How 
do I want to be seen by others?" 

Food for thought: One of the 
ancient philosophers wrote, 
"Insanity is when you do the 
same behavior over and over 
and expect a different outcome." 
The following is from the 
Koran, "If you don't have the 
capacity to change yourself and 
your attitudes, then nothing 
around you can be changed."
