PRESTONSBURG - The 
Floyd County Fiscal Court meet­
ing was well attended Friday with 
over I 00 people showing up to 
weigh in on a proposed "nuisance 
ordinance." 

Despite many objections by the 
public. the ordinance was passed. 
with only Jackie Owens voting 
against it. 

Owens has been far from shy 
about the issue and shared some 
observations about the ordinance 
before the floor was opened to 
public comment. He pointed out 

e orclin nee 
that the law would give too much 
power to county government and 
would impose harsh fees and hard 
to-meet deadlines on anyone who 
i deemed to have an unsafe struc­
ture on his or her property. He also 
pointed out that the ordinance 
would force people to put up 
fences around ponds, pools and 
wells . 

"Th1s is a bad ordinance," 
Owens concluded. 

Members of the public weighed 
in with their opimons and seemed 
divided on the issue. Some feared 
for the safety of local children 
who have been injured or killed by 
falling into open wells or dilapi-

dated structures, while others 
argued that the ordinance would 
punish those who couldn't afford, 
for any reason. to get the work 
done in a timely fashion: 

Judge-Executive Paul Hunt 
Thompson supports the ordinance 
and tried to convince those in 
attendance that the county had the 
best of intentions with it. He was 
very specific about protecting 
children from the dangers of aban­
doned and upkept properties and 
noted the responsibility of land 
owners.

Police Sgt. Sean Day 
said charges against File are 
likely.

Fighter Squadron in July. 
Wearing the men's cap, which 
runs straight across the forehead 
rather than angling down toward 
the eyebrows, is forbidden for 
women under U.S. Air Force 
rules. 

MeSally has tangled with 
military commanders over gen­
der dress differences before. She 
previously sued the Pentagon 
for forcing female troops to 
wear Muslim garb overseas. 

She won the case accusing 
the Defense Department of dis­
crimination for forcing her to 
wear the long, black cloak wom 
by Muslim women when travel­
ing off-base in Saudi Arabia. 
The policy was reversed. 

Senior Master Sgt. 
Jacqueline Dean, chief of the 

board which oversees the dress 
code, said the regulations updat­
ed in early July specifically ban 
women from wearing the men's 
flightcap. • 

But dress code violations are 
rarely punished unless they are 
chronic, officials said.

He said he was trying to con­
vey a vision, not a plan. "It was 
a beginning to really rekindle 
the fire for education," Fletcher 
told reporters afterward. 

Nearly 200 people packed 
the Executive Mansion for an 
invitation-only presentation. 

The audience included uni­
versity presidents, members of 
the Council on Postsecondary 
Education and state school 
board, leaders of the Kentucky 
Education Association, school 
administrators and education 
advocates. 

Fletcher said it was "a good.

What they heard included a 
call for "a second generation of 
systemic refinement" as a fol­
lowup to the Kentucky 
Education Reform Act of 1990, 
lest Kentucky fail to reach its 
long-term education goals. 

-. Fletcher said major themes of 
the evening were about increas-

ing teacher quality and teacher 
pay; an emphasis on early learn­
ing, including statewide, ali-day 
kindergarten; and a role for the 
universities in economic devel­
opment. 

Fletcher also said he wanted 
to "eliminate the silos" of edu­
cation - the separate realms of 
elementary and secondary 
schools, colleges and technical 
and adult education. 

Left unanswered: the cost. 
''The big question mark," said 
Roger Marcum, superintendent 
of Marion County schools and 
vice president of the Kentucky 
Association of School 
Administrators. 

University of Kentucky 
President Lee Todd said "money 
wasn't part of the discussion.

Fletcher did supply one cost 
estimate - the tab for raising 
teacher pay to the average of 
Kentucky's seven neighboring 
states - at a news conference 
afterward.

Pot growers to spend 
six months in jail

PRESTONSBURG - The 
two Floyd County men indicted 
last year after growing marijuana 
on County Attorney Keith 
Bartley's property returned to 
court Friday for formal sentenc­
ing. 

Terry G. Jarrell, 3 t, and 
Steven Hunter, 23, each received 
probated sentences worked out 
in plea deals through the com­
monwealth. 

Circuit Judge John David 
CaudHl sentenced Jarrell to four 
years, giving him 17 days credit 
for time already served on a felo­
nious marijuana cultivation 
charge. He opted to continue for­
mal sentencing last month when 
he pleaded guilty to the crime. 

Hunter, who has been incar­
cerated since he entered guilty 
plea in July, received a four-year 
sentence on a felony marijuana 
cultivation charge and a concur­
rent four-year sentence on a 
receiving stolen property charge 
- a charge that resulted from the 
confiscation of a stolen handgun 

from his home during the initial 
investigation. 

Both men are to serve SlX 

months, at which time the sen­
tences will be suspended and 
probated for more than three 
years. 

Caudill overruled a motion 
for probation for Hunter. pre· 
sented by his attorney Suzy 
Gibson, who also represented 
Jarrell Friday. He said the recom­
mended sentence from the com­
monwealth was "pretty lenient'' 
to begin with. 

The Kentucky State Police 
video-taped the men tending to a 
marijuana patch on property 
belonging to County Attorney 
Keith Bartley. Jarrell worked 
with the contractor during the 
construction of Bartley's home 
in Abbott. The footage showed 
that both men had been coming 
to the property during the week­
ends to water and fertilize the 
plants. 

Formal sentencing hearings 
for both men were waived last 
month after they fell prey to the 
Memodal Day flooding, Caudill 
said.

Judge orders hearing for abuse suspect

PRESTONSBURG A 
Floyd County man facing sexual 
assault charges after allegedly 
abusing his two minor children 
will participate in a competency 
hearing. 

Circuit Judge John David 
Caudill granted a motion for the 
hearing, supmitted in court Friday 
by public advocate Tracy 
Hancock on behalf of Joshua 
Glenn Jarvis, 23, of Prestonsburg. 

Jarvis was arrested in June by 
the Kentucky State Police after he 

allegedly !"lade a child, his 7-
year-old fourth cousin, take her 
clothes off and lie on a bed while 
he "engaged in an act of sexual 
gratification." 

He was later charged with a 
second count offust-degree sexu­
al assault after allegedly make a 
6-year-old child "participate" dur­
ing another act of sexual gratifica­
tion. 

Jarvis was staying with his 
cousin - the mother of four chil­
dren - at the time of the alleged 
crimes. The father of one of the 
children claims that Jarvis admit­
ted to abusing four children in the 

home. 
Jarvis allegedly attacked the 

father with a butcher knife prior 
to his arrest on the flrst sexual 
assault charge against him - an 
allegation lending him an addi­
tional charge of second-degree 
assault. 

When Jarvis entered court 
Friday through the holding cell 
door, he wandered aimlessly past 
the bench and jury box and stood, 
staring blankly near the witness 
stand. 

Caudill found that reason 
enough to grant the motion for a 
competency hearing. 
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Shepherd pleaded guilty in 
2002 to two counts of theft and 
promoting prostitution 
allegedly seUing a female to a 
Prestonsburg resident for sexual 
favors. She was sentenced to two 
years on each theft charge and 12 
months for the promoting prosti­
tution charge, but the concurrent 
sentences were probated for 
three years.

When it comes to tobacco and moking. state officials 
are just lost in a swirl of cigarette smoke. 

We know of no other way to explain the sheer lunacy 
that guides Kentucky's policies. 

For example, it's well documented that high cigarette 
taxes keep kids from smoking, yet state legislators are con­
tent to keep what soon becomes the nation's lowest state 
excise tax, a 3-cent-a-pack tax that hasn' t been changed 
since 1970. 

And despite statistic after statistic that shows how smok­
ing-related problems kill Kentuckians and drain the medical 
system ($1.1 7 billion in direct health care co ts in Kentucky 
every year, according to one study), Kentucky officials 
have decided to do less. not more. to help smokers quit. 

This year, Kentucky health officials have set aside $3.5 
million to help smokers quit and nonsmokers from taking 
up the habit, a whopping 26 percent reduction from last 
year. The decrease is occurring because the state has $1 
million less from the tobacco settlement lawsuit than it did 
last year and because of a $200,000 reduction in a federal 
grant. 

As a result. 23 local health department in Kentucky 
have seen reductions in state funding this fiscal year. One 
of those, in Louisville. just eliminated a support group for 
pregnant smoker - even though nearly a quarter of preg­
nant women in the state smoked in 200 L running the risk 
of everything from stillbirth to low birth weights. 

... Northern Kentucky health officials had previously 
indicated they were hoping for more, not less, money to 
help curb smoking. The agency sponsors 13-week cessation 
clas es at four locations at a time, but those classes are rou­
tinely full. 

The Northern Kentucky Independent District Health 
Department would not only 1 ike to set up more classes, it 
also wants to strengthen its prevention programs, to tough­
en its media campaign and to more fully examine and 
address the disparities in smoking rates among various pop­
ulation groups. 

It's obvious such programs are needed. 
· The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention said 32.6 

percent of adults in ~mucky smoked in 2002, the highest 
rate in the nation. That's despite the fact that 45.6 percent 
of those adult smokers tried to quit. 

They obviously need help. 
Kentucky should raise its cigarette tax significantly, it 

should change Medicaid guidelines to cover smoking cessa­
tion and it should increase - not decrease - help for local 
health department trying to do something about our state's 
rooking habit.

Last week, President Bu h brought up 
the subject to a friendly Pennsylvania 
crowd: 

"I think those who oppose this balli -
tic mis ile system reall)' don't under· 
stand the threats of the 21st century," he 
said. "They're living in the past. We're 
living in the future. We're going to do 
what's necessary to protect this country."

The missile defense system has been a 
boondoggle from the outset. It has never 
passed a realistic test; the General 
Accounting Office recently criticized it 
tests as "repetitive and scripted."

Yet the pre ident is determined to tart 
deploying this "defense system" in a few 
months, in time for the November elec­
tion.

A group of 49 retired generals and 
admirals have i ued a statement urging 
the president to put a hold on his tartup 

plans. They instead suggest that he pend 
the money ($3.7 billion) to defend our 
vulnerable borders, ports and nuclear 
facilities, for which we have done I ittle to 
protect from terrorist attack. 

The criticism has fallen on deaf ears. 
Maybe he should stop living in the future 
and try the present for a while. 

Another of the pre ident's bogu uc­
cess tories i his "No Child Left 
Behind" program. He brags about it all 
the time.

Non-religious Americans are increasingly 
important for the Democrats' coalition

After years of talk about the centrality of 
'fJ conservative Protestants and Catholics in 

the Republican Party coalition, an opposite 
factor is gaining wider notice: the 
Democrats' reliance upon non-religiou vot­
ers. 

"Seculars have become an increasing 
portion of the Democratic electoral coalition 
and especially of the party' activist base," 
says Geoffrey Layman of the University of 
Maryland, author of "The Great Divide: 
Religious and Cultural Conflict in American 
Party Politics." The trend originated in 1972 
and had become obvious to political scien­
tists by 1992, he says. 

A religiously linked values clash is 
redefining U.S. politics. according to Louis 

,. Boice and Gerald De Maio of City 
University of New York. And if Republicans 

are labeled the party of religious traditional­
ists, they assert, "the Democrats with equal 
validity, can be called the secularist party." 

A University of Akron poll of 4,000 
adults this spring showed that those with no 
religious affiliation are 17 percent of self­
identified Democrats, rivaling the party's 
traditional blocs of white Catholics ( 18 per­
cent) and black Protestants (16 percent). The 
secularists favored John Kerry over George 
W. Bush by 57.4 percent to 27.2 percent 
(with the rest backing others or undecided). 

The Akron polling since 1992 is particu­
larly useful because samples are large and 
interviewers press for specifics on affiliation 
rather than vague religious identifications. 
(The 2004 margin of error was plus or minus 
2 percentage points.) 

A Pew Research .Center poll of 1,512 
adults, reported Tuesday, showed more 
Americans see the Republican Party as 
"generally friendly to religion" (52 percent) 

than the Democratic Party (40 percent). 
Among blacks, only 28 percent saw the 
Republicans as faith-friendly and among 
Republicans, only 27 percent saw the 
Democrats as friendly. 

Political scientists say polls that correlate 
religious behavior or belief with party align­
ment indicate the "God gap" is more signif­
icant than most factors, including the much­
touted gender gap. 

Similarly, scholars' surveys of delegates 
to the parties' 2000 conventions found con­
trasts on weekly worship attendance (59 
percent for Republican delegates, 35 percent 
for Democrats), expressing "a great deal" of 
reliance upon religion (41 percent for 
Republicans, 23 percent for Democrats) and 
conservative beliefs about the Bible (54 per­
cent for Republicans, 26 percent for 
Democrats).

Appeals court sets broader standard in grandparent visitation cases

LOUISVILLE The 
Kentucky Court of Appeals on 
Friday set a new standard for 
deciding when grandparents 
may have visitation rights with 
their grandchildren over objec­
tions of the parents. 

The old standard, requiring 
"clear and convincing evi­
dence" that the child would be 
harmed by a loss of a grandpar­
ent's visitation, is "unnecessari­
ly strict and unworkable," the 
court said. 

Among other things, "it does 
not adequately take into account 
a situation where visitation is 
withheld by the parents out of 
vindictiveness," the court said 
in an opinion by Judge Julia 
Tackett of Lexington. 

Henceforth, a grandparent 
must prove - although still by

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Family learns accused killer lives in nearby n·ursing home 
The Associated Press 

ELKHORN CITY 
Fifteen-year-old Daniclle Perry 
was alarmed when she learned 
last week that a man accused of 
killing her father two )ears ago 
is now living less than a mile 
from ·ome of her family mem­
bers in Pike County. 

Erne t Childers. 68. of 
Marr whom:, moved into a 
nursing home at Elkhorn City 
after a judge found him incom­
petent to stand trial and dis­
mJ ·sed the murder charge 
again t him in May. 

Danielle Perry was among 
eight witne se who said they 
saw Childer shoot her father, 
Clifford Perry, in front of a 
Marrowbone church in 2002. 
Daniellc Perry till lives in the 
nearby home of her immediate 
family. 

"I think it's wrong.'' Perry 
said of the ruling that freed 
Childers. 

Childers is living in Elkhorn 
City at the Mountain View 
Nursing Home, less than one 
mile from the home of Clifford 
Perry's si ter. Carolyn Cantrell. 

"It's just a regular nursing 
home - they have no security 
up there," Cantrell said. "lt's 
putting our family at risk."' 

Pike County 
Commonwealth's Attorney Rick 
Bartley said the murder charge 
had to be dropped after the rul­
ing on Childers' competency. 

''There bel:ame. at that time, 

some qllestion as to his compe­
tency to stand trial," Bartley 
said. ''It had to do with his 
behavior.'' 

Court documents said 
Childers was "very delusional 
and paranoid, stating that he was 
Je us Christ.'' Doctors said 
Childers wa incompetent and 
that he wasn't likely to become 
competent in the foreseeable 
future. 

Childers wa sent to the 
Kentucky Correctional 
Psychiatric Center in La Grange. 
where he was treated for several 
months on two separate occa­
sions. ln between those visits, 
Bartley had worked out a a plea 
agreement with Childers. 

Childers had agreed to plead 
guilty to killing Perry in 
exchange for a 10-year prison 
sentence. But Perry's family 
thought Childers should spend 
more time in prison and opposed 
the agreement. 

Bartley said be did not pursue 
it out of re pect for their wishes. 
"They said, ·We' II take that 
chance,' and I said 'OK,"' 
Bartley said. 

Childers, who returned to 
Pike County in May. declined to 
comment on the matter through 
an employee at the nursing 
home. 

Under Kentucky state law, 
people who are found incompe­
tent to tand trial must have aiJ 
charges dismissed. Those people 
are then referred to an involun­
tary hospitalization hearing. 

State plans charges against 
Harlan County coal operator

FRANKfOR'l - The state 
plans to charge the owner of a 
Harlan County coal company 
that ordered employees to work 
in an area that was closed when 
inspectors found what they said 
was an unsafe roof. 

The coal operator would be 
the first in Kentucky to face 
charges since the state's system 
of prosecuting mine-safety vio­
lators was overbau led in 2001. 
said Tony Oppegard, lawyer for 
the Office of Mine Safety and 
Licensing. Oppegard would not 
identify the owner. 

Officials with the coal com­
pany, Highlands Mining and 
Processing Co., did not return 
calls seeking comment. 

State mining regulators tem­
porarily shut down Highlands 
Mining's underground mine in 
Cumberland on Aug. 4 for fail­
ing to comply with an order to 
fix• unsafe roof conditions. The 
order came after a routine mine 
inspection revealed the need for 
additional bolts to support the 
roof. 

State inspectors later found 
that company officials had 
ordered employees to work in an 
area of the mine that was closed 
because of the safety concerns 
and that the roof had not been 
reinforced as ordered. 

Oppegard told the Kentucky 
Mining Board Thursday that the 
owner admitted to investigators 
that he ordered three miners into

the closed area. The owner 
could face fines of up to $10,000 
for each violation. 

Fifty-five cases. many with 
multiple defendants, have been 
brought by the Mine Safety and 
Licensing office before the state 
Mine Safety Review 
Commission in the past three 
years. The commission acts as a 
court in deciding cases before it. 

Oppegard also said he would 
file a case against the mine com­
pany, a charge that carries a pos­
sible penalty equal to the rev­
enue a company generates in a 
10-day period.

Kentucky, Wright State and West Virginia. 
During that first season, Clark teamed with 
Josh Surowski for a 2-2 doubles record. 

In the faJI of 2003, Clark posted an 8-5 
• record and advanced to the Flight· A' finals 

of the Louisville Fall lnvitational. He went 
6-2 m doubles and was named to the 
Dean' List and Athletic Director's honor 
roll. 

Clark and his doubles partner were 
ranked in the top-25 in doubles for much 
of the spring. 

In high school, Clark had an unbeliev­
able run, posting a 121-4 record in his high 
school career. He wa ranked as the No. 1 
U 16 player in Kentucky. The four-time 
regional champion was a two-time all­
stater and ranked in the top 200 in the 
United Stales U 16. 

He was the Boys 16 Southern Open 
Champion and competed in the STA 
Super National Hard Court Championships 
in Kalamazoo. Mich. He wa a Kentucky 
Governor's Scholar and continues to keep 

up in the classroom. 
Loui v1lle men' tennis coach Rex 

Ecarma has signed a new contract, ensur­
ing his presence with the Cardinals until 
June of 2009. 

''We're very excited about everything 
that's happening in men's tennis," said U 
of L Associate Athletic Director, Julie 
Hermann. "Coach Ecarma is an outstand­
ing leader of our program and continues to 
take us to the next level. It was very impor­
tant to us to show our commitment to him 
as he has been so dedicated to the 
Univer ity and the program." 

Clark has already picked up much 
knowledge from the U of L coach. 

The Cardinals finished the 2004 season 
with a 19-9 record, an at-large bid to the 

CAA regionals and is currently in the 

midst of a 28-match home winning streak. 
Ecarma has led the Cardinals to three 
NCAA appearances since 1998 and under 
his guidance, the team was ranked as high 
as o. 30 in the Intercollegiate Tennis 
Association national rankings. Several sin­
gles players and doubles teams have also 
been ranked among the top in the nation in 
Ecarma 's l 4-year career. The 2000 
Conference USA Coach of the Year led 
Louisville to a league championship in 
2000 and runner-up finish in 1998. 

After playing for the Cardinals from 
1983-87. Ecarma was named head coach m 
1990. With 200 wins, he is the winningest 
men's tennis coach in program history.

Ken Griffey Sr., 19th-century pitcher 
Will White and front office executive 
Bob Howsam will be inducted into the 
Cincinnati Reds Hall of Fame during 
ceremonies prior to Sunday's 1:15 p.m. 
game against the Arizona 
Diamondbacks. 

The trio wa chosen by the Cincinnati 
chapter of the Baseball Writers' 
Association of America. Their induc­
tions will bring to 64 the number of for­
mer managers, players and front office 
executives en. hrined in the club's HaU 
of Fame. 

Griffey, 54. was a 19-year Major 
League veteran and three-time All-Star 
right fielder for the Big Red Machine 
who helped produce World Series cham­
pionship in Cincinnati in 1975 and 
1976 by hitting .305 and .336 (2nd in the 
NL). respectively. Originally selected by 
the Reds m the 29tH round of the June 
1969 free-agent draft, he became a full­
time player for the Reds during the 1975 
season and over the next seven years 
appeared with the Red in 3 National 
League Championship Series and two 
World Series. 

Griffey finished his Major League 
career with a .296 batting average, 152

In records 
that include all players since 1876, 
White is the Reds' all-time leader in vic­
tories (227), losses (163), complete 
games (389), shutout (35), ERA (2.25), 
games started (396) and innings pitched 
(3,497.2). His career ERA of 2.28 rank 
lOth all-time in baseball history.

Association in victories with 40 in 1882 
and 43 in 1883. During his career White 
also led the league in winning percent­
age (40-12, .769, 1882), appearances 
(76, 1879), complete games twice (75 in 
1879. 52 in 1882), shutouts 3 times 
(eight in 1882, six in 1883, seven in 
1884), innings pitched twice (680 in 
1879, 480 in L882) and ERA (2.09 in 
1883). Because he pitched in an era of 
underhand pitching, similar to today's 
fastpitch softball motion, White rarely 
had a sore ann. In 1879, he completed 
all 75 of his starts. White's best season 
was in 1882, when he went 40-12 with a 
1.54 ERA, 52 complete games and eight 
shutouts in 54 starts and 480 innings. 
That eason he led the American 
Association in wins, winning percent­
age, complete games, shutouts and 
innings pitched. 

Howsam, 86, universally is recog­
nized as the architect of the Big Red 
Machine. He was the club's general 
manager from L967-78 and again from 
1983-84, but he also served a president 
and chief operating officer from 1973-78 
and 1983-85. Under Howsam's direc­
tion, the Reds were baseball's dominant 
team in the 1970s, a decade during 
which they won 6 We tern Division 
titles, four National League pennants 
and World Series championships in 1975 
and 1976. That team's starting lineup of 
Johnny Bench, Tony Perez, Joe Morgan, 
Dave Concepcion, Pete Ro e, George 
Fo ter, Cesar Geronimo and Griffey 
earned 63 All-Star selections, six Most 
Valuable Player awards and 26 Gold 
Gloves. 

While he was known a one of base­
ball's most hrewd traders, Howsam also 
was credited with making the Reds' 
minor league system one of the strongest 
in the game. In 1973, he was named 
Major League Executive of the Year by 
The Sporting New ·. 

While presiding over the team's 
move from Crosley Field to Riverfront 

Stadium in 1970, Howsam expanded the • 
front office staff and established promo- ' 
tiona! and public relations programs that 
would be necessary for success in the 
new park, including the Straight-A tick-
et program. He also was a member of 
MLB 's executive and player relations 
committees. Howsam retired on July 1, 
1985 but remained with the team for 17 
months as a special consultant.

- Ricky Williams 
phoned the Miami Dolphins this week, 
but said his next destination will be 
India. not a return to the NFL. 

The retired running back contacted 
coach Dave Wannstedt several days 
ago, sources clo e to the coach said 
Thursday. But Williams told The 
Miami Herald he has no plans to come 
back anytime soon. 

His conversation wnh Wannstedt 
was their first sin e Williams called the 
week before training camp with the 
stunning news he was retiring. 

Prompting the latest call was a letter 
the Dolphins sent Williams last week 
seeking to recoup $8.6 million in 
bonuses paid to him. 

' 'I didn't call them to see iff could 
come back. J was just causing a conver­
sation to happen," Wi11iams told the 
Herald from Australia. "They sent me 
the letter and (my agent) told me it's in 
my best interests to call them." 

Even if the 27-year-old Williams 
wanted to return, he faces a suspension 
for the entire 2004 season for violating 
the NFL drug policy. He has acknowl­
edged testing positive for marijuana 
three times. 

Williams may have been seeking a 
way to avoid repaying any money, but 
an NFL source insisting on anonymit)' 
said the Dolphjns are taking a hard line 
with Williams. Players and team offi­
cials gave no indication they're eager 

first downs and no points in its most 
recent exhibition game. 

His latest reasons for retiring, 
jncluding a workload he considered 
excessive, annoyed ex-teammates.

And he said 
the Dolphins relied on him too heavily 
the past two seasons, when he carried 
775 times. 

Maybe we're overused. That's the way 
it goes. That's the game of football. I 
don't know what be's talking about, 
reaiJy." 

McKinney and other players said 

they still expect to be without Williams 
this season, despite his phone call to 
Wannstedt. 

"I don't think many people are pay­
ing attention to it," fullback Rob

chased a piece of property, pay· 
ing payments for three years, 
and saved money to build their 
first home - the one they still 
live in. 

Melvin dropped out of school 
in the 1950's during his sopho­
more year, three years before he 
married Mable. 

"I quit because I thought at 
that time that was so much other 
stuff to do other than school," he 
said. 

At 17, Melvm - seeking his 
independence - trekked into 
the Beaver·Elkom Coal Mine in 
McDowell, where he worked for 
4 years before deciding to return 
to school. 

Then, he worked all day and 
went to school 5 or 6 hours three 
days a week. He completed the 
training in six months and 
became a mining supervisor, the 
title he kept until his retirement 

lo more than 30 years later. 
"The work was hard. but I 

think it's a place where you 
bond with your fella workers, 
co-workers," he said. "They 
looked out for danger for you 
and you looked out for danger 
for them. In the coal mines, you 
looked out for your buddies." 

Melvin started as a laborer in 
the mines, working out hourly 
wages on his knees for 8 to 9 
hours a day. When he received 
his supervising training, his 
hours increased along with his 
wages. 

As supervisor, he was in 
charge of crews of 12 to 50 men. 
He supervised the work and 
looked after their safety. 

Melvin preferred not to talk 
about the accidents he witnessed 
while working in the mines. He 
said he's seen a lot of them. 

"Sometimes J didn't know if 
I could cope with it," he said. 
"But 1 kept telling myself, 'Ye . 
you can do it.'" 

And that's what he did. 

Eventually, he signed up for 
Emergency Medical trammg. a 
skill he renews every two years 
by taking additional training. 

"] seen men underground get 
hurt and everybody would stand 
back, not k.nowing what to do." 
he said. ''If you have a I ittle 
knowledge, then you know bet­
ter what to do to stop bleeding. 
or make a plint. 1 would I ike to 
think that I helped ome peo­
ple." 

As supervisor. Melvin fired 
only two men - one with a 
drinking problem and another 
who moked pot on tht: jub. 

He didn ' t like havmg to fire 
them and said that he gave the 
men every opportunity to 
straighten up their life. 

Today, he 'otill keeps in touch 
with the friends he made while 
working in the mines But. with 
time, they're getting fewer in 
number, ne ay . 

''The friends I've worked 

with throughout the years are 
deceased, dead. or dying," he 
sa1d. "A lot of my friend have 
gone on. It hurts me to know 
that somebody I worked with i 
gone. It takes a part away from 
me. You really gel close to the 
people you work with. especial­
ly in the coal mmes." 

His father died of a lung dis­
ea. e after working in the mines 
for 38 years. 

Melvin worked at Beaver­
EIJ..orn for 5 years. He then 
worked at rhe National Mines in 
Knott county for 21 years and 
retired in 1999 from Massey 
Coal in Pike county, where h~.: 

was employed for 6 years. 
In the pa ing of the e years, 

he witnessed the passmg of min­
ing tradition - manual labor 
went to continuou miners and 
loaders; buggies used to carry 
coal changed to scoops and rails. 

The experience taught him to 
love his job. He i a elf-pro-

claimed workaholic. He loves it 
so much, he started work again 
after retinng. 

"I tned to retire for a few 
years. It wa boring," he . aid. 

That's why he's now at 
Foodland. a job he says he lmes 
- particularly bec.;au e he gets 
to meet lots of people. 

Wh n he i n 't piddling 
around the hou ·e ur spending 
lime with his family ( - He 
says his favorite times are fami­
ly dinners and gatherings - ) 
Melvtn also holds another posi­
tion. 

He's a board member with 
Ll K , the Low Income 
Housing Coalition of Ea tern 
Kentucky. an organization that 
help people build and repair 
homes. 

The job is hard, but very 
rewarding. he says. 

"l \ e learned to be a better 
person," ~lei\ in -;aid "You get 
out and you see other people's
