PRESTONSBURG - The trial of Dwayne 
Earl Bishop, accused of the murder of hi · wife, 
Carolyn. four years ago, has been put on hold 
again . 

The latest stumbling block in the case was hit 
at the end of the first day of jury selection when 
the court received a letter from a witness who has 
recanted hi te timony. 

Harlan Mcintosh, currently an inmate at the 
Lee Adjustment Center in Beattyville, has 
changed his story. Mcintosh had previously told 
investigators that Bishop admitted committing the 
murder to him whi le the two were incarcerated 
together. 

Mcintosh begins his letter by saying that the 
statement he gave regarding Bishop was "aJl a 
lie.'' Mcintosh claims that he was told what to say 
by Commonwealth' Attorney Brent Turner, who 
promised to get him out of prison if he would help

FRANKFORT The Kentucky 
Department of Education has tramed 14 edu­
cators to become highly skilled educators. 
They will join the 35 other teachers who have 
completed the training to assist Kentucky 
schools in bringing up their overall grades. 

Two of the educators cho en are from 
Floyd County school and include Joyce 
Watson, director of instruction at the central 
office of the Floyd County Board of 
Education. and Carolyn Martin who teaches 
at South Floyd Middle School. 

Rigorous traming and several criteria are 
involved in meeting the standards for the 
Highly Skilled Educators Program. 
Applicants must have Kentucky certificatio~ 
a minimum of five years experience teaching 
knowledge of current educationaJ practices in 
the state and a willingness to travel to area 
where they are needed. 

Since 1990, the program has had 300 
graduates. The} have been assigned to 
schools that have been identified by the state 
as needing assistance and have had a 95 per­
cent success rate in their assignments after 
only two years of service. In fact, 85 percent 
of the schools even exceeded the ir goals. 

Schools are assigned highly skilled gradu­
ates on varying degree, of need. However all 
of the lowest perfonning chools that have 
needed assistance from the program have 
been able to move out of the neediest catego­
ry and meet or exceed their goals.

• will remain on hold as a "gag 
order" has been issued by Judge 
John Caudill that bars everyone 
in the case from talking to the 
media. 

The order will probably help 
Bishop, who has incurred the 
wrath of h1s attorney, public 
advocate Harolyn Howard, by 
granting interviews and shouting 
out inappropriate remarks dur­
ing most of the hearings that 
have been held in the case. 

ln order to use the statements 
that Mcintosh gave, the Turner, 
Taylor and some of their office 
staff will have to appear as wit­
nesses. Since they can't prose­
cute the case and appear as wit­
nes es. a special prosecutor will 
have to be assigned by the 
Commonwealth's Central Office 
in Frankfort. The action will be 
continued at a future date after 
that assignment is made.

He 
denied ever having made any of 
the statements that were record­
ed by the investigator, Jim 
Redrick. He also couldn't name 
any of the people he testified 
about, even though he claims to 
have read the transcript from the 
grand jury that investigated the 
murder in order for him to frame 
his "story." 

While on the stand he recant­
ed information given to the 
investigator and among his 
denials from that interview were 
that he knew Bishop and devel­
oped a friendship with him when 
he was ass1gned as a janitor to 
his block; that Bishop told him 
he killed his wife at the behest of 
a biker gang called the 
Highwaymen, of which his 
uncle was a member; that the 
Highwaymen believed that 
Carolyn was an undercover 
agent for local law enforcement 
who were going after drug deal­
ers; and that Bishop was told to 
kill Carolyn or be kJlled by the 
Highwaymen. Mcintosh a! o 

She also pointed out that the 
witness, Adam Caldwell, was, 
"Eric's best friend. He was in 
Reno's all of the time." 

Gambill also noted that the 
case was dismissed because the 
citation used was marked incor­
rectly. 

"Judge Hall told me I could 
have the case redrawn because 
of that and I intend to see the 
police on Friday and do just 
that," Gambill said. 

The lawsuit that started the ball 
rolling was brought by Eric and 

denied that Bishop told him 
details of the killing that were 
not reported by the media. 

Mcintosh's original letter to 
Turner was part of the case file 
and it contradicts his story. The 
letter is proof that Mcintosh 
sought out the commonwealth 
on his own initiative and reads: 
"I am an inmate at the Eastern 
Kentucky Correctional 
Complex. 1 was close friends 
with Dwayne Bishop and he told 
me a lot of things about his case 
that I'm sure you would be inter­
ested in. I would like to talk to 
you or the head detective in the 
case in person." 

Mcintosh has been a habitual 
offender since he was 19 years 
old and has been arrested for 
arson, burglary and several theft. 

Turner has had to submit to 
the gag order but was allowed 
by Judge John Caudill to make a 
statement refuting the charges 
that Mcintosh has leveled. 

"We believe the first state­
ment he made was accurate and 
that the subsequent statement 
made two years later, on the

Panel hears concerns about moving hospital

Eastern State 
Hospital in Lexington is the 
nation's second-oldest psychi­
atric hospital, and many build­
ings are more than 60 years old. 

"That's not JUSt old. but 
ancient," said Dr. Arthur 
Shechet, vice president for clin­
ical services for the Bluegrass 
Regional Mental Health-Mental 
Retardation Board, which oper­
ates Eastern State. "We must be 
very careful not to build less 
capacity than we might foresee­
ably need." 

But speakers told the panel of 
state officials and legislator

"But when I get sick again, 
where am I going to go?" 

James Holsinger, secretary of 
the state Cabinet for Health and 
Family Services, said the idea of 
building a new 300-bed psychi­
!ltnc hospital between 
Lexington and Louisville isn't 
set in stone. Holsinger, a panel 
member, said it wouldn't be 
possible to move forward with 
any plan that didn't have strong 
support from the community. 

But in assessing the mental 
health system, Holsinger said, 
''I'm not satisfied with where we 
are." 

A variety of legislative 
actions would be needed for the 
new hospital to be built. 
Construction could potentially 
begin in early 2006, with opera­
tions fully transferred by early 
2009.

Six U.S. soldiers were killed, two Italian aid workers were kid­

napped and warplanes bombed a Sunni enclave in Fallouja, a city 
mostly off-limits to coalition troops. It was just another day in the 
war Thesday, except for the numbers. By this morning, Iraq time, 
the Associated Press count of casualties stated that 1,000 U.S. troops 
had been killed in Iraq, aside from more than 100 other coalition 
soldiers and thousands of Iraqi noncombatants. And many thou­
sands more have been wounded. 

It is an obvious point at which to ask: To what end are U.S. per­
sonnel continuing to die? What is it that commanders should tell 
their troops as they head into lethal streets? 

Defense Secretary Donald H. Rumsfeld said Thesday that vio­
lence was increasing because insurgents viewed peaceful balloting, 
set for January, and a democratic constitution as enemies. That con­
clusion is debatable, perhaps even a smoke screen. What's not in 
doubt is insurgents' view of U.S. troops as the enemy. It's a belief 
that unites adherents of the Sunni brand of Islam, who have forced 
coalition troops out of much or all of the cities of Fallouja, Ramadi 
and Sarnarra, and the Shiite Muslims who fought the Americans in 
the sacred city of N ajaf .... 

The U.S. will not win a war of attrition. Such wars do not favor 
occupying annies. Enclaves off-limits to soldiers give insurgents 
staging areas . .. . 

Invading nations have an obligation to try to repair the damage 
they cause, but armies also need a clearly defined mission. How 
much are U.S. troops supposed to rebuild?

CINCINNATl - Carson Palmer's 
first NFL moments came in New York, 
where he stood shoulder-to-shoulder 
with the commissioner and held up a 
Cincinnati Bengals jersey on draft day. 

Seventeen months later, he's headed 
back to the big city for his first moments 
as an NFL quarterback. 

Yes, it's been that long. 
The Heisman Trophy winner and No. 

1 overall pick hasn't done much more 
than stand around and wear a Cincinnati 
Bengals baseball cap - much like the 
one he donned on draft day 2003 - dur­
ing his career. 

He finally gets to be a quarterback 
Sunday against the Jets, facing off 
against another young quarterback play­
ing an NFL opener for the frrst time as 
well. 

How's Palmer handling it? With 
California cool. 

"Right now, I'm just working on the 
game plan," the former Southern Cal star 
said Wednesday, in a laid-back tone that 
made it sound like just another day. "I'll 
wait for those feelings to catch up to me 

• on~ I get to New York. 
"We're so far out, it seems, and have 

so much to do before we get to that point. 
Those emotions and feelings can wait." 

No surprise. Palmer's teammates have 
become accustomed to his easygoing 
personality, which isn't necessarily a bad 
thing for a quarterback. 

"Carson is always Carson," receiver 
Chad Johnson said Wednesday. "He 
doesn' t change much. But he has to stay 
the same, no matter what. If he gets rat­
tled, everyone else around him will get 
rattled. He's cool." 

He's been that way since the day he 
arrived and slipped unceremoniously into 
the yearlong backup role. The challenge 

is to stay that way Sunday in New York, 
where everyone will be watching closely 
to see how the kid handles pro pressure 
for the first time. 

Pressure? 
"I'll. be fine," Palmer said assuredly. 

"I'm used to pressure. I'm expecting it. 
I'm feeling it already. I've been feeling it 
all year long. I'll be fine." 

That's easy to say, harder to do. Chad 
Pennington knows all about it. 

The Jets quarterback was relegated to 
a backup role his first two seasons, final­
ly starting in the fifth game of his third 
season. It was difficult to keep calm that 
day against Kansas City. 

"There are ·a lot' of emotions going 
through you," Pennington said 
Wednesday during a conference call.

"Whatever the consequences 
are, we'll have to deal with them 
later and race aggressively and 
do whatever you've got to do to 

"People want to talk about 
taking chances and doing this 
and that on the race track," he 
said. "You can't put yourself in 
that position. One spot might 
make a difference here in the 
last five laps of this race and you 
might have to do something at 
that point if it might be the dif­
ference between getting in or 
not." 

Still, he said, the same 
unwritten rules of decency will 
apply. That means a nudge aside 
from a faster car is acceptable 
and expected, but causing a 
crash is not. 

Once the race begins, six dri­
vers will have clinched spots, 
No. 7 Kurt Busch will have all 
but clinched one and the remain­
ing contenders will be just 76 
points apart, a11 hoping for a 
massive reshuffling like the one 
that took place at Fontana. 

After that race, Harvick and 
Labonte fell out of the top 10, 
Kasey Kahne and Martin moved 
precariously in and Ryan 
Newman climbed from lOth to 
eighth. 

After McMurray, Labonte is 
36 points behind Martin. 

Of course, the 10 who make 
it will be the focus for the rest of 
the season as they battle anew 
for the championship, but there 
will still be 33 other cars in each

Earlier in the night, before the feature event, 
Kinzer was a winner in the Dash, finishing first 
ahead of Weeks. He started the Dash race sec­
ond. 

Brandon Kinzer Motorsports, prior to racing 
in South Carolina Sunday night, fmished third 
Saturday night at Half Mountain Speedway in 
Royalton. 

Way past the halfway point of Sunday's race, 
the flat tire caught the Kinzer race team at a cru­
cial time. 

"We were running a real strong second," said 
Brandon Kinzer, pilot of the No. 18 Kinzer 
Drilling, Barry Wright Racecars, Ranger

Johnson 
finished 14th in Sunday's Pop 
Secret 500 at California Speedway, 
but the performance was enough to 
allow him to regain the No. 1 rank­
ing from Hendrick teammate Jeff 
Gordon. Johnson, who spent the 
previous two weeks at No. 2, 
moved from 24 points down to 50 
ahead of Gordon, who finished 
37th, and was the only driver 
among the top five in the points to 
finish among the top 15 in 
Sunday's race. It marks his ninth 
week overall at No. l, tying Dale 
Earnhardt Jr. for the most weeks at 
the top position. Johnson, who 
already has clinched a berth in the 
Chase for the NASCAR Nextel 
Cup, has just one top-10 finish in 
five career starts at Richmond, but 
it did come in his most recent 
appearance earlier this season.

Gordon finished 37th at California 
due to an engine problem and the 
performance cost him the No. 1 
ranking he had held for the past 
two weeks. He fell to No. 2, 50 
points behind Hendrick teammate 
Jimmie Johnson, as a result of his 
worst finish in the last 10 races, but 
already has clinched a berth for the 
Chase for the NASCAR Nextel 
Cup. Gordon will look to regain 
the No. 1 ranking at Richmond, 
where he owns an outstanding 
record that is buoyed by a pair of 
wins and 15 top-10 finishes in 23 
career starts. His victories came in 
March of 1996 and again in 
September of 2000. The last win 
kicked off a current run in which 
he has posted top-10 finishes in 
five of his last eight appearances, 
including the last two.

(-116). Previous ranking: 3. 
Earnhardt Jr. finished 34th due to 
an accident, but was able to main­
tain the No. 3 ranking for the sixth 
consecutive week and already has 
clinched a berth in the Chase for 
the NASCAR Nextel Cup. He is 
one of four drivers to be ranked 
among the NASCAR Nextel Cup 
Top 10 all season and currendy 
trails No. 2 Jeff Gordon by 66 
points and No. 1 Jimmie Johnson 
by 116. Earnhardt Jr. is a two-time 
winner at Richmond and has regis­
tered seven top-10 fmishes in 10 
career starts. His victories came in 
May of 2000 and earlier this sea­
son in the May race. He has been 
strong of late with top-five finishes 
in three of his last four visits and 
four of his last six, although one of 
the misses was a t 7th in this event 
last season. He has led laps in his 
last three appearances, including a 
personal-best 115 en route to his 
win earlier this season. 

No. 4 - Tony Stewart (No. 20 
Home Depot Chevrolet). Team Joe 
Gibbs Racing. Points: 3304 (-178). 
Previous ranking: 4. Stewart fin­
ished 18th at California, but 
remains at No. 4 for the fifth con­
secutive week and has clinched a 
berth in the Chase for the 
NASCAR Nextel Cup. He has 
closed to 62 points of No. 3 Dale 
Earnhardt Jr. and has been ranked 
among the top five for the last nine 
weeks in a row. Stewart is a three­
time winner at Richmond and has 
posted seven top-10 finishes in ll 
career starts overall. However, he 
has struggled of late as he has fin­
ished 27th or worse in three of his 
last four visits. He bounced back in 
his most recent appearance, finish­
ing fourth in May. He has led laps 
in seven of his starts, including 
three of the last five. 

No. 5 - Matt Kenseth (No. 17 
DEWALT Power Tools Ford). 
Team: Roush Racing. Points: 3253 
( -229). Previous ranking: 5. 
Kenseth finished 22nd at 
California, but remains at No.5 for 
the fifth consecutive week and has 
clinched a berth in the Chase for 
the NASCAR Nextel Cup. The 
performance ended his streak of 
top-1 0 finishes at three and marked 
just the second time in the last 
eight races he has finished outside 
the top 15. He trails No. 4 Tony 
Stewart by 51 points while No. 6 
Elliott Sadler, Sunday's race win­
ner, has closed to 49 points of his 
position. Kenseth has been on a 
roU at Richmond as be heads into 
this weekend carrying a streak of 
five consecutive top-10 finishes at 
the .75-mile oval. The tear is high­
lighted by a victory in September 
of 2002 when he started 25th and 
led 134 laps en route to the win. 
Overall, he has six top-10 efforts in 
nine career starts, including fifth in 
his most recent appearance in May.

Previous ranking: 7. Sadler won 
Sunday's Pop Secret 500 at 
California Speedway for ttis sec­
ond victory of the season and third 
of his career. Sadler, whose other 
win this season carne at Texas, 
needs only to start Saturday night's 
race at Richmond to lock in a berth 

in the Chase for the NASCAR 
Nextel Cup. The win was his 
career-best seventh top-five effort 
of the season and allowed him to 
improve one position to No. 6 as 
well as close to 49 points of No. 5 
Man Kenseth. Sadler will took to 
build off his 12th-place finish at 
Richmond earlier this season. It 
was a personal-best effort at the 
. 75-mile oval and ended a three­
race skid there where he finished 
34th or worse. Overall, he has fin­
ished just twice among the top 20 
in 11 career starts. 

No. 7 - Kurt Busch (No. 97

Previous ranking: 6. Busch fin­
ished 11th at California to narrow­
ly end his streak of consecutive 
top-10 finishes at four and drop 
him a position to No. 7. Busch, 
who spent the last two weeks at 
No. 6, feU 1 8 points behind No. 6 
Elliott Sadler. He only needs to 
start Saturday•s race at Richmond 
and finish 42nd or better to clinch 
a berth in the Chase for the 
NASCAR Nextel Cup. Busch, 
however, has struggled at 
Richmond, with just one top-10 
fmish in seven career starts.

good light it is just barely visible to the 
human eye. The female mite burrows 
under the skin, lays eggs and dies.

Then this new gen­
eration of mites can continue the infes­
tation cycle as the females burrow into 
the skin and lay more eggs. You are 
correct; a scabies infestation is highly 
contagious. 

This disorder has several names 
besides scabies and "The Itch.'' It is 
also - with some considerable exag­
geration - often called the "?-year­
itch." Itching, the primary symptom 
of this problem, is caused by an "aller­
gic" reaction to the mites, eggs or the 
feces of the mites. The 

Scabies is sometimes called the 
great imitator because the rash has no 
"classic" presentation and can mimic 
other skin disorders. It is most com­
mon in children and young adults, but 
an infestation can happen at any age. 
It occurs in all races and both genders 
with equal frequency and intensity. 

The good news is, once the diagno­
sis is made, scabies are usually respon­
sive to treatment. The diagnosis can 
be made by looking at a skin scraping 
under a microscope and seeing a mite, 
egg or feces. Treatment with a scabi­
cide lotion that kills the mites will usu­
ally do the job. Use of an 

All family members should be 
treated at the same time, even if they 
have no symptoms. Since these little 
critters can live for up to a week with­
out a meal, it's important to kill them 
not only on the body, but elsewhere. 
For instance, bed linens, clothing and 
towels should be washed in hot water 
and then placed in a drier using the hot 
cycle. Overstuffed furniture and car­
peting can be sprayed with commer­
cial sprays to kill any mites that might 
be hiding there. Both the house and 
the people should be treated again one 
we'"ek after the first treatment.

Dr. Paul also thought that the 
lack of a daily spiritual practice 
that brought .. love and comfort 
to your soul" was likely to set up 
a situation for a parent using 
children to fill this need. 

a means for avoiding the sense 
of having the burden of the par­
ent's emotional emptiness. 

By all means, your children 
need to be a valuable part of 
your lives, but not your whole 
life. You need to show them 
what it looks like for each per­
son to take responsibility for his 
own happiness and not to 
depend on another person to do 
so. It is important for your chil­
dren to know they are important 
to you, without your well-being 
being dependent upon them.

your children's lives? 
• Are you overly sensitive if 

one of your children is angry or 
distant? 

• Do you frnd yourself try­
ing to pacify your children 
rather than set appropriate limits 
in order to avoid their rejection? 

This reminds me of the sepa­
rated-to-divorce parents that 
brought their 8-year-old son, 
because he was having such a 
hard time. He had always slept 
in the bed with at least one par­
ent. For years he was with both 
parents and with his mother for 
the last year prior to the separa-

~ tion. 
This same type of dependent 

emotional connection is prone to 
occur when a parent does not 
have other activities, such as 
work or hobbies, that are com­
pelling and fulfilling to them 
and that are likely to give mean· 
ing to their life. Thus they 
become extensively emotionally 
involved with the children. 

An example comes to mind 
of the mother that really wanted 
to continue to take college class-

It is not a great surprise that 
this form of parent-child rela­
tionship is not good for your 
children. Just think of the super 
burden on them to feel responsi­
ble for their parents' happiness 
and sense of purpose. It is not 
uncommon for children in these 
circumstances to take on a role 
of being "miniature caretakers" 
and thus being deprived of their 
opportunity for healthy emo­
tional development in child­
hood. There is the possibility 
that the children might rebel and 
grow distant from the parent that 
gives out this responsibility. In 
addition, these children might 
choose to spend less and less 
time with the parent at home as 

Dr. Paul suggested that the 
following questions be explored 
to see if you might be using your 
children addictively: 

• Do you feel bored, useless, 
or lonely when your children are 
not around? 

• Do they alone give your 
life meaning? 

• Is your sense of worth 
attached to your children's 
achievements? 

Do you tend to take it per­
sonally if one of your children 
has a problem? 

• Are you over-involved in 

• Did you have children in 
hopes of getting love from them, 
rather than to share the fullness 
of your love? 

If you answered "yes" to one 
or more of these questions, then 
there is a good possibility that 
you are using your children 
addictively. If so, the best choic­
es you can have for yourself and 
your kids are: (1) develop sup­
portive emotional connections 
with other adults - a partner, 
other family members and 
friends. In the meanwhile, keep 
remembering that there is going 
to be life after the children; (2) 
look for meaningful and produc­
tive ways to express your partic­
ular talents; and (3) move 
toward finding a solid spiritual 
practice that fills you with a 
sense of peace and meaning.
