"Voter transportation is very important." Roeder said.

A nurse from Louisville used a little common sense to cut through 

the sound and fury over the Fletcher administration's plan to rein in the 
cost of providing health insurance for state employees. 

Asked by a reponer to comment on the changes the governor is 
makmg in the state's health insurance package, Sandra Houchen said, 
"Costs are going up and everyone's having to cut back. It's still good 
insurance. You have to do your part when times are tough." 

Health insurance costs definitely are going up; it would be more 
accurate to say that they are spiraling out of control. Workers in the pri­
vate sector have been feeling the pinch of rising insurance premiums 
and higher out-of-pocket medical costs for the past five years. 

Government workers cannot realistically expect to be insulated from 
an economic trend that is affecting millions of American families. 
However, that seems to be what many state workers do expect, if the 
strident rhetoric of the leaders of the major state employee unions is 
any indication. 

Charles Wells, the head of the Kentucky Association of State 
Employees, lashed out at the governor's plan to clean up the insurance 
mess he inherited from previous administrations. Wells told The 
Courier-Journal of Louisville, "What we need is a governor that cares 
about his employees, and we don't have that right now and that's obvi­
ous by these devastating benefit reductions and these health-care cost 
increases." 

The president of the Jefferson County Teachers Association went as 
far as threatening a teachers strike over the health insurance issue. 

These comments give no indication of how far Gov. Fletcher went to 
soften the impact on state employees of a 39 percent increase in state 
health insurance costs. The governor is using money from an unantici­
pated boost in state revenues to pick up most of the increased cost of 
providing insurance for state employees. 

Fletcher also gave teachers and state workers a 1 percent pay 
increase on top of the 2 percent pay hike that went into effect at the 
beginning of the fiscal year. 

The downside for state employees is that many will pay higher pre­
miums and deductibles in a restructured health plan. Fletcher adminis­
tration officials estimate that about 80 percent of state employees will 
pay the same or less for health care next year as they paid this year. 

But it appears that out-of-pocket costs will be higher for most work­
ers. This is entirely appropriate given that health care costs nationally 
have risen by more than 45 percent in the past four years. 

National surveys show that health insurance premiums for workers 
at large companies increased by almost 40 percent from 2000 to 2003. 
Premiums for workers employed by small businesses soared by almost 
70 percent. 

Against this background, it's difficult to argue with Sandra 
Houchen's point that state employees stili have "good insurance," 
d~spite the revamping ordered by the governor. 

The typical state worker will pay significantly less for an individual 
health insurance plan than the typical worker pays in the private sector 
in Kentucky. 

No one likes paying more for health care, but, under the circum­
stances, state employees are getting a good deal from the governor -
and from the taxpayers who pay for the state benefits. 

The fact the leaders of the state employee unions are up in arms over 
relatively modest increases in the cost of health insurance proves that 
some state workers have an unhealthy sense of entitlement to taxpayer­
funded benefits. 

Gov. Fletcher should remind these unhappy employees that he repre­
sents all the people of Kentucky, not just those on the government pay­
roll.

Franks lied? 
"Bush lied" is still gospel for Bush 

critics, even though it has become such a 
tattered article of faith that it is near total 
disintegration. The faithful want to 
believe that President Bush made up his 
charges about Saddam Hussein's WMD 
capabilities in order to 
"mislead" the cmntry 
into war. The 1{1test 
shredding of this argu­
ment comes courtesy of 
Gen. Tommy Franks' 
new book, "Amencan 
Soldier." 

Perhaps the true 
believers should amplify 
their charge to "Franks 
lied," since he believed 
exactly the same thing 
about Saddam as the 
president. Actually, to be consistent, the 
charge would also have to be "important 
Arab leaders lied" - indeed, "most 
everyone with some knowledge of 
Saddam's regime lied," in a conspiracy 
so vast it included war skeptics and 
everyone up and down the chain of com­
mand of the U.S. military. 

Franks recounts a meeting with King 
Abdullah II of Jordan in January 2003. 

AbduUah told Franks, "General, from 
reliable intelligence sources, I believe the 
Iraqis are hiding chemical and biological 
weapons." Perhaps Abdullah, an oppo· 
nent of Saddam, wanted to bait us into 
invading Iraq - and so presumably 
"Abdullah lied." 

Franks, however, heard the same 
th.ing from skeptics about the U.S. policy 
of toppling Saddam. Days later, Franks 

met with 
H o s n i 
Mubarak, 
president of 
Egypt. 
Mubarak said: 
"Gen. Franks, 
you must be 
very, very 
careful. We 
have spoken 
with Saddarn 
Hussein.

biologicals, actually - and he will use 
them on your troops." 

Franks worried that the initial U.S. 
strike against what was thought to be the 
compound where Saddam and his sons 
were staying would precipitate a retalia­
tory WMD strike. This fear of WMD 
influenced Franks' military planning. It 
prompted him to emphasize speed: 
Intelligence said Saddam's "troops

The Olympics 
needs a reality 
check

Ladies and gentlemen. it's time to 
face the fact that the Olympic Games 
have gotten entirely out of hand. 

In the recently completed Games in 
Athens, the Olympic judges handed out 
more than 800 medals in 37 different 
spon categories, 51 in shooting alone. 
They gave medals for volleyball played 
in a gym and volleyball played on sand; 
they gave medals to synchronized swim­
ming and synchronized diving; they gave 
them for ping-pong and for Tae Kwon 
Do (which I thought was an entree in the 
second column of the menu in my neigh­
borhood Korean restaurant). They gave 
medals for something called "Rhythmic 
Gymnastics" and for trampoline -
TRAMPOLI E - for crying out loud. 

If this keeps up, we're soon going to 
have an Olympic competition in jumping 
rope (singles, doubles and team; both 
men and women). 

Enough already. It's time to say that 
there are certain activities that are fun to 
do but really don't rise to the level of 
Olympic competition, which should be 
reserved for real sports. For openers I 
would rule out anything you can do in 
your basement recreation room (ping­
pong), in your backyard (trampoline) or 
that can be significantly improved by the 
drinking of beer (beach volleyball). 

NBC and its many subsidiaries broad­
cast no less than 1,210 hours of Olympic 
coverage during the 17 days of the 
Games. I think we could get by with - oh 
- 500 or 600, don't you? After all. the 
major networks only broadcast about an 
hour-and-a-half of our political conven­
tions. Why is choosing a leader who will 
fight a war and set the tone of the econo­
my so much less important 
than making sure w~'re up 
to speed on the wonderful 
world of badminton? 

I would also cast a harsh 
eye on the ports where the 
competition is a matter of 
subjective judgment by a 
panel of judges - gymnas­
tics, diving and, in winter, 
figure skating. There is 
never an Olympics where 
some howler by a judge 
doesn't rob some deserving 
soul of what is rightfully his or hers. 

This year was no exception. The 
judges in the men's all-round gymnastics 
competition apparently forgot how to 
count and short-changed a South Korean 
of his gold medal and instead gave it to 
an American who had faHen clumsily 
during one of his routines. 

I know you can't do away with the 
judging sports (they get the highest tele­
vision ratings) but they should explore 
ways to take them out of the hands of the 
judges. Maybe putting two guys up on 
the balance beam at once and seeing who 
can knock off whom - something like 
that. 

Perhaps the weirdest occurrence of 
the Games, however, was the guy in the 
Sandy McTavi h outfit who ran out of 
the crowd and tackled the runner who 
had been leading the marathon at the 23-

arrayed around Baghdad were holding 
WMD, and we could expect them to use 
those weapons as we closed the noose on 
the capital - unless we got there before 
the Iraqis were ready." 

In their march into Iraq. U.S. Marines 
discovered Iraqi chemical-biological 
protection suits and field-syringe injec­
tors filled with a nerve-gas antidote. The 
"Marines lied?" Brig. Gen. Jeff 
Kimmons, Franks' intelligence director, 
told hlm that one communications inter­
cept from a Republican Guard comman­
der "may be the authorization order to 
begin using WMD.·• "Kimmons lied?" 

If Franks distorted his military plan 
around a lie - as the "Bush lied" true 
believers must think - he shouldn't 
have retired with high praise, but been 
court-martialed. 

The real liar in all this, of course, is 
Saddam Hussein, who didn 't come clean 
about his weapons programs in what was 
likely an effort at strategic deception to 
cow his opponents at home and deter his 
enemies abroad. Any moral opprobrium 
about the Iraq War should attach to him, 
not the men who tried their best to deal 
responsibly with him and his regin1e -
even if one of those men happens to be a 
Republican president of the United 
States.

Palmer set for ftrst 
regular-season start

- He stood on the ideline 
with a baseball cap and clip­
board all last sea on, learning 
and watching. Now, it's his turn 
to take the field for the 
Cincinnati Bengal , facing the 
heaps of expectations and pres­
sure that come as the No. I 
overall pick in the draft. 

Carson Palmer makes his 
regular-sea_son NFL debut 
Sunday when the Bengals visit 
the New York Jets, for whom 
quarterback Chad Pennmgton 
also starts a season opener for 
the first time in his five-year 
career. 

Palmer, the 2002 Heisman 
Trophy winner out of Southern 
California, never took a snap in 
his rookie season behind Jon 
Kitna. But coach Marvin Lewis 
made Palmer the starter in 
March. Since then, the antici­
pation has grown to see what 
Palmer can do for a franchise 
that went from laughingstock 
to respectability in 2003. 

He had a decent preseason, 
with a 55 percent completion 
rate, four touchdown passes. 
two interceptions and a 
re ·pcctable passer rating of 
88.5. But now that the regular 
eason is starting, teams will 

show more fronts and try to 
pres ure the young quarterback 
into making mistakes. 

"For every team we play, 
they're going to have a little 
something extra for me just 
because it 's my first time play­
ing," Palmer said. "I'm defi­
nitely going into every game 
expecting that." 

The Jets will try to get after 
Palmer under first-year defen­
sive coordinator Donnie 
Henderson, who worked with 
Lewis in Baltimore. Henderson 
has infused a new energy in the 
defense, one of the worst 
against the run last season. 

They are playing more 
aggressively and sometimes 
will feature a 3-4 alignment. 
using John Abraham as a 
defen ive end and linebacker to 
take advantage of his rushing 
ability. 

"He's very demanding, and 
that's how you have to play this 
game," Lewis said of 
Henderson. " He IS going to 
coach them very hard, very 
aggressively. He is going to pat 
them on their backs and he is 
going to kick them m thetr 
butts.'' 

The Jet already have expe­
rience this year with a new 
quarterback. 

Against the New York 
Giants in the preseason, they 
flu tered No. I overall pick Eli 
Manning with a variety of pres­
sure defenses and blitzes, fore-

ing him into two interceptions 
and a fumble. Two days later, 
coach Tom Coughlin chose 
Kurt Warner as the starter. 

The decision did not come 
as a big shock, because it is 
very rare for a rookie quarter­
back to start immediately. That 
is why the Bengals groomed 
Palmer for a year. But now that 
he is a starter, his teammates 
have noticed a changed Palmer. 

"He's maturing as far as his 
command of the offense. Guys 
are responding to him. That's 
what you want from a quarter­
back," tackle Willie Anderson 
aid. "You want to see guys 

respond to him and submit to 
his leadership in the huddle. 
Guys are doing that." 

cast season, the Bengals 
became one of the darlings of 
the NFL, going 8-8 after years 
of futility. But they still have 
gone 13 straight years without 
a winning record, the longest 
current slump in the league. 

This will be the seventh con­
secutive season they have 
opened with a different quarter­
back from the previous season. 
Lewis wants to break those pat­
terns, but also has said if 
Palmer struggles he might tum 
back to Kitna. 

It is not such a stretch to 
anticipate the Bengals having 
trouble soon. Since 1991, the 
Bengals have gone l0-39 in 
August and September. 

That sounds familiar to the 
Jets, who are 2-8 in September 
under coach Hennan Edwards. 
Last year they began 0-4, but 
were without Pennington 
because of a broken left wrist, 
and finished 6- I 0. 

"Getting off to a fast start 
will be a boost," running back 
Curtis Martin aid, "I think it 
will be a tep in the right direc­
tion. This team, when we get 
momentum, I think that brings 
the best out of us." 

Pennington is back, with a 
new contract and new receiver 
Justin McCareins. Martin goes 
for his lOth straight l ,000-yard 
ea on and could end up fifth 

on the career rushing list by the 
time it ends. The big question is 
the defense and how well it 
adjust to a new system and 
new coordinator. 

Shutting down Palmer is a 
first step. Safety Erik Coleman, 
a rookie out of Washington 
State, has plenty of experience 
in that department. 

"When we played him our 
junior year, Palmer rolled out 
of the pocket. He must have 
launched one about 70 yards," 
Coleman said. "I remember 
thinking, 'There's no way he 
can throw it this far.' Sure 
enough it went over my head. 
He has a big arm, he's very 
accurate. It's going to be a big 
challenge for us.'' 

new jer ·eys want to hear. 
"There are high e pecta­

tions," Brown acknowledged. 
That alone i significant in a 

town that has learned to expect 
the wort. 

The Bengal ' tiger-striped 
helmet became a symbol of 
futility after franchise founder 
Paul Brown died before the 
1991 season, leaving the team in 
the hands of his family. ln the 
next 13 years, no other team was 
ridiculed as badly or beaten a 
often. 

Their 13-year "slump" -
overlapping two decades and 
two centuries - is tied for third­
longest since 1950, when the 
All-America Football 
Conference merged with the 
NFL. The New Orleans Saints 
are the undisputed champs of 
long-tenn futility, failing to post 
a winning record in their first 20 
seasons. 

With one giddy season, 
Lewi changed their image -
no longer the Bungles. The next 
job is to get them to cross that 
elusive threshold and turn them 
into winner . 

At least they believe it can 
happen. 

"It's been a while since 
we've had something to build 
on,'' said offen ive tackle Willie 
Anderson, entering his ninth 
eason with the Bengals. "We 

aren't starting over; we're build­
ing on. We have a design. We 
have a blueprint, not just a sense 
of playing." 

By the looks of it, Lewis' 
blueprint needs at least one 
more year for completion. 

He overhauled the roster in 
his first season, getting rid of 
veterans who were part of the 
legacy of losing. Disgruntled 
running back Corey Dillon was 
traded to New England in the 

past offst!ason, completing the 
housecleaning. 

Only 16 players are left from 
the team Lew1s inherited. 
Rookies and econd-year play­
ers make up more than a third of 
the roster. 

Growing pains are expected, 
but won't be accepted as an 
excuse. 

"There is no such thing as too 
young,'' Lewis aid. " I bet we 
are not as young as Baltimore 
was Jast year, and they won our 
AFC North. You need athletic 
people to win. These guys all 
come from good college pro­
grams. lt's going to be a long 
season for them, but they should 
be able to handle it." 

No one will be under more 
scrutiny than Heisman Trophy 
winner Carson Palmer, who 
spent his rookie year on the 
sideline watching Jon Kitna take 
every snap. All young quarter-

backs learn by trial and error; 
ifs time for Palmer to start get­
ting his mistake out of the way. 

"That's how you learn," 
Palmer said. "Sometimes when 
you're young, more bad things 
happen than good." 

Young quarterbacks can still 
be successful if they have first­
rate defenses behind them, eras­
ing their mistakes. Palmer isn't 
so lucky. 

The Bengals' defen e fin­
i hed near the bottom of the 
league last year, collapsing in 
December. Lewis has retooled 
the secondary and the lineback­
ing corps, but the defense still 
gave up big plays in a disap­
pointing preseason. 

"C-minus," Lewis said, grad­
ing hjs team overall. "Right 
now, we're less than average. 
We've got a lot of work to do."

''Every time you lose it costs you, but 
that cost us," he said. "We have to play bet­
ter earlier this year than we did last year.

Season opener: Patriots 27, Colts 24

FOXBORO, Mass. - As 
usual, Tom Brady was uncanni­
ly accurate a the New England 
Patriots moved within three 
wins of setting the NFL record 
for consecutive victories. 

Snll, New England's 27-24 
win over Indianapolis on 
Thursday night wouldn't have 
happened if its defense hadn't 
awakened in the econd half 
after being shredded for 255 
yards by Peyton Manning and 
Edgerrin James before intermis­
sion. 

Brady threw for 335 yards 
and three touchdowns - one 
each to Deion Branch. David 
Patten and Daniel Graham. 
Corey Dillon, obtained from 
Cincinnati to revive the Super 
Bowl champion 'running game, 
carried 16 time for 86 yard . 

But the Patriots' defense 
bailed them out after a horrible 
ftrSt half, although the 446 yards 
they allowed were more than 
they gave up in any game last 
year. 

Three times they stopped the 
Colts after turnovers, the second 
time after Branch fumbled a 
punt and A ante Samuel was 
called for pass interferen e to 
put the ball at the I. But Eugene 
Wilson knocked the ball loo e 
from James and rookie Vince 
WiJfork recovered with 3 min­
utes. 43 econd left. avoiding 

what looked like a sure touch­
down. 

Then Willie McGinest 
sacked Manning with the Colts 
at the Patriots 18, forcing Mike 
Vanderjagt to try a 48-yard field 
goal instead of a chip shot. 
Vanderjagt, who had made 42 in 
a row, kicked it wide right with 
24 seconds left. 

"It seems all of our games 
with them come down to a late 
play, but our defense made just 
enough plays to win," Patriot 
coach Bill Belichick said. 

This game wa a repeat of 
last season's AFC champi­
onship. a toughly played 24-14 

ew England win that spurred 
the NFL to tighten up on hold­
ing and bumping by defensive 
backs. 

But the first flag on a defen­
sive back didn't come until four 
minutes into the third quarter. 
when the Colts· David Thornton 
was called for holding one play 
before Brady hit Patten for a 25-
yard TD to give New England a 
20-171ead. 

The win was the 16th straight 
for New England, including the 
last 12 regular- ea on games 
plu two playoff games and the 
Super Bowl last season. 

That puts the Patriots two 
short of the NFL record of 18 et 
by five teams, most recently 
Denver in 1997-98 with games 
at Arizona. at Buffalo after a bye 
and Miami at home coming up. 

The Colts led 17-13 at half-

time and it could have been 
more if not for another big play 
by the New England defense, 
Tedy Bruschi's interception of 
Manning's pass with the Colts at 
the New England 6 on their ftrSt 
posse sion. 

That was eerily like Ia t sea­
son's title game, when Rodney 
Harrison did that to Manning 
from the l on the ftrst series. 

The Patriots, who had only 
two running backs dressed, 
came out with four wide 
receivers and drove 48 yards in 
nine plays to set up a 32-yard 
field goal by Adam Vinatieri.

LOUISVILLE- Six outstanding indi­
viduals will be inducted into the 
University of Louisville Athletic Hall of 
Fame on Friday, Oct. 1 at the Brown and 
Williamson Club in Papa John's Cardinal 
Stadium. 

The list includes Brendan Burke, U of 
L's first NCAA qualifier in men's tennis; 
Lee Corso, who coached the U of L foot­
ball team to two conference champi­
onships and is currently an analyst for 
BSPN; Joe Jacoby, an standout offensive 
tackle for the Cards who earned three 
Super Bowl rings in his 13 NFL seasons 
with the Washington Redskins; Marilyn 
Reckelhoff, the ninth-leading career swr­
er in women's basketball at U of L; Milt 
Wagner, starting guard on U of L's 1986 
NCAA Championsh1p team and the 
Cards' No. 5 all-time scorer; and Mary 
Wessell Schmeng, a field hockey stand­
out who is second in career goals. 

The event will begin with a reception 
at 6:30 p.m., dinner at 7:30 p.m. and the 
induction ceremony to follow. Tickets are 
$35 per person and may be obtained by 
calling U of LAthletics at 502/852-2473. 

The inductees will also be recognized 
at the Cardinals' Oct. 2 home football 
game against East Carolina. Previously 
organized by the U of L Alumni 
Association, this is the second year that 
the Athletic Hall of Fame has come under 
the auspices of the Cardinals' athletic 
department with revamped criteria for 
inclusion. 

"This is an exceptional group of indi­
viduals who each made outstanding con­
tributions to Cardinal Athletics," said U 
of L Director of Athletics Tom Jurich. 
"We•re proud of the new direction we 
have taken with our Athletic Hall of Fame 
and the strict criteria we've established to 
honor our truly exceptional athletes and 
coaches who have made impressive con­
tributions during their careers at U of L." 

Brendan Burke (1984-87) was 
Louisville's first NCAA Singles 
Tournament qualifier, reaching the 
Region III event in 1985 by defeating 
three players in the top 10 and six others 
in the top 100. Burke played No. 1 singles 
and doubles all four years at U of L and 
currently holds the career record for dou­
bles wins (95) and is second in career sm­
gles wins ( 105). The four-time MVP and 
three-time captain was nationally ranked 
three of four years, rising as high as No. 
43 in singles and No. 22 in doubles. 
Before arriving at U of L, he was a final­
ist in singles and won the doubles in the 
prestigious Australian National Junior 
Championships. He remains the 
Cardinals' only alum to play in a profes-

sional Grand Slam event maindraw - the 
Australian Open. 

Lee Corso guided the Cardinals to two 
Missouri Valley Conference 
Championships in his four seasons at U of 
L (1969-72), his first head coaching 
assignment. The colorful and energetic 
Corso had a 28-11-3 record at U of L, 
leading the Cards to a 9-1 record in 1972 
while ranking among the nation's top 20 
teams (No. 16 UPI, No. 18 AP). His 1972 
defensive unit, led by Missouri Valley 
Conference Player of the Year Tom 
Jackson, gave up just 91 points. Under his 
direction, the 1970 Cardinals reached 
only the second bowl game in U of L his­
tory, winning the Pasadena Bowl 27-24 
over Long Beach State to cap an 8-3-1 
season. Corso currently serves as a col­
lege football analyst for ESPN. 

A native of LouisviJJe, Joe Jacoby was 
a three-year letterman at offensive tackle 
for the Cardinals ( 1978-80), serving as a 
co-captain his senior year. Undrafted after 
college, he played 13 NFL seasons on the 
Washington Redskins offensive line, 
earning four consecutive Pro Bowl selec­
tions ( 1983-96) before his retirement in 
1993. Jacoby was a founding member of 
the famed "Hogs" offensive line that 
helped the Redskins to four Super BowJs 
( 1983, 1984, 1988, 1992), winning three 
titles - the most of any former U of L 
player. He is honored as one of the 70 
greatest Redskins of all time and he is one 
of 12 former U of L players to have their 
jerseys honored in Papa John's Cardinal 
Stadium. 

MarHyn Reckelhoff was a proven 
scorer for the Cardinals. She finished her 
four-year career at U of L (1984-88) 
ranked ninth on the all-time scoring list 
with 1,198 points. She earned second 
team All-Metro Conference honors as a 
senior when she averaged 13.3 points per 
game and 5.1 rebounds, leading the 
Cardinals in scoring as a junior and 
senior. She was an also led the team in 
field goal percentage her sophomore 
(48.3 percent) and senior (48 percent) 
seasons. She was accurate at the free 
throw line, connecting on 73.7 percent for 
her career while leading the team in free 
throw percentage her final three seasons. 

One of the most prolific scorers in U 
of L history, Milt Wagner ranks fifth in 
all-time scoring with 1,834 career points. 
A starter on the Cards' 1986 NCAA 
Championship team, Wagner helped U of 
L to a 113-32 combined record and three 
NCAA Final Four appearances over his 
career. He played in 144 career games­
the second most in U of L history - and 
started the last 111 games in which he 
played. One of the most clutch perform­
ers in U of L basketball history, the three-

time All-Metro Conference selection 
ranks sixth in career assists (432) and 
seventh in career free throw percentage 
(.808, 336-of-413). He was a second­
round NBA draft pick (35th overall) who 
played 13 years of professional basketball 
in the USA and Europe. He currently 
serves as Director of Basketball 
Operations at the University of Memphis. 

Mary Wessel Schmeng was an out­
standing player for the U of L field hock­
ey team, helping the Cardinals to 28 vic­
tories in her four-year career {1981-84). 
As a link, she scored a record 26 goals in 
the 1984 season while earning team most 
valuable player honors as a senior. She 
still holds the U of L record for single sea­
son goals and points with 52. She is cur­
rently third on the Cardinals' list for 
career goals with 30.

A one-man 
think tank 

Our nation's 40th President, 
Ronald Reagan, will go down in 
history as one of the foremost 
thinkers of our time. This is not 
common knowledge, because 
most people during the time he 
was in office thought he was an 

amicable 
man, not too 
bright and the 
captive of his 
aides. 

Nothing 
could be fur­
ther from the 
truth. In the 
past few 
years, a com­
pletely unbi­
ased person 

who never knew Ronald Reagan 
and was never involved in his 
administration or any of his activ­
ities has made a remarkable dis­
covery. 

What I'm going to share will 
cast President Reagan in a com­
plete!)' different light, and mil­
lions of Americans will come to 
appreciate the contributions this 
great man made to our nation. 

Dr. Kiron K. Skinner, a 
research fellow at the Hoover 
Institution on the campus of 
Stanford University, made this 
discovery while doing research on 
the end of the Cold War, from an 
American perspective. In the 
process of conducting her 
research, President Reagan's wife, 
Nancy, gave Kiron access to some 
of the President's private papers at 
the Reagan Library. 

What she discovered was hun­
dreds of audiotapes and thousands 
of radio transcripts written by the 
President on yellow legal pads, in 
his own handwriting. As she 
began to read through these hand 
written transcripts. she was 
amazed to see the amount of read­
ing, research and knowledge that 
had gone into them. 

Near the end of his second term 
as governor of California, he had 
instructed his aides to put together 
a plan for his activities after he left 
office. A man by the name of 
Harry O'Connor, who was a radio 
producer, had suggested to one of 
the governor's friends that a con­
servative voice was needed on 
radio and he thought Ronald 
Reagan was the right person for 
the job. 

Ronald Reagan I iked the idea 
and along with speaking engage­
ments all across the nation and 
writing a syndicated newspaper 
column, he launched his three­
minute radio commentary, titled 
"Viewpoints" in January 1975. In 
the coming months it grew to over 
350 stations and was heard by 
approximately 20 million people 
each week. 

His wife, Nancy, was one of the 
few people who knew that he 
wrote practically all of these com­
mentaries himself. She said he

The most rewarding interviews were 
with those people who didn't get all 
wound up about the print.

Some 
people give so much with their lives, 
yet there are some who are afraid to 
give-even to themselves. I saw that in 
how they told their stories-the look in 
their eyes, a fumble on their lips. They 
believed their weaknesses make them 
weak. l believe weaknesses make peo­
ple strong, as long as they see their way 
past them. 

People have their quirky little 
habits, and I'm not secluded from that 
category. Those quirky little habits are 
the things that make us remarkable. 

The biggest lesson I've learned as 
the author of this section is one I should 
have known-and probably did-years 
ago. 

Life happens to everyone and every­
thing. 

their heart on the line. These are the 
people who say what they mean 
because they mean it, and do what they 
say because they said it. They step out­
side their boundaries to create or be the 
people they need to be. (I admire you 
tremendously.) 

Not all of the lessons I learned 
through Meet Appalachia were positive 
ones. The true, underlying qualities of 
some people become clearer only after 
they stepped out of the fog they use to 
present themselves to others. 

I found this to be true after the· 
TLmes got several calls from readers­
many from church circles- who 
voiced disturbing opposition to a story 
written about a married couple- -a 
preacher and his wife, a fonner mem­
ber of his church choir. I sat with this 
man and woman for nearly three hours, 
during which time they told me about 
the same type of opposition they faced 
from the community when they fell in 
love 10 years ( 10 YEARS!) ago. Some 
said-and still do-that their love and 
commitment to each other is wrong, 
that they shouldn't participate in 
church activities.

IJ who seemed the happiest-were those 
who somehow captured those moments 
and turned them into something true for 
themselves. Their art, their hopes, their 
dreams, their love-these are the things 
that define them. Their contentment 
glows from within them and filters into 
the world around them. The truth of 
happiness is so much a part of them, it 
actually becomes them. They live and 
breathe it everyday, every moment, and 
they strive to find it whenever adversi­
ty darkens their path. 

I say some people are so stubbornly 
judgmental it blinds them. They're 
missing out on some of the best parts of 
this world. 

For years, Eastern Kentucky has 
been plagued with stereotypes. Of 
course, it isn't as bad as it used to be, 
but it's still here. I've learned the only 
stereotypes that really matter are those 
we place on ourselves, those that limit 
us from being who and what we need to 
be. We should live strong lives and be 
true to ourselves, if we do nothing else 
in this world. Life's too short and 
important to do otherwise. 

The strongest people I met were 
those who've tasted pain and kept on 
walking, those who aren't afraid to put
