terrorism 

The cruelty of the recent terror attack at a school in Beslan, in 
southern Russia, sent waves of grief and anger far beyond Russia. 
Deliberately shooting schoolchildren in the back is not something 
many people can shrug off, whether they are in Moscow, Cairo, 
Egypt, Stockholm, Sweden or Milwaukee. The aftershocks of 
Beslan were felt by Muslims and Arabs, too, but the reaction in 
some quarters there was especially thoughtful and constructive. 

A New York Times dispatch from Beirut reported that the 
siege in Beslan "touched off an unusual round of self-criticism 
and introspection in the Muslim and Arab world." Muslim and 
Arab intellectuals cited by The Times could not deny the role that 
Muslims played, not only in the Beslan debacle, but in many 
other terror attacks. 

"It is a certain fact that not all Muslims are terrorists, but it is 
equally certain, and exceptionally painful, that almost all terror­
ists are Muslims," said Abdel Rahman al-Rashed, an Arab satel­
lite television station manager. 

Another commentator, Bater Wardam, writing in a Jordanian 
newspaper, noted the propensity of Arabs to "place responsibility 
for the crimes of Arabic and Muslim terrorist organizations on 
the Massad (Israel's intelligence agency), the Zionists and the 
American intelligence, but we all know that this is not the case." 
All too often, he said, terrorists "came from our midst." 

As al-Rashed noted, there are important exceptions to this gen­
eral rule. Oklahoma City bomber Timothy McVeigh was not an 
Arab Muslim, after all, and neither are the Americans who have 
blown up abortion clinics in the United States. In fact, some of 
these home-grown terrorists claim to be devout Christians. 

But it would be foolhardy to deny that, as ai-Rashed noted, 
"The majority of those who manned the suicide bombings against 
buses, vehicles, schools, houses and buildings, all over the world, 
were Muslim." And then he asked an enormously important and 
courageous question: "Does this tell us anything about ourselves, 
our societies and our culture?" 

He is not the only Arab intellectual to ask painful and difficult 
questions of this kind. A path-breaking "Arab Human 
Development Report" prepared under United Nations auspices in 
2002 lamented three "deficits"· that face "all Arab countries:" the 
lack of political freedom, discrimination against women and 
ignorance. That report, and a follow-up document issued in 2003, 
are matters of intense debate in several Arab and Muslim coun­
tries. 

The root causes of terrorism are numerous and debatable, but 
the fact that significant numbers of Arabs and Muslims are facing 
these matters squarely, and not trying to blame others for all their 
crimes, failures and misfortunes, is a sign of growing maturity. 
However belated it may be, it is a development to be cheered and 
encouraged, for it is an indispensable first step in the process of 
growth and betterment.

Just an extra hour of exercise 
a week could significantly cut 
obesity among young over­
weight girls, according to a study 
that researchers say could lead to 
major changes in the way 
chools fight obesity. 

The study - the largest look 
ill yet at obesity among young chil­

dren - did not show the arne 
results for boys, possibly 
because they generally get more 
exercise than girls. 

Still, Dr. Rebecca Unger, a 
pediatrician at Children's 
Memorial Hospital i.n Chicago, 
s~id the findings how th.e 
important role schools can play 
to prevent obesity and its health 
ramifications. 

She sa1d the study highlights 
the importance of funding daily 

~ physical education in the 
nation's schools, where about IS 
percent of children and adoles­
cents are overweight, according 
to government figures. 

"This is incredibly serious if 
you consider the medical and 
emotional consequences of obe­
sity.

Based on that, the researchers 
believe that giving kmdergart· 
ners at least five hours of physi­
f::al education time per wee<k -
the amount recommended by the 
federal government - could 
potentially reduce the prevalence 
of obesity and overweight 
among girls by 43 percent.

University of Kentucky polit­
ical scientist Phillip Roeder said 
the Hays campaign hired drivers 
in precincts where he had a 
strong political base. 

Roeder was htred by defense 
attorneys to show that the Hays 
campaign had a legitimate pur­
pose for distributing $50 checks 
to more than 600 people in his 
bid for Pike County district 
judge. 

In Kentucky, paying drivers 
to take voters to the polls is both 
legal and commonplace. 

"Voter transportation is very 
important," Roeder said. "You 
have to get the voters to the 
polls."

dealt specifically with Harris 
and Turner.

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FBI records show state failed 
to compile statewide crime data

FRANKFORT - Kentucky 
State Police failed to compile 
and make public crime data for 
lhe entire state for nearly three 
years, as required by law, FBI 
records show. 

That means no one can ay 
with certainty how many people 
have been killed in Kentucky 
since 2001 or how many serious 
crimes were committed during 
that period. 

Kentucky and Illinois are the 
only states that dtd not provide 
information in 2001 and 2002, 
according to the FBI's annual 
report, which police use to iden­
tify trends and determine which 
crime-fighting methods work. 

The data also is used in 
awarding grants, said FBI 
spokeswoman Maryvictoria 
Pyne. 

In the FBI report for 2003, 
only information from 
Louisville and Lexington was 
included. State Police 
Commissioner Mark Miller said 
he agrees the information would 
be useful for crime fighting, but 
he doesn't believe the backlog 
has caused problems or affects 
any federal grants. 

Miller said several factors 
contributed to the delay, includ­
ing outdated computer equip­
ment, lack of cooperation from 
police around the state and a 
shortage of clerks to compile the 
data by hand. 

But Miller, appointed by 
Gov. Ernie Fletcher three 
months ago, said that if state 
police need current data. they 
can review their own records 

and reach out to police agencies 
in large cities. 

·'It's not a perfect picture, but 
it's a good picture," he said. 

Critics said Kentucky's fail­
ure to collect such information 
cripples efforts to recognize 
crime trends and effectively dis­
patch officers. 

"How does one evaluate 
trends and theorie if you are not 
looking at a good, accurate data­
base of reported crimes?" said 
William F. Walsh, director of the 
Southern Police Institute at the 
University of Louisville and a 
21 -year veteran of the New York 
City Police Department. "When 
you look at statewide data, it 
gives you a perspective on bud­
geting and planning; it's a reali­
ty picture." 

Miller said state police have 
relied on other data sources to 
keep abreast of crime trends and 
for planning. For example, he 
said, state police can use such 
federal data sources as the Drug 
Enforcement Administration to 
get nearly current information 
on methamphetamine lab 
seizure . 

Miller said the 2001 report is 
complete and the 2002 report is 
being reviewed. Police hope to 
have the 2003 report available 
before year's end, Miller said. 

Maysville Police Chief Van 
Ingram said the backlog is more 
of an inconvenience than a seri­
ous problem. 

"It's nice to know where you 
stand as far as crimes goes, but 
is it crucial information? Not 
really," said Ingram.

Wethington said not having up­
to-date crime data hampers deci­
sion making. 

"ln looking at staff needs and 
trymg to argue for additional 
staff, it's hard to do if you don't 
have hard statistics." 
Wethington said. 

Rep. Tom Burch, D-
Louisville, a member of the 
House Seniors, Military Affair 
and Public Safety Committee, 
said the delays could hamper 
legislators in allocating 
resources. 

"How are you going to make 
any decisions when the informa­
tion is three to four years 
behind?" Burch asked. 

State police have begun di -
tributing sof tware to law 
enforcement agenc1e. that will 
let them report crime informa­
tion and get acce to current 
statewide data. Miller said they 
hope providing the software -will 
encourage more agencie to take 
part. 

Some pol ice chiefs wonder 
how the new 5tatc police sy tem 
will merge with their current 
one. 

We have invested quite a bit 
of money into our own comput-• 
er system,'' said Versailles 
Police Chief Allen Love, a for­
mer president of the Kentucky 
Association of Chiefs of Police.

Suddenly, Indiana game more daunting for Kentucky

LEXINGTON - When told 
Indiana coach Gerry DiNardo 
soon would be on the phone for a 
media teleconference. Kentucky 
coach Rich Brooks - who had 
just fini hed a news conference 
- noted one difference between 
him and his counterpart. 

"He ought to be a happy g_uy," 
Brooks said of DiNardo, "utl.like 
the guy who just spoke.'' 

Brooks chuckled at his one­
lmer, but smiles have been few 
around Kentucky's football pro­
gram smce a season-opening 28-0 
loss to Louisville on Sept. 5 -
the first time Kentucky had been 
shut out in a season opener ince 
1962. 

On Monday, Brook promi ed 
changes in his team's lineup for 
the Wildcats home game 
Saturday again t Indiana. 
Kentucky crimmaged twice dur­
ing its off week, hoping to find 
solutions to the myriad problems 

that plagued the Wildcals against 
Louisville. 

But will that be enough against 
an Indiana team coming off its 
biggest wm in years? When the 
Hoosiers won 30-24 at then-No. 
24 Oregon on Saturday. they beat 
a ranked team on the road for the 
first time since November 200 I. 
ended a 13-game road losing 
streak and snapped the Ducks' 21-
game nonconference home win­
ning streak. 

Indiana, which beat Central 
Michigan 41-10 in the Hoosiers' 
ea on opener. i 2-0 for the fir t 

time since 1996. 
Indiana has only three noncon­

ference wins on the road since 
1995. and Kentucky has won eight 
of its last nine games against the 
Hoosiers. But it's readily apparent 
Indiana isn't the ame team a 4-8 
Kentucky squad easily handled 
last season in a 14-17 win. 

"TIHS is a team that is feeling 
pretty good about themselves," 
Brooks said of the Hoosiers. 

''It doesn ' t take a genius to fig-

ROSSBURG, Ohio - For 
Chub Frank, known far and wide 
within the dirt Late Model com· 
munity as 'Chubzilla', his stun­
ning WORLD 100 win last 
Saturday night at Eldora 
Speedway was significant, 
poignant and memorable on a 
variety of levels. The 34th 
Annual WORLD 100 offered up 
a new first-time winner of the 
sport's most prestigious crown 
jewel during a season that was 
fraught with obstacles and hard­
ships for the popular 
Pennsylvania racer. It also will 
be remembered, possibly more 
than any other in years to come, 
as the WORLD 100 where Earl 
and Berniece Baltes announced 
the stunning news that they were 
steppmg down after a half-centu­
ry of stewardship of the sport's 
most famed dirt track. 

"I just wanted to win here 
because th1s place is the hardest 
to win at, and then to win it at 
Earl's last WORLD 100, that 
will be a history type thing," 
stated Chub Frank not long after 
his impressive victory that 
earned him $37,000. "There are 
no words to describe that and 
there are no words to describe 
winning the WORLD 100 to 
start with! It probably won't hit 

• me until tomorrow. · I can't 
believe it." 

Over the years Eldora 
Speedway has been a bit of con­
sternation for Frank. Being on 
the road with sanctioning bodies 
his laps at Eldora were limited. 
Yet, being the consummate pro­
fessional, Frank has persevered 
and now finds himself on 'top of 
the WORLD'. 

His Friday night qualifying 
effort yielded 19th fastest time 
out of 215 dirt Late Models. 
Starting on the pole of the fust 
heat, Frank maintained the posi­
tion for the win and a sixth place 
starting birth in the 34th Annual 
WORLD 100 main event. By lap 
ten Frank was in fourth and by 
lap 62 he was running second 
behind then leader Don O'Neal. 
On a lap 62 restart Frank pow­
ered to the lead and despite 
numerous challenges during the 
next dozen laps from Don 
O'Neal Chubzilla thwarted all 
threats to the lead and eventually 

., pulled away to a comfortable 
lead during the remaining cir­
cuits. 

"It was good in the heat race 
but I didn't know if it would be 
any good in the feature," stated 
Frank when asked about his 
Rocket Chassis No. 1 * that he 
used for his victory. "It's a new 
style of car for us and we really 

didn't know what adjustments to 
make. We run the same car in the 
DREAM and ran fifth and it 
wasn't bad. We made some 
changes that we thought would 
help it and it did. We had to be 
patient, the car was a little tight, 
so we ended up driving across 
the bouom and letting it roll up 
to the top edge and using the 
traction coming off and it 
worked pretty good. I tried to 
stay off the cushion the best I 
could cause those guys were get­
ting flat tires so I tried to stay off 
of that unless I had to.'' 

Frank was also quick to 
acknowledge the outstanding 
and competitive driving of Don 
O'Neal whom he had to wrest 
the lead from. 

"How many times did we 
pass each other (laughs)?" 
chuckled Frank. ''I think we 
must have passed each other 
eight or ten times. Don put on a 
good race and he knows how to 
get around this place, I am sure 
he wanted to win this bad. J tried 
to watch him for awhile to see 
where his weakness was and it 
was on the restart when would 
go in and slide I would try 
momentum to get the speed off 
of two to get the speed to get by 
him because I knew if I didn't 
get by him he would come back 
with a slide job in the next 
comer. I ran her in there as deep 
as I could and gassed her up on 
the cushion and away we went." 

•·we were in fourth right off 
the bad and then Donnie and I 
got together a couple times there 
and when they were doing slide 
jobs, and that's the deal with 
Eldora, you have got to do slide 
jobs if you want to pa s. 
Everywhere else you don't race 
that way but here you have to do 
it. 

"You have to come here a lot 
to get better, you need a lot of 
laps to get better. We've had 
some good cars here before and 
knocked the wall down. We did 
that a couple times here. We 
came with a different car for 
these two races and the car is 
good. We ran it out west when 
we went out to Fargo and stuff, I 
guess we found something 
tonight. I'm not saying it was the 
fastest car on the track but we 
were good." 

As the race wore on some dri­
vers lost tires after laps and laps 
of abuse and this was a point not 
lost on Frank during the feature. 

"I didn't really run wide 
open, 1 tried to save the tires 
from running up in that cushion 
so much cause some of those 
guys were abusing them early," 
explained Frank. "This place is 
so hard to finish and this place is 
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hard one equipment and tires so 
I figured I'd saved them for a lit· 
tJe bit. There are times you have 
to be patient here. There are 
times you have to run your butt 
of and time you have to be 
patient and I guess we got it right 
tonight." 

For Frank, winning the 
WORLD 100 helps ease the 
stress of a season that saw the 
driver and his wife and family 
face adversity on a large scale 
the past seven months. A ft.re that 
destroyed his shop and the death 
of his mother, Janet Frank, 
weighed heavily on the driver, 
family and team all season and 
although the WORLD 100 victo­
ry cannot take the heartache of 
those previous events, it does 
help lift the cloud on a season of 
highs and lows. 

"This is the highest," 
declared Frank. "It's been a long 
year with the ft.re and death of 
my Mom but my team, we never 
quit, we race hard and they take 
care of the equipment. My wife, 
Mary, totally supports me. It's 
been a long year and it some­
times like everything we do it 
feels like takes two or three time 
to do since you're in a different 
garage." (Frank has been operat­
ing out of Rick 'Boom' Briggs' 
truck garage. Briggs is also the 
crew chief for Chub Frank 
Racing.) 

"My Mom, she didn't raise a 
quitter and before she died she 
told me to keep racing. She 
would be jumping up and down 
and she would be real happy if 
she were here. She was always 
nervous when we raced. My Dad 
(Jerry Frank) is the arne way. 
He would have been standing at 
the fence climbing it if he were 
here tonight." 

Frank's win wasn't a done 
deal the last couple dozen or 
more laps according to the jubi­
lant winner. 

"The battery was going dead 
at the end and the MSD was 
starting to miss right before that 
red flag and I was hoping it was 
a broken header or something," 
explained Frank. "So I had them 
push start me so I didn't take any 
more juice away. About ten laps 
it started missing again, not bad 
but a little bit so I tried to stay in 
the black and be smooth and not 
use a lot of throttle trying to save 
juice for the end. I was looking 
for ten to go, five to go 
(laughs)!" 

He wasn't 100 percent con­
vinced he had the win until the 
last lap. 

"Soon as I got to tum three 
and four I got on the gas and 
thought, OK, here we go, we got 
her now!"

The interactive exhibn will 
deal with morning rituals, eating 
and fetching water, along with 
preparing food and tending live­
stock. 

The e hibits will function a 
an educational tool through the 
use of a number of exh1b1t 
pieces for each daily act1Vity. 
Ancient people Ji\.ing in that 
time period would have dealt 
with hard problems and simple 
tools. 

For example. with the "at 
home in the morning" port10n of 
the exhibit, visitor will disco\­
er the hape and function of a 
typical Near East house and see 
how domestic animals lived in 
the house with those people. In 
order to bring th1s portion of the 
exhibit to life for those attend­

The yards and 
houses are neat and in good 
repair. The house for the young 
children are supervtsed by two, 
carefully chosen women. The 
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tl1ree hou es for teenagers have 
one adult each. 

Except for the kindergart­
ners, all the children go to the 
local public school. They leave 
the Village only when they have 
finished their education and 
have employment The interna­
tional age for leaving is 18 
years, but in this village, they 
might not be ready until 19 or 
older. 

Between 1997 and 2004, 63 
children have left. Some have 
been able to return to their own 
familie . They have both 
unskilled and skilled jobs. One 
is a police officer, five work in 
big tourist hotels. Two are now 
at Disneyland on U. S. govern­
ment scholarships to study hotel 
management. One young 
woman i. at the niversity of 
Capetown in South Africa. 
Everyone hopes she will be suc­
cessful in medical studies. 

The "graduates·• of the vil ­
lage remain attached to their 
home and return for visits. 
While Lydia and l were talking, 
Lydia glanced toward the open 
door behind me. I turned and 
caught a glimpse of a jean jack­
et. The social worker told me 
that this was one of their stu­
dents who had come for a visit 
and had briefly checked in 
before looking up old friends. 
Surely. this would also include 
her "mother."

ing privileges during his stay. 
A few general tips apply 

when traveling either by car. or 
by plane. One. be sure that your 
pet is properly identified with a 
current tag. microchip. or both. 
Second, be ure that your pet 
has been properly groomed 
(bathed, combed and trimmed 
nails) before traveling. A clean, 
well-groomed pet will be more 
gracwusly received no maner 
where you rna)' visit. Third. be 
sure to take along your pet's 
favorite food. toys. and dishes to 
assure that your pet will be more 
comfortable and le. prone to 
anxiety. And. Ia t. but certainly 
not least. make sure that you' 
have proof of rabies vaccination 
and a current health certificate 
with you, especially if you plan 
to cross state or intemattonal 
borders. In most cases. au·hori­
ties will require that all vacdna­
tions are up-to-date and that you 
have in your ~ssession a healU! 
certificate showing that your pet 
has been examined and declared 
in good health within ten days 
of travel time. 

Having a pet travel by air can 
be a point of great concern for 
many pet owners. but chances 
of unpleasant episodes can be 
mimmized by paying attention 
to a few guidelines. Contact the 
airline well in advance for ·pe­
cific regulations and to secure 
your pefs reservation. Try to 
book a nonstop. mjdweek flight. 
if at all possible. AVoiding 
plane changes can make your 
pet, and you, less anxious in the 
long run. During warm weath­
er. choo e early morning or late 
evening flight . ln colder 
months. choo e midday t1ight . 

Arrive at the airport early, 
exercise your pet, personally 
place it in its crate, and pick up 
the animal promptly upon 
arrival Remember to nor take 
leashed animals onto escalators. 

Pet transport crates must be: 
l) Large enough to allow the 
animal to tand without touch­
ing the top of the cage. tum 
around. and lie down. 2) Be 
strong and free of interior pro­
trusions and be equipped with 
handle and grips. 3) Have a 
leakproof bottom that has been 
covered with plenty of 
absorbent material. 4) Be pur­
chased in advance o the pet can 
become acquamted to the crate 
prior to travel time. 5) Be 
appropriately and clearly 
labeled with your name. home 
address. home phone number. 
and destination contact mforma­
tion, as well as being clearly 
labeled with a designation of 
"Live Animals." and arrows 
indicating the crate's upright 
position. 6) Be ventilated on 
opposite sides. with e terior 
rims and knob so that a1rflm, 
in not impeded. 

Most pets will tra\'el be ton 
an empty stomach, but consulr­
ing wid1 your vet in regard to 
the age and size of ) our pet. the 
time and di lance of the !light, 
and your pefs regular dietary 
routine will help you decide 
what feeding recommendations 
m1ght be be t for your pel. 

And, before I end this seg­
ment. let me comment on the 
idea that sedating and tranquil­
izing pet~ before air tra\oel ma) 
help to make for a more pleasant 
experience. Accordtng ro 
national and international air 
tran port organizations, as well

the prevailing thought is that 
sedation is not a good idea. 

An animal's natural ability to 
balance and maintain equilibri­
um i altered under sedation. 
making it difficult. if not impos-
ible, for the animal to brace 

itself and prevent injury during 
transport. 

AI o, increased altitudes of 
8.000 feet or more can create 
respiratory and cardiovascular 
problems for sedated animals. 
The risk increases for brachy­
cephahc (short-faced) dogs and 
cats. such as pugs and persians. 
Many airline officials believe 
that when deaths do occur in lhe 
transportation of animal , these 
Jeaths are often the resuJt of 
complicating factors due to 
sedation and tranquilization. 

lmportant safety factors to 
consider when having a pet trav­
el with you by car is to realize 
the importance of transport 
crates in order to ensure the 
safety of your pet, as well as 
avoiding the possible dangers of 
having an animal under your 
feet while driving. 

Feed the animal at the end of 
the day. or once you reach your 
destination, but remember to 
offer water often and allow for 
several "pit stops" along the 
way. Feeding dry food will be 
most convenient, but if you 
choose to offer canned food, 
dispose of unused portions 
unless it can be ~ept refrigerat­
ed. Take along a plastic jug of 
water in case other reliable 
sources are not available. 
Always remember to take along 
your pet's leash. 

Don't allow your pet to trav­
el with its head outside the car 
windows. Particles of dirt can 
enter the eyes, ears and nose, 
leading to injury or infection. 

And, if you must leave your 
pet in a parked car. be ure to 
lock aU doors, park in a shady 
area, and open windows wide 
enough to allow ventilation, but 
not wide enough to enable your 
pet to jump out or get its head 
caught. Never leave a pet in a 
parked car when the tempera­
tures/humidity levels are high. 
or when temperatures are at, or 
below, freezing. And don't 
leave your pet alone for long 
periods. lf you need to be away 
from your car for more than a 
few minutes, consider other 
options such as leaving your pet 
at home or with a itter. 

Finally, always travel with a 
simple pet firs -aid kit that 
includes assorted bandages, 
antiseptic cream, and an 
antidiarrheal medication that is 
afe for pels (ask your vet), 

gauze square , and the phone 
numbers of your local veterinar­
ian's oftice. a national poison 
control hotline, and a 24-hour 
emergency vet hospital. And 
remember to perform a daily 
''health check" on your pet 
while away from home. Notice 
appetite change • energy levels 
and general disposition. Watch 
for unusual di charges from the 
eyes and nose, excessive 
scratching or biting of any body 
part. unusual lump • limping, 
abnormal elimination. or exces­
sive watt:r consumption. Visit a 
local veterinarian if you become 
concerned about any physical or 
behavioral changes in your pet.
