The devices are being 
acquired by the school 
system through a grant 
from the Bill Gates 
Foundation.

nurse, who said that "viral 
meningitis is not a 

.,, reportable disease ... in 
that viral meningitis itself is 
not contagious."

Call it the catch of the day - or 
a lifetime. 

Seafood merchant Richard 
Durrett was fishing Tue day 
morning on the Red River near 
his bu iness, Simmesport Fish 
Co., when his catfish net 
dredged up a 6-foot, I 35-pound 
bull hark. 

"I've been fishing since I was 
10 years old, and I've caught 
some strange fish, but nothing 
like this," the 35-year-old said 
Wednesday.

"Our opponent has been 
whining all year to debate 
Senator Bunning, and after we

Times Union, Albany, N.Y., on Iraq: 

... President Bush has to start taking his own administra­
tion's intelligence reports more seriously. And so does the rest 
of the country - all those who favored invading Iraq last year 
and all those who opposed it. 

What we get from the White House, however, is more like 
a sound bite sort of defense of a war that by any fair assess­
ment is going badly .... 

Mr. Bush himself promised the U.N. General Assembly on 
Tuesday that freedom i coming to Iraq, even if securing it 
will mean more terrorist attacks there. 

In other words, the Bush administration doesn't accept a 
nonpartisan and presumably informed examination of where 
the war is heading. .. . 

A sensible and worthwhile debate about Iraq would focus 
on providing the necessary troop strength to bring order to the 
Iraqi cities where the instability predicted by intelligence 
experts is visible on daily display, and where the possibility of 
civil war doesn't seem all that far-fetched. The same debate, 
of cour e, would have to include an honest discussion of the 
likely casualty toll of wresting control of places like Fallujah, 
Ramadi and Najaf . ... 

The point of all of it should be to determine just what the 
end game is, or should be, in Iraq. 

But that means a debate that involves more than a reitera­
tion of how successful a war that's cost more than 1,000 
American lives has really been. A debate under those restric­
tions is a one-sided affair, with no value to speak of.

CBS anchor Dan Rather, after spending almost two weeks 
defending the report that aired on "60 Minutes II," has now 
issued a statement that he "no longer has confidence in these 
documents" and that "if I knew then what I know now - I 
would not have gone ahead with the story as it was aired." 

Yes, well, Dan Rather is about 10 days too late in owning 
up to what is the latest in a series of black eyes for the jour­
nalism profession .... 

Considering that the authenticity of the documents was 
challenged within hours of the original broadcast and with 
good reason, the responsible thing for CBS to do was to . . 
announce that it was reviewing the story and the authenticity 
of the papers ....

forward' 
to special

FRANKFORT - House 
Speaker Jody Richards reacted 
to Go\. Ernie Fletcher's call for 
a special se sion Wcdne ·day, 
saying Democratic lawmakers 
would work to get teacher and 
state employee "the very best 
plan" they could. 

While ·ome lawmaker 
pledged biparti anship for the 
scs ion, which tarts Oct. 5. it 
was uncenain what the General 
Assembly could do to imprO\e 
health msurance benefits for 
teacher · and .tate employees 
next year. 

"We're looking forward to 
the challenge and we will do 
everything v. ithin our abilitie. 
to work with the governor and 
work with the Senate in a bipar­
tisan way," Richards aid at a 
new conference in the House 
chambers. ''That has always 
been our mantra. That has 
always been our belief - that 
we hould work in a coopera· 
tive spirit.' 

Richards, D-Bowling Green. 
said he hoped the special "es­
sion would la! t no more than 
five day . 

The governor announced 
Tue day he would call the spe­
cial e sion. The session will be 
limited to deahng with compen­
sation, health in. urance and 
retirement benefits for current 
and retired teacher and state 
employees, Fletcher said. 

Fletcher administration ofti­
cials said at an afternoon leg­
islative hearing that the state 
had already signed contracts 
with insurance companies for 
next year. Those contr.lcts ar~ 
limited a. to how they can be 
altered, said Fletcher' chief of 
taff, Daniel Grove . 

Any attempt to rebid the 
contracts could result in a gap 
of in urance coverage for state 
employees, he said. Their new 
benefits are scheduled to take 
effect Jan. 1. 

Still, the governor decided ro 
call the special e . ion to ee if 
Democrats, who had criticized 
the plan, had a better idea, 
Groves said. 

"What we've done is we've 
presented a plan,'' Groves told 
reporters. "They've criticized it 
but offered no alternatives. If 
they don't like the plan that's 
been presented, then what we 
are aymg i • 'We are going to 
give you an opportunity to pre­
sent the better plan."' 

But Senate Majority Leader 
Dan Kelly, R-Springfield, aid 
he thought lawmakers could 
upgrade state employee bene­
fits. 

''There·~ no question that we 
can mitigate the increased 
costs," he said. 

Richards aid legislators fir t 
needed Fletcher to release docu­
ments surrounding the negotia­
tions and ultimate agreement 
that led to the new 2005 h}allh 
insurance benefits for teachers 
and state workers. 

Fletcher recently mnounced 
an overhaul of the state health 
insurance plan for next year. 
Under the plan - which affects 
thousand of state employee , 
teacher and pubhc school 
workers - most would be pay­
ing more in deductibles and co­
payments tarting next year. 

Premiums differ on a liding 
cale based on an employee's 

income. There are three differ­
ent plans: essential, preferred 
and premium. 

An employee making the 
average state government salary 
of just more than $36,000 per 
year would pay $521 each 
month for family coverage, 
with an $800 deductible. with 
out-of-pocket expen. e capped 
at $4,000 under the "preferred" 
plan. A worker making more 
than $76,000 per year would 
pay 546 for the same cover­
age. 

There arc 17 I ,000 state gm­
ernment and chool district 
employees covered by the 
tate's plan. With dcpendems,

Competing teammates 
still work together in 
title chase

In an age of multicar teams dominating 
NASCAR's Nextel Cup series, it isn't surprising 
that half the field for the new 10-man, 10-race 
championship playoff features two sets of team­
mates. 

Kurt Busch, Matt Kenseth and Mark Martin 
drive for Roush Racing, while Jeff Gordon and 
Jimmie Johnson are with Hendrick Motorsports. 

There would seem to be a delicate balance 
when teammates compete against each other on 
the racetrack, particularly when it's for a title. 
How much information do you share? How much 
help do you offer on or off the track? 

According to the drivers involved, there's no 
problem at all. 

"We're going lo work together six days out of 
the week and we're going to race on the seventh," 
said Busch after he and Kenseth finished 1-2 last 
Sunday in Round One of the playoff at New 
Hampshire Internat10nal Speedway. "I definitely 
think teammates will help. 

'We've got three cars in the final chase for the Cup 
and I think we've done an excellent job as a team bal­
ancing the different characters and the different ways of 
creating a setup for each driver." 

Until the last 10 years or so, it would have been 
virtually unthinkable for teams and drivers to 
share information. Racing was a fraternity filled 
with secrets and with competitors trying to get a 
leg up on everyone else. 

"We never shared nothing if we could help it," 
said longtime stock car king Richard Petty, who 
won seven championships and 200 races in a 
career that ended in 1992. "It was hard enough to 
tay ahead of the competition for even a little 

while without telling somebody else what you 
were doing. 

"And nobody really wanted teammates much." 
Now, just about everybody has at least one 

teammate, and it's considered a plus by most. 
"There aren't a lot of secrets anymore, any­

way," said Chad Knaus, crew chief for Johnson. 
"The teams all work too close together in the 
garage, and we stay at the same hotels and eat in 
the same restaurants and people move from team 
to team. Information gets around." 

Still, how much do you share with your team­
mate when you're trying to beat them? 

"We share all our information at Roush," said 

Kenseth, whose Cup teammates also include Greg 
Biffle and rookie Carl Edwards. "We've done that 
the last few years since, as a company, we had a 
terrible year in 2001." 

Four-time series champion Gordon and 
Johnson, who has only been in Cup races for three 
years, have not faced the struggles the Roush dri­
vers did, but they are equally free with their infor­
mation sharing. 

"Our teams work the way they work and this is 
really the only way we know to go about it," said 
Gordon, whose Cup teammates also include Terry 
Labonte and rookie Brian Vickers. 

"During the week, the guys in the shop some­
times don't even know whose car they are work­
ing on," Gordon added. "When we get to the race­
track, it's an open-book policy of information. We 
know what every Hendrick car has underneath it. 

"When we're on the racetrack, we're competi­
tors. We want one of us to win this championship. 
But, as far as sharing information as to what the 
cars are doing, I don't think that's ever going to 
change because I'm going to help him to confirm 
what I'm doing and vice versa. It helps both of us 
out and helps both of our cars go faster." 

Going into Round Two of the title showdown, 
Sunday at Dover, Del., Busch is in a first-place tie 
with Dale Earnhardt Jr., just ahead of Gordon, 
Kenseth and Johnson. Behind them are Elliott 
Sadler, Martin, Tony Stewart, Ryan Newman and 
Jeremy Mayfield. 

Each of them has at least one teammate, though 
none of the others are involved in the champi­
onship. And teammates aren't always a big help. 

At New Hampshire, Earnhardt was upset with 
DEI teammate Michael Waltrip for racing Junior 
hard late in the race when Earnhardt, who finished 
third, was trying to catch Kenseth. 

"I was upset by it," Earnhardt said. "I'm sure 
Michael didn't mean anything by it. I'm sure he 
was just trying to race and do what you do. I need­
ed a little help there and I expected to get a little 
and I didn't get any." 

When that situation was mentioned to team 
owner Jack Roush, he replied that he hopes there 
will be nothing lilce that going on among his dri­
vers, whom he expects to race each other - and 
everyone else - hard and clean. 

'There's no expectation that anybody wins or

Tips for wise use of indoor pest controls 
by RAY TACKETT 

FLOYD COUNTY EXTENSION OFFICE 

It is wi e to be cautious in any 
attempt at indoor pest control. e. pecial­
ly when using aero ol bug bombs (total­
release fogger:,) to control in ect infes­
tations in your home and other build­
ing. 

Aero ol propellant u ed in foggers 

typically are flammable. You could 
cause a fire or explo ion by usmg an 
excessive number of foggers and plac­
ing these so large amoums of propellant 
have contact with an ignition source. 
Combustible sources can include a 
flame. pilot light, or a spark from an 
electrical appliance that cycle on and 
off such a a refngerator or air condi­
tioner. 

The Environmental Protection 
Agency recommends that an active fog· 
ger be placed at least six feet or further 
from aU ignition sources. To reduce the 
likelihood of an accident, do not u e 
any more foggers than i nece sary. 
One six ounce or eight ounce fogger 
generally is ufficient for an average 
size home; smaller sized foggers are 
available for apartments and other 

smaller uruts. Do not use foggers in 
small, enclosed places, such as closets, 
cabinets, or under counters or tables. 

Using no more than one ounce of 
product per l,OOO cubic feet of living 
area will significantly reduce the chance 
of fLTe yet still be effective. To calculate 
the volume of a living area, multiply the

Road rage

While a friend and I were discussing 
anger and its ramifications, she began 
describing how she was "ju t so tired" of 
other drivers not following the rules, such 
as going to the wrong lane on a four-lane 
road after making a left tum. Furthermore, 
my friend's emotional reaction increased 
during her explaining various safety haz­
ards created by drivers. In the meanwhile, 
the discussion quickly moved to a focu on 

THINGS TO PONDER 
"road rage.'' What is your pet oeeve about 
tho e "horrible drivers that do not know 
what to do" and get in your way at the 
wrong time? How do you deal with aggra­
vations when you are behind the wheel of 
a car? Can you keep your cool when you 
need to make unwanted decision , based 
on the carele~s drivmg of other people? 

According to tatistics, mcidents of vio­
lent driving or road rage have grown sig­
nificantly over the past decade. The 
American Au1omobile A -sociation report· 
ed that these driving eptsodes haw 
increased by 7 percent per year since 19QO. 
These extreme in~idt!nts killed 200 and 
injured 12,000. Estimates were that about 
half of all traffic accident in Au tralia 
might be due to road tage. Results lor 
some 2.8 million Briti h company car dri-

vers were that: about 83 percent have been 
victim · of orne form of road rage during 
their work day; about 21 percent reported 
being run off the road; and 18 percent 
described being physically threatened by 
another driver. 

As with most situation • everal possible 
reasons have been suggested for the rise in 
road rage. The recession and social and 
economic frustration · have been thought to 
attribute to the turmoil. A British car club 
viewpd the cause of the anger that ignites 
rage incidents a having to do with bad dri­
ving. A conclusion from a tudy of 1,8000 
T.S. drivers in 1996 were that the road rage 

incklents were usually stimulated in :.he 
averag driver by imply di courteous

QWhat i the differ-
ence between the two differ­
ent types of weight-loss 

ur t I've heard about- gastric 
bypass and lap-band surgery? What are 
the benefit of each? Is one better than 
the other? 

A You've correctly identified 
two common surgical proce­
dures for weight loss. The 

"Roux-en-Y Gastric Bypass," or RGB. 
The most common weight-loss surgery 
in the United State , it combines a 
Roux-en-Y procedure with some form 
of "stomach reduction." The Roux-en­
y technique - developed by a French 
surgeon, Dr. Phillibart Rowe, in the 
19th century -involves rerouting the 
small intestine so that food empties into 
it instead of the stomach. 

and the fU"St two segments of the small 
intestine (duodenum and jejunum). 
The end re ult is a reduction in both the 
amount of food a person is able to eat 
and the percent of calories and nutrients 
the body absorbs. RGB can be done 
both by opening the abdomen or u ing 
a less-invasive laparo copic approach. 

The lap-band surgery i short for 
laparoscopic banding. In this surgery, a 
scope is used to enter the abdominal 
cavity. A restrictive band is placed high 
on the stomach. This limits the amount 
of food that can be eaten. The lap-band 
is also adjustable by the patient. The 
band has an inner surface that can be 
inflated and deflated using saline. This 
procedure is relatively new to the 
United State , but has been u ed in 
Europe, A ia and Au tralia for everal 
years, with good results. For orne rea­
son, weight loss re ult so far have not 
been as impressive in the United States 
as in other parts of the world. 

Both of these surgeries have risks 
and benefits. Surgeons usually explain 
the c to prospective patients before any 
surgical procedure is agreed upon. The 
recommendation as to which is best 
depends on the patient's medical histo­
ry, current health tatu and other fac­
tors unique to the individual. Please 
keep in mind, however, that weight los 
urgery is not for everyone. Most 

physicians will only perform the 
surgery on people who are severely 
obe e, with at least one other risk fac­
tor, like diabetes. 

It should be pointed out that there is 
a group in the United States, the 
National Association to Advance Fat 
Acceptance (NAAFA), that feels all 
gastrointestinal weight loss surgeries 
should be discontinued as they are haz­
ardous, and in many cases, ineffective 
in the long-term.

A researcher (Deffenbacher) 
at the Colorado State University 
concluded that about one in four 
drivers experienced repeated 
bout of anger that often led to 
actions ltke yelling, gesturing 
with a finger, gunning the 
engine, speeding, and cutting 
off the other car. Some individ-

al have labeled these types of 
driving behaviors as the "Mad 
Max" syndrome. 

Some of these raging mani­
acs do nor perceive their anger 
as a problem, so they are unlike­
ly to seek help 

"or try to defuse a situation 
before it boils over into vio­
lence. Even though road rage 
hootings are 

typically rare, Deffenbacher 
felt there is a lot of anger on the 
highways. It is estimated that 
there were thousands, perhaps 
miJlions, of angry drivers that 

• ru-e rational until they get behind 
the wheel of a car. In one of his 
research projects, subjects were 
divided into three groups: (1) 
very angry drivers who knew 
they had a problem; (2) equaJly 
angry dnvers who believed they 
did not have a problem; and (3) 
low anger drivers. Results 
showed: subjects with low anger 
still felt hostile at times, but the 
rate was about half that of angry 
drivers; both high anger groups 
reported more than twice the 
number of angry episodes, about 
three times as many aggressive 
actions, and about two-thirds as 

~)llany more risky behaviors as 
the low anger group; no differ­
ence was revealed between the 
amount of anger felt by men and 
women, but men were more 
likely to take aggressive and 
risky actions; and the high anger 
group that did not think they had 
a problem were most likely to 
take risks on the road- speeding 
or driving while drunk. Another 
researcher (William Mueller, 
Ph.D.) found that individuals 
di playing road rage have been 
angry for many years and their 
anger does not necessarily 
become a problem when they 

•get behind the wheel of a car.

and then move on; c. swear at 
her telling her to "move her fat

to drive into her; or e. drive into 
the spot just missing her by an 
inch; and (3) You are stopped at 
a traffic light and the light has 
just turned green. The person in 
front of you is chatting on a cell 
phone. Do you: a. wait calmly, 
realizing that it will only be a 
second or two; b. wait a second. 
put on your signals and move 
into another lane; c. honk your 
hom and yell out your window 
"Pay Attention Idiot;" d. zoom 
up quickly behind the person, 
honking madly; or e. zoom up 
behind, erve beside the person, 
ranting and raving then in the 
middle of the intersection slow 
down in front of the person and 
then zoom off. 

Several tip are offered for 
your avoiding the Mad Max 
syndrome of road rage. Don't 
take traffic problems personally. 
Avoid eye contact with an 
aggressive driver. Don't make 
ob cene ge tures (that makes 
you a player and causes things 
to escalate). Don't tailgate. Use

Sadly, in some respects, we 
have allowed it to happen. We 
didn't realize just how zealous 
this group of archconservatives 
was.

your horn sparingly (the polite 
honk can be misinterpreted). 
Don't block the passing lane 
(some drivers think you're 
doing something to them when 
you do this). Don't block the 
right hand turn lane. When dri­
ving, don't put yourself in a 
stress bind by constantly trying 
to beat the clock - enjoy the 
journey. Create a relaxing and 
comfortable environment in 
your car, by playing relaxing 
music that has a beat slower 
than your heart beat. When you 
behave cooperatively, you get 
repaid in kind. 

If anger, hostility, and 
aggressiveness disturb your day 
and ruin your personal life, seek 
professional psychological ser­
vices. Several psychological 
techniques are usually helpful, 
such as learning relaxation tech­
niques, learning in cope effec­
tively with stress, and gaining 
insight into attitudes and behav­
iors.

height, width and length of 
each room, and add the room 
volumes together. For example, 
an eight-foot by 10-foot by 10 
foot room has a volume of 800 
cubic feet. 

Foggers have li ted effec­
tiveness because the insecticide 
only kills expo ed pests that are 
directly hit with insecticidal 
particles. These particle are 
not distributed into protected 
areas such as under furniture, in 
wall spaces, and beneath in u­
Jation in the auic. Some people 
mistakenly believe that fogger 
fumigation will kill most if not 
all pests in the home or build­
ing. However, thi device 
should be part of a comprehen­
sive plan to thwart persistent 
pests.

Lack of choice for auto repair 
impact vehicle safety, AAA says

LEXINGTON - Backed by 
a new study released today on 
Capitol Hill, AAA reiterated that 
consumer continue to face a 
lack of choice in automotive 
repair, a situation that can 
directly impact motori t safety. 

"Technology ha made the 
car we drive smarter o they 
can actually tell the driver of an 
impending problem with the 
vehicle - before you break­
down and have to call AAA," 
said Lilla S. Mason, AAA Blue 
Gra s/Kentucky spokesperson. 
"But what if your preferred ser­
vice technician tells you he 
doesn't have the equipment to 
repair your car? Unfortunately, 
it's a scenario that continues 
aero the country today." 

Some American and import 
auto makers currently prevent 
consumers from using the diag­
nostic information generated by 
their vehicles to have them ser­
viced at a repair facility of their 
choosing. 

In many cases, the diagnostic 
information is accessible only at 
auto manufacturer-branded 
dealer hips, preventing choice 
and convenience in auto repair. 

At a House Commerce 

Subcommittee hearing today, 
AAA continued to press 
Congress to pass H.R. 2735, the 
"Motor Vehicle Owners Right to 
Repair Act." The legislation 
requires that all service and 
repair information be made 
available to qualified, indepen­
dent service technicians. 

"When critical safety sys­
tems or other components fail, 
consumers may be stranded 
many miles from a dealership, 
or left to wait until the only 
dealership in town opens up. 
Not only does this represent an 
unnecessary inconvenience, it 
can also put the safety of 
motorists at risk," added Mason. 

Consumers who have previ­
ously had negative experiences 
at a particular dealership -
including overcharging, work 
not performed on tim~ unautho­
tizetr repaits-; ·or r tep'ai'r~ ~ot 
properly perfohned _: may not 
have the recourse of taking their 
vehicle to get a second opinion. 

A new study relea~ed by the 
Tarrance Group indicates that 
59 percent of independent repair 
technicians surveyed had prob­
lems in obtaining accurate and 
timely repair information and 

tools from some automobile •':.
