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• SALT LAKE CITY -
With no idea how many people 
were listening to his wa!Jde­
talkie, it wa anything but a 
modest proposal. 

That didn't deter Jason 
Parker, a U.S. Forest Service 
Officer, from asking his girl­
friend of three years, a police 
dispatcher, to marry him over 
the police radio. 

Despite a few crackles, the 
message from Parker on 
Monday came through loud and 
clear- not just to Teri Yoakam, 
but to every police officer and 
CB radio junkie listening in. 

The line was silent for a few 
moments before Yoakam said 
"yes." 

"I didn't hesitate because I 
didn't know what I was going to 
say. I was just trying to come up 
with a really profound answer," 
Yoakam said. "I did manage to 
say a little more than yes." 

Actually, Yoakam said, "I 
would absolutely love to." After 
that, a handful of police officers 
who overheard Parker chimed in 
with their responses. 

"If you don't, 1 would have," 
was one reply. 

The two met at work- Utah 
County's dispatchers take calls 
for the forest service. 

Parker said he was originally 
going to sky dive onto the lawn 
in front of the Utah County 
Sheriff's Office or rent a plane 
to fly a trailing message, but he 
was worried the weather would­
n't cooperate. 

"So I talked to the sheriff and 
got permission to take about 25 
seconds," Parker said. "I was 

real nervous.'' 

• PARIS - A motori t in 
France went a little faster than 
he wanted when he claimed his 
cru1se control got stuck, leaving 
him barreling down a busy high­
way at 120 mph and forcing 
police to help clear a route. 

The Le Parisien newspaper 
quoted Hicham Dequiedt saying 
he was overtaking a truck when 
his Renault Vel Satis started to 
accelerate with a life of its own. 
He couldn't cut the ignition, he 
said, because his car has a mag­
netic card in tead of a key. 

"It wa impo sible to slow 
down! Stomping on the brakes 
proved pointless, nothing 
worked. I avoided one car after 
another by flashing my lights at 
them," the 29-year-old was 
quoted as saying. 

Dequiedt managed, however, 
to alert police on his mobile 
phone. Messages warning other 
motorists of the danger were 
flashed up on screens that strad­
dle the highway and over a traf­
fic radio station, Le Parisien 
aid. 

Finally, as he was bearing 
down on a toll booth, Dequiedt 
said he finally managed to bring 
the car to a halt - having raced 
down orne 125 tn.iles of high­
way between Vierzon and Riom 
in central France. 

"I stomped on the brakes as 
hard as I could and the car final­
ly stopped," he said.

Broward County Court Judge 
William Herring ruled the Pape 
& Chandler law firm's TV com­
mercials using its controversial 
phone number and logo of a 
pike-collared pit pull is protect­

ed, despite objections from the 
Florida Bar. 

Herring rejected the Florida 
Bar's assertions that capitalizing 
on the image of "a ferocious ani­
ma]" in the commercials is 
manipulative and violates state 
laws regulating legal adverti e­
ments. 

Herring last week said the 
qualities the lawyers link to pit 
bulls are "desirable traits in 
attorneys." 

The law fliiil, which special­
izes in motorcycle crash litiga­
tion, has spent the last three 
years defendil)g its use of 1-800-
PITBULL. Attorney John Pape 
said the logo was symbolic of 
their firm's "loyalty to our 
clients and to each other and 
tenacity, determination and 
aggressiveness in representing 
our injured clients." 

Florida Bar attorney Randi 
Klayman Lazarus wrote the pit 
boil "represents a ferocious ani­
mal that inspires heart-throb­
bing fear."

Money's cancerous 
effect on government 

The birth of freedom is a wonderful thing to see, whether it hap­
pens in Afghanistan or in Trenton, N.J. 

And in Trenton last week, Gov. James McGreevey's impending 
resignation, which follows his revelation that he is gay and had a 
very compromising extramarital affair, has given him the freedom 
to do something he couldn't bring himself to do before: He has 
signed an executive order that will break the link between cam­
paign contributions and the awarding of government contracts in 
his state. 

"Pay to play" is what the practice is called in New Jersey. In 
Kentucky, it's simply business as usual. 

Courier-Journal reporter Tom Loftus has spent much of his 
career documenting the correlation between the contributions made 
by road builders. architects, engineers, law firms and building own­
ers and the awarding of state government contracts and leases. 

That connection has cost Kentucky taxpayers a bundle: In 1999, 
for example, this newspaper determined that the state had "wasted 
millions of dollars in the last two decades by leasing office space 
instead of building it." 

In Trenton last week, Gov. McGreevey took a step Kentucky 
needs to take, too: He prohibited businesses that donate to state or 
local political committees or to gubernatorial candidates from get­
ting government contracts. 

Gov. McGreevey cited the "corrosive and cancerous" effect of 
that kind of fund raising. Recent governors of Dlinois and 
Connecticut could also bear witness, since their political careers 
ended prematurely after they were caught exploiting the connection 
for personal gain as well. 

State Sen. David Williams, R-Burkesville, is aware of the prob­
lem. On his very first day as Senate president, in January 2000, he 
filed Senate Bill 2, which would have prohibited people who con­
tribute to candidates for governor or to political parties from hold­
ing state contracts and leases. 

The Republican Senate passed the bill easily. But it died in the 
Democratic House. 

Democrats, at · the time, had more to lose. Paul Patton, a 
Democrat, was governor. They couldn't afford to give up that fund­
raising adv.tttage. 

"It would be damaging to elections and campaign processes we 
go through in Kentucky," the bill-killer said. 

Yes, it certainly would have been. And that was precise~y the 
point. 

Unfortunately, with a Republican governor in office now and 
Republicans seeing the possibility of strengthening their power in 
the legislature, the interest of Sen. Williams and his party in this 
kind of legislation waned. In fact, it disappeared. 

Clearly, neither political party can claim the high ground on this 
issue. The high ground seems to fall to the party - or, in Gov. 
McGreevey's case, the individual - that has nothing left to lose. 

But the mutual exploitation of contractors and politicians is a 
disgrace. Sen. Williams expressed that on his first day in leader­
hip, and Gov. McGreevey confirmed it on one of his last.

KENTUCKY STATE POUCE 

When I became commissioner in 
March of this year, the Kentucky State 
Police had a backlog at its drug lab of 
over 8,000 cases, had not published a 
Crime in Kentucky statistics report in 
two years, and was significantly ham­
pered by an outdated system of crime 
data collection, screening and reporting. 
By early June the backlog at the lab had 
virtually been eliminated and we had 
published the 2001 Crime in Kentucky 
Report containing over 100,000 hand­
screened Uniform Crime Reports. 

After addressing the more pressing lab 
problem, greater focus was placed on the 
Crime In Kentucky Report. By moving 
employees, starting a second shift and 
hiring temporary workers, we focused 
ow resource to address the mountainous 
task of acquiring, hand screening and 
compiling over 119,000 uniform crime 
reports for the 2002 report. 

The 2002 report has now been com­
pleted and the 2003 report will be pub­
lished by December 1, 2004. 

Without casting blame on the previous 
administration, it appears that much of the 
problem originated from an outdated data 
collection system. The Kentucky State 
Police has now developed the Kentucky 
Open Portal System (KYOPS) to assist us 
and any interested law enforcement 
agency in both collecting data and sub­
mitting it for the Crime In Kentucky 
Report. KYOPS is being provided at no

cost and no maintenance fee to any 
requesting law enforcement agency. The 
Kentucky State Police also provide train­
ing on this ystem at no cost. The sy tern 
will serve two important law enforcement 
needs. First is the collection of data for 
agencies that do not have their own 
records management system. Second, for 
all agencies including those with their 
own records management system, 
KYOPS will allow for daily reporting of 
crime data and the ability to query all data 
that is contributed to a repository. 

For the first time ever in Kentucky 
this system will allow contributing agen­
cies to analyze, assess and query a pool 
of data that is far more up to date and use­
ful to law enforcement than any annual 
report could be The new ystem wilJ 
allow agencies to submit data much more 
easily and retrieve data that is specific to 
their needs at any time. This system will 
also electronically screen all submis ion 
for errors or omissions thus eliminating a 
substantial amount of hand screening 
now being done. 

Thi new system will be a major 
improvement for law enforcement agen­
cies in Kentucky. Colonel Peggy 
Emmington, Assistant Chief of the 
Jeffersontown Police Department and

Lawmakers convene special session

FRANKFORT - With a 
con. tant flow of teachers 
prote ting vociferously outside, 
the General Assembly convened 
a special e ion Tuesday to deal 
with state employee health 
msllrance benefits. 

Most ofTuesday's work went 
on behind the scenes, with law­
makers attempting to sweeten 
next year' health insurance 
benefits for teachers, school dis­
trict ~::mployees and state work­
ers. 

Outside, hundreds of teachers 
and state employees armed with 
picket igns and their voices 
patrolled the Capitol grounds for 
most of the day. 

'"Its important that we have 
adequate health coverage, it's 
important that we have choice in 
our health care provider," said 
Lana Slone, a Knott County 
teacher who marched at the 
Capitol. "I believe that's a lot of 
the reason we're here today, is 
because we didn't have a 
choice.·• 

Last month, the governor 
announced an overhaul of next 
year's health benefits for 
229,000 retired and active pub­
lic school employees and state 
workers. Those covered say it 
will drastically increase 
deductibles. premiums and other 
medical expenses. State teachers

Minn. - Erin Feehan-Nelson, 
running for mayor of this St.

The reason? She's 17.

Mary's Point City Council, 
which serves as the city's can­
vassing board. 

''The canvassing board will 
need to determine eligibility," 
Corbid said. "If someone is not 
eligible to hold office, the per­
son with the next highest num­
ber of votes would be certified." 

Feehan-Nelson said that if 
she receives the highest number 
of votes but is not certified, she 
is prepared to take the matter to 
court. 

"I doubt the judge would be 
able to say no to the popular 
vote," he said. ''The people's 
right to choo e prevails over 
(state law)." 

AUSTIN, Texas -A his­
torian thinks he's stumbled on a 
key piece of Texas history lost in 
box labeled "miscellaneous 
19th-century paper ."

Kimble was the secretary of the 
Constitutional Convention of 
the Republic of Texas. 

Since Drake's discovery, he 
has spent his lunch breaks at the 
Texas State Library to try to 
determine exactly what he had. 

The San Antonio Express­
News on Monday said the last 
time the document was seen was 
in the early 1940s. Drake found 
the pages in among maps, land 
grants and other documents in 
the Land Office vault. 

The constitution was written 
in 1836 as Gen. Antonio Lopez 
de Santa Anna and his troops 
battled with Texans seeking 
independence from Mexico. 

From his studies, Drake is 
convinced the pages are the first 
draft of the constitution.

An option, depending on the 
price of voiding the contracts, 
would be to extend the pre ent 
benefits with the current 
providers for another year, he 
said. A "Plan B" would be to 
offer one of the more popular.

Senate President David 
Williams, R-Burkesville, said 
both plans were "possibilities" 
that also had "pitfalls." There 
were, however, other alterna­
tives being considered, Williams 
said, but he declined to offer 
specifics. 

"Obviously, it would be easi­
er for the House to say just con­
tinue the same plans, but they're 
going to have to determine what 
cost factors are going to be 
there," Williams said. "And 
we'll take a look at both of 
them." 

Meanwhile, state Sen. Daniel 
Mongiardo, D-Hazard, said he 
was planning to file legislation 

that would direct the governor to 
ask the federal government for a 
waiver allowing Kentucky to 
import prescription drugs from 
Canada.

WHITESBURG - 1\vo 
small-town journalists have 
been honored by the Institute for 
Rural Journalism and 
Community Issues for five 
decades of work in eastern 
Kentucky. 

Known for tell-it-like-is jour­
nalism. Tom and Pat Gish have 
been publishing The Mountain 
Eagle of Whitesburg for 47 
years, despite bouts of persecu­
tion - including once having 
their newspaper offices fire­
bombed by an angry police offi­
cer. 

'Their careers could make a 
great book or even a motion pic­
ture," said AI Cross, director of 
the newly founded journali ·m 
institute at the University of 
Kentucky. 'They have taken on 

corrupt politicians, lousy 
schools and rapacious coal com­
panies, and suffered for it." 

Cross, a former reporter with 
The Courier-Journal of 
Louisville, said Monday that the 
Gishes are the tlrst recipients of 
the Tom and Pat Gish Award, 
which will be awarded annually 
to rural journalists who exhibit 
courage and tenacity in report­
ing the news. 

The couple also are past 
recip1ents of the Elijah Parish 
Lovejoy Award for Courage in 
Journalism and a lifetime 
achievement award from the 
Society of Professional 
Journalists, among many others. 

Tom Gish, a former Frankfort 
bureau chief for United Press 
International, and Pat Gish, a 
former reporter for the 
Lexington Leader that later 
merged with the Lexington 

Herald to become the Herald­
Leader, bought the Whitesburg 
newspaper in 1957. 

Tom Gish said the early years 
were toughest, with public offi­
cials actually passing resolu­
t'.ons banning The Mountain 
B<>gle staff from attending their 
meetings. 

"We spent nearly a decade 
fighting the old battle for open 
public meetings," he said. 
"Now, I don't know of any place 
in the state where things are 
more open. I take great pride in 
that." 

Pat Gish said she is happy 
that they left JObs at larger news 
organizations and moved to 
Whitesburg. 

"We have had 47 years more 
fun and more problems than we 
ever expected," she said.

LEXINGTON - Scott

Mayle caught touchdown 
passes of 44 and 89 yards as 
Ohio posted a rare win over a 
major-conference opponent, 
beating Kentucky 28-16 on

Oluo (3-2) beat a major~er­
ence team for the first time since 
2000, when the Bobcats downed 
Minnesota. Ohio, a ~ of the 
Mid-American Conference, also 
beat Maryland in 1997, but other­
wise hadn't defeated a major-ronfer­
ence foe since a 1973 win over 
Northwestern. 

The Bobcats also snapped a 
10-game road losing streak. 

"It's a pretty big win against 
a (Southeastern Conference) 
team," Ohio quarterback Ryan 
Hawk said. "We didn't feelli.k:e 
it was an upset like some people 
rnigbt think." 

Kentucky (1-3) hadn't lost to 
such a lightly regarded foe since 
1994, when the Wildcats fell to 
Northeast Louisiana during a 1-
10 season. Kentucky beat Ohio 
35-14 last year. 

This season, Kentucky scored 51 
points in its lone win, over Indiana, 
but has managed only a combined 
19 points in its Olher three games, 
which included losses at Louisville 
and florida. 

To make matters more 
embarrassing for the Wildcats, 
Ohio coach Brian Knorr said the 
Bobcats played without six 
defensive starters. 

"There's no other way to put 
it: It was a very, very tough, 
ugly loss," Kentucky coach 
Rich Brooks said.

Brooks: Kentucky players, coaches 

must continue working

LEXINGTON - In the wake 
of Kentucky's shocking loss to 
Ohio, coach Rich Brooks 
offered only one solution to alle­
viate the Wildcats' woes. 

''The only thing I know that 
works is to keep working and 
persevere and push through it," 
Brooks said during his weekly 
news conference on Monday. 

Even the most jaded 
Kentucky fans thought a win 
over Ohio of the Mid-American 
Conference was a sure thing. 
But the Wildcats ailowed two 
long touchdown passes, turned 
the ball over five times in the 
second half and lost 28-16. 

Some Kentucky players were 
so upset after the game that they 
refused to shake hands with the 
Bobcats, and fans at 
Commonwealth Stadium booed 
at various times from the second 
quarter on. 

"Don't accept the naysayers, 
don't accept the doubters and 
know you're on the right 
course," Brooks said, when 
asked for solutions. "If you 
panic and overreact one way, or 
you panic and overreact another 
way, that's not a solution in my 
mind." 

As he did after the game, 
Brooks on Monday shouldered 
blame for the loss, arguably 
Kentucky's worst since the 
Wildcats fell to Northeast 
Louisiana near the end of a 1-10 
season in 1994. Kentucky had­
n't lost to a MAC team since 
1985, when Bowling Green beat 
the Wildcats. 

Brooks said that he didn't 
adequately prepare his players 
for Ohio and expressed frustra­
tion with his efforts to find ways 
to motivate them. 

"What I'm looking for is 
self-motivation, and making 
them understand that a head 
coach, a position coach, a coor­
dinator, shouldn't have to get up 
and tell them to get excited 
about playing a football game," 
Brooks said. "It's more about a 
team than it is an individual, and 
that's the message that I haven't, 
in my opinion, gotten across to 
this football team as well as I 
need to." 

Some players say Brooks 
shouldn't completely take the 
blame. 

"I don't think you can totally 
blame a coach," junior wide 
receiver Scott Mitchell said. 
"All a coach can do is make the 
calls. As players, we're the ones 
who have to go out there and 
make adjustments, go make a 
play. The player have to take 
responsibility at some point." 

Now, a home game Saturday 
against Alabama that seemed pivotal 
before the season seems even roore 
so, if only to stop the Wildcats' 
downward spiral. Kentocky (1-3, 0-
1 Southeastern Conference) is 2-32-
l all-time against the Crimson Tide, 
but sm losing quartexback Brodie 
Croyle to a season-ending knee 
injwy, Alabama (3-2, 1-2) has scored 
just 13 points combined in losses to 
Arlcansas and Sourh Carolina 

After losing 20-3 to South 
Carolina last Saturday, Alabama 
coach Mike Shula said he didn't 
know whether sophomore Marc 
Gullion or backup Spencer 

Pennington, who each threw 
two interceptions in the game, 
would start against Kentucky. .._ 

One of many problems for 
Kentucky this week will be to 
figure out a .way to get an ane­
mic offense - which has scored 
19 points in the Wildcats' three 
losses - on track against an 
Alabama defense that leads the 
SEC in total defense at 246.2 
yards per game. 

"It's my responsibility to find 
a way to get these guys going," 
Brooks said. "We're not going 
to play right now at the level of 
Miami and Oklahoma, because 
we're not there as a program at 
this point. But, we can play to 
the level that we're capable o 
and right now, we're not."

She 
snaps at him, catching her 
tooth on his loose cheek and 
rips it open, sending blood 
everywhere. He retaliates by 
sinking his teeth into her left 
eye. 

. . . you leave you dog with 
the stud owner because the 
breeding is not going very 
swiftly.

The legends of King Arthur have been told, sung and eventually 
written down for centuries. Many historians believe that the stories of 

King Arthur are based on historical fact. Separating truth from fiction is 
a challenge because the tales are so old and because there are so many 
stories and so many authors. But one thing can be known for certain: 

King Arthur and his court continue to capture the imagination of young 
and old alike - as they have for hundreds of years. 

Troubled times 
The legends of King Arthur 
take place during the fifth 
century in Britain. It was 

The number of 
knights of the 
Round Table 

a time of war and inva­
sion sometimes referred 
to as the "Dark Ages." 
The Britons (descendants 
of Celts and Romans) 
were under constant 
attack from the Saxons 
(a Germanic people). But 
history suggests that around 
A.D. 480 or 500 the Britons 
managed to unite, keeping 
the Saxons at bay for about 50 
years. Could this short "Golden 
Age of Britain" have been the 
result of a great king named 
Arthur? 

Record keeping 
Few people could read or write 
in King Arthur's time, so history 
was recorded in the oral 
tradition. It was not until the 
Middle Ages that the stories of 
King Arthur were written down. 
Over time many authors and 
poets contributed to the saga. 
One of the earliest written 
records of Arthur is by a 
n1nth century monk named 
Nennius. The stories were fur­
ther embellished by a 
12th-century monk named 
Geoffrey of Monmouth. 
In 1485, King Henry VII 
commissioned Sir Thomas 
Malory to translate (from 
French and Latin sources) a 
compilation of King Arthur 
tales. Malory introduced many 
romantic and chivalrous 
elements to the legends. 

A king is born 
According to legend, Arthur was 
the son of King Uther Pendragon 
and Ygraine of Cornwall. Shortly 
after his birth, Arthur was given to 
the magician Merlin for safekeep­
ing. Merlin took Arthur to Sir Ector, 
who raised Arthur as his adopted 
son. 
Some historians say King Arthur 
was really a Roman warrior born in 
460 named Ambrosius Aurelianus. 
Ambrosius fought many battles 
against Britain's invaders, including 
the famous (Arthurian) battle at 
Mount Badon around 500. 
Another theory suggests that the 
legends are based on a Scottish 
historical figure named Arturius. 
Arturius was the son of a sixth cen­
tury northern king named Aidan. 
Artunus was a warrior (maybe a 
king) who fought against the Sax­
ons and the Picts, who were 
anc1ent inhabitants of Scotland. 

Where on Earth? 
Several intriguing sites have been 
presented as possible locations for 
Arthur's birthplace, Camelot and 
the Isle of Avalon. Geoffrey of 
Monmouth claimed that the ruins 
of lintagel was where Arthur was 
born, and archaeoligists have 
found fifth century artifacts there. 
Artifacts have also been discov­
ered at Cadbury Castle, which is 
thought to be the most likely candi­
date for Camelot. Glastonbury 
Abbey has laid claim as the burial 
place of Arthur and Guenivere for 
centuries. Glastonbury is on dry 
land today, but was once on a hill 
surrounded by a watery marsh. 

Excalibur 
Excalibur was Arthur's 
mighty sword. The 
legends tell of King 
Arthur winning many, 
many battles with the 
kingly sword. There are 
two popular stories 
about how Arthur came 
to own the magical 
sword. One suggests 
that Merlin embedded 
the sword in a rock and 
young Arthur was the 
only one who could pull 
it out. The other says 
that a pagan priestess 
called the Lady of Lake 
gave Arthur the sword. 

The Round Table 
Until relatively recently, the 
Winchester Castle round table 
(above) was thought to be the Arthuri­
an Round Table. This solid oak table 
is 18 feet in diameter and is painted 
with spokes to mark each knight's 
place. Modem science has proved 
that the table was really made around 
A.D. 1250, 700 years after the sup­
posed reign of King Arthur. 

The table's circular shape provided a 
way for the knights to sit without any 
of them seeming to be more 
important than another.

Guinevere 
Despite warnings from 
Merlin, Arthur married 
his lady love, Guine­
vere. The predictions

Sir Lancelot. Guinevere 
ended her days repent­
ing for her sins in a 
convent.
