The Floyd County School District. after ranking 
163rd during the previous two two-year testing cycles, 
leapfrogged 20 spors to rank 143rd statewide. The 
results were high enough to earn the district recogni­
tion from the Kentucky Department of Education for 
being among the top 25 percent of school districts 
statewide in terms of improvement made since 2002. 

All of the district's 16 schools improved their 
scores since 2002, with nine meeting their state-man­
dated goals. Five schools. however, were cited for not 
making enough progress to reduce the number of tu-

Schools 
dismissed 
after threat

On Monday the Floyd 
County School System 
received the first of two 
telephone threats to the 
board office and the system 
as a whole. 

On Wednesday, a tele­
phone call made to the 
chool district office 

implied a general threat. 
Supt. Paul Fanning ordered 
the evacuation of an schools 
and offices and dismissed 
schools early. 

Wedne day's threat was 
preceded by a countywide 
bomb lhreat Monday. At 
that time, Fanning alerted 
all schools of the perceived 
danger and emergency 
evacuation of all children 
according to their individual 
school plans. After a search 
of each school by local law 
enforcement and emergency 
personnel, it was deter­
mined safe to reenter the 
·cbool. 

In both situations the 
threats were reviewed wilh 

law enforcement and dis­
trict emergency manage­
ment staff. 

"Currently, law enforce~ 
ment and telephone service 
companies are actively 
investigating the origins of 
the threats and we are hope­
ful that the person(s) mak­
ing the threats are appre­
hended and prosecuted to 
the fullest extent of the 
law," Fanning said in a pre­
pared statement released tO 
the media. ''We will contin­
ue to operate schools and 
act in accordance with 
emergency procedures that 
are appropriate to the type 
threat received at the district 
or local school level." 

The threats apparently 
took their toll on local fears, 
prompting 1 , 180 absences 
in the school system 
Thursday. 

In responding to fears 
caused by the two incidents, 
Fanning said, "We appreci­
ate your support of those 
working to bring this inves-

Bartley vows 
to throw book 
over threats

B<utley said that making 
the threat countywide was 
a huge error for the individ­
ual as it changes the crime 
from a mi demeanor to a 
felony. 

"Most terroristic threat­
ening i me calling you and 

saying l'm gonna break 
your nose," Barley said. 
"Though it's a misdemeanor 
punishable by up to one 
year in jail, it normally just 
winds up with a suspended 
sentence and a restraining 
order being put up. But this 
individual has elevated the 
crime to a felony by doing it 
countywide." 

Bartley said that each 
phone call could net the 
guilty party up to five years 
in prison - and that is not 
all that Bartley has in tore.

Magistrates spar over $500K flood repair loan

PRESTONSBURG -A special called 
meeting Wednesday of the Floyd County 
Fiscal Court was under-attended and only 
carried one item on the agenda, but that 
didn't stop the meeting from getting a little 
heated when it came lime to discuss a loan 
reque ·t for $500,000. 

"District 2 sure hasn't gotten its fair 
share," Owens said. "We're a long way 
from getting it fixed up [from the 
Memorial Day flood damage)." 

But Dtstrict 1 Magistrate Gerald 
DeRos ·ett fired back, aying that District I 
was entitled to orne of the money as well.

District 2 Magi trate Jackie Owens was 
the dissenting voice and he made his 
objections clear. 

That prompted Judge-Executive Paul 
Hunt Thompson to enter the discussion. 
saying. "Looking at the dollar figure . 
District 2 has spent more. but the reason is 
District 2 ha'i had two expensive bridge to 
go back up.'' 

Regardless. Owens voted against the 
loan. He said after the meeting he did so 
becau e "there i · no provi ion in the loan 
aying how the money will he spent. There 

is no guarantee that they will actually 
appropriate money for needed repairs in

climate. "If he had designed 
something for Alaska, he would 
have never transplanted the idea 
for Arizona." 

The circular auditorium, with 
a round roof supported by 50 
concrete columns, scats about 

• 3,000 people. Its warm, rust col­
or were meant to blend in with 
the soil and Arizona sunsets. 
The building, completed in 
1964, was named for a former 
university president.

Duff Elementary showed the 
greate:.t success during the most 
recent two-year cycle, and 
became the first Floyd County 
school to core among the top 10 
percent statewide. Duff's scores 
ranked 102nd out of 1,176 
chool. 

Five other Floyd County 
schools ranked in the top 50 per­
cent of schools statewide. They 
include Clark Elementary, 
McDowell Elementary, May 
Valley Elementary, Prestonsburg 
Elementary and Allen Central 
Middle School. 

In addition to those schools, 
Adam Middle School, South 
Floyd Middle School and 
0 borne Elementary all met 
their tate-mandated goal for 
the two-year cycle. 

But despite the amount of 
improvement shown overall, the 
score also how how far Floyd 
County chools still have to go 
to be competitive with there t of 
the state. Ten of the district's 16 
schools fall in the bottom half of 
schools statewide, with six of 
tho e in the bottom 10 percent 
statewide and another two in the 
bottom quarter. 

All four of the county's high 
schools - Allen Central, Betsy 
Layne, Prestonsburg and South 
Floyd - rank in the bottom 10 
percent, along with Stumbo 
Elementary and Betsy Layne 
Elementary. Osborne 
Elementary and Allen 
Elementary rank in the bottom 
quarter.

Fletcher condemns 
House probe into 
insurance executive

FRANKFORT, Ky. (AP) - As law· 
makers worked on improving the 
Fletcher administration's 2005 state 
health insurance package last week, a 
House committee probed the role former 
insurance company executives had in 
crafting that plan. 

But Gov. Ernie Fletcher on Friday 
called the investigation a politically 
charged "witch hunt." 

"To think that these contracts are ben­
efiting insurance companies shows that 
you're probably uninformed or naive ... ," 
Fletcher said at a news conference 
Friday. "And if Representative (Charles) 
Geveden wants to understand that, he 
can start asking some pertinent ques­
tions." 

Geveden, D-Wickliffe, is chairman of 
the House State Government Committee 
investigating the role former CHA 
Health executive Mark Birdwhistell and 
others had in advising the Fletcher 
administration on the plan. The attorney 
general's office is also looking at the 
matter. 

However, Geveden said the investiga­
tion was anything but political. 

Birdwhistell's involvement "raises all 

Ide as 
kinds of u picions," he said. And a 
majority of committee members, 
Democrat and Republican alike, called 
for the investigation, he said. 

"There's certainly an appearance that 
the administration's hands aren't clean 
on this issue and when that happens, the 
issue and the process needs to be investi­
gated," Geveden said. "And that's what 
we' re doing, and they shouldn' t com­
plain.'' 

La t month, Aetcher announced dras­
tic changes to the state's health insurance 
plan, which covers 229,000 retired and 
active public school and state employees. 
Participants have argued that Fletcher 
caught them by surprise with expensive 
changes, and teachers have threatened an 
indefinite strike later this month if their 
benefits aren't restored. 

The plan exploded into a public rela­
tions problem for Fletcher, and he called 
the General Assembly into a special ses­
sion last week to work on sweetening the 
deal for teachers and state workers. 

Still, Fletcher said without 
Birdwhi tell's expertise, the state may 
have gotten a worse plan. 

"I guess we could have got somebody 
that was out of date, that didn't know 
what was going on in the cutting edge of 
insurance," Fletcher said. "That wouldn't 
have been very helpful."

This is a copy of a Jetter that I have 
sent to our representatives and have 
asked them to do. 

I found out I was a diabetic about 
three years ago and going to a tore to 
buy the right types of foods I can have 
has been mainly a nighonare. Now I am 
unable to do most of the things I could 
do even two years ago, and have been 
rejected my SSI. This I am still trying to 
figure out, since the people who know 
me, know that I use a cane, walker and 
sometimes "more lately" a wheelchair. 

But what I would like others to do. is 
to write a letter to their local govern­
ment and ask them, nah, encourage 
them to help those with diabetes to gel 
the infonnation they need in under to 

help slow down the damage this terrible 
di ease does to us. 

As 1 aid, here is a copy of the letter 
that I have written" 

"I am writing to you today as one of 
millions of diabetics in this great nation. 
I would like to know something very 
important. There are campaign against 
smoking, drinking and driving, tealing 
cable and many others I could name, 
hut where are the campaigns and the 
'bill ' that would require food compa­
nies to put a Diabetic Exchange Food 
List on the labels of their foods? There 
are a lot of companies that do this ser­
vice for u , but there are even more who 
don't. Isn't there a way that the govern­
ment can get these companies to do 
thi ? So what if it raises the food price a 
couple of cents per package? Foods for 
diabetic are already so high that it is 
almo t impo ible to afford them. 

"You ee, we are dying out here just 
becau e of the 'lack of information.' 
Plea e help u to at least be able to 

United Healthcare - were awarded con­
tracts to carry the state's health insurance 
plan next year. 

The University of Kentucky board of 
trustees authorized CHA's creation in 
1994, and the school owns 84 percent of 
it.

But the neck injurie - com­
monly known as "burners" or 
"stingers" - kept McCutchan 
from action in 2002. avy doc­
tor "told me you'll never play 
here again," McCutchan said. 
"I didn't think that was the 
greatest answer." 

So be sought a second opin­
ion, and wa prepared to give 
up football and stay at the acad­
emy if that doctor agreed with 
tho e from the Navy.

"But it is 
what it is. res definitely disap­
pointing. I have decisions to 
make." 

Larkin's 19 seasons with 
one team was the longest cur­
rent streak in the majors. He 
had hoped for a 20th and was 
willing to discuss a utility role 
to rerum, but the Reds ruled it 
out. 

"You hate to say goodbye to 
the great players, but the 
proce s of the game is ulti­
mately, all great careers do 
eventually end," O'Brien said. 

Larkin isn't sure whether 
his career is over. He hasn't 
decJded whether to try to play 
one more season with another 
team, ending his career in a dif­
ferent uniform. 

"I have to see what opponu­
nities present themselves, if 
there's anything that makes 
sense," be said. 

Larkin grew up in 
Cincinnati and spent his entire

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Apparent new state record 
highlights 2004 bull elk quota hunt

FRANKFORT - Eleven­
year-old Stephanie Gavin of 
Butler, and Rita Tharp of 
Bedford were already in the 
potlight as the only two 

women panicipating when 
Kentucky's fourth bull elk 
quota hunt began Saturday 
morning and by the day's end, 
they had written themselves 
into the state record book. 

Gavin, the youngest person 
ever to participate in 
Kentucky's quota elk hunts, 
took an impressive bull early 
Saturday evening, Oct. 2 at 
Begley Wildlife Management 
Area in Bell County. 

The Phillip Sharp Middle 
School student from Pendleton 
County, took a 6 x 8 bull whose 
unofficial score of just under 
300 challenged the current state 
record. 

Tharp appears to have 
unseated Terry Ratliff of Floyd 
County as state record holder . 
Ratliff's bull, taken last year, 
scored 304 218. Tharp's bull, 

taken Saturday evening at 
Starfire Limited Enuy Area in 
Breathitt County, scored unoffi­
cially in excess of 320, the 
largest since Kentucky's mod­
em day elk hunting began in 
2001. 

"It was the best hunt we've 
ever had,' ' said Jon Gassett, 
wildlife division director for 
the Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources. 
"It looks like we may have a 
new state record- it was a pret­
ty impressive elk." 

Don Wackerman, a 
Wyoming-based elk guide who 
helped Gavin with her hunt, 
predicts Kentucky's reputation 
as an elk hunting destination 
will continue to grow. "I think 
in a few years, you 'II ee a 
world record elk come out of 
here," he said. 

Kentucky began its elk 
restoration program in 1997. 
Limited hunting began in 2001 . 
Thirty-nine hunters were drawn 
for this year's hunt. while two 
more hunters purchased elk 
permits at auctions to benefit 

Kentucky's elk program. 
Kentucky's elk herd currently 
numbers around 4,500. 

This year's hunts were 
divided into limited entry areas, 
and at-large hunts in the 
Eastern Kentucky elk zone. 
This week's limited entry bull 
hunts were held at Starfire 
Wildlife Management Area 
(WMA) in Breathitt, Perry and 
Knott counties, and Begley 
WMA, located in Bell, Harlan 
and Leslie counties. 

Thirteen hunters participat­
ed and filled their tags within 
three days. Eleven of the 
hunters took their bulls 
Saturday, Oct. 2. 

Gavin was hunting along a 
high, forested ridge when 
Wackerman called the 6x8 bull 
within 20 yards. (A 6x8 means 
the buJl has six tines on one 
side of its antlers, and eight 
tines on the other side.) Gavin 
downed the buJI with a single 
shot from her 3()..06 rifle. She 
cried with joy afterwards. 

LaGrange resident Steve 
Mettling took a 7x7 bull less 

than an hour later. "Out of 
nowhere, he just appeared," he 
said. "He was about 80 yards 
away when I took the shot." 

Mettling's bull also chal­
lenged the current state record. 

Julian Gander of Stanford 
also took a large bull on open­
ing day. Although Gander is an 
experienced deer hunter, he had 
never tried elk hunting before. 
"I hadn't even seen an elk in the 
wild until last weekend,'' he 
said Saturday. 

Ronnie Preston of 
Paintsville, William Earnhart 
ill of Louisville, Carl Smith of 
Booneville, Steve Tucker of 
Nancy, Bill Deaton of London.

ems, teachers, peers. and the media about 
what constitute masculinity (Picck. 1995 ). 

Men are socialized to believe in the impor­
tance of uccess. power. and competitive­
ness (Mahalik. 1998). Because of this 
social "progranuning." it i thought that 
men have negative feelings, such a anxi­
ety and shame, in reaction to all 
thing /ideas/feelings considered feminine. 
In an effort to avoid having the e unwant­
ed or undesirable characteristic , that are 
not considered acceptable for the male 
gender. some men develop a rigid tradi­
tional male role. or male gender role con­
flict (O'Neil, 1986). Often many young 
males feel that they must close o1f their 
feelings and not allow themselves to show 
their vulnerable and caring crhotions 
(Levant). They further act uut the l>poken 
ami unspoken belief that "It's just being a 
si. sy and not the man thing to do." 

According to Mahalik. when a man experi­
ences any particular part of him elf that he 
considers feminine. he is likely to feel 
great coullict and anxiet). because he 
belie'<e~ "it threaten~ hi:- manhood." Due 
to this fear of femminity, it i thought that 
men go to the other C;(treme of reacting 
and over conform to traditional male role 
as a way to avoiJ femininity. Men are 
prone to fall back on the qereotypi al ma ·­
culine gender roles.

Association, there are no well-accepted 
criteria for diagnosing metabolic yn­
drome. However, among most of the 
sources that I checked, there appears to 
be a general consensus that if you have

drorne X. By whatever name, it is a 
clustering together of a number of signs 
and symptoms that indicate an 
increased risk for coronary heart dis­
ease and type two diabetes. In addition, 
the per on with metabolic syndrome 
has an increased risk of diseases related 
to plaque buildup in artery walls, such 
as stroke and peripheral vascular dis­
ease. 

• Central obesity - waist circum­
ference over 35 inches in women and 
40 inches in men. Thi central obesity 
is due to excessive fat tissue in and 
around the abdomen. 

• Hyperlipidemia - Triglycerides, 
or blood fats, over 150 mg percent 
when measured after an overnight fast. 

Your physician is correct to ask for 
these initial lab tests. If she does diag­
nose you with metabolic syndrome, 
you can take positive steps to reduce 
your risk of heart disease and diabetes. 
The mainstay of treatment is weight 
loss through diet and exercise. Getting 
about 30 minutes of exercise daily is a 
minimum. If your blood glucose is ele­
vated, your doctor may recommend 
medication to control your sugars as 
well as a diabetic diet. Elevated blood 
pressure may need to be controlled with 
medication, and excessive blood fats 
(lipids) may need to be controlled with

• Elevated Blood Pressure - over

• Blood Sugar (glucose) over 110 
mg percent, measured when fasting.

Scale is a questionnaire that is 
typically used in research about 
the impact of gender role con­
flict (GRC). The scale measures 
success, power, competition, 
holding emotions in, difficulties 
of making friends with men, and 
conflict between work and 
family relations. When used

The results concluded that men 
with significantly less gender 
role conflict were able to make 
secure friendships, as compared 
to college men that were indif­
ferent. unconcerned, or fearful 
of making friends with other 
men. [t was also noted the men 
feeling secure in male friend­
ships had significantly less con­
flict with success, power, and 
competition issues, than men 
that were fearful of forming 
friendships with other men. 

Studies were also done of 
male-female relationships 
where the individuals were not 
married. It was found that 
women reported themselves as 
having greater levels of depres­
sion and anxiety, when they per- ·

such as their partner scoring 
higher on success, power, and 
competition characteristics and 
lower on forming relationships 
with other men. Women who 
perceived their partners, as scor­
ing lower on successes, power, 
and competition characteristics 
and not trying to restrict emo­
tions, reported greater relation­
ship satisfaction. 

Yet, still other research has 
studied marital relationships and 
the possible impact of the hus­
band's level of gender role con­
flict upon his spouse. Past out­
comes have shown that men 
having strong conformity to 
masculine gender roles limit 
their emotional lives and high 
GRC has been linked with lower 
self-esteem, increased anxiety 
and depression, hostility toward 
women, fear of intimacy, homo­
phobia, and reluctance to seek 
help. Recent research, using the 
Gender Role Conflict Scale, 
questionnaires, and other tech­
niques, consistently supported 
that "super masculine" hus­
bands make for unhappy wives. 
The results for a group of super 
masculine husbands, with high­
er GRC, showed that the hus­
bands and their wives had high­
er depressive symptoms and

tis tics that show that much work 
is yet to be done in our state in 
regard to educating both our 
young, and our adult, popula­
tion, I am humbled to realize 
that not everyone grows up in a 
home in which the importance 
of an education is stressed. 

My father was born, in 1911, 
in rural Floyd County, in a 
mountain cabin. His father was 
a farmer and a rural mail carrier 
who delivered his letters and 
parcels on horseback. His 
mother, my precious Grandma 
Lulie, could neither read nor 
write, but knew multitudes 
about cultivating vegetables, 
flowering plants and shrubs, 
and how to raise chickens. 

I was never given the oppor­
tunity to know my grandfather, 
Adam Prater, because he died 
before I was born when he suf­
fered a stroke while on his 
delivery route. His horse 
returned home without him and 
the story is told of how my 
grandmother ran from her home 
on foot to look for her husband, 
knowing full well that some­
thing tragic had taken place. 

Though my father's parents

lower marital adjustment. Both 
the husbands and wives also 
rated men that were displaying 
hostility in the videotaped dis­
cussions, as having a higher 
GRC. In addition, the wives 
with the most marital dissatis­
faction and depression rated 
their husbands highest on GRC, 
due to their avoiding showing 
their emotions generally, not 
making friendships with other 
men and having indicators of the 
need for power, success, and 
competition. 

The positive aspects of these 
research findings, using the 
GRC, were that "men low in 
GRC were less hostile during 
marital interactions and their 
wives were less depressed and 
more satisfied with the mar­
riage, indicating that men who 
have the courage to resist tradi­
tional masculinity are likely 
benefiting themselves and their 
spouse (Breiding, 2004)." In 
other words, a true and real man 
is one that is able to be human in 
his relationships by sharing feel­
ings and concerns for others. 
He does not feel loading the 
dishwasher or putting the baby 
to bed, while his wife has a long 
bubble bath after a hard day at 
the office, might endanger his 
manhood

were, for the most part, unedu­
cated, they offered their full 
support to my dad when he told 
them of his dream to auend high 
school in Prestonsburg. My 
father had to rise well before 
dawn each morning and travel 
several miles, across the hills, to 
reach the high school in town. 
Sometimes, he often told me, he 
was lucky enough to "ride the 
stoop" on a passing train. Other 
times, he made the entire trek by 
foot. 

One has to stop and admire 
this sort of determination, don't 
you think? How much easier it 
would have been to simply stay 
put on the farm, tending gardens 
and chickens and hogs, and eat­
ing momma's noon day meals, 
than to rise so early and return 
so late, weary from travel, with 
more studies yet to be done. 
But my father loved learning. 
He loved the written word, he 
loved the arts, and he loved 
Appalachia. He knew, also, that 
her future depended upon the 
education of her people. 

My dad went on to graduate 
high school in a ceremony that 
his parents were unable to 
attend due to transportation 
problems and, I suppose, not 
being really able to leave their 
small fann unattended for a 
day. Afterwards, he taught in a 
one-room school, again in 
Floyd County, before attending 
Pikeville College where he 
eventually received a bache­
lor's degree in education. 

From there, he went to work 
for the Floyd County Board of 
Education, becoming their 
director of pupil personnel. He 
spent a lifetime traveling along 
two-lane roads to flesh out 
Floyd County's youth and find 
out why they weren't attending 
school. I'm sure, knowing the 
man my father was, that he did 
everything within his power to 
remove any obstacles that were 
preventing them from receiving 
an education. 

In our own home, my dad 
was always, without fail, avail­
able for guidance and direction. 
He taught me to read before I 
began flfSt grade. He made 
monthly payments on a set of 
home encyclopedias. He kept 
my siblings and I supplied with 
pencils, notebooks, dictionar­
ies, and even, by the time high 
school rolled around for us, 
with a home typewriter and an 
ample supply of typing paper. 

Sounds tame compared to the 
calcul.atots and computas !hat our 
own children are now accustomed 
to, and, at the time, seemed very 
commonplace to me. But tcxlay, l 
realize, !hat the colle~ 
husband/father in my childhood 
home, and his desire to instill a love 
of learning in the children he loved 
most - his own - was not so com­
monplace at all. 

In the last week, I have been 
privileged to become a member 
of the Floyd County 
Leadership Class and to attend 
opening presentations and 
remarks from many of our 
community's foremost leaders. 
On Tuesday evening, I al o 
attended a public forum hosted 
by the Kentucky Council on 
Postsecondary Education. This 
forum, held at Prestonsburg 
High School and intended to 
gamer information from a five­
county area - Floyd, Johnson, 
Magoffin, Martin and Pike 
counties - was, I am sad to say, 

sparsely attended. 
Seeing as how our local 

newspapers and radio airwaves 
have been engulfed of late with 
ads from tho e running for local 
education boards; seeing as how 
much has been written and dis­
cussed in regard to state testing 
scores in our area schools; and, 
seeing as how so much focu 
has been directed toward the 
development of bigger, and bet­
ter, schools for our children, as 
well as the constant peppering 
of the public with phrases uch 
as "It's about the kids," "No 
Child Left Behind," and 
"Education is our future," I 
couldn' t help but wonder, on 
Tuesday evening, just where the 
heck everybody was. 

Representing Floyd County 
at the forum were Dr. George 
Edwards, president, Big Sandy 
Community and Technical 
College, as well as a few of hi 
colleagues and BSCTC profe$­
sors. Janice.. B. Allen, retirtil 
Floyd County educator and cur­
rent member of the Kentucki>' 
State Board of Education, wq 
there. And a tiny, and I mean, 
tiny, handful of community 
members were al o in anen­
dance. 

But folks, unle s I am grav~­
ly mistaken, I did not see a sin­
gle member of our county's 
board of education, central 
office per onneJ, coun elors, 
teachers, or even staff in atten­
dance.

But when l do, all I 
need remember is that my dad 
hopped trains and walked 
through now, rain, and the 
summer's heat across the e hill 
he loved o much "ju t" to get 
an education. The very lea t, I 
figure, that l can do, is attend a 
couple of meetings. 

"Too bad." commented 
someone in our office, "that it 
wa n't a meeting on postsec­
ondary football. Then lots of 
people would have come." 

And what more can be added 
to that?
