Stumbo 
targets 
drugfinns

FRANKFORT­
Attorney General Greg 
Stumbo has set his sights 
on 41 major drug compa­
nies in a bid to lower the 
cost of prescription drugs 

1 for Medicaid users. 
"It's critical that we 

lower the cost of prescrip­
tion drugs for our citizens," 
Stumbo said. 

Stumbo means to lower 
the cost that government 
health plans pay for pre­
scription drugs by making 
pharmaceutical companies 
accurately report the aver­
age prices for their prod­
ucts, which he claims are 
exaggerations that consti­
tute Medicaid fraud. 

"If the drug companies 
are forced to truthfully 
report the prices of their 
prescription drugs, we can 
lower the pnce of these 
drugs for consumers as 
well as for the Medicaid 
program." Stumbo said. 

Stumbo said that he 
was upset that Americans 
had to look to Canada for 
affordable drugs. 

Klt is terrible that in this 
great nation our citizens 
are forced to travel to 
Canada and other coun­
tries to obtain cheaper pre-

~ scription drugs," Stumbo 
said.

learned a lot. We want to make 
sure we optimize the talents of 
people, and I think this will give us 
the opportunity to do that." 

Fletcher's chief of staff Daniel 
Groves will become "senior advis­
er to the governor," a newly creat­
ed position. Meanwhile, 
Executive Cabinet Secretary 
Allyson Handley will be a policy 
adviser to Fletcher and to Tom 
Layzell, president of the Council 
for Postsecondary Education. 

Personnel Secretary Bob 
Ramsey, who wa~ involved .in the 
administration's 2005 state health 
insurance plan that sent teachers to 
the verge of a statewide strike will 
serve a "key role" in the admini -
tration, the administration 
announced. However, details of 
Ram~ey's new post weren't 
announced. 

Former House Republican 
Caucus Chairman Stan Cave, of 
Lexington. who also worked on 
Hetcher's transition team, took 
over as the governor' new chief 
of raff. The move was effective 
Wednesday. Handley's succes or 
h<Ls not yet been named. 

Ramsey was being replaced by 
Erwin Roberts, who until recently 
was the state's director of home­
land security. Last week the 
admjnistration announced Roberts 
was splining his time between that 
office and the Environmental and 
Public Protection Cabinet, where 
he was named deputy secretary. 

The change come as Fletcher 
nears completion of his flfSL year 
at Kentucky's helm. 

A Bluegrass Poll published last 
month by The Courier-Journal of 
Louisville found Fletcher's job­
approval rating was the lowest of 
any first-year governor since the 
paper began tracking such statis­
tic in 1987. Fletcher's approval 
had dipped to 43 percent. 

During Fletcher's first year in 
office, the General Assembly 
adjourned without passing a state 
budget. Lawmakers in the 
Democrat-controlled House and 
GOP-controlled Senate were dead­
locked over Fletcher's proposal to 
overhaul the state's tax code. 

More recently, Fletcher upset 
thousand of teachers and ·tate 
workers with a 2005 health in ur­
ance plan which they say caught 
them by urprise with expensive 
changes. Fletcher helped avert a 
trike by calling the General 

Assembly into a special session 
that ended with lawmakers pass­
ing a plan that improved their ben-
efits. , 

Joe Gershtenson, director of 
the Center for Kentucky History 
and Politics at Eastern Kentucky 
University, said the moves eemed 
like a reaction to some of the 
administration's early problems. 

"On its surface, it strike me as 
a reaction to a relatively rough 
beginning for the admini tration," 
Gcrshtenson said. "And often­
times, when you're experiencing 
difficulties, you try to shake things 
up a little bit." 

Still, Fletcher had "an opportu­
nity for a rebound" because the 
setbacks have occurred early in his 
admini tration. Gains made by 
Fletcher's fellow Republicans in 
the legislature last week should 
also provide his admini tration 
with a boost. Gershtenson aid. 

"He doc have time and now 
he has a General A cmbly that 
should osten ibly be a little bit 
more favorable toward him." 
Gcrshtcn~on said. 

Groves said the move frees 
him up to focus on trategic plan­
rung and the admini tration's me -
sage. Handley will work with uni­
versitie and economic develop 
ment, Fletcher srud. 

''Any time you look back over 
a year and you examine the orga­
nt7.atlon, I think it's important to 

sec where there can be improve­
ments, and certainly we've 
learned a lot over thi past year,'' 
Groves said. "This change.! think. 
is going to be one of the key ele­
ments to a more successful 
Fletcher administration and to 
moving this state forward." 

Fletcher said the changes were 
being considered "over the past 
several weeks" and were intended 
to give him a" tronger team." 

Previously Mike Duncan. an 
lnez banker, had served as 
Fletcher's enior advi er. 
However. Duncan was involved in 

President Bush's campaign and 
was not expected to return to his 
adviser role, Fletcher said. 

'This is to move us to the next 
leveL I have to say, T've learned a 
lot here in these 11 month . and I 
look forward to continue to learn," 
Fletcher said. "And, you know, 
we'll make adjustments and reor­
ganizational changes as we need 
to in order to effectively meet the 
challenges that we face."

The result: fruit bearing bril­
liant yellow Cougar and Husky 
logos. 

The delicate process would­
n't work on other fruit, Valicoff 
said. ''It is labor-intensive and 
expensive, and we lost about 30 
percent of the apples we tried it 
on." he said.

$6 per fru it.

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State willing to meet with jockeys over insurance issue

LOUISVILLE- Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher's admini tration would 
meet with the Jockey ' Guild to 
discuss legi lation that would 

ovide workers' compensation 
or jockey . a state official said. 

"As far as rm aware, the 
guild has not approached the 
Kentucky Horse Racing 
Authority or this administration 
for any input," Environmental 
and Public Protection Secretary 
LaJuana Wilcher, whose cabinet 
oversees the tate racing 
agency, . aid Tuesday night. 

Churchill Downs ejected 15 
jockeys this week from the rest 
of its fall meet after the rider 
threatened to boycott upcoming 

ce in a dispute over health 
msurance. 

The guild, a 1 ,250-member 
trade group based in Monrovia, 
Calif., said in a statement that 
it's hard for jockey to under­
stand how Kentucky doe not 
provide insurance coverage 
when five other racing states 
offer workers' compensation. 

The guild said Churchill 
Downs and the Kentucky Horse 
Racing Authority had acted 
with "depraved mdifference." 

More than 90 percent of the 
estimated 1.300 full-time rider 
in the United State · earn less 
than $30,000 a year before pay­
ing taxes, agent fees and costs 
for boots, whips and other 
equipment, according to the 
Jockeys' Guild. 

While Churchill Downs pro­
vides up to $100,000 coverage 
for riding accidents, jockeys -

who are considered independent 
contractors - have to pay the 
bigger medical bills. 

Hall of Fame rider Jerry 
Bailey pays $10,000 a year for 
up to $2 million in extra cover­
age. But the majority of jockeys 
say they can't afford to buy sup­
plementa] accident insurance. 

'Tve been riding for 17 
year . I've had some good 
years, and I've had a lot of years 
that were real bad," aid Brian 
Peck, one of the jockeys evicted 
this week. ··one time I didn't 
get to ride but two months of 
the year because of injuries." 

At Churchill Down ,jockeys 
win 10 percent of purse money 
paid for finishing first through 
fifth, in addition to between $45 
and $100 per mount depending 
on the caliber of a race. 

The national guild used to 
provide add1tional insurance to 
cover medical b!lls that exceed 
$100,000. But the guild allowed 
that coverage to lapse when pre­
miums rose after expense. were 
paid for a nder hurt in a 2000 
Arizona race. 

Now jockeys have to either 
gel their own insurance or risk 
having to pay medical bills 
above $100.000. 

At Churchill Down 
Tuesday. track President Steve 
Sexton ·aid $6.6 million has 
been paid to the Jockeys· Guild 
in the last three years by a coali­
tion of N011h America race­
tracks that includes Churchill: 
"That money was originally 
agreed to go towards insurance. 
Now there arc no strings 
attached to it in terms of how

Since then, residents have 
often crossed party lines to pick 
the winning president. Of the 
11,574 registered voters in 
Lawrence, 59 percent are 
Democrats, according to the 
clerk's office. 

The last time Lawrence 
County voter didn't vote for 
the eventual victor was in 1960, 
when they picked Richard 
Nixon over John F. Kennedy. 

Kentucky as a whole also 

has the same 40-year streak, 
but only Lawrence County has 
matched the record.

The 65th anniversary edition 
of "Gone with the Wind'' offer 
a wealth of extras that are 
spread out over four discs. First 
up is a restored version of the 
film that take up the first two 
discs and features state-of-the 
restoration that has the film 
looking better than it did when 
audiences fi t saw It m 1939. 
The third disc features a two­
hour documentary on the mak­
ing of the film and footage from 
tts premiere tn Atlanta. Disc 
four contains a look back on the 
ilm from tar Olivia De 
avilland as well a documen­

taries on stars Clark Gable and 
Vh ien Leigh. 

Two other classic collections 
debuted this week and feature 
some of the funniest material 
ever recorded. The Marx 
Brothers Silver Screen 
CollectiOn collects their first 
five Hollywood features.

At the 
contest's end, David had 
officially placed in the top 
eight and was invited back 
for a second performance 
weeks later. Stukcnberg 
made that return trip to 
1 • ash vi lie as a contender for 
the first place prize. a con­
tract for a solo single release. 

Alrhough he did not finish 
1 top, the judges later

The late summer of 2000 
wa so long ago that we cant 
remember how many new 
faces came to our mountainside 
campus, but we remember one 
thing: They were the mo t 
anticipated group in the long 
and storied history of our fine 
institution.

Pikeville has long been a 
football town. If it wasn't 
beforehand, Hillard Howard 
surely drove the nails to finish 
the build. Friday nights in the 
fall mean one thing and one 
alone football, baby, football. 

Saturday afternoons, how­
ever, were left open, a vacancy 
that needed to be filled, a void 
barely dented by our loyalties 
to the fledgling program at our 
state institution. 

But thanks to the leadership 
of Hal Smith and those like hjm, 
the fall of 2000 would be differ­
ent.

"We wanted him to run 
again if there was any chance."

Wednesday night from her 
Florida home. "Yes, we would 
have put him back in training if 
be was completely healthy." 

Smarty Jone wa retired 
Aug. 2 after it was discovered 
he had bone bruise in hi feel. 
the effects of a gruelmg 3-year­
old campaign that fell just hort 
of a Triple Crown sweep in the 
Belmont Stakes on June 5. 

However, Chapman and her 
hu band, Roy, were stunned 
during the retirement confer­
ence call when promment vet­
erinarian Dr. Larry Brc~mlage 
said "we bring horse back 
from thi all the time. It' not a 
tructural problem and the 

progno is for full recovery is 
excellent." 

It wa the first time the 
Chapmans, and trainer John 
Servis, had heard such a favor­
able prognosis, Pat Chapman 
aid. They had been told by 

their vet in New Jersey that 
marty's ailment wa<; serious 

enough that retirement seemed 
the best option. 

After Bramlage's comment 
they decided to wait two more 
months and have Smarty Jone. 
re-examined, hoping he would

Parker nears end of 'star-crossed' college career

LEXINGTON - If Gerad

8, 0-6 Southeastern Conference) 
ho t Vanderbilt (2-7, 1-5).

Parker's odyssey With the 
Wildcats has included three

Through it all, he's become a 
team leader and spokesman, one 
that bas earned the respect of 
almost everyone in the 
Kentucky program. 

"He's a solid guy and a great 
person," Kentucky coach Rich 
Brooks said. "You know what 
you're going to get from Gerad 
every day, and it's going to be 
his best effort every single time 
he goes out. 

"He's had a star-crossed career 
with injuries and hasn't played 
that much. He has gone through a 
lot of things, and that speaks very 
highly of his character." 

Parker has only started four 
games during his career, and his 
number this season- 14 catch­
es, 160 yards- aren't sensation­
al. That's not what was expected 
when Parker enrolled at 

Kentucky after a standout career 
at Lawrence County High 
School in Louisa. 

Parker set state prep career 
receiving records with 238 
catches, 4,814 yards and 52 
touchdowns. At the time, Parker 
ranked third nationally in career 
r~ceiving yards •. according to 
prep historian Doug Huff of 
Wheeling, W.Va. Entering this 
eason, Parker still was fourth 

on that national list. 
He signed with Kentucky, 

which had a propensity for pass­
ing the football under then­
coach Hal Mumme. But after 
Parker red hirted in 2000, 
Mumme re igned and was 
replaced by Guy Morris . Parker 
played in three game in 2001 , 
and five in 2002 before a broken 
collarbone ended hi ea on -
just as he was starting to earn 
more playing time. 

Mqrriss left after the 2002 
season, and Brooks became the 
coach. Again, Parker had to 
learn a new system and prove 
himself to a new coaching staff.

Haye attributes hi succe in 
coach Thbby Smith' ystem to 
longevity. 

"1 get it now," he said. "After 
you've been here for so long, you 
know personnel, you know the 
scouting report, you know what 
you can do and what you can't 
do, you know when to take a risk 
and when not to." 

In previous seasons, the well­
spoken Hayes- a broadcastjour­
nali m major - deferred leader­
ship roles to his older teammates. 
But now. as one of only two 
seniors on the Wildcats' ro ter, 
he is the older teammate. 

On a quad that features four 
heralded freshmen and only two 
returning tarters, Hayes under­
stands the team will need his off­
the-court qualities as much as his 
playing abilities. 

"As a senior with a lot of 
experience, expectations rise, 
respon ibilities get a little bit 
tougher, tasks become a chal­
lenge," Hayes said. 

Smith has an obvious affec­
tion for Haye , noting last year 
that "it would be tough'' to get 
Hayes out of the Wildcats· line­
up, because of all Hayes doe on 
the court. At times, Smith almost 
sePms to take Haye 'con istency 

for granted, but the coach 
acknowledges that Hayes will be 
the Wildcats' leader this season. 

"Chuck i alway going to do 
what he doe ," Smith said. "I 
don't think there's any added 
pre sure to be a leader on his 
part. 

"But he will be the guy who, 
in the heat of things, will have to 
speak up, and in the heat of 
things, have to calm guys down." 

Hayes' teammates share that 
opinion and appreciate Hayes' 
example. Center Randolph Morris, 
one of the highly touted freshmen, 
aid Hayes willingly takes him 

aside, offers suggestions on how to 
improve and is "pushing me to be 
the best player I can be." 

Senior guard Josh Carrier puts 
it more uccinctly: "He goes out 
and he works his tail off." 

Hayes said per onal goals 
aren't exceptionally important to 
him, but that doesn't mean he 
doesn't have any for thi season. 

• H nestly, I feel like I can be a 
first-team All-American," aid 
Hayes, a third-team All­
Southeastern Conference selec­
tion as a junior. "I ee the guys out 
there. I see my competition. I've 
seen what's out there and I know 
that I can give it.l11at' my goal." 

And while he's certainly not 
cocky, Haye. believes in him elf. 

"I feel every time I step on the 
court, I'm the best player on the 
court. That's where my confi­
dence ]e,el is right now." 

''I signed here when we 
threw the football all over the 
field 60 times a game," Parker 
said. "That's part of the reason 
that bnngs you to a place like 
this when you are a receiver. I 
wouldn't ay it's frustrating, but 
it was just a big change, because 
what I came in expecting to do 
was to get a lot of opportunities 
to catch the football." 

His plans were disrupted by 
unexpected events off the field, too. 

This summer, Parker's 
cousin, Aaron Smith, died in a 
car wreck in Ohio. Parker had 
served as best man at Smith's 
wedding. 

"I hadn't lost anybody close 
to me like that until I got to col­
lege," Parker said. "That's when 
you learn about life and what it's 
really all about. It' not a matter 
of catching or dropping a pass." 

That gave Parker perspective 
on Sept. 12, when, running at 
full speed during a practice drill, 
he slammed into a hydraulic lift 
used to hoist film crew . Parker 
proudly point out that he held 

on to the ball, but he suffered 
a 10-inch gash in his bin that 
sidelined him for two game . 

"A lot of the time, my 
career bas been down in the 
valleys and not at the top, 
where you can see the pretty 
sky and the ocean," he said. 
"But that' OK.

Steelers 27, Eagles 3

Pl'ITSB URGH - The 
Pittsburgh Steelers are doing 
things never seen before in 
the NFL, largely becau e of 
rookie quarterback Ben 
Roethlisberger. 

The Steelers combined 
their new quarterback's play 
with a touch of the old - a 
Jerome Bettis of yesteryear 
and a defense that was Steel 
Curtain-tough - to dominate 
the Philadelphia Eagles 27-3 
Sunday and leave the NFL 
without an undefeated team. 

The SteeJers (7 -1) are a 
major reason for that, halting 
the best start in Eagles histo­
ry a week after ending New 
England's record 21-game 
winning treak with an equal­
ly impressive 34-20 victory. 
Pittsburgh is the only team in 
NFL history to beat unbeaten 
teams in consecutive weeks 
after each had won at least 
six games. 

How fitting, considering 
Roethlisberger is 6-0 as a 

starter the first rookie to do 
that ince Pittsburgh's Mike 
Kruczek in 1976. But 
Kruczek didn't throw 'D 
pass all season on a team that 
won behind the Steel Curtain;

from Roush Racing in June to 
put a liquor company on the 
car that Jeff Burton drove. 
[nternational Speedway Corp., 
a sister company aJ o con-

.,. trolled by NASCAR' found­
ing France family, has agree­
ments with Crown Royal, how­
ever. 

Diageo, a British liquor 
company that was already an 
associate sponsor for Matt 
Kenseth with itc; Smirnoff ICE 
malt beverage, immediately 
announced Wednesday that it 
Crown Royal di t1lled whiskey 
will b the span or on another 
Roush car next sea ·on. 

''Our as ociation with thi 
world-class racing team will 
allow us to connect with mil-

• lion of adult consumers. who 
are devoted NASCAR fans, 
and remind them about the 
i mportanC'e of responsible 
drinking," Diageo spokesman 
Mark: Waller said. "A multimil-

ilon dollar marketing budget 
supporting thi sponsorship 
will include dedicated social 
responsibility messaging." 

NASCAR has been trying 
to hed its image as a sport that 
trace it roots to good ol' boys 
running moonshine through 
the hills of Georgia and the 
Carolinas. 

Enjoying tremendous 
growth in mainstream popular­
ity lately, the racing league 
landed a $2.8 billion television 
contract with NBC and Fox

John Moulden, president of 
the National Commission 
Against Drunk Driving, said he 
is impre sed with the way 
NASCAR has approached the 
change of policy. 

"They appear to be trying to 
do it right," Moulden said. 
"When we talked with 
NASCAR, I stressed to them 
how important NASCAR is to 
young males, who make up the 
majority of drunk drivers. 
They told us that any advertis­
ing done in NASCAR by brew­
eries or distillers, they'll make 
sure it is directed at the legal 
age audience and not to kids 
and that they will require 20 
percent of advertising dollars 
go toward promoting responsi­
ble drinking. 

"We· d like to see that same 
type of responsibility by al1 
sports and advertisers." 

Helton said internal discus­
sions about allowing distilled 
spirits companies into the sport 
have been going on for at least 
12 years, but the topic kept 
coming up this season.

''I think the feedback that 
we get is that the core fan of 
NASCAR, which we feel like 
represent Americana as much 
as any spon does , is OK with 
pirits whether they are here or 

not as sponsors," he said. "And 
we also feel like the American 
public in general understands 
and accepts the fact that that's 
part of everyday life."

New system or old, 
Gordon is a title contender

Jeff Gordon would rather not 
dwell on what might have been. 

Told he would be leading the 
Nextel Cup points chase with 
two races to go if NASCAR bad 
not switched to a new champi­
onship format this year, Gordon 
simply shrugged and smiled. 

"That's good to know," the 
four-time champion said, "but 
that still doesn't really mean 
much. I've always said that the 
way you race is how the points 
are structured. 

"We still have a shot at the 
championship." 

Indeed he does. 
Entering Sunday's race at 

Darlington Raceway - a track 
where he has won six times, 
including five Southern 500s -
Gordon trails series leader Kurt 
Busch by just 41 points. 

The Nextel Cup playoff­
style format was the brainchild 
of new NASCAR chairman 
Brian France. It divides the sea­
son into two parts, with the top 
10 drivers after the first 26 
races separated from the rest of 
the field for a 1 0-race show­
down. 

At first, nearly everyone else 
in NASCAR 's hierarchy was 
against the idea, calling it too 
radical and unnecessary. 

Then Matt Kenseth turned 
the 2003 championship race 
into a joke, not only moving out 
to a nearly untouchable lead 
midway through the season, but 
going on to take the title with 
numbing consistency and only 
one race win. 

The Chase seemed the ideal 
way to allow NASCAR to get 
into a more competitive posi­
tion in the fall, when basebalJ's 
postseason and the NFL are in 
full swing. 

So far, so good. 
Going into Darlington, this 

year's race Is at least a four-man 
battle, with Dale Earnhardt Jr. 
just 47 points behind Busch and 
Jimmie Johnson one behind 

Earnhardt. Even fifth-place 
Mark Martin, 102 points out, 
isn't out of the championship 
picture. 

Even so, if this season had 
been under the points system in 
use from 1975-2003, there still 
would have been a good race 
for the title. 

Gordon would be 57 points 
ahead of Earnhardt and 62 in 
front of teammate and friend 
Johnson. Busch would be 
fourth, 222 points behind and 
all but eliminated from title 
contention. 

Or would he? 
"This is something motor­

sports has never seen before, 
with the regular season and then 
a playoff-type system," Busch 
said. "With the regular season, 
teams were still trying to devel­
op their setups, maybe take 
risks because of their (points) 
cushion. Other teams used up 
their tests trying to get into 
these final I 0 races because 
they were 12th to 15th in points. 

"There were so many differ­
ent avenues of what it took to 
get into the playoff system that 
it left the door wide open for 
when you did make it. We were 
a team that was well prepared 
with our tests. We had great 
race cars saved and built up. We 
didn't even race the car we won 
with in Loudon, N.H., in July 
until we took it back there in 
September for the start of the 
Chase." 

The strategy worked to per­
fection: Busch won again at the 
New Hampshire track, and he is 
the only contender with top 10 
finishes in seven of the last 
eight races. 

Meanwhile, Johnson nearly 
fell out of contention when his 
team, which had built a lead of 
232 points over Gordon after 
race No. 20, began to experi­
ment with new parts and pieces, 
ran into some bad luck and 
dropped to second place enter­
ing the championship. 

Johnson continued to strug· 
gle, falling to ninth, 247 points 

behind Busch after the first four 
races of the Chase. It took a 
three-race winning streak - the 
first since Gordon won four in a 
row in 1998 - to get him back 
into contention. 

"1 think people were asking, 
'Where did Jimmie Johnson go 
about 10 races ago,"' Johnson 
said. "But I think people have 
been in this sport long enough 
to know that you have your ups 
and downs. The timing of our 
downs wasn't the best for the 
championship battle, but we got 
it back and we're in the middle 
of it now." 

Would he and his team have 
done things differently if the old 
system were still in place? • 

"I'm sure we would have 
approached things with a some­
what different attitude, and I 
supposed other teams would 
have done the same," Johnson 
said. "The main thing, though, 
is that we are racing for this 
championship in this system, 
and we still have a shot at the 
championship." 

Gordon is generally happy 
with the new system, although 
he would like to see a few 
minor adjustments. That 
includes setting a minimum 
number of points per race so 
that a driver is not so heavily 
penalized for an engine failure, 
getting caught in a crash or 
some other major problem. 

In the first eight races, each 
of the top 10 drivers has fin­
ished 30th or wor e at least 
once. Contenders Tony Stewart, 
Ryan Newman, Elliott Sadler. 
Kenseth and Jeremy Mayfield 
have all been relegated to also­
ran status by bad finishes. 

"Because of the Chase, there 
needs to be a little bit more of a 
change in the points system, but 
you're till not having to race 
that much different than you 
used to," Gordon said. "I would 
like to see some restrucruring, 
just some minor changes. But it 
doesn't upset me. We know 
what the conditions are and we 
have our mind-set on that."

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Most victims of cat scratch disease 

edicine 
recover without treatment

Question: I took my son to 
the doctor because he had 
some swollen gland in his 

armp1 a few weeks and didn't 
eem sick. The doctor thinks it might 

be cat-scratch fever and wants to do a 
biop y of the lymph node before start­
ing antibiotics. We had a kitten not 
too long ago but gave her away 
because she didn't get along with the 
dog. Can you tell me more about 
what might be going on? 

Answer: What you're calling 
cat scratch fever goes by 
some other tongue-twisting 

names like "benign lymphoreticulo­
sis" and "non-bacterial regional lym· 

phadenitis" in doctor jargon. Today, 
I'll simply call it cat scratch disease 
(CSD), which is a generally accepted 
term that's "reader 

friendly." 
CSD is most common in young 

people under the age of 2 I . There are 
about 22,000 cases diagnosed in the 
United States every year. And, as the 
name implies, there is usually a histo­
ry of a bite or scratch from a kitten or 
cat preceding the outbreak of the ill­
ness. 

A person often acquire CSD when 
a cat infected with certain bacteria, 
usually Bartonella henselae, bites or 
scratches him or her. It can also be 
contracted indirectly if a person i bit­
ten by a flea that has previously fed 

on an infected cat. 
Typically, a small, brownish 

swelling containing pus - referred to 
a a ''pustule" - develops over the site 
of the scratch or bite. This is followed 
in three to JO days by swollen, painful 
lymph nodes as well as signs of gen­
eralized illness, such as fever, loss of 
appetite and fatigue. 

You said that,your son wasn't sick 
now, but do you remember your son 
having any of these symptoms? This 
would be typical of CSD, because the 
lymph nodes u ually remain after the 
signs of illness have resolved and the 
cat scratch is healed. 

In fact, the painful lymph nodes 
can remain swollen for several weeks 
and become moveable and compress­
ible. Eventually, the lymph nodes 
often spontaneously regress. This 
may take up to a month or more. 
There can be complications from 
CSD, especially involving the eyes 
and brain, but 

these are rare and usually there is 

full recovery . 
Diagnosis of CSD is made when 

three of the following four criteria are 
met: history of a cat bite or scratch, 
po iti ve skin test to CSD antigen or 
po itive antibody te t, all other expla­
nations for the swollen lymph nodes 
have been ruled out, and characteristic 
lymph node lesions. 

Generally, as your doctor suggests, 
a biopsy is done to confirm the diag­
nosis of CSD as well as rule out other 
causes of lymphadenopathy. The 
treatment for CSD is variable. About 
90 percent of cases will resolve with­
out treatment in six months. 

There are two situations that call 
for antibiotic treatment. First, if there 
have been complications, a long 
course of antibiotics may be indicated. 
Second, if the patient has other health 
problems that increase the susceptibil· 
ity to infection, antibiotic treatment is 
in order. Ask your doctor if one of 
these applies in your son's case. 

Finally, many people will probably
