ASHLAND - Carl Johnson and 
Clark Johnson, of Dema, were 
indicted Monday by a federal grand 
jury in Ashland on criminal charges 
of violating the Federal Mine Safety 
and Health Act. 

The charges allege that these vio­
lations occurred at the C-C Mining 
Company o. 6 mine in Hueysville. 

The indictment charges that the 

company willfully violated seven 
mandatory safety standards that are 
outlined in the Mine Safety Act. 
Among the violations cited were 
roof bolts spaced fa11her apart than 
the required four feet, mine entries 
were wider than the maximum of 1 8 
feet, required seals were not con­
structed in connection with reentry 
to an adjacent mine, electric cables 
to a water pump were not properly 
insulated, a conveyor belt had no 
adequate fire protection in that water 

lines were not hooked up, no fire 
sensor system was installed on the 
number one conveyor belt, explo­
sives and detonators were not stored 
properly and proper ventilation pro­
cedures were not followed. 

Each charge carrie a ma,ximum 
sentence of one year in prison and a 
$100,000 fine. 

The case comes form an investi­
gation that was conducted by the 
special investigation unit of 
MSHA. in Pikcvil~.

Hundred of thou ands of 
Kentuckian rely on Medicaid 
to help them afford health care. 

-'so it's not urprising that many 
are worried about what state 

' leader have in mmd when they 
' talk about overhauling the pro­
gram. 

The reality, however, i that 
something has to be done - and 
soon. With Medicaid rolls at 
683,000 recipiP.nt - and grow­
ing annually - Kentucky Sim­

ply can't sustain the program if 
significant changes aren't made. 

Gov Ernie Fletcher should be 
commended for taking on this 
challenge. Altering major gov­
ernment entitlement programs is 
never a popular chore, and more 
often than not, leaders simply 
choose to ignore the situation 
rather than risk upsetting a large 
block of constituents. 

But we think Fletcher is 
repeating a mistake his adminis­
tration has made far too often 
over the past year by failing to 
seek outside input during the 
planning stages of this Medicaid 
initiative. And in doing so, the 
administration is jeopardizing 
the future success of their 
efforts. 

Many health care advocates 
- those who see the needs of 
Medicaid recipients and under­
stand the impact certain changes 
could have - ay they P.ave 
been left out of the planning 
process entirely. 

We understand that some of 
these people have their own 
agenda - one that is likely in 
opposition to much of what the 
administration is hoping to 
accomplish with Medicaid. But 
in many cases, they're also 
experts, and not only could their 
input be valuable, but their sup­
port for the final proposal will 
be needed as well. 

The failure to look beyond 
his inner circle of advisers, and 
to keep the public and those out­
side of government informed of 
what's going on, has hurt 
Fletcher in the past. · On tax 
reform, Fletcher insisted that 

any meeting with Democratic 
leader ·hip take place behind 
clo ed doors, rather than in a 
committee hearing open to the 
public . The impact this had on 
tax reform is debatable, but it 
set the tage for contentious 
negotiation and gave 
Democrats an ea y - and 
unnecessary - target to attack. 

The handling of efforts to 
reduce in urance benefit for 
state employee and teacher· 
was a far more egregiou exam­
ple of the administration's 
propensity for going it alone. 
They presented a plan without 
preparing the public at all for 
what was coming and sold it as 
the best possible solution avail­
able. After publtc outrage, 
Fletcher was forced to call a 
special session. and the General 
A sembly - which hasn't been 
able to work together to accom­
plish much in recent years -
crafted a more acceptable plan 
in a matter of day . 

Interestingly, in that case, 
Fletcher said it was important to 
have the expertise of former 
insurance executives avatlable 
while that plan was being draft­
ed, but he's apparently failed to 
seek the advice of many health 
care advocates while working 
on changes to Medicaid. 

Fletcher's tax reform propos­
~1 was a g~>Od one, while the 
effort to redul!e benefits for 

tate employees wa significant­
ly flawed. In both cases, howev­
er, they failed, in part. because 
interested parties, and the public 
as a whole, were kept mostly in 
the dark while the plans were 
being formulated. 

He shouldn't make the arne 
mistake with Medicaid. If the 
public i~ ever to accept the sig­
nificant change that are need­
ed, those affected the mo t 

hould understand what's hap­
pening and have some say, 
whenever po sible, in what the 
new Medicaid program will ulti­
mately look like.

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Saved by tbe g~ace of God and a seat belt ..

I'm v.Titing this mc~sage to tell all who 
might benefit from my story. young and 
old. 

On Tue day. Nov. 9. at approximately 
2:35 p.m., I left my workplace to pick up 
my son and anend a ite-based council 
meeting at hh school . I was driving north­
bound on U.S. 32 I from Prestonsburg 
when the right front wheel dropped off the 
edge of the pavement. 

Knowing what I do about cars and acci­
dents, most wrecks occur trying to get back 
onto the pavement. I let the car go com­
pletely off the pavement. trying to apply the 
brakes slowly. When I thought I had gained 
control.I tried to reenter the highway. I lost 
control at this point, because T believe the 
right rear wheel had locked, \\ hich I d id not 
know at the time. One of the mo. t danger­
au things in thi situation is trying to reen­
ter the highway. My vehicle began to skid 

on the pavement. Then. it overturned onto 
its top and came to rc t again. t the rock cliff 
on the right side of the road. 

A 1 sat in the scat of this vehicle. know­
ing there wa~ nothing I t·ould do: I held 
tight to th.e l>teering wheel and rode 1t out. I 
am most often a person who in an emer­
gency situation is very much in control. 
But, on this occasion, someone far greater 
then I, was in control - "God." 

As I ontinucd to sit in the driver !->eat of 
the \Chicle, I could hear the rubber from 
my tire sliding on the pavement. Then 
coming to a halt, the top edge of the vehicle 
began to hit the pavement. finally re ·ting 
on its top.At this point, as the vehicle began 
to hit, I shut my eyes because, I c uld hear 
the breaking of glass and it seemed as if I 
were in a tornado I was wearing my scat 
belt, which prevented me from being 
thrown from the vehicle. My sunglasses 
kept the flying particles from fll} C}C'>. 

Now that the vehicle had stopped, I 
opened my eye. and I wa still in my l>Cat 
belt, still alive and at thi point I prayed. 
The prayer was hon and to the point, no 
long, drawn-out, wordy prayer, but jusL to 
the pomt: ·'Please, let me get out of this 
vehicle." I did not care if I was in one piece 

or if the world 
wa~ ending. 
All I wanted 
was to get out 
and qUJck. 

As I sat m 
the ·eat look­
ing out, trying 
to detem1ine 
if I could get 
out: the 
receiver of 
my bag phone 
was hanging 
down from 
the console in the upside-down vehicle. My 
first thought was. "I can call someone." But 
a 1 took the receiver in my hand and began 
to push the buttons, I noticed something 
that looked like Hebrew writing on the dis­
play . creen. 

At this point I released my seat belt and 
my body dropped lightly from the seat. 

The driver side of th 
vehicle was mashed 
down to the teering 
wheel. The vehicle was 
full of dirt, rocks, glass 
and broken paru hat 
had been ripped ,. , n 
the vehicle 1 could 
barely squeeze out 
through the pa~sengcr 
ide window. I'm sure 

my body was in orne 
ort of hock. 

At this point. I was 
thinking quite clear. 
God had an wered not 
only the prayer I 

requested, but wao; very graciously gener­
ous with hts miracle. that I was in one piece 
and almost without injury. (Remember 
prayer works!) I had a few minor. cratche · 
and a couple of bruise from the seat belt. 
which rubbed acros ffi} neck. I had bruis­
es on the left side of my head and on the top 
of my ear from the impa t of broken paro 
that came from the driver sid door a· it hit 
the pavement. ow that I wa completely 
out of the vehicle, I was ble sed once more. 

··Angel "At first there were only a few, 
but within approximately 5-to-10 minutes. 
there were 15 or more. At thi point, you 
might think I had lost my mind completely. 
but no. I had not. 

The first "angel" came to me as I had 
just crawled out of the vehicle. while I was 
sitting on the ground. She was not dre sed 
in white, nor did he have wings. She was 
dressed in jeans and a shirt, like you or I. As 
I thmk back.I do not know her name, even 
though she may have told me, but this angel 
had a cell phone. I began to get up, but . he 
wanted me to tay plll.l convinced her that 
I was all right. he made a fev.. calls and 
W<L glad she could be of some help to me. 

they could do to help. I began to look around 
the vehicle at all my tuff scattered about. 

The next thought that came to my mind 
a<> I looked at the accident, was if my son 
was stiU a school with no one to pick him 
up. Again, an ··angel," whose name I did 
know, graciously came to me and asked if 
there was something he might do. I asked 
him to pick up my on and take hii]l to his 
grandmother. He ·a.id that he would. 

I asked the angel who had stay by my 
side. since I had crawled out of the vehicle, 
if I might use her phone once more. When 
she handed me the phone I noticed that my 
hands were not very steady as I tried to dial 
the numbers. I called my mother and asked 
her to make orne calls for me. She called 
my husband, the school and the wrecker 
ervice. B)' this time he was asking a mil­

lion questions. I told her I was fine and the 
veh1cle was totaled. Then I gave the phone 
back to the Angel. 

When I say there were "angels'' you rna 
not understand. but God works hi. wonders 
in many ways. Some we recognize and oth­
ers are hard to understand at the time, but 
God always uses each situation as an oppor­
tunity to bring out the glory of hi kingdom. 

I believe that God led me lO write about 
this miraculou · event, because I felt him in 
rny heart and mind as each word came to 
me. (1 wrote this article on Nov. J 3 at 3:25 
a.m.) I a1 o believe God gave me the wis­
dom to know the importance of a seat belt. 
The entire accident took place in about 5-
to-6 second from the beginning, when I 
dropped off the edge of the road, to its rest­
ing again t the rock cliff. 

Time i a very prectou gift. If you love 
. omeone, make sure they buckle up before 
the vehicle ever moves. If they love you, 
they wilJ make ure you are buckled also. 

There are two very important points to 
this article that I want to tre : 

I. ··God aves!'' 
2. "Seat belts save!" 
1l1i could have very well been my last 

day on this earth. Remember we do not 
know the year. the month, the day or the 
hour, we will leave thi place.

Trying to lose weight? Sleep more and get a pooch, experts recommend 

FRANKFORT - Like most 
American , many Kentuckians 
will sit down to a turkey dinner 
this Thanksgiving to celebrate 
and share time with family and 
friend . 

While a fork is good to use to 
check the big bird for tender­
ness. a food thermometer is what 
you need to ensure it' fully 
cooked. Since food is a common 
feature for most holiday celebra­
tions. the Kentucky Cabinet for 
Health and Family Service 
wants to make ure the food i 
prepared and cooked properly. 

Even though Kentucky has 
orne of the best and safest sup­

pliers and proce sor. of food 
found anywhere in the world, 
each year some Kentucky fami­
lie~ may experience illness from 
their Thanksgiving meal.

LAS VEGAS - Expert 
have thi unconventional 
advice for dieters: Don't 
scrimp on sleep and think 
about getting a dog. 

A very large study has 
found a surprisingly strong 
link between the amount of 
shut-eye people get and their 
risk of becoming obese. 
Researchers also found that 
dog owner who dieted 
alongside their pets did 
slightly better than their 
dog-Jess counterparts. 

Both studie were report­
ed this week at a meeting of 
the North American 
Association for the Study of 
Obesity. 

The sleep study found that 
people who got le s than 
four hour of sleep a night 
were 73 percent more likely 
to be obese than tho e who 
got the recommended seven 
to nine hour of rest. Those 
who averaged five hours of 
sleep had 50 percent greater 
risk, and those who got six 
hours had 23 percent more. 

"Maybe there's a window 
of opportunity for helping 
people sleep more. and 
maybe that would help their 
weight," said Dr. Steven 
Heymsfield of Columbta 
University and St. Luke's­
Roosevelt Hospital in New 
York, who did the study with

They u ed information on 
about 18,000 adults partici­
pating in the federal govern­
ment's National Health and 
Nutrition Examination 
Survey, or NHANES, 
throughout the 1980s . 

It may seem odd that 
sleeping more would prevent 
obesity because people burn 
fewer calories when they're 
resting, but they also eat 
when they 're awake The 
effect of chronic sleep depri­
vation on the body's food­
seeking circuitry is what 
specialists think may be 
making the difference in 
obesity risks. 

"There's growing scientif­
ic evidence that there's a 
link between sleep and the 
variou neural pathways that 
regulate food intake," 
Heymsfield said. 

Sleep deprivation lowers 
leptin, a blood protein that 
suppresses appetite, and 
rai es ghrelin, which does 
the opposite. 

It al o hurts "executive 
function" - the ability to 
make clear decisions. said 
Dr. Phil ip Eichling, a sleep 
and weight-loss specialist at 
the University of Arizona 
who also is medical director 
of the Canyon Ranch, a spa 
in Tucson that caters to busi­
ness executives . 

"One of my treatments is 

anksaivina 
syecia( 
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to tell them they should 
move from six hours tQ 
seven hours of sleep. When 
they're less sleepy, they're 
less hungry," he said . 

Meanwhile, Chicago doc­
tors are hoping people con­
sider a "buddy system" for 
losing weight that includes 
man's best friend. Two-thirds 
of Americans and one-fourth 
of pets overweight or obese, 
so there's huge potential. 

According to the first 
study to put people and their 
pets on a simultaneous diet 
and exercise program, 
experts found both lost 
weight and kept it off. Dogs 
did better than owners, but 
owners said they had fun, 
something people rarely say 
about their diets. 

"If you're looking for 
motivation and social sup­
port to lose weight, you 
probably don't have to look 
any further than the pet in 
your own home," said Dr. 
Robert Kushner o f 
Northwestern Medical 
School, who did the study 
with Chicago vetennarian 
Kimberly Rudloff and 
Dennis Jewell, a nutrition 
expert for Hill's Pet 
Nutrition, which makes 

Science Diet and a prescrip­
tion diet dog food u ed in the 
study. 

They tested three groups: 
56 people, 53 dogs, and 36 
dogs and their owners. The 
dogs ranged from pudgy 
poodles to husky Huskies , 
and target weights were set 
by a "doggie BMI" based on 
age and breed. 

People attended weekly 
counseling sess ion at 
Northwestern on diet and 
exercise, and were encour­
aged to walk at least 20 min­
utes and limit calories to 
I ,400 a day. Dogs were fed 
the prescript ion diet and 
walked with their owners . 

All were followed for one 
year. 

The dog owners did 
slightly better than the 
dieters who walked and diet­
ed alone. Overall, people 
lost an average of 11 pounds, 
or 5 percent of their body 
weight, in the first fo ur 
months and kept it off for the 
next eight. 

Dogs lost an average of 12 
pound - 15 percent of their 
initial weight. Of course, 
that's easier to do when 
someone controls your food 
dish. But the dogs didn't 

eem to mind as judged by 
something any dog owner 
can understand: 

" Begging behavior did not 
go up," Jewell said . 

Owners said their dogs 
had more pep and were anx­
ious to go outside for walks 
and play. 

Kathleen O'Dekirk, a 51-
year-old Chicago lawyer, 
said that certainly was true 
for her paunchy Cavalier 
King Charles spaniel, 
Wmston, who lost seven 
pounds during the study. 

"He bounds up the stairs 
three and four at a time 
whereas before he used to 
just crawl up," she said. 

She lost 13 pounds, and it 
encouraged her so much that 

he joined a fitne s class and 
now does more strenuou 
exercise than she'd ever 
done before. 

"I had never been o n a 
diet.," she aid. " I dropped 
two' pant sizes."

Tips for 
handling 

food afely 
• When dealing with poul­

try. make sure it is not under­
cooked and do not let raw poul­
try or meat juice!: touch any 
other food . 

• Cook should wa h their 
hands frequently when handling 

food. and sanitize uten ils such 
as knives. and items like cutting 
boards so that food is not cross 
contaminated. 

• Wa. h food including fruits 
and vegetables before preparing 
it. 

• Food should be promptly 
refrigerated. 

Health Official al ·o under­
score the importance of wa hmg 
hands often and thoroughly. 
Unclean hand are often the 
source of food contamination. 
Always wa~h your hand prior to 
preparing foods. Make sure to 
wash your hands after handling 
raw meat~ and produce. U e 
soap. wann water and dry your 
hand. with clean paper towels. In 
addition. there are other guide­
lines belo\V to keep food afc. 

• Guideline for Thawing a 
Turkey - Thaw turkey in one 
of three ways: in a refrigerator 
with the temperature at 41 
degrees Fahrenheit or le s. 
allowing 3-4 days for thawmg; 
under cool running water at a 
temperature of 75 degrees 
Fahrenheit or less; or in the 
microwave oven followed by 
immediate cooking. 

• Guidelines for Preparing 
Turkey and Stuffing - If cook­
ing in a conventional oven, 
cook at 325 degrees Fahrenheit 
with no interruptions in the 
cooking proces. until the inter­
nal temperature of the meat 
reaches at least 165 degrees 
Fahrenheit. If cooking in a 

microwave oven, cool.. until the 
internal temperature reaches 
190 degree Fahrenheit. A meat 
temperature of 140 degrees 
Fahrenheit should be main­
tained unril the turkey is served 
or the meat should be immedi­
ately sliced and refrigerated on 
shallow platters o that rapid 
cooling will occur. 

It is not possible to cool a 
whole cooked turkey in an ordi­
nary freezer or refrigerator 
within a few hours. Any under­
cooked juices, stuffing or meat 
in the thickest part of the turkey 
may re ult in bacterial growth 
over extended cool down tune, 
such a overnight or for longer 
than four hour . 

Platters should not be 
stacked on each other since 
proper air circulation is neces­
sary to facilitate cooling. A 
turkey should be thoroughly 
cooked and rapidly cooled. A 
metal stemmed, dial-type ther­
mometer placed in the thickest 
part of the thigh or breast 
should be u ed to measure the 
turkey's internal temperature. It 
is best to cook the turkey and 
stuffing separately. If they are 
prepared together. the turkey 
should nor be tuffed until 
immediately before cooking. 

• Tran porting Foods -
Make sure food are fully 
cooked and transported hot. or 
transported cold. ln ulated con­
tainers will help keep foods hot 
or cold for a short period of

Poultry Leftover 
Refrigerate at 41 degrees 
Fahrenheit or less. Wrap turkey 
and stuffing separately in shal­
lov. dishes or platter· for stor­
ing. Prepare sandwiches on san­
itized cutting boards and use 
clean uten ils. To reheat a 
turkey or serve in a hot dish, 
rapidly heat it to an internal 
temperature of 165 degree. 
Fahrenheit and make sure it is 
heated thoroughly. 

• Proper Cleanstng of 
Utensils - To sanitize equip­
ment or uten tis after thorough 
waslung and rinsing. immerse 
them for 30 . econds in clean, 
hot water at 170 degrees 
Fahrenheit. or immerse for at 
least one minute in a clean solu­
tion containing at least 50 parts 
per million of chlorine (one tea­
. poon of 5.25 percent household 
bleach per gallon of water at 75 
degrees Fahrenheit). For cutting 
boards or equtpment that is too 
large to immerse for anitation, 
swab or wipe lhe clean surface 
""ith the sanitizing olution.

With a guard still inside.

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Proposal would keep lawmakers 
meeting until budget passes

COVINGTON - A group of 
lawmakers ha propo ed a state 
constitutional amendment that 
would assure legislators stay in 
Frankfort until they pas a bud­
get. 

Rep . John Will Stacy, D­
West Liberty, pre-filed the pro­
posal for con ideration in the 
2005 General Assembly. It 
stems from the failure of law­
makers to pas a budget in 2002 
and 2004. 

Gov. Ernie Fletcher has been 
using his own ' ' spending plan" 
to run state government since 
the fiscal year began July l. 

The General Assembly 

adjourned in April without pass­
ing a new budget, thanks to an 
impasse between the 
Republican-controlled Senate 
and Democrat-controlled House 
over a tax plan Fletcher pro­
posed. 

Lawmakers generally pass a 
biennial budget during the 60-
day General Assembly session, 
which falls in even-numbered 
years. 

Rep. Arnold Simpson, D­
Covington, said the proposed 
constitutional amendment was 
needed in light of past budget 
sessions. 

"This would assure that we 
perform our constitutional man­
date in a timely manner," he 

said. 
Senate Majority Floor 

Leader Dan Kelly. R-
Springfield, said the bill could 
be considered in the Senate. but 
said its unintended conse­
quences would have to be 
weighed. 

Kelly said the 60-day dead­
line puts pressure on lawmakers 
to come to agreement and 
allowing an exten ion could ''let 
us stay in a session that never 
comes to an end." 

Since the bill is a constitu­
tional amendment, it would 
have to go before voter · for 
approval. If passed in the 2005 
session, it could go on the ballot 
in 2006 at the earliest.

FRANKFORT The 
Kentucky State Board of 
Elections certtfied the vot­
ing re ults from this month ' s 
general election on Monday. 

The board certified 
results for contests includ­
ing president. Congress, 
Senate and the General 
Assembly. However, the 
board did not certify resu Its 
from a state Senate race in 
Jeffer on County because of 
a pending court challenge. 

About 65 percent of reg­
istered voters in Kentucky 
turned out to vote, Secretary 
of State Trey Grayson said. 
The presidential race, com­
bined with a propo ed con­
stitutional amendment 
defining marriage and some 
local races contributed to 
the high turnout, Grayson 
said. 

"We had a record number 
of voters in this election, 
more people voted this year 
than ever before," he said. 

President Bush finished 

with more than 1 mil lion 
votes from Kentuckians, 
while U .S. Sen. John Kerry 
finished with less than 
713,000 votes Meanwhile, 
voters approved the consti­
tutional amendment with 
about 1.2 million people 
favoring it , compared with 
about 417,000 against it. 

U .S. Sen. Jim Bunning 
won re-election to hi s sec­
ond term in office by just 
more th an 22 ,600 votes. 
Bunning collected 873,507 
votes compared with state 
Sen Daniel Mongiardo 's 
850,855 . 

Across the state, 
Republicans increased their 
presence in the General 
Assembly. 

In the state House, 
Republicans gained seven 
seats previously held by 
Democrats and narrowed 
their disadvantage to 57-43. 
The final outcome of the 
state Senate remained 
uncertain.

Kentucky's jobless rate unchanged in October Old Photographs Restored 

FRANKFORT - Kentucky's 
seasonally adjusted unemploy­
ment rate remained at 4.7 per­
cent from September to October, 
its lowest level of the year, 
according to the Office of 
Employment and Training, an 
agency of the Education 
Cabinet. La t October, the 
state's seasonally adjusted job­
less rate wa 6 percent. 

The U.S. ea onally adjusted 
jobless rate increased to 5.5 per­
cent in October from 5.4 percent 
in September, accordins to the 
U.S. Department of Labor. 

"Kentucky's October 2004 
unemployment rate is 1.3 per­
cent below where it was this 
time last year. We have een a 

/14, steady decline in the rate all year 
and now we have remained 
below the 5 percent level for the 
second straight month. We 
haven't had unemployment rate 
figures this low since early in 
2001 ," said Carlos Cracraft, the 
department's chief labor market 
analyst. 

Seven of the l 0 major non­
farm job North American 
Industry Classification Sy tern 
(NAICS) sectors had employ­
ment increa es in October, while 
three decreased. Cracraft !>aid. A 
monthly survey of bu iness 

ill establishments revealed that 
Kentucky' nonfarm employ­
ment rose by 6,100 on a season­
ally 

adjusted basis to October's 
1,798.100 employees. Since 
October 2003, nonfarm employ­
ment has gone up 12,900. 

According to the seasonally 
adjusted employment data, 
Kentucky's leisure and hospital­
ity sector expanded by 2,600 
jobs in October 2004.

I will never forget my wonderful times of horseback riding with the Spurlock chil­
dren. No one evet wanted to rjde behind. because there wasn't a saddle. 

The long bottom was a short cut to the railroad track for a quick access out. It va~ <l 
stop to get good cold water from the hillside for anyone miles around. lt was a walk path 
for neighbors just wanting to get away, sometimes just to socialize.

Busch battles dow-n to the w-ire 
for Nextel Cup championship

HOMESTEAD, Fla.- Kurt 
Bu ch struggled mightily with· 
an oversized champagne bottle, 
trying with all his strength to 
pry the cork out and begin his 
NASCAR championship cele­
bration. 

He tugged at it, and banged 
the bottle again t the champi­
onship podium. Nothing 
worked. The cork wouldn't 
budge, and he eventually gave 
up. 

Jt was the only obstacle 
Bu ch couldn't overcome in 
the Cha e for the Nextel Cup 
Championship. 

Busch wrapped up his first 
career title Sunday at 
Homestead-Miami Speedway 
the same way he raced for all 
I 0 of the playoff races: He 
tayed calm at every speed 

bump - including a freak 
mishap when his wheel broke 
and his tire sailed off the car 
midway through the Ford 400. 

"It's unbelievable to be able 
to put such an effort into what 
it takes to make a champi­
onship caliber team,'' Busch 
said. "Many things have to fall 
into place." 

That they do, especially 
under a radically new format 
started this season and 
designed to add drama to what 
had become a series of lacklus­
ter championship battles. 

With runaway winners the 
past few years, new NASCAR 
chairman Brian France began 
hi. fir t ea on at the helm by 
baking up a points ystem that 

had been used for more than 
two decades. He put the title up 
for grabs among 10 drivers 
who had to compete over the 
final 10 events of the year. 

The idea was to create a bat­
tle that came down to the final 
lap of the final race. 

Boy, did he ucceed. 
Busch, Jeff Gordon and 

Jimmie John on jockeyed for 
position for every one of the 
271 lap . Every spot was criti­
cal, every point furiously cal­
culated by their car owners and 
crew chiefs. 

When the race went into 
overtime because a late caution 
made it impos ible to finish in 
the original 267 laps, everyone 
strapped in for what was sure 
to be a wild shootout to the 
end. 

The contenders stacked up 
in a line. fender-to-fender, 
knowing what was at stake. 
Gordon was in third, Johnson 
was in fourth and Bu ch in 
fifth. 

Busch's part was easy- stay 
out of trouble over the ftnal 
four laps and the title was his . 

Gordon and Johnson, who 
came into the race trailing 
Busch in the tandings, knew 
they had to do much more: One 
of them needed to win the race 
to wrap up the title. 

The field got the green flag, 
and the desperation was obvi­
ous in Gordon and Johnson. 
teammates and the closest of 
friends. Their Chevrolets dart­
ed to the bottom of the track, 
then back to the top, each look­
ing for the tiniest bit of room to 
squeeze through. Johnson 
found a hole and skyrocketed 
past Gordon. 

Neither of them saw Greg 
Biffle, Bu ch's teammate, race 
past them and steadily pull 
away. 

With Biffle stealing the win 
they needed, and Busch taying 
pat in fifth place, the champi­
on hip was over. 

Bu ch, a 26-year-old Las 
Vegas native considered an 
outsider in the NASCAR 
world. drove off with the title. 

"We beat the best of the best 
over 10 races, and to have my 

name along the best names in 
hi tory, it means so much to 
me," Busch said. 

An aggressive, talented dri­
ver in NASCAR's new wave of 
"young guns," Busch is a 
deserving champion, if not a 
popular one. 

He made it to the top quick­
ly, removing his training 
w,heel early and s im> g sev­
eral steps along the way. It 
made him rough around the 
edge and his immaturity wa 
evident many times. 

Busch famously feuded 
with veteran driver Jimmy 
Spencer, and it boiled over last 
year when Spencer punched 
him in the face after a race in 
Michigan. 

Spencer got suspended for 
one race, but Busch wa 
labeled the villain. 

He was criticized for baiting 
Spencer before the punch, lam­
pooned for threatening to pre s 
assault charges and vilified for 
refu ing to take any blame. 

When he stepped out of the 
car in Victory Lane one week 
later at Bristol Motor 
Speedway, the boo were so 
loud and so menacing, it 
brought Busch to tear . 

So he stopped talking . o 
much. stopped being so candid 
and focused only on racing. 

It was the perfect approach 
as he slipped into the playoffs 
under the radar, then turned it 
up over the stretch. 

Nothing could stop him. Not 
a blown motor in Atlanta. not 
spinning out in Kansas, not 
wrecking in Charlotte, not even 
a wheel falling off in the 
biggest race of his life. 

"This is what a team does to 
win a championship- they per­
severe," Busch said. "All year 
long, we've done things like 
this. Whether we put ourselves 
in a hole or whether we had a 
small problem."

Another undefeated season, but 
far from perfect for Oklahoma

WACO, Texas- Oklahoma 
is far from finished after 
another undefeated regular 
season. 

The No. 2 Sooners (11-0, 
8-0 Big 12) were at the same 
point last year without a loss, 
but lost two straight champi­
onship games: the Big 12 and 
then the BCS title-deciding 
Sugar Bowl. 

''It's gratifying, but we 
realize the biggest prizes are 
still out there that we're after. 
We're aware of that," coach 
Bob Stoops said. "It's a great 
road to pursue ... we ' ll keep 
doing the best we can." 

Oklahoma completed its 
19th undefeated regular sea­
son and third in six years 
under Stoops with a 35-0 win 
Saturday at Baylor. That 
apparently will be good 
enough to keep them No. 2 
when the new Bowl 
Championship Series rankings 
come out Monday. 

In the new Associated 
Pr<;ss To 25 on Sunday, the 
Sooner were alone at No. 2, 
ju t fi points ahead of 
Auburn (11-0) a week after 
they were tied in the poll. The 
Sooners' margin in the coach­
es' poll doubled - from two to 
four points. 

Southern California (10-0) 
is No. 1 in all the polls. 

But the Sooners aren't con­
cerned about polls or the BCS. 
Their primary focu is the Big 
12 championship game Dec. 4 

State or Colorado. 
"Last year, we went into 

the Big 12 championship with 
all those guys up for those 
awards. We were dubbed the 
best team that ever played," 
said defensive end Larry 
Birdine, who forced a fumble 
and had three of the Sooners' 
season-high seven sacks 
against Baylor. "This year, 
knowing we didn't finish it 
motivated us." 

The Sooners have won 23 
straight regular-season games. 
What they remember more are 
the two straight losses that 
soured last season. 

"Our guys, nobody is more 
aware of that than they are," 
Stoops said. "It is something 
that has been on their minds 
since two-a-days - finishing." 

Oklahoma scored a quick 
touchdown to start last year's 
Big 12 championship game 
against Kansas State.

Jason White said. "It's going 
to be great for our team. We 
think about what happened 
last year at Kansas City. and 
we don't want it to happen 
again." 

Even after losing in the Big 
J 2 title game Ia t year, 
Oklahoma remained No. 2 in 
the BCS and got to play in the 
Sugar Bowl, and lost 21·14 to 
LSU. 

can't win in the Big 12 game, 
especially if USC and Auburn 
stay undefeated. 

"We know we can only do 
one thing, that's go out and 
win on Saturdays." White 
said.

COLUMBUS, Ohio- Ohio 
State swept its troubles away for 
at least a day. 

Quarterback Troy Smith ran 
for 145 yards, Ted Ginn Jr. et 
school and Big Ten record with 
his fourth punt return touch­
down of the season and the 
Buckeyes upset No.7 Michigan 
37-21 on Saturday. 

The loss kept the Wolverines 
(9-2, 7-l) from clinching an out­
right Big Ten title and may have 
cost them a return visit to the 
Rose Bowl, pending the out­
come of Wisconsin's game at 
Iowa later Saturday. The 
Wolverines had won their last 
13 conference games. They 
needed Iowa to beat the Badgers 
later Saturday to earn a second 
straight Rose Bowl berth. 

Ohio State's fourth season 
under coach Jim Tressel has been 
a tough one. The Buckeyes start­
ed the. Big Ten season with three 
straight losses and plummeted 
out of the rank.ings. Just when 
things started looking better on 
the field, problems arose off. 

Two weeks ago former Ohio 
State star Maurice Claren 
accused Tressel, his staff and 
Buckeyes boosters of giving 
him and other players improper 
benefits. An NCAA investiga­
tion is about to begin. 

But it's never a bad day in 
Columbus when Ohio State 
beats Michigan . 

Smith led the way with his 
best game, yet. He had never 
run for more than 62 yards nor 
passed for more 192 since 
relieving the injured Justin 
Zwick in midseason. On a day 
where little went wrong for 

Ohio State (7-4, 4-4), he carried 
18 times and came up just one 
yard short of tying a school 
record for yard rushing by a 
quarterback. He al o completed 
13 of 23 passes for 241 yards 
and two touchdown without an 
interception or a ack. 

Ginn, the freshman wide-out 
with the sprinter's gait, gathered 
a punt at his own 1 8 midway 
through the third quarter with 
the Buckeyes up 20-14. He 
broke a tackle and went into 
overdrive for an 82-yard touch­
down. His fourth return for a 
score this year matched the 
NCAA mark. 

After the Wolverines scored 
on rwo impressive second-quar­
ter drives. Ohio State 's defense 
dominated for the most of the 
rest of the day. 

Not that there weren't some 
anxious moments . After the 
Buckeyes took a 34-14 lead on 
Smith's second touchdown pass, 
a 12-yard bullet to Santonio 
Holmes late in the third quarter. 
Michigan drove to the Ohio 
State 8. But Chad Henne' pass 
was picked off at the l by 
Ashton Youboty. 

The Wolverines came right 
back to cut into the lead on 
Braylon Edwards' 38-yard over­
the-shoulder grab from Henne. 
Twice in the final moments, 
however, they were unable to 
convert fourth-down plays to 
keep drives alive and Henne was 
picked off again by Nate Salley. 

Michigan, averaging 165 
yards rushing a game, was limit­
ed to 71. Henne's flrst-year run­
ning mate in the backfield, Big 
Ten rushing leader Mike Hart, 
finished with just 61 yards on 18 
carries. 

Henne completed 27 of 54 

passes for 328 yards and two 
touchdowns w1th two intercep­
tions . Edwards had 11 catches 
for 172 yards. 

Ohio State led 20-14 at the 
half and could easily have led 
by more. The Buckeyes had a 
fir t and goal at the Michigan 2 
midway through the second 
quarter but three runs netted a 
yard and a pass to Holmes was 
broken up by Marlin Jackson on 
fourth down. 

The WoJ veri nes were unable 
to get out of the hole on the 
ensuing posses ion and had to 
punt, the Buckeyes taking over 
at the Michigan 32 afte r Ginn 's 
13-yard punt return in tight 
quarters. Smith avoided a col­
lapsing pocket for a 15-yard 
gain to the 1 , but three running 
plays lost three yards and on 
fourth down Tressel elected to 
take the sure three points on a 
21-yard field goal by Mike 
Nugent , his first of three field 
goals. 

The Buckeyes struck first on 
the game's fifth play from 
scrimmage, Smith heaving a 
long pass that Anthony , 
Gonzalez caught before streak- , 
ing to the end zone past a fallen 
Ernest Shazor. 

Michigan came right back · 
with Henne connecting with 
Jason Avant on a 4-yard scoring 
pass. Hart's 1-yard plunge made 
it 14-7. 

Ohio State scored 13 straight 
points in the second quarter, 
with Smith burrowing in on a 2-
yard keeper for a touchdown to 
regain the lead. 

The game was similar to 
three years ago at The Big 
House when Ohio State came in 
at 6-4 and stunned No . 11 
Michigan 26-20. 

Louis¥ille can win C-USA 
with a win over Cincinnati

LOUISVILLE - With a win 
over Houston Saturday, No. 7 
Louisville claimed at least a 
share of the Conference USA 
championship. But it wasn't 
enough. 

"We definitely want to be 
greedy and have it aU to our­
selves," senior cornerback 
Antoine Harris said Monday. 

Louisville can win the title 
outright ·Saturday by defeating 
Cincinnati in the team's final 
home game of the season. 

The Cardinals (8-1, 6-0 C­
USA) held their No. 10 position 
in the latest Bowl 
Championship Series rankings, 
but were skipped over by 
Miami, which beat Wake Forest; 
and Georgia, which did not play 
last weekend but to t to No. 3 
Auburn, Nov. 13. 

Teams from outside the BCS 
conferences - like Louisville -
need to finish in the top six of 
the final BCS standings to guar­
antee a spot in one of the four 
$14 million bowl games. 

Louisville coach Bobby 
Petrino said Monday he can't 
worry about rankings and his 
main concern is beating 
Cincinnati. 

The Louisville-Cincinnati 
winner will take home the Keg 
of Nails rivalry trophy. 
Louisville has won five of the 
last six meetings, including a 
43-40 win last season in 
Cincinnati. 

Of course, the Bearcats (6-4, 
5-2) have different plans. Since 
losing four of its frrst six games, 
Cincinnati has won four in a 

row, including a 39-point victo­
ry over Memphis. That's the 
same Memphis team that played 
Louisville tough before losing 
56-49 three weeks ago. 

''That's what we want," Harris 
said. "Playing how we're playing 
right now, a lot of teams come out 
and really give us their best 
effort, so we expect nothing less." 

Cardinal fans could be treat­
ed to another offensive specta­
cle, as both starting quarter­
backs, Louisville's Stefan 
LeFors and Cincinnati's Gino 
Guidugli, threw for more than 
300 yards each in their most 
recent games. 

Guidugli has thrown for 
1 ,022 yards and 12 touchdowns 
during the Bearcats ' current win 
streak. He is one touchdown 
pass away from tying the chool 
single-season record of 25. 

Petrino credited the 
Bearcats' running game for 
Guidugli' success. In their frrst 
six games, the Bearcat ran the 
ball an average of 39 t imes per 
game for 177 yards. In the last 
four, they've averaged 48 car­
ries for 204 yards. 

"The more they ran the ball, 
the better Gino got, and their pro­
tectjon got," Petrino said . 
"They've been able to keep him 
pretty clean .... We've got to be 
able to get ome pressure on him 
and di rupt some of their routes." 

As well as a chance to lock 
up the Cardinals' third consecu­
tive conference champion hip. 
this weekend' game will be the 
last at home for Louisville 's 
eniors. With a win. they would 

be in a tie with last eason 's 
seniors for the Cardinals' win­
ninge t class ever. 

"These past couple of sum­
mers. we've aU tuck together 
and tayed up here the whole 
summer, all together going out 
four days a week working out, 
throwing, running and just 
hanging around off tbe field," 
Harris said. "l think that helps 
out a whole lot." 

Harris doesn't plan on shed­
ding any tears after Saturday's 
game, but the feelings could be 
intense. 

"Once that time hits , and then 
you start to think back and think 
about what you have in front of 
you, it probably will he an emo­
tional time for me," he said.

you choo e thi method, cover 
the whole bird in cold water and 
change the water every 30 min­
utes.

Thoroughly cooking a turkey 
will kill microorgani ms that 
might be present and may cau e 
illness. Roast a whole turkey at 
325 degrees Fahrenheit; turkey 
parts or boneless turkey at 350 
degrees Fahrenheit. Cook about 
15 to 20 minutes per pound. 

Using a meat thermometer is 
the most accurate way to know 
when the turkey i thoroughly 
cooked. For a correct reading 
on a whole turkey, put the ther-

in the digestive tract, splintered 
piece of bone have all sorts of 
opportunities to cause block­
ages and perforations. If they 
make it to the colon, they pre­
sent a whole new et of prob­
lem . The colon is designed to 
reab orb much of the liquid in 
its contents. This means there is 
now a very dry, very compacted 
ma s of bones with pointy end 
entering the rectum ... and folks, 
to put it bluntly, that situation • 
no fun for anybody! 

So give everyone a break, 
and dispose of the leftovers 
carefully. I also know someone 
in every family will protest that 
dogs have been eating bones 
since prehistoric times.

mometer in the inner thigh. Be 
sure the thermometer does not 
hit a bone because it will give an 
inaccurate temperature reading. 
Cook a whole turkey until it 
reache a temperature of 180 
degrees R. Cook turkey parts or 
a breast until the thennometer 
reaches 170 degrees F. 

Visual sign · that the turkey 
has reached a safe temperature 
are clear juices that run when 
you pierce the turkey with a fork 
and tendemes . Turkey legs 
should wiggle in the ockets.

the heart to the body's cells; 
veins return oxygen-depleted 
blood to the lungs and heart. 
The presence of an AVM dis­
rupts this vital cyclical proce . 
In Ashley's case, as her condi­
tion has worsened, doctor have 
discovered that her blood is no 
longer being properly returned to 
her heart and lungs, making her 
at-risk for any number of com­
plicating medical factor . 

"Ashley's doctors in Lexing­
ton have told us that they've done 
all they know to do. They've 
made an appointment for her to 
see orne doctors at New York 
University," said Ashley's moth­
er, Kelly Church. a nursing stu­
dent at B1g Sandy Community 
and Technical College. 

Of late, Ashley has been hin­
~dered by growing pain and weak­
ened mobility in her left knee and 
leg. 1beconclition has caused her to 
oot be able to attend school, instead 
being taught by visiting teachers 
each week. Fonnerly, she had 
attended school at Betsy Layne. 

"The problems with her knee 

and her leg, they worry me a lot," 
said Kelly. "But what really wor­
rie me is that Ash1ey has been 
having really bad headaches and 
even bleeding from one of her 
eye ·. Her doctors are concerned 
that the AVMs may have moved 
from her spinal cord into her 
brain. That's why this trip to 
New York is so important. We 
have to find out what's going on 
before any more decisions can be 
made as to what to do about her 
leg and her knee." 

At fust, doctors were hopeful 
that A hley would have to face 
nothing more than knee replace­
ment surgery. Those hopes, bow­
ever, were dashed once it was dis· 
covered that in order to perlorm 
the surgery, Ashley's main artery 
would have to be severed. An 
option not manageable m consid­
eration of her condition. Doctors 
soon discovered that in order to 
save Ashley's life. the very real 
po ·sibility of amputation of her left 
leg existed. The pediatric special­
ists and surgeons in New York City 
awaiting to see Ashley will deter-

mine if this is the measure that 
must ultimately be taken. 

Breaking this new to Ashley 
was a clifficnlt ta k for Kelly, who 
had to prepare her daughter for the 
possibility. "You know, J didn't 
want to scare her - she's already 
afraid - but at the same time, I had 
to prepare her. I had to let her 
!mow thai what we are facing is 
serious." he said. 

"At this point, I JUSt want my 
daughter to live. And I'm will­
ing to do anything to help her do 
ju. t that. When it comes to get­
ting help for Ashley. 1 have no 
pride anymore,'' he continued. 

A survivor of domestic vio­
lence, Kelly made a mission of 
helping others who found them-
elves suffering abuse from the 

hands of those who had claimed 
to love them. Before moving to 
Kentucky, she regularly held 
ministerial meeting in her 
home, reaching out to those who 
felt they had been forgotten . 
Now. however, the bulk of her 
time is spent in caring for AsWey 
and maldng arrangements in 

regard to her medical care. 
About 12 percent of tho~e 

with thi · rare di~order (or about 
36,000 of the estimated 300.000 
Americans v.ith AVMs). develop 
symptoms rhat are severe 
enough to oecome debilitating. 
or even life-threatening. Each 
year. about I percent of those 
with AVM. will die a-. a direct 
result of the disorder. 

Seizures, headache . muscle 
weaknes , partlal paralysts, lo. s of 
coordination. dizzin . visual dis­
turbances, pain, memory deficits, 
mental confusi n, and hemorrhage 
are only a few of the complication 
that may incur as a direct result of 
arteriovenous malformations. 

A hley has already experienced 
orne of these symptoms, but, 

according to her mother. as painful 
!.IS these physical manifestations 
may be. little actually compares to 
the social i olation and feelings of 
separatene s that her daughter 
deals with on a daily basis. 

''Ashley isn't able to live a 
carefree life She feels 'differ­
ent.' I'd give anything. I'd do 
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anything to tum my daughter's 
life around. We're prcrry scared 
about gotng to 'cw York, we've 
never been there and we've been 
told lots of things. but it's what 
we have to do .. if I can just gel 
enough money to take care of 
our expense·, to make it pos~i­
ble,' Kelly 'iaid. 

Kelly ay that in her life she 
has seen God do many wonderful 
thing . "I told A h. 'Honey. God 
will look out for us,' we have to 
remain positive:· she said. 

Kelly i asking for tho e in 
her community to help make this 
trip to New York City pos iblc 
for her and her daughter. "We 
need help with travel expenses. 
food, lodging, tran portation 
while we're there. just every­
thing. We basically have no 
money, our vehicle is in need of 
repair. We just can't do this 
without help. If it were for me, £ 
wouldn't aslc, but thi is my 
child. there's nothing l won't 
do," she said.

Reheat leftover.. only once. 

Helping sickly plants get well 
dre sing than to put it in the 
turkey while the bird is cook­
ing. While the turkey may 

... reach a safe temperature, stuff­
ing inside it may not. If your 
decide to cook. dressing inside 
the bird, stuff it right before 
putting the turkey in the oven; 
use a thermometer to be sure 
the dressing reaches 160 
degrees F. and immediately 
remove the dressing when you 
take the bird out of the oven. 

ideally, carve meat off the 
carcass before the holiday 
meal. Maintain the amount 
you will eat at 140 degrees F. 
or higher. Immediately refrig­
erate the remainder in shallow 

• containers for faster cooling. 

Maintain cold foods at 40 
degrees F. or below. 

Always refrigerate leftover 
holiday foods within two hours 
of removing them from the 
heating or cooling source to 
prevent possible growth of dis­
ease-causing bacteria. 

Cooked turkey should be 
refrigerated no more that three 
or four days. Never refrigerate 
a stuffed turkey because the 
mas of stuffing slows down 
the cooling rate. If you plan to 
freeze the turkey, tightly wrap 
it to exclude air. Frozen turkey 
will maintain its quality for 
three months if properly 
wrapped and maintained at less 
than 0 degrees F. 

Bring gravy ro a rolling boil and 
thcroughly heat n.nicey and dressing.

Glenna Faye Woods 
describes herself as a lifelong 
reader.

Her interest in 
writing took a backseat in her 
adult life until a diagnosis of 
ovarian cancer at the age of 

.. twenty-seven changed her out­
look. "I started to write to take 
my mind off chemo," she says.

If the houseplants you ju t 
brought inside appear anemic. 
the cause may be an unfavorable 
environment in your home or 
disease problems. 

The unfriendly plant envi­
ronment could be the result of 
lower light, hum.idiry or temper­
atures, drafts or improper water­
ing or fertilization. These 
adverse growing conditions 
often lead to various diseases 
indicated by leaf drop, yellov. 
leaves. death of leaf edge and tip 
and spindly growth. 

To keep plants looking good, 
become familiar with each one's 
optimum growing conditions 
including light, moisture and 
fenility requirements. 

lf plants reqUtre high light 
intensity, clean the wmdow 
where the e plants \\ill be put to 
ensure that they receive the 
brightest light possible. The 
highest intensities general]) are 

found in south-facing windows 
that are not blocked by outdoor 
vegetation or awnings. Plants 
likely will need less water and 
fertiljzer when grown indoors so 
reduce these accordingly. 

Another cause of the sickly 
appearance could be that while 
outdoors the plants were 
infested wilh insect pests or 
infected with disease organ­
isms. This initial problem may 
become severe when you bring 
the plants indoors because the 
disease or insect ·s natural ene­
mies are not in your home. 
Diseases that spread from one 
plant to another usually are 
cau ed by bacteria, fungi, 
viru es and nematodes that 
come into contact with plants 
outdoors. 

Black, brown or yellow spots 
may indicate a bacterial or fun­
gal leaf pot disease. To combat 
foliar di ea. e . pick off and 
destroy affected leave . leave 
plenty of space between plant . 
move them to a less humid area 
and do not wet foliage. 

Viruses are moved to healthy 

plants by insects and on human 
hands. To eliminate a' iral prob­
lem, discard disea ed plants. 

Soil borne organisms cause 
root and stem-rot diseases 
which usually occur under very 
wet soil conditions . Prevenuve 
measures are to avoid over 
watering plant and provide 
good drainage. 

Common houseplant insect 
pests are aphids , mealybugs .· 
white flies, scale spider mites • 
and thrips. _.. 

Insecticides usually are not 
nece ary on small infestations ' 
limited to a few plants. D1p a : 
wap in rubbing alcohol to· 

remove light aphid and mealy­
bug infestation . or u e tweezers 
or your fingernails to control 
them. Wash off mites b} pray­
mg plants with water. 

Use a solution of two table-
poons of mild oap per gallon 

of water and a oft brush or 
cloth to eliminate heavy insect 
mfestation . If you decide to 
use a convention I m'>ccticide. 
always read and folio" the man­
ufacturer's label instructions.

An American Legend 
Merry Old Santa Claus by Thomas 

Nast was first published in Harper's 
Weekly on January 1, 1881. 

Germany's version: 
Der Weihnactsmann Historic Roots 

North American poetry and illustra­
tions dep1ct Santa in his red jacket 
and pompom-topped cap, travelling in 
a sleigh pulled by eight reindeer. He is 
known to climb down chimneys and 
leave gifts in stockings children set 
out on the fireplace's mantelpiece. 

Santa Claus received his name from 
the Dutch legend of Sinter Klaas, 
brought by settlers to New York in the t. 

17th century. In America, the old 
Dutch legend evolved quickly because 
of the press. As early as 1773, the 
name "St. A. Claus" was coined in 
newspapers. Popular author 
Washington Irving gave Americans 
detailed information about the Dutch 
version of Saint Nicholas. In 1809, 
he published his "History of New York" 
under the pseudonym Diedrich 
Knickerbocker. In this version, Irving 
described the arrival of the saint on 
horseback on the Eve of Saint 
Nicholas. 

This Dutch-American Saint Nick 
became fully Americanized in 1823 
when the poem "A Visit from Saint 
Nicholas" ("The Night Before 
Christmas") by Clement Clarke 
Moore was published. It included the 
names of the reindeer; Santa's 
laughs, winks and nods; and the 
method by which Saint Nicholas, 
referred to as an elf, returns up the 
ch1mney. (Moore's phrase ~lays his 
finger aside of his nose" was 
drawn directly from Irving's 1809 
description.) 

In 1881, the image of Santa 
Claus was further elaborated by 
the American illustrator Thomas 
Nast He depicted a large and jolly 
Santa for Christmas issues of 
Harper's magazine during the 
1860s to 1880s. Details such as the 
North Pole workshop and the 
naughty-and-nice list were added. 
Santa became human-sized instead 
of elf-sized in Moore's poem. 

In 1925, newspapers revealed that 
Santa Claus lived in Finnish Lapland. 
It was there he got the reindeer to pull 
his sleigh. In 1927, Markus Rautio, a 
popular radio personality, further 
revealed that Santa Claus lives on 
Lapland's Korvatunturi (Ear Fell). 
The fell, on Finland's eastern frontier, 
resembles a rabbit's ears. According 
to the legend, the "ears~ are, in fact, 
Santa's. He uses them to hear if the 
world's children are being nice. 

Santa is assisted by a busy group of 
elves, who have their own history in 
Scandinanvian legend. 

A series of illustrations for Coca-Cola 
advertisements were introduced in 
1931 by Swedish artist Haddon H. 
Sundblom. In modem versions of the 
Santa Claus legend, only Santa's 
workers are elves. Rudolph, the 
ninth reindeer, with a red and shiny 
nose, was invented in 1939 by an 
advertising writer for the Montgomery 
Ward Company. 

Since the 1950s, Santa has "lived" in 
Napapiiri, near Rovaniemi, Finland. 
Letters from children around the world 
are delivered to the offic1al Santa 
Claus village post office there. 
Korvatunturi mountain, where Santa 
lives, is off-limits to people.

The Russian Santa, 
Ded Moroz, is a tall, slender 
gentleman who would wear 

long, lavishly adorned robes. 
He travels in a troika, 

a decorated sleigh drawn by 
three horses, and is assisted 

by Snegurochka 
(the Snow Maiden). 
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Over the centuries, customs from 
the Northern Hemisphere came 
together and created Santa Claus -
the ageless, timeless, immortal white­
bearded man who gives out gifts on 
Christmas and always returns to the 
North Pole. 

When looking for the roots of Santa 
Claus, we must search into the 

past. Santa combines many different 
legends, myths and traditions. 

The Christian-era Santa Claus legend 
comes from Bishop Nicholas of 
~myrna (lzmir), in what is now Turkey. 
He lived in the fourth century A.D. and 
was generous and loving to 
children. He often brought joy to poor 
children by throwing gifts into their 
windows. 

The Russian Orthodox Church later 
raised St. Nicholas to a position of 
great esteem. It was In his honor that 
Russia's oldest church was built. 

The Roman Catholic Church honored 
Nicholas for helping children and the 
poor. He became the patron saint of 
children and seafarers. His name day 
is December 6. 

In Protestant areas of Germany, 
St. Nicholas became known as der 
Weihnachtsmann. 

In England, he's called Father 
Christmas. 

In France, he is Pere Noel. 

St. Nicholas made his way to the 
United States with the Dutch immi­
grants, and, with the help of the 
American press, began to be referred 
to as Santa Claus. 

Black Peter 
Today, children who misbehave are 
told that Santa will bring them coal 

or sticks at Chnstmas. Long ago, dur­
ing his annual rounds, Santa had an 
accomplice named Black Peter. This 
legend was bam in ancient Europe. 

Santa gave toys to good children, and 
Black Peter gave coal and a spanking 

with a switch to the naughty ones. 

Even though Santa Claus no longer 
travels with Black Peter, he doesn~ 

bring presents to bad children. 

Christmas Elves 
In pagan Scandinavia, people believed 
that house gnomes guarded them 
against evil. Mostly benevolent, 
gnomes could tum nasty if not 
property treated. When Christmas 
became popular as a festive season 
during the mid-1800s, Scandinavian 
writers recast gnomes as the 
mischievous but true friends of 
Father Christmas. 

Santa's elves are the children of Gryla 
and Leppaludi, their father and mother. 
Some say there are 13 elves, some 
nine, some six. Regardless, they are 
clever and tireless helpers. 

Bushy Evergreen invented the 
magic toymaking machine. 

Shinny Upatree is Santa's 
oldest friend and helped to 
establish the secret village 
in Lapland. 

Wunorse Openslae looks after 
Santa's sleigh and cares for the 
reindeer. 

Pepper Minstlx ·guards the secret 
location of Santa Village. 

Sugarplum Mary heads the Sweet 
Treats kitchen. She also assists 
Mrs. Claus. 

Alabaster Snowball is keeper of the 
naughty-and-nice list. 
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
